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MIGHTY MAUNA LOA,

This Gigantio Volcuo is Worthy
Rival to Vesuvius,

The lofty voleanoes of the Hawallan
Islands, rising above the ocean from
6,000 to nearly 14.000 feet, are only the
summits of gigantic mountain masses
that rise abruptly from the bottom of
the Pacific. Mauna Loa, on the island
of Hawall, stands 13,675 feet above
sea level, but its slopes descend be-
neath the sea, shown by deep sea
soundings, with a grade fully equal to
it not greater than that of the visible
slopes. The same is generally true of
the submarine slopes of other islands,

d the depths attained by these con-

nuous slopes, within thirty to fifty
miles of the shores, vary from 14,000
to 19,000 feet. —Mauna Loa and Mauna
Kea, If their true bases are considered
to be at the bottom of the Pacific, are
therefore mountains of as great an al-
titude as Mount Everest, or approxi-
30,000 feet. In general the
Hawailan Island group consists of
summits of & gigantic submarine
mountain chain which projects only
its loftier peaks and domes above the
water. On the island oi Hawaii the
volcanic forces are still in operation

The one continuously active voleanic
vent of the Island is Kilauea, far down
on the eastern flank of Mauna Loa—
“the great mountain.” No other vol-
cano in the world approaches Mauna
Loa in the vastness of its mass or in
the magnitude of Its eruptive activity,
There are many volcanic peaks higher
in the air, but most of them are plant-
ed upon elevated platforms where they
appear as mege cones of greater or lesa
size. It isndt yet known at what lev-
el the base of Mauna Loa is situated,

Mauna Kea—"the white mountain"

—is also a colossus among volcanoes.
Its summit, 13,825 feet, is a trifle high-
er than that of Mauna Loa, but its
slopes are steeper, and its base Is there-
fore much smaller. The magnitude of
Manua Loa is due chiefly to the great
area of its base, which is nearly ellip-
tical in shape, with a major diameter
of seventy-four miles and a minor di-
ameter of fity-three miles, measured
at sea level.

In the aggregate of its eruptions
Mauna Loa {s also unrivaled. Some of
the valcanoes of Iceland have been
known to disgorge at a single outbreak
masses of lava fully equal to those of
Mauna Loa. But such outbursts are
infrequent in Iceland, and a century
has elapsed since any of such magni-
tude have occurred, though there have
been several minor eruptions. The
eruptions of Mauna Loa are all of
great volume and occur irregularly, at
an average interval of about eight
years. In view of the total quantity
of material it has disgorged during the
last century no other volcano is at all
comparable to it.—From a Bulletin of
the United States Geographical Survey

DUST AND DISEASE.

There s perhaps no more general
harborer of disease germs than dust.
Indoor dust and outdoor dust alike
provide a congenial home for bacilll
of many kinds, and in this present
epldemic of influenza a great number
of cases which have appeared amongst
persone who live an open-air life, as,
for example, the police force, can
safely be attributed to the germ-laden
dust which eddies and whirls about
juadequately cleaned sireets.

Street dust s a notorious germ car-
rler, Infecting exposed milk, fruit on
etreet stalls, meat in butchers shops,
and al] sorts of articles of food to
which it can galn access, Breathed in-
to the lungs, it can carry with it the
seeds of disease, and dust is one of
the well-knowy spreaders of consump-
tion. It is, unfortuaately .not in the
power of the ordinary private citizen
to disinfect the etreets through which
he walks, but it is well within his
power to keep his own house and his
own food rom AQust add ite con-

ree \

taminations

During an epldemic such as the pre-
eent one, it should be remecmbered
that nature has provided us with ui

good ceal of protection against the in-
haling of dust, {f we co but make use
of it. Tne tiny hairs with which the |
nostrile are lined catch and fllter, out
all but the very finest duet particles,
and anyone who has examined hig
handkerchief after walking out in a
vellow fog and then blowing his nose
will easily reallze how much his nose
has saved his lungs The . habit of
breathing through the mouth-<4nsteéad |
of through the noss, which is unfor-
tunately so common, deprives us of
this natural proteciion, and allows the
contaminated alr frea access to  the
lungs and air passages, loaded as it is
with germ-carrying dust. The hablt ot
nose-breathing should be carefully
cultivated. It is the natnural on, and
man ydeformities and diseases of the
air passages result from [ta neglect.

Inside the housee dust ehould be
dealt with a little more adequately
than is done In the average houee. It
ie too often merely swept out of one
place to settle in another; disturbed
from its resting-place on a shelf to
find another on the furniture. All

Druge have proved a brok-
en reed, so far as influenza fe¢ con-
cerned, and the only plece of treat-
ment about the value of which there
can be no doubt coneists jn putting
the patient to bed and keeping him
there in a atate of placidity until the
temperature has romained normal for
at least twenty-four hours A cool
airy room {s desirable, and while
there should be no cool draughts, the
windows of the bedroom should in all
cases be kept wide open day and
night. During the feverish stage no
solld food ehould he given. The pati-
ent should be allowed or rather en-
couraged to drink is much water, le-
mon water, and milk or milk and soda
ns poeaible. Attentlon should be paid
to the bowels, which should be induc-
ed to move daily, and the face and
chest should be sponged with warm
water twice every day. In all but the
mildest cases it will be found desir-
able to have the patient seen and ex-
amined by a doctor o that the onset
of pneumonia, if it occurs, should not
be overlooked

But in clearing the
way for their return the military
authorities are carrying out extensive
demobilization operations. The ex-
tent of this demobilization is only
limited by the transportation condi-
tions Estimates are that 20,000
Canadian soldiers will arrive home
in January and thereafter 30,000 per
month

The sources from which these
separate drafts are obtained are re-
serve battalions containing men who
have seen service and would be again

These demobilization measures are
being carried out in conformity with
the general plan worked out some
time ago. The mén go from the var-
ious camps to concentration camp at
Kenamael Park, North Wales, and
are then sent forward to the dispersal
depot in Canada nearest their homes,
where they are mustered out,

Troops available for demobiliza-
tion in France are daily going to
England, but this movement is not

| large owingto thediMculty of moving
troops in France. For the moment
soldiers in England have the prefer-

| ential chance of getting home, but it
is hoped this will be equalized later
by the establishment of a concentra-
tion camp in France and direct trans-
port from France to Canada

The Canadian corps at the front

will be demobilized by units, which
| will enable Canadian committees to
| extend a welcome to their home
battalions Plans are now being
| worked out to enable this to be
done without undue - delay The
objection to this source will be met
by interchanges between battalions
by which all soldiers from a given
area will be collected in the bat-
talions identified with that terri-
| tory. Thus infantrymen from To-
ronto will be assembled with the
whole army in Toronto battalions.
There will be ample time to work
this out.

Officers from the front say that
the expectation of the corps is that
demobilization will be by divisions
in their numerical order. The Can-
adian demobilization scheme In-
cludes the provision that the special
Industrial requirements of each dis-
persal area shall be a‘ modifying
factor,

The Overseas Ministry is deluged
with requests for the return of in-
dividuals or soldiers of a particular
class, such as miners, railway men,
ete. So far as this can be done with-
out slowing up the demobilization
machinery, these requests will be
met, but the prime requisite at the
moment is that full advantage bhe
taken of the shipping capacity at the
disposal of the Overseas Ministry
during the next two or three months,
Some of the requests by their busi-
ness associates for the immediate re-
turn of men of special qualifications
could only be complied with at the
cost of throwing the organization in
England and in France into confu-

| slon. Many of the pivotal men in the

army f{tself and in administrative
work are business and professional |
men for whom their work in Canada |
is calling, but they cannot be releas-
ed until this immensely complex task
of demobilization s further ad-
vanced.
