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EARL GREY
MEETS TAFT

—

Both Speak at the University
Club in Albany — The Best
of Feeling Prevails — Close
Friendship Necessary.

Albany, N.Y., March 20—President
Taft, Earl Grey, the Governor-General
of Canada, and Governor- Hughes, of
New York, met here Saturday night
at the banquet of the University Club.
The President arrived from Rochester
to be the guest of Governor Hughes
until Monday morning. All' three of
the distinguished visitors were speak-
ers at the banquet.:” The chief sub-
ject of their addresses was the friend-
ship between the two countries.

“I may perhaps be excused if I con-
fess to you with all the confidence
of one who hes lived for upwards of

five years in close und delightfal inti-
macy with the Canadian people, that
they are well worthy -of your esteem
and affection,’ said Earl Grey. “I mev-
er visited the United States without
experiencing a feeling of pride that
we Canadians and Americans are re-
lated by the close ties of a common
ancestry and that consequently, al-
though living under different forms
of free and enlightened government,
we are, so far as the real big things
are concerned, practically one people.

A Varsity Man to Vanlfy Men

“So far I have spoken im my capa-
city as Governor-General of Canada.
May T now say one word at this "uni-
versity dinner as a university man
talking to university men. As a
Rhodes trustee . and one of the execu-
tors of Cecil Rhodes’ will, may I be
permitted to refer for ome moment to
the dreams which lie buried in the
grave of Cecil Rhodes, and are des-
tined one day to bear immortal fruit?
What were the motives that prompted
him to give to your forty-nine States
a magnificent present of Oxford schol-
arships? The hope that filled the
great heart of Cecil Rhodes. was that
one day the English speaking peoples
of the world would be joined together
as co-workers for world purposes;
strong enough perhaps to stop unnec-
essary wars, and powerful and high-
minded enough to lead the nations.in
the march of progress and reform. Per-
haps some day through, the munifi-
cence of an _American benefactor, a
further steppfng stone may be estab-
lished in a similar endowment of
scholarships in one of your great
American universities for the most
promising men that can be selected
from the various parts of Great and
Greater Britain.” ,

President Taft’s Job

President Taft did not begin his re-
marks until late. He declared it had
been a great privilege to meet and
talk with Earl Grey. “The Governor-
General and I have been comparing
notes,” he said, “and I find that his
job'and mine differ in several marked
degrees in his faver. He represernts
the King, and ‘the King can do no
wrong.' The President can do ne
right, 'at least he has not anybody -to
throw it on to since Mr. Loeb left the
White House.”

The President referred briefly to the
tariff conference to be held on Sun-
day, looking to an adjustment of the
differences with Canada. He said that
every effort would be put forth by the
American government to see ‘if a
means could be found of avoiding the
creation of a tariff wall between this
country and the Dominion.

“We must be as close friends as
possible, for our mutual benefit. I
am deeply impressed with the rapid
growth and prosperity of Canada and
1 want to say that it i sto our great
advantage to be just to the Canadians
and to their great advantage to be
just to us.”

He has been careful not to sajy he
intends to be forever silent. He
believes it the duty of all #dod citi-
zens to take active part in a!! pubiie
matters. He i firm in the belief
that such men must work at all t'uies
for better conditions, and that this
obligation lies quite as heavily upon
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men out of office as upon those who
are in.

As to whether he will take more
than a publicist’s part in future poli-
tical contests will = depend, wholly
upon developments. I believe his
mind is absolutely open on this score
today.

He feels that principles rather than
persons should command support, and
1 am confident that when the Roose-
velt influence is felt it will be in aid
of the progressive policies and the
progressive men, who are striving for
them in the United States today.

ADJOURNED

Alberta Fight Out of Legisla-
ture and before Commission
—Meet again in May.

Edmonton, Mareh 21—From now un-
til the 26th of May there will be more
live campaigning in different conmsti-
tuencies than has ever been seen in
any real election in Alberta. Starting
from an effort of the government and
followers of C. W. Cross to hearten up
the government supporters by+a firm
backing, the campaign is taking the
lines of a flood of literature and a
large number of spell-binders and
stump orators who will stump the rid-
ings and endeavor to explain to the
people that the government is all
right.

The government members are ex-
pecting to take a little trip through
their own special constituencies and
address all the people, explaining
everything possible.

Legislature Adjourns

The Alberta legislature will adjourn
on Saturday until May 26. 'The tem-
porary estimates brought down were
passed with a cut of $243,000 in the
public works estimates, making a
final total of $1,448,539.26. The bill
to incorporate the Edmonton Inter-
urban Railway with power to build
from Edmonton to several points in
the ‘district was killed in committee.
All the important government -legis-
lation is being held over, includ-
ing all the municipal acts. McLean’s
bill to grant additional power to the
town of Taber was passed. In the
debate on the estimates the appro-
priation of $50,000 for the Edmon-
ton court house was cut to $25,000
and the  $50,000 for the Ponoka
asylum was cut to $35,000. The
$125,000 on capital account for
bridges was cut to $25,000.

When the estimates were passed
Dr. Campbell, of Ponoka, asked the
premier if it was his intention - to
introduce further legislation when the
house met. The premier replied that
there were some changes being con-
templated. The premier told Mr. Boyle
that he expected the Canadian North-
ern railroad line to Athabasca would
be completed this year.

Settler Suicidgs

North Portal, March 21 — A man
named Miller, residing with Robert
Kellerton, a farmer living on the
American side three miles from here,
committed suicide last night by hang-
ing himself from a beam in the barn.
No reason can be assigned for the act.
He was not in straightened circum-’
stances as over elghty dollars was
found on his person. He'last year
filed on a homestead in Canada.

HAULTAIN
AT ARCOLA

-

Delivers a Splendid Address
to the Canmington Fleetors
—A Non-political Banquet.

pus—

Hon. F. W. G. Haultain, ex-premier
of the Territorial goverament, accom-
panied by C. E. D. Wood, a Regina
barrister and prospective Conservative
candidate for Cannington at the next
provincial elections, visited Arcola
last Tuesday and addressed the elec-
tors in the town hall in the evening:
The meeting was fairly well attended
and the speakers were glven a cordial
hearing. Mr. P. J. Griffin, president
of the Areeola Conservative organiza-
tion presided while a number of local
Conservanves occupied seats on the
platform behind him.

Mr. Wood was the first speaker, who
upon being introduced by the chair-
man, expressed his pleasure at being
present to address the electors in Ar-
cola and them preceeded to deal with
the politiesl issues relating to . this
province. He briefly dealt with the au-
tonomy aet, especially the portion of
it that deals with the settlement that
had been mcde in lieu of the lands. In
this he pointed out that the country
had been robbed of its heritage and its
just rights. Upon this contention, the
policy of the Provincial Righters prin-
cipally rested. He said ‘that if the
same settlement had been made by a
Conservative govermment he would
have been-equally consistent in oppos-
ing the settlement as he was at the
present time. Mr. Wood then dealt
with the finances of the province and
the so-called improvident expenditure
that has been made under the Scott
administration in which he caleulated
that from a surplus of $500,000 in 1906
the treasury was - depleted until at

‘the last financial statement there was

a deficit of $700,000. The school book
contract came in for a brief reference

in which he merely pointed out that}.

while ‘the province of Saskatchewan
paid $1 a set the Manitoba government
got the same set for 70/ cents and the
Ontario government as good a one for
45 cents. He closed his a.ddress by a
brief reference to the abandonment
by the government of hail insurance
and the reduction of the school and
agricultural socleties grants.

Mr. Haultain upon being called
was greeted by prolonged applause by
his supporters present. He was in
good form and he dealt with the pro-
vincial issues in his usual forceful and
courteous manner, apd from a provin-
cial righters standpoint he gave a very
effective address.

After a few preliminary remarks,
Mr. Haultain went into the heart of
the issues upon which the provincial
righters based their policies, chief of
which is the settlement that was made
on this province in the Autonomy act
in lieu of the lands. After outlining
the financial arrangement as provided
by the Saskatchewan act he criticized
it as inadequate in providing for the
finances of the province and as also
being based on an unfair estimate
of the vacant lands and also an un-
tair valuation on the same. He
pointed out that while ‘the finances
of a provinee are based on only 25,000
000 acres of land, there was at the
time of the autonomy act about 180,
000,000 acres of public lands in the
province to which the people had a
claim. For this the province is given
an estimated value of $37,500,000 on
25,000,000 acres for which they were
to receive one per cent. until the prov-
ince had a population of 400,000 peo-
ple, amounting to'a grant of $375,000.
Mr. Haaultain ridiculed this arrange-
ment.. ‘He then proceeded to point
out that while the Dominion ' gov-
ernment only estimated these lands
for provincial finances at'§1.50. per
acre and the interest at one per cent,,
the government was selling to set-
tlers the same lands for $3 per acre
and interest at 5 per cent. The lands
sold last year to settlers would have
netted the province at 5 per cent. in-
terest $450,000 if the land had been
sold by the province. - Mr. Haultain
claimed that the financial arrange-
ments were inadequate and that they
would continue so until the province
was given posséssion of the lands.
Those he claimed were the rights ef
the province and until those rights
were restored the provineial rights
party would cofitinue. He repudiated
the charge that the provincial ﬂghterl
were Conservatives.

Mr. Haultain stil adhered to  the
conviction that in addition to- the
public lands being turned over to
the province compensation should
be made for the 13,000,000 acres of
land that had been given away in this
province for railway grants. He con-
gidered that if the province had been
dealt with justly in the way of being
given its land, the finances of the
province would be in so healthy a
state that there would be no need
for the reduction in school grants,
agricultural fair grants and the elim-
fnation of government hail insurance
that has taken place within the last
two years. He pointed out that in
1906 when he advocated this policy
the charge was made that it would
result in direct taxation, “but now,”
he gaid, “we have direct taxation ‘and
no lands” The five years of provin-
cial government has only tended to
strengthen his conviction in the wis-
dom of the policy he advocated in 1906
and he claimed that the future will
convince the people that he was in
the right.

The ban-
quet was all that could be desired and

much praise is due Mr. Gillingham for
its success. This banquet was punely
non-political to ‘which Grit and Tory
gat ‘down with¥that free feeling of
comradery peculiar to the West.

'RIGHTS

Kight Bills being Introduced
into House of Commons—
Want Marriage Vows
Changed.

Laren has given notice that he will
introduce eight bills in the House
of Commons all bearing on the’rights
and interests of women. His wife is
the champion of this womans char-

ter, which she introduced to a large
meeting of women at Manchester on
Thursday.

Lady McLaren deals with women’s
wrongs in no half hearted fashion.
First and foremost she demands that
the house of commons requests the
bishops of the church of England in
convocation to draw up a new mar-
riage service in accordance with wo-
manly dignity - and legal truth.
‘There is no doubt,” she  said, ot
the inferior position of women in this
ountry, and the reason we are treat-
ed so by the working and other class-
es is because the church, and espec-
fally the marriage servic e,encourages
such treatment. The passage in the
gervice, “Wives submit yourself unto
your husbands as unto the Lord,”
compares the husband to a God. I
do not deny his many godlike quali-
ties, but I do not think men claim to
have the authority of God. If he does,
he does not get it.”

Man’s False Vow

Lady McLaren claims that this and
other similar vows cannot possibly
be kept. Women married in Catholic,
' Jewish and Non-Conformist churches
can keep their marriage vows while

England cannot, she thinks. She re-
fers also to - man’s ‘“false vows,”
“with all my worldly goods I do thee
endow.” “The husband says that in
the presence of.

AN INTERESTING PAPER -
ON ALFALFA GROWING

Professor Bedford States

Proper- Method of Culti-

vation--Great Feed for all Kinds of Stock=- A
Clover for Country with Light Rainfall -- When
and How to Cut and Cure it.

The majority of the Western -farm-
ers are of the opinion that none of
the clovers will succeed in Western
Canada, whereas nearly all of ‘them
will give fair returns if ‘properly sown
in suitable spll. Clovers of all kinds
may be made of great service to our
tarmers; they yleld excellent forage
tor all kinds of farm stock, while at
the same time enriching the soil. The
clover plant in common with all other
legumes have the ability to collect

free nitrogen.from the air and to store
it up in their stems and roots, and
actually leaving the soil richer uym it
was previously. Clover also improves
many soils mechanically, the roots
penetrate deeply and break up the
hard subsoils and bring up fertility
from a great depth; clover also fills
the soil with roots which become eXx-
cellent plant food as soon as they de-
cay. This additional humus is also
useful for holding moisture Mor future
crops. Clover owing to its dense fo-
liage, greatly aids in keeping down
weeds. Very few of them can force
their way through a heavy crop of
clover. 1 have never found it nec-
essary to introduce clover bacteria
into the soils of this country, appar-
ently it is present in the soil through
all parts of the province.

Alfalfa clover is by no means 2 new
plant as it has been cultivate for two
thousand years, both the ancient Gre-
cians, and Romans knowing it well.
The latter esteemed it highly for feed-
ing their war horses. It/is at the
present time cultivated largely in Italy
and Spain. “Alfalfa is pre-eminently
a dry land plant and has always made
the most rapid progress in countries
having a somewhat light rainfall, al-
though introduced into England over
two hundred and fifty years ago it is
still very little grown there. The plant
of alfalfa is not at all like the red
clover plant, being more erect in its
habits. The blossoms are purple in-
stead of red, and the leaves are smal-
ler. The most striking feature, how-
ever, in this clover is its very long
tap root, which has-been known to
reach five feet in one summer. This
extensive root system enables the
plant to thrive and produce a good
crop of forage even on sandy soil and
in a climate of light rainfall. The
crowns of the alfalfa plant, from which
the stems groy, increase greatly each
year, until at the age of five years
as many as thirty stems are produced
from each plant largely increasing the
yield of fodder.

This plant is a very decided peren-
pial as fields have been known to re-
main productive for fifty years ,and
in this country, when planning to grow
a fleld of it, arrangements should be
made to leave it unbroken for at least
five or six years. The seed is expen-
sive and it will never pay to grow it
up as we do timothy and other grasses
Seeing that the seed is expensive and
the crop likely to oceupy the ground
for some time, great care should be
exercised in preparing the land and
sowing the seed; the soil should be
plowed fairly deep in spring and well
harrowed; the plants are more deli-
cate when young than most grasses,
and rough soil is a great objection, and
low wet land is very unsuitable.

Although it is possible to grow a
fair crop of this clover with a nurse
crop of grain, we have always had
the best results from sowing it with-
out a nurse crop of any kind. Our
_usual practice is to plow grain stubble
late in May, harrow once, then sow
the alfalfa broadcast by hand or with
a Thompson wheel-barrow seeder and
harrow a second time. 1 would prefer
sowing the clover with a drill. when
possible. This has been accomplish-
ed, 1 understand, by mixing the seed
with a quantity of chopped grain and
gowing the mixture with- a common
grain drill.

When sowed on spring plowed stub-
ble the volunteer grain and weeds
come up quickly. These should be cut
with a mower when about a foot high
anu the cuttings left_on the groqnd.
They should not be raked off as they
will act as a mulch and help to keep
the moisture in the ground. = Very
shortly after the weeds have been
mowed the clover will come up thick-
ly, and the plants should be strong
and well rooted by fall. In weedy
land it may be necessary to cut the
weeds again during the summer. This
frequent mowing not only keeps the
weeds froma going to seed, but also
encourages the clover to send out
fresh stems, increasing future crops.
A crop of clover is not usually obtain-
ed the first season, and stock should
not be pastured on it until it is at
least a year old. Although quite hardy
wuen well established, the young plant
is somewhat delicate the first Yyear
and should not be pastured closely
the first fall, but considerable stub-
ble left to catch the snow.

It is very important that alfalfa
should. be cut for hay on the very first
appearance of the bloom. The stalks
are then quite tender. The hay will
be of thé best quality and the after-
math heavy. If cut when the blossom
is well advanced, the hay will be
woody and the aftermath light. The
leaves of this plant are easily broken
trom the plant and the hay should be
cured as much as possible in the coil,

.and not hapdled more than is absolute-
ly necessary. Ic can always be cut
twice in this country and in a very
tavorable season three times. The
yield is usually from 21% to 3 tomns of
hay per acre. Cut early and well cur-
ed, all classes of stock one ton are
ed, all classes of stock are very fond
of it. In the United States one ton
of it is worth three tons of prairie
hay. Even hogs will eat this clover,
and it is ideal for dairy cows. With
stall fed steers it will take the place
of bran, cottonseéd meal, etc., as it
furnishes the farmer a feeding mater-
ial rich in protein.

There is no way in which alfalfa can
be utilized beter than by hog pasture
A good crop .will support ten hogs
per acre, if it a little grain hroshrdl
per acre if a little grain is fed with
it; it is somewhat soft feed for them
if fed without grain. The Kansas ex-
perimental station fed alfalfa hay in
connection with grain and made 868
Ibs. of additional pork from a ton of
hay. Pigs at the same station fed
with very little grain in addition to
alfalfa pasture, made a gain of 776 1bs.
of pork for each acre of pasture. Fed
to brood sows, either as hay or pasture
it prevents poor, sickly litters and
keeps the sow in good health. The
hay is excellent for sheep, but they
are liable to bloat ony the pasture it
turned into the field when the clover
is wet or frosty. After,. cutting the
clover it is an excellent plan to ran
a dise harrow over the field; but the
harrow must be set so that the discs
run nearly parallel, so as not to cut
too deeply. There are gseveral varie-
ties- or strains of alfalfa offered on
the market. Perhaps the most suit-
able for this country are: Grimms al-
falfa and .urkestan alfaifa; northern
grown seg¢d is preferable.—Prof. Bed-
ford in Grain Growers’ Guide.

FIELDING
FOR ALBANY

Will Meet Presideat Taft .and
Arrange Solution of Tarift
Muddle — Canada Wants
Faig Deal. ;

Ottawa, March 18—The invitation
from President Taft to Hon. W. S.
Fielding, Minister of Finance, to meet
him as his guest at Albany tomorrow
or Sunday, which was received here
this evening is hailed with great sat-
isfaction as pointing a way out of
the impass which has existed between
the two countries on the tariff ques-
tion for the past ten days.

Throughout the whole of the nego-
tiations with respect to the present
difficutt and ‘complicated situation, the
government while insisting on its
right to maintain its fiscal indepén-
dence in making tariff pargains with
other nations, irrespective of what
the United States tariff law may be,
has also been ready to deal in @
friendly and conciliatory way = wi‘h
Washington in trying to maintain
friendly trade relations, while not
yielding in any way the principle at
stake.

tional self-respect and fair play -to
avoid a - tariff war which Is no more
desired, on this side ot the line than
it 1s on the United States’ side.

Hon. Mr. Fielding will meet Presi
dent Taft at Albany, and it is believed
that as a result of the conference of
the two representatives of neighbor-
ing countries which are both anxious
to live on -friendly terms, a way out
of the present difficulty will be found.
It is believed that the invitation from
Presia'ent Taft would not have been
sent unless he was hopeful that any
proposals he might contemplate as a
means of overcoming the inelastic
American tariff Iaw would be accept-
able to the Canadian government.

Canada’s views of the whole ques-
tion as explained to the tariff dele-
gates from Washington here two
weeks ‘ago are thoroughly understood
by President Taft. - The present pro-
posal to meet half way between Wash-
ington and Ottawa is taken to mean
that some practicable and mutual sat-
isfactory compromise can be reached.
The commonsense and business inter-
ests of the north countries are averse
to a tarifft < war. Both influences,
working through the medium of a
frank and friendly conference of the
two statesmen should result in reach-
ing a conclusion equally desired by
both sides.

As to the details of President Taft’s
proposals for a way out, nothing is
avallable here. It would mnot be sur-
prising, however, if some minor con-
cessions which would not affect Can-
adian industries at all, but which
would rather tend to help the Cana-
dian consumer and which would not
practically affect the general principle
for which Canada is contending, will
form the basis of negotiations at Al-
bany.

Hudson’s Bay and Pacific
Railway will be Built—Med-
jcal Officer now at Prince
Albert.

Prince Albert, March 17—Dr. Reid,
of London, England, with his wife and
family arrived lnathe city this evening.
Dr. Reid is here in cennection with
the Hudson Bay and Pacific Railway
and will have charge as medical su-
perintendent over all the construction
camps in connection with the b'uilding
of the road.

When interviewed here tonight, the
doctor said: “You can tell the people

that we havent come all the way from
London to Prince Albert to play ping
pong. We mean business, and I think
that before many weeks or as soon
as the frost is out of the ground, you
will see the ploughs at work in build-
ing the grade of the Hudson Bay and
Pacific railroad. 1 am not ready to
give out much information as yet,
and prefer to wait for Mr. Alwood,
chief engineer, of London, England,
and A. J. Taylor, contractor of New
York. :

THE LUMSDEN CHARGES

Dealing with the Lumsden
charges, the Leader, following its
policy, presents its usual amount
of misrepresentation. It accuses
the Oppesition of being the author
of the charges when they were
made by Chief Engineer Lumsden
whese appointment to his respon-
sible position was ‘made by ‘the
government. It represents Mr.
Lumsden as having endorsed the
work of the commission when in
fact he has done nothing of  the
sort. The Conservative members
of the committee of investigation
are accused of withdrawing be-
cause they knew the charges were
false. The Leader knows that the
Conservative members withdrew
after being refused the rights that
belongd-to them and when it was
patent to everybody that the Lib-
eral ‘majority were determined to
make the investigation a farce
and to use their majority to white-
wash the boodlers in Canada’s
greatest scandal.

- The situation was that the com-,

mittee consisted of four leersls
and three Conservative lawyers,
that the Transcontinental - Com-
mission was represented by an
able lawyer, who répresented the
defence; and that it was neces-
sary to appoint a lawyer to appear
for the public, to press the charge
made by Mr. Lumsden that there
had been over-classification. First
the lawyer of the Commission
made the impudent claim that he
represented the public. This was
too absurd and was rejected. Then
the Conservative members claim-
ed the right to appoint and in-
struet the counsel appointed to
represent the publie.

Everybody knows that it is the
distinguished virtue of a lawyer
to represent his client. Everything
about his attitude and course de-
pends on who ‘engages him. New,
the Liberals, on -the committee,
were desperately concerned to
prove the charges false, to prove
that where . the contractors - got
$14,000 for a piece of work which
Mr. Lumsden says was worth only
$4,000, that $14,000 was the pro-
per price. The Conservatives, on
the other hand, were concerned to
have the whole matter probed to
the bottom. Thus, if the Liberal
members engaged a given lawyer,
he would be commissioned by the
defence; if the Conservatives en-
gaged the same man, he would be
commissioned by’ the prosecution.

The Libérals absolutely denied
to the Conservatives this right.
They insisted that the counsel for
the prosecution mnst be appointed
by the defence and havé the de-
fence for his clients. Thereupon,
the Conservative members retired
from the whole thing.

They thus got $10,216.15“more
than they should have got. The
excess was 230 per cent. Put in
another way; the work ecost over
thrice what it should.
Case No. 2—The goverument
engineers allowed the contractors
4,352 yards of rock ; 1,850 of loose
rock ; 1,233 of common excavation,
This works out to $7,711.93, which
was paid to the contractor. Mr.
Lumsden says that the figures
should have been only 600 yards
loose rock; all the rest was earth.
On this basis, it would have been
$1,735.35.
Thus the contraetor got $7,-
711,93.

He should have got $1 739 35.

He got $5,976.58 more than be
should have got. Or 344 per cent.

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ANNUAL CONVENTION
IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT

Jas. Smith Again President--Moose Jaw Next Meet-
ing Place--An Attack on Regina--No Union with
Municipal Association == Demand Government
Hail Insurance--Want more Money for Roads

and Bridges.

Saskatoon, March 16—The annual
convention for the Saskatchewan Lo-
cal Improvement Districts Associa-
tions opened this- morning. The an-
nual address of the president was de-
livered after which adjournment was
made for the commenecement of the
regular business of the convention.
Eighty-five elegates registered at St.
John’s hall this morning, and some
fifty late arrivals were recorded.

President Smith occupied the chair,
accompanied by vice-president Hew-
son, and members of the executive, in-
cluding E. Hingley, secretary; A. H.
Salmon, H. E. Clinite, H. R. Blyth,
W. S. Chalmers, J. Bell, R. 8. Black-
more, T. McCloy, H. J. Mitchell, A.
F. Dickson, H. Webb, T. J. McGuire,
P. J. Russell, Fred Black, J. L. Tooke
and R. M. Johnson.

Mayor Hopkins, in an address of
welcome, suggested that the conven-
tion consider the advisability of join-
ing with the union of Saskatchewan
Municfpalitles, so that instead of two
organizations there would be one.
Such union would add to their influ-
ence and power, with the government
and railway companies.

W. C. Sutherland, also addressed
the convention, referring to the en-
larged powers conferred by the new
Municipal Act, and thanked them for
their invitation to address them.

Wright, on behalf of Regina, ex-
tended an invitation to _the conven-
tion to meet at Regina next year.
At this afternoon’s session the del-
egates listened to addresses on various
subjects connected with the local im-
proviment districts from many well-
known provincial speakers and dele-
gates, and government officials, and
the convention passed a number of
resolutions bearing on the municipal
and public affairs. These referred to
telegraph lines, the doing away with
old trails, prairie fires, nomination of
councillors, obstruction of roads, C.P.
R. taxes, and several other matters.
Tonight a hundred or more delegates
were tendered a complimentary ban-
quet at the Clinksk'll Cafe, over which
Mayor Hopkins presided.

Saskatoon, March 17—Moose Jaw
has been selected as the meeting
place of the Rural Muniecipalities con-
vention next year. On the first ballot
Regina topped the Hst with thirty-four
votes, Moose Jaw thirty-two, Saska-
toon twelve. On the second  vote
Moose Jaw was selected by a vote
of fifty to thirty-five. The general
idea of the convention is that the
cities should be visited in turn.

Vice-president Hewson attacked Re-
gina at last night’s banquet and this
morning for not treating the conven-
tion properly in regard to accommoda-
tion. His statements were resented
by President Smith, Mr. Fitzgerald, of
Grenfell, the Indian Head delegates
and others. It was pointed out by
the president that the miembers of
the executive had themselves selected
a smaller hall last year, as the audi-
torium was found too large for the
previous year’s convention. When it
was found that there was an unusual-
ly large attendance of delegates last
year, every effort was made by Regina
to accommodate them with a larger
hall than they themselves had select-
ed, and Mayor Willlams secured the
city hall auditorium for the second
day’s sessions, although , engaged by
the Fat Stock Show board for agricul-
tural meetings.

New Constitution Adépted

The new constitution, already out-
lined,. was read over to the conven-
tion by the president and adopted
without discussion.

It was decided not to join the
Union of Saskatchewan Municipaii-
ties, but to ask the executive of
each association to meet together
and form a council to discuss mat-
ters of mutual interest, the follow-
ing resolution, moved by A. H. Sal-
mon, seconded by Reeve Williams, In
dian Head, being adopted:

“Whereas, the Union of Munici-
palities has invited us to jéin with
them and form one organization, and
while we appreciate the offer and the
spirit in which it is given, we, the
members of this association, do not
consider we have enough in common
with the said union to warrant our
amalgamation, though we have a
good deal in-common, and respectfully
suggest that the executive of each as-
sociation meet together and form a
council to discuss matters of mu-
tual interest.”

Mr. Wilson said the resolution be-
fore the last convention of the
Union of Municipalities did not in-
terest the smaller towns and  vil-
lages, much less the rural munici
palities, and they might as well re-
main as they are as to form differ-
ent sections of one union. The exe
cutive of both unions could amal
gamate in a way and still attend to
their own affairs better.

Questions Asked and Answered

J. N. Bayne, deputy municipal
minister, attended and answered nu
merous questions by delegates. These
referred principally to the position
of new municipalities and local im-
provement districts to school districts
in the matter of money loans. Mr.

could arrange with the bank for loans
until the first agsessment was collect-
ed. He advised the municipality to re-
gard the interests of the school dis-
trict as theirs.

It was stated that school ‘districts
were charged ten per cent. on loans,
and asked if the government would
advance until the assessment became
due. Mr. Bayne said the municipal-
ity could act as temporary hanker
for the school districts. There was no
provision in the estimates for ad-
vancing loans of this kind. Rural
school districts might on request be-
come village school districts for as-
sessment purposes, although having
no village within {ts bounds. But
this was not common. Village school
districts did not come under the con-
trol of rural municipalities.

A vote of thanks was passed to
Mr. Bayne.

Election of Officers

The election of officers took place
at this afternoon’s - session. James
Smith, of Yellow Grass, was re-elect-
ed president for the third time by
a large majority. First vice-presi-
dent, George Thompson, Indian Head;
second vice-president, A. H. Salmon,
Riga; third vice-president, H. E. Clin-
ite, Swift Current.

The auditor’s report, which was
submitted by G. D. Fitzgerald, show-
ed total ‘receipts $1,074, and a bal-
ance off hand of $249.28, and was
adopted.

Hail Insurance Resolution

The Grain Growers’ Association
hail insurance resolution, proposed
by J. L. Rooke, was adopted by a
majority, it was as follows:

“Whereas, the hail insurance com-
panies now operating in Saskatche-
wan are not doing business accept-
able to the farmers of the province
therefore, be it resolved, that a pro-
vincial hail insurance system he es-
tablished, the revenue for the said
system to be raised by a tax not ex:
ceeding two cents per acre. all land
to be subject to the said assessment,
providing that any resident ratepay-
ed  be allowed to register out one
section or less from assessment, and
partlclpation. in benefits.”

Other Resolutions

Resolutions were passed recom-
mending more and larger grants by
the government for road building, to
be spent under the supervision of
local councils; an amendment to the
municipal act that each municipality
may collect only such school taxes as
are levied on land within its boun-
daries; asking the department of the
interior to  allow taxes not paid by
non or partly resident homesteaders
to remain registered against the
land, thus preventing these lands be-
coming a dead loss to the district.

The convention endorsed the Prince
Albert convention resolution that a
charter or government aid be only
granted to railway  companies- who
build with a view to the develop-
ment of new country. The govern-
ment are to be asked to have the law
changed so as to enable farmers to
manufacture alcohol for heating, light-
ing, driving machinery, free of excise,
and issue bulletins of the methods
used in the manufacture.

The preamble of the resolution
sets out that this was necessary in
viéw of the high price and uncer-
tainty of the coal and wood supply
on the prairie, and the danger of
trusts and combines raising the price
of fuel us.. for driving internal com-
pbustion engines and for lighting pur-
poses. The mover of the resolution,
F. Conlan, of Moose Jaw, said that an
acre of potatoes would give enough al-
cohol to supply a family with light
and fuel.

The convention was brought to a
close by a meeting of the new exeeu-
tive, who reappointed E. Hingley,
Radisson, secretary-treasurer at $250,
with a bonus of $100 for extra ser-
vices.

Protect River Beds

The latest issue of the Canada Ga-
zette contains a new regulation with
respect to the issue of permits to re-
move sand, stone and gravel, the pro-
perty of the Crown, from the_sub-
merged beds of rivers and "lakes in
Manitoba, Saskatchewan, Alberta and
the Northwest Territories and within
the railway belt in the province of
British Columbia. The removal of
such materials has been the occasion
for considerable litigation in the west-
ern courts.

Under the new regulations. the right
granted under any such permit shall
apply only to the bars in or the bed
of the river or lake itself below the
ordinary high water level, and. shall
not authorize the permittee to re-
move sand, stone or gravel from, or
otherwise interfere with or affect in
any way the security of the banks
of the river or lake or of any struc-
tures erected in the said river or lake,
and the permit shall be subject to im-
mediate cancellation in the discretion
of the minister in case it. is shown
that the operations of the permittee
in the removal of the sand, stone or
gravel are likely to affect the banks
of the said river or lake, or to en-
danger in any way the security
thereof.

London, March ‘14—"Time, . gentle-
men, please,” is the call that is heard
when the lights go out in the restau-

rants of the west side and the gin
palaces of the east, the great city
hurries home to bed. After that
there remain out only the masterless
men and rogues—and those who have
no homes to which they can go.

It had been raining for forty-eight
hours when that modern curfew sent
us forth from Fleet Street. First, we
went westward, the Irishman and I
Tnére was yet life in the Strand, but
the ‘Haymarket “was already deserted.
The ‘coffee stall' at the Marble Arch
has' ‘disappearéd, and the big corner
‘was like a place of the dead save for
a policeman, in 4 ‘‘glistening caps
standing in the 18e of the arch itself.
So we went back ‘éastward again.

In ‘Regent Stréét we met two Wo-
men, fair haired Germans, one in
white and one {n grey, disputing in
a doorway. Leicester Square was like
the Marble Arch corner save that
there were two or three cabs yet on
the rank. So far we had drawn a
blank; but the (Irishman shook his
head as we turned down by Charing
Cross station. “The embankment is
too ghastly,” he said.

He. was quite’ right. ¢ Hungerford
bridge in very ‘wide; but ‘from the
underground - station - to Northumber-
land ayenue theyt were lying along
the pavement in a Tow, huddled to-
gether as closely-as they could get for
mutual warmth.' Tt was like a biv-
ouac—the bivouac of the army of the
lost. : U

If you want to' realize the horror of
a great city you should take a walk
after 2 am. At first in the dim. light
you may not grasp what those bundles
are. Then it comes home to you sud-
denly and you feel ‘sick. They are
men and women, and children as well
wrapped in newspapers and old con-
tents bills and foul rags of sacking,
with the wretks of boots protruding
from the bundles and bare flesh pro-
truding from: the boots. Most are
lying still, but ‘every now and then
one does move : restlessly, throwing
off his covering,'and you will sée one
of the half-dozen watching policemen
cover him up again, tucking the news-
papers down over the rags, doing
it half sheepishly—at any rate, if you
are looking on. #The police ' are there
every night, and I am not . sure
but what theirs. is the worst task of
all. Use has not hardened them, only
made them infinitely sympathetic.

Round the corner, opposite the
National Liberal club, were some
more—all men—crouching against
the wall. They were unfortunate,
they had no newspapers or contents
bills, and they had been too late to
peg out claims under the bridge. bfhe
rain  just caught thém obliquéty ‘ahd
their ‘teeth were chattéxing)’ “as
though the sight of the cabimét lmin
isters driving .away from a function
at the club was insufficient to warm
and cheer them, All thase I spoke
to—and we bought coffee for as.
many as we could—were British born
—_gomehow the . alien seems to fare
better. ;

It used to be the correct thing to
write of the outeasts “on the seats
of the embankment.” Today . the
phrase sounds absurd, for the seats
would not hold one-tenth of ' that
ghastly, dying army. All along the
embankment, in;-front of that splen-
did ‘line of buildings—the Savoy, the
Cecil, Whitehalls.court and Somerset
House—every doorway, every availl-
able nook, has its occupants, shiver-
ing, hunched vup, doomed. Round
Cleopatra’s Needle ' they are packed
like sardines, and when at 4 o’clock,
the police rouse them there, the
flame from their ‘burning paper blan-
kets rises 20 feet in the air, licking
the great obelisk, the morning sac-
rifice to the god of modern progress.

Close: by the foot of the Savoy
steps you will find a coffee stall, kept
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ribbon. He was invadided out of the
navy because of some petty injury—
a childish reason—and for months
he sold, or tried to sell, matches in
Fleet street, starving meanwhile:
Then the police gave him a helping
hand—will the story of police benev-
olence ever ‘be written?—and now
he is beginning to get a living. 1
doubt if he makes a pound a week;
I am certain he gives away ten shill-
ings a week. He lets his customers.
have coffee and cake “on credit,”
knowing the horror of the streets
on these bitter winter nights; and
then he sends his proteges along to
the night watchman who 1is looking
after the road-mending works, and
after the watchman stows the poor
wretches in his little hut, and him-
self sits in the rain.  Last week that
coffee-stall-keeper spent . two days,
when he should have been in bed,
collecting clothes for the girl-wife
of a gas stoker, who, with her hus-
band, passed eight wet nights on the
embankment. *'She has
now and she will probably die; but
she would have died before this' but
for the food that ex-bluejacket gave
her. Next week, you may. be sure,
he and the night watchman will be
helping two or three more, and
themselves going hungry in conse-
quence. If you are tired of shams
and self advertisers, philanthropists
on salaries, and political friends of
the poor, go down to the Savoy steps
after midnight and talk to the cof-

fee-stall man and the night watch-

man: You will
though with a big
throat.

On Saturday nights — or rather,
Sunday mornings, so the coffee stall
man says, the boy scouts come down,
scores of them, to spend their money
on coffee and cake for the army of
the:lost. . And that is another of the
fine things of the embankment—one
of those things which, done in secret,
ought to be known openly.

On any wild, bleak, dreary, desolate
night this winter, when you hear the
rain beating on your windows, and

leave feeling better,
lump in your

the the street,

you will remember, and - you cannot
help rememberlng, the army of the
lost still out in the wet and the cold.

If, on the other hand, you want to
learn crude truths, go to the em-
bankment, and see how the outcasts
—your own fellow countrymen, every
one of them, by birth co-heirs with
you in the Empireq—are faring. Then
glance westward toward the House of
Commons, where laws-are made with
the idea of helping the poor, and I
guarantee you will begin'to ask your-
gelf whether, after all, legislation can
accomplish anything, whether we have
not let the matter go too far already.
Every year things become a little
worse in London. Work increases, but
would-be workers increase even more
rapidly and the weakest go to the wall
or, rather, #to the embankment— to
starve, to shiver, under newspaper
.ankets, and, in most cases, to end
with pneumonia or ‘phthisis.

People say it is a blot on our civil-
ization. It may be so; but rather I
should say, it was the logical result of
our ‘over-civilization.

American Professor Unearths
Interesting Matter About
Great Poet—May have Seen
John Milton.

e

Charles Willlam Wallace, associate
professor of English literature at the
University of Nebraska, and his wife
have made a discovery that will se-
curely link their names with the -very
few whose success in Shakespearean
research is of real and lasting value.
They have unearthed in the Public
Record Office in London several docu-
ments which, in the opinion of the
New York Sun, give the world a vivid
picture for-the first time of Shakes-
peare as he moved and worked among
men. These documents, if they con-
cerned any other -of the great dead,
might well be considered insignificant
even puerile, but since we know ‘less
about Shakespeare, the man, than
about any other genius of the last
five hundred years of all, and since
he is almost universally conceded . to
be the greatest intellect that ever
shone on earth, they have an appeal

A Gigantic Task

The task of adding anything to the
store of the world's understanding on
Shakespeare, either as a man or as a
poet, might well have daunted anyone
but a young professor in a Western
university. Mr. Wallace, however,
learned that the Public Record
Office in London is stored from top
to bottom with countless documents
on skins, parchments and papers of
various size which constitute the chief
record of England from Anglo-Saxon
times down to the present. It oc-
curred to him that among these mil-
lions of documents might be = found
gomething concerning _the poet.
