The newspaper méntioned urges prompt
and vigorous action upon the part of
Russia.

Britain's Policy,

London, April 22.—The Standard con-
tends that Great Britain does not need
to take the initiative in interfering with
China and Japan. If the other powers,
it adds, want to modify the treaty of
peace, let them act. Great Britain’s
policy is one of quiet, vigilant self-pro-
tection.

A Paris despatch to the Times says that
the Journal des Debats comments upon
Great Britain’s apparent isolation in her
pro-Japanism. The paper appeals for
FKuropean coneord to promote a modifica-
tion of the peace treaty before it is too
late.

The Meonomist, commenting on th®
China-Japan situation, expresses the
opinion that should China become an ally
of Japan, Russia would be the only
power to receive a serious attack. Any
alarm that is felt in Europe over such a
contingency, the paper thinks, is prema-
ture, and the Kconomist also believes
that tho fighting strength of Japan is
greatly exaggerated. In conclusion the
papor regards the treaty of peace as out-
lined in the despatches as evidence that
the speculators in a sharp rise in silver
will be disappointed owing to the easy
terms granted to China in thejpayment of
the indemnity,

The Statist belleves China could borrow
the entire amount of the indemnity at6
to 7 per cent.

The Speaker says that most of the in-
demnity is likely to remain in London
the government employing it for the
pupose of defraying the expenses of
stores and munitions of war purchased
in Kurope. The paper also thinks it un-
likely that more than the sum of £12,000,-
000 sterling of indemnity will be paid in
silver.

Yokohama, April 2% —The Government
has issued a statement denying that it
has concluded an offensive and defensive
alinnee with China and declaring that the
commercial advantages secured by Japan
undcer the terms of the treaty will also be
enjoyed by the other powers under the
““‘Most Favored Nation’’ treatment,

Intended to Allay Fenrs,

London, April 22.—The announcement
by  the Japanese Government that no
offensive and defensive alliance with
China has been formed as a result of the
conclusion of a treaty of peace between
the two countries, is intended to allay the
openly expressed fears of Europe in gem-
ernl. It was generally understood that
the treaty would contain no clause to that
effoct, but the impression prevailed, and
perhaps will not be altogether dissipated
by the Japamese Government’s denial,
that there would be several socret agree-
ments which would not be included in
the officjgl treaty, This &pecial point
aroused ach unanimous opposition that
the Japanese Government made haste,
through its minister to France, to allay
the apprehension. He denied, with au-
thority, that the treaty contains any pro-
vision for an offensive and defensive alli-
ance. It is believed that the treaty will
be secretly rovised by the European cabi-
nets before it is ratified on May 8, but
whether any suggestions which may be
made will be accepted by China and
Japan is, of course, [impossible to say.
The belieef is strong that both Russia
and England will make an active use of
their influencoe and the impression pre-
vails in the diplomatic circles of London
that Japan will be shrewdly willing to
make important strategic concessions in
Asia to those powers in order to secure
1iberty to carry out her plans without
interference. Altogether the matter is
regarded by the great powers as of the
gravest importance of any diplomatic
event since the Berlin treaty was signed.

Germany'’s Volce.

A dospatch to the Times from Berlin
gays that -the North German Gazette
(semi-official) publishes an article of sim-
ilar import to that contained in the
Cologne Gazette on Saturday. -

The Cologne Gagette on Saturday sald
in view of the pressure being exercised
by the war party in Japan, Germany at
the beginning of March enjoined the
Japaneso Government to be moderate in
the terms demanded for peace, urging
that the cession of territory upon the
mainland of Chins would be especially
calculated to induce the intervention of
the powers. When it was shown by the
published terms of peace that Japan was
not disposed to follow Germany's advice,
steps were immediately taken te establish
an accord with the wers, and a com-
plete agreement has n reached with
Russia and France. The powers, Ger-
many, Russia and France, will now take
steps to protect their interests in Eastern
Asin. The question of territorial changes
will be first kept in view against Japan's
desire to bind herself like a solid girdle
around China in order to shut off China
entirely from Hurope. In case of need,
the three powers mentioned intend to
avert in good time any injury to their
interests, It was added, however, that
Germany would bo glad to sce Japan
enjoy the fruits of her military prowess
on condition that it does not injure Ger-
man intorests.

Transports and Troops,

London April 22.—A despatch to the
Times from Kobe says that on April 18th
and 14th, 58 #ransports left Ujina for
Talien-Wan, with 30,000 Japanese troops.
It is believed that these troops are destined
to make a descent upon Taku and Shan-
haikwan directly the time of the armistice
sholl have expired.

WORKMEN FATALLY HURT.

Three Men Killed and Four Injured by the
Fall of n Derrick.

Chicago, April 20.—~The lives of two
workmen were instantly crushed out,
three others fatally injured and one seri-
ously hurt by the fall of a derrick yester-
‘day in the yards of the South Chicago
Ship Building Co. Three others were
hurs about the head and arms, but were
able to walk to their homes. Those killed
were: Harry Blake and Patrick Harvey,
foreman of the iron workers. Those
fatally injured were John Conley, legs
and arms broken, and spine injured; J.
J. Hand, spine fractured and limbs
broken; William McCallion, internally
injured, leg broken, has since died.
Michael Cusick was seriously hurt, hav-
ing his legs broken and back injured.

The accident occurred on the deck of
the big steel merchantman Arcadia,
which is being built for John Corrigan.
The derrick wus used for hoisting the
stocl beams and plates that were being
placed in the hull of the vessel. One of
the guy ropes broke and the varlous parts
of the hoisting apparatus gave way before
the victims employed under and around
the machinery could save themselves.

CAPT, DREYFUS' ISLE.

The Wild Fever-Infested Island to Which
the French Captain Has Been Exiled.
If you will look at the map of South

America you will find near the coast of

French Guiana, a few degrees from the

equator, threo small dots marked ‘‘Iles de

Salut.”’ Eight months of the year they

are drenched with a flerce downpour of

rain, such as is unknown outside the
tropics. Fever, serpents and savage beasts
infest the land, and the ocean surround-
ing it swarms with sharks. In this place

Capt. Dreyfus, who was recently convict-

ed of having betrayed military secrets of

the French Government, will end his life.

The Iles de Salut are three in number,
and lie in the Atlantic Ocean; seven miles
off the mouth of the Kourou River and
twenty-five miles northwest of the city of
Cayenne, the capital of French Guiana,
The largest is the Ile Royale, which is
about three miles long; the other two are
a trifle smaller and are called lle Bt.
Joseph and Ile du Diable. All threc are
covered with dense forests and are sepa-
rated from one another by narrow chan-
nels.

On one of these islands the French
Penal Administration has located a hos-
pital for the convicts, whose health has
been broken by a long sojourn on -the
mainland. One of the islands is inhabit-
ed by lepers who ‘live there in complete
{solation, awaiting the tardy approach of
death to release them from their miseries.
On one of the others. a fortified prison
will be established, to carry out to the
letter the sentence of the French Couneil
of War, which decrced that Capt. Dreyfus
should expiate his crime by life imprison-
ment in a fortifiled place in a convict col-
ony of France.

French Guiana’s  reputation for un-
healthiness is well justified. When, in
1852, the French (Government decided to
do away with the galleys at Toulon and
other ports and send the convicts there
in to the colonies, Guiana was chosen as
the chief place of deportation. The mor-
tality among the condemned was torrible.
The first arrivals were placed on the Iles
de Salut, and an epidemic of typhus fever
and dysentery broke out among them al-
most immediately. Prisons were then
huilt on the mainland but there the yel-
low fever appeared and all bus destroyed
the convicts and their keepers. In two
years a quarter of the guards were dead
and a third of the prisoners. In the
eleven years from 1852 to 1863, 23,087 con-
victs were sent to French Guiana, of these
11,486 died, 3,023 were liberated and re-
turned home, 2,815 escaped or disappcared
and but 1.501 remained alive in the colony.

In 1868 it was decidsd to deport most
of the common felons to New Caledonia
which is blessed with a remarkably fine
climate. Life convicts and those especial-
ly dangerous, however, were still sent to
Guiana. Then came the law of 1885 which
banished Anarchists and others convicted
of political offerces to Guiana. It scems
strange that these should be gent to die
in that notorio sickly place while
murderers and other dangerous ¢riminals
should he deported to New Caledonia,
where their lives would be happier than
those of the majority of French peasants.

Statistics shew that excapes from Guiana
are freque t conviets working
on the main! While some n
the vigilance of the guamds and eseape into
the forest, but few ever reach Duteh or
French Guiana, for every step of the jour-
ney through the forests is beset by un-
speakable dangers and privations,

The convicts on the Iies de Salut
more easily guarded, and escapes are next
to impossible. A boat cannot leave the
ghore without being pereived, and escape
by swimming is not ® be thougle cf, as
the hungry sharks would swarm in an in-
stant and snap up whoever dared cast
himself into the sca.

Sharks are 0 numerous in these waters
that on the Iles de aut they do not take
the trouble to bury the dead. The bodies
are placed in a boat toward 6 o'clock in
the evening and rowed by a convict ciew
out into the #oadstead. A few hundred
yards from shore, while the sound of the
bell in the little -.chapel on' the Ile Royale
floats faintly over the water, the crew
take the ¢ d cast them overboard.

A body seared nks bofore the sharks
seize it, and the erimsoned water shows
that the mrpw has (llq\; p(‘urud forever.

THE HABIT OF NAIL-BITING.

It ¥s a Mark of Degeneration of the Nerv-

There has just been issued from the
Paris press a brochure which is creating
a large amount of interest in French
medical circles, both on account of its
originzlity and the experimental results
which it embodies. It is from the pen of
Dr. Edgoar Berillon, so well known in the
surgical world by reason of his prominent
connection with the dead Charcot in the
latter's hypnotic experiments, and at pre-
sent Secretarie Gemeral de la Societe
d’Hypnologie et de Psychologie of Paris
and medical inspéctor of the state lunatic
asylums. The work is a scientific treagise
on conycophagie,or fingeérnail biting, and
contains the results of a series of observa-
tions in the public and private schools of
France,and extending through & period
of more than seven years. At the congress
of the French Association for the Ad-
vancement of Sciences, held at Nancy in
1886, Berillon first announced his observa-
tions on thé habit of nail-biting,and since
that time %as been in almo# econtinuous
experiment.

In his thoroughly scientific treatment
of what the world has never, before con-
sidered worthy of prolonged. or special
study Berillon has arrived at results
remarakble. His experiments lead him to
pronounce the habit far more widespread
and pernlolous than others promptly

treatod,and force him to conclude that, if
noet a disease itsclf, it is an unfailing mark
nf incipient degeneratios of the nervous
y<tein, which, unrecognized, may be pro-
ducu\u of ithe wmost ovn Tesults

ELECTRICITY IN CARRIAGES-

By Touching a Button One May be as Com-
fortable as in a Parlor.

Electricity has been put to a npovel use
in lighting and heating a brougham. The
device is so simple that it is strange
nothing of the kind had been done before.
In coldest weather the carriage is warmed
to any desired temperature and the interior
is so light that reading is posstble at
night.

Under the coachman’s sea’ is a storage
battery, very small and compact, and-in-
cased in a box fifteen inches long and
cight inches deep. Technically it is a
chemical battery, cousisting of five cells
of two volts each and with a normal dis-
charge of ten amperes.

The battery can be charged by connect-
ing with any incandescent light wire and
will run all the lights and heat the
brougham for seveniy hours. As these
are in use for.only a few hours each day
charging is necessary but once or twice a

month. Then the battery is easily re- |-

moved from beneath the seat and connect-
ed with a wire.

Four incandescent lights are placed on
the carriage, two outside and two inside.
Ordinarily incandescent bulbs are insert-
ed in the glass lamps beside the coach-
man's seat and are connected by invisible
wires with the battery. A little switch
on the side of the seat enables the driver
to light or extinguish them at will,

Inside the brougham lamps of a differ-
ent pattern are used. Tucked in the back
upper corners are two ground- globes,
aval in form and projecting ’t;:t.nn inch
or two from the woodwork. These globes
Just fit across the corneys and do uot in

““The comfort that can be derived from
a lighted and heated ‘ carriage makes rid-
ing a real pleasure. When the carriage is
waiting the coachman can turn on the
heat at the proper time and by looking
through the window behind his seat see
the thermometer and keep the tempera-
ture at the right degree.

“‘Carriages propelled by eletricity I con-
fidently believe to be a possibility, and I
expeot to ride along Fifth avenue in my
carriage without horses within three years
from to-day.’’

Mr. Hawley’s first experiments were
made two years ago in applying clectri-
city to canal boats. Trolley wires were
strung along a section of the Erie Canal
near Rochester and the boat F\ W. Haw-
ley, fitted wth a propeller and a street car
motor, made a successful trip. This ex-
periment led to the formation of a com-
pany, whch secured from the State the
exclusive rights for electrical propulsion
on the Erie Canal.

When M. Martel first proposed the de-
scent of one of these avens ncar Padirac,
in the Depariment of the Lot, the peas-
ants told him it was eertain death. They
believed that his object was to seek for
treasure which, awording to tradition,
had been left there by the English in the
time of Charles VII.

In the heart of the Cevennes, between
Mendo and Le Vigan, is a great mountain
torrent called Bramabiau, the source of
which was not known, M. Martel deter-
mined to search for this.

His efforts resulted in the discovery of
a subterrancan river over three miles in
length, and of cascades, grottoes and gal-
leries without énd.

“‘Our advance,’”’ hb says, ‘‘was a series
of gymnastics, all movements regulated
by the width of our path (the ledge bor
ering river and cascades), the hold to be
got of projecting rocks aid the depth of
the water. Sometimes we were up to our
necks in water, sometimes clinging like
flies on the wall; the perpetual extinction
of lights, the difficulty of making each
other heard in the roar of the cataract,
the heaviness of our dripping garments,
greatly impeded progress.

“Fortunately, atlast, a wide platform
permitted a halt. We at once named the
spot Salle de Repos, or chamber of rest.’’

Bramabiau is now mapped out, all its
principal [eaturcs having names. 'Among
them is the Mutee du Diable.

After descending the aven of Padirac
M. Martel found a series of charming
little lakes. He writes—:

“Surprise seals cur lips. One after the
other four little 1akes follow in close suc-
cession, the rocky wall is on cither side
draped with stalactities, all sparkling like
diamonds under .our magnesian water,
Not a sound breaks the stillness of this
unknown world, only from time to time
we hear the trickling of water from tho
roof, the hollow caverns echoing the fall,
the whole making up a tender, penetrat-
ing rhythmical music. Not a living soul
has preceded us in this strange voyage.’’

On a second occasion M. Martel made
an exploration on a much larger scale,
He and his companions navigated a river
a mile and six furlongs in length, includ-
ing a chain of twelve lakes, each separag-
ed by a little waterfall.

This cavern of Padirac is to be turned
into a show place for tourists, and the sur-
rounding population will, of course, lose
18 pleasant, unsophisticated ways.

According to some official data just
published at Helsingfors,the Finns would
appear to suffer very considerable annual
losses from the ravages of wild animals,
During the ten years ending 1801 thc
losses are recorded as follows: 1,447 horses,
7,828 cattle, 55,756 sheep, 1,621 swine, 23,«
784 head of reindeer, 82,457 fowls, goes
ducks, turkeys, etc., the total upprnxl
mate value of which was about two and a
half millions of roubles. During the
same period there were killed1,00¢ bears,
1,209 wolves, 4,158 lynxes, 47,281 foxes, 727
gluttons, 8,435 otters, 1,483 marten; Y
ermine, and 55,657 birds of prey, such as
eagles, hawks, etc.,

VACCINATION OF LAND.

Interesting Experiments IBeing Made In
Franco and Germany.
One of the strangest things in recent
i to do with the rceent ‘‘vacel-
of land. Everyone knows that it
instead of impoverishes, o fleld
1t it ceeasionally with a legumin-
op, such as clover or lucerne, the
roots of which have a power of absorb-
ing and retaining more nitrogen than
they take froin tho ground. But where
the nitrogen comes from is another mat-
ter.  The air suggested itself at once
when people began to study the problem,
and Messrs. Lawes and Gilbert, among
othersy spent many months in fruitless
endeavors to trace the source ta the air,
coming at last to a negative conclusion.
The discovery was eventually made by
Herren, Hellviegel and Willfarth, of Ger-
many, that the absorption was due to
minute organisms (a sort of disease) in
the roots, which, when the supply of ni-
trogen in the soil began to fail, appeared
in the form of small excrescences, drew
nitrogen from the air and so causedsthe
enrichment. When this bad once been
settled it became a matter of importance
to foster and, if possible, hasten the
growth of the disease in the flelds sown
with leg minousae, and extensive experi-
ments have been made during the last few
years in France and Gemmany with this
object. * Ficlds have boeen literally *‘vacci-
nated’’ by spiking over them soil in
which tuberculous crops have grown, or
even water in which they have been soak-
ed. In 1800 a tract of old peaty land was
sown with clover and vaccinated with
about one and a half tons to the acre of
an old clover field. Scarcely any other
manure at all was used. A more convine-
ing cxperiment still was performed in
Prussia, whoero a large field was sown
with lupins, and divided, one part being
treated in the ordinary fashion, the other
inoculated from an old lupin crop. The
yield in the latter part was fivo and a
half times as great as in that under the
normal treatment. A remarkable point in
these operations is that each varicty of
the leguminpusae has its characteristic
microbo, and that it is no use inoculat-
ing a fleld of clover, for instance, with
lucerne, or of lupin with clover.—Roches-
ter Times.

Discovered a Curo for Consumption |

Washington, April 13.—From Germany
comes the first official news of a great
American discovery,said to cure the most
dreaded of diseases—consumption and
cancer. Consul-General Dekay,at Berlin,
in a report to the Staje Department, says
tho discovery, which was announced late
in March in the most serious and trust-
worthy medical school in Gemany, is
likely to receive considerable attention
at the coming medical congress in
Munich. - The discovery was made by Dr.
Louis Waldstein, of New York, a brother
of the famous archaeologist, Dr,Charles
Waldstein.. The now treatmont, which
has been perfected by studics abroad, con-
sists of injecting minute doses of pilocar-
pine until the ylmphatic system is stimu-
lated and tho white corpuscles of the
blood overcome the poisonous particles
which produce discase. Dr. Waldstein’s
researches have gone to the fountain
whence these healthful white corpuscles
spring and by enlivening its action and
productivencss vestores the condition of
the Dblood, destroying poisonous germs.
The importance of the discovery is thought
to be far beyond those of Pastour, Koch
and others.
