People often 
wonder why It Is that the hog dies so 
suddenly when he runs rapidly or 
takee qulclt and violent exercises by 
fighting. But when it Is considered 
the few escape pipes, their small ca­
pacity and remoteness from the cavity 
where the heat Is generated, the won­
der Is not tfiat he dies quickly when 
overheated, but that he lives as long 
aa he does when heated up.

FARM NEWS AND VIEWS.
Colts cannot develop good bone and 

muscle on grass alone. Some grain 
must be ted dally when they are turn­
ed on pasture. Feed as much oats 
twice a day as the colts will dean up 
In about one-half hour. If oats are 
not available, equal parts of corn and 
bran will give good results. The ex­
act amount of grain that a colt should 
receive cannot be definitely mentioned.
The feeder must use care and good 
Judgment In providing enough teed to 
keep the colts In thrifty growing con­
dition. When pastures are short as 
they frequently are In the latter part 
of the summer, more grain and per­
haps some bright hay must be fed.

An Ohio gardener practices a novel 
way of moistening the soil tor trana- 
plantlag In dry weather. The ground 
Is marked and along the trace a con­
tinuous row or manure Is laid, about a 
foot wide and three Inches thick. This 
checks evaporation, and the soil soon 
becomes so moist that plants are set 
with the dibble without greatly dis­
turbing the mulch. They make a ra­
pid growth, and, after a rain, fairly 
Jump.

According to tests made by the Mis­
souri College of Agriculture. It will re­
quire 3.4 hours or man labor and 9.3 
hours of horse labor to plow an acre.

The farmer Is often compelled to 
drive his automobile In the rain, and 
the moisture that condenses on his 
windshield obstructs xhls view.

HOBOT5T8 MAKE PAPJS&.
===== .1. ; ,TT,
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WANtEDk Intereeting Discovery Made by 
French Scientist

That a hornet Is both a maker of 
paper qnd an able builder was known 
even before Insect science was sys­
tematised. Bug the processes by 
which the paper Is made and the 
elaborately planned nest Is built 
were shrouded In mystery until they 
were studied by Charles Janet, a 
French man, whose Investigation of 
Insect life has attracted much atten­
tion.

Prof. Janet found that a hornet’s 
paper.-maklng methods will bear com­
parison with those of ordinary paper 
mills. The hornet seeks some rot­
ting tree, removes a piece of wood 
and chews It till he produces a ball 
of pulp about a quarter of an Inch 
In diameter. Laden with this he flies 
to the nest. The search for a suit­
able piece of decayed wood and the 
chewing of It have consumed not 
more than six minutes, and perhaps 
only two. Clinging to the comb with 
his middle and hind feet, the worker 
Juggles the ball of pulp with his fore­
feet, chewing It continuously to make 
It more plastic and adhesive. After 
sufficient chewing he disposes of the 
bell In repairing or In building addi­
tions. Selecting a suitable part of the 
nest, he attaches the ball and then 
drags It, leaving behind a narrow 
strip of paper.

As the ball of pulp Is unreeled It Is 
shaped by the Insect’s Jaws, and by 
Incessant tamping along the Joint It 
Is glued to the sheet to which It 1» 
to form a part. When 
reached a length thttt 
half an Inch to an Inch and a half 
the hornet returns nearly, but not 
quite, to the point of beginning and 
deposits a second strip, soon after 
that a third and so on to completion.

After a certain stage In this singu­
lar work of construction lias lieen 
reached the queen of the hive 
emerges from her royal seclusion and 
performs a most astonishing oper­
ation. Carrying a ball of pntp of her 
own, she spins aronnd one leg as a 
radios and deposits a circular ribbon 
ef paper. Lees agile than the work­
ers, who complete their labors In two 
or three, jntnutes, the queen_requlres 
at least five minutes for her*spin.

Instead of budding annexes to the 
hive, the hornet may use half the 
ball of pulp In celt building, although 
whole balls of very fine pulp are 
gathered for this special purpose. In 
principle, cell building Js exactly like 
the process described, but the paper 
used Is finer and the work Is carried 
on with greater care. Like a good 
artisan, the worker retouches the 
moist cell after completion, smooth­
ing down Inequalities and finishing 
the Walls with exquisite attention to 
detail.

(William Toogtibd, Southampton. In 

Sheffield, Bing., Independent.)
The dictionary meaning of pedigree 

le lineage, the record of the animal» 
whlcn uaVe In succession entered Into 
the breeding of tue Individual, so that 
any animai—good, bad or Indifferent 
—may nave a pedigree; but to the 
practical oreeder the word Is associat­
ed wiiu the fixation of certain char­
acters In a family. It represents to 
him not "mereiy a string of meaning­
less names written on paper, but a 
powerful hereditary force showing It­
self In the animal and in its offspring; 
and he values a pedigree In proportion 
as It shows that the majority of the 
animals mentioned In It possessed the 
qualities sought. He recognizes that 
pedigree Is open to abuse—'that the 
beet of pedigree Is worth little wlth- 

^ out a reasonable degree of Individual 
^ merit In the pedigreed animal, record- 
M ed pedigree la no guarantee of purity 
B of breeding or of value—that the 
■ veriest mongrel may number In Its 
■lineage the names of such and such 
■amous prizewinners, of animals sold 
■>r such-and-such fabulous sums, and 
^Bother bred by such-and-such noble-

an Indifferent parent or grand-parent 
will more than outweigh that of re­
spectively an excellent grandparent of 
great-grandparent, and also that an 
ancestors of five or six generations 
backwards contributes relatively very 
little to the total heritage of the off- 

It must not. however, be as- 
that an ancestor, so far re­

moved hae no influence, and bo can 
be absolutely disregarded. Though lta 
Influence Is comparatively email by 
that of a near progenitor. It none the 
less really exists and merits detailed 
Information about the ancestors for 
six generations backwards Is highly 
desirable, though often unobtainable 
from ordinary pedigrees.

BACKWARDS AND FORWARDS
Pedigree Is valuable only to thr ex­

tent that It guarantees what the pedi­
greed animal can do. It Is the breed­
er's guide to selection. From It he 
guages the reasonable likelihood of 
the chosen indlvdlual transmitting to 
Its progeny the qualities fer the per­
petuation of which he selects It. If 
he trusted to his eye alone, he might 
choose an animal owing its excellence 
only to one good descent, and there­
fore likely to betray in its progeny 
the lnteriorlty of Its remoter ances­
tors. Without pedigree the best ani­
mals cannot be depended on to re­
produce themselves, excepting In oc­
casional instances. An animal need 
not necessarily be highly bred to win 
prizes; but It Is more likely to do so 
if it comes of a family bred for prize- 
winning, for the standard of quality 
maintained by its more immediate 
ancestry Is tho best indication of 
what an animal may be reasonably 
expected to do.

To justly estimate a pedigree, the 
breeder should familiarise himself 
with the records of the different fam­
ilies of his breed of stock as far as 
possible, and should learn to thor­
oughly know the type or distinct fam­
ily form of each family, for tho valu­
ed results of years of patient labor 
have sometimes been lost through the

TION.
The value ot a pedigreed animal lies 

In Its probable possession of the power 
ot Impressing Its family characters on 
Its offspring; and the worth of a pedi­
gree varies as It shows (1) this power 
to have been more or less fixed in the 
family by continuous selection, and, 
possibly, by re-breedlng, and (2) that 
the near forefathers were excellent 
rather than the more remote, for the 
blood of its immediate ancestors pre­
dominates In every animal, so that 
general uniformity of type and Indi­
vidual excellence in the near progeni­
tors are of vastly greater Importance 
than mere lengths of pedigree.

According to Gallon’s law of ances­
tral heredity, “the total heritage ot 
the offspring Is derived as follows: 
the two parents betweea them con­
tribute on the average one-half of 
each Inherited faculty, each ot them 
contributing one-quarter ot It. The 
tour grandparents contribute between 
them one-quarter, or each ot them 
one-sixteenth: and so on." Contin­
uing, the ancestors of the sixth gen­
eration backwards will between them 
contribute on the average one sixty- 
fourth ot the heritage; and as there 
are sixty-four ancestors In that gen­
eration, each of them will contribute 

sixty-fourth part of a slxty-forth 
of the heritage, that Is one four- 
thousand-and-ninth-sixth part, a rela­
tively trifling proportion as compared 
with the contribution of the Immedi­
ate parents, which each, as we have 
■en above, contributes one-quarter 
If the whole heritage From this it is 
evident that, on the average and dis-

It is 
not rich in plant food constituents, but 
Its subsequent decomposition in the 
sell gives rise to much humus-forming 
material.

Horse manure from stables using 
sawdust heats very rapidly, especially

person expect to substitute a pill or a 
potion tor the very necessities ol life? 
It is like trying to drive a locomotive 
with n match, or to keep a fish by 
damping its gills with a sponge. Thu 
thing is unreasonable.

Does it not also stand for r-ason 
that bad habits of life cannot be 
changed im a day? No doubt many of 
you do put into practice for a while 

‘the simple rules of life 1 have so often 
advocated. You do walk a mile or so 
every day for a week or, may be, a 
month. But only too often this com­
monsense treatment is regarded as a 
"cure" rather than a habit. These 
things must become habits. The body 
needs educating and discouraged by 
halfhearted measures or allowed to re­
vert because of the lack of determin­
ation and the faith to persevere.

What makes the blue sky and the 

glorious hues of sunset? Prof. Bragg 
has given the answer in a lecture on 
“Sounds of the Country” at the Royal 
Institution, London.

The blue sky, be explained, was due 
to the interception by particles in the 
atmosphere of the blue rays which 
form a part of white light ot the sun. 
The parts ot white light conveyed by 
longer red and yellow light 
managed to Jump the many substances 
in the atmoshere and were seen at sun­
set.

He showed a disc of light on the 
screen which, passing through a bowl 
of water became gradually redder as 
the water got cloudier, till at last, 
after an imitation of the sun in a 
November fog, it faded away.

propriately made in the temple. His 
first public ministry in. Judea lasted 
about eight months The effect of his 
personality and preaching exceeded 
even that of the Baptist (John 4: 1) 
"and awakened the intense antagonism 
of the ecclesiastical authorities. Fol­
lowing the imprisonment ot John, he 
returned to the retired district around 
the Lake of Galilee. When his spe­
cial offers of grace hed been repected 
a ta Jerusalem, he turned from them 
and opened his ministry among the 
mixed race of the Galileans. The route 
from Judea is particularly marked by 
John, who alone records his ministry 
at Sychar Reaching Galilee, Jesus 
performs his second miracle at Cana 
in the healing of the courtier’s son. 
The word was spoken at Cana and the 
effect followed at Capernaum in the 
same instant. His first discourse at 
Nazareth and his rejection by his own 
city mark the beginnings of the Gali­
lean ministry. The time had come for 
him to make a plain and full declara­
tion of his Messiahship, which he did 
at Nazareth (Luke 4: 21). Prophecy 
had marked the place which should 
become the chief scene of his ministry 
(Isa. 9: 1, 2; Matt. 4: 13-16). From 
henceforth Capernaum became the cen­
ter of his ministry, the witness of his 
miracles, and listened to his gospe! 
Exalted to heaven in its privileges, 
the city failed to Improve them.

11. Christ calling his first disciples. 
The whole narrative moves naturally 
to its climax in the calling of the dis­
ciples. That he might more readily 
reach the great multitudes which as­
sembled to hear the word, Jesus enter­
ed Simon’s fishing-boat and addressed 
the people from the lake itself. The 
miraculous draught of fishes after a 
night of fruitless toll repaid the loan 
and afforded assurance concerning the 
higher call which followed. “Fear 
not; from henceforth thou shall catch 
men." Jesus interpreted the figure 
when It compared the kingdom of hea­
ven to a net cast into the sea. 
lesson was repeated in the last inter­
view of Jesus with his disciples at the 
Lake of Galilee. Following the call 
Andrew and Peter "left all", fish, nets 
and ship, to become the constant fol­
lowers of Christ, 
busy mending the broken nets, receiv­
ed and obeyed the same call at the 
same cost. Mark added the fine touch 
that filial duties were not neglected 
(Mark 1: 16-20). A sort of nominal 
dlsctpleshlp had previously existed 
with these men, who had also been the 
disciples ot John, 
come for constant association, instruc­
tion, definite service and the toil of 
co-workers. There comes essentially 
such n call into every life. It is the 
first to personal discipleship. “Fol­
low me." The call Is to sacrifice. 
Looking back, Peter said, “Lo, we 
have left all.” Christ’s call is always 
to higher service, from fishermen to 
’’fishers of men.” Success is God-giV- 
en, “I will make you." The call ex­
pressed a claim.

Oct. Joseph Daniels, a 
furniture dealer, who claimed a part­
nership with Charles Ponzi, the get- 
rich-quick financier, told Referee in 
Bankruptcy Oimstead to-day what dis­
position he had made of $50.000 paid 
him by Ponzi In settlement of a *1.- 
000.000 Suit which he brought against 
Ponzi last August for alleged viola­
tion of contract.

After repeated objections by his at­
torney, Isaac Harris, and the 
tion of Referee Almstead that he 
would cite him for centempt of court 
if he refused to answer, Daniels said 
that he gave Harris $9.500 of the 
$10.000, which was paid in cash, and 
depositee the rest, drawn in the form 
of a certified cheque on the Hanover 
Trust Company, in the First National 
Bank.

He added that “there was about 
$6,000 there now."

Ponzi, who took the stand during 
the day, said that Harris expected to 
get $500,000 of the $1,000,000 involved 
in the suit Daniels later said that 
Ponzi had given Harris $5,000 more, 
a statement which agreed with one 
made three weeks ago by Ponzi to 
the receivers of his bankrupt com­
pany.

At Wexford, the Mayor, the Registrar 
and a merchant were arrested in s 
military raid on a Sinn Fein Arbi­
tration court.

On the arrival in Dublin this 
morning of the malls from the pro­
vinces, and from England, a military 
party entered the central sorting 
station and carried away all the let­
ters. Business 8»en. Inquiring for 
their mail, were Informed that the 
military authorities had all of It, but 
that delivery would take place after 
the letters had been examined. A 
similar method of obtaining Infor­
mation already has been employed 
by the Government in other Irish 
centres.

Waterways Commission when it open­
ed its session here this afternoon. The 
members of .the commission present 
were: Hon. A. Powell, St. John. N.B^ 
acting chairman; Sir William Hearst, 
representing Canada; Senator C. Gard­
ner apd Senator C. D. Clarke/ repre­
senting the United States. The plan 
was submitted by John Bingham, pre­

LIKELY SOONCairo, Oct. .—Twentÿ-flve members 
of the so-called “Vengeance Sang,’’ 
alleged to be an anti-British society 
organized to conduct assassinations of 
political personages, have been con­
victed of conspiracy by a court before 
which they had been on trial for sev­
eral weeks. The sentences wil lbe 
promulgated later. Four of the ac­
cused persons were acquitted.

The way to own a home at a mini­
mum of expense to to build it of 
material already on the site. Earth 
tor Instance.

The requisite earth may be had tor 
the digging, and there is nothing to 
pay for transportation. In England 
this Idea to being taken up, with the 
exception that the building of 
rammed-earth dwelling houses on ae 
extensive scale will help important­
ly to solve the housing problem, 
bricks being scarce and expensive.

We have our own housing problem 
In this country, and It Is daily becom­
ing more serious. Why not use ram­
med earth for building?

A house of this material costs one- 
fifth as much as a brick house of the 
same size. It to qulpkty erected, and, 
being finished with plaster. Is hand­
some. Furthermore, It to an endur­
ing structure, - and Is rat-proof and 
mouse-proof.

There are In European countries 
many such buildings that date actual­
ly from prehistoric times. In parts of 
France and Spain this simplest of all 
methods of house construction has 
long been practised, and recently It 
has been adopted with great.
In South Africa and other British 
dominions.

Flanks are set up on edge to form 
a mold, and the space between Is fill­
ed with earth, which Is then rammed 
as tight as possible. The ramml_g, of 
course, can be done much more ad­
vantageously and cheaply by ma­
chine; likewise the digging.

If the subsoil be clay, the latter, 
mixed with straw and “puddled," fur­
nishes a first-class material, utilis­
able In the same way. This Is whet 
Is called In England “cob building.” 
The birthplace of Sir Walter Raleigh 
was a cob house, and It Is in as good 
condition. as ever to-day.
