Detroit. April 18.—Jealousy over the 
woman in whoa© house at 143 First 
street he had roomed, led to the shoot­
ing of Mrs. Bessie Gilbert by G ns Long, 
yesterday morning. Long, who is 
known about town as “Snooze*’ Long, 
then turned the weapon upon himself 
and sent a bullet through his brain.

Long died within a few minutes of 
the shooting. Mrs. iGlbert is" at SL 
Mary's Hospital, where the physicians 
say that her death is expected at any 
time. Mrs. Elizabeth Gard, who rooms 
in the place, was the first to discover 
the tragedy.

Ms. Gard had gone from the honce 
for a few minutes, and when ehe return­
ed her attention was attracted by 
groans coming from Mrs. Gilbert's room. 
Opening the door, she found Long lying 
lifeless on the floor, the revolver still 
clutched in his right hand. Mrs. Gil­
bert was lying across the bed, blood 
flowing from two wounds.

Mrs. Gilbert was Ixmg's sweetheart, 
according to Mrs. Gard. She told Chief 
of Detectives McDonnell yesterday that 
Long and Mrs. Gilbert had quarrelled 
frequently. Mrs. Gilbert had gone nut 
to a theatre with another man on Wed­
nesday night, according to Mrs. Card’s 
story. Mrs. Gilbert and Long are said 
to have Imd a violent quarrel over this 
fact. This undoubtedly led to the shoot- 
inng

Mi l. Gilbert had figured prominently 
in the divorce courtJpn Wayne county, 
having been separWed from two hus­
bands. Long was well known about 
town and was a frequent visitor at po­
lice headquarters, always in the capacity 
of a caller. At one time he was a cab

Mrs. Gilbert had one daughter, who is 
16 years old. The girl is a clerk in one 
of the downtown stores. She called at 
the hospital early yesterday morning 
and remained by her mother's side most 
of the day.

Mr. Malone claims that 
the executors have been allowed for one 
year's service the sum of $7.062.60, and 
that other legatees have been paid in 
full, although the legality of the pay­
ments will be called in question.

SMALL FIRES.

About 8. 10 last evening the depart­
ment xvere called to 17-5 Main street 
west where a bonfire had scared some 
of the neighbors. While they were out 
the reserve companies xvere called to 
Irwin's tin shop on MacNab street 
south. A hot ash can had started to 
burn^ through the floor, but the blaze 
was soon under and the loss small.

Trains Cancelled, Wires Down, Houses Flooded, 
Circus Wrecked and Lions Lost.

Fort Worth, Texas. April 18.—With 
telephone, telegraph and railroad ser­
vice almost completely suspended, Fort 
Worth was last night the centre of the 
worst wind _ and rain storm that has 
raged over Texas in many years. With 
two exceptions, every railroad out of 
this city was forced to annul trains ow­
ing to washouts and loss of bridges, and 
at midnight the telephone companies re­
ported all wires out of Fort Worth lost, 
(lebttrn, 20 miles south, was struck by 
a wind storm of tornado, proportions, 
followed by a torrential downpour of 
tài,n. Within 20 minutes after the storm

broke the two bayou* that run through 
Cleburn had left their banks, flooding 
five or six houses.

A circus, whose tents were pitched in 
the western portion of the city, was 
completely wrecked, two lions escaping, 
and prowling about town for an hour, 
throwing the people into a panic. One 
canvassman xvas caught under the 
wreckage of the main tent and fatally 
injured.

The loss to the circus is estimated at 
$12,000.

At Fort Worth, the Trinity River be­
gan to rise again at midnight and every 
available man from the police force was 
hurried out to warn the people living in 
the bottoms.

A HUMAN CHAIN'
DARING RESCUE BY FIREMEN IN 

NEW YORK. I

Two Men Off Duty Swung Man Cut Off 
From Escape to Safety— Reached 
Him From Coping of the Adjoining I 
Building.

x-New York, April' 17.—Txvo firemen 
who xvere taking a day off made a thrill­
ing rescue on the top floor of a burning 
tenement at 725 Third avenue to-day by 
forming a human chain from the coping 
of an adjoining house and swinging to 
safety George Deitz, who had been 
caught by the fire in the hallway of the 
building.

Deitz's father and mother, who had 
c!Imix'd out on the rear fire escape, 
were taken to safety by firemen on an 
adjoining building. Deitz woke front a 
sound sleep and ran to the front xvin- 
dow, but the fire department did not 
have ladders long enough to reach him, 
Flames had cut off the fire escape.

Firemen Dugan and Sythes xvere off 
duty, but were near the placé xvYtén the j 
ahmii was sounded. They climbed into 
the building next door at 723 Third ave­
nue and appeared on the coping, which 
was several feet higher than tjje mn- 
dow in‘Which Deitz xvas standing: They 
ordered Deitz to climb to the stoile siil 
of the yvintUriv. Then Sythes crawled 
head foremost over the edge of the cop­
ing, Dugan holding his feet. Slowly 
ami carefully the feat of gaining, a 
swing so tliat Sythes could reach 
Deitz's hands wad accomplished.

Held fast l>y the fireman, Deitz sway­
ed off the «fill, and fori several minutes 
the two men were swinging in mid-air 
5# feet above the pavement.

FOUND DEAD ON TRACKS.

Body of Unknown Man Awaiting Hen- 
tification at Dunnville.

FOR EASTER EGGS

While the aniline dyes give excel- 
I lent results in Eaeter-egg coloring and 
! are perfectly harmless, the following 
! dye methods are recommended as an 

agreeable variation. They are abso- I lately safe, though somewhat more 
I troublesome than the regulation pro

I.ogwood and Pernambuco wood 
steeped in boiling water’give lovely 

; shades separately,, and when mixed 
1 produce a d&ep, rich violet color; 
spinach water will color the eggs a 
delicate spring-time green, and onion- 

| peel water a golden yellow. These 
I colors are all rather pale at first, but 
I develop beautifully when the egge are 
‘ rubbed xvith a bit of lard or butter 
I and then polished dry with a soft 
i clean napkin, an old one, however, aa 
j the coloring is apt to come off a bit. 
j Variegated eggs particularly appro- 
: priate to the great spring festival are 
I made, says the Brooklyn Eagle, by 
! laying young and tender grasses and 
I leaflets, and stars, crescents and 
I other patterns cut from bits of onion 
j on an egg, holding in place by wind- 
i ing strips of white musiin or tape 
j tightly round and round the egg, and 
j boiling in a logwood or Pernambuco- 
j xvood “tea”—or in a tea of the two 
colors mixed, and "afterxvard polishing 
xvith lard or butter. These "Dolly 
Varden” eggs are very pretty, indeed.

Initials, mottoes or drawings may 
be applied to hard-boiled eggs with 
a coarse steel pen dipped in aqua­
fortis just before they are treated to 
their color bath. The inscription will 
"come out in white on the colored egg.

An occasional "natural egg” iooks 
xvell among the multi-colored ones. 
Decorate the hard-boiled egg with 
monogram, inscription or drawing 
done with a quill dipped in melted 
parafin and laid on thickly. When 
the paraffin has stiffened into hard 
lines completely submerge the egg 
in strong white vinegar for 12 to 24 
hours, according to strength of vinegar, 
and then rinse in warm water. The 
vinegar will have eaten away the lime 
of the egg-shell, leaving the parafin 
treated parts standing out in high re. 
lief. Eggs made like this look like 
old ivory and are very artistic.

The shells of eggs used in baking 
may be utilized for hanging baskets 
and fairy flower-pots. There should 
be about two-thirds of the shall left 
and it should be evened round the 
edge and cleaned inside and out. For 
feet take tiny marbles or make three 
balls of parafin and fasten to lower 
part of egg with liquid glue. Dip 
entire shell in some desired dye, fir 
—which is still prettier—leave the 
shell as it is and gild or bronze the 
ball feet. Put loosely pulled wad of 
jexvelers’ cotton soaked in water into 
tho egg and on this sprinkle a pinch 
of rape, flax or mustard seeds. Set 
in a warm, sunny corner, keep moist, 
and in three to six days the seeds 
xvill sprout into delicately green stems, 
leaves and tendrils.

For hanging baskets and egg-shells 
—filled as before with xvaddmg and 
seeds—need no feet; but, instead, 
from light pink, blue or green mer­
cerized cotton—or working two pret­
tily contrasting shades together- 
crochet a simple five-pointed star with 
long loop ends xvhich. when joined in 
the centre above the egg-shell, will 
form a safe and ornamental "hanger" 
for the extremely pretty little contri­
vance. These tiny flower-pots and 
hanging baskets make unique and 
pretty Easter souvenirs and charming 
decorations for the tea or luncheon 
table.

CUSTOMS OF ; 
EASTERTIDE |

Our Easier oorrwyend? with t.he lewish 
Passover, eo thwt It? history properly goes 
back of the origin of Christianity. You will 
remember that the Hebrew feast was insti­
tuted on the dreadful night of the Exodus, 
when the destroying angel smote with death 
the first-born In ell the houses of the Egyp­
tians. but “passed over the houses of the 
children of Israel “ Their little ones were 
saved because on the doorposts of their 
houses was sprinkled the blood of a lamb. 
In commemoration of that event the .lews 
keep the Peseover. It was at the time of 
this feast that Christ, “the I^xmb of God.” 
was crucified. His disciples therefore chang­
ed the Jewish feeet Into a Christian festival. 
The old Hebrew feast was celebrated on the 
14th day of Nisen—the first month of the 
Jewish year, corretponding to the last of our 
Man* end the let Of April.

The early Chrpitiaps could not agree as 
to whether thAr should follow the ancient 
custom, or wb«Vher ^o observe the first <tov 
of the week wnJch they called "the Lord's 
Dey." because on that day Christ arose.

Tho dispute was settled In the year 323 
of our area, when the great ccync.il met at 
Nlcaaa, In Asia Minor, and after a warm 
and protracted discussion, finally decided 
that the festival should be celebrated there- 
aftas on tiie Sunday after the first full moon 
following March 31. the day "the sun crosses 
the line." By this arrangement Easter may 
come aa early as March 22. or as late as 
April 35. aa It always follows the moon.

Easter to the French Is known as Pâques; 
to the Scotch, Paech; the Danes. Paaske. 
and the Dutch. Paachen. St. Paul calls 
Ohrlet “our Paeoh." The English name Is 
derived from that of the old German or Sax­
on godess of spring. Ostera or Eastre, whose 
festival ooeurred about the .same time of the 
year as the celebration of Easter. When the 
early historians went to Britain they found 
the people worshipping this goddess, 
to whom the month of April, which they 
called Easturmonath. was dedicated. The 
mtotrlooarlee substituted the Christian feast 
for the old heathen one. but they allowed 
the people to give |t the same name of-their 
goddess, and so the word Blaster came to

Iti nearly all Christian countries the re­
currence of Easter has been celebrated with 
veriou* ceremonies and popular sports and 
observance*. Some of these customs are 
curious, indeed. In the noitb of England 
you tn^y etill hear the old rhyme:

Ttd. mid a^d misera,
Carling, palm and Pasch-egg day.

The first line refers to Christmas, the 
Epiphany and Lent. Carlings are steeped 
peas fried In butter, with pepper and salt, 
and eaten on mid-Lent or mothering Sunday, 
aa the fourth Sunday in Lent Is sometimes 
celled. Palm Sunday Immediately precedes 
Passion Week, and is so called from the 
branchee of Palm trees strewn In our Sev­
ier's path at the time of His triumphal 
entry Into Jerusaleum.

Pasch-egg? are Easter eggs boiled so hard 
that you can play ball with them, dyed with 
varleu? colors, and often having Inscriptions 
or landscapes traced upon them.

Beater eggs symbolize the Resurrection. 
As one old writer say*. “As the bird im­
prisoned within the shell comes to life and 
liberty at the appointed etlme, so did our 
Sartor, on Easter morning, burst the gates 
of the grave.” The egg? were at first dyed 
scarlet, ir memory of the blood of Christ 
shed upon the Cross.

A tansy pudding, symbolical of the bitter 
herbe commanded at the Paschal feast, was 
formerly a usual Easter Monday dieh. The 
English people formerly had two very large 
cakes divided among the congregation at 
the church on Easter. In 1645 Parliament 
forbade this by-law, providing that the 
money spent for oakes should in future be 
ueed to buy bread for the poor.

NORTH-WEST *

Homestead Regulations
ANY even numbered section of Dominion 

Lande in Manitoba or the Northwest 
Provinces, excepting s and 26, not reserved, 

may bo homesteaded by any person the sole 
head of a family, or male over 18 years of 
age. tu tho extent of one-quarter section, of 
lou acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry must be 
maau In person by the applicant at a Domin­
ion Lanas,; Agency or Sub-agency. Entry 
by proxy may, however, be made at an 
Agency on certain conditions by tho father, 
mother, son. daughter, brotaer or sister of 
an intending homesteader.

Au application for entry or cancellation 
m&do personally at any Sub-agent's otfice 
may bv wn-yd to the. Agent or up-agent, 
at tho expense of tne applicant, and it tort 
land supplied tor it is vaesut cm receipt of tne 
telegram such application is to have prior­
ity aud the land will be held until the ne­
cessary papers to complete the transaction 
are received by mail.

In case of “personation" or fraud the ap­
plicant xvill forfeit all priority of claim or 
if entry has been granted it will be summar­
ily cancelled.

An application for cancellation must be 
made hi person. The applicant must be eli­
gible for homestead entry, and only one ap­
plication for cancellation will be received 
from an individual until that application has 
been disposed of.

Where an entry is cancelled subsequent to 
Institution of cancellation proceedings, the 
applicant for cancellation will be entitled to 
prior right of entry.

Applicant fqr cancellation muet elate in 
what particular the homesteader in is de-

A homesteader whose entry is not the 
subject of cancellation proceedings, may, 
subject to the approval of Department, re­
linquish U Id favor of father, mother, son, 
daughter, brother or sister, if eligible, but 
to no one else, on filling declaration of aban-

DUTIES—A settler Is required to perform 
tho duties under one of the following plane:

(1) At least six months' residence upon 
and cultivation of the land in each year dur­
ing the term of three years.

(2j A homesteader, may, if he so desire?, 
perform the required residence duties nv liv­
ing on farming land Owned solely by him, 
not le&s than eighty (80 acres in extent, In 
tha vicinity of his homestead. Joint owner­
ship lu land will not meet this requirement.

(3) If the father (or mother, if the father 
Is deceased) of a homesteader has permanent 
resilience on farming iand owned solely by 
him, not less than eighty (80) acre® In extent. 
In the vicinity of the homestead, or upon a 
homestead entered for by him in vicinity, 
such homesteader may perform hie own resi­
dence duties by living with the father (or

(4) The term “vicinity" in the two pro­
ceeding paragraphs is defined as meaning not 
mor,e than nine miles in a direct line, ex­

(5) A homesteader intending to perform bis 
residence duties in accordance with the above 
while living with parent® or on farming land 
owned by himself must notify the Agent for 
the district of such Intention.

Before making application' for patent the 
settler must give six months' notice in writ­
ing to the Commissioner of Dominion Lands, 
at Ottawa, of his intention to do so.

Best Recipes Old Chicago Families
Used Generation After Generation.
(Qhicago Tribune. )

Every household in Chicago has ft priz­
ed recipe which hae been handed down 
from mother to daughter through gen­
eration». It’s the pie that mother used 
to make or the clam chowder that Aunt 
Mary made, or grandmas’ favorite recipe 
for chocolate cake or cookies or graham 
rolls or even buckwheat cakes.

In your home there is somewhere— 
pasted' Into the old cookbook or laid 
carefully between the leaves of the dic­
tionary or family Bible or perhape glued 
into your scrap book—a smal pieoe of 
note paper, yellow with age, with your 
grandmother’s handwriting fading slowly 
away. On thie slip of paper is a recipe 
for cake of some kind or cookies that 
you remember when you were a child 
and that your children will always re­
member after they have grown to man­
hood or womanhood.

There is a good deal of sentiment at­
tached to thoee old recipes, and there are 
housewives in Chicago to-day who wuold 
part with their diamond brooches before 
thfj would give up their mother’s or 
their grandmother’s favorite recipe.

|n the old days in Chicago the house­
wives, who gave more of their personal 
attention to the running of the home 
thin the modern housewives of these 
days do, used to exchange recipes, and 
in a number of the old Chicago homes, 
tucked away in the scrap books or past­
ed iyto the time worn, dogeared cook 
books, are recipes written by many of 
the best known women of Chicago in 
those days—.recipes which your mother 
t£ftd*d with my mother in the days that 
you and I used to trade postage stamps 
and marbles.

In a hundred homes the recipes of the 
mother or the grandmother of men and 
women of prominence to-day still are 
given to the cook every now and then, 
just as they used to be long ago, and 
some of these have been so much used 
that they have been copied and recopied 
as time has faded the ink in which they 
were oriignally written. In these homes 
the old recipes are cherished more than 
whole cook books filled with new ones. 
They have stood the test of time, and, 
like the novel that has lived twenty 
years, they promise to endure forever.

In one collection of recipes which has 
been carefully saved by a good housewife 
is Mrs. Orson Smith’s recipe for griddle 
cakes, which was famous in the days 
that recipes were traded. Mrs. Orson 
Smith is the wife of the President of the 
Merchants’ Loan & Trust Company, and 
below is the prized recipe for griddle 
cakes—the kind that Banker Smith gets 
served to him at breakfast during the 
griddle cake season :

GRIDDLE CAKES.
Mrs. Orson Smith.

Two quarts warm water, one teaspoon 
•alt, one cup flour, one cup corn meal, 
one-half teacup yeast, two eggs well 
beaten and added the last; raise over

Following is a recipe for the kind of 
corn starch cake that Municipal Judge 
Fred Fake used to love when he was a 
boy—and still loves. It is his mother’s

CORN STARCH CAKE.
Lucy D. Fake.

One cup white sugar and one-half cup 
butter beaten together, one-half cup 
starch, the whites of three eggs beaten 
to a stiff froth, one cup milk, one cup 
flour,' one teaspôon cream tartar, one- 
half of soda. Flavor with lemon.

When John C. King asks for the kind 
of election cake that mother used to 
make this is what he gets:
NEW ENGLAND ELECTION CAKE.

Mrs. John King, 1874.

Take three pounds sifted flour, leaving 
out a pint to put in with fruit and mix 
in warm milk till it is a stiff batter; 
weigh on.» and a half pounds of sugar, 
one pound butter; mix them to a cream, 
then mix one-half this with the batter 
of milk and flour, and one-half pint good 
home made yeast; beat thoroughly toge­
ther; when light, which will take several 
hours in winter, better to mix at night 
and Bland in a warm place till next 
morning; add the remainder of butter 
and sugar with six eggs and one pound 
raisiné, one glass brandy, cinnamon, 
mace, or nutmeg, as the taste, and a lit­
tle soda: if in season of scarcity of eggs, 
it is good without any; should rise the 
second time before putting in pans for 
oaking. The more such cake is beaten 
the finer and lighter it will be.

Mrs. Joseph B. Leake’s Yorkshire pud­
ding has been famous for yeare. Here is 
the recipe for it :

Mix 
one tablesponful of flour with water,

Take a dolten ripe white spine cucum­
bers; wash, pare, and cut into strips, 

iking out the seeds; cut into pieces like
dice; to each dozen cucumbers

take twelve large white onions, chopped; 
six large green peppers, also chopped; 
one-quarter pound each black and white 
mustard seeds and a grill of celery seed; 
mix all well together; add a teacup of 
salt, and hang up iu a cotton bag to 
drain for twenty-iour hours. Then add 
enough dear, cold vinegar to coyer it; 
put into atone jare and fasten nearly 
airtight. In six week» it will be fit for 
use.

The following recipe for Mrs. William 
Penn Nixon’s com soup is in nearly ev­
ery collection on the north side:

One small bee# bone, two quarts of wa­
ter, four tomatoes, eight ears of corn ; 
let the meat boil a short time in the wa­
ter; cut the corn from the cob and put 
in the oobe with the out corn and toma­
toes; let it boil about half an hour; re­
move the oob»; just before serving add 
milk, Which allow to boil for a few min­
utes only; season with salt and pepper.

The late Judge Harvey B. Hurd al­
ways liked his wife’» lemon cake better 
than any eake ever baked. Here it 
recipe for it:

LEMON CAKE.
Mrs. IL B. Hurd.

Five cupe flour, one cup butter, three 
cups sugar, one cup cream, five eggs, one 
teaspoon saleratue, and the peel and 
juice of two lemons.

Mrs. Arnold, the wife of Isaac N. Ar­
nold, and the grandmother of William 
M. Scudder ami Arnold Seudder. was 
possessor of a famous turtle bean soup 
and no collection of old recipes is ootv- 
eidered complete without this one: 

TURTLE BEAN SOUP.

FORCE MEAT BALLS.

Mix with one pound of chopped veal 
or other meat one egg, a little butter 
or raw pork chop;*-d fine, one cup or 
less of bread crumbs; the whole well 
moistened with warm water, or what is 
better, the water from stewed meat; 
season with salt and pepper: make in 
small balls and fry them brown.

Mrs. A. L. Chetlann, wife of Gen. 
Chetlain, had a famous recipe for boil 
ed tingue and tomato sauce, which she 
used to trade with her friends for oth­
er recipe*.

After 
boiling, chop the meat fine, fry it with 
one ounce of butter; then add one-half 
teaspoon of flour: stir for lialf a min­
ute, adding hlie ohoppel meat and a. lit­
tle broth.

MARCARONI WITH OYSTERS.
Mrs. F. B. Orr.

Boil macaroni in salt water, after 
which drain through a colander; take 
a deep earthen dish or tin, put in alter- 
i»ate layers of macaroni and oysters; 
sprinkle the layers of macaroni with 
grated cheese; bake until brown. Delic­
ious as a side dish at dinner.

In one north side 'Ivome is a dearly val­
ued recipe which bears the following 
inscription: ‘"Recipe for Pigeon Pie, by 
Mrs. Abraham Lincoln.” Here it is: 

PIGEON PIE.
Mrs. Abraham Lincoln.

Make a fine puff paste; lay a border 
of it around a large dish ami cover the 
bottom with a veal cutlet, or a tender 
steak free from fat or bone; season 
salt, cayenne pepper, and mace.

In 1882 Sir John Macdonald was

Passing the offioe of The Ex­
press, the local Liberal newspaper in 
Napanee, one morning shortly before 
election day, he saw Gus standing in 
the doorway, talking with some 
friends.

"Hello, Gus; you alive vet?” was 
Sir John's greeting, adding, “I 
thought you had enough Grit to be 
dead and buried long ago.”

“Yes. Sir John, I’m alive yet, and 
expert to live long enough to put a 
nail in your political coffin.”

Some further sallies passed between 
the two, when finally Gus got off his

"Sir John, when you and 1 went to 
school in Adolphustown you were the 
worst boy in the section, and I’m 
darned if you haven’t grown up to 
be the worst man in Canada.”

Sir John gave vent to a merry laugh, 
and in passing on remarked, “The 
same old ‘Gus.’ ”—Toronto Saturday 
Night.
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ROMANOFFS’ VAST WEALTH.

Richest Royal Family in Europe— 
Sources of Their Income.

The Imperial family of Russia is the 
richest royal family La Europe, and de­
rives its wealth from three sources—the 
Slate treasury, the Imperial domains 
(formerly Church lands;, and the so- 
called “Cabinet properties.” 'The State 
Treasury provides for the Czar as the 
Sovereign; the Imperial domains are the 
joint property of the members of the 
House of Romanoff, but administered 
by the head of the house; the “Cabinet 
properties” are the personal possessions 
of the reigning sovereign as such.

No data of any kind are available for 
estlmatXig the amount of property held 
by the Czar and other members of his 
house in their private capacity a» indi­
viduals. It is known to be very consid­
erable both in land and iu gold, says the 
Pall Mall Gazette, but is very rightly 
treated as a purely privât» matter.

'The State treasury pays out a million 
and a half sterling a year for the needs 
of the Imperial house, principally for the 
maintenance of the palaces and the offi­
cials and servant» attached to them. The 
reigning Empress, for example, has an 
allowance srf £20,000 a year, the Dow­
ager Empress the same. Every child 
born to the Czar receive» from birth to j 
the age of 21 nearly £4,000 a year, while 
the heir to the throne receives annually, 
in addition to maintenance of palaces, 
£10,000. Daughters receive a dowry of 
one million roubles, or a hundred thou­
sand pounds, when they marry. The fig­
ures under this head are comparatively 
modest, and the total expenditure charg­
ed to the Treasury is less than 1 per 
cent, of the annual budget.

The Imperial domains, the main source 
of the wealth of the Romanoffs, were 
originally Church lands. In tlie Middle 
Agee the Church iu Russia was not only 
the repository of all the learning in the 
land, but its bankers and usurers also, 
and the wealth amassed in the course 
of centuries was enormous. The Rus­
sian Church is not poor now, but the 
hulk of it» vast possessions passed to 
the House of Romanoff a century ago. 
The Imperial domains comprise 21,328,- 
000 acres, an area larger than all Ire­
land.

About two-third» of this area is for­
est, out of which a good revenue is made. 
The timber exported from Archangel is 
known all over the world, while the es­
tate of Bleovezh, that magnificent for­
est where are still preserved herds of the 
aurochs, annually provide for sale 2,- 
000,000 cubic feet of timber; another 
estate in Vologda province produces 
200,000 of the largest timber tree.- annu­
ally for the Imperial sawmills there.

The other third of the area comprised 
in the Imperial domains, something larg­
er than all Wales, is highly cultivated 
land. The largest vineyards, producing 
the best wine in Russia, belong to the 
domains, and about a hundred and fifty 
thousand pound»’ worth of wine is sold 
annually from this source. In the pro­
vince of Samar», is a sugar plantation 
the factory on which produces 1,500 tons 
of rugàt every year.

Mineral wealth is worked in a hun 
dred spots; 1.500 flour mills, a thousarid 
fisheries, not for sport but as an article 
of trade, a hundred wharves on various 
rivers and 850 trading concerns of var­
ious kinds are ynong the minor under­
takings tielonging to the Imperial do- 
mains. But tlie greater part of the cul­
tivated area is rented to othprs^ 15,000 
Iota for purely agricultural jyurpoees and

10,000 for the liigher forme of cultiva­
tion, fruit, vineyards, etc.

The clear profit derived from these 
various sources is over two millions 
sterling per annum. During the peat 
hundred years, since tlie Church property 
was converted to the Imperial use, a 
sum of twenty-five millions sterling has 
been paid out to various members of 
the Imperial house. Under the head of 
Imperial domains is also included certain 
capital aocumulated by various emperors 
and to this must be added the five and 
a. quarter millions sterling received from 
the peasant» who were sei fs on the Im­
perial domains a» the price of their tree-

The third source of income is the “Cab­
inet properties,” which belong to the 
reigning Gear personally as Czar. The 
only figures obtainable for assessing the 
value of this, the greatest source of pres­
ent and future wealth, is the area of the 
landed property, which is 115,000.000 
acres, or about the size of France. This 
property is almost entirely in xSiberia, 
but it includes the best and largest of 
the gold and silver mines, worked and 
unworked, besides a fabulous amount of 
unexplored wealth both above and be­
low the surface. Copper, iron, platinum, 
and other ores, besides gold and silver, 
arc only awaiting the opening up of this 
unexplored territory, the size of France, 
to yield maaiy^mpre^millions annually.

A MILLION A MINUTE.

What It Sometimes Costs to Cut Down 
a Train Schedule.

Tv save a tew minute-s in the schedule 
of trains a railroad is often compelled 
to spend millions of dollars in improve­
ments. The expert» figure out that the 
New York Central and the Pennsylvania 
arc spending in their big terminal im­
provements $1,000,000 for each minute

According to Moody’s Magazine, the 
Pennsylvania in the last few years has 
built bridges, bored through mountains.

- tunneled rivers and actually blown the 
head» off five or six mountains to 
shorten its track and lower its grade.

The grand total of expenditures of 
this,one road for these time saving im­
provements approximate» $220,000^000* 
Between Pittsburg and Philadelphia 
hardly a mile of the old track remains, 
and the same can be said of the 105 mile 
track betweep Philadelphia and Harris­
burg. N

About $70/100,000 was spent to lower 
grades between the two former cities, 
sating thereby about ninety minutes in 
-t«he regular 'rutpiflng t^me, (averaging 
nearly $800,000 for each minute saved.

This engineering feat included the dy­
namiting, of half a dozen mountains, 
the straightening of tracks and lower­
ing of the grade over some 354 miles. 
The filling of ravines, digging new chan­
nels for streams, bridging rivers and 
tunnelling hills and email mountains 
were all included in this stupendous and 
costly task.

Likewise between Philadelphia and 
Harrisburg the time allowance for ex- 
Ipres* traîne has (been reduced fitom 
three hours to one hour and fifty-five 
minutes at a total cost of something like 
$13,(XX),000.

This section was the cheapest saving 
of time on the whole system, averaging 
only $100,000 a minute. The saving of 
three minutes to Trenton on the other 
hand cost over half a million dollars, or 
about $200.000 a minute.

The economy of such huge expendi­
ture» appears more in the freight de­
partment than in the passenger. Heavy 
grades and numerous curves are the 
bane of all good railroad managers.

IS DEMONISM

Ssyi Dr. Hank at the Gospel 
Taberaade.

Gave Strong Address la the Series 
Yesterday

in Refutation of Ella Wheeler 
Wikoi’s Teaching.

Dr. F. E. Marsh on Thursday evening 
delivered a stirring address in Gospel 
Tabernacle, His subject was “Is There 
a Hell?” and in the course of his re­
marks he pointed out that there most 
surely was such a place for the wicked. 
He also gave au eloquent «Recourse last 
evening on "'What is Spiritualism;*’ The 
subject attracted a very large crowd, 
the galleries iu the church as well as 
the body being filled.

spiritualism, he said, is not trickery— 
that is. the genuine thing. What is it; 
Jhat system which teaches men to en­
quire of the dead, and which the spirit 
of God calls, “The Doctrine of Demons.” 
What is a spiritualist ; One who seeks 
information from the dead. He is called 
in the Old Testament “a mvromancer.” 
Do those who enquire from the dead get 
communication» from the dead of whom 
they enquire? No. Demons impersonate 
the dead, heuce spiritualism is demon 
ism, pure and simple. It is wonderful 
with what accuracy the spirit of 

spiritism.
God

uses words to describe spiritism. The 
words for "necromancer** and “familiar 
spirits” embody the phenomena of the 
modern production. “Necromancer" is a 
vompoupd word, one part meaning To 
bi’ (leadT* and the other to “inquire**; 
hence a necromancer is one who en­
quire» of the dead. The word for “famil­
iar spirit^" means "a mumble.” and is 
used of an Eastern water bottle, which 
was a skin, from its hollow sound. The 
very things familiar spirits are -aid to 
do is “whispered out of the dust." and to 
"I*cp and mutter." ». T he very word 
well describes the hollowness of thv 
sounds of spiritism, the hollowness of I 
their pretensions, and emptiness of all 
deal with the holioxv and devilish system.

A white devil is the blackest of the 
black ones, for he assumed to be what 
he is not for a purpose. A black inhab­
itant of the pit is known at onec. but * 
whitewashed one may he taken for an 
angel of light, if a saint is ~uffering 
trorn color blindnes». Error that Has 
nine-tenths of truth in it. is more dan­
gerous than where there is only on ■ 
tenth of truth in it. Error is always a 
part. of.truth, but the truth i. contam­
inated, therefore in the mixed form i> to 
be avoided.

i am icd to make these opening and 
yet strojm .remarks in making a protest 
and sounding a note of warning against 
a recent utterance made l>y the gifted 
authoress, Ella Wheeler Wilcox. She lut­

ing those who have to do with spiritual 
things for a monetary consideration, 
but what seems to us to be fare worse. 
is to talk about the “sin against the 
Holy Spirit” and the “higher worlds.” 
when she is goinfc right against the 
word? of the Holy Spirit in ignoring 
what He says about having to do with 
the dead. When the devil uses the 
name of God to further his ends, he is 
the worst kind of a devil ; when he talks 
about higher things to gain lower pur 
poses, he is more of a devil than when 
he appears in his true character. But 
the worst thing of all is when one is so 
deceived as to believe that she is doing 
the work of God when she is a if instru­
ment of a not he - power. To think one 
is having fellowship with God when one 
is in league with the power of darkness 
is to he in a calamitous condition. It 
reminds us of the words of the Lord 
Jesus when He srud. “If the light that 
is in thee be darkness, how great is that 
darkness! Of this w> are sure, no one 
can have fellowship with God who has 
to do with the dead. The soul which re­
sorts to them ha's no dealings with Him. 
It is “cut off.”

LTi Those who have communications 
with the dead are an abomination to the 
Lord. Flic word of the Lord is verv ex­
plicit as to the mind of the Lord about 
these matters. He says. “There shall 
not lie found with thee anyone that 
maketh his son or daughter to pass 

! through the fire, one that useth divina 
‘ tion. one that practiseth augury, or an 

enchanter, or a sorcerer, or a charmer, 
or a consulter with a familiar spirit, or 
a wizard, or a necromancer. For who­
soever doeth these things is an abomina­
tion unto the Lord * tDeut. xviii.. 10-12). 
What does Mrs. Wilcox make of these 
definite injunctions? She says: I be­
lieve it is a sin against ourselves to seek 
continual advice and information from 
the disembodied regarding our material 
affairs, ii prevents our own psyehie 
development, or our use of our own di­
vine powers. We have no right to lean 
t»n any spirt, in the body or out of it. 
until we have brought our own to the 
fulness of light.

"If w> all listened and were still, at 
time* we. too. ‘would hear the murmur 
of the gods." **

In the taee of God's command we have 
n° right at any time to “lean on anv 
spirit“in the body or out of it.“ whe­
ther we “have brought our own to the 
fulness of the light" or not. Better for 
her. and for all. if instead of listening 
to the “murmur of the gods." we listen­
ed to the Word of Jehovah and obeved 
it.

lit One evidence of having left God. 
or of His having ieft any individual, is 
when recourse is made to the dead. 
There is no more pathetic or sorrr end­
ing of any life in the Bible than that of 
King Saul. For a time he had acted in 
faithfulness to God. and among other 
things, "had put away those that had 
familiar spirits, and the wizards out of 
the land” il Sain, xxviii. 3). but he had 
committed a -in by his self-willed dis 
obedience, which Samuel des<*ril>ed to 
him as the “sin of witchcraft** <1 Sam. 
xv. 23). I lie consequence was the Lord 
rejected him from being King of Israel, 
and left him. so that when he “enquir­
ed of the.Lord upon any matter." lie 
answered him not. neither by dreams 
,,or by Urina, nor by prophets il Sam.

thing against her revent article on "The 
Impotence of Death." In that article she 
comes- out as a disciple of spiritualism, 
or, to be more correct, spiritism, which is- 
deroonism. - She repudiates the grosser 
form of spiritism, and will have nothing 
to do with dark rooms and trickery, but 
the evil of having dealings with the dead 
is unmistakable.

Dr. Marsh here quoted literally Mrs. 
Wilcox's story of her experience with 
spirit writing, and said:

There are some who put down to 
sleight-of-hand, conjuring and trickery- 
such an experiem-e. I do not and cannot. 
A gm>d deal which passes for spiritism 
is trickery, but all is not. I do not be­
lieve the aItove experience was. 1 shall 
l>e asked. "What do you make of it;” 
"How do you account for it?” The an­
swer is not far to seek. Mr*. Wilcox 
says: "It seems to me in the light of 
such an experience as stupid as it is 
stubborn to deny the fact of communica­
tion with realms beyond." There are 
some who deity the possibility of having 
communication with other realms. I do 
not. The main point is the location of 
the realms. "Realms beyond." says Mrs. 
M ilcox. "Where is lieyond Above or 
lieneaih ? The answer is plain when we 
turn to the page* of the New Testa­
ment. The realms are beneath and 
around, for spiritism is what the apostle 
call* “the doctrine of demons" (I. Tim. 
iv. 1>. Spiritists think they have com­
munications wi;h the departed, whereas 
they have communications with demons 
who impersonate the departed. This is l 
the gist of the doctrine of demons. A 
spiritualist, so-called, is one who ha» 
dealings with the dead. The Old Testa­
ment word for such a one is "a necro-

What should la* the attitude of a be­
liever in C hrist towards this gospel of 
the pit ? The word is plain and pointed.
I-et us turn to its pages and see what 
the mind of the I ami is.

1. Those who resort-to familiar spirits 
arc disobedient to the word of God. 
”Turn ye not unto them which have 
familiar spirit.*, nor unto the wizards; 
seek them not to be defiled hv them;
I am the Lord your God.”

2. Those who have to do with the dead 
can have no fellowship with God. “The 
soul that turned* unto them that have 
familiar spirits. I will even set My face 
against that soul, and will cut him off 
from amongst the people” «Lev. xx. 6i. 
The evil of modern spiritualism is ' it 
professes io have a certain belief in God 
and an admiration for the Lord Jesus, 
although it does not like the vicarious 
work of Christ in His afoneraent on the 
cross. It can talk about morality and 
the evil of evil, but the morality of an 
immortal thing is the worst kind of im­
morality. A holy devil is the most un­
holy thing I know. A patronizing devil 
is far worse than a persecuting devil.

Mrs. Wilcox talks in a seemingly holy 
Vay in condemning those wl»«» have to 
do with the dead for financial pain. She 
«ay«: T believe it is a sin against the 
Hbly Ghost in every human being «for 
the original meaning of that phrase is 
Holy Spirit) to make a business of me 
diuàiship. The moment the ability to 
communicate with the disembodied is 
turned to financial account, or to the 
mere material matters of men. for 
money consideration, the medium lose* 
her connection with the higher worlds 
of spirits, and places herself in touch 
with the lower worlds—with those who 
pissed from earth uaaAafcened. and who 
therefore occupy an earth-bound poei 
tion. and are unworthy of our ronfi- 
deiiifiERl* they would have been before 
they left the "earthly teaement .'

an interview with the witch of Kndor. 
Surely no more convincing iliustratf.m 
of the evil of demoiii<m and the despair 
it represents can be given than that of 
King Saul. <->), Those who have deal­
ings with the dead are in league with 
the devil. I am prepared to admit they 
may not know they a’re in league with 
the evil one. but they must he when the 
teaching of spiritism is call the “doc 
trine of devils.” and its practice is said 
to lie "evil.” Manas-eh. King of Judah, 
ii said to have done that which was 
“evil in the sight of the Lord” and the 
kind of evil is specified in that it is 
said to lie “alter the abominations of 
the heathen, whom the l»rd cast out 
lie fore the children of Israel." What 
those “abominations" were we have al­
ready seen in Ih*ut. xviii. 14: but we are 
left in no uncertainty, for we are told 
Manasseh “made his *on to pass through 
the fire, and practiced augury, ami used 
enchantment*, and dealt with them 
which had familiar spirits, and with 
wizards: lie wrought much evil in the 
sight of the I-oni to provoke Him to

Mr*. Wilcox says:
"This earth is but one of many 

realms God has prepared for His creat­
ures. There are darker ami more desol­
ate realms, ami there are brighter and 
more beautiful ones. As we think, act 
and live so shall our home he decided 
when we leave this earth. If our 
thoughts are full of the light of love, 
sympathy and good will we will find 
ourselves in the realms of light when 
we leave the body : if we think dark 
iicss. bate, rev* nge and greed we will 
find ourselves in the under world of 
darkness until we work up and ont in­
to a higher state.”

"What beautiful language, what ele­
vating sentiments and moral tone!” says 
someone, a.» they r~ad thuse words, but 
they are tin» more «langerons because of 
this. The tabled syrens with their beau­
tiful forms and songs were alluring, but 
hey brought the mariners who listened 
o thetii to their ruin. So it must be to 

those^who listen to the •banting and 
charming voice of the fair propagandists 
of spiritism. God says all who have to 
do with it are “evil,” and the evil one is 
associated as effect ami cause are, and 
as the earth is with the law of gravi-

ti- Those who go to the dead provoke 
the laird to anger and call forth the 
special judgment of God. Maiia*seh*6 
acts provoked llim to anger, and of 
King Saul in hi* untimely death is re­
corded : “So Saul died for his trespass 
which he committed against the Lonl, 
because of the Word of the Lord which 
he kept not. and for that he asked coun­
sel of one that had a familiar spirit, 
to inquire thereby, and inquired not of 
the Ixird: therefore He slew him.” I do 
not say that the Ixird will deal after a 
corresponding fashion to that of His 
dealings with Saul, hut I do say there 
will be special punishment for those, as 
there always is. who go right in the face 
of a plain prohibition of God. He who 
sms unwittingly does it tL hi» hurt, as 
the man finds who steps on an unsup­
ported plank to his fall: but he who 
sins deliberately runs his head against a 
rock to Hie confusion and death. •

It may be 1 have used strong language 
in referring to what Mr*. Wilcox has 
said. Well. 1 feel strongly, because 1 
know the tendency of her teaching, for 
it- is immoral.

Mrs. Wilcox starts with a wrong ideal 
of fife and its purpose, and that is the 
reason why she is wrong all through 
the days. She says:

“All our political and industrial sys­
tems, all our straining after financial

educational institutions, are for one pur­
pose: to enable us mort dis to find hap­
piness with those we love : to give haupi 
ness to those we love and to enjoy tlicir 
association. What, then, can be of 
greater importance than to find the 
proof that death does not end these n«- 
socialions; that at must it can but in­
terrupt the relations of those spiritually 
congenial on earth? That the happiness 
which has been based on unselfish action 
will be restored to us in other realms 
not unsimilar to our own. aud that 
whatever we do here on earth to perfect 
our characters and elevate our thoughts 
and ideals is work «lone for eternity ; 
not for a mere earthly span of exist-

We find happiness in finding Christ, 
a.s He Himself says, “litis is life eternal, 
to know Thee, the only true God, and 
Jesus Christ whom Thou hast sent.”

OAKVILLE MAN SHOT
WAS FIRED ON BY POLICEMEN 

WHILE RESISTING* ARREST.

Charged With Attempting an Assault on 
Little Girl.

Toronto, April 18.—Hovering between 
life and death in a ward in the General 
Hospital is Richard Street, 30 years old, 
a basketmuker, of Oakville. The cause 
of the patient’s serious condition Ls two 
bullet wounds received on Thursday af­
ternoon while resisting arrest by Chief 
Constable Charles Parkin and County 
Constable X\ iliiarn Cronkrite at Oak­
ville for an alleged attempted assault 
upon a five-year-old girl named Lillie 
Haynes, a gnuul-daugiiter uf tbs pro­
prietress of the Station Hotel at Oakville. 
i h * little girl, it is alleged, was attacked 
in an outhouse of the hotel, and those 
who heard her cries ti-lephoned^ior 
Chief Parkin. Street took to the'rail-

constable.- Constable Cronkrite. in clos­
ing on the man fired the bullet g-aziug 
the man’s wrist. Street then engaged 
in a fierce struggle for jKieseseion of 
the revolver, and in the encounter the 
officer claims the weapon was aoci- 

xj dentally discharged, the bullet entering 
the man's right breast. Street sud­
denly became insensible and was car­
ried^- to his mother’s home, where he 
was attended by Drs. Vrquhart and 
KisheY, who administered restoratives. 
The improvement in his condition, 
which was first noticeable after the doc­
tors probed for the bullets, did not con­
tinue, and yesterday at noon when it 
was reported he was critically ill he was 
brought to Toronto and. admitted to 
the General Hospital. An examination 
made by the hospital doctors revealed 
the serious bullet wound under the fifth 
rib on the right side. Another bullet 
had just grazed the right wrist. An 
X-ray photograph was taken to locate 
the bullet which entered the man’s 
breast.

Street was at the time of the shoot­
ing already in a Very weak condition 
due to a severe attack of pneumonia

To Study Music Under th Braggiotte.

The Sect Regarded All Who Refused to 
Accept Their Creed as Objécts of 
Divine Wrath, to be Wiped Out— 
Terrible Threats Contained in Let­
ters.

Medicine Hat, April Hi.—The prelim­
inary hearing iu the notorious Dreamer 
case was continued this morning. The 
charge is that Jacob Merker, jun., three 
broluers named Daniel, Christian and 
Ejrfmaiiuel Gill, August and Fred. New- 
ftlaii, Jacob and Joan Keib and Karl 
Otto, all sett lei's in the vicinity of 
Spring Coulee, had attempted to terrorize 
tneir neighbors into joimmig the fanati­
cal sect, ami had in pursuance of their 
threats actually burned the house of 
John Lehr, au«l very nearly burned 
Lehr's family. The fire broke out at 
midnight, and the lx»hrs, who had refus­
ed to join the band, narrowly escaped 
with their lives. .

To-day Michael Brush continued the 
evidence begun by hint yesterday. He 
had been a Dreamer, but when they 
began to talk of making converts4 by 

I burning ami murdering lie withdrew. 
Among those who were to be killed 
at the first opportunity were Michael 
Gill, Corporal tinrsclial, of the police, 
and John Lehr. Witness put in a let­
ter received by him from Jacob Mer­
ker, sen., the head of the sect. who 
lives in South Dakota, prophesying his 
destruction, and applying epithets too 
vile for publication.

Jacob Dais. jun.. who was also dowft 
on the Dreamers' death roll, was next 
«•ailed to the stand. He stated that 
he was continually having trouble with 
the Dreamers. A letter received from 
J. Merker, sen., by the witness threat­
ening bis destruction was put in. Mer­
ker «'Inimed to be God. and was looked 
upon ns God by the Dimmer*-.

Jacob Dais, sen., identified prisoner 
Newman as a Dreamer. He had ex­
perienced trouble with the Dreamers, 
and identified the letter which be ha«l 
received from Jacob Merker. sen., the 
god of the Dreamers. ’'’brents were 
conveyed in it to destroy, him with all 
other unbelievers. The prisoner New­
man had threatened to destroy him by 
shooting or burning for not availing 
himself of the opportunity of joining 
the Dreamers. It was further ex­
plained that the sect met on Saturdays, 
ami that the younger Merker was the 
interpreter, who told the Dreamers 
what their dreams meant. He it was 
who gave tlie sanguinary interpretation 
of most of the visions of the fanatics. 
They were supposed to do whatever the 
interpreter ordered.

Mrs. Schneider, n neighbor, gave evi­
dence of a sensational nature concern­
ing the beliefs of the Dreamers, she 
having at one time been a memlier of 
the congregation. She stated that the 
sect believed in destroying all who were 
not members of their church, and in ex­
ecuting their dreams, providing they 
were not found out by the Government. 
At the meetings they discussed tho. best, 
method of attaining their ends. She 
told a tale concerning an offence against 
the law committed by the prisoner in 
North Dakota, which thrilled the crowd. 
Against the rules of the order Nieman 
had purchased goods at an auction sale, 
for which he gave a note for $00. To 
rectify his mistake, he told Ueorcr 
Meyers, who had the note, that he would 
pay it immediately. Meyers produced 
the note, and Nieman tore it up. He 
was arrested for this, and had to pay 
$130 to settle. Nieman went to their 
“god.” Jacob Merkel, who told him he 
should take revenge.

This was discussed at a meeting in 
Reib's house, which she attended, the 
others present being Reib’s wife, Nieman 
and wife, and Karlotta and wife. It 
was decked that when Meyers and his 
wife were away the family and house 
would lie destroyed by fire. Nieman was 
to do it. He afterwards burned Meyers’ 
burn and cattle, using coal oil. He could 
get no material to start a fire at the 
house, and, besides, was afraid to go 
too close, as a light was burning oil ac­
count of a sick child. There was some 
snow on the ground, and lie had to be 
careful in hiding his tricks by keeping 
off it. The Dreamers, she state«l, al­
ways carried arms about their persons.

Karlotta, another prisoner, stated he 
could not remember what «lrenms were 
told. One of his own. to the effect that 
he had fourni a quantity of dirt in his 
basement, which must be removed, was 
interpreted to menu that a memlier of 
the church bad done a wrong and Sclmei 
der confessed that he had sold a team 
of horse* ami made them appear young­
er than they were. He could remember 
no other dreams.

NORFOLK’S OLDEST.
Cept. Miller Remembered Battle of 

Lake Champlain.

Cat-tatn Willet Green Miller, the oldest re­
sidence of SI niece County, died on Wednes­
day a*, the age of 90. He was born at Platts- 
burg. N. Y., In 1608. end came to Hamilton 
In 1824. He was engaged In the lake carry­
ing trade and helped build a number of lake 
veoeola. He went to norfolk County 55 years

When he was alx years of age, Capt. Miller, 
during the war of 1812-1814, stood on a bill— 

Champlain, the 
youngest probably of an awe-stricken throng, 
looking at a naval battle, now known in 
history as the Batte of Lake Champlain, the 
battle In which Britain and Canada ct.rove 
to capture Platteburg and carry the war Into 
the enemy's country. Of these events, Capt. 
Miller carried a - distinct recollection down 
practically to the day of his death. He re­
membered perfectly the leaders on the Amer­
ican side, Geu. McComb and Com. McDonagh, 
for they made their htwlquarters at his 
grandfather's house. Indeed. It was there 
that these two warriors, having quarreled, 
vindicated their honor, as was the fashion 
in those days, by fighting a duel, each re­
ceiving a bullet wound, one In the thigh and 
the other In the wrist.

Why, with a- rojie round his neck. 
“He is a notable prisoner, he has the 
fashion- of giving us the slip, hold j 
his fast.’’ They led Him from Cain- 
phns to Pilate, fro»" PU-1- * • TT -* 
and from Herod back to Pilate. They 
did it to Him,.and some v„v .- 
do it to Us or,, it is not done. Oh, 
wondrous interchange! He whose 
body was crucified, comes to ourselves 
and performs the some deeds. They j 
did it to Hiiti in malice. He does it 
to us in love. “As many as are led 
by the spirit of God they are the sons 
of God.” Oiir souls are made to die, 
to die from world to the flesh, to 
sin, to the desires otherwise lawful 
and natural. Out of death comes 
life. We die to live, not by a sud­
den and terrible jerk, but contin­
uously. slowly and really, the grow­
ing soul cgn say with Paul, “I die 
daily.”, -Qhristians ! Those heavenly 
powers are -ready to complete this 
glorious work. Draw pear with a con­
senting heart and all is well. Bring
Ïour idols, keep bringing them, do 

t gladly,nut you do it, sing:
“The dearest idol I have known, 

Whatever that idol be,
Help me to tear it from Thy throne, 

And worship only Thee!”
You need fhè highest help for this

Easter and the World's Conquest.

The victory over death is a 
pledge "that the gates of -hell shall not 
prevail against the Church of the Lord 
of Life. The resurrection has taught us 
to look to the future world as holding 
for ourselves the true life: it may teach 
us to look forward as confidently to the 
growing triumphs of the Master’s cause.

DOLLS OF ALL THE NATIONS.

Mrs. Laura Starr Exhibits Her Col­
lection.

The rooms of the l*en and Brush ( luh 
at 30 West Twenty-fourth street were 
filled to overflowing yesterday afternoon 
with a crowd of children ami grown-ups 
eager to set1 Mrs. I^mra Starr’s collec­
tion of dolls of all nations ami to hear 
her tell stories about them.

The little girls, who perhaps had been 
led to believe t hat they were to view a 
galaxy of walking and talking mimic 
Parisiennes garbed in all the glory of the 
Rue de la Paix and an assortment of 
long-rolnsl waxen infants with eyes that j 
open and shut, were apparently disap­
pointed.

The women who accompanied them, I 
however, professed great delight in what j 
they termed the historical accuracy of 1 
the makeups and costumes of the make- j 
believe Japanese Emperors. Indian sooth- | 
snyers, Chinese sages. Dutch fishwives, j 
Mexican runners. I^pland women on j 
snowshoes and toboggans. New England I 
farmers' wives "of half a century ago 1 
and French lace makers.

These dolls—there are 17.1 of them— 
were not copied after pictures or put 
together in accordance with printed di­
rections or anything of that -sort. Every 
one of them was made in the country 
which it is supposed to represent, and 
was acquired by Mrs. Starr on a six 
years’ trip around the world.

Of the Egyptian dolls, which have- 
been found in graves dating hack to 
4,0(10 B. C.. she has been able to obtain 
only photographs. The originals were 
miniature mummies. There were, how­
ever. two modern dolls from the valley 
of the^Nile. which were unique. One I 
was made entirely of mud. except for | 
its hair, which was evidently stolen from 
a- horse's tail. Tlie end of the braid was 
ornamented with a small mud ball. The 
other. Mrs. Starr said, was an exemplifi­
cation of Kipling's phrase, ‘a rag ami a 
hone and a batik of lmir." It was- com­
posed of a bamboo stick, over which 
was draped a Very scant cotton garment. 
The king Mack hair, however, was 
abundant enough to make up for all 
other deficiencies.

From India there were1two very curi­
ous specimens, one dressed in the rich 
costume of a Hindu merchant prince of 
the sixteenth century, with very red 
cheeks and one very big earring, the 
( ther a tinvf rather crude affair made 
o, tlie pith of a tree.

The very oldest doll on record, ^Irs. 
Starr said, was a feminine one inadt* in 
India centuries and centuries ago by the 
wife of the god Siva. When completed 
it was so beautiful that the goddess hid 
it away in the fastnesses of the Hima­
laya Mountains lest some one should 
steal it. She visited it from time to 
time, and her husband becoming suspici­
ous of her frequent absences spied upon 
her and discovered the concealed trea­
sure. Immediately upon beholding he 
became, so enamoured of it» charms that 
he gave it life. Much to the regret of 
the audience Mrs. Starr confessed that 
she didn’t have even a picture postal of 
this famous doll.

The collection is particularly rich in 
apecitneils from China. There were two 
dolls about. & foot in height, which came 
front the palace of the Dowager Empress 
tit Pekin, and which are said to be 200 
years.old. They haven’t small feet, bc-

Jesus Anointed at Bethany.—John 1a: 
i-n. "

Commentary.—1. Jesus entertained at 
Bethany (vs. 1, 2.) 1. Six days before
the passover—Six days before his cruci­
fixion. ^ He probably reaced Bethany 
about tlie beginning of the Sabbath, as 
the Jews reckoned from sunset to sun­
set. Bethany—“House of Dates,” or 
House of Comfort/’ It was a village 
about two miles southeast of Jerusasa- 
lem on the eastern slope of the Mount 
of Olives. It was often visited by 
Christ,, and it was here that he spent 
several^ nights during passion week. 
At present Bethany is a small, poor vil­
lage. Where Lazarus was—"It may 
have been in honor of his restoration to 
life that this supper was given, and in 
gratitude for it that our Lord was an­
ointed."

2. Made him a supper—In the house 
of Simon the leper (Matt. 26; 6.) This 
man had evidently been a leper, and had 
probably been cured by Jesus. “Accord­
ing to a tradition Simon was the father 
of Lazarus; according to others he was 
the husband of Martha, or Martha was 
liis widow.”—Lange. Martha served, 
etc.—“It is clear that the family of 
Bethany were in all respects the central 
figure at this entertainment. Martha 
seems to have had the entire supervi­
sion of tlie feast, and the risen Lazarus 
was almost as much an object of curi­
osity as Jesus himself. In short, so 
many thronged to see Lazarus, that the 
miraele„which had been performed on 
his behalf caused many to believe on 
Jesus.”—^Farrar. Lazarus .. at the ta­
ble—The supper was probably the next 
day after Jesus’ arrival, after tlie close 
of the Jewish Sabbath, which ended at 
snnsèt. It was the spacial festive meal 
of the Sabbath. The words seem to indi­
cate that the meal was a public one. as 
if the people of Bethany had combined 
to do him this honor, and so share tlie 
privilege of attending the feast.—F.der- 
sheim.. This shows that Lazarus’ resur­
rection was no illusion. How long be liv­
ed we do not know.

L.Mary anoints the Saviour (v. 3.) 3. 
A pound—This was a Roman pound of 
twelve ounces. Ointment—Tlie ointment 
was probably a liquid perfume. Spflten- 
nrd—An aromatic herb imported from 
Arabia and India. Very costly—It was 
worth three hundred pence, or denarii, 
silver coins worth fifteen to seventeen 
cents each; hence the ointment was 
worth between forty-five and fifty dol­
lars. According to its purchasing power 
it was equal to $300 in our day. “Com­
pare the attar (o rotto) of roses, made 
at Ghazipoor in Hindustan, and which 
requires 400,000 full-grown roses to 
produce one ounce, and which sells, when 
pure, in the English warehouses, as high 
as $100 an ounce, or $1,200 for ns much 
as Mary’s pound of spikenliead.”—Amer­
ican Cyclopedia. Anointed the feet — 
She anointed his head first (Mat. 26; 7.) 
The anointing/shows her faith in Christ 
and her great love for him. Wiped his 
feet—When we consider tlie customs of 
the people in Christ’s time, we readily 
see that those things which would be 
highly improper among us to-day would, 
at that time*, be very proper. In taking 
their meals they reclined on one side, 
the knees, being bent ami the feet turn­
ed outward behind. It was the utmost 
possible expression of her love, humility 
and devotion. House was filled—The 
house was filled with tlie odor of the 
ointment, and to-day the church and the 
world arc filled with heavenly fragrance 
whenever loving deeds are performed for 
Christ.

HI. The hypocrisv of Judas rebuked 
(vs. 4-8),

4. Judas Iscariot—Judas began to find 
fault at what lie called a waste. “His 
mutterings convinced some of the other 
disciples, so that they joined with him 
in the condemnation of the act (see 
Matthew and Mark). So often a bad 
man, working from selfish motives, by 
plausible arguments gets good men to 
unite with him in opposing things that 
are really good. The wolf puts on the 
sheep’s clothing. Thus usually the op­
position to good wears a mask of vir­
tue; religion is opposed in the name of 
liberty; faith, in the name of free 
thought; prohibition, in the name of 
temperance.” — Peloubet. “Whenever 
there is an act of splendid self-forgetful­
ness there is always a Judas to sneer 
and murmur at it.” 5. Given to the poor 
—Mark says they murmured against 
the woman, and their words and manner 
vfere also a reflection on Christ Him­
self, because He had permitted it to oe- 
cnr. "How often does charity serve as 
a cloak for covetousness. God is some­
times robbed of His right, under the pre­
tense of devoting what is withheld to 
sqme charitable purpose, to which there 
w^a jio intention ever to give it.”— 
Çlèrke. “This was the kind of demon­
stration reserved for princes or persons 
of great distinction; it was a luxury 
that no emperoc till Nero ever indulged 
in.” It is not surprising that the dis­
ciples, who were plain and poor, should 
think this an undue extravagance; but 
Jesus desired to impress upon them the 
fact that there is nothing too precious 
for Him.

6. A thief—Judas was had at heart; 
he was playing the hypocrite. The bag 
—The cash-box in which the fynds of the 
small company were kept.—Cam. Bib. 
And bare, etc.—That is. as treasurer he 
had charge of the funds belonging to 
Jesus and the disciples. 7. Let her alone 
—A sharp rebuke. They were condemn­
ing and troubling (Matt. 26, 10) a wo­
man who was performing an act of self- 
denial and love. "Mark the striking

TOMBS OF SPANISH ROYALTY,

Most Gorgeous Burial Vaults—Marble
Effigies of Children.

The eseurial in which for nearly three 
centuries tlie Kings and Queens of Spain 
have been buried is said to be the most 
gorgeous burial vault in tlie world.

It is an octagonal chamber, thirty-six 
feet across, with its walls, save where 
the coffins stand, entirely overlaid with 
precious marbles. The staircase which 
leads to it is of marble with jasper 
walls. The general effect is unspeak­
ably splendid. In the midst of this mag­
nificence are tlie massive black marble 
caskets let into the walls, eonlaining 
the bodies themselves. They are all ex­
actly alike, inscribed simply with the 
names of the different Kings and 
Queens. There is room for just six move 
monarchs and their consorts.

Uf another character altogether *s the 
vault devoted to Spain's royal children 
—princes and princesses. Here white 
marble rules, and very charming arc 
some of the effigies over the tombs. The 
local nantc for the vault is “the place of 
the little angels,” and though many of 
the princes who lie here were not at all 
angelic in their lives the impression left 
by the white marble wings of the stat­
ues is one of spotless'purity.

One unfortunate Spanish King. Don 
Jaime II. of Aragon, is daily on view in 
the cathedral of Palma, in Majorca. Tlie 
sacristan of the place takes you to a 
yellow marble monument in the choir, 
opens a cupboard, and pulls out a very 
ordinary coffin with «a glass lid. As 
poor Don Jaime died iu the fourteenth 
century, he is not now at all a lively 
spectacle. His mummy is made gay, 
however, with imitation royal robes— 
cottony ermine, and so forth.—Tit-Bits.

Tha Best Way-----
To keep maidenhair fern—Maiden­

hair fern eon he kept fresh for a 
week, if when it is first picked tha 
ends of the stalk ore sealed with seal­
ing wax, or else held in a flame until 
quite black.

To clean knives—Take a piece of 
felt and sprinkle with a drop or two 
of methylated spirit and fine bath- 
hriek. roll round, and work the knife 
in and out white pressing on lightly 
with the other hand.

To clean bamboo furniture—Dirty 
bamboo furniture may be cleaned 
with n small brush, dipped in warm 
water and salt. The salt prevents it 
from turning yellow, and the washing 
makes the bnpiboo look bright. Rub 
very dry witli soft cloths.

To clean decanters—To clean dis­
colored decanters chop some potato 
skins finely, and fill the bottle with 
them. Cork, and leave for three days 
in warm place. When the skins have 
fermented, turn out, rinse well, and 
the decanters will be quite clean.

To restore gilt frames—Put enough 
flowers of sulphur into a pint of 
water to give it n golden tint, and 
in this boil four or five small bruised 
onions. Strain them, and when cold, 
paint the frames over with the mix­
ture, using a soft camelhair brush.

To restore marble—If the marble is 
much stained and soiled, boil equal 
parts of soap and powdered whiting 
—about four ounces of each with one 
ounce of soda in a little water. When 
thoroughly blended, lay the mixture 
on while hot ; let it remain a day or 
so. Wash off with clean water, and 
dry with a leather.

To polish new grates—First of al! 
take a piece of old flannel dipped in 
sweet, oil. and rub thoroughly over 
all the grate. Let it remain for a 
few days, then repeat the same a 
second time. letting it stand for an­
other couple of days. Then take u 
pail of warm water, with a little ex­
tract of soap dissolved in it, and wash 
the oil all thoroughly off again.
Whep dry, blacklead and polish.

Wall ‘"Paper Abroad.
The subject of foreign, trade in wall 

paper is reported by several American 
consuls. ‘ Consul General Julius G.
Lay, at Cape Town, learns that there 
is very little sale for American wall 
paper in Cape Town, although good 
stocks are held by nearly all the wall 
paper merchants.

ft is stated that the size of .Ameri­
can paper, which is 18v, inches, 
against the 21 inches of the English 
goods after trimming, the undesirable 
patterns and the higher price all oper­
ate against the sale of the American 
goods. If the American manufacture 
er will show samples of goods similar 
to the English styles there is no rea­
son why a fair share of the trade eoilld 
-not be secured. The German mairo- 
faeturer has gained a good ftfotltold 
in the sale of wall paper by following 
English patterns in making a paper 
which can be sold at a low price. The 
ruling price for cheaper grades of
paper, which are most in demand, is -------- —
twenty-four cents per roll of thirty- -tor the Lord, his wretched end and her
six feet.

She did not come
to the supper to hear her Lord speak, 
nor to enjoy the entertainment, nor to 
meet the saints, nor to sue for some 
favor, nor because she was weary and 
would be refreshed; she came to pour 
out her hearts’ adoration at His feet. 
She came to worship Him. Worship is 
from the Saxon worth-ship, and is the 
showing of what the Lord is worth to 
us. When Abraham on Mount Moriah

[end Isaac, he said, “1........ gt yonder

and worship” (Gen. 22, 3|r "Ttîè âct~Cfè" 
raonstrated that God was worth moi 
to Him than the dearest earthly object. 
If I love as Mary did, 1 yield gladly 
my most precious things to Him.

3. A costly offering. “Then took Mary 
a pound of ointment of spikenard, very 
coStly” fv. 3). Mary’s gift is said to 
have been worth $50 then, and would be 
worth $300 now. It had great intrinsic 
value, but greater relative worth. “It 
was the flower of her affection, and given 
in all its expressiveness. No part of it 
was held back. Tlie vast; itself was 
broken, and all its contents without re­
serve poured upon Him. This utter 
abandonment made Mary’s gift so dear. 
She gave her best, her all. with such 
lavishness of love His heart was filled 
with joy.”

4. A condescending offering. “Mary..
. .. .anointed the feet of Jesus, and wip­
ed his feet” (v. 3). With loving rever­
ence she not only anointed his head, as 
was customary, but she anointed his 
feet. Any service was rendered gladly, 
since it refreshed her Lord.

5. A confidential offering. “She did it 
for my burial,” Jesus said (Matt. 26:12). 
At his feet Mary had learned the secret 
of the cross. She credited as no other 
did his words, “The Son of man shall be 
delivered unto the chief priests, and un­
to the scribes; and they shall condemn 
him to death" (Mark 1*0:33). “As she 
anointed his head, she saw it already 
bowed in anguish under the weight of 
the world's sin. As she anointed his 
feet, her loving hands set him apart for 
the great sacrifice. Brave and true­
hearted were the other women who hur­
ried in the early dawn to the sepulchre 
to anoint his lifeless body, but they 
were too late. Mary’s far-sighted faith 
led to her expression of devoted love.”

II. The hypocrisy of Judas. “Then
saith......... Judas....why was not this
ointment sold for three hundred pence, 
and given to the poor?" (vs. 4. 5). “The 
question gives us the complexion of 
Judas' mind.” Says Charles H. Park- 
hurst: “A man publishes his feelings by 
what he asks. Spikenard meant to Judas 
only so much merchantable commodity. 
Tilings look according to the "eyes with 
which we look. In this apothecaries’ 
perfume .Judas only saw money. Noth­
ing counted with him that was not ex­
pressible in dollars and cents. A tear, a 
contrition, an affection had no cash 
value, therefore no value. Tlie thoughts 
of our generation have a monetary com­
plexion outside of the church and inside. 
When we look at a fine house, it is all 
over American to ask what it costs. 
When wc survey a private collection of 
paintings, our enthusiasm is enliancedby 
the knowledge that a small fortune is in­
vested in each piece.”

III. Jesus’ commendation. “Then said
Jesus. lx»t her alone” (v. 7). "Criticise 
me: become indignant at me; find fault 
with me: let lier alone. This deed of 
genuine love lias linked us together. I 
hold her in such a close, tender, affec­
tionate relation that if you touch her, 
you touch the npple of my eye” (Zeeh. 
2:8). “She hatli wrought a good work”

Asquith and Wife._____ _
(Buffalo News.)

The Prime Minister of Great Brit­
ain is Mr. Asquith, in an official sense, 
but as a matter of fact the Premier­
ship is a Copartnership under the 
name of Asquith & Wife. Lady Pal­
merston was half the battle of life iu 
politics for her famous husband. Mr. 
Gladstone complimented Mrs. Asquith 
many years ago for her brilliancy of 
mind, maturity of attainment and un­
surpassable social grace and tact. 
She lias lust nothing of her power iu 
the last ten years, but rather ha« in­
creased it so markedly with the 
steady rise oi her husband to power 
and influence as to be worthily count­
ed the most valuable supporter in his 
publie career.

Mr. Asquith is, by common consent, 
the ablest leader ut the day in Eng­
land. He is not potent becapse he 
resembles some successful etatesmaar 
of another day or even suggests any 
predecessor. There are many quali­
ties notable in them that he does not 
poSsess, but he has virtues of hie own 
in ample measure to carry him well 
forward a.t the head of government 
fur at least two years to come. The 
Conservative party is not in fit trim 
for return to power even if the Lib­
erals should fall. The Opposition is 
divided iu its own ranks over the tar­
iff question and could not stand a day 
in a Ministry if it tried. Mr. Cham­
berlain's idea uf protection is gaining 
ground and must continue to do so 
but it has not yet won enough of pub­
lic opinion to warrant a battle over it. 
Mr. Asquith will mark time on that 
subject and devote himself to more 
urgent topics, such Irish home
rule, old age pensions, education and 
licensing for the present.

The Bannerman Government came 
to power with larger promisee of radi­
cal changes than any other Govern­
ment 1ms been pledged to since Par­
liamentary reform iu 1832. No Popu­
list or Brvan platform could surpass 
the programme with which Sir Henry 
swept the country and gained a larger 
majority than any party leader since 
the Revolution. Reaction has been 
inevitable, and Mr. Asquith inherits all 
the reproaches of the most exacting 
element of his following for neglect to 
concede what that element demands 
with increasing vigor if not with mul­
tiplication of votes. The change that 
has taken place may bo fairly likened 
to that of a Roosevelt after a Mc­
Kinley, since “L'.-B.” was as smooth in 
his work as the late President ever was 
and about equally progressive.

Best Street Railway Tracks.
(Chicago Tribune.)

There has been much discussion of the 
many experiments which have been made 
to determine the best method of con­
structing street railway tracks, and Mr. 
T. B. Me Math, who is engineer of the 
Indianapolis Traction and Terminal 
Company, gives in Municipal Engineer 
ing Magazine the result of .liis experi­
ence. Where heavy- cars, such as in­
terurbain*. «re to be carried, he finds 
that the T rail is the best shape, and if 
properly selected will answer all , re­
quirements. For streets paved with 
brick any section deep enough to pro­
vide a sand cushion under the kick can 
be used successfully. The eighty pound 
standard section, having a depth of five 
inches, can be successfully used. The 
high T rails can also be used.

The rail requirements are: Sufficient 
width of head to protect pavement from 
the wheel, sufficient height to permit 
paving, base wide enough to sustain and 
distribute load, web thick enough to re­
sist the landing movement of the wheel 
load when applied at the extreme edge 
of the. head.

Ballast is usually depended on for the 
foundation of the ties, if the soil is sand 
or gravel, but enough ballast to tamp is 
necessary. Clay or loam requires heavy 
ballast. A good foundation can be made 
by putting in a layer of. lallast. stone 
or gravel, thoroughly rolling, and then 
laying the track and tampings with bal­
last. filling finally with concrete to the 
height required by the paving. Concrete 
makes the best foundation and ballaww 
However, concrete to be useful must ne 
under the ties, and as the layer of con­
crete will be over one foot thick, a 
cheap natural cenieit can be used with 
safety and keep the' expense within 
reach. The suhgrade should be excavated 
to a depth of'six inches below the 
bottom of the tics.

A little method In the madness of 
dressing, which it behooves every wom­
an to consider.

Brrfwn stockings, brown shoes, brown 
gloves, brown veil, brown belt and tie 
will accord with and be appropriately 
worn with every one of her costumes, 
save only the “dress suit."

The parasol In pongee or the tailored 
ene in brown silk will be above re­
proach. Then. too. there is no sin in 
substituting, upon occasion, a contrast­
ing shade, one that la a special favor­
ite or overweenlngly becoming.

The tie worn with the tailored shirt 
and brown skirt may be of green or 
Copenhagen blue. or. if very tiny, of 
mauve or orange or red.

Perhaps the hat of burnt straw may 
have a touch of dull old blue combined 
with its trimming of brown. Don’t wear 
the mauve or red cravat with that hat. 
If you depart from self-color, make the 
tie match the hat. Maybe cerise quills 
are thrust through the brown straw ; if 
so. be sure to wear the brown tie—or.

Only 
yesterday a girl sat in front of me in 
the trolley; she wore—I sav it advised­
ly—auburn hair, a red hat. a garnet 
suit and a pink necktie!

The shade chosen may appear again in 
the necktie; don’t use it In your belt.

The best gown might well be of one 
of the alluring “summer" silks, of such 
a pale and dull old blue that we almost 
mistake it for another color. Yellow or 
ecru lace is prettier with this than 
white. And I have not mentioned the 
voiles and all the diaphanous textiles In 
shadow stripes and checks and in the 
more self-asserting designs’ An old 
raying about woman's dress goes in 
some such words: A woman who match­
es her hair and her eyea is dressed in 
taste and fashion defies.

The most artistic woman I have seen 
in spring clothes is young, tall, erect 
and slender, with clear gray eyes and 
abundant wavy hair to match; she 
wears a tailored gown of gray, a hat of 
a deeper shade of the same color, with 
soft feathers resting on her hair.

INEXPENSIVE EVENING GOWNS FOR SUMMER 0urL£"From
S

UMMER gownk are now in order. 
an<^ must be made before hot 
weather swoops down upon us. 
making the finished garments so 

desirable and rendering us unfit for 
sewing. Usually the girl who makes 
her own winter blouses and helps to 
make her house gowns la able and 
willing to make all of her summer 
frocks, but when she does she wants 
to save money to procure at little cost 
a really good costume.

The models of Inexpensive evening 
dresses from Paris show that while 
skirts are to be sweeping and com­
paratively guiltless of trimming, the 
bodices are to be finished with a cer­
tain elaborate and becoming sim­
plicity. The feature of summer cos­
tumes will be the sashes, tied at back 
or front or at the aide. They are of 
soft ribbon or silk in the same color 
as the gown or else In a tone that 
harmonizes well with the general 
color scheme of the costume. Some­
times the girdles, called by various 
names, are made of dresden or pom­
padour ribbon, but none is smarter or 
more chic than those of solid color.

Many lingerie gowns of white will 
be trimmed with bands of flowered 
muslins or with dotted swlss/» The 
combination Is most attractive, and 
the clever girl may get many fasci­
nating effects.

The first gown shown may be made 
of soft pink batiste or silk muslin

with the under-bodice and sleevee of 
allover Valenciennes lace or dotted 
net. while the bands might be made 
of cotton cord wrapped with the ma­
terial or of white silk cord. The deep 
chemisette la remarkably becoming, 
while the skirt, with straight • un­
broken lines, adds height to the fig­
ure. The sash of darker pink may be 
satin or taffeta and finished in a deep 
silk fringe.

The dress of allover lace and dotted 
mousseline de soie la in white, and 
the model would be & charming one 
to use for an old lace gown. If there 
is such a thing about the house. Fail­
ing lace, dotted net might be used In­
stead In combination with th.e mous-

The trimming on blouse and skirt may 
be old china blue or delft blue velvet, 
with covered buttons to match, while 
the same* velvet is used to make the 
graceful sash. If the economical girl 
prefers to make the whole gown of dot­
ted fcwlss. which may be procured this 
season in such a charming variety, the 
lower flounce and the velvet on the 
skirt may be omitted.

A smart little frock of pale blue or­
gandie Is made with a tunic skirt and 
a squared-off chemisette of cluny or 
filet lace, while the big bow on either 
sleeve gives quite a new touch. The 
sash In this case is of ribbon in the 
same shade as the drese, though it 
might well be black, and of crepe de

chine or chiffon, finished at the ends 
with long tassels to match.

Made at home, none of the gowns, 
shown need cost over $10 at the mojst, 
and that estimate includes the lace, al­
though, of course, handsomer lace may 
be used and more expensive materials 
that may run the price of 'the dresses 
beyond the reach of the average girl. 
The sashes are. perhaps, the most ex­
pensive part of the costuipes, but if 
liberty silk or satin is bought by the 
yard—and a yard of either would be 
sufficient for any sash—the expense may 
be kept down. In the case of the dress 
trimmed with velvet, liberty satin, 
bought by the yard. ml^hwbe substitu­
ted; for the ribbon velvet Is very ex­
pensive.

Flowered ribbons are costly, but they 
may be used with different dresses-a % 
point in their favor. However, so may 
black, and It wears a far longer time.
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broidery ribbon and attractive Dres­
den designs. Of course, most of the 
summer dresses are made on the semi- 
princess style, that is. with only a band 
of lace around the waist instead of a 
separate belt: but there are many wom­
en who find that belts are very becom­

ing to their style and they will continue 
to wear them regardless of the dicta­
tions of autocratic Dame Fashion.

Buckles aie In all shapes and sizes, 
and when gold and sliver are not used 
many of them are headed or made of

stilt gold braid. Square ones seem to 
be the most popular, and many of them 
are square in front with oval buckle in 
the middle of the back.

There are rumors, which seem to have 
some foundation, that the corslet skirt 
is returning to favor. This is owing to 
the cutaway coats, which leave a V- 
shaped opening above the waist line, 
which, when not .filled in by a vest, 
must be covered by something else, ami 
this must necessarily be the top of the 
skirt.

No wardrobe is complete without at 
least two or three respectahle-looklng 
negligees, and they can be made so very, 
attractively and of so many charming 
materials that It is almost impossible 
to pass them by when displayed in the 
shops. They are, as a rule, made in 
panels, one on each side of the front 
and one on each side of the back, rthe 
sleeves being made of net, over the totm 
of which the panels extend. The edge 
of the four panels Is finished with a 
ruffle of lace or gathered ribbon and 
they are trimmed with chiffon flowers 
or embroidered with ribbon work. Some­
times, however, these little jackets are 
quite plain and finished only with a 
simple stitch In heavy" silk floss.

HE demi-saleon Is drawing to » 

close, although still there are 
many women who have not 
yet put on really spring 

clothes. This is probably owing ta 
their discouragement at AuteulL 
where they went clad in their very 
heat, and were caught in the heaviest 
snowstorm of the winter. It was dis­
couraging. it is true, but from now on 
there will be little chance of another 
such contretemps. There were there 
a great many costumes of black vel­
vet or velveteen with long panel jack­
ets. trimmed with silk or braid in dif­
ferent breadths, and the inevitable 
jabot of soft antique lace.

The new fashion in neck arrange­
ments. by the way. consists in wear­
ing a narrow band of fur around the 
throat, tied at the back of the^eck 
with broad black ribbons. It gives, it 
is true, rather an old-time effect to 
the modern costume, bqt it cannot bo 
called universally becoming. As the 
season advances, the idea Is being car­
ried out in ribbon, for. of course, from 
now on fur can have no place in the 
costume or trimming; but some of the 
elegantes have taken such a fancy to 
these tight ruffs that they wear them 
about the house, which seems like the 
return to the fashions of the seven­
teenth century.

Many Parisian hostesses, too, are 
wearing hats at their own afternoon 
receptions with a dressy but semi- 
taliored costume.

Soutache is certainly the trimming 
par excellence at the present moment, 
and is seen not only on Jackets and 
coats, but also on the most delicate 
materials, six* as tulle, mousseline de 
«oie and lace, which appear as trim­
mings on evening gowns as well as 
on tailored costumes.

The craze for buttons has also be­
come almost a mania. They appear 
in single and double rows on Jackets 
or gowns—the whole length from 
shoulders to hem—and even on elab­
orate dresses of silks and satins.

in millinery the most distinctive 
fancies for the moment are toward 
the cowboy hat. broad of rim and 
raised on the side; the hat built like 
a derby, with a rolled brill, and the . 
picture hat with the Charlotte Corday

For the. demi-saison flower toques are 
much in vogue. A very pretty one is 
made of wild flowers and is trimmed 
with quills of ara. or dyed pheasant.
A small flat toque of lilac ha* a crown 
of green straw trimmed all round with 
white and mauve blossoms, and on the 
side Is a white aigrette.

Green, by the way. seems to be the 
coming favorite for next season. It 
will be used on tailored suits and house 
dresses, and even for ball gowns. Lace 
is extensively employed for spring and 

. summer wear, although Irish lace has 
become more popular as a trimming 
than for a whole dress or blouse. This 
is because it Is too white and too heavy 
for the average complexion. A lovely 
dress in green taffeta is trimmed around 
the bottom with silk of a darker shade, 
the hem has points cut out In lighter 
taffeta, the top of the point trimmed 
with a large bow.

Madame also wore a loose coat 
of black allk. the . orners of which were 
turned back at the bottom to show the 
lining of gray satin.

Many of the ideas in today'» letter 
may be easily carried out at home. A 
ruff of looped ribbon tied together in the 
back is a very inexpensive form of neck 
adornment that will commend itself to 
many women.

The pointed hem at the bottom of the 
skirt may be carried out In dimity, or 
some flowered organdie and white mus­
lin.

There still seems tq be much discus­
sion over the materials to be used for 
spring and summer.

Of course, more dressy cos­
tumes are made of allk materials, and 
they come In a rare variety of shades 
during the season. The new material 
Is a foulard In blue and white, with 
here and there squares of the same ma­
terial, but checked In black and white. 
This Is a queer combination, but ex­
tremely original and new. Another in­
novation Is a kind of silk etamlne with 
double checks. This Is used with even­
ing cloaks, which are first lined with 
chiffon and then with soft satin, so that 
through the open checks the satin may 
be seen softly shaded by the chiffon, 
tamlne la used for evening cloaks, and 
there are some satin cloaks made In one 
shade and lined In another. The most 
attractive one la of pale pink satin, 
lined with emerald green embroidered 
all over with gold.

Belts for the summer are made In all 
sorts and kinds of ways and of all 
kinds of materials—satin, elastic, silk, 
linen, cotton and belting—while sashes 
of taffeta, soft satins and crepe de 
chine are very much In vogue. Per­
haps the handsomest of the belts are 
those of belting embroidered in rich 
Persian colors, while there are other

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THE question of a model for a walk­
ing or outing skirt has always

poses. The ideal skirt is one that may 
be laundered easily, that does not sag 
like a circular skirt, that holds its shape 

«around the hips, and that has no hooks
^That Ideal sounded almost too good

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to bo reagk»$, but It seems as though 
the desfltnet s have at last found a per­
fect skirt. one that will answer to all 
ruflulremente, no mr.tter how prepos­

terous they may be.
The skirt in question is the ten-gored 

linen, buttoned down the front, with 
covered buttons that may be Instantly 
detached when the skirt is sent to the 
tub. The gores are eo narrow that 
shrinking or luting shape is practically 
an impossibility, and the placket being 
absent, there is no opportunity for mis­
placed pleats or rusty hooks. Then at 
the laundry it is not necessary to force 
the skirt over n board, whether it fits or 
not. for the skirt opeas all the way 
down the front so that it may lie flat 
when Ironed.

The white buttons are unique, too, in 
that they fasten to the skirt through 
tiny worked holes and are held in place 
by much the same device as that used 
on men's shirt studs. Thus when the 
skirt is put through the wringer, it 
leaves r.o trail of torn buttons, and 
when it is laundered it is but the work 
of a moment to refasten them. Need­
less to say. when soiled, these buttons 
may be washed separately. or else large 
pearl buttons might be substituted in 
their place.

Ten gores may sound formidable to the 
home dressmaker, but when she remem­
bers that each two are cut together, 
when there is no up and down to the 
material, no more economical method 
of skirt-making could be discovered, far 
there is hardly a scrap of waste ma­
terial. Thea^ too. it tàkes no time at all 
to run double seams up on the ma­
chine. The sewing required on the 
skirt is the joining of the seams, the 
stitching of the hem and the belt and 
the double buttonholing down the front.

A knowledge of cutting Is. of course, 
desirable, but the pattern will help 
there. Then, in making a skirt one must 
remember that the straight aide of each 
gore is always sewed to the bias of an­
other and each has a straight and a 
bias side. Number th#> pieces accord­
ing to the pattern while cutting, niek 
the sides according to directions, sew up 
the gores and, presto! the Ideal Skirt la 
finished.

If 
the War Office would issue an order that 
officers on foot must lie down with heir 
men when under fire, instead of standing 
up to be potted by the enemy’s sharp­
shooters, as they usually do. it would 
save many valuable lives, abolish nn- 
sensioal ideas of personal murage in the 
army and be a general advantage to the 
service, (’omlxats at close quarters may 
be rare in modem war. but they do occur, 
and occasional experiences in South’ Af­
rica and Manchuria has proved that a 
good sword in the hands of a man who 
knows how to wield it is the best of all 
weapons. The revolver is a natural and 
proper auxiliary. With the two an offi- 
cer can direct his men and defend him­
self. A carbine distracts his attention 
from his main duty of command, and 
without a bayonet it is of no use in a 
hand to hand encounter.

It was probably his expertness at the telegraph 
key, no less than the ability and industry he dis­
played when he finally got a chance in the Carnegie 
works, that warmed to him the heart of the great 
steel maker.

For Mr. Carnegie had been a telegraph operator 
in early life- himself, and he had a warm affection 
for the great fraternity that pounded the keys.

T WAS a latter-day road of ups and downs that 

led Mr. Lovejoy to a realization of the truth of 
the copybook words. And all along the way have 
been strewn chapters of the remarkable romance 

woven about the careers of “Carnegie's young men."
Beginning life In an humble capacity, before he 

had reached middle age he was accounted a rich man, 
even In Pittsburg, wonderful town of millionaires.

Then the wheel of fortune took a turn, and re­
verses stared him in the face. Many a man of less 
will and ability would have been discouraged, but the 
pupil and former partner of the world's steel king 
courageously faced the new conditions. But the 
future seemed dark until Carnegie and Schwab came 
to the rescue.

It is freely predicted by his friends that Mr. Love- 
Joy will speedily regain lost ground, and will once 
more take his place among the country's men of great 
wealth. But that has nothing to do with this story.

Its beginning goes back to the time when Mr. Car­
negie. king of the steel world, was pursuing his 
unique policy of promoting the hardest working and 
most promising of his young men and making them 
his partners.

He had gathered these young men Into the great 
business university of his steel works from almost 
every walk and vocation of life.

Charles M. Schwab was clerking in a Braddock 
grocery store when Captain "Bill" Jones, a Carnegie 
superintendent, discovered him and gave him a job 
driving stakes for a dollar a day at the Edgar Thom­
son Works. ,

At the age of 30 years he was superintendent of 
both the Edgar Thomson and Homestead plants, with 
8000 men under his management.

When 16 years old A. C, Dinkey, learned teleg­
raphy at a little station near Braddock, while W. E. 
Corey was working on a« coal tipple. Jqhn A. G. 
Lelshman. now United States minister to Turkey, 
gained his first knowledge of life in a Pittsburg or­
phan asylum, and his first job was that of office boy.

A. R. Peacock was taken Into Mr. Carnegie's em­
ploy from behind a New York dry goods counter; 
Emil Swensson. in 1882. was a bricklayer's helper; D. 
M- Clemson got tb# good will of Mr. Carnegie and.

visited the Laird of Ski bo personally and told him.

There was some correspondence, which resulted In 
the mailing of the $125.000 check. At any rate, within 
a few days it was announced that the mortgage of,, 
$80.000 on the Lovejoy home and other debts had 
been paid.

Recently Mr. Lovejoy announced that, despite the . 
fact that he was t hen. temporarily embarrassed flnan-. 
daily, he was actually worth a great deal of money; 
that he was in good health, mentally and physically,, 
and looked to. the future with hopefulness.

The splendid new home which is saved (o Mr. Love-* 
joy is a palace fit for a king. Indeed, it was planned 
upon such a costly and elaborate scale that long be-- 
fore it neared completion It was generally known as 
"Lovejoy’s Folly." r ...jr

Mr. Maxim's invention may bo fitted to guns and 
pistols of.various sizes. Ammunition of various kinds 
may be used, from lead bullets and ordinary black gun­
powder to steel projectiles hurled by smokeless powder.

Military experts have become deeply Interested in the 
possibilities of the noiseless gun. ana reports concerning 
it have been hurried off to the War Departments of for­
eign governments.

That the new weapon holds power to compel revolu­
tion of modern methods of warfare is generally believed, 
unless Its promise does not hold good when applied to 
heavier army and navy armament.

A very powerful incentive to universal arbitration 
was given by the appearance of smokeless powder. 
Smokeless powder and a noiseless gun furnish a combi­
nation terrifying to contemplate.

Could one nation retain a monopoly of these wonder­
fully advanced means of war, all other governments 
would be at its mercy. , „

Think of a hail of bullets or a rain of shells assail­
ing an army from some mysterious source, the loca­
tion of which is not betrayed by smoke or noise.

Skirmishers could work along an enemy's front and 
shoot down pickets at will, the only knowledge of their 
nearness being given by discovery of the slain. Sharp­
shooters could sting the opposing forces intolerably and 
pick off victims without betraying their whereabouts.

Large parts of an army, the front masked by under­
brush or natural formations, could be brought into action 
and do fearful execution before their opponents could 
locate them. „ , ,

In the world of sport the possibilities of a noiseless

weapon are not pleasant to contemplate—at least, ar*
not pleasant to the real sportsman.

Armed wttlf a rifle of this kind, a m9#,.might creep 
within shot of a herd of deer, for instance, and bring 
down every one before the animals realized that an 
enemy was near.

From cover on shore one might pick off every one 
of a flock of feeding ducks.

Yet it is the use to which the weapon may be put by 
criminals that causes the most apprehension.

An assassin might bring down his victim In a crowd­
ed street without being detected: murder from ambush 
could be done with little fear of attracting attention.

Many a burglar or other criminal would shoot mors 
freely than now. Comparatively few. unless cornered, 
will risk attracting unwelcome attention at present by 
using a pistol; with a noiseless gun at command, llfft.- 
taklng by cowardly criminals will undoubtedly become 
more frequent. ,

••It would be a good idea." said Inventor Maxim while 
speaking of his device of dire possibilities, "for CongrpM 
to amend the laws so that no patents could be granted 
for Inventions against which mankind has no protection. 
I freely admit that there Is no protection against this 
gun of mine.

"If such laws are not considered advisable, some pro­
vision might be made that, when a thing like this is In­
vented. It would become the exclusive property of tire 
government.

-a* ’^However, with such laws in force, the guns might 
still" be made and used secretly. I am afraid that even 
now some mechanical geniuses among the criminal 
classes are at work on It.

"If there were only some way to control Its manu­
facture or prevent its use, except by the military ah$ 
police, for whom it was intended, my conscience woulA 
be easier.
- "When the idea came to me It was perfectly natdrgi 
for me to work it out. Some persons may argue that'I 
should have kept the thing to myself.

"Yes. I might have done so. I might never have 
breathed a word of It; might have taken the secret .with 
me to the grave. V H

"But what Inventor would have done so? Man Is not 
yet developed to the point where such a thing Is pos-

"Besldes, I am sure some one else would soon have 
made the invention. It was bound to come, just like 
smokeless powder came."

Mr. Maxim said he Intended to offer the device to the 
United States government, but that did not guarantee 
American monopoly. It is possible for any one to go tn 
the Patent Office at Washington and take copies of any 
plans on file there on which patents have been granted.

This can be done by the agent of a foreign govern­
ment as well as by any one else. In a few months, Mr. 
Maxim thinks. Japan willtfbe manufacturing these gqtt». 
and In time may use them against the nation a son of 
which brought them Into being.

At the age of 37 years he was admitted as a part­
ner, and a few years later found himself one of the 
millionaires of the country.

All this leads up to the recent story of how h<* has 
just benefited by the friendship of Messrs. Carnegie 
and Schwab.

After the formation of the Steel Corporation Mr. 
Lovejoy transferred a great deal of his capital and 
his interest to other enterprises. It Is said he Invested 
heavily In gold mines. He was Interested In a project 
to build a subway system In Pittsburg, but the plan 
failed for the time because Councils did not grant the 
right of way desired.

Reverses came and hit hard. Mr. Lovejoy was 
building a magnificent home in the East End at a 
cost of $750.000. This, it is said, he was compelled to 
mortgage for about $80,000.

I
T ISN'T often an inventor stands appalled in 

the presence of the child of his brain. But 
this is the state of affairs with Hiram Percy 
Maxim, whose noiseless gun not only threat­

ens to revolutionize, perhaps to banish, warfare, 
but presents terrifying possibilities in crime.

A son of Sir Hiram Maxim, who invented the 
terrible machine-gun that bears his name, the 
young man inherited what he calls his “unfortu­
nate inventive streak.” And, strange to say, he 
wasn’t aiming after a noiseless gun at all when he 
stumbled over it, as it were.
