Undpubtedly, out-
breaks of infeetious: and contagious
diseases do occasionally occur in the
best built and best kept stables, but
the danger of these spreading is much
less than wnere unhygienic conditions
prevail. .

Without doubt good stock has been
groduced under‘stable conditions that
were not of the best, but the chances
of producing and maintaining .good
healthy stock are much greater where
cleanliness, Cryness'ané good ventila-
tion in the stables are the order of
the day. i :

Dirt of all Kjpnds, whilst it does
not itself proditcedisease, is liable
to ‘Harbor and foster ‘the bacteria or
‘other germs that do cause infectious
disease, hemce, so long as it is lying
around  ingtde the stables it 1s &
source of danger to the stock.

If therejis:one class of stable more

than another in which cleanlinegs is
désirable it is the dairy siable. Milk
s an ideal food for many varieties
of bacteria as well as for hun.an be-
ings or 'live 'stock, and many varie
ties of bacteria are always present ip
stable dirt. Consequently, When ‘dirt
or gtable ‘dust ‘géts into milk, many
contaminating baeteria getin with it.
it is the action,of these bacteria in
the milk that causes it to spoil either
by souring or putrefaction. Comnse

Mr. Cummings at the request o1
the Mayor briefly outlined the legal
aspects of the Ontario Housing Act
namely that it is fcz the benefit of
those who wish to build homes for
cheir own occupation.-The first class
who are eligible to obtain a loan are
returned soldiers, the widow of a de-
ceased soldier, or the father of a de-
seased soldier. The second class is
made up of workingmen and a hous-
ing company. Returned soldiers are
aot required .to pay any cash down
and do mnot have to furnish any se-
curity. The applications for wamus
have to be méade to the Housing Com-
mission and .are then passed on (o
the director for sanction. But every-
one must provide theil: own plans
and speciﬁca'%ions. The cost of any
house shall not exceed $2,500 and the
sost of the house and the fand on
which it ig erected shall not exceed
$3,000. The monqy is advancea ue-

with the interest at five per cent. be-
‘ng charged. A housing compuany is
not allowed to charge over six per
cent. *
