AN OLD-TIME CITY IN A NEW WORLD
~—QUAINT SIGHTS AND CUSTOMS.

I have told you how fast asleep
Havana was as we entered in the
hot noon. Dinner over I lit a ci
and sauntered out to the Prado, or
chief public place close by. Whata
transformation ! It was now night,
and Havana was indeed awake. The
change was at first bewildering. The
vast Prado was a blaze of light trom
line upon line, and row u row,
and cluster upon cluster of lofty gas
lampe. There were thousands of
them shining down with mellowed
softness on magnificent palms, soft
greens, nestling shrubberies, gleam-
ing marbles from which fountains
spurted in the now cool, clear air,
and high above it all the deep azure
lit by the stars of heaven. Up and
down the Prado sauntered or sat a
myrind of mortals. The military
band was playing around the marble
statue of Isabella la Segunda. Thou-
sands of ladies were there, some of
them wearing the graceful mantilla
as a head covering, but most of them
in costumés brilliant in color and
Parisian in make. It seemed that
all the world was one large parlor,
with the Iadies of Havana *“at
home " to visitors every evening.
Men who have hearts to lose had
better keep away from Havana, or
they will lose them early and often,
for there is & witchery in the air
and the “ Habaneras " are the very
witches of witches. They are more
dangerous far than the yellow fever,
and libellers say, are almost as easily
caught.

A BRILLIANT SCENE.

This brilliant scene on the Prado,
of ever changing movement and
shifting color, is framed by bouled]
vards of cafes built on the Parisian
plan, and lit by thousands of gas-
Jota. These alko have their throngs,
chatting, smoking, sipping the cool
Havana drinks, and talking business
or badinage. There is a strong

English feel
impeded in their forward progres
anu coerced into inaction by the
tandstill Boer el t; the Boers
complain that they have magis-
trates who do not know their
language, who do not comprehend
their wants, and that they receive
but scant justice ; while the natives
assort that whatever may be:the law
in the letter, it is practieally felt
that in enforcing it lEcm is one code
for the black man and another for
the white.

Daring the years succeeding 1879
many ¢ have taken place in
Suuli Africa, but probably most
important is that due to the exten-
sion of education among the people,
and the political wakening-up of the
Boers under the tuition of the
“Afrikander-Bond.” A federal union
was in 1883 proposed by his party
with a motto, “Africa for the Afri-
kanders,” which is intended to mean
the boyecotting of English traders
and the extirpation of the native
tribes. The rs have been politi-
cally asleep for the last fifty years,
and their sudden awakening caused
a shock throughout South Africa.
Emissaries were sent through the
country preaching sedition and re-
commending separation from Great
Britain, and Erupming A separate
flag for South Africa. The loyal
portion of the country was supine,
and gave no voice on the subject;
both the Ministers and the Opposi-
tion endeavored to make capital out
of this political revival, and each
strove with the other to secure the
Dutch vote. In the midst of this
excitement, the filibustering expedi-
tions in Bechuanaland came to a
head, culminating in the violation
of Her Majesty’s protectorate. A
ory for assistance now arose from
the English colonists and the Dutch
loyalist section, but the Cape Minis-
ters, fully impressed with the idea
that the extreme Dutch population
were going to carry everything
their own way, went to Bechuana-
land, and there made concessions to
the filibusterers, and tentatively
approved the handing over of
Goshen to these marauders.

However desirable it may appear
in theory for Cape Colony to conti:
nue its present scheme of unification,
it is evident to all those who under-
stand the country that this is not a
practical solution. It is not proba-
ble that the colony of Natal would
sabmit to be absorbed in this man-
ner; the native tribes are most
averse to the government of Cape
Colony, and the States to the north
of the Orange River are far too well
aware of the future before them to
allow any such absorption. It is
obvious for many years to come
the Orange River will divide the
country into two distinct political
sections, and the sooner that this
division is recognized the better for
the prosperity of South Africa. It
is the ambitious scheme of those
who guide Cape Colony towards
“unification” which is markedly
affecting the peace of the whole
torritory. The proposal as to
“federation” is equally impracti-
cable, unless Cape Colony were
broken up into two sections, because
it so largely preponderates in popu-
lation and riches that it would either
require a proportion of representa-
tives, who would swamp the vote of
those of the other States, or else it
would not be adequately represented,
and in consequence would be coerced
by States who in the aggregate are
not more powerful than itsell. Some
third scheme, therefore, must be de-
vised by which a solution may be
arrived at.

In the Southbury Cemetery stands
a monument erected years ago to a
resident of that wwn named
Mitchell. Not only was it erected
to him, but by him, for he had no
intention of leaving this world with-
out making all arrangements in
which he felt he would be interested.
It was a handeome monument for
those days, for Mr. Mitchell had
money enough to match his eccen-
tricities, but he wasn't contented
with the pldin marble. He went to
work on it himself and adorned it
with an outstretched hand, grape-
vineq and other devices. Then he
wanted to add a picture of himself,
but he had to get a sculptor to do
that part of the work for obvious
reasons. About that time Lorenzo
Dow, the famous eccentric, paid a
visit to Southbury, and what tollow-
ed is cherished as a village tradition.
Mr. Dow was engaged by Mr.
Miwhell Yo preach his funeral ser-
mon. Mitchell wanted to enjoy an
unusual luxury, and 0 make the
scene all the more realistic he had a
rave dug beside his monument in
{Vhiu Oak Cemetery, Thesermon
was preached at the rising of the
day star, but one part of the pro-
gramme was omitted. The story
goes that Mitchell had set his heart
upon lying in his coffin at -the bot-
