A fow months after the publication
of this letter His Eminence - was
kind enough to cxpliin to your
correspondent his views on the sub-
jeot of Church music. They may
be summed up here by the state-
ment that the Cardinal Puefect of
the Congregation of Studies is en-
thusiastically apxious to see the
labors of the Benedictines of Siles-
mes crowned with practical and uai-
versal success.
Shortly after, the Siored Congrega-
tion of Rites issued a document in
which it declared that the Solesmes
elition has the approval of the Holy
Sse. Finally His Eminencs Cardinal
Recpighi, Vicar Ganeral to His Holi-
ness, addressed a letter to Father
Hartman praising the latter’s idea of
establishing in Rome a school in
which the Solesmes chant was to be
taugh*, i

All these dccuments were of inter-
est and importance for the wholo
Church, but one event occurred
whioh should have ben of particu-
lar interest for American Catholics.

ben Cardinal Gibbons was in Rome
last year he was invited to a “saggiu”
of Oburch music in the South
American -College, waich had a
short time before adopted the Solee=
mes Chant, under the direction of
Pcof.

gorvice, There is an' appslling
apathy about the Litargical Chant
through the length and breath of
the Uaited States, Whatever ex
cuse there may have been for this
state of things before, while the old
system of Plain Chant, with. its
many errors and corruptions, was
the only one in use there is none
aow, when pastors and choirs may
adopt the Sslesmes Chant, which ‘s
sweater, more touching and more
religious thaa any private ¢>mpo:i-
ti n oan b, for it is.the sdong of the
Church herself. Simebody shoul
begin the good work at one’, ard,
if anybody else, why not the R:
demptorists? St. Alphonsus, wa-
porhaps, the most ardent of all th
gaints in his love and veneration fu
the Chsant of the Church, and whil
Bishop of Sanv’ Agata introduced i
into all the churches and religious in
stitutions of his diccese, mnotwith
standing the invoterate habit which
prevailed at the tima of turning the
house of G1d in'o & place whero the
dilottanti went to hear profsne mu-
glc.

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Provincial Legislature.

As we intimated in our last is-
sue, Premier Peters inaugurated
his leadership in the Legislature
by proceedings of a most extraor-
dinary nature. As already stated,
the report of Judge Hodgson on
the trial of the election petition
of Murdock McKinnon against
Alex. F. Bruce was presented to
the House, through the Speaker,
on the opening day of the session.
Contrary “to all precedent the
Leader of the Government moved
that this report lie on the table.
In 1898 when the same Judge
summitted a similar report, award-

Mckinnon, the Premier of that
day, Mr. Warburton, immediately
moved that the judge’s report be
adopted and further moved that
the Sheriff's return to the writ of
election be so amended as to de-
clare Mr. McKinnon elected and
returned. All this was done forth-
with and Mr. McKinnon was in-
troduced, sworn in and took his
seat on the first day of the session.
The present Premier has thought
fit to take a new departure ; an
unherd of departure in the his-
tory of such matters. The Lead-
¢r of the Oppositioppromptly
moved that Mr. McKinnon, who
was in waiting be introduced to
the House, sworn in and given
his seat. The Government ma-
jefity, of course, would not allow
this, znd the matter v_jent over till
n:xb day. !

Following ‘ is Judge Hodgson’s
report :

“I have the honor to re-
port that an election petition in
the matter of the above election
was presented to the Supreme
Court by Mr. Murdock McKinnon,
a candidate at the said election,
by which he prayed that for cer-
tain reasons therein set forth it
might be declared that he bad
been duly elected as a Councillor
to represent the said district in
the Legislative Assembly of this
Province, that the said petition
and the matter thereof came on
£ beial at Georgotown, in King’s

efore me as one of the Judges of
his Majesty’s Supreme Court of
this Province. %hereupou, hav-
ing heard the evidence adduced
before me and counsel for both
parties, I did find and determine
that the said Alex F. Bruce was
not duly elected, and that the sv;‘iki
Murdock McKinnon had been
duly elected as a Councillor to re-
present the said District in' the
said Legislative Assembly and
that he should have been returned
as such by the returning officer.
I have further to report that no
corrupt practice was proved to
have been committed by or with
the knowledge and consent of
either of the candidates, that the
following persons were proved to
have been gailty: of corrupt
practices at the said election, that
is to say, treating other electors;
Donald McDonald, Caledonia;
Wm. McLean, Glen Martin; Geo.
Conners, Albion; Wm. Lemon,
Montague Bridge; Norman Me-
Donald, Commereial Cross ; Cart-
ney McLure, Murray River; and
the said electors were given notice
of being charged before me of

notes of the evidence, and the de-
termination thus ertified, shall
be final, to all }z:ent.s and pur-
poses.”

From this it will be seen that
the Judge’s determination is final,
and admits of no amendment or
modification whatever. The 19th
chapter of the Act is thus worded :
< “ When any charge is ma?,in
an election petition of any corrupt
practice, having been committed
at the election to which the peti-
tion refers, the Judge shall in ad-
dition to the certificate, and at the
same time report in writing to the
Speaker as follows:

(a) Whether any corrupt prae-
tice has not been proved to have
been committed by or with he
knowledge and consent of any,
and which candidate at the elec-
tion and the nature cf such cor-
rupt practice.

(b). The names of any person
who have been proved at the trial
to have been guilty of any
corrupt practice.

(¢) Whether corrupt practices
have or whether there is reason to
believe, thatcorrupt practices have
extensively prevailed at the elec
tion to which the petition relates.”
From what has been stated
above, it would be natural to ex-
pect that when the House met on
Thursday,the 13th, Premier Peters
would make the necessary motions
to have the Sherift’s return amead-
ed and Mr. McKinnon admitted
within the bar of the House.
Such, however, was not the case.
Instead of following this course
the Leader of the Government
moved the following extraordin-
ary resolution : .

.“ Whereas, upon reading the re
port of Mr. Justice Hodgson made
in the election case of Murdock
McKinnon and Alexander F.

Bruce, and it appearing to this
Honorable House that the same is
incomplete and informal and not
in accordance with the provisions

of t,

apart from the report of the said
Judge, as required by the 38th
section of the said Act.

“ Resolved therefore, that the
said report be not now received,
but that the same be referred back
to Mr. Justice Hodgson to alter
jand amend the same in accordance
with the said Act.”

In moving this resolution the
Leader of thie Government said he
had no desire to prevent Mr. Mec-
Kinnon from taking hisseat. He
admitted the Statute was definite
on that point, and the Housé had
no power to interfere with it ; but
he contended the House had
power to deal with the report of
the Judge disqualifying eléctors
for corrupt practices, He- con-
tended the Judge’s certificate as
to who was entitled to the seat
and his report regarding corrupt
practices should be two separate
documents. Mr. Mathieson made
a strong argument against the ex-
traordinary and untenable ground
taken by the Leader of the Gov-
ernment. It was unheard of that
a Legislature should undertake to
dictate to a Judge how he should
make out his report. It was an
insult to Judge Hodgson as well

My con-
ception is that as a Judge I should
never in any circumstances receive
any suggestions regardiog a matter
peuding before me unless in the
presence of the parties, and, if' possi
ble of their ceuncil, not even when
these suggestions come to me from so
august a body as the Legislative As
sembly of Prince Edward Island, a
body for which when exercising its
legislative duties I entertain a pro-
found respect, but when that “Legis
lature going beyond i:s proper func
tions claims a right to direct and
command me when and how to frame
and amend my judgments and reform
my decrees my answer is that I shall
never be a party to such a humilia-
tion of the Judiciary. I empbatically
declioe to do the bidding of your
honorable House and I feel certain
to a reasonable people when consider-
ing the matter apart from political
exigencies the wonder will be not that
1 refused, but that [ was ever asked to
do such a thing.
With the letter of the Clerk of the
Assembly there was delivered to me a
sealed package which I presume was
my report ; I return it to you as I re
ceiyed it. >
I have honor to be Sir,
Epwarp J. HopasonN,
When the Clerk had finished
reading Judge Hodgsons reply,
Hon Mr. Gordon, Leader of the
Opposition moved the following
resolution :

“ Resolved, That the report .of
the Judge selected for the trial of
the election petition, relating to
the Fourth Electoral District of
King’s County be entered ‘in the
Journal of the House, pursuant
to statute.”

That this resolution indicates
the course that should have been
pursued by the Leader of the
(Government, when the report of
the Judge was read in the Assemb-
ly on the first day of the session
is quit evident from section 45 of
the Controverted Elections Act,
which reads as follows :
“45. The Speaker shall at the
