The Thirteenth Annual Report 
of the Catholic Sailors’ Olub bas 
just been issued, with a ieoord oi 
work done during the season ending 
December 31, 1908. It suggests 
much more than that to those who 
remember the begiunings of the 
Club in the Spring of 1893 A 
handful of men, most of them bard 
workers themselves, had been de­
voting their leisure to the seaman.
Tbry called upon a couple of ladies 
who they thought might have 
sufficient influence, and begged of 
them to agitate for some place 

-where the sailors might meet aed 
be brought into touch with priests 
or other fellow Catholics. The 
ladies consulted with the Jesuit 
Fathers of St Mary’s College, who 
encouraged the endeavor, and the 
archbishop gave bis blessing and 
approval to the enterprise. Meet­
ings were htld, a loft was rented in 
St Paul street, adj icent to the river j 
the floor scrubbed, windows washed 
and curtained, tables covered with 
green baize, a few pictures hung on 
the wall, effected a marvelous trans­
formation. It only required plenty 
of chairs, a hired piano, some games, 
stationery and reading matter, and 
the Club bad become a fact. All 
the objections which had been urged 
against the project vanished one by 
one into thin air. The sailors not 
only were willing to come, but their 
behaviour there then and ever after 
was perfect.

The work thenceforward was 
carried on by two committees, one 
of men, presided over by tbe late 
Sir William Hingston, so promin» 
ent in every good work, and tbe 
late Mr F B MoNamee, who devoted 
a large portion of every day to tbe 
interests of the Club, to which he 
left a considerable legacy in dying,
Tbe womens committee was pro 
sided over by Lady Hingston, with 
Mrs, MoNamee as first yice-Pteti» 
dent. Bach of these committees 
had its separate province, the men 
regulating the business and outside 
affair»-*»^ beeping ia touch with 
the seamen, the women attending to 
the order and wqll being of the 
Club, visiting the sailors, sick in 
hosptale, providing ditty-bags con­
taining thread, needles, Luttons,
9to., band preservers of carpet, as 
well as reading matter and prayer 
books, which are always districted 
gratis, beads and scapulars, and 
collecting a portipn of the funds.
At certain times tbe two committees 
met to discuss the common welfaie 
of tbe organisation.

The lyft was very soon exchanged 
for better quarters. The financial 
statement of that organization 
which began without a dollar, and 
the accounts of which are carefully 
audited every year, shows at tbe 
present moment the following assets 
the house and bu ldingj, valued at 
$33,610, less a mortgage of $8,000 ; 
the Club house furnishings, 
valued at $1 550, and the oagh ip 
hand, $2,5Q0, Now let it be re­
membered that there are few 
colossal fortunes amongst the 
Catholics of panafla, and that this 
undertaking was begun and has 
continued largely in the hands of 
tbe English speaking Catholics of 
Montreal, which, of course, means a 
decided minority, Not that their 
French fellow oi'izms are not 
amongst the subscribers, and even 
in a few instances members of oom-r 
mittee. Tbe sole revenues of the 
Cub are donations, yearly sub­
scriptions and the "proceeds of 
weekly concerts.

As to tbe objects of the Olnb, let 
the report speak for itself, premis­
ing that it is frankly Caiholie, wilh 
avowed aim of safeguardiug the 
religions interests of the seamen, 
while men of all denominations, or 
of none, are welcome to all the 
privileges of the place.

We would have the seamen,” 
says tbe R* port, "make nee of our 
rooms as their headquarters, free of 
charge, so that when released from 
the dulies of the ship they shall be 
his home, bis club, to meet friends 
fiom other ship - ; his library, his 
writing-rooms, his post office, his 
savings bank, his place of recreation 
and en'ertainment, in tbe form of 
games lectures and concerts.

It may be asked, do the seamen 
actually visit the Club ? T ,e an­
swer this year, according to their 
own signatures in the books of tbe 
institute, is that 40,850 sailors regie 
tered there, and this despite the 
fact tbet there is a Protestant Club 
close at band,, with most of tbe 
wealthy non Catholic men as its 
supporters, and consequently every 
material advantage, It may be ob 
served that there is an excellent 
understanding between the two 
institutes, tbe superintendent of the 
latter being a frequent and friendly 
Visitor to tbe former,

The manager of the Club this 
year is Mr. Atherton, a college man 
and a Pb. D,, who encouragea them

to read good books, amuse them­
selves in any manner that suggests 
itself, write letters home on station­
ery provided by the institute, cause 
their letters to be directed there, 
deposit their savings or have them 
sent to their familiee, attend church, 
receive the Sacraments and enjoy 
concerts given bi weekly by the 
choirs of the various churches, by 
tbe fraternal, literaly, or charitable 
societies, or by volunteering ama­
teurs or professionals, or by them, 
selves, and hear lectures at stated 
intervals. Besides all these ad­
vantages, a ward is provided in 
Notre Dame Hospital, where sick 
seamen may go. If in financial 
distress, the sailor is moreover as- there 
sis ted by lo«r e or gifts of money or 
clothing. If he becomes amenable 
to the law, or gets into any difficul­
ties with his employers, tbe Club 
takes the case in hand and assures 
him strict justice. For those dying 
while in port, a plot in the ceme­
tery, with its monament inscribed 
“Our Sailors,” insures decent*burial 
wilh a Requiem Mass. Packages 
of carefully selected reading matter, 
which includes nearly all tbe 
Catholic papers and magazines, are 
put on board of every outgoing 
vessel. This year the number was"
9,265. When these have been 
read by all on board they are after­
wards taken to tbe seamen’s homes 
in the various ports, thus showing 
the organizatio .’a far reaching in­
fluence for good.

Every year there is a formal 
opening of the Club, at which there 
is a distinguished gathering of the 
clergy and representative Catholics 
and non-Oatholios. The Archbis­
hop presides and is one of the 
speakers, and there have been such 
notable visitors as Cardinal Merry 
del Val, Cardinal Logue, and the 
Apostolic Delegates, Mgrs. Sbar- 
relti and Faloonio. Of course, the 
good done and the evij prevented 
by this association can never be 
adequately estimated, its influence 
for good has been openly recognised 
by the oncers of tbe merchant 
vessels and tbe various shipping 
companies, who are all subscribers 
to the Club. Testimonies to the 
same effect were rendered jjy the 
Secretary of tbe Shipping Feder 
ation in his report at the annual 
meeting of that body, and by Mr 
Cunningham, Shipping Mister, in a 
letter Ço the press. Toe 1 itier 
gentleman emphatitrally declared 
that the high standard gf morality 
obtaining along the harbor front of 
Montreal compares very fàvorably 
Indeed with that of other large 
ports, and is doubtless due to the 
joint good wqtk done by tbe two 
instim es for seamen in that city.

Through the British and Foieign 
Sailors’ Society of L :ndon and its 
Secretary, Rev. Mr. Matthews, the 
Club was presented with a replica 
in solid bronze of tbe Nejson shield, 
donated by L >rd Stratbcona and 
Mt. Royal, in recognition of the 
services of the Calhtlic Sailors’
Club to the sailors of the Empire 
during their stay in Montreal.

The Club is to be congratulated 
on having amongst its newly elected 
officers for the year, as President,
Mr.. Cl arles F Smith, one cf 
j^ontreaHs large-hearted and gener 
ous citizits, foremost in every good 
work eni as-ooiated with the Club 
since its inception, and as. Vice 
President, Hou. Mr. Justice Qqrrao, 
a trujy representative Iri-hman and 
Catholic. While Lady Hingston 
and Mrs. MoNamee retain tbÿjr 
ofljoes at tbe head of the women’s 
committee, with the invaluable 
services of Mrs. S. R. Thompson 
so long its Secretary, the Board of 
Management and tbe executive 
show many of the most prominent 
names in Catholic Montreal. Al­
together, in its orderly and business 
like organization, its broad and pro 
gressive spirit, and in its eminent 
usefulness, the Club is one of which 
ibe chief metropolis of the North 
may justly be proud.—A. T. S>i 
America,

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Maritime Union.

The Maritime Board 
Trade held its annual meeting 
in this city on Wednesday anc 
Thursday of last week 
Representatives from Nova 
Scotia, New Brunswick anc 
Prince Edward Island sat 
conclave and introduced, dis­
cussed and passed many reso 
lutions. Among the résolu 
lions considered and passed 
was one in favor of Maritime 
JJnion ; that ,is ^he qnion of 
Nova Scotià, New Brunswick 
and Prince Edward Islanc 
into one Province, with one 
Legislature, instead of three, 
as at present.

So far as this Province 
concerned, we feel sure that 
no one who gives the question 
serious consideration ; no one 
who has our real interests at 
heart, will favor a union of this 
kind. It is generally admitted 
we believe, by Prince Edwarc 
Islanders that we have hac 
all the union we want, or that 
is to our advantage, It must 
be patent to even the least 
observant, that if this shoulc 
become a real practical ques 
tion, Prince Edward Island is 
bound to suffer in any terms 
that would be satisfactory to 
theother two larger Provinces 
We are suffering severely 
now in consequence of our 
small and declining influence 
in the greater Confederation, 
and surely we should be care­
ful not to allow ourselves to 
be placed at a still greater dis 
advantage by completely sub­
merging our Provincial iden-

In the discaa&ton of there- 
solution under review, the 
manner of fairplay and equal­
ity to be expected by Prince 
Edward Island in such a union 
became manifestly apparent 
Mr. Johnson, of Halifax, was 
particular to emphasize the 
superiority of the Province of 
Nova Scotia, and to put for 
ward as a condition upon 
which that Province would 
entertain the proposition of 
union, that the other two 
Provinces should simply be­
come counties of his favored 
land. Senator Ross, also of 
Nova Scotia, was very em 
phatic in asserting that Nova 
Scotia would “ of course be 
the capital.” He moved an ad­
dendum to the resolution, set­
ting forth that the Govern­
ments of the three Maritime 
Provinces be requested to ap 
point committees to come to- 
gether and consider the ques 
tion of union. In this rider 
to the original resolution, the 
aged Senator found an oppor­
tunity for slighting our Prov­
ince ; inasmuch as he named 
a committee of five from the 
Governments of Nova Scotia 
and New Brunswick ; but 
only three from the Govern 
ment of Prince Edward Is 
land. One would think that 
he, at least, would have re 
Trained from showing his ani­
mus as he is on the verge of 
the grave, and in the natural 
course of events it can make 
very little difference to him 
what unions may or may not 
take place.

After a multiplicity of 
speeches the resolution, as 
amended by Senator Ross, 
was put to the meeting and 
carried, with only one dissent­
ing, Mr. A. J. McDonald, of 
Georgetown. Surely, the 
most extraordinary phase of 
this discussion was the atti­
tude of the Island delegates. 
Herein theCapitalofour Prov­
ince, the representatives of 
Nova Scotia and New Bruns 
wick, introduce, discuss and 
pass a resolution having for 
its object a union that could 
not eventuate otherwise than 
disadvantageous to Prince

Edward Island. These dele­
gates from the Sister Prov­
inces insult our Island dele­
gates to their very faces, and 
tell them that the other two 
Provinces will see to it that 
in the event of such a union 
coming about Prince Edward 
Island will be at a disadvant­
age. The visiting delegates 
flaunt all this in our faces, and 
there is no one to say them 
nay. All honor to Mr. Mc­
Donald, of Georgetown, who 
entered his protest and mani 
fested the courage of his con 
viciions by voting against the 
resolution.

What was or is the attitude 
of our great patriots towards 
this question ? Where does 
A. B Warburton, M P., stand 
in the matter ? He was pres 
ent at the discussion ; but it 
is not recorded that he voted 
against it. Is he trying to be 
ort' both sides ? Is he hamp­
ered by the “ pound of flesh” 
argument ; or is he afraid to 
unsettle “arrangements” by 
manifesting a spark of inde­
pendence ?

As we said at the beginning 
of this article, we believe that 
all who wish well for the 
future of this Province are 
opposed to Maritime Union 
The attitude assumed by those 
from the two neighboring 
Provinces in the course of the 
discussion plainly indicate that 
not even “ cold justice" neec 
be expected by us in any 
negotiations on the question 
For these reasons we consider 
our delegates to the Maritime 
Board of Trade utterly failec 
in their duty by allowing such 
a resolution to pass under 
their noses without a most em 
phatic protest.

In consequence of the irre­
gularity pointed out by Mr. 
Mathieson, the Sheriff has 
further postponed declaration 
till Tuesday next, 31st inst.

The By-Election.

After a very hot contest, 
the election in the Bedecjue 
district held on Wednesday 
last resulted in the return of 
Mr. Delaney, the Opposition 
candidate, and the defeat o 
Captain Read, the “ States 
man.” Mr. Delaney’s major 
ity is only two votes, but it is 
quite sufficient and proves to 
the world that he was the 
choice of the district, for re 
presentative, at the genera 
election last autumn, and that 
his seat was stolen from him 
and usurped by Captain Read 
as we have shown over and 
over again.

Contrary to all precedent 
the returning officer, Sheriff 
Wright, reopened his court 
for declaration purposes on 
Monday of last week, only 
five days after the polling 
day. What was his reason 
for hurrying things in this 
fashion ? Was he advisee 
that delays might be danger 
ous for the Captain, as some 
ight might get in on his elec 
tion methods ? Whatever his 
reasons may have been, Mr. 
Mathieson, Leader of the 
Opposition, pointed out to 
him that, according to section 
57 of the Election Act, the 
time chosen by him for declar­
ation was irregular, and for 
that reason gbjected to the 
proceedings. Mr. Delaney 
objected to two votes cast 
against him, on the ground 
that they had been polled in 
the wrong division, and Cap­
tain Read objected to one 
vote cast against him, on the 
same grounds. In view of 
these and some other objec­
tions put in by Mr. Mathieson, 
the Returning Officer ad­
journed his court until today, 
when the objections will be 
considered.

The vote polled at the by 
election wa? some 38 less than 
the total vote, including all 
specials, polled at the general 
election.

Cheaper Cable Scheme 
Balked.

Negotations which Canada has enter­
ed inte with Great Britain and other 
etatee of the Empiie contenu laling the 
establishment of a cheaper cable tele­
graphic service aronnd the Empire are 
at an end. Only about a f.Height ago 
Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux, Postmaster 
General was still under the impression 
that panada would certainly join with 
Great Britain, Australia, l^ew Z.slin 
and Sonth Africa to render cheaper Em, 
pire cable service possible. Bat be was 
rudely disillusioned at one of the last 
meetings of the cabinet he attended. 
His dream of accomplishing great work 
for the public is over, lltae monoply of 
corporations and great gain of indivi­
duals were his enemies. The Govern­
ment of Canada vanquished by these 
has refused to allow this country to be­
come a party to any ejjch movement 
for the pnblic welfare.

A conference of etatee of the Empire 
was to have been held in the antnmn 
on the subject of cable, telegraphic and 
wireless communication aronnd the Em­
pire, bat as the result of decision of the 
Csnadian cabinet there will either be 
no conference, or if it does Inks place 
Canada will not participate, and the 
full object of the conference will not be 
attained. This is more extraordinary 
in view of the recent qnamious reeoln*- 
ion passed .by I he Imperial press 0 ■
fsrence in favor of state action to hr ,.k 
the Atlantic cable monoply. Ap-.n 
fropi any question of the importance of 
the press conference voice, f*pts which 

isenseion in the conference disclosed 
should have been enough to decide 
Government action. It was disclosed 

owever, that there was a hard and 
fast cable monopoly which maintains 
rates higher than should be. For in- 
ftaftae, Mr. Moberly the managing di­
rector of the London Times, was able 
to tell tbs conference publicly, and his j

statement has never been denied or 
questioned, that the manager of the 
cable company, the Anglo- imeri ;an had 
told him plainly that he was ready and 
willing to re’dnee the Atlantic cable rate 
and cool 1 do so aod still pay a fair pro­
fit, but was unable to act owing to his 
agreements with other cable companies.

Mr. Lemienx a week or two ago when 
discussing the cheaper cable service 
question was extremely laudatory of the 
•work done by the Imperial press con­
ference and expressed the opinion in 
strong terms that the conference had 
gone far to accomplish the object which 
the various states of the Empire had in 
view. He believed that the direct re­
sult would be the immediate lowering 
of rates. The pnblic are under the heel 
of the monopoly with respect to elect­
ric communication with the outside 
world. Private and public interests 
are being bled to fill the pockets of the 
monopolists. This is a matter of vital 
importance not merely to commercial 
and private interests, but to imperial 
unity, for nothing can be a more power­
ful factor with them than mutual infor­
mation and knowledge to be promoted 
by cheap and rapid inter-communicat­
ion. It is said that the South African 
war would have been prevented had a 
cable message to Cecil Rhodes at c ne 
stage been possible instead of a letter. 
-But the tentacles of corporations seem 
tu have reached members of the fede­
ral government at Ottawa and several 
prominent men were there this spring 
lobbying members of the government 
and parliment on behalf of the cable 
companies.

The chief opponent of the cheaper 
cable scheme is stated to have been the 
Minister of Justice. Hon. A. B. Aylee- 
worth. Another strong opponent of 
Canadian action is s'a ted to have been 
Sir Richard Cartwright, and it is a curi­
ous thing that despite the agitation for 
state cables and despite the still more 
immédiate danger of Marconi, who is 
transmitting wireless messages across 
the Atlantic at half the company's rate 
the value of cable stocks has been go­
ing up. Mackay Common (Commercial 
Cable Co.) has risen ten points in the 
past five months. Possibly the com­
pany has been in possession of pretty 
sure intimation that Canada would not 
move in cable matters. Persons close 
to ministers of the crown have specula 
ted profitably in cable stocks. Mr. Le­
mieux was apparently the last member 
ol the Government to learn that Canada 
would positively not enter into the dis 
cussion of cable matters. The public 
are thus in the humiliating position of 
having been exploited by financial 
manipulators, who know more of the 
policy to be pursued by the Govern­
ment then did the member of it who 
had the matter in hand, and who was 
alhwed to bejieve up till the last mo­
ment that any difficulties which present­
ed themselves woujl be swept aside

A brief resume of the whole matter is 
necessary. The scheme of an “ all red’ 
electric girdle of the earth is the out­
come of the prophecy and advocacy of 
Mr. Henniker Heaton, the well known 
British parliamentarian, and father of 
the penny postage. For some years he 
has insisted that the time for penny 
cablegrams has arrived,, and that as 
factor in the development of the Empire 
it is necessary, The* ilea of c eapar 
cables was taken up by Great Britain 
herself, and by the Dominions be­
yond the seas including Canada The 
Right Hon. Sydney Buxton, the British 
Postmaster General, became its advo 
date as did Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux in 
Canada, who, however did not contemp­
late that the price of cablegrams could 
at this stag» be reduced so low as one 
penny per word, but thought a drop 
from 25 cants a word as present com 
mercial rate, to ten cents a word might 
he feasible. By public utterances both 
inside the House of Commons and ont 
side of it, the public was led to believe 
lhat the proposal had gone so far that 
formalities only remained to c:mphte 
t!je arrangement.
Then a couple of- months ago came 
news that a hitch flad occurred. Tbe 
Right Hon. Mr. Buxton, in speaking at 
the Imperial Press Conference in Lon­
don, stated that negotiations for the es- 
tabiishmentof a cheaper imperial service 
had been delayed at the request of Hon 
ftodolopbe flemienx, the Çanadian 
Postmaster General- Mr Lemienx, when 
interviewed by your correspondent, 
confirmed this, adding that tbe infor­
mation that bad necessitated the delay 
had been occasioned by trouble with 
the land companies operating In Cana 
da. He pointed out that in Great 
Britain there was no difficulty, the 
land telegraph lines being owned by 
the government, and so the govern­
ment could dictate terms to cabls com­
panies, but in this country the land 
lines were owned by corporations, and 
so terms had to be arranged with them. 
Mr. Lemieux, however, said he hoped 
to have a statement to give the public 

1 within a few daye.
On a representative of the press call­

ing for the promised statement, he was 
informed that Mr. Lemienx'fonnd hitp- 
e.df unalle to give anything out at pre­
sent, hot that he won|d do so from 
Murray, Bay, Quebec, whither he, was 
goiog for a brief holiday. Meanwhile 
the desired cabinet meeting was held, 
at which the fond dream of Mr Lemie- 
was dispelled and his hopes destroyed of 
being able to accomplish something 
great for the good of his country. The 
Canadian Government deliberately de- 
ilared itself unable to take part in the 
movement subscribed to by all tbg 
other countries of establishing a cheaper 
cable service within the Empire.

The present Government has repeat­
edly propounded the doctrine that the 
bqnds that bind Canada to tbe mother 
country are those of sentiment only. 
This is amply verified by the case un­
der discussion. Mr. Asquith, the British 
Prime Minister, 0.1 June 30, received a 
deputation from the Imperial press con­
ference which pressed on him the need 
of state action against the Atlantic cab­
le monopoly. Mr. Asqolth expressed 
hearty sympathy with the idea of 
cheaper electric communication, and 
While pointing opt that it voqld be de­
sirable to wait outil Marconi demonst­
rated what be could do in the way of 
increasing the Volume of bis wireless 
messages across the Ailintio which 
Marconi promis'd to do by September. 
He (Mr Asquith) said the British gov­
ernment would be ready then to look 
into the question. But now the decis­
ion of Canada not to even discuss the 
matter flocks practically an exsajin 
elion of even the Atlantic cab's issue 
This seems almost incredible, bat there 
h unimpeachable authority for staling 
it to be the fact.

Schooner Sinks Drowning
Eleven

The schooner Oronoco, Captain 
Larkin, of Gloucester, on its wav 
to the Banks, tilled and sank in 
three minutes on Wednesday last 
twenty-five miles off Sarnbro N. 
S. When the helmsman let the 
vessel up to the wind to clear the 
jib sheet she missed stays came 
around and caught the sails back 
and capsized. Twelve of tbe crew 
were below asleep at the time. 
One man succeeded in getting on 
deck, but the other eleven went 
down with the schooner. The 
names of the lost men are Wm. 
Meuse, Tusket Stephen Delong, 
Tusket ; Wm. Vanemburg, How­
ard Whitehouse, Bernard C. Ro­
well, Chas Shaw, all of Argyle ; 
John Meuse, Eel Brook ; Peter 
Walsh, John Walsh, Placentia. 
Nfld. There were five men on 
deck, who were all saved ;—Cap­
tain Larkin, Pubnico, James Shaw 
James Vanemburg, Argyle ; Still­
man Hubbard, Tusket ; Ernest 
Stanley, Minset, Me. James Bl­
aine, of Eel Brook, N S, was the 
only one who was below and was 
saved from drowning. The men 
who were on deck cut the two 
dories clear, threw them overboard 
and jumped into the sea with 
them. They righted the dories 
and made an effort to save John 
Meuse, who was the only man who 
came above water, but he sank 
before they reached him One 
dory landed at Chester, Ironbound 
and the other at Little Tancook, 
and were all looked after be the 
fishermen. They came to Lunen­
burg, Thursday and were taken 
in charge by the American Con­
sul, who sent them to Gloucester. 
The vessel is owned by the Gor­
ton Pew Fisheries Co., and had 
been sailed by Captain Larkins 
for two years. The seaport is 
overwhelemed by the terrible ac­
cident which caused the loss of so 
many of the crew. Wm. Hatfield 
Stephen Delong, Howard White- 
house, Wm. Vanemburg and John 
Meuse were married and leave 
families.

Eastern S. S Co, Put on Ex­
tra Boat St. John to 

Boston for Sept 4.

The unusually heavy tourists 
travel from the United States 
this season has made it necessary 
for the Eastern Steamship Com 
many to put on an extra boat to 
tide over the rush. The majority

The Steamship Company has 
consequently decided to make an 
extra sailing on that date and 
arrangements have been made for 
the new steel turbiner.

O.her binds arrived and you saw be­
fore you a panorama of colour, but 
sustained by an infinite variety of red, 
yellow and blue^in every shade and 
hue. Here vas another party pf 
students in detachments of fifteen 
with red sashes and black soutanes 
plentifully trimmed wi.b pale blue, 
fastened with buttons of the same 
colour. O ?er the cassock they wore 
an overcoat—the soprani—with wide 
arm-holer, and a long streamer flying 
from each shoulder. That of the 
Americans was black, but as they 
strode along the wind lifted it reveal 
ing the pale blue lining underneat! (?) 
Heie also was a group of 8 lhemians 
in bl ick and yellow, and passing close 
behind them some students from the 
Emerald Isle in ted and black with 
long tassels barging from the wide 
brimmed bats. A band of Poles fol­
lowed, wearing green sashes. A band 
of Rutheniaos, tall and bearded, came 
nex‘, flaunting their colours of sky 
blue and gold. Stalwart Scots in 
episcopal purple and sul an red, and 
brown r' bed, barefooted Franciscans, 
bailing also from the Green Isle, fol­
lowed. Oiose upon them came a bind

of Armenians, small wiry figures with 
untrimmed beards, and robed in huge 
black cloaks with enormous sleeves.

“ Looking now at the Piazza, you 
thought that half Rome's population 
consisted of ecclesiastics, but fresh 
arrivals kept coming on the scene. 
Some students cf servile Order in 
their old world dress. Oanons Re­
gular in white and black, Carmelites, 
Trappists, Redemptorists, Carthusi­
ans came on, having in their ranks 
Frepchraen, I aliens, Canadians, 
Deans, Spaniards, ahd other naliooali 
ties, undistinguishable in the prowd. 
The Greeks too were there clad, like 
the Armenians, in a monstrous gar­
ment of capacious sleeves, but with 
hair flowing over their shoulders and 
closly cropped beards. Erom the 
right of the Piazza came another band 
black clad, with abundant trimmings 
of sdàrlet. These were students from 
the Urban College. As they defiled 
past you, two by two, you saw from 
their colour and physiognomy that 
they were gathered to the bosom of 
Rome from the four ends of the world 
Europeans and Asiatic of every nat­
ion and full-blooded, tbick-lippèd, 
woolly-haired negroes.

If you had left over any Latin from 
your College days you might have re­
cognized their conversation, b or how 
otherwise could that stout Dutchman 
be understood by his pale faced Chi­
nese companion, or theswàrthy Spain 
ard by the red-faced Norwegian ? 
Italians and these to wflom long re­
sidence in Rome made Italian a 
second mother tongue, conversed in 
(he lingua, italiaua. Flat-faced oval­
eyed, reticent Chinese and their 
lively cousins from Japan! negroes 
from the West Indies and from Africa 
passed by, paired off with Scotchmen, 
aad Danes', Russians, Chaldeans and 
Maronites from Mount Lebanon. 
Toere were French Swiss and German 
Swiss, and Italian Swiss, with Scotch­
men, Canadians and Australians, 
There were Americans of every race 
that has found a home beneath the 
starspangled banner, miking acquain 
tance with the land of their forbears 
in the persons, of their feilow students 
Dutch from Holland and Dutch from 
the" Cape, Au sti iaos, and Roumanians 
Swedes, Germans and Italians, Spani 
ards from the Iberian, Peoin-ula, and 
from South America, Englishmen, 
Arabs and Bulgarians, and yet we 
have not naiped all the nationalities 
and races that made up tuât ïpotléy 
gathering.

“ Row can harmony dwell in so 
oonnopolitan a gathering, where 
diversity of race must of necessity 
imply diversity of character ? What 
is the common element binding 
them together 7 yon wondered, Jf 
or,e Sunday you went to the College 
Gospel you would find High Mass 
ctlabrated perhaps by a Dutchman, 
assisted by a Chinaman and a 
Sootobniap as Deacon and Sub- 
Diaoon, with aooiyteB ÿflo repre­
sented Madrid and Yokohama and 
Dublin, and a circle of fanes whose 
features and colors bespoke a score 
of nation-.

Situation in Crete Grows 
Mon? Acute.

London, August 14. — Unless 
(Greece complies with the demand 
of Turkey and forces the people 
of Crete to haul down the Greek 
flag which they baye floisted there 
the protecting powers of Crete, 
Great Britain, Russia, Italy and 
France will perform this act using 
£qrpe if necessary. This was the 
substance of a joint note signefl 
by the four powers, aud presented 
to the Turkish Government today, 
fn order to carry out this policy 
and to be prepared to use forpe if 
necessary to oblige the Cretans to 
haul down the objectionable flag, 
each of the four protecting poiygra 
decided today to send an addi­
tional warship to Canea, the oapi'al 
of the island pf Ore'e, aod at the 
same time expressed the hope to fhe 
Turkish government that in view of 
the steps they bad taken that Turkey 
will not think it necessary to order 
her fleet to the Cretan waters. The 
j ijnt note of the powers to Tuikey 
today ja the fjirppt rgppjt of a oam- 
municatlon from the Cretan govern- 
mont, declaring it was nnable to 
enforce the hanling down of the 
Greek flag. This action of the 
powers followed sharply upon Tur­
key’s note to Greece ytgterd^y 
demanding a formal declaration 
respecting her intentions as to Crete, 
and tbps creating a sjtgptiop grave 
enough to move the powers to 
ao inti.
