Iv is 
perfectly plain to any utt«‘ who considers til1 
position ot Canada us a country, not wealthy, 
and tolioie inhabitants (iuptflld, ns it xve re, «nt 
their daily labor for the support ol their 
laniili".#, that she would he ineligible t1-' un-Fr- 
take the financial burthen ot a xvur with such 
a great power as the L’uitud Status, uuk-ss 
the Fanjvr'* is prepare.! tumSsumu what would 
be reganiiMl us a fair proportion of this 
liabidty under sueh lainentahlu eireu^sianct ». :

The Gov­
ern ment of Canada cannot, uu considering 
this question—on considering the liability 
which xvould have to be assumed by the 
country under such circumstances, IxJse sight 
of the position in xvhich the trade, commerce 
and Cieti.i of tins country aie situated." it is 
peri'Jetly plain that the war raging in the 
united Mates has seriously affected every 
one uf these interests. It lus injured our 
trade, di'iiiiii.'hl'd oar « oupni n-ce and revenue, 
and seriously ullucttnl our credit. I'mler 
those circuiiislnnces the position in xvhieh 
Canada .is called upon to contribute largely 
and liberally is, I am sure, one surrounded 
with a great deal of difficulty. It is quite 
plain that the Government q£ Canada cannot 
go on the mere security or credit of this ! 
cour.try into the l< indou market tor a war 
loan, which is praeticully an announcement ! 
to the capitalists ol England that hustiiities j 
between the United States and Canada are j 
considered imminent, without adding to that I 
depreciation which lus already taken place in 
uur securities, now below 80 m the London 
market. Therefore any expenditure which j 
Canada may feel called upon to assume in 
fulfil incut of what must be regarded us lie/ 
engiigutnents towards the Empilé, aiid the 
cxpendiiure which the Government shall 
contract with reference to this subject, must 
be on the uuderstaadiugethat this will be sus­
tained by the Imperial credit. It is plain 
that if wu look to the unaided efforts of 
Canada in such a struggle, the uifliculties will 
appear iiisui mountable, and it is felt that in 
asking the Imperial guarantee for the sums 
which might bo motived for tlie detence of 
this country, Canada is asking no more than 
xvhat the empire would be ready to give the 
other colonies. (Hear, hear). Canada xvould 
he called upon to make the greatest sacrifices. 
She would have to expose her sous to battle 
and her daughters to indignity, her industry 
to be subjected to complete paralysis ; and, 
under these circumstances the necessary 
securities for the expenses she may enter 
upon, may fairly be asked to bé guaranteed 
at the hands of our f-llow-subjecta ,lu a 
happier portion of the Empire. Under such 
circumstances we surely havtf-a right to ask

i country should be 
sustained by the empire, it is evident that 
any war that might effect Canada must be a 
war that will arise from Imperial causes. We 
share with the other portions of the Empire 
in the blessings of peace, and I am sure no 
one is prepared to shrink from burdens that 
may be er.taiicd Upon us in defence of the 
dignity of the enfpire— (vhevne)—m the event 
of war. But when wc admit our liability in 
this respect, it cannot be denied there is a 
material responsibility on the part of other 
portions of the empire to do their duty towards 
us. If by the accident of our position we ire 
to become the battle field in the event of 
hostilities between Great Britain and the 
United States, we are entitled to ask of our 
fellow-subjects in England that they shall 
share the risks and share the expenses. 
(Hear). Of course, I will not go into any 
details utter the statement uf the Attorney* 
General West, but quite enough bas been 
given in the report of Col. Jervois to show 
that a very considerable outlay must be made 
to enable the partially-trained troops of this 
country to retain un itary occupation of the 
Province, My hon. friend reminds me that 
the report refers to both east and xvest ; but 
the Government feel that their responsibility 
extends much lut ther than this report of Col. 
Jqryois compris--s. The responsibility rests 
on the Government of giving protection not 
to one part ot the Produce or tue other, hut 
to ev</ry man in this country. (Hear, hear) 
It has been asked xyhy iv. answer had been 
made to the report. Answers have been 
made, negotiations arc goiug on, and it is 
because th.-se are still going on that the 
Government are desirous of proceeding to 
Eu/land to pn-s# them to an issue. The 
Gov. rnui nt take this ground that the expense 
should be assumed in part by the Imperial 
<ïoveriim-*nt and under an Imperial guarantee.
I have no hesitation in sayi ig that difficulties 
have arisen in obtaining that gurautee, and 
unless'* these difficulties arc removed, the 
Government are not prepared to say that this 
million uf dollars will be expended on these 
works ; but it is most important, in the 
opinion of the Government, as it has been 
said that Canada is unwilling tddo her share 
iu the defence of tlie country, that their hands 
should he strengthened, so tnat they may 
proceed to England and show the Imperial 
uutlioiities that the people of this Province 
are willing to meet any fair demand upon 
thorn. It is with that view that this grant is 
asked ; with the view of enabling the 
Government to go to England and to 
show to show there that this country is. pre­
pared to take its share of the responsibility of 
maintaining itself ns a part of the British 
Empire. (Hear, bum;.) Of course, the 
Government is not jflFtl.g to enter into en­
gagements which are not subject to the sanc­
tion of the Parliament of Canada, but it is 
absolutely necessary that the views of the 
Imperial Government should be compared 
with those of the Provincial Government, and 
when this bus been done it will then be the 
duty ot the Provincial Government to meet 
Parliament and lay these views before it, and 
I trust and believe that notwithstanding what 
may may be said in the press or elsewhere, 
we shall find in England, iu the heart ol old 
England, that desire to sustain this portion of 
the empire which has always hitherto been 
manifested. (Cheers.) And! think the time 
has come xvlmu it is nuecss trj? that that frank 
explanation should be had. for it the tône 
which has prevailed in England of the colonies 
being only a burthen to the mother country 
is to continue; it is time that wc should know 
it. (Hear, hear.) It it well that the people 
of England should know that xvy do not go 
to them as mendicants, but are prepared to 
a-su me our share of the duties of defence de­
fence devolving upon us as a portion of that 
empire, (Hear, hear.) I believe, and Gov 
eminent believes, that the people of this 
country a-ro willing to make any sacrifice in 
in their power to maintain their connection 
with Great Britain. Wo believe that that is 
the position uf every man in the country, and 
it is in that belief that we will carry cut such 
engagements as" may be entered into *or the 
defence of ih-s cuumry. (Hear, hear.)

In asking the 
vote, the Government intend to exercise their 
discretion to expend it or not, us tne public 
interests may require, and in no other way 
V ?u!d xv«.* do our duty. Tho position of Engr 
land is thi.* : they xv.mt to see that the people 
of'this .country are willing to undertake the 
responsibility ut pn.v.ding for then own pro- 
leqii.-ti, and when wc show that wu are pre­
pared to do that, if xve are. not met in a 
siutnar spirit, it will be time thou Mor this 
country to consider tin- future. But 1 trust 
that the leu iug exhibited in tho press, thaj, 
tho colonies—not on y Canada, bui.utl the 
colonies—-aie un-re.y burthens to the Empire, 
xviil bu found to he on.y skin deep, and.that 
vyhen the necessity 'arivs. England will be 
found ready, as she always ha# been found 
ready, io pvrtuim whatever her position ink 
regard to us, as a portion of the Empire, de­
mands at her hands. (IL*ar, bear.) The 
qg^stiou ol defence is merely confined to the 
erection of certain works ; that is only one 
means of defence which will have to be re­
sorted to. Anyone who looks nt the Western 
portion of the Province must see that the

•m the lake#. Well, the Province of Canada, 
is not hbiu, and cannot be expected to place

All these points have to be met and consider- 
jt-«l with the Imperial Government, so that xve 
may be tii-ust into a position which it would 
otiiy be as an idle sacrifj^jatglUeipoopIelpf 
this vomitry to try .to endure. (Hear, iit-ar )
I need not enlarge upon tins point, but will 
only s.iy that tho Government feel that when 
the Impel ial Government lus come down with 
£‘200,000 sterling, though they only propose 
to expend £30,000 tins year, this House will 
show that it is willing to go even beyond what 
the empire lias done. If, for "‘defence, tuis 
count'v is to cliqieud ujion a petty vote of 
£30,000 a year, then it may be better to adopt 
the words of one who’is no longer among us, 
but who occupies a seat on the Bench, and 
say that the best armament fur this jutiuutry 
is no armament at all# (Hear, hear.) Ttrust 
that this 11 oust' will aim the Government by 
a unanimous vote, to show that the people of 
Canada are in earnest in this mattei. I trust 
that the taking of this vote without a dissen­
tient voice will show to the people of Eng­
land that now, when danger is before us, we 
are*ready to bear our share of it ; that we 
clothe the Govern .meut with power and ask 
them to unite their resources with" our re* 
sources ; ' and with these means united in the 
detence of this country, I am perfect 
tain that we can resist any attack that*" may 
be made upon us from whatever quarter it 
may come. (Cheers.)

New York, March 14-The BeroV• cor- 
respondencc from in front of Kingston, N. C., 
dated the 11th, gives the following acoeemt 
ot the lighting there :—

On Wednesday, the 8th, the enemy,-con­
sisting of Hope’s division, made a determied 
effort to turn our left flank. They earn up 
rather unexpectedly and furiously, aud |he 
consequence was the loss on our part of a 
large portion of two regiments, who were 
flunked by superior numbers.

The left of the line held by the 2nd di­
vision, (Gen. Carter), fought desperately, re­
sorting to the bayonet when their ammunition 
was exhausted.' To compensate tor the Iosks 
here. Col. Savage of the 12th New York cav­
alry made a detour in the rear aud captured 
nearly one hundred prisoners. The same 
afternoon an attack was made on our right 
and repulsed without loss. Gen. Schofield 
cuuic up in the evening and assumed com­
mand. Night coming on, the action ceased.

Capt Fish, of the 12th New York cav­
alry, had lost txvo small howitzers, and Capt. 
Kelsey, (artillery), had lost a Napoleon gup. 
We had, perhaps, 200 prisoners during the 
day.

4 Da Thursday morning, the 9th, Malloy 
fully regained his original position and con­
fined to hold it. The enemy charged upon 
him three times in the forenoon, aud were 
each time easily repulsed with some loss of 
tile and a small loss of pisonera to them. 
The forenoon was mostly, occupied with light 
skiiininhing along the whole line. We still 
herd our original line, ample breastworks 
having been erected and stout hearts occupy­
ing both them and the skirmish pits. All 
through the evening of the 9th and the nighl 
and morning of the 9th and 10th, the Confed­
eration fury again belched forth. They had 
evidently learned of something that urged 
them to unusual des|»eration, aud we after­
wards learned that it must have been the 
reception of intelligence by them that Couch 
was coming up overland to join Cox. This, 
of cours»*, necessitated a furious and speedy 
onset upon Cox, in order to annihilate him 
before Couch should come up and prove a 
Couch of thorn# to them.

All night long they charged again and 
again, making six or seven different' charges, 
amid the roar ot musketry and connon that 
was deafening, and terrible as it swept and 
■urged through the •bight air. They had 
driven back our skirmish line from their rifle 
pits to the breastworks, aud they seemed 
determined to pour their houles over into 
these, but the wave was sent bounding back 
time after time,,aud finally on the morning 
of the 10th, as they attempted another flank 
movement upon our left, it is said that we 
took from them uu entire regement of Ala­
bamians.

.From this time their valor began to 
diminish, and yesterday evening when I left 
the immediate scene of action, there was 
every ptoapect that wo would soon regain the 
skirmish pits and win a handsome victory 
over the maddened foe. We have probably 
taken from the commencement, up to last 
evening, not far fitnn 2,000 prisoners. Our 
entire loss lVom the commencement in killed, 
wouuded and prisoners, cannot be over 2,060.

In 
consideration of these circumstances and 
wishing to lessen your suffering as much as 
possible, the court, in the exercise of human­
ity and compassion, do hereby order you to 
be executed to morrow morning, as soon after 
breakfast as may be conveuient to the sheriff 
and agreeable to you,”

How PrntoLKVM is Fokmko.—-The Pitug 
berg Chronicle, speculating on the formation 
of petroleum, says : Petroleum is known to 
be a hydro-carbon, composed ot two gases. 
These gases are primary elements, iudestruc 
tible and inexhaustible as the ocean. The 
other is a constituent in all vegetable forms 
and in many ot our rocks. Une hundred 
pounds of limestone when homed will weigh 
but sixty pounds. The part driven off by 
burning is carbonic acid. Underlying the 
“oil rock ” is a stratum of limestone, of un­
known thickness, known to be one thousand 
feet in depth. The water falling oa the 
surface and percolating through the porous 
sand stone that overlies the oil rock, becomes 
•barged with potash, salt, Saltpetre and other 
ebemical ingredients, and finally reaches the 
limestone rock and decomposes it,-— the car- 
boe ia the rock and the hydrogen of the 
water uniting, they form oil,while the oxygen 
is set free to ascend to the atmosphere, or 
■nite with minerals and form oxides. The 
•averse of this process i* seen in horning the 
oil in a lamp—the oxygen m the atmosphere 
uniting with the carb.m in the oil, forming 
eorooiUc acid, and with the hydrogen forming 
water-—thus completing the circle. The 
question is frequently asked, when will the oil 
become exhausted. We may answer, when 
Ihe ocean is, and not before.
