That Caused a War.

The United Statesr Government ar:
proposing to set aside a sum of £100,-
000 to raise the wreck of the battle-
ship Maine, which lies embedded in
thé mud of Havana harbour.

It is just now over twelve years
since the battleship was blown up as
it rode at anchor in the harbour. Its
movable armament, guns, and so on
were recovered soon after the explos-
ion, but the battleship itself has re-
mained as it sank, and the present
action has been taken as a result of
various protests that the wreck is a
menace to navigation.

It is scarcely an exaggeration to
gay that the blowing up of the Maine
was the cause of the Spanish-Ameri-
can War, for it has always been re-
cognized that the outrage inflamed
public feeling in America te such an
extent that it precipitated a crisis
that made war inevitable.

Taken to a Speeial Mooring.

The original cause of the Maine
being at Havana was, of course, that
the lives of American residents in the
town were considered to be in danger
by the fighting between the Spanish
authorities and the Cuban insurgents.
The United States Govérnment decid-
ed to send a warship to Havana so
that, in an emergency, the Americauns
might seek shelter on board.

The Maine arrived in thé harbour
towards the end of January, 1898, and
she was taken by the official Spanish
pilot te a spécial moering buoy, a
buoy that, according to the testimony
afterwards given before the United
States naval court of inquiry, “was
apparently reserved for some purpose
not known."”

Her commander, Captain C. D. Sigs-
bee, understood that the Spanish au-
thorities resented the presence of the

Rosebery’s plan is calculated to weak-
en the Crown and Ministry, to defeat
popular legislation passed by the
House of Commons, to defy the vote
of the electorate, and to render the
House of Lords independent by
statute of Crown, Ministry, Commons
and People. Nothing more revolu-
tionary has been proposed since the
days of the Commonwealth, and noth-
ing more calculated t6 foment con-
spiracy, sedition and rebellion has
ever been discussed in Parliament.

The fundamental features of our
constitution are: (1) The supremacy
of the law, and (2) The political
sovereignty of the electorate over ad-
ministration and legislation.

WILD SCENES

LONDON, April 14.

Amid scenes of intense excitement
hardly paralleled since the Gladstonc-
ian Home Rule debate the House of
Commons to-night by a majority of
103 recorded its approval of Premier
Asquith’s resolution dealing with the
veto power of the House of Lords and
heard the Premier’s declaration of
policy -for carrying them into statu-
tory effect. Havng formally introduc-
ed amid loud cheers his bill ‘embody-
ing the resolutions, Mr. Asquith said
that they were confronted by an -ex-
ceptional and perhaps a unique case.
The Governments effective existence
depended upon the passing of the re-
sclutions into law. If the House of
Lords failed to accepf or declined to
consider their policy ‘the Government
would feel it their duty to advise the
crown as to what steps were neces-
sary to ensure their policy receiving
statutory effect. It would not he
right, he continued, for him to dis-
close the terms of that advise but un-
less the Government found them-
selves in a position to give their
polcy statutory effect they would
either resign from office or recom-
mend dissolution, but in° no case
would they advist dissolution except
under such conditions as would in-
sure that in new Parliament the
judgment of the people as expressed
at the elections would be carried into
law.

RAISED TO THE PEERAGE.

THE COST OF ADMISSION TO THE

HOUSE O

F LORDS.

Although titles cannot be bought in
this country in the open market,
they can in many Continental coun-
tries by-merely paying so much gold
“over the counter,” Mr. Herbert Glad-
stone and Mr. Ivor Guest will not get
into the House of Lords for nothing.

They will both have to pay pretty
for their peerage in stamp
duties, Crown Office fees, and Home
Office fees—the total in each case
running into several hundred pounds,
and all fees are collected strictly- in
advance. 4

As a viscount Mr.
charged £467 4s. 6.,
made up as follows:—Stamp duties,
£200 12s.; Crown Office fees, £229
10s.; Home Office fees, £37 2s. 6d.

A viscount is, of course, the fourth
degree in the British Peerage, the
first being a duke, whose rank is in-
ferior only to princes of Royal blood.

After a duke comes a marquis, and
then an earl., Viscount was anciently
the name of him who held the chief
office under an earl. The latter be-
ing often at Court, the viscount was
his deputy to look after the affairs ot
the country. In the reign of Henry
V1. the title became a degrée of hon-
o7 and was made hereditary.

The coronation robes of a viscount
are the same as an earl’s with the ex-
ception that he has only two and a
half rows of ermine; his cap is the
same, and the golden circle of his
coronet is surmounted by sixteen sil-
ver balls.

The robe of :a viscountess has two
and a half inches of miniver, and two
and a half bars of ermine, a yard and
a quarter train, while the coronet is
the same as her husband’s.

Mr. Herbert Gladstone -can thank
his lucky stars that he was not given
one of the higher ranks of the Peer-
age, for the duke has to pay fees
amounting to £809 12s., while a mar-
quis has to pay up £691 12, and an
earl a sum of £573 12s.

Mr. Ivor Guest, having only been
m.ade a baron, éeta et off with a mere
£360 17s. in fees—quite enough, how-
ever, for an empty title, especially if
the House of Lords is soon to be abol-
ished altogéther! The sum is made
up as follows: Stamp duties, £150

The coronation robes of a baroa
have but two rows of ermine; in
other respects they are the same as
those of other Peers. King Charles
II. granted a coronet to the barons,
who until his reign wore only a plain
circle of gold. It is formed of six
silver balls set at equal distance on a
circle of gold bordered with ermine.

A baroness has two inches of mini-
ver and two bars of ermine on her
coronation robe, which has a train a
yvard long. She wears a coronet the
same as that of the baron.

It will be remembered that when
Lord Roberts was made an earl he
sirongly objected to paying the bill
oi more than £1,750 with which he
was presented.

The reason why the fees were con-
siderably in excess of those quoted
above was that, having no son to suc-
ceed him, he wished to have what is
called ‘“a special remainder” to his
daughters. All “extras” of this de-
scription have to be paid for.

In addition to all the fees enu-
nmerated above, there are many more
charges that a newly-fledged Peer
must pay before he takes his seat in
the House of Lords. There is the
licence for the coronet on his car-
riages and notepaper, and, if he wish-
es them, the expensive coronet and
rcbes of his new dignity.

It may, however, be whispered in
confidence that not every Peer posses-
ses his own coronet and robes. In
the case of the older families, of
course, these are treasured - family
heirlooms, but in the case of new
creations, they have been known to
be borrowed or hired for the ocea-
sion.

Some  people appear to think that
the British Peers habitually wear
their coronets in the House of Lords
or on grand occasions. As a matter
of face, the only occasions on which
Peers put on these symbols are at a
State Coronation of the Sovereign, or
when they wish to have their portrait
painted or to be photographed *“in
State.” A few years ago a newly
created viscount was so fond of his
coronet that he had it emblazoned on
everything—even his luggage. The
result was that, when travelling in
Spain, he was mistaken for the Prince
oi Wales.

such wonderful prices. It was only
when the Mayor of a certain town
proposed to offer him an address that
the mystery came out.

Fell Forty Feet,
But Was Ummured

Springing from her bed in the Wo- |

men’s Hospital on Mountain Street,
just before 6 o’clockgin the morning,

Mrs. Bernicky jumped out of a win- |

dow on the third storey, and fell
thirty-five or forty feet into the back
yvard. Strange to say she was appai-
ently uninjured by her fearful leap,
and showed no ill effects except a
slight dizziness which passed off in a
few minutes.

Mrs. Bernicky is a young Polish
woman, who has been in Montreal
about a year. Six days ago she gave
birth to,a child in the Women’s Hos-
pital, and had been making satisfac-
tory progress until this morning,
when she suddenly developed suicidal
symptoms.

She had been lying quietly in bed,
and had done nothing to attract the
particular attention of the nurses.
They were taken completely by sur-
prise when they found that she had
disappeared through the window.
Rushing downstairs, expecting to find
her mangled corpse in the yard they
were equally surprised to find her
able to stand, and as far as they could
see, none the worse for her adven-

1 ture.
The woman was clad in nothing but |

her nightdress, and it is a remarkable
thing that she pitched on her bare
feet on the ‘only soft spot of earth id
the yard. She had fallen between a
rail and a big stake, and had she fall-
en a few inches more either to the
right or the left she must inevitably
have sustained feal;ful injuries.

The woman was immediately car-
ried back into the institution, where
she was attended by Dr. Reddy, the
medical superintendent, who found
‘that she had suddenly gone insane.
After she had rested awhile an am-
bulance was summoned and she was
conveyed to the Longue Pointe Asy-
lum.

. “Don’t put this down as another
remarkable case of sleep walking,”
said Dr. Reddy, in discussing the oc-
currence afterwards. “It is simply a
sudden attack of puerperal insanity.

It is a marvel to me that the woman

was not Kkilled. Instead of that she
seems quite strong and was talking
away at a great rate when she left
| here for the asylum.” He added that
the woman's body was in excellent
health.”

Once before in the history of this
institution a patient jumped from the
top story of the building, and she also
was not only unhurt but was so lively
that it took the united strength of
three men to carry her back into the
! hospital. This was another case of
puerperal insanity.

|The Comet Programme

To-day the comet rose 50 minutes
before the sun; on the 16th of the
month it will rise an hour and a half

| before it, on the 24th an hour and
| fifty-five minutes before it, on May
6th two hours and ten minutes be-
fore it, and on May 10th two hours
and twenty minutes before it. Be-
ginning to return toward the sun, the
comet on Ma'y 14th rises just two
hours ahead of the sun, and on the
16th one hour and a half ahead. By
this time it is getting hard to see
again. Then it swings over to the
evening sky.

On May 22nd it will set two hours
and forty-five minutes after the sun
sets, on May 24th three hours and
twenty minutes after it, on the 26th
three hours and fifty minutes, and on
the 28th four hours and five minutes
after sunset. By this time the comet
should stand out brightly in the dark
sky. Then it begins another dash at
the sun, setting on the 30th of the

month only three hours and fifty min-
utes after it. !
