Last night, Detective Byrne arrest­

ed a man, who is a blacksmith by 
t:ado, charged with larceny. The 
accused, it is alleged, visited the store 
of D. McRae, watchmaker, on Water 
Street, to get repairs made to a 
watch. While the proprietor bad his 
back turned the customer reached 
his hand over the counter and took 
four meerschaum pipes, which were 
worth $6.25 each or a total value of 
$25. Mr. McRae did not mise the ar­
ticles til the visitor had left his store. 
He then placed the particulars of the 
case in the hands of the police and an 
arrest followed.

Yesterday morning at 7.30 a Are 
occurred at Gould’s Brook, about three 
miles from Brigus Junction, which 
resulted in the total destruction of the 
house occupied by John Skeans and 
his family, and situate about a mile 
from Noseworthy’s saw mill at Ma­
her’s siding. The origin of the fire is 
unknown. Two of the inmates of the 
house, Mrs. Skeans and her daughter, 
a little girl of twelve yeare, received 
serious burns, and the former was so 
badly burned about the scalp that Dr. 
Gill, who was summoned from Brigus, 
about 21 miles distant from Gould’s 
Brook, advised that she be taken to 
the Hospital. She arrived by last 
night’s train, accompanied by the doc­
tor, and was conveyed to the institu­
tion. Mrs. Skeans, who is not bless­
ed with much of this world’s goods, 
had a few dollars placed in a private 
receptacle'in the house, and in an ef­
fort to save the money rushed through 
the flames, with the result that her 
head was badly burned. The little girl, 
who was apparently trying to assist 
her mother in this futile effort, receiv­
ed some serious burns also. John 
Skeans and his family moved up from 
Collier’s to Gould’s Brook recently and 
his was the only house there, the 
nearest one being that occupied by 
the employees of Noseworthy’s saw 
mill, which is about a mile away.

Firemen’s 
Salaries.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear :Sir.—I am pleased to notice 

that Mayor Ellis has acknowledged 
the advise ability of increasing the 
Municipal vote towards the upkeep 
of the Fire Department, but I regret 
that sueb a desirable movement is a 
long way off, as we are given to un­
derstand that before such can be done 
measures must be taken to lncreasa 
the present tax on Nickels and other 
Amusements. This question involves 
much that will call for a protraited 
discussion, and in the meantime the 
Firemen will be compelled to exist 
under present arrangements as re­
gards salaries. From the tone of the 
Papers, the debate? in the House, the 
"expressions of the Mayor and gener­
al talk about the city, the feeling is 
quite universal that the Firemen are 
iisufficiently paid, but why this mat­
in- should be allowed to drag on, 
lots net seem quite clear. We know 
"rem experience that matters such as 
this Firemen’s salaries, are very 
easily side tracked, and why such 
should be the fate of this important 
matter, is not clear to me, especially 
when the amount of money needed to 
give the men an increase is com­
paratively small indeed. In all, there- 
are about twenty seven regular fire­
men in the Brigade, and. to increase 
their salaries from four hundred and 
six dollars to six hundred dollars per 
annum wpuld call for an additonal 
sum of about $2400.00, and as this in 
crease would lean proportionality on 
the Council and the Government, 
surely the tax on either ie not so 
anormous as to stagger them. For 
the decency of Citizenship, if for no 
other reason, this matter ought to be 
attended to without delay. We ta!k 
i lot about Civic pride but until we 
become high spirited enough to pay 
our Firemen a decent salary, all the 
lofty ideas wo shout about will sound 
very redlculous indeed. Once more I 
ask the “Powers that be” to give this 
matter immediate attention.

that the Governor-in-Council appoint 
a Commission of ten men to take 
charge of the administration of civic 
affairs for the next year, that they 
may gain the necessary insight intr 
its workings to enable them to draf 
a new charter for the city to be sub 
mitted to a plebescite next yeai 
prior to its being laid before tin 
Legislature.

I desire to say with reference t< 
this, that I was invited to become ( 
member of the Executive of the Citi 
.zens’ Com., I declined to do so on thi 
gropnd that I considered it incom 
patiblc with my position as Mayor 
though not hostile to the movement 
seeing that it represented a displa? 
of interest on the part of .the citizen; 
that I was glad to observe, but L ex­
pressed my willingness to serve or 
the Housing Com., as I thought tha- 
its labors and recommendation; 
would not conflict with my positior 
as Mayor.

I write now tp make my positior 
perfectly clear to the citizens. I 
disagree entirely with the propos! 
tion for handing over its municipal­
ity to any men in this fashion. I fa! 
to see any reason why such a course 
is at all necessary. The Citizens 
Committee can, by continuing itr 
work, gain all the information the) 
are see.king without the alternative 
having to be adopted. I think, too 
that when the Citizens’ Committee 
have worked out this scheme it 
should he submitted to the Municipa’ 
Council for the views of that body 
upon it, as with their experience of 
the actual working of the Municipal­
ity, their views oqght to be at least 
worth considering, then the whoH 
matter might be considered by the 
Government and a Bill enacted 
which would embody the best Ideas 
of all.

Healthy ani Un­
healthy Lighting.

Gas, it may be said, vitiates the at­
mosphere. True. But it also helps to. 
purify it Its purifying power is 
greater than its vitiating power. 
Electricity does not vitiate, nor does it 
purify. Hear what three eminent men 
have said:—

Much evidence has lately been ad­
duced to show that gas is more useful 
than the electric light in promoting ef- 
fleent ventilation of air. It Is for this, 
amongst other reasons, that, gas is be­
ing frequentlyjsubStitotod for the elec­
tric light. The latest example is, per­
haps, the Society of Medical Officers ol 
Health, which has recently installed 
gas on its premises, after experience 
with the electric light—Dr. Jamieson 
B. Hurry.

He would merely add that no mem­
ber who had experience of their meet­
ing room under the old conditions 
could deny the improvement that had 
taken place since gas had been sub­
stituted for the electric light and the 
new system of heating and ventilation 
had been installed.—Dr. Reginald Dud- 
field, before the Society of Medical "Of­
ficers of Health.

I have in my mind’s eye, at the mo­
ment, a hall which, in the old days, 
was lighted by gas, and in which a 
large audience could, with comfort, sit 
through an hour’s lecture, or with 
pleasure through a three hours’ din­
ner, but which, with the march of 
civilization, had its illumination 
changed from gas to electricity, the 
latter being employed with all the 
latest refinements to effect the light­
ing under the best conditions, with the 
result that any large gathering within 
ite walls leads to a state little snort ol 
asphyxiation.—Vivian B. Lewes, Pro­
fessor of Chemistry at the Royal Na­
val College, Greenwich. —nov8,tt

service. The Government had har 
this matter in view for some time 
and endeavored as far as possible ti 
increase the small salaries,- and hr 
rould candidly say that there was nr 
discrimination used as all who sp­
oiled for increases got them. In or­
der to classify the offices It would be 
necessary to have an enquiry made 
ond a detailed report frtm the-Posta’ 
Inspector in relation to all the as­
pects of each post office, such as the 
tuantlty of work done in each place 
so that each office would be judged 
on its merits.

Ir. Coaker.—In going through the 
list he saw that nine post office keep­
ers were paid $8 a year for their ser­
vices.

ASKS FOR EXPLANATION.
Mr. Store eCcctively cited a case 

in which a man was dismissed from 
the postal service who happened to 
be a member of the F.P.U. This of­
ficial, whose name was Gardner, car­
ried the mails from British Harbor to 
Ireland’s Eye, in Trinity Bay, and 
the man appointed to take his place 
was one Cooper, who supported the 
present Government in the elec­
tions. This, he thought, warranted 
an explanation.

Mr. Lloyd.—He said it was evident 
that the protest made by Mr. Stone 
was being ignored. He suggested that 
this .particular section be deferred 
and no vote taken until the Colonial 
Secretary is in a position to explain 
or furnish information to justify the 
dismissal of Gardner and the ap­
pointment of Cooper. He then point­
ed out that the Postmaster at Shoal 
Harbor, which was the distributing 
centre to Smith’s Sound, was receiv­
ing $100 a year until the Bonavlsta 
Bay branch railway was opened up, 
and because of that his salary was re- 

j duced to $20. Subsequently the man 
found that instead of his work be­
ing less, he had more work to do, 
and that he was called upon to per­
form more duties than before for a 
fifth of the pay. He protested to the 
Postmaster General and refused $5 a 
quarter with the result that he was 
offered $40. Again he was not satis- 
Red, he saw the Colonial Secretary 
'Mr. Watson), and got his pay raised 
to $60, so that he is now getting $40 
ess for doing more work than he was 
doing 18 months ago.

1 income of the present corporation 
s $28,000 or more than half what it 
vould cost for a first class service. , 

The Colonial Secretary.—He said 
he Government Engineer had been 
;ent abroad to find out the systems 
n other cities and as soon as he ar- 
lvea at a decision the Government 

would take the matter up.
Mr. Coaker.—He was aware of the

circumstances of the dismissal of 
Gardner and the appointment of': 
Cooper. The former was a support­
er of the F.P.U. and the latter a fan- i 
atical opponent. When the affair oc­
curred trouble ensued in British Hr. 
Council and for peace and quietness 
sake a now defeated member for 
Trinity got Gardner’s pay for him ] 
from the Government even .though he
(Gardner) was not at work. He 
thought the extension of a telephone 
system in the outports would be a 
great advantage to the people and a 
saving in telegraph offices.

It is however within the personal oh- 
I nervation of every citizen that street 

repairing and cleaning has been very 
wastefully conducted.

The Committee has not had time to 
-Study this problem, and therefore on­
ly states the. unpleasantly obvious 
facts. that the streets of the city 
are in poor condition, and the cleen- 
ing of the same very inefficient. The 
experiment made last year -of oiling 
the streets is considered to have been 
very beneficial and should be con­
tinued.
Wafer Supply and Fire Protection.
The forward movement in regard 

to Water supply, which was began 
in 1904, has been steadily continued, 
and for domestic purposes it may he 
said that the larger portion of the 
city is adequately supplied. But for 
fire protection a large expenditure is
still necessary.

The amount of property at ,ri8lt.
uncovered by Insurance, Is estimateu 
at eleven million dollars. It woulr 
cost citizens $110,000 to pay insur 

L ance on this amount, and if protect 
ion tiin be obtained at anything less 
than that sum, it is obviously desir­
able to procure it.

The data which have been furnish­
ed by the City Engineer on this im­
portant matter are so largely com­
pos td of figures, that it is impossible 

. to do more than state broad facts.
At every fire lately it has been 

noticed that the water supply is in­
sufficient, and to obtain even the 
amount that has been available, other 
portions of the city have been left 
entirely unprotected.

The valuable business p-.emises on 
the harbor front require special pro- 

- tection, end the Fire Underwriters 
and the Board of Trade bave urged 
with all the force at .their command 
that a fire boat for the harbor should 
be procured. But owing to the divid­
ed responsibility of the Government 
and the City in regard to the Fire De­
partment, it has been impossible tc 
persuade either body to move in the 
matter.

Tire waste of water in St. Johns 
is enormous, 160 gallons per head 
pei* day is sent into the r My. Else­
where 90 gallons is considered an 
excessive supply.

The City Engineer estimates that 
it will cpst $150.000 to make ilia 

. water supply of the city perfect, from 
the point of view of fire protection. 

-At the moet^this would cost the city 
$7,500 per annum, as compared. to 
$116,000 yearly premium, to insure 
the i uncovered property of the citi­
zens.

Inspector General Sullivan, in a 
valuable reparti points out that there 
is almost an entire, lack of fire pro­
tection regulations in the city, nor 
is there any inspection of buildings 
from this point of view. The danger 
from inflammable oils on steamship 
premises is Very great, end amend­
ments to both the Inflammable Oils 
and Customs Acts Etc necessary 
There can be no doubt that vigorous 

.measures are required to protect the 
.. city from the danger of .another cou- 

[ Migration.
Taxation.

It will be said, it is all very well to 
make plans in this extravagant man­
ner. but where is the money to come 
from? It will be argued that such a 
programme would mean greatly in­
creased taxation.

The Committee however feel that, 
while careful study is required before 
a definite statement,can be made as to 

power of the city to meet such

commitments as are herein suggested, 
there is no reason to suppose that they 
are beyond our means, provided an 
improved organization could be sub­
stituted for the present ' inefficient 
system. - This however, is a matter 
which requires much study, and the 
need for this investigation constitutes 
pne of .the main reasons for the ,de­
finite recommendation which the Com­
mittee proposes to submit to this 
meeting.

The rentals paid oi 
he poorer class of houses are from 1 
>er cent, to 15 per cent, on the value 
’he better class houses are appraise 
it a rental of about 5 per cent. Th 
otal taxes amount to 11 % per cent, 
o that vvbile the former class pays 
ver 1 per cent, in taxes, the lattei 
>ays less than % per cent.

The Committee believes that a me- 
hod of taxation can be evolved whicl 
rill easily produce more revenue and 
e much more fairly distributed.
The city debt stands now at 1M 

aillion dollars, or say $45.00 pei 
.lead of population. The average deb 
of 42 Canadian cities is $125.00 pel 
head.

Such are a few of the p.ractica 
problems now facing the city, bu 
there are many other questions of' al 
most equal importance crying for so 
lution.

That our present system of muni 
cipal government is faulty is prove!; 
by the present condition of the cityj 
We have been afraid to , trust th! 
electorate and their representatives ■ 
and have hedged the municipal gov 
emment about with many restrictions. 
Our Municipal Act has been an expert, 
ment from the beginning. It is so in­
elastic that every forward njovemen 
has entailed an amendment to the Act 
It is now quite a curiosity in cit: 
charters, and in the opinion of th; 
Committee requires to be entirely re 
drafted.

The science of municipal govern­
ment has only recently received tht 
study and attention which It merits 
Hundreds upon hundreds of cities art 
finding, themselves In the same posi­
tion as ourselves, and are busy wit! 
re-organlzation schemes. There art 
almost as many varieties of city gtw 
ernment. as there are cities, but onfe 
idea seems paramount through the* 
all. It is estimated that, nine-tenth# 
of municipal government is adminis­
trative, and one-tenth only legisla­
tive.

Praises Zam-Buk

LONDON, Feb. 11.

Sir Edward Carson, In the Com­
mons, said that never before, In a 
Speech from the Throne, had a state­
ment of such gravity been made In 
reference to the domestic relations of 
our fellow citizens In Ireland. The 
words put In the King’s mouth were 
a condemnation of the Home Rule 
Bill, and a confession that It had ut­
terly failed to furnish a solution of 
the Irish question. It was small 
wonder In view of this confession, 
that the Government spurned the Idea 
of leaving the decision to the voice of 
the people. He declared that if Ul­
ster was to be drawn within the grip 
of a Dublin Parliament, he would, re­
gardless of all consequences, stand 
with the people of Ulster in the pol­
icy of resistance. Redmond, be said, 
never tried to win Ulster, he wanted 
only her taxes. He declined to pledge 
himself as to what he would do as a 
result of a general election. After 
such an election the whole question 
would have to be considered in the 
light of the country’s mandate. John 
Redmond followed with a warm re­
pudiation of Carson’s charge that he 
wanted Ulster’s taxes. Redmond de­
clared the plea for the amicable set­
tlement of the Home Rule question 
found a ready response on the part 
of Irish Nationalists, but said the 
proposals must be consistent with 
the main principles of the Bill. He 
accepted the new situation arising 
from Asquith’s promise to initiate a 
suggestion for settlement, although 
he thought the Government had gone 
further than necessary. He, however, 
would do nothing to make the situa­
tion more difficult or dangerous. 
Candidly, Redmond continued, the 
Irish Nationalists did not share in the 
tragic view as to the possibilities of 
civil war. He thought the Commons 
should reffent such threats as an af­
front. The exclusion of the province 
of Ulster, he declared, could be no 
solution to the Irish question. Red­
mond concluded by saying he was 
deeply anxious to remove all fears 
and would meet proposals of the very 
broadest kind, in the most friendly 
spirit, in the earnest hope that the 
aspirations in the Royal Speech be 
realized, and a peaceful settlement 
reached of the great problem on 
which the well being of Ireland and 
the unity and strength of the Empire 
depended
