MADAME SEVIGNY'S PATHETIC
STORY.

Madame Sevigny herself bells a
graphic and heart-rending story. In
an interview this morning, Madame
Sevigay, still distranght over the pre-
vious night's experience, told the
story of how her two guests lost their
lives, how both she and Speaker Sev-
igny narrowly escaped suffocation
from smoke, and how her two babies
were ryshed from the burning house
by her two nurses.

The Passing of Mr.
Martin W. Forlong, K C.

We chronicle with regret the de-
mise of one of our professional men
who occupied the foremost rank
among our lawyers. Last night at 6
o'clock Mr. Martin Williams Furlong
passed to. his eternal rest. The de-
ccased had been ailing for some
months and he was recommended to
take a trip abroad. Early in January
he left fcr Montreal accompanied by
his wife, and entered the Royal
Victoria Hospital where he was oper-
ated on, but without success, as the
complaint from which he suffered had
gained such inroads that cure was
fouard impossible and the end came
last night.

Mr. Martin Williams Furlong @ was
born at Oderin, Placentia Bay, March
29th, 1864, and was near the close of
his 52nd year. He was educated at
St. Bonaventure’'s College and was
one of the brightest scholars of that

institution. In 1881 he matriculated
at the Londoa University. From that
until 1884 he taught in his Alma

Mater aad then began the study of
law in the office of the late R. J.
Kent, Q. C., father of Mr. J. M. Kent,
K. C. Deceased was admitted a Solici-
tor of the Supreme Court in 1889 and
admitted to the Bar in 1890. In 1899
he became a bencher of the Law So-
ciety and in 1904 he was a Q. C.

In 1899 he contested the District of
Ferryland at the General Election,
but was unsuccessful. In '89 he was
appointed Solicitor of the House of
Assembly and retained the position
for four years and at the termination
of that term contested the District of
St. John’s West with Messrs. E. P.
Morris and J. C. Tessier and was suc-

LARGE PASSENGER STEAMER
SUPPOSED TO BE SUNK BY A
GERMAN COMMERCE RAIDER.

International Insurance Brokers of
this city received information to-day
which leads them to believe that a
large passenger steamer has been
lost in the North Atlantic. A guard-
ed cable message received from Lon-
don intimated she had been sunk by
the German commerce raider.

Kaiser Planned
to Rule Furope.

London, Feb. 1.—A curious article
by Henry Wickham Steed, foreign edi-
tor of the Times, appears in the Feb-
ruary number of the Nineteenth Cen-
tury and After. It is entitled “The
Pact of Konopisht,” and deals with
events alleged to have transpired imn
mediately preceding the war.

A fortnight before the assassination
of the Archduke Francis Ferdinand
and his “wife, says the writer, they
were visited at the castle Konopisht in
Bohemia by the German Kaiser and
Admiral Von Tirpitz. Ostensibly the
Emperor went to Konopisht to see
the rose gardens. The story Steed
tells is that at Konopisht thé Emper-
and the Archduke made a secret
compact.

The paramount desire of the Arch-
duke and his wife was to make pro-
vision for their sons who were de-
barred by the Hapsburg family law
from attaining imperial rank. The
Kaiser, it is said, unfolded his great
scheme of the war.

Russia was to be provoked to con-
flict with Germany and Austria;
France was to be instantly smitten to
the dust, while the abstention of Brit-
ain’ was considered certain. The Kais-
er proposed to reconstitute the old
kingdom of Poland, which, with Lithu-
ania and the Russian province of
Ukraine stretching from the Baltic to
the Black Sea, was to be the inheri-
tance of Francis and his eldest son.
For the second son a kingdom was
to be carved out, including Bohemia,
Hungary, Serbia, the Slav coast of the
eastern Adriatic and Saloniki.
German Austria, with Trieste, was
to pass to the present heir, the Arch-
duke Charles Joseph to be incorpor-
ated in the German Empire. A pact
would be created and a huge military
and economic alliance made with the
Kaiser supreme in Europe, and, per-
haps, throughout the world.

Plot to-Blow Up
- 80th Battalion.

FOILED

BY: & WOMAN
CAUSE ARREST.
Kingston, Feb. 1.—Word was receiv-
ed in Kingston yesterday of the arrest
in Belleivlle of three men and two wo-
men, who, it is alleged, planned to
wipe out the 80th Battalion by blow-
ing up the Belleville gas works, which
are adjacent to the barracks of the
Battalion.

The prisoners were deported to Chi-
cago, where they are wanted for rob-
bery and other crimes.

For many days there had been ru-
mors that German sympathisers in-
tended to visit Belleville and commit
depredations. About a week ago five
strangers made their appearance in
the city and immediately came under
the surveillance of the military. police.
But it-was a woman who caused the
arrest. She, it is alleged, overheard
the five discussing their plans in an
adjoining room, and her ear caught
the weords, “It is a pretty big and
dangerous job but we can pull it off
all right.”

Col. Sherwood, of Ottawa, Chief of
the -Dominion Police, was summoned
to Belleville and got in touch with the
secret service of the United States,
with the result that the identity of
the suspects was soon established. It
was ascertained that the party con-
sisted of Abe Silver, alias Frank:
Bennie Silver, alias Frank; William
Cohen, alias Fort, and two women con-
federates.

The oldest member of the party is
Abe Silver, who very recently termi-
ndted a ten years’ sentence in the
Joliet Penitentiary,. and the others
have long records. The gang is want-
ed in Chicago for robbery and other
érimes.

No Ships for
the 17-Inch Guns.

Toronto, January 29.—Frederick
Palmer, the American war corres-
pendent, when questioned here to-
day about the rumor that the Ger-
mans had been mounting 17-inch
guns on their ships to smash the Brit-
ish navy in the North Sea, said:

“The 17-inch gun is not impossible.
Neither is a 20-inch or 40-inch gun
for that matter. But the trouble is
that*no ships on the seas at present
will hold them. The Americans tried
out the idea—and the British did also
—before deciding on the 16-inch gun.
The Germans take two and' a half
years to build a battleship, and they
have not had time enough to build
any for 17-inch guns so far. We hear
a lot about the Germans great devices
but what have they done with gas or
the Zeppelins, I'd rather bé in Lon-
don‘ with 100 Zeppelins attacking
than in a villdge under fire of the
French 75-centimetre guns.”
