EMPIRE DAY.

It was a happy inspira-
tion that led to the dedi-
7 cation of Queen Victoria's
' birthday to the purpose
that has marked it since
her death and gathered from the war
a new meaning. Under the sceptre of
the Queen and Empress, wielded for
so long and with such sovereignty and
goodness, the Empire grew almost to
its present world dimensions, and its
growth will, rightly or wrongly, for-
ever be associated with her memory.
In times like these it is the intangible
things that matter, and we may never
know how far the simple setting aside
of this day, the simple naming of it
“Empire Day,” have been potent to
produce the wonderful spectacle of the
whole Empire springing to arms in de-
fence of the Motherland and 'in answer
to her call. It wds a proud call and a
proud answer. The.day will bring a
message this year greater and more
ingpiring than in the years past. If
community of sacrifice and service on
the battlefield forged new and strong-
er bonds, holding the Empire together
and making it one, we may be sure
that its statesmen, sitting for the first
time at one council table, have already
riveted them. It is not too much to
hope that the mext Empire Day will
see the world once more at peace. If
it be so, it will see also in the British
Empire a power whose peace no ene-
my will dare again to assail or
‘against whose strength, daring it, he
will be broken in pieces.

this Union in a manner

which its publication and
tenor apeared to us to deserve. We
are pleased to-day to publish a letter
from one of the members which
throws a new light on the matter. It
shows, what we had suspected, that
most of those whqo supported the re-
solution were misled as to the mean-
ing of conscription by thé prime-mov-
er, who seems to enjoy the notoriety
that is the reward of making himself
contemptible. It is not surprising
that many in this country should have
this misunderstanding. The Govern-
ment of the United States found the
generally accepted connotation of the
word conscription so great an ob-
stacle that it changed it to selective
draft, which meant precisely the same
thing but aroused no prejudices. The
word is confined no:longer to the old
continental idea of military service on
the part of every able-bodied man, but
applies to service by everyone capa-
ble of it of the kind found most suit-
able to him by the authorities. Under
the system the whole gireumstances of
each candidate are comsidered. If he
does work judged indispensable to the
country he will be left alone to con-
tinue it. His age, -physical fitness,
married or unmarried .state, his de-
pendents and many- similar matters
are taken into account, as well as his
peculiar capabilities.” Under the sys-
tem the country is ‘organized for a
concerted effort in the only way prac-
ticable; it compels none but
the genuine slackers, w h o
ought to be compelled. A
resolution to oppose it is simply
a refusal by those who make it to play
their part, whatever it may be, in the
great national work which it is the
plain ‘duty of ‘every subjéct to help
perform. We are unwilling to believe
that such was the intention of the
Longshoremen who ' supported this
movement. If it was not, they should
clear themselves, and the first thing
they should do is to repudiate those
who have deliberately deceived them.

BY HOUSEBREAKERS WHO FORC-
ED AN ENTRANCE TO HIS HOME
—POLICE DO 6GOOD WORK.

Housebreaking ' as we read of it in
our local papers, does not contain
many thrills, but it had its full mean-
ing in the scene which was enacted
at the residence of Mr. Frank Steer,
at 21 Military Road at 3.35 o’clock
yesterday afternoon, when two ‘thugs’
of the worst type ever seen in the
city forced an entrance, and on being
caught redhanded at the game, ap-
parently with muyrderous intent,
while in the act of making their es-
cape, attacked Mr. Stcer, and hitting
him with ‘a large bottle, inflicted a
severe head wound which came nigh
to being fatal.

THE ALARM. £

About 2.45 p.m. Mrs. J. F. Lindburg,
whose home is one door east of Mr.
Steer’s, saw two suspicious charact-
ers climb over the fence surrounding
the latter’s backyard, and fearing the
unusual visitors were calling with no
good intent, got in touch with Mr,
Steer at his office over the ’'phone
and . acquainted him of the facts. Mrs.
Frank Rendell, who lives one door
west of Mr. Steer, also noticed the
‘thugs’ but on their going around to
the opposite side of the house thought
they had left the place.

THE ASSAULT.

In the meantime the desperados had
forced an entrance through a window
at the rear of the house, by first
breaking a small hole in a pane of
glass, thus allowing them to unfasten
the patent window catch. On reach-
ing his home, Mr. Steer made a hasty
examination of the two front rooms
and was about to proceed up-stairs
when he observed traces of mud
from dirty boots on the two lower
steps. Being convinced of the fact
that the men were then in the house,
he 'phoned the Central Fire Station
for police assistance, at the same
time keeping an eye on the stairs.
Suddenly, like two wild cats, the
housebreakers, armed with a bottle
and a boot, made a dash for the
the open door, but were intercepted
on their way by Mr. Steer, who un-
fortunately received the full force of
a well aimed blow from the man with
the bottle, which landed about the
left temple, cutting and bruising the
flesh. For a few seconds Mr. Steer
was knocked dizzy, and before he
could regain his strength the villains
had disappeared.

CAPTURED.

About three minutes after the as-
sault had been commited, the Tele.
ram reporter reached the scene, ar-
riving a few minutes in advance of
Sergeant Detective. Byrne who was
accompanied by Constable O'Flaherty.
With but a meagre description of the
culprits, which however satisfied the
officers, they started immediately
on the trail and in less than twenty
minutes landed their men on New
Gower Street, where they were mak-
ing for their rendezvous. On being
searched at the lockup a small burg-
lars’ outfit of simple invention, con-
sisting of a brass chain, a codfish
hook, a brand new sailor's jack knife
with marline spike attached—a dan-
gerous looking weapon, and several
other useful articles were found on
their persons.

CRIMINAL RECORD OF (lLPRlTQ.

The two desperadoes are brothers
and their names are Alexander Mor-
gan, aged 18, and Walter Morgan,
aged 16. Both have bad criminal
records and served several terms in
jail, principally for theft. The elder
is one of the worst characters the
police know of. Only last year he
was dismissed from the Royal Naval
Reserve for a misdemeanor on board
H.M.S. Briton and a few days later
figured in a fish stealing episode and
got six months imprisonment. Nor
has the younger brother an enviable
reputation in police circles, as he is
capable of “lifting” anything he can
lay hands on, from a needle to an
anchor. This lad, it will be remem-
bered, carried on a game of stealing
from hall doors bottles of milk left
by farmers. It is a coincidence that
he was captured red-handed at this
game by Constable O'Flaherty in the
vicinity of the residence they broke
into yesterday. When arrested at the
time the culprit gained much notor-
iety for all the fictitious names he
gave in turn to the authorities.

UP FOR TRIAL TO-DAY.

The prisoners were arraigned for
trial to-day in the Magistrate’s
Court before Mr. Hutchings, K.C.,
J.P., but, at the request of Supt.
Grimes, who is not yet prepared to
proceed with the prosecution, were
remanded for eight days. Meanwhile
the police are conducting a searching
investigation, having information in
their possession that will probably re-
veal that the Morgan brothers partici-
pated in many other house-breaking
and thieving esc¢apadas of late, notably
the robbing of the offertory boxes at
the C. E. Cathedral on Sunday last,
as referred to by us yesterday. Mr.
Frank Steer was called to give evi-
dence to-day while the prisoners
were at the bar for the purpose of
identification. Witness presented a
long jagged cut on the top of his
head near the temple, as a.result of

are priests and nuns to whom in their
hour of need Sr. M. Teresa held out
a helping hand and who without her
motherly care and practical interest
might never have reached the sanc-
tuary and the Cloister. About 20
years ago Sr. M. Teresa was seized by
an incurable malady and for the past
14 years she has been altogether in-
capacitated from work: notwithstand-
ing all that medical  skill' could
achieve, she continued an invalid.
Her patience, resignation and confi-
dence in God during her last illness
were the edification of ‘those who
were privileged to witness her pass-
ing away. Let us trust that at length
her soul has found rest in God's
hright home.

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SMUTS ON GERMANY'S AFRICAN
AMBITIONS.

LONDON, To-day.

A complimentary dinner was given
to-night in honor of General Jan
Christian Smuts, the famous Boer
leader, at which Viscount Milner, the
Earl of Selborne, Sir Leander Starr
Jameson, former Premier of Cape Col-
ony, and other prominent men were
present. General Smuts in his speech |
alluded to Germany’s desire to estab- |
lish a great Central African Empirn-'
and the menace such a scheme would
have been to the whole world. “It
was during my experiences in East
Africa,” said General Smuts, “that m,ﬂ
eyes were opened to the serious dan- |
ger of this plan. In that land there |
was a gigantic possibility in the huge |
population of one of the most valuable |
assets for the creation of the -most |
powerful army the world has ever |
known. We do not know the value |
of a black army. If our statesmen |
had allowed such an army to be|
created it would have proven not only
a serious menace to the future of
South Africa but to the whole civilized
world.” General Smuts said he hoped
this matter would be borne in mind
when a peace settlement came be
made,, and that the league of na-
tions would absolutely forbid the
military training of African natives.

WAR REVIEW.

LONDON, To-day. s
g Although on both the Dritish - and
French fronts the period of virtual in-
acfion continues, except for minor
trench raids by the British and artil-
lery duels. of violence . hetween the
French and Germans, it-is not expect-
ed that these conditions will long
prevail. The offensive of the DBritish
on the Arras front cannot be deem-
ed to have ended until Field Marshal
Haig's men once nr:ore have thrown
their strength against the 2,000 yards
of the Hindenburg line still held by
the' Germans west of Bullecourt and
straightened out their lines for the

the Drocourt-Queant switch line on
which the Germans place dependence
to ward off the advance by their ene-
mies eastward. The last reports had
the British busily engaged consolidat-
ing the gains they had made along the
Hindenburg line. With these com-
pleted the expectation is that another
of the great battles which have mark-
ed the progress eastward of the Brit-
ish will soon be in full sway. Pro-
bably finding their counter attacks
against the French in the region
around Moronvillers, in which they
were repulsed on Monday night with
heavy casualties, was too costly, the
Germans on Tuesday did not renew
their efforts to regain the lost ground,
instead they engaged with the Irench
in violent artillery duels in the re-
gion of Vanelery, on California Pla-
teau, and east of Chevreux, which Jie
between Soissons and Rheims, not
forgetting again to throw numerous
shells into the already devastated
town of Rheims. According to Vienna,
the Italians attempted to advance on
the Isonze, but were stopped by the
Austrians.
