The professor is said to have dis­
covered a secret emulsion which will 
make colour photography possible for 
the million.

For many years colour photography 
has occupied the minds of experts, 
one of the chief problems being to 
make the process. capable of snap­
shot as well as time work. As a result 
of the professor’s discovery, it is 
claimed that the problem has been 
solved, and the exposure can be as 
rapid as with the ordinary emulsion 
—thus fitting the Invention for cinema 
work.

The amateur photographer will 
merely have to provide himself with a 
special camera designed for colour 
work and plates or films covered with 
the secret emulsion. After exposing in 
the ordinary way he will then have 
to reconcile himself to developing 
with three separate solutions, and 
printing will be rather more compli­
cated than with the usual paper, but 
he is promised a result which will re­
produce natural colours without any 
of the crudity of some colour proces­
ses.

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Divers’ Dangers.
There is, at any rate, one post-war 

activity in which Britons have to 
t*ke a back seat

That is as deep-sea divers in the 
work of salving vessels which have 
been sunk by mine or torpedo.

It is here that the Jap shows his 
superiority. The Japanese diver can 
descend to a greater depth than the 
British diver, and, what is more, he 
will remain longer under the water 
without apparent injury to health.

This is no mere boasting claim by 
the Japanese themselves; it is the 
rueful hut- truthful admission of an 
expert with a long association with 
marine salvage work. Few Japan* 
eee divers are engaged at work round 
the coasts of Britain, their activities 
In this direction being mostly confin­
ed to tile Mediterranean.

The greatest depth at which a Brit­
ish diver can wor

out doing himself a serious injury is 
from twenty to twenty-two fathoms 
that is, at the most, 130 feet below the 
surface. Even then our divers can re­
main only a comparatively short time 
at that depth, and they are obliged to 
descend and ascend very slowly to 
prevent the/blood from gushing from 
their bodies.

In some of the Government salvage 
ships what is known as > decompress­
ing chamber is now provided, which 
the diver on ascending can enter and 
gradually become acclimatized to the 
natural atmosphere on the surface. A 
Japanese diver can work with com­
parative comfort at a depth of twenty- 
seven or twenty-eight fathoms, or 
nearly 170 feet below the point where 
the salvage ship is moored, and as a 
rule he is not in such haste to give 
the signât to be hoisted np as his Brit­
ish colleague.

The pressure of the water frequent­
ly has the effect of crumpling up parts 
of the vessel near the spot where the 
torpedo has shattered the sides, and 
sometimes even an ordinary touch 
will cause part of the splintered hull 
to collapse. The danger in such cir­
cumstances of being enveloped by a 
mass of wreckage is ever present

Of His Own Choosing
William Hohenzollem is will­

ing to be tried before an inter­
national court, providing certain 
conditions of his own making 
are complied with by the Allied 
Governments. The ex-Kaiser 
does not ask much, when you 
come to think of it. Only with 
truly German arrogance he de­
mands that the time and place 
be pf his own selection and that 
he be defended by German ex­
perts and lawyers. It is a won­
der that he did not ask that 
the court which will ultimately 
try him be constituted of Ger­
mans. This willingness of the 
All Highest to be arraigned be­
fore a tribunal, practically of 
his own selection, is not calcu­
lated to deceive anybody outside 
Germany. Its purport is obvi­
ous. The Prussian war lord is 
desirous of enlisting sympathy, 
and possibly his object is to 
pave the way for a return to 
Germany with prospects of the 
restoration of Imperial rule. 
The Allies’ refusal to accept 
his offer of trial, under the con­
ditions named will be seized 
upon by the monarchial section 
of the German press, and that 
section forms a considerable 
part, which will pose the exile 
in Holland as a martyr, and will 
also give it an opportunity to 
shriek its head off in condemna­
tion of the Allies.

* * * * * *
Almost simultaneously with 

this announcement, comes news 
from Paris that Holland ex­
presses the determination never 
to give up the ex-Kaiser to trial, 
and a Hague despatch says that

the Dutch Government will 
stick to its original intention to 
refuse all demands of the Allies 
for the extradition of the for­
mer Emperor. The Holland­
aise have long been inclined to 
think that no such demand 
would be made, but now they 
expect it, and are preparing to 
resist. Some powerful influence 
is doubtless behind the Dutch 
intention to refuse extradition, 
for it would not be supposée 
for a moment that a little coun­
try like Holland would defy the 
power of the Entente, if a for­
mal request for the extradition 
of the late ruler of Germany 
were made. Upon what grounds 
Holland expects to base her re­
fusal for the handing over of 
the royal criminal the despatch 
does not set forth. That there 
will be a formidable array of 
documents to buttress Holland’s 
refusal, should it be persisted 
in, seems assured, but what the 
Dutch Government has to gain 
by studied defiance is doubtful. 
The Kaiser, when he fled to 
Holland, was not invited by 
that country to make it an 
asylum of refuge to escape the 
righteous vengeance of the Al­
lies, though the authorities did 
provide him with sanctuary sub­
sequent to his arrival across the 
border, and they may now 
claim that the laws of national 
hospitality do not approve the 
surrender of a guest, even 
though that guest be the arch­
criminal of the' age.

* * * * * *
It is difficult to reconcile the 

ex-Kaiser’s willingness to stand 
trial, with the attitude of Hol­
land. That there is some pos­
sible connection between the 
two cabled announcements is 
obvious. Holland’s persistent 
refusal to hand over Wilhelm 
may be because of a fear that he 
will not get justice, but should 
the Entente agree to the condi­
tions laid down by Mr. Hohen­
zollem, which is not at all like­
ly, the Dutch may, by request, 
allow him to proceed to the place 
of his own selection, which 
might be Amerongen or Berlin 
or anywhere else where senti­
ment is favorable to the late 
Emperor. But if the Allies 
have made up their minds, 
definitely that the course of 
justice is to be kept, and the 
trial proceeded with, Holland’s 
determination not to give up 
the Kaiser will not be allowed 
to stand in the way of bringing 
him before the bar of an out 
raged world to be tried and sen 
tenced according to the magni­

tude of his crimes. When no­
tice is served on the Dutch Gov­
ernment that the ex-Kaiser is 
wanted, he will be handed over 
without parley. It will be safer 
for Holland to do so.

Dear Sir.—May I through the col­

umns of your paper recall to the mem­
ory of the Public a duty, the perfor­
mance of which should not be delayed 
any longer.

1 I refer to the erection of a Memor­
ial to our Glorious Dead.

His Excellency, Sir Alexander Har­
ris, appointed a Committee of the 
Patriotic Association to report on this 
matter, but, I am informed that the 
members of the Committee are by no 
means unanimous, and have not yet 
reported. It is said that a majority 
is In favour of an extensive University 
proposition which may cost several 
hundred thousand dollars to build, and 
tens of thousands yearly to support 
Other schemes are proposed by var­
ious churches in memory of the mem-^ 
berS of their congregations who fell, 
and several places outside St. John’s 
have already erected memorials to the 
men of the locality who made the 
supreme sacrifice. The matter is 
evidently getting out of hand, and it 
would appear that the object we so 
greatly desire—the erection of an im­
pressive monument to those who laid 
down their lives for us in the Great 
War—is in great danger of being lost.

Let us not confuse the issue with any 
utilitarian scheme, but keep strictly 
to our purpose, to erect a memorial. 
Something which will immediately 
and unmistakably bear witness, down 
through the ages to come, that when 
our Empire was In peril, our young 
men willingly offered their lives in 
its defence. A Technical School, Hos­
pital or University may be wanted, 
and as soon as the country can afford 
it, each should be erected for its own 
sake—bet not as a memorial. A genera 
tion, or even ten years hence It 
would be said of a University for In­
stance:—“It is dong splendid work, 
has over a hundred students, and Is 
supported by public subscription, etc.,” 
but would any one think to say that 
it was erected as a memorial? The 
conception of a memorial would be 
lost in the University idea. It can he 
stated as an axiom, that the more 
ultiltarlan a memorial Is, the less it 
becomes a memorial.

I cannot hold with those who say 
that en obelisk, a cross, a group of 
statuary or an arch, erected to com­
memorate a great and noble deed le 
a useless waste of money. What «an 
be more ennobling for the coining 
generations than the constant n 
er that the young men of this genera­
tion fought and fell for a great cause?
I submit, therefore, that it Is a mem­
orial we want, and nothing hut a 
memorial. Two or three years ago I 
suggested that a site should be pre­
pared on the King’s Beach, and on it 
an obelisk, monument,'cross or stat­
uary should be erected bearing upon 
its base in imperishable bronze, the 
names of our her^c dead. I beg now 
to suggest an alternative and

Aerial Lighthouses,i’s Handkerchiefs in Silk and 
plain and initialled. . (

By erecting an aerial lighthouse 
on Hounslow aerodrome the British 
Air Ministry appear t» have taken the 
first step towards the realization of a 
proper service of commercial aero­
planes which will travel by night as 
well as by day.

On several occasions of late ma­
chines arriving from the Continent 
have been greatly inconvenienced by 
the early darkness, with the conse­
quent danger of having to land on a 
strange aerodrome under unfavor­
able conditions.

Many authorities have urged the 
adoption of some form of aerial light­
house, but it has been left to the Air 
Ministry to take practical steps to 
make night flying a commercial possi­
bility.

Each evening for a period at sum- 
set the lighthouse in the aerodrome 
will give a series of flashes, and, -in 
addition, landing flares and search­
lights to Illuminate the aerodrome 
will be operated.

If notification is made to Houn»- 
low illuminations will be' provided 
at any hour of the night for machines 
wishing to land.

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EXTRAORDINARY STAMPS.
The Great War has been responsible 

for many and various issues of pos­
tage stamps, especially since the sign­
ing of the Armistic. All the newly 

( formed States of Europe have com­
peted with each other in the produc­
tion of postal labels, most of which 
have been in the nature of emergency 
or provisional issues. Such issues are 
naturally restricted, and are eagerly 
sought after by stamp Collectors. The 
most extraordinary- of these provision- 

j al stamps is undoubtedly the five 
j kopevs red of the Republic of Lit- 
] tonia, or Lett!and. When the Ger- 
, mans hurriedly evacuated Riga, in 
11918, a parcel of German ordnance 
' stamps was left behind, and were at 
1 once used for the manufacture of 
j postage stamps owing to the dearth 

The size of the maps per­
mitted 228 stamps to be printed on 
the reverse side, the gum being ap*- 
plied to the maps themselves. 'A col­
lection of 71 different maps was 
shown privately this week by R. H. 
Manners. Both from the historical 
and philantelic point of view this 
collection is most interesting, as it 
shows the turn of the tide which swept 
the Invaders out of Riga. Collectors 
will cherish this stamp as a curiosity, 
owing to the map printed on the re­
verse side. This is a very unusual oc­
currence, probably the only other 
case to approach it being when Nicara­
gua, in 1911, printed postage stamps 
on the back of ordinary revenue 
stamps. Russia, too, in 1915, issued 
three stamps, on thick paper, having j 
an inscription on the left which made 
them available as bank notes for sil­
ver currency.

RETURN OF THE PRINCE OF 
WALES.

The Prince of Wales returns from 
his North American trip to take up a 
new position in England, for the ver­
dict of the New World, although not 
readily accepted here in most things, 
is generally right about personalities.
It was thought at first that the visit 
to the United States was a somewhat 
difficult experiment for English Royal­
ty. Every ordinary English visitor 
there knows the circumspection de­
manded in touching on American in­
stitutions and methods, scenery, and 
people. Our diplomatists in America 
have found orange skins and,cellar- 
flaps wherever they moved? The 
Prince, however, seems to have come 
triumphantly through his speeches ' 0f 
and remarks. He has been fairly lo­
quacious and no one has called him 
“reserved." Yet he has made no mis­
takes. If not witty, he was always 
bright, and his look of enjoying every­
thing did the rest In Canada his 
success was quite as great I have 
spoken with several Canadian busi­
ness men who were present at re­
ceptions of the Prince and who knew 
what was being said about him, and 
the general opinion there was that he 
was a live man with a quick uptake.
An instance Of this that I have not 
seen mentioned here may be given.
At one city after the Prince had been 
made an honorary Doctor of Laws the 
Mayor said to him, "Well, Prince, I 
what sort of doctor are you?" The 1 
Prince took in the full import of the 1 
question and replied: “I’m a doctor all1 
right—Would you like a line for a ' 
bottle or a barrel?” This greatly de­
lighted the city.
