Shopkeepers who want to stay in business willl need to 

igure the cost of their goods closely during the next few 
months, otherwise they may be selling goods at a loss and then 
“good night.”

Such goods as Spur, oats, beef, pork, sugar and other bulk 
goods will need careful watching as it is on such goods that 
most losses are made. Receiving a few pounds too little and 
giving a few pounds too many have put the shutters up on 
many a grocery shop.

Besides loss of weight and the consequent loss of profit in 
retailing.pork, flour, sugar, etc., out of bulk, the cost of time, 
bags, twine and paper must be considered and unless these 
costs are figured properly the grocer is within sound of the 
breakers.

Grocers should handle package goods if at all possible, be­
cause the invoice cost of package goods is their actual cost and 
the difference between cost and selling price is actual profit.

Shopkeepers who have carefully figured the retailing costs 
of sugar are selling package sugar, because package sugar pays 
a definite, certain profit—a profit that can be seen; whereas 
the profit on bulk sugar can only be estimated or guessed at.

Mr. De Valera, 
addressing Dali at the outset, claimed 
the Dali could not ratify the pact In 
the sense of making It a legal instru­
ment. All the Dali could do was to 
approve or disapprove, he asserted. 
The Republican President said that he 
would later move “that, Inasmuch as 
the articles of agreement between 
Great Britain and Ireland signed In 
London, do not reconcile Irish Na­
tional aspirations and the association 
of Ireland with the community of na­
tions known as the British Common­
wealth, and cannot establish lasting 
peace between the peoples of the two 
islands, the Dali makes to the British 
the following proposal.” Mr. De Val­
era did not read the proposal, nor was 
it made public, but copies had been 
circulated among the members when 
the motion was made. Mrs. Kate 
O’Callaghan, the first woman mem­
ber to speak, opposed the Treaty. 
“The women of the Dali will vote for

that the settlement as arranged 
was the only possible and reas­
onable solution of the trouble 
that had for so many centuries 
created a division between the 
two peoples. But unexpected 
developments have occurred; 
other obstacles have arisen, the 
discontent this time being be­
tween two sections of Dail 
Eireann or Irish Parliament. 
The titular president of the 
Irish Republic has protested 
the Anglo-Irish Treaty, and in 
protest he is backed by a fol­
lowing in the Dail. There is, 
however, an exceeding strong 
sentiment among Dail members 
that the agreement having been 
ratified by the Imperial Parlia­
ment, should also receive rati­
fication from the Irish Parlia­
ment. An acrimonious debate 
arose over the motion to adopt 
the treaty in the latter, and 
members used heated language 
one to the other. Those in fa­
vor of the Treaty are by no 
means willing to acçept its re­
jection. One Dail member went 
so far as to say that “not a man 
who votes against this treaty, 
but hopes for its. ratification.” 
In other words he charged that 
the fight being made against it 
was only for show and effect. 
Another member challenged 
those disapproving the pact with 
the words, “What Irishman 
would believe that Lloyd George 
had deceived Michael Collins?” 
Thus the protagonists of Ire­
land are at variance among 
themselves. To-day and the an­
nouncement may come that all 
that’s gone before has been of 
no avail, and that far from be­
ing better off as was hoped, the 
green isle may be in a worse 
state of distraction than ever. 
Yet wise counsels may yet pre­
vail and contentment and hap­
piness reign. Sohjote it be.

The big lumps 
pass on down the chute, along a 
smaller gulley, where boys pick out 

I pieces of stone with great agility,

: bars falls on to a moving platform, 
by which it Is carried Into a revolVing 
tapered drum covered with wire of 

■a fairly fine mesh. This shakes out 
. q certain amount of dirt' and very 
fine “duff,” or coal dust.

The coal then passes down yet 
another chut$, towards the end of 
which there is a large Jet of water 

•rushing in. This washes the coal In­
to a sort of tank, where the water is 
kept In constant motion. The stones 
and dirt, being heavier, fall into a

bottom.

M.S. Hampshire with Lord Kitchener 
on board on June 5, 1916, was due, 
either wholly or in part, to informa­
tion supplied to the German Govern­
ment through the instrumentality Of 
a female German -spy named Bible 
Boecker resident in London at the j 
time of the disaster.

It has been alleged with some de­
tail that 'this spy obtained her inform­
ation regarding the forthcoming de­
parture of Lord Kitchener from a Brit­
ish officer, that on obtaining this in­
formation she transmitted it to Ger­
many, and hat for her services she re­
ceived the sum of 19,000 marks from 
the "German Government.

Popular Cakes
for Christmas,

Take %lb. of butter and %lb. of 
castor sugar, and in a basin beat these 
Ingredients to a nice light cream. 
Separate the whites from the yolks of 
four eggs, and drop into the cream one 
yolk at a time, beating each vigorous­
ly lntf> the cream. Then add a teacup­
ful of sweet milk. Mix Si lb. of flour 
with %lb. of ground rice, a teaspoon­
ful of baking powder being also add­
ed. Add these dry things In spoonfuls, 
beating all the time. Beat tl* whites 
of the eggs to a stiff froth, and lastly 
mix them In gently with or without a 
few drops of either lemon or vanilla 
flavouring. Put the mixture Ifato a pre­
pared cake tin,* and bake for one and 
a liait hours In a moderate ovevn.

Fruit Cake.
Into a basin put %lb. of margarine, 

also S41b. Of butter and 11b. of castdr 
sugar, and beat these two with the 
hand or a wooden spoon until the mix­
ture becomes a nice cream. Beat well 
half a dozen of eggs, adding to them 
half a teacupful of milk. Mix on a plate 
li^lb. of flour, with 1S4 teaspoonfule 
Of baking powder. Add a llttlO of the 
flour alternately along with some of 
the egg and milk, and keep on adding 
these Ingredients until they are all 
used up, beating well all the time. To 
the mixture add *41b. of sultanas, Sfclb. 
of currants which have been previous­
ly washed, dried, and picked, also *41b. 
of glace cherries cut In halves. Put the 
mixture into a prepared tin, and bake 
■the cake In a moderate oven from two 
and a half to three hours.

Scotch Current Bun.

Put into a basin 114 hreakfastcup- 
fus of flour and half teaspoonful of 
baking powder, and crumble in 2oz. 
of margarine and 2oz. of dripping. 
Mix these to a paste with cold water, 
then knead. Cut a portion of the paste 
for the top, roll out the remainder 
thinly, and line a well-greased cake 
tin with It. Put into a large basin lib. 
of flour, 141b. of sugar, %oz. of ground 
ginger, 14oz. of cinnamon, and 14oz. 
of Jamaica pepper, a teaspoonful of 
baking soda, a teaspoonful of cream 
of tartar, and half a teaspoonful of 
black pepper. Lightly mix together the 
above ingredients, then add 21b. of 
large blue raisiné (stoned), 2lb. of 
currants, and ,11b. of sultanas (wash­
ed, dried, and picked). Blanche and 
ahred 141b. of almonds and shredl41b. 
of orange peel, mixing these In also. 
Moisten all the ingredients with a 
breakfastcupfnl of milk, and press the 
mixture into the lined cake tin, and be 
sure that the corners are well packed 
and the top of the cake flat., Brush the 
edges with water, roll out the piece 
reserved for the top, and tuck it neat­
ly in at thç edges. Prick the top with 
a fork, brush with egg, and bake in a 
moderate oven from two and a halt to 
three hours.

Pimm Cake.

Wash, dry, and pick 141b. of cur­
rants, also Wb. of sultanas; shred 
141b. of mixed candled peel—lemon 
and orange—and cut up 141b. of glace 
cherries. Beat to a cream %lb. of but­
ter with lib. of castor sugar. Beat well 
eight egge, adding to them a teacupful 
of milk. Mix 1141b. of flour with a 
pinch of ealt, 114 teaspoonfuls of bak­
ing powder, and a teaspoonful of mix­
ed spices, consisting of cinnamon, 
ground claves, and nutmeg. To the 
beaten cream gradually add in small 
quantities the dry things with the eggs 
and milk, beating all thoroughly to. 
gether. Lastly, mix In th^ prepared 
fruit, and bake the cake from two
