Not only Ih London but also through­

out the country there is a growing 
feeling that such festivities as have 
hitherto marked the celebration of 
Àrmistic’Day are not In keeping with 
the day’s true character.

Nyrly a million men from the Em­
pire died In the great War,- and It is 
the "memory of this heroic host and Its 
sacrifice which on November 11 will 
impel min, women, and children In 
every town and village to gather at 
their war memorials and with bowed 
heads share the Great Silence. There 
are in this country. to-day hundreds 
of thousands of people whose hearts 
still ache with thé loss of dear ones 
in the war, and it Is not difficult to 
understand how altogether alien to 
their thoughts on Armistice Night are 
fancy-dress balls, banquets, and other 
revels which have been indulged In 
on Armistice Nights in the past.

On Armistice Day the consciousness 
of bereavement suffered during the 
four most terrible years in the na­
tion’s history is more deeply stirred 
than at any other time, and it is this 
fact which, in the opinion of many 
people everywhere, makes unnatural 
and incongruous any sort of expres­
sion of the festive spirit almost im­
mediately after solemn services of re­
membrance.

Sir las Hamilton.
The Bishop of London, who will 

conduct the service at the Cenotaph, 
said to a Daily Mail reporter yester­
day:

I am of the opinion that Armistice 
Day and Night should be observed in 
the tone of the Cenotaph service.

General Sir Ian Hamilton declared 
that there was ample excuse for pub­
lic rejoicing and merriment on the 
original Armistice Day. He said:

The ebullition of wild Joy then was 
perfectly natural, and so also were the 
celebrations at night. There were 
many men home on leave fresh from 
facing death. There were many men 
going back who had thought that they- 
might never see their girls again. 
They-could well dance; it was human 
nature that they should be merry.

At a time like that I myself would 
have joined in a “beano”—but I would 
not now go to a ball on Armistice 
Night.

that of their heroes, bade them godspeed with smiles and words 
of cheer, thus hiding their feelings of anxiety and distress, in or- 
jfer to make the parting easier for their men.
:, Then "the four years of slaughter and suffering and untold 
discomfort for those engaged in the fighting on land and sea, and 
for those at home, privatibn, weaçy waiting and yatching, with 
the dread constantly before tl\eto of the message that would tell 
of a loved one who had made the supreme sacrifice.

At last, at the eleventh hour of November 11th, 1918, when 
it seemed that the limit of human gndutance had been reached, 
hostilities ceased as suddenly às tîey had begun. An hour for 
rejoicing? Yes, becaflse the order to cease fire came only when 
aij relentless enemy had capitulated and victory was ours, but the 
Empire's joy wa»»blended too largely with the Empire’s grief 
|6r the million who had fallen to permit the occasion to be mark­
ka by hilarious outbursts and festive celebrations, v

As a Day of Thanksgiving it should be perpetuated, as a day 
of remembrance of the dept the world owes to those gallant men 
apd women who for the rest of us gave their all, or who even to­
day are still handicapped in their struggle for existence by the 
injuries they received while they held the foe in check.

To-day, for the first time in the seven years that have pass- 
since the cessation of hostilities, we have reason to believe 

|at peace is really an accomplished fact, and that so far as it 
humanly possible a recurrence of war between the great na­

tions of the world has been prevented. The Locarno Pact is a 
|itumph of statesmanship, but let us trust that.it has been in­
spired by something loftier and far more binding than diplo­

When they were expelled from Tur­
key they were allowed to take about 
$160. Their property was nationalized 
and their Jewels and property con­
fiscated. These fugitives include 35 
princes and princesses of the House 
of Osman, three Shelks-ul-Islatn, a 
former Grand Vizier, many cabinet 
ministers, two court chamberlains, 
half a score of editors, many arifly and 
navy officers and a number of high 
government officials.

One of these Turkish noblemen, 
Djemal Bey, a former minister of the 
Interior, finding it Impossible to make 
a living In Europe, returned to Tur­
key. He surrendered to the authori­
ties, was sent to Angora, and imme­
diately tried for treason. He was 
found guilty and was executed. Many 
like him would like to return to Qietr 
homeland rather than starve abroad, 
but know they will suffer the same 
fate,, ând so they continue to live In 
poverty lh European citlee.
