Assessing Bank Stock.—Bank Stock 
in the Province of Ontario has heretofore 
been exempted from municipal taxation, 
by a provision in the Assessment Act that 
it should not be taxed as long as there 
was a special tax on circulation. As the 
latter has been done away with by the 
Banking Act of 1870, several municipali­
ties have been this year including bank 
stock in their assessments of personal 
property. The parties interested have in 
some cases appealed. At Kingston, 
Judge Burrawes decided in favor of the 
legality of the assessment.

Adjoining 
the Committee room is a smaller apart­
ment, to be used should the Commission­
ers desire to retire for consultation. The 
following gentlemen have been subpeenaed 
to appear to-morrow to give evidence :— 
Sir Francis Hincks, Messrs. Andrew, 
Allen, Starnes, Beaubien, and Dr; Belle- 
feuille, the latter two being respectively 
Vice-President and Secretary of the 
Northern Colonization RailwayCompany. 
Sir Francis is described as much put 
about by things as they are, and conse­
quently in very bad humor.

The correspondent of the Hamilton 
Times has it that a conspiracy is said to 
be hatching at Ottawa under the manage­
ment of Sir John, aided by Hugh Allan, 
for the purpose of blinging a charge 
of some sort against Hon. Geo. Brown, 
in order to divert attention from their 
own ease.
