We think it was unfortunate that 
Mr. Edgar was nominated at all. He 
could not be made aware "of the per­
sonal rivalries existing, or of the 
real state of aflairs in the Riding, 
and therefore he cannot be held re­
sponsible for the defeat. But- those 
who proposed and pressed his no­
mination are responsible, and before 
they took such a grave step thev 
should have been well assuzed of 
their success. Besides, the feeling 
is gaining ground that we have al- 
, ready as many members residing in 
Toronto as we should have. Mr. Ed­
gar is a good, reliable Reformer, and

Yesterday morning the presiding ma­
gistrate of the quiet city of Chinhai was 
aroused from his dreamy slumbers by thtf 
appearance of a wife-deceived and aveng­
ing husband, who produced from a cloth 
•wrapper two human heads, which repre­
sented his wife and guilty companion. 
One version of the tragedy runs thus :— 
The injured husband had, through his 
employment upon a steamer, been absent 
from home for very long periods of 
time, during which the cause of evil 
was contracted, and at the close of the 
old year the husband returning home to 
enjoy the usual, festivities found bis 
neighborhood all alive with the story of 
his wife’s unfaithfulness. These live 
coals of tale-bearing gave additional heat 
to his anger, but he contrived to conceal 
his feelings from his wife, and hurriedly 
left home under the pretence of going to 
Hankow, but instead of leaving he, with 
a few trusty friends, secreted himself 
in the neighborhood, prepared to,obtain 
a cruel redress before the lire of his 
anger cooled down. The unfortunate 
man, ignorant of the fatal trap, entered 
the house of the woman, and both being 
surprised were secured by the watchers, 
who speedily severed their heads from 
their bodies and carried the former to 
the district magistrate. There will be 
a trial, but the whole piece of legislation 
is a mockery. The guilt or innocence of 
the murdered will vbe decided by test., 
Both heads will be put into a large tub 
of water, and set in motion by vigorous 
stirring. If the"heads meet face to face, 
behold a clear proof of guilt ! If not, 
then all the worse for the avenger. Such 
is the power of custom—custom more 
cruel than law—for it demands the death 
if both. It is said that if a man had 
but killed the intruder he would be lia­
ble to punishment for murder. But 
having effected a double murder, he 
escapes with a mere formal whipping 
and receives a reward of $20,000 cash. 
The district, to purge itself of such evil, 
destroys the bodies of the death by cre­
mation, and the very piece of ground 
rendered unclean by the evil must be 
plowed up before the virtuous will ven­
ture to dwell there.—Shanghai Courier.

In the oonree ef a few days more we
will have our great school for the train­
ing of Canadian farmers, open and in 
full blast. The whole of the machinery 
is not yet in the J^est order, many things 
require to be done and arranged before 
the pupils can have the full advantage 
which the Institution is designed to be­
stow. If the College and farm be man­
aged as they ought to be, the country 
will, no doubt, receive much benefit from 
the establishment of such a school in this 

, country. The occupation of the farmer 
is one of the most important in every 
countnr. It is the foundation and sup­
port of all other occupations and pur­
suits, and ought to receive the greatest 
degree of attention at the hands of the 
Government. There is no other profes­
sion for which â more careful and scien­
tific training ought to be provided. If 
there be no real wealth save that coming 
from the soil, then it is plain that there 
cannot be a too. diligent prenaration on 
the part of those who intend to pursue 
the profession of the Agriculturist. The 
necessity for a peculiar training to qualify 
young men for pursuing -this branch 
of business with almost assured 
success, has long been felt, acknowledg­
ed, and to- some extent acted upon in 
various countries in the world. Since 
the time that the science of chemistry 
was successfully turned in this direction, 
the necessity of educating the young far­
mer in a knowledge of the materials with 
which he has to deal, became at once 
apparent, ^pd in some instances steps 
were taken to meet the want. Since the 
researches and analysis of such men as 
Liebig laid bare the nature of various 
soils, the elements of which they were 
composed, the different kinds of food 
which the various plants drew from 
them, the consequent exhaustion and 
sterility that must follow an injudicious 
and unskilled routine of crops, the vari­
ous ways in which the soil may be re­
compensed for the nutritious elements 
or ingredients withdrawn in the growth 
and maturity of plants, and the chemical 
qualities of the various manures fully 
understood, the necessity for agricultu­
ral colleges, the scientific farming has 
become much more evident. From the 
want of such knowledge as th'e skilful 
agriculturalist can impart, many farms 
in the finest parts of Canada are now in 
a partially non-productive state, or as 
the farmer says, they are worn out. But 
there is no necessity for any good land 
ever becoming worn out. The agricul- 

, turaliet who understands chemistry can 
tell to a wonderful nice degree of ap­
proximation the amount of nutritive ele­
ments and ingredients of which a field 
has been deprived by the production of 
a certain number of tons of a particular 
crop, and with equal certainty can he 
tell the quantity of different kinds of 
manure necessary to restore the waste. 
Under scientific farming, therefore, and 
with skilful alteration of crops, this ex­
haustion of the soil never does take 
place. It was to impart this knowledge 
of the components of the various soils, 
the best mode of treating each, the ele­
ments that enter into the composition of 
the various grains and other crops, the 
extent to whiclra soil is deteriorated by 
wheat, for instance, as compared with 
turnips, and the best manure to apply 
to restore its'fertility, that the Govern­
ment of the Hon.* Sandfield Macdonald 
took measures for the erection of a 
school "of agriculture and the purchase of 
a model farm. These are now about to 
be opened under their successors, and it 
is to be hoped that the young men of 
Ontario will avail themselves largely of 
this privilege. There is no pursuit nobler 
in itself, more advantageous to the coun- 
tty, more conducive to the growth of a 
manly independence, and the develop­
ment of moral principles than that; of 
agriculture, and every friend of his 
counpry will desire to see it fostered and 
improved by the application of every 
gitimate means, which the Government 
can bring to bear upon it.

The Mutuals played their first cham­
pionship game with the Uhioago White 
Stockings at Chicago on Wednesday, and 
defeated them by a score of 11 to 10.

The Bostons won an easy victory over 
the Athletics at Philadelphia on Wed­
nesday, defeating them by a score of 18

Weston’s Walk.—Weston has not 
done what he set out to do, but he 
has still performed the tremendous feat 
of walking 430 miles in six days. It is 
unfortunate that he did not more accu­
rately estimate his own powers, and it is 
to be hoped that next time, instead of 
promising more than he can perform, he 
will perform more than he has promised. 
Financially, however, his feat was quite 
a success. His receipts for the week 
exceed $8,000, which will leave him, 
after his expenses are paid, a net gain of 
85,000.

Fob the Nobth West.—The steamer 
Manitoba left Sarnia on Thursday even­
ing on her second trip for Fort William 
and Duluth. She had a large number 
of passengers, principally well-to-do 
farmers from Western Ontario, who 
intend settling in Manitoba. (.They took 
with them horses, waggons, and agricul­
tural implements of the most improved 
kind. They have a large number of very 
fine blooded cattle, which will be quite 
acquisition to the new Province.

The Tempebanob Cbdsade. — The 
women’s temperance crusade in the 
United States has received a check. 
Some of the women engaged in blocking 
up the streets in Cincinnati were recently 
arrested and brought before the Police 
Court. The Judge dismissed the case 
but added the warning that if the ladies 
persisted in their annoyance they would 
be held subject to fine and imprisonment.

More Leakage.
By slow degrees, but very surely, the 

irregularities of the late Government are 
m coming to light. Under their adminis­

tration even Judges were induced to act 
illegally and take.money from the Trea­
sury to which they had no right. The 
most recent instance is that of Judge 
Bosse, of the Province of Quebec, who,

1868, drew three hundred dollars ; in
1869, the sum of three hundred and 
forty-two dollars ; the same amount in
1870, and three hundred and twelve 
dollars "i 1871, to which he had no claim 
or title whatever. He obtained those 
varionà sums nominally for travelling ex­
penses, but as he was not by law entitl­
ed, to travelling expenses, he was simply, 
with tfite connivance of the Government, 
obtaining money illegally. Now that 
the matter has been fully exposed, it is 
proposed to institute proceedings against 
him for the sums so obtained, and force 
him to make restitution; It is high 
time, not only that these leakages should 
be stopped, but that the process of dis­
gorgement should actively commence.— 
Hamilton Times.

Crop Prospects in the States.:—In 
the Chicago Times of last Saturday we 
find 160 special telegrams, dated May 
15th, in reference to the crop prospects, 
from the mast important points in States 
of Illinois, Iowa, Wisconsin, Indiana, 
Minnesota and Michigan. The prospects, 
judging from these reports covering the 
great grain-producing region of the north­
west, is most encouraging for a large 
yield of all the cereals. In the winter 
wheat-growing regions the crop is general ly 
looking well ; a few counties in Michigan 
report wheat badly winter-killed ; in 
other counties it is looking unusually 
promising. Corn in the States named is 
about half planted, and it is expected the 
usual breadth will be devoted to this 
great staple. In the more western States 
there has been plenty of rain, and the 
season is everywhere unusually backward, 
which has delayed corn planting. •

Wool Prospects.—A Sarnia merchant 
received, the other day, a communica­
tion from an extensive wool broker, giv­
ing it as his opinion that “ wool will rule 
low this season, so as to ship under low 
tariff, and will be bought at 28 to 30, and 
not over 31 cents. Four largo concerns1, 
that used Canadian wools, have failed, 
in consequence of the financial panic on 
the other side. They used over one- 
third of all the combing wool grown in 
Canada. They will not be in the market 
this season.1' The above opinion will in. 
form our farmers upon an important 

, point,.which they will be considering in 
a few days. It is that of-a dealer who 
considers it his duty to keep himself 
well posted on wool matters. Opinions 
differ, however, on the subject, for 
another dealer says :—“The prospects 
are good. The stock on hand is light, 
and in Boston the price is about three 
cants per lb. more than at this time 
last year. Present ruling prices 60 to 
62$ cents, American currency.”

The first stone of the new Ba; ist 
Church, on the corner of Jarvis and 
Gerranl Streets, Toronto, was turned on 
Monday by Dr. Castle, pastor, in the 
presence of a large gathering. The build­
ing will cost about $60,000, and will 
have the latest improvements in ventila­
tion, &c., the seats being constructed in 
semicircular shape on a rising floor.
