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THB LIBERAL DEFEAT.

The orisis in Great Britain has come
sooner than was anticipated. It has been
for a long time seen that the Government
was doomed, but it was expected to drag
out a sickly and feeble existence some
weeks, or perhaps months, longer. Its ma-
jority had dwindled to such an extemt that
iv was never sure of being sustained in the
Huse of Commons, and its moral strength
in the country seems to have diminished in
even a greater proportion than ite numerical
stcength in the legislature. The bye.elec-
tions have gone againat the Liberals almost
continuously for some time. Where they
have not lost a seat their man has been re,
turned by an ominously diminished major-
ity. Then the divisions amongst themeelves
have weakened them in the country, as well
as in the House. When it was known that
they could not count upon a solid Irish con-
tingent, and when there were many and
very plain indications that the English and
the Sootoh supporters of the Government
were uneasy and discontented, the opinion
became general that the defeat of the Gov-
ernment was only a question of a few days,
more or less, Latterly it came to be be-
lieved that Mr. Gladstone was no longer in
sympabhy with the Government, and that
belief deprived them of the little prestige
they had remaining. Mr. Gladstone’s
name has been to the Liberals for some time
paet a tower of strength ; deprived of his
countenance they are very poor indeed.

It is this loss of moral strength that
makes the defeat of Friday so very dis-
astrous. If the Liberals felt themselves
strong in the country they would be apt to
say that their opponents had obtained en
the queation of the reduction of the war
secretary’s salary a snap verdiot, and they
would refuse to accept the defeat as final.
And there would be some reason for the con-
tention. Half the members were not present
when the vote was taken, and the matter
voted upon was one of comparatively
emall importance. Bat in its present de-
bilitated oondition a blow that in other oir-
cumstances would do it but little harm,
may, and probably will, prove fatal.

It is evident that the Liberals as a party
are greatly disheartened and are not in a
position to appeal to the country. Aoccord-
ing to present appearances their defeat is
cortain. They are sure to be beaten, and
the only question with them at present is,
how badly? There will be a large majority
against them in England, Scotland appears
to be disgusted with Liberal rule, Wales
will perhaps give them a majority, but they
oan no longer depend upon carrying eighty
odd seats in Ireland. Itis admitted that
there will be a majority against them, and
as many read the signs of the times thab

majorisy, will be very large, It o hard, to

868 how she Liberals can make a good fight,
They will be depressed by the conviotion
that the country is against them. The ques-
tion of Home Rule for Ireland is not popular
in Great Britain, and the question of the
abolition of the House of Lerds does nob
seem to be & burning one even ameng the
Liberals themselves. They, therefore, go
to the country without a cry, witheut
prestige, and, if Mr, Gladstone’s strength is
not more than human, without a leader.

FREB-TRADBRS THESTED.

The free trade principles of the free
traders of Cape Colony were not able to
stand what does not appear to be a very
severe strain. Enterprising Australians,
not long ago, began to send meat to Cape
Colony. The Aastralian meat was sold in
the Cape market at a price with which the
Cape farmers and graziers declared they
could not compete. To allay the discontent
that had arisen the Legislature imposed a
duty of two pence a pound on preserved and
salted meats. But the Australians were not
to be baulked by this device, They began
to send frozen meat, on which there was no
duty, to Cape Colony. On this the cattle
ralsers and sheep farmers of the Cape set up
a loud' outery, The cheap Australian mut-
ton drove Cape mutton out of the market,
No one would pay a high price for
Cape mutton ~when he oonld get
Australian  mutton for less than
half the money. Would the Government
see the Cape graziers ruined in order to &n-
rich those of Australia? There was no use
in arguing against what was known to be a
stern fact. Mutton could not be raised at
the Cape for the price at which Australians
were prepared to supply the Cape market.
The free trade ministers and the free trade
members of the Legislature were obliged to
succumb to outeide pressure. An important
native industry must not be sacrificed in
order that the Inhabitante of the towns
might get cheap mubbon and other meat. A
prohibitive duty was, with the consent of
men who- were theoretically free traders,
imposed  on frozen meats. ¢ Sir Gordon
Sprigg, who is theoretically a free trader,
justified the action of the Cape Government
on the ground that the farmers of the colony
would be roined if Australian meat
were suffered to ocome in free, and
the revenue would consequently puffer,
Mr. Rhodes and other members of the
Government appear to have acquiesced
in this view, and in the preliminary debate,
of which alone the full account has reached
this - country, only one member of the
Assembly, Mr. Tamplin, was found to de-
fend the theory of free trade and cheap food.
Mr. Rhodes frankly owned himself to be an
opportunist in this matbter, and attributes
bis ability to open the markets of South
Afrioca to the manufactures of Great Britain
largely to the fact that there are no manu-
facturing interests to compete with in South
Africa.” :

It is evident, therefore, that in South
Africa, s well as in Canada, the United

States and the great majority of oivilized
nations, abstract theories of free trade, how-
ever logical they may be, must give way to
what the majority of the people know and
feel to be their intereats. *¢Self-preserva-
tion is the first law of nature” holds good
in trade as well as in everything else.

S8HORT SIGHTED.

The organ of the Opposition here takes a
very peculiar position on the Manitoba
sohool question. It supposesthatthe Legisla-
tare of Manitoba is required by the remedial
order to establish separate schools in the
Province and to have no voice in the regula-
tion of those schools or in the way in
which the public money expended om
them is to be spent. Our contempor-
ary of course does nob quote the remedial
order. Iois very questionable whether the
writer of such rubbish ever read that order.
When it shows from the terms of the order
that the Government is to have no control
over the schools it establishes, it may ex-
pect reasonable people to believe what
it asserts, but not until then. Separate
schools exist in Ontario, but they are regu-
lated and inspected by Government.
And if Manitoba established & sys-
tem similar to that of Ontario it is
ocertain it would be held, both by the Do-
minion Government and the Roman Cath-
olics of the Dominion, to have complied
with the terms of the remedial order. The
Government of Manitoba knows this very
well, for although it objects to the separate
sohools because thoseinoperation in the Pro.
vinoe previous to 1890 were ineffsotive and
badly managed, it does not offer to estab-
lish a system which will be o regu.
lated that it will be effective. Why
has ib pot done this? Simply because the
Leader of the Government and his colleagues
know that the power to regulate and super-
vise the schools is necessarily involved in
the power to establish them, and that if
they oconsented to have a law enacted to
establish separate schools to be eontrolled in
all things secular by the Government, they
would be immediately taken at their word.
This is precisely what the intelligent men
of the minority want, and the stricter
the supervision, and the more efficient the
schools the better they will be pleased.

Bat it is easy to peroeive that the Times
wante to see the school diffieulty intensified.
It is evidently too ahallow to ses that the
Opposition are, as regards this question, in
precisely the same position as the Govern-
ment. The corisis that would cause the
breaking up of the Conservative party on
this question would effectually prevent the
aocession to power of the Liberal party as it
is ab present organized.

4 HOPELESS TASK,

The Japanese in attempting to reform
Korea have a big contract in hand. The
country has been misgoverned so long that

The chief agent of pelitical change -in the
country appears to be murder. When a
public man is for any cause obnoxious to the
powers that be he is secretly put out of the
way as speedily as possible. The Vice Min-
ister of Justice stood in the way of the am.
bition of a rising man and he was assassin-
ated. As just now reform is the order of
the day in Korea an inquiry wae made into
themurder and it appeared that the Tai- Wen-
Kun, an old and experienced statesman,
was implicated in the bad business, ‘¢ No-
body .imagined that the motive of the
crime,” writes one well acquainted with
Korean methods, * lay deeper than the old

obstructive and inconveniently influential
official.” The inquiries into this murder
brought to light a conspiracy to overturn
the whole Government. The plot was a
cunning and a complicated one, and the de.
sigus of the plotters were to be carried out
by fostering rebellion. The discovery led
to the fall in disgrace of the Tai-Wen-Kun,
but that is but a very short step in the re-
forms that must be made before Korea be-
comes a country fit for civilized men to live
in in peace and security. *‘The whole of
officialdom,” we are told, ‘‘seems to be
honeycombed with corruption and crime.”
The country is in a miserable condition. In
the provinces which were lately the seat of
rebellion ¢ the charred ruins of houses and
the corpses of men and women are seen
everywhere. Sometimes throughout miles
of country no living thing remains, Yet,
according to Japanese reports, the local
officials ply their trade of meroiless oppres.
sion as relentlessly as ever. Nob “only . are
they indifferent -to the sufferings of the
destitute but they make_wholesale arrests of
innocent men on charges of complicity with
the Tonghaks (vhe rebels), the sole objeot
being to extort money. In every local prison
from fifty to seventy -of such victims are
said to be incarcerated, and in some districte
80 many of the inhabitants are confined that
the rice harvested last autumn remains still
unhulled and lies stored in the galleries.
Small wonder that mob agitation is begin-
ning to add another evil feature to the sitna-
tion,” ) '

The writer of the letter of which the
above is an extract says that the dimensions
of the task that Japan has undertaken grow
more formidable the more closely it is
studied. Itis tobe regretted for the sake
of humanity that the Japanese were not per-
mitted to take complete possession of Korea.,
Itis olear that it was theirs by right of
oconquest, and if it were nov for foreign in-
tervention ib would have become virtually
if not actmally part of the Kmpire of Japan.
If the - country were under Japanese rule, it

As a rule
the butter sent to British Columbia from
Manitoba is of very inferior quality ; dairy
butter is now selling from uhree to ten
cents, and creamery at fifteen cents. If
possible all this is to be remedied ; the
farmers are to be taught the art of butter
making and butter shipping. The butter
shipped from Manitoba this year will not be
28 much as in former years on account of the
numerous cheese factories starting up. Mr,
Macdonald is highly in favor of butter being
shipped in sealed tins and each couple of
pounds of the contents being in separate
rolls. To his surprise he finds the jobbers
do not approve of this, all asking that the
butter be sent in small tubs. Victoria ocon-
sumes about four times as much Manitoba
butter as Vancouver does. Mr. Macdonald
will leave for the capital on Sunday.

The shares of the Knights of Labor co-
operative store still continue to be sold, and
it seems an assured fact that the store will
be started. The Vancouver Labor Council
are considering the advisability of starting
a paper devoted to the interests of labor.

In spite of a great scarcity of water a
clean-up has been made at the Cariboo mine
which is, taking all things into considera-
tion, very satisfactory ; the result of 172
hours’ run being $14,310, or 66 pounds 3
ounces of gold.

HoLTENAU, June 21.—Emperor William
visited the Russian armored cruiser Rauri-
katk at three this morning and subsequently
laid the last stone of the Baltic and North
sea canal in the presence of many thousands
of spectators. The weather was brilliant.
The ceremony took place in the open air,
and not in the lighthouse adjoining the
sluice as at first contemplated. The scene of
the ceremony was embellished by handsome
designs in landscape gardening and the light-
house standing close to the spot showed
three bronze reliefs of Emperor William I,
Frederick III, and William II.

Under the relief medallion of Emperor
William II is a black marble tablet, on which
is engraved in gilv letters ¢ His Majesty
Emperor William I laid the corner stone of
the Baltic canal on June 3rd, 1887, and ac-
companied his blow with the hammer by
the words ; ¢ In honor of united Germany,
o her mdoot welfare and her might and

The lighthouse and block of masonry into
which the Emperor placed the finishing
ttone were surrounded by enormous scaffold-
ings and afforded seats for 15,000. In lay-
ing the stone to-day the Em})eror said *¢in
the memory of Emperor William the greab,
the canal is Kaiser Wilhelm’s canal.” His
Majesty then tapped tha stone three times
with the mallet, saying * In the name of the
Triune God, in honor of Emperor William,
%o the weal of Germany and the welfare of
nations.”

The Kaiser has issned an antograph letter
to Dr. Boetticher, Prussian minister of the
interior, in which he says: *¢ After the
opening day of the Baltic canal, I feel my-
self under the necessity of expressing to youn
my imperial thanks and sin gratitude

th which

sm sending you my bust in marble. The
sight of this will ever remind you that
I feel that my warm thanks are your due
for the signal services you have so de-
votedly rendered to my grandfather and
father, now resting in God, and which I
hope may long be preserved, both to myself’
and to the Fatherland.”

secretary. Mr. Bannerman eulogized
the services of the Dake of Cambrid
and said he had seen it written that the
Duke was an impedimient in the way of
army reforms. Continuing, the secretary of
state for war said thab twens-ﬂve years ago
the Dake had not fa fundamental
changes in the army, but when they ‘were
introduced he frankly accepted them, and
waa ready to acknowledge the benefite de-
rived from them. .

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A SBRIOUS CRISIS.

It is not difficult to see that there is ab
present a very important crisis in the affairs
of the Dominion. The refusal of the Mani-
toba Legislature to act in accordance with
the remedial order has placed both political
parties in an extremely difficult position.
Those who sympathise with the Manitoba
minority, partioululy the men who repre-
sent the province of Quebec, independently of
party, evidently intend to insist upon it that
Parliament shall immediately use the power
with which it is invested by the constitution
to enact a law whioh will remedy the griev-
ance of which that minority complains. It
is very clear that this canno$ be done with-
out creating an agitation which will be felt,
and that severely, from one end of the Do-
minion to the other.

Ib is not generally understood that some
of the provinces are mnobt free to
enact such laws as the majority
of their inhabitants consider best
suited to their several circumstances. The
provincial jurisdiotion on the subject
of education in these provinces is
not exclusive. It is subject to certain very
important limitations. In those provinces
in which separate sohools existed previous
to or at the time of confederation they must,
if the minority insist upon it, be continued.
This has been pretty clearly understood
from the first. Separate schools were es-
tablished in Onterio and Quebec when
those provinces became confederated. Sep-
arabe schools cannot be abolished in those
provinoces without the consent ef the minor-
ity as long as the present constitution of the
Dominion is in force. It was contended that
Manitoba was aleo in this position when she
entered the Confederation, but it has been
decided that she was not.

It has also been decided that if
separate schools are established in
a province after it has entered the
Dominion they ocannot be abolished if
the minority objeots, This is the case cf
Manitoba. The first school law enacted
in Manitoba after it became a province es-
tablished separate schools.  That law was
in foroe nineteen years,when it was repealed
and the denominational or separate schools
abolished. The minority in Manitoba,
which happens to bs Roman Catholic, pro-
tested against being deprived of the privi-
leges it had enjoyed so long, and tried to
recover them. The constitutionality of the
law depriving the Roman Catholios of their
schools was tested in the courts., It wasde-.
oided by the Judicial Committee of the
Privy Council that it was constitutional and
then, as many supposed, there was an end
of the Manitoba school question. But,they
were mintaken. As we have already said,
the conmstitution provides that when educa-
tional privileges which a minority has en-
joyed under - confederation are, taken
from it those composing that minority have
a right to apply te the Dominion Govern-
ment for remedial legislation; and Parlia-
ment is empowered to enact a remedial
law. The Manitoba minority taking advan-
tage of this provision of the constitution ap-
plied for remédial legislation. Its right to
do this was guestioned and an appeal was
again made to the courts. It was decided
by the Judicial Committee of the Privy
Council that the Roman Catholics of Mani-
toba have a grievance and that it is in the
power of the Parliament of the Dominion to
remedy that grievance. In accordance with
this decision the *‘remedial order” was
made out and submitted to the legislature
of Manitoba. This *‘ remedial order,” what-
ever its form may be, was in effect a request
to consider the case of the religious minority
of the province and to remedy the grievance
of which it complained by enacting a law

which would place the Roman Catholics of'

the province in the same position as re-
gards education as they were in previous to
the enactment of the school law of 1890,
which took from them their separ-
ate schools. As our readers know
the Manitoba Legislature have refused to
comply with the terms of this order. This
is' the position in which the Manitoba
school question now stands. The Legisla-
ture of Manitobs having refused to remedy
what the Roman Catholics of the province
oonsider a serious grievance, they and their
friends now look to the Dominion Parlia-
ment for rédress, - Our Obtawa correspond-
ent informs us that the situation in Uttawa
in critical. The French Conservative mem-
bers press for remedial legislation, and we
infer from what he says that some of the
English speaking Conservative members are
opposed to the Government taking immedi-
ate aotion 'in the matter. It is not to be
supposed that those composing the Oppo-
sition are more united on this subject than
are the supporters of the Government. They
have the same opposing principles to carry
oub and precisely the same diffioulties to
. face, Each of the members will feel in.
clined to act according to hia convictions,
and he will also have to conzider how his
- constituents will regard any action
he may - teke. Moch more import-
.anb than their own individual intérest,
they will all, Conservative and Liberal,
have to consider how any course which Par-
liament may see fiv to take in the matter
will affect the whole Dominion. A strain is
for the first time to be put upon the consti-
tation of the Dominion. The question can-
nob now be submitted to the courts of law.
It has passed that stage. It musb be de-
cided by the representatives of the people or
by: the people themselves. Their modera-
tien, their good sense and their patriotism
are moon, we feel satisfied, to be pat to the
boet.” If moderate and patriotic coussels do
nod prevail it is not difficult to see looming
in “the distance a bitter religious conbest
which will engender ill-feeling and ocreste
disturbance, but which cannot possibly ben-
efitiany party or any denomination. ' Iv Is

devoutly to be hoped that the leading men
of the Dominion will set the example of
tolertion and generous forbearance and that
the people themselves will see that she time
has come when the welfare of. the country
depends upon their meeting those with
whom they differ in such & way as will
facilitate a fair and reasonable settlement of
this very delicate and very difficuls sukject.

AN ADVOOATE OF PRACSH.

The speech which the Emperor of Ger-
many delivered at Hamburg on Wednesday
must be comforting and resssuring to the
people of the whole of Europe. Its text
seems to have been the beautiful prayer
that occupied a very conspicuous place in
the banquetting hall—¢¢ Give peace in our
time, O, Lord ! "—for from the first word
to the last, it appeared to be inspired by
the spirit of peace. Such a speech from a
potentate who may with truth be said to
have the issnes of peace and war in his hand,
is truly significant. And there is every
reason to believe that he was sincere in
every word he uttered. It was when he
first ascended the throne doubted whether
the young Emperor was really the friend
and advocate of peace thab he professed to
be. Ib was supposed that it was his ambi-
tion to be & war lord ; thab he longed to be
the leader of armies, and ardently
desired military fame. = But  these
doubts and suppositions have been proved
to be groundless. The Emperor's policy
hae from the first been a policy of peace. It
isnow evident that his object in making

which all were deeply interested, were
being agitated.” :

‘“Then you do not consider the trade
question of sufficient importance 1

*No,” said the professor. ** The attitude
of the Liberal party is too uncertain.

WHAT IS THOUGHT OF THR
REPLY.

The newspapers of the East treat ¢ Mr.
Greenway'sreply” with moderation and good
temper. Its inadequacy and ite weakness
are noticed by many of them. The Daily
Mail and Empire says :

The point at which disapproval is ex.
pressed has reference to the view that the
Federal power has proposed that the educa-
tional infirmities of 1890 be restored. This
idea was advanced by Mr. Sifton during his
campaign in Ontario, and no doubi Mr.-
Greenway felt that ie ought not t5 pass it
aver.

" Bubib requires a strained interpretation
of the Dominion suggestion to enable one to
reach the conolusion that Manitoba has been
asked to re-establish inefficiency where in-

Germany even more formidable than it was
in his grandfather’s time was to ensure
peace.

The great enterprise whese completion
he was celebrating with such pomp and
ceremony and with such rejoicings is a
work of peace. It isintended to facilitate
communication and to promote trade, and
other nations will in all probability receive
a8 much or nearly as much benefit from it
as Germany itself. To unite the Baltic Sea
with the North Sea by a short and a safe
waterway along which ships of all sizes and
of every nation may sail without delay or
impediment, is a truly beneficient enter-
prise. It will have the effect of saving
thousands of lives and of preventing the loas
of much valuable property. It will, no
doubt, be profitable to the nation that con-
structed it, and Germany will richly deserve
every advartage which may be derived from
ite construction.

TROUBLESOMB PROTEGES.

The United States, if ite Government
proposes to carry out the Monroe doctrine
a8 it is interpreted by some patriotic jour-
nalists, will have plenty to do. lte proteges
the South and Central American republics
are not very sorupulous in their dealings
with Earopean nations. They are apt to
be quarrelsome about boundary lines and
other matters, and they are not as punotual
in paying their debts or the interest on them
a8 the cemmerocial morality of Eastern na-

|bions requires. . Some of the patriots—

smong them ' Admiral Meade—were very
angry because the United States did not
threaten to ‘ chaw up” Great Britain
when she demanded satisfaction from
Nicaragua for injury dome to her
subjects, and now some of them are
raisiog an alarm because Germany
in order to secure the payment
of a debt contracted for building a railroad
for the Veneznelans is suspected of wishing
to geb possession of an island off the ocoast.
The railroad runs through a rich valley. It
was expected thab ib could be built for four
millions of dollars. A German syndioate
offered to build the road if the Venezuelan
Governmenb would consent to guarantee the
payment of interest on the cost of oconstruc-
tlon ab the rate of 7 per cent. per annum,
The road before it was finished cost $8,000,-
000, the intereat on which sum the Govern-
ment of the country is bound to pay. The
subjects of the Emperor William have
other interests in Venezaela, and it appears
that they would look upon their position as
stronger, and the security for their money
more reliable, if Germany possessed an
island having a nice little harbor or. tweé
within a convenient distance of Venezuelan
seaports, But the American jingoes,who are
onthe lookout for opportunities toapply their
favorite dootrine, having become alarmed
objeot to the acquisition of berritory now
under the jurisdiotion of Venezuela by Ger-
many. We have not heard what Germany
is going to do in the matter. It is hardly
likely thab if it has a serious design upon any
island belonging to the republic it will
drop it like & hot potato when it observes
the threatening attitude assumed by the
warlike Americans. '

Greab Britain has a boundary dispute
with Venezuela which these same Monroe-
doctrine jingoes have undertaken to settle,’
but it does not appear that they have suc-
oceeded in rousing the British lion from his
comfortable doze. It would not be & bad
plan for the American patriots to send a
band of missionaries to Central and ‘South
America to teach the Republics a few lessons
in international courtesy and to explain to
them the principles of common honesty.

THE UNPLBASANT TRUTH.

Ivis generally supposed that Dr. Gold-
win Smith leans to the Liberal side in Do-
minion politics. - He was not long ago their
oracle, and the Grits were, from the leader
downward, willing to swear by him. He s
not likely to be such a favorite after this.
The Professor opened his mind pretty freely
to a Montreal Star interviewer not long ago.
Here is » pasBage from the interview L

efficiency previously existed. o words can
be found in the Dominion document to con-
vey the impression that the Ottawa Govern-
ment ever hinted that it would be advisa-
ble to establish separate schools, free
from State inspection, taught by teach-
ers who are mot qualified to teach, and
turning out illiterave and in fact ignorant
pupils. Passing from the question whether
the proposition is as alleged, and looking at
the argument against inefficlency on its
merits, there must be a very gemeral agree-
menb with Mr. Greenway’s position. The
State, if it concedes separate schools, has &
right to see to it that the assistance it gives
is not misapplied. Having registered his
objection to State aided schools that are not
under State control, Mr. Greenway proceeds
bo suggest that more time be given, and that
an inguiry be made on the spot touching
the educational conditions of the province.

The. Winnipeg Nor’ Wester puts the same
points very strongly. It says :

If Ministers were not in"a dilemma they
would surely not have thought it necessary
to set out with an excuse for their course
which is so obvionsly menufactured for the
purpose, and the utter worthlgssness of
which is so easily exposed. ﬁobhlng is
clearer than the fact that the judgment of
the Privy Council does not require that the
old school system shall be restored. Yet
the Government assume that it does, and
they pretend in addition that if they were
to obey they would be reviving a system of
rotten, inefficient Catholic schools which
they would be powerleas to improve. This
is set out in the first paragraph of the resolu-
tion. That it completely gives away the
whole Government case is obvious to the
mosb superficial observer, The judgment
expressly declares that justice can be
rendered without restoring the old echool
system ; there is no evidence that the
Catholic schools were inefficient under that
system; and it was quite w&lp
the ocompetence of the Manitoba  Gov-
ernment to have made them
clent if they were not. Here are three
statements to the absolute acourady of which
we challenge oontradiction, and they at
once dispose of the whole case, as built up
by the government. Let the second one go,
as being poesibly contentions, and the re-
maining two are sufficient. It is not neces-
sary to restore Catholic schools as they ex-
isted prior to 1890, and if ib were necessary
it is as much within the competency of the
government to make them efficient as it is
to make those of the present system ; the
government can exercise the same ocontrol
over the one as over the other ; it does nob
abrogate ite rights .of supervision and con-
trol by the mere act of giving to a section
of the community a system of separate
schools. It is on this position that the gov-
ernment rests its whole case, and it is ‘only
necessary bo call attention to it to show how
uantenable it is.

1f the Nor' Wester is right the Legisla-
ture of Manitoba is required to waste ita
time and to expend its energy in deolaring
that it cannot do what it is not asked to do.
Ibis very clear indeed that neither the Do-
minion Government nor the Judicial Com-
mittee of the Privy Council would be, so
ubterly foolish as to aek the GGovernment
of Manitoba to establish & system
of separate schools and to spend large sums
of the people’s money in their niaintenance,
and then to leave those schools to take care of
themselves. The duty to regulate and su-
pervise necesearily goes with- the power to
establish. They cannot by any possibility
be separated. The Montreal Gazette sees
this very clearly, for ib says :

No one has pretenided to say that the
school system of Manitobs down to 1890
was effectively administered, much less thap
thé real point in controversy related to the
efficiency of the system in vogue up to that
time.  The constitution i silent upon the
subjeat of management and regulation of the
schools. It does. not present any stand-

edacation, “does not enjoin
oompnhor!s attendance of children, ogoel
not impose aby measure of -scholastic
attainment on the part of 'teachers, nor
designate uniformity of text books. All
these matters, the regulation of which  is
sbsolutely committed to  the provinoial
authorities, are entirely foreign to the issue
involved in the present controversy. It was
not a sound and valid reason for the abo.
lition of separate schools in Manitobs - that
theéy proved inefficient, because if that were
the case the Manitoba Government possessed
the power to correct this. deficlency without
impairing in any proper sense the right of
separate schools conferred upon the minor-
ity. Ibis, therefore, a mere subterfuge of
Mr. Greenway to attempt to justify the abo-
lition of separate schools in the first in.
stanoe, and to refase to carry oub the federal
order at this time, on the plea that the
former state of things did not in practice
promote the edneational results which the
ple. as a whole have a right to exadt,

e defeot in the gonduct, mansgement and
regulation of the separape schools, upon
which the Manitoba Government bases. its
refukal, can be cured in that province under
& system of separate schools qaite as effeqt.
ively s it has been in Ontario, in Quebeg,
or in New Brunswick. ’ _

It would have besn more creditable to the
Government of Manitoba, it seems to us, to

have refused point blank to cémply with the

~ effi- |

remedial order withont saying why or where-
fore, than te have given as a reason for their
refusal what a very little examination shows
is no reason at all, and what, even as a pre.
text, cannot be said to be very plausible.

A CONTRAST.

The moderation of the reply of the Mani-
toba Legislature to the remedial order is
universally commended. The thoughtful
reader osnnot help being struck with the
d.fference between it and the philippics that
have been written and uttered by the self-
oonstituted champions of the majority in
Manitoba, It is to be observed that there
is mot in the reply, from beginning to end,
the slightest hint. thab the rights of the
people or the Legislature of Manitoba are
being encrodched upon. There is not a sen-
tence that can be construed into a protest
against the course which the Government of
the Dominion have pursued. The Govern-
menbt of Manitoba are, no doubt, acting un-
der the best legal advice that can be ob-
tained in the Dominion, ard if it could be
shown that the Federal Government
have exceeded their powers in any way or
in the slightest degree or have encroached,
let it be ever so little, on the constitutional
righta of the provinoe, it is quite certain
that such illegal use of power and -such un-
justifiable invasion of conatitutional rights
would have been pointed out and emphatic-
ally commented upon in the Legislature’s
reply.

It the Legislature of the Province could
say to the Dominion Government, * You are
doing what you have no power to do; you
are exoeeding your authority and invading
our rights,” does anyone suppose that this
would not be said in the reply to the reme-
dial order as emphatically and as forcibly as
official etignette permitted? And would
it not, if there were grounds for
it, be the proper answer and
the mosy oenclu«ive answer possi-
ble? Yet this was the sum and sab-
stance of the addresses and the newspaper
articles that were delivered and written by
those who considered themselves the friends
of Manitoba. The contrast between the
Govercment’s reply and the appeals for
sympathy is most striking. The only infer-
ence that can be drawn from this marked
difference is that the passionate appeals
were made under a mistaken view of the
merits of the case, and that the reply con-
tains the strongest and, indeed, the onmly
reason there can be adduced for refusing to
redress what the minority of the inhabitants
complain of as a serious grievance,

AN INTERESTING EXPERIMENT,

The plan of relieving the unemployed
by giving them plots of land to oultis
vate has proved very sucoessful in Detroit,
To the Mayor of that city, Hazsn S. Pingree,
belongs the honor of devising that ingenious
mode of assiating the self-respecting poor,
and his sucoess has encouraged others to
follow his example,

It was in the spring of 1894 shap it oo-
enrred o Mayor Pingree to utilizs the idle
lands in the outskirts of the city for cultiva-
tion by the poor in order to raise food for
themselves, A large area of land was
placed at his disposal by its benevolent and
public-spirited owners. ¢ About 430 acres
were accepted from several thousand
offered, ploughed, harrowed, and staked
off by the committee into lots of one-
quarter to one-half acre each.” [There were
three thousand applications for these plots
80 prepared. Unfortunately land could not
be given to all who applied for it. The suc-
cessful applicante were supplied with po-
tatoes for seed, beans, peas and other seeds,
and the work of planting was done by the
people themselves. Men and women, boys
and girls, went to work with a will. The
planting was well done and the plots as a
rule were carefully oultivated. About
fitteen bushels of potstoes were raised on
each lot, and altogether some 14,000
bushels were grown. The land produced a
large quantity of vegetables besides. The
value of the whole crop was estimated at
from $12,000 to $14,000, and the net cash
ountlay was less than $3,600,which was rais-
'ed by publio subscription. The advantages
to the poor people were very great, They
had a good sapply of vegetables for winter’s
usé, and the employment that had been
given them was both pleasant- and profit.
able. :

¢ The suocess of the experiment,” says the
supervising committee in their final report,
*“silenced the ocroakers, and they were
numerous, Poor people almost fought for a
ohance to get a piece of land to till, and
bthose who were successful used their best
efforte to obtain a full crop. The loss by
thefs was practically nothing—certainly nov

dener. . The experiment has clearly demon.
strated that many of the destitute areready
and willing to work ! thav a large nnmber
oan be supported by utilizing vacaat land in
sk utskirte of ‘the city ! that a very small
spac. of ground is sufficient to raise enough
vegetables to support a family through ‘the

vacant lands would rather allow them to be
cultivated .by the poor than to pay a large
bax for their-support! and that the needy are
thereby assisted without creating the de-
moralization in the habite of the people that
gratuitous aid in other places always ob.
tains.”

The success of the experiment has en-
couraged the Mayor of Detroit and those
who assisted him eo liberally and heartily to
continue it this year. -~ About 600 acres have
been prepared for a crop.  The benevolens
of other cities have been induced to follow
Detroit’s example, and Pingree’s  system
bids fair vo come into general use and per-
baps lead to a more humane and in every
way a better -method of relieving the poor
than that which ‘has hitherto almogt every-
where been resorted o, To help the needy
effectively without pauperizing them is oer:

“ MEMORY’S LUCKY BAG.”

David Christie Marray Relates Some
Ineidents of His Own
Experience.

Pathetic and Lively Scenes Presented
in Graphic and Pieturesque
Words.

David Christie Murray hos the double
faculty of being able to speak or write in.
terestingly with equal facility. For two
hours last night he spoke at the A.Q.U.W.
ball, and from the very first was on the best
terms possible with his audience. As he
told a thrilling story of horror at the mouth
of a burning coal mine, or touched with
skilful humor some lighter vein, he swayed
the thoughts of his hearers and carried
them with him in imagination to the 8poy
he was describing. In opening up what he
called * Memory’s Lucky Bag ” he dwelt
upon the value of the experience he

had gained as a newspaper man. No life is
so full of interest, he believes, as that of 5
working journalist, the man who is always
wherever the pulee of life beats strongest,
He then told of the chance incident thap
turned him into the profession of a news.
paper man. When a young man and s
strong Radical he attended a political meet.
ing addressed in the Conservative interest
by Dr. Kenealey, then seeking a seat in the
Commons. The Doctor being interrupted
a couple of times by young Murray at last
pointed his finger at him and said : ** I pity
that poor drunken blackguard.” ]
bad no repartee to that,” said Mr.
Murray, ‘‘and have never been able
to find ome.” Consequently he remained
silent, but thinking the matter over at home
the fever seized him and he wrote a slagh-
ing article to the lacal paper, his first leader.
It was printed and from that time, Mr.
Maurray having onoe tasted what he styled
journalist blood, had a tigerish taste that
writing alone could appease. He got a
place on the Birmingham Journal, then just
started. He next described his first impor-
tant assignment, the hanging of a murdeper.
The ghastly scene was graphically described.
Ib was the first time he had seen death and
it made a lifelong impression on his mind.
The scene then shifted to a burning mine in
the Black country, the heroic fight with the
flames and rescue of the miners being de-
scribed in language as vivid as the fire
iteelf.

Mr. Murray’s early struggles in London
ocame next, his funds rapidly vanisbing, till
at last for four days he was penniless and
starving. The kindly action of the presi-
dent of the London press club gave him the
lift he needed, and from his own experiences
he wrote a description of an impeounious
youth in London that was accepted by the
Gentlemen’s Magazine. ** Bat,” said
Mr, Murray, “it was a long time
before I told the editor, who, compliment-
ing me on the article, remarked that it was
#0 lifelike that I might almost have gone
through it myself, that I really had written
my own experience.”

SUNDAY’S THREE FIRES.

‘Searching Inquiry Opened Yesterday
Into Their Origin by the Magis-
trate and a Jury.

‘The Insurance Men, Police Officers,
Firemen and Owner Give Their
Several Opinions.

Magistrate Macrae sab with a jury the
freater pard of Thursday to inquire into the
cauge of the three mysterious fires on Store
street last Sunday. The jury was made up
as follows : T. B. Hall (foreman), A. Rusta,
M. McCahill, J. Mann, J. J. Fisher and J.
L. Forrester.

The first witness called was R. S. Day,
insurance agent, who testified to having is-
sued a policy to Mr. Merrifield on April 11
for $200, covering his stock and running
concurrent with a policy issued by Mr.

Hall ; and $100 on the fixtures. On Mon-
day, having heard of the fire, he visited the
premises and heard from Mr. Merrifield the
story of the fire, On looking around the
store he judged there was less stock than in
April, and the loss in his estimation would
be about $50. The loss was adjusted be-
tween the two companies interested for $100,
each paying its share, and afterwards they
cancelled the policies, not considering the
risk desirable. The money was paid o 8.
Leiser,

Richard Hall, the second witness, had is-
sued & policy to Mr. Merrifield in August,
1894, for $1,200 on his stock and $300 -on
piano and [urniture for one year. On visit-
Ing the store Monday he saw the place and
had a talk with Mr. Merrifield, who told
him of the fire. There seemed to be about
25 per cent. less grocery stock than when
the policy was issued. The poiicy was as-
signed to S, Leiser in April of this year,

Thomas Brown, Mr, Merrifield’s olerk,
was then called and subjeoted to & most
aweeping and oritioal examination conoern-
ing his' movements during the day of the
fire. A good share of the afternoon he had
spent on the street, walking around. He had
seen the firab three fires and looked around
but would not say that the fires were pub
out ; neither had he any idea as to how they
were caused., .

Jonathan Merrifield deposed that on the
day of the fire he arose at about ten and
in the afternoon went for & drive, and on
his return found a number of firemen and
policemen in the store. A large tin oon-
talning about five gallons of coal oil had
been tipped over and the fire was near the
end of the counter. The firemen remained
until about eight o’clock. At 8:20 he went
bo the station and Queen’s hotel, where a
man told him there was a fire in his atore,
and the brigade was there. On going over
he found a second fire had just been put out,
The "Chief had charged him to ‘look
sfter ~~the place and notify - the
insurance  people, bubt not knowing
where the agents lived- he could
not notify them. At 11:40 he retired and
was awakened by a noise, .and rushing out
found the firemen again enbering the store
and a third blaze going. This was soon put
out and the firemen remained until aboub
1:30. About 2 o’clock again, being up in
the store, he found some paper bags smoul-
dering. He looked outside to see if there
Wwas anyone to show it to, but there not be-
ing anyorne, he returned and dipped it in a
pail of water. After that he went to bed.
As to the cause of fire, he could give no
opinion. The second probably caught from
the first and the third from the second. The
stock was valued at $1,500 and furniture at
$500 ; the $1,800 policy had been transferred
to 8. Leiser for a debt of $550, and he was
still interested in it to the extent of $1,000.
The $300 policy was not assigned to any-
one.

L. G. Burns, a fireman, gave testimony as
to the three alarms, and the putting oub of
the fire by the chemioal each time. While
nob being able to give a decided answer as
to whether there might not have been fire in
the papers after the first and second fires;
he did not think, however, that there was :
careful examinations were made and ap-
pareatly all fire was out.

Police Officer Mouatt was present on duty
at the fire, and in compeny with Chief
Deasy made a careful examination of the
place, and felt sure that there was no fire,

Detective Perdue gave corroborative evi-
dence concerning the examination for fire,
and was sure there was no fire left after
the first and second fires, After the last
fire he had watched the store, and about
two o’clock saw Merrificld come out and go
and look into-the hall of the Telegraph hotel
and then return to his stors. He went in
and locked the door. Previous to this Mr.
Merrifield had made an examination. in the
store for fire, After the second fire he had
noticed a pile of dry goods placed under the
eounter in the dry goods store, and ab the
end of the counter waws'a barrel of sherry.
Anyone coming into the store would pase
through this part of the store. Chief Deasy
on leaviog after the second fire told Merri.
field to stay until the insurance people
came. . ;

Chief Deasy was the last witness. He
was oonvinced that each fire had-been pub
out. Having been connected with fire work

From Tas Dary Coroney, June 22,
THE EPWORTH LEAGUE.

First Day’s Proceedings of the British

Columbia Convention Now
in Annual Session.

An Argument for College Support—
Stirring Address by Rev. R. R,
Maitland, of Nanaimo.

All yesterdsy the members of the Ep-
worth League were in session at the Metro-
politan church. Vancouver is represented
by thirteen delegates, Nanaimo by eigho,
Kamloops by one, the societies in this city
having twenty-three delegates. .

At 9 o'clock the exercises were open
with an interesting Bible reading cenducted
by Mr. George Carter, secretary of the
Y.M.C.A. After this the president named
the usual committees. Reports were pre-
sented by the president, secretary and
treasurer, the secretary’s report showing 24
leagues in the province, with a total mem-
bership of 1,300.

Mr. George Wadds, of Vancouver, read
an interesting paper, the subject being, ¢ Is
the extension of the League work beyond
the confines of the church desirable 2’ This
called for considerable discussion and re-
solved. iteelf into the question of whether
the work of the church was simply to preach
to men or whether their temporal needs
should not come in for a large share of atten-
tion. The remarks of Rev. J. H. White on
the subjeot were particularly good, and evi-
dently expressed the idea of the majority.

The last matter for consideration at the
morning session was a paper by Rev. J. H.
White, of the Columbia college, New West-
minster, on, ‘‘ How the leagues can assist
the college.”

NEARING SOLUTION.

The Mystery of Christian Benson’s
Death to Be Explained in a
Court of Justice.

Supe\rintendent Hussey and Officers
Arrest Jobn Smith on the

Charge of Murder.

Thanks to the patient, persistent work of
the provincial police the seal of secrecy has
been broken in another olosed chapter of
British Columbia criminal bistory, and the
mystery surrounding the death of Christian
A. Benson on October 9 last appears to be
on the eve of solution. Superintendent
Hussey has been ** taking a holiday ”’ from
office cares, and the result is that he arrived
at Nanaimo yesterday with a prizoner, John
Smith, of Camp island, charged with having
commitbed the almost forgotten crime—

almost forgotten by the general public, but
not by the department over which Me,
Hussey presides. The arrest was made at
Valdez island on Wednesday morning last
and so complete a chain of direct and cir-
cumstantial evidence was nted at the
preliminary examination held in Comox the
Iollowing day that Justice of the Peace
Drabble guickly decided that his ooly course
was to commibt the prisoner for trial.
¢ Jealousy " is given aa the motive for the
borrible orime, and Superintendent Husse
believes that the cass against John Smith is
conclusive beyond the shadow of a doubt,

» the viotim of the tragedy thus
brought again to public notice, and & well
known logging man, left his home at
Wylie's, Read island, on the 9:h of last
October to go to Rose & Drinkwater’s store,
Cortez island, for supplies, telling Wylie
that he would be back about noon. He
arrived at his destination, transacted his
business, and started for home before 11

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DOMINION DAY.

The Great Reunion Planned by Van
couver to Celebrate the Birth-
day of Confederation.

Sailors and Soldiers to Be Seen in
Fascinating Exhibitions—Attract-
ive Excursion Plans.

The celebration of Canada’s natal day at
Vancouver on Monday and Tuesday, July 1
and 2, promises to outshine previous occa-
sions. The citizens’ commitbee is & very in-
fluential one, and no stone has been left un-
turned to enhance the pleasure of visitors.
The great event of the festivities will be the
military demonstration, in which men from
all H. M. ships at present on the station
will take part, besides the headquarter com-
penies of the B. C. B. G. A. and
those at Vancouver and Westminster.

The other attractions are too numerous
to mention, but it may be stated that no
line of sport has been overlooked. Pro-
grammes will shortly be distributed, setting
out all particulars. Visitors are expected
from every quarter in large numbers, while
this city's contingent will journey over upon
regular and special boats run for the ocoa-
sion by the C. P. N, Co., who have made
the fares exoceedingly low.

The C. P. N. Company say there will be
no limit to the number of tickets sold for
the excursion. They propose to provide for
carrying any number of people wishing to
go, but expeot that their two largest steam-
ers will meet the requirements in the three
trips now arranged for. On the morning of
Sunday the 30th inst., the Charmer will
leave ab her usual time with the first con-
tingent  of excursionists, and at 9:30 the
same morning the Islander sails, taking the
Artillerymen and their friends, besides citi-
zens generally.

OUR OTTAWA LETTER.

Little Prospeet of Early Prorogation
—The Sechool Question to Be
Dealt With.

The *“Glebe” on British Columbia’s
Members—The Auditor Gen-
eral’s Memorial.

(From Our Own Correspondent.)

OTrAawWaA, June 15.—Very little progress
has been made in the house this week, and
although everybody is talking prorogation
by the 12th or 15th of Jaly, at the present
rate of progresa there is little prospecs of
the members being able to leave for their
homes about that time., Then the Manitoba
school question has onoe more come within
the range of Federal politics and no one can
tell what the outcome will be. Amongst
the Conservative members from Quebec the
feeling is one of exultation at the result. It

was the one thing wanted to give them the
winning card for the coming elections,
With a remedial law passed by parliament
and at the Insbigation of a Ccmservative
government, they would possess the
trump card in the elections. There is,
however, another side to the shield.
The Conservative members from Oatario
will have a say in the matter, and it will be
their policy to urge delay. Unquestionably
there is not a member in the house from
Ontario, whether Grit or Tory, but would
prefer seeing this troublesome question de-
ferred uatil after the general elections. In
about half the constituencies of Ontario the
question of remedial legislation could not be
advocated by candidates on either side of
politics In other electoral divisions, how-
ever, the Roman Catholic vote will play an
important part and there will be some great
trimming by the politicians, whether Grit
or Tory, to catch the electoral vote. The
impression is strong that the matter will be
staved over until after the general elections
by the appointment of & commission of
judges to thoroughly investigate the work-
ings of the Manitoba school system.

The British Columbia. members were
greatly amused to read an article in the
Toronto Globe the other day characterizing
them as * 8ix Ministerial Rebels.” The
article states that the government have
made things so unpleasant for the B. C.
members that they are considering whether
they should not set themselves right with
the people by rising in their places in the
bouee and voting against the government.
The writer oalls attention to the fisheries
regulations as being obnoxious to

ere was an interesting discussion in the
House on Wednesday on Major MoLennan’s
bill to prevent the letting of public con-
tracts to aliens. The bill has been intro-
duced becanse within the past year or two
Americans have come to this country and
secured contraote for important government
works, while on the other hand no Canadian
is allowed to take a public' contract in the
United States, It is true that the United
States government has not speclally legis-
lated upon the matter, but conditions are
embodied in the statutes, specifications and
forms of contract which render it impossible
for a Canadian to carry them out. In re-
gard to awarding Canadian contracts to
Americans, a notable case in point is that of
Andrew Onderdonk, who recently secured
an important section upon vhe Trent canal.
In’ the course of disoussion Mr. Haggart ex-
preaesed the opinion that the scope of the bill
went too far, as not only would it shav out
Americane, but Germans, French, Belgians
and other Europeans. He thought it possi-
ble to attain the object which Mr. Moc-
Lennan sought, by less stringent regulations
than those imposed in the measare. Col.
Prior gave a hearty support to the bill. He
believed this matter had been brought for-
ward not at all too soon. The contractors,
laborers and mechanics of the Doninion
owed Mr. McLennan a debt of gratitude for
introducing it, He (the Colonel) eaid that
many cases had come under his observation
in which Canadian mechanics have been un.
fairly dealt with by the United States alien
law. As Canadians were not allowed to
work on public works in the United States,
80 Americans should not be allowed to work
on similar works in Canada. He was glad
to know that Mr. Taylor was going to bring
io & bill in regard to alien labor, and could
promise him his_cordial support as he did to
the bill of Mr. MoLennan, which was a step
in ths right direction.

TIRED OF ASIATICS.

WasHINGTON CITY, June 22.—Consul
General Mills, at Honolulu, has sent to the
state department a report of the labor com-
mission on the ooffee industry in Hawaii.
The commission says that there is now labor
enough to supply the coffee plantavions, but

that the supply may fail at any time, and
the coffee industry be seriously crippled.
‘I has been apparent,” says the com.
miesion, ‘‘that our moral and political in-
stitations are altogether too dependent upon
the single industry of sugar. In other
countries governed by able and enlightened
men, persistent and far-reaching efforts have
been made to induce desirable immigration
and create diversified industries. Here,
however, there has been stagnation and in-
difference of public ‘opinion on these sub-
jects, owing largely to the dominant power
of the mbiv: monarchy, which m;holtile

A Quartette of Prisoners by the “ City
of Topeka ”—Idaho Forgér Sus-
pect Apprehended,

Mapy Ocean Liners at the New Vie-
toria Docks—The * Sehome” Li-
belled for a Dock Bill.

Two of the Alasks steamships, the Queen
and the City of Topeka, got in yesterday
-from the North, the former, contrary to ex-
pectations, arriving first. She was return-
ing from her first excursion trip of the sea-
-8on, and encountering good weather made
the round trip in lees than nine days. Near-
ly one half of her excursionists disembarked
hers, one Raymond and Whitcomb party of
62 members landing to go East. All were
much delighted with their voyage North,
the great foce fields being to most of them

something new. The Queen arrived at 11
o’clock and plll'ooeeded to dbhe hSon(::‘d cm;
hours later, ha passed the City o
Topeka on ‘the ::;; down off Queen Char-
lotte islands. The latter had been delayed
in the North several days by having more
than the usual number of ‘calls to make,
She brought a full general cargo, nearly
all consigned to Sound oities, a shipment of
different kinds of furs being the only
freight landed here. Mr. Boscowitz, who
made the round trip on the steamer, and
who brought the furs down, was one of the
few passengers landed here. Among those
aboard were four prisoners, John Simmens,
Adolph Meyers, Gardner and Monsbaur,
who with one exception wege being taken
to San Quentin. Simmens is under sentence
of six years’ imprisonment for shooting
Howard, a popular newspaper man of
Alaska. The circumstances of the affair
have already appeared im print, but
it is said, since the trial of the ocase Sim.
mens has won much of the sympathy of the
Alaskan citizsns, ZGardner is being taken
back to Idaho by the district attorney on a
requisition charging him with forgery. It
seems that {Gardner had been recognized
in Bitks, where he was becoming quite pop-
ular. He had not changed his name nor
made any attempt to disguise

Loxpox, Jane 20.—The Standard’s Rome
correspondent discusses the great attentiors
which the Vatican has:paid to Cardinal
Gibbons, and says : *‘The secret history
of all this is rather curious. .

America, both by his
sound dootrine and his personal influence,
and, with & few exceptions, holds all the
Catholie forces there in his hands. This is

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THE NEW GOVERNMENT.

It is very evident that the union of the
Conservatives and the Liberal Unionists un-
der the new Government is to be much
closer than it has been hitherto. 'When the
Marquis of Salisbury, Mr. Balfour, Sir
Michael Hicks-Beach and the Duke of
Devonshire (Lord Hartington), Mr. Cham-
berlain and Mr. Goachen are all members of
the same Government it will be difficult to
discriminate between its Conservative ele-
ment and ite Liberal element. It is time
that these differences should be either dis-
regarded or forgotten and that the party
which rules England shounld be simply the
Unionist party.

The great object of the eminemt men we
have named is to preserve the union of the
Empire intact. Compared with this all
others ends and aims are paltry and insig-
nificant. The integrity of the Empire once
secured, there will be time enough and op-
portunity enough to effect all other changes
and reforms that are desirable and feasible.
But the watchword of the new party should
be ¢ Union,” for the indications are that
there is to be a new party.

And, after all, the differences between the
men who have combined are not so great as
at first sight appears. [Their principal aim
is conservative. They propose to do all
in their power to keep safe and
sound the union of the whole British
Empire, and if any change is to be made it
will be in the direction of drawing its parts
closer together—to make the union both
firmer and more intimate.

The differences between moderate men of
all parties in these days is not very great,

¢* Conservatives and Liberal-Unionists,”
Professor Dicey—himself a Liberal-Union-
ist—in one of his late articles says, ‘‘have
approximated towards each other till the
division between them has become a distino-
tion without a difference. Indeed, the ap-
proximation has been more marked gn| the
part of the former than of the latter. | * ¢ .
It is enough for my present purposes to y
that these causes are permanent. The! var-
ious electoral, ecomomical and social in-
fluences which have transformed the condi-
tions of party warfare 80 as to render it now-
adays a contest between the partizans of the
Constitution and the advocates of revolu-
tionary changes must tend to render
the policy of the Unionist party
more and more the policy of mod-
erate Liberalism as  represented by
the Liberal-Unionists. It is manifest to my
mind that the icflaence of the Liberai-
Unionists upon a Unionist administration
can be exerted more efficiently if they are
formally associated with the éomemﬁven
than if they remain casual allies whose
support can only be relied upon for certain
special purposes.”

It does not require a very acute observer,
or a very deep thinker, to be forced to the
conclusion that the men who are to work to
advance the welfare, not of one community
. but_of -all -civilized communities, ‘must be
advocates - o‘!’rivoinlalon' “8re everywhere at
work. The most "pernicicas dootrines are
being assiduously and eloquently tanght,
The very foundations of scolety are being
undermined in & thousand places and in the
most cunning and plausible manner., The
most cherished and the mosb sacred imstitu-
tions of soniety are being attacked. The
questions which the public man of to-day
must study and the errors which he ia
required to combat are not political,
but social. In view of the ' momen-
tous issues which are at stake, old party
names and old party organizations
are worse than useless, for they are ocalcu-
lated to divert men’s minds from matters on
the treatment of which the welfare and per-
haps the very existence of society depend,
to what have become the merest shows and
shams. The time has come when earnest
men should attach but little importance to
names and worn out cries, but should en-
deavor to understand the true significance
of questions of the present time, We be-
lieve that it-is now seen in Great Britain that
the trne Conservatives of the nation should
unite to preserve wbat they all hold is most
precious, and to make what reforms—prin-
cipally social—that are possible and feas-
ible. - The men who have just united to
manage the affairs of Great Britain have a
most important work to do and their oppor-
tunities are splendid.

CANADA'S AUTONOXMY.

It seems impossible for some of our neigh-
bors on the other side of the national boun-
dary line to be able to form & just conoep-
tion of the relations of Canada to Great
Britain. They evidently believe that the

-Imperial Government is constantly interfer-
ing in the management of the domestic
affairs of the Dominion. They imagine that
Canadianas are in subjection to the ** Crown,”
and that under ocertain circumstances the
¢ Crown ” exercises its authority in a most
extraordinary manner—a manner altogether
inconsistent with the boast of Canadians
that they are as free a people as the sun
shines on.

The editor of the Seattle Post-Intelli-
genoer, who ought to know something about
the constitation of Canada and of the way
in which ite Government is carried on, is
evidently under this impression. In an
article on the Manitoba school question he
says: ‘‘Separate achools having been abol-
ished in 1890, an appeal was made by the
Catholics to the Crown, with the result
that & decision comes down in the shape of
a remedial order restoring to the Catholics
the privileges accorded to them under the
old law.”

Again he shows in the following passage
what he means by the ** Crown:”

The situation is a perplexing one not only
to the Manitobans, but to. the Canadian
authorities as well. While  the provinoces
are in possession of » large measure of self-
government, 1hjs school question will bri
them to a realization of the fact' that they
are subjecte of a foreign Crown and that for-
eign Crown through its final conzt Call exer.

oise paramount . jurisdiction even in their
domestic matters,

The truth is the * Crown” has had no
more to do with this Manitoba school busi-
ness than has had the President of the
United States. The Catholics did not ap-
peal to the ** Crown,” but as they had a
perfect right to, under the constitution of
their own Province, to the Federal Govern-
ment of the Dominion. That Government
submitted the case of the Catholics—that is,
their right of appeal to the Dominion Gov-
ernment—simply as a legal question, first to
the Supreme Court of the Dominion, and
next to the Judicial Committee of the Privy
Council. What was wanted was simply a
legal opinion—a reliable. interpretation of
the Constitutions, both of the Dominion and
of the Province of Manitoba. [The opinion
was simply for the guidance of the Dominion
Government. That Government wanted to
be sure that the action it might take on the
question was legal, and oconsefuently it
applied to the highest legal tribunals in the
land for an opinion on the constitutionality
of the petition of the minority of Manitoba.
The Judicial Committee of the Privy Coun-
cil has no authority whatever to ¢ order
either the Dominion Government or the
Provincial Government to do anything or to
refrain from doing anything. As a matter
of fact, it was the Dominion Government
which issued the *‘remedial order”
which, " under the
tution and under the Constitution of
the Province of Manitoba it
bas the authority to do, When the
¢ final court ” of the ** foreign Crown ” gave
its opinion as to the constitutionality of the
proceedings taken by the Catholio minority,
ib bad exercised its function. The Govern-
ment of the Dominion was perfectly free to
act acoording to its advice or to refrain
from acting. The decision was authorita-
tive only in a moral sense, as the well.con-
sidered opinion of the highest legal tribunal
in the land. As the Government was de-
sirous to do its duty, to act as the constitu-
bion required, it followed the advice of the
Judiclal Committee. It was in no other
sense bound to be guided by it. That com-
mitbee is not clothed with authority similar
to thab of the Supreme Court of the United
States, whose decisions the Governments of
the United States, both Federal and States,
are bound to abide by and to carry out.

The action of the Legislature of the Prov-
ince of Manitoba shows very olearly how far
the anthority of the ** remedial order ” ex-
tended, for it distinotly refused to comply
with its requirements. That refusal was,
it is true, worded in temperate and respect-
ful terms, bub it was a refusal all the same.
The constitution contemplates such a refusal
and directs what is to be done if ¢ any deoci-
sion of the Governor-General in Councilei.e.
the Government of the Dominion, not that
of the Judicial Committee of the Privy
Council—on any appeal tnder this section
is’not duly executed by the proper provincial
authority in thab behalf,” which " is ‘that
“ the ParHament ofiCankda may make remie-
@ial Inwa for the dde exboution of the pro-
visions of this section.”” Bo it is seen that
the whole matter from first. to-lagb is in the
hands of the constituted authorities of the
Dominion of Canada. Thereéis no provi-
sion in the constitution of the Dominion for
any appeal to the Imperial Governmens or
to any tribunal of that Government. The
reference to the Judicial Committee of the
Privy Council was wholly voluntary on the
parbt of the Dominion Government, pre-
clsely as an individual who wanted legal
advice on an important matter would apply
for counsel to the very best legal
aythority accessible to him. The au-
‘tonomy of Canada, we beg te inform our
American contemporary, is- perfect. Its
people govern themselves and a ¢ foreign
crown through its final court ” cannot *¢ex-
ercise paramount jurisdiotion even in sheir
domestic matbers.” If our neighbors tried
to realize this they would begin to under-
stand why iv is that Canadians are so loyal
to Greab Britain, and how it is they are so
well satiefied with the Constitution under
which they live,

»

A SETTLEMBENT IN SIGHT.

.We are glad to ‘see that there is a fair
prospect of the Manitoba school question be-
ing sevtled in & common sense way, and sa-
tisfaotorily to all the parties concerned. We
were quite sure that no Catholio, either in
Manitoba or anywhere elee, was 80 unrea-
sonable as to require the Government of
Manitoba to procure the enactment of a
‘school law under which public money would
be expended in maintaining separate schools
and ab the same time deny it the power to
inspect and superyise those schools, - The
Hon. Mr. Ouimet, who is perhaps as exact-
ing a Catholic as could be found, is reported
to have said that all ¢ the Roman Catholics
desire in Manitoba is to teach their dis-
tinctive religion in the sochools in
addition to the secular branches preséribed
by the local Government. He also adds that
they are willing that they (bhe schools)
should be under state supervision and in-
spection and up to the same standard of
efficiency maintained in the public schools,
with the same echool hooks and the same
examinations.”

Mr. Joseph Martin,, who represents s
Manitoba distriot in the House of Commons,
and who is, moreover, the leader of the
Liberal party in thav provinee, has in a
letter to the Obtawa Citizen said : * That
evidently there has been a misunderstanding
with the Roman Catholics on the sohool
question, and he believes it can be sevtled
withont the interference of Parlisment, If
the Catholios only want religions teaching,
‘a8 ‘Mr. Oaimet says, Manitoba will grant
this.” :

PROPORTIONATE
REPRESENTATION.

P ]

1t is not, we think, generally known that
Ireland is at the present moment better re-
presented in Parliament than any other di-
vision of the Three Kingdoms. If the repre-
sentation of Great Britain were acoording to
population, Ireland, instead of having 103
members in Parliament, would have only
83. Ireland, which is generally represented
as being ill-used and neglected, has twenty
more members in the House of Commons
than her fair share, This fis & proposition
that is capable of arithmetical demonstra-
tion. The following figures are taken from
an article in the June number of the Nine-
teenth Century, by J. 8t. Loe Strachey :

The population of the United Kingdom
in 1891 was 37,740,283, and the total num.
ber of members in the House of Commons
is 670.

Dividing the population by the number of
members each member should represent a
population of 56,331. As it is however—
England, with a population of 27,483,008,
has only 465 members, or one member for
every 59,103 persons.

Wales, with a population of 1,518,010, | P

has 30 members, or one member for every
50,600 personas.

Sootland, with a population of 4,033,103,
has 72 members, or one member for every
56,001 persons.

Ireland, with a population of 4,706,162,
has 108 members, or one member for every
45,692 persons.

At the proper proportion of one member
to represent 56,331 people—

England would have 488 members, not
465 as at present.

Wales would have 27 members, not 30 as
ab present. '

8cotland would have 72 members, as at
present.

Ireland would have 83 members, not 103
as ab present.,

Therefore Ireland has 20 members too
many, Wales 3 members too many, and
England 23 too few.

THE “CHITTAGONG”

Derelict Sighted Four Days From the
Cape—San Francisco Feels British
Celumbia Competition.

Steamship Chittagong, Cn;pbuin Davey,
the pioneer vessel of the O. R. & N. trans-
Pacific line, operated by Samuel Samuels &

Co., of Yokohama, arrived here on her first P

trip at daybreak Monday. Being a slow
veasel she made an unusaally long passage,
the time of which, according to Purser
Bishop’s reckoning, was 17 days 19 hours
and 20 minutes. The weather on the voy-
age was anything but pleasant, and this, to-
gether with the Captain’s non-familiarity
with this coast, prolonged the trip. At 6
o’clock on Sunday evening the ship was re.
ported from Carmanah Point, but the en-
gines were slowed down to minimum speed
in order that port might be reached at day-
light. In the direct course of navigation,
and about four days’ steaming from Cape
Flattery, the turned-turtle wreck of what
appeared to be a large sailing vessel was
sighted in the distance, but mnot close
enough for recognition. ' This was the only
object of interest sighted on the voyage,
The Chittagong is a tramp cargo veesel,
but in point  of economy  and
oarrying oapacity answers well the
urpose  of her charterers. She
was builb in the North of England about
five years ago, and has since then vislted
mosat points of the compass. Her most re-
ocent sailings have been from Cardiff to Port
Said, coal laden; from Port Said to the
Black 8es, in ballast ; thence to the Phil-
lipine islands, laden with paraffine; from
there to Hongkong, with sugar ; and thence
here. She is owned by Corfield & Co., Car-
diff, end is now under charter for her present
run for six months. In appearance the ves-
sel is not very handsome, but what she lacks
in beauty she makes up for otherwise. There
are three small upper decks, forward and aft
of the bridge deck being two freight hatches.

'| A splendid feature of the ship’s internal ar-

rangement is the spacious engine room, in
which one finds no discomfort from excessive
and ‘‘stuffy ” heat. The engines, which are
marked *¢ Blair & Co., Ltd., Stockton-on-
Tees,” are among the largest of the kind
made. [They are compound, right-handed,
of 140 nominal h.p., and witk 80 pounds of
maximum steam pressure develop 65 revo-
lutions per minute. They work very
smoothly, and an advantage enjoyed
in their working is an abeence of
water. The vessel's gear is reversible,
partly assisted by steam. There ars two
valves in connection with the starting gear,
& speclalty of great convenience. There are
but one seb of pumps and two boilers, the
latter having six ciroulators and a surface
oondenser. Three donkey engines supply
all the auxiliary power required. The ship
is 285 feet long by 36 feet beam, and is 1,241
bons register. ~She has a carrying capacity
of 3,000 tons, and this was all utilized on
her present vrip.

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PREMIER LORD .SALISBURY.

The Conservative Leader Succeeds in
the Task of Forming an

Administration.

Some of His Colleagnes—The Irish
Party—Ulster Unionists
Active,

LoxNDoN, June 25.—It is officially an-
nounced that the Marquis of Salisbary will
be Premier and Secretary of State for
Foreign Affairs ; the Duke of Devonshire,
President of the Council ; Right Hon., A,
J. Balfour, First Lord of the Treasury ;
Right Hon. Joseph Chamberlain, Secretary
of State for the Colonies; Sir Michael
Hicke-Beach, Chancellor of the Exchequer ;
Right Hon. George Goschen, First Lord of
the Admiralty.

The Prime Minister, Robert Arthur Tal-
oot Gascoigne Cecil, third Marquis of Salis.
bury, was born in 1830. He was educated

at Oxford and is Chancellor of that univer.
sivy. He has twice been Secretary of State
for India and twice Secretary of State for
Foreign Affairs. He was Premier in 1885
and formed his seoond winistry in 1886, re-
signing in 1892 He proceeded to Co; =
tinople as' a  special ambassador at the‘con.
ference there in November, 1876, and he
and Lord Beaconsfield, in 1878, were the
representatives of Great Britain at the con-
gress of Barlin.

Right Hon. A. J. Balfour, the new first
lord of the treasury, is a nephew of the
Marguie of Salisbury. He was born in 1848
and was educated at Eton and at Cam-
bridge. He was appointed president of the
local government board in 1885 and was
secretary for Scotland with a seat in the
cabinet from ‘1886 to 1887. He becamse
chief secretary for Ireland on the
resignation of 8ir Miohael Hicks-
Beach in 1887, and retained that

eition until 1891, when upon the death of
g:;. Hon, William H. Smith, he became first
Lord of the Treasury and leader of . the
House of Commons, retaining that position
until 1892, when the Salisbury government
resigned. He was elected Lord Rector of
St. Andrew’s University in 1887, of Glas-

ow University in 1890, and was elected
rd Chancellor of the University of Edin-
burgh in 1891.

Right Hon. .Joseph Chamberlain, the
Unionist leader in the House of Commons
and the newly appointed secretary of state
for the colonies, is one of the foremost and
most daring men in British politics ab the
present time. He is credited with havin
engimeered the downfall of the Rosebery
government and is undoubtedly a man of
great ability. He was born in London in
1836 and has been married three times, his
present wife being -a daughter of
W. C. Endicote, formerly secretary of
war of the United States. He was edu.
cated at the Unlversity College Schaol,
London, and was formerly a manufacturer
in Birmingham, retiring from business in
1874. Mr. Chamberlain has been three
times ‘suooessively elected Mayor of Bir-
mingham in 1874-5-6, and was appointed
President of the Board of Trade in 1880
and President of the Local Government
Board in 1886, resigning the latter post
shortly afterwards. In Aungust, 1887, he
was ‘:ppol;‘bcd one g'f.p the mmi-loae; ”t;
setitle the Fi dispute he Uni
Statés; snd is a ‘3ell‘ow of the Royal Society.
He has sat for Birmingham in the House of
Commons since 1876,

Spencer Compton Cavendish, K.G, P.C.,
eighth duke of Devonshire, is the leader of
the Liberal Unionists in the House of Lords,
He has been prominently discussed as
secretary of state for foreign  af-
fairs. the office which . Lord® Sal-
isbury bhas himself assumed in . the
cabinet. He was born in 1833, was edu-
cated at Trinity College, Cambridge, which
conferred upon him the de; .of M.A, in
1852, and LL.D. in 1862. 1892 he mar-
ried Louise, Duchess of Manchester, widow
of the seventh Duke. His second title is
that of Marquis of Hartington. He was at-
tached to Earl Granville’s special mission to
Russia in 1856. He has been a Lord of the
Admiralty, Under Secretary for War, Sec-
retary for War twice, Postmaster-General,
Chief Secretary for  Ireland from
1872 to 1874, and Secretary for
India in former Libersl governments. He
8ab a8 & member of the House of Commons
for different districte from 1857 to 1891,
He is chancellor of the University of Cam-
bridge, and an alderman of the Middlesex
county council.

There were foew present in the House of
Lords when Premier Lord Rosebery rose on
Monday afternoon to announce the resigna-
tion of the cabinet. The Prince of Wales,
Duke of York and Duke of Cambridge sat
on the cross bench ; the Marquis of Salis-
bury was absent at Windsor. ~The galleries
were crowded with people and members of
the House of Commons. Lord Rosebe:
said: I desire to make a very brief state-
ment which the house has undoubtedly an-
ticipated. After the vote of the House of
Commons on Friday, which was practically
a vote of censure on the Secretary of War
on a question of national defence, Immedi-
ately after there had been laid before the
house a great scheme for military organiz-
tions, the government felt it their duty to
place their resignations in the hands of the
Queen. Their resignations were accepted,
and the government will hold office until
their successors are appointed.”

The Earl of Cranbrook, Conservative,
said that the Marquis of Salisbury had de.
sired him to say that he wished the house
to adjourn until Tuesday. Lord Rosebery
remarked that there was'only one very im-
portant bill, the seal fisheries bill, which
would be proceeded with, and he expressed
a hope that it would pass all its stages
without delay. *
