Extensive Works [llanned By

Nanaimo, B. C., April 4—The efforts
of the Western Federation of Miners to
bring out the men at the Union collier-
ies in a sympathetic strike with the Ex-
tension men, have reached the point at
which a mass meeting has been called
for tomorrow afternoon at which the
whole situation will be diseussed, and
at which it is possible that a branch
of the organization will be formed.

As already reported, an attempt was
made to bring on a strike at Union im-
mediately after the Extension trouble
commenced, but as nothing more was
heard about the matter, and as no de-
velopments .were reported, it was con-
cluded that nothing had been accom-
plished.

This appears to have been a mistake,
as Organizer Baker, of tke \Yestgrn
Federation of Miners, who was’in Na-
naimo, was invited to Union just too
late to go up by the last boat of the
week, that which left on Th.ursday
morning. He was therefore obliged to
travel overland. As he would not have
been summoned unless matters had
reached a certain stage, it is to be pre-
sumed that the leaders of the organiza-
tion movement have reason to believe
that the time is ripe for the formation
of a union. It is pretty safe to say,
however, that unless two-thirds of the
white miners and other white under-
ground employees sign the requisition,
none will be established.

The most interestingevent of the week
in Nanaimo is the commencement of
work at the point between the two
Northfield wharves, Departure ‘Bay,
where the Western Fuel Company will
run a slope through the rock under
Exit Channel to Newcastle Island, strik-
ing the coal about the place where it
reached the island, a distance of four
hundred yards. The slope will be 40
feet below the surface when it passes
under the water, and 100 feet below the
bottom at the greatest depth of the
channel.

note that one of the most noted experts
on public library science in all America
—undoubtedly the best informed expon-
ent of the subject in the Canadian Do-
minion—has been permitted during the
present week to pass through the city
unheralded, unannounced, uninterviewed
up to date as to his views on library
policy.

The gentleman referred to is Profes-
sor Otto Klotz, chief astronomer of the
Dominion government, and lest the
newspapermen of the city might be un-
justly accused of having been remiss
in interviewing him, as for the public,
it may be explained that he arrived here
by the steamer Charmer last Tuesday
evening, and went at once on board the
D. G. S. Quadra, to sail a few hours
later for the cable station at Bamfield
creek.

Professor Klotz is conspicuous among
Canadian men of letters and of science
for his enthusiastic love of and devotion
to such branches of applied research as
are intelligently calculated to advance
the position of the common people.
Libraries he has long since come to look
upon; like Andrew Carnegie, as one of
the greatest of all educative agencies—
if designed and developed on scientific,
systematic and thoroughly modern lines.
The day for regarding a library as noth-

edifice, housing a number of books, has
happily passed away. The library as
Carnegie understands it, must be auxil-
iary to and supplementary of the public
school, and it is in this connection that
the Ottawa professor talks most enter-
tainingly and instruectively, what he has
to say coming with the authority of one
who has probed deep into the subject
and visited, in doing so, all the im-
portant libraries of the old and new
worlds.

In the first place as to location: There
can be no question of opinion so far as
Professor Ilotz is concerned, that the
function of a public library is just what
the namel implies—a library to serve the
uses chiefly of the great mass of the
public, the common people. It must,
therefore, go to the masses of popula-
tion rather than to the purlieus of aris-
tocracy. A library may be of surpass-
ing value to the student of highest edu-
cational attainments; it may be a model
as a reference institution, as is the
Baynes library in Toronto; it may be
a veritable mecca of the bibliophite, and
yet fail utterly and hopelessly in realiz-
ing the true purposes of a public lib-
rary.

modern library centres, such at Pitts-
burg, Washington and Cleveland, that
it is no longer regarded as suflicient to
take the library whenever possible into
the heart of industrial labor. This is
admitted as essential beyond the sug-
gestion of discussion, and the library ex-
perts go infinitely further and take the
libraries into the homes of the workers.
At Pittsburg for example, the great five
million dollar monument to Carnegie’s
generosity and his enthusiasm in the
cause of general education, is not only
located in the industrial centre, but a
circulatimg library system is in operation
in conmection, much similar to that of
the traveling libraries provided by the
British Columbia government for the
benefit of rural communities. An offi-
cial is specially employed to deliver neat
cases of books at the homes of the com-
paratively poor; the children are inform-
ed that these ‘books are provided for
them to read; they are charged with re-
sponsibility for the carel of the sets of

Professor | books, and they are told that when they

have read the works provided, the lib-
rary man will call for them, replacing
them with others.

“Clean hands, clean hearts, clean
books” is one of the mottoes of the cir-
culating system of the Pittsburg library,
and it is indicative of its complete suc-
cess when the librarian of that institu-
tion attests that it is the greatest factor
known of by him for the inculeation of
the principles of responsible citizenship,
and never has yet been abused.

The circulating library p:an in its
direct appeal to the masses to inform
themselves by reading, suggests two
other modern features of public library
work with the advantages of which
Professor Klotz is very particularly im-
pressed. These are the “children’s
room” and the “open shelf room.” The
first is only now becoming generally re-
cognized in KEurope as a fundamental
necessity of every public library that
aims to justify its existence as such,
having been proved successful beyond all
hopes in the experience of Cleveland
and other up-to-date American cities.

Chicage, April 2.—Six thousand per-
sons in a hall, the seating capacity of
which is about 5,000, gave an eathusias-
tic greeting to President Roosevelt io-
uight. ke said in part as follows:

“I_wish to speak, not merely about
the Monree doctrine, but about the en-
tire position of the United States in the
Western hemisphere, a position so pe-
culiar and predominant that out of it
has grown the acceptance of the Mon-
roe doctrine as a cardinal feature of
the United States foreign policy. We
hold that our interests in this hemis-
paere are greater than those of any
European power can possibly be, and
that our duty to ourselves and to the
weaker republics, requires us to see

‘that none of the great Furopean pow-
ers shall encroach upon the territory of
the Amerecan republics or acquire con-
trol thereover. /This policy not only
forbids us to acquiesce in such territor-
ial acquisition, but also causes us to ob-
ject to the acquirement of a control
which would in its effect be equal to
territorial aggrandizement.

Let
us see whether we can gain any light
on this subjeet from the statistical re-
turns of the Canadian banks in refer-
ence to Canada as a whole. The banks
have $48,639.724 of the people’s savings
invested in what are known as “‘call
loans” in Canada, and $44,668,5657 of
Canadian .savings invested in . “ecall
loans” outside Canada. ‘“Call loans”
are loans for facilitating stock exchange
transactions, the manner by which credit
is applied to these transactions. This
statement shows, therefore, that the
volume of business in stocks and bonds
and shares in Canada is only half what,
from the money in Canada available to
finance it, we should expect. And that
shows that the number of home-owned
railways and companies of various kinds
is far smaller than the savings of the
people, the locally accumulated capital,
would justify. In a year, however, the
“call loans” in Canada have increased
over 30 per cent., and the foreign ‘“call
loans” have not increased, which shows
an improvement. Loans and discounts
in Canada amount to $331,646,220 as
compared with $292,059,778 a year ago.
But loans and discounts outside Canada
amount to $32,118,508 showing an in-
crease of nearly six millions in a year.
Roughly then, the Canadian banks have
$76,786,000 of Canndian savings invest-
ed, that is being utilized. abroad. and to
balance that, are utilizing in Canada
about $5,000,000 of foreign money. That
is the situation. It is much better than
it was a few years ago. The banks
have flooded the West with the savings
of the East, to their own great profit,
and to the great advantage of the coun-
try. But for every dollar deposited in
Canada there shpuld be abundant use

in Canada, if enterprise and initiative

kept pace with industry and frugality,
and the resources of our country. The
fact is, however, that our Eastern peo-
ple, the savers of the nation, are omly
now beginning to look beyond a heritage
of hard work ‘with the insurance of a
deposit in the bank, and to realize their
combined duty and opoortunity in the
great productive and industrial resources
of our country.

TEMPERANCEU LEGISLATION.

A member of the Quebec Legislature
has introduced a bill dealing with tem-
perance, which is based upon an extra-
ordinary distinction between “alcoholic”
and “intoxicating” beverages. A bever-
age containing over 4 per cent. and up
to 15 per cent. alcohol is defined by him
as ‘“‘alcoholic,” while beverages contain-
ing over 15 per cent. of alcohol, are de-
fined as “intoxicating.” Proof spirit
contains 49.24 per cent. of alcohol. Ac-
cording to the authority of this legisla-
tor, common rye whiskey diluted with
two parts of water would be an *“al-
coholic,” but not an “intoxicating”
drink. The unscientific character of
his distinction is demonstrated by the
fact that it 'would be quite possible for
the ordinary individual to get most out-
rageously drunk on such a mixture, and
that that ev¥eént would occur long before
he was at 'all inconvenienced by the
amount of Wwater he had consumed. But
this legislator is aiming at a distinction
which does exist, although he has made
a ludicrous failure of hitting the mark.
All alcoholie beverages contain food as
well as alcohol. If they did not, they
would simply be a more or less diluted
orm of a potent drug. It has been
demonstrated that even the most potent
spirit ordinarily used as a beverage con-
tains a considerable amount of nourish-
ment. It certainly contains something
else. It is not exactly in the same cate-
gory as mutton broth. It is also a fact
of experience that where beverages are
used in which the percentage of alecohol
is low compared with the percentage of
nourishment, the vice of drunkenness is
diminished, while the alcoholic craving,
S0 common a phenomenon in Northern
latitudes where people drink potent
spirits, is non-existent. If temperance
reform was conducted along the lines
of this distinetion we firmly believe that
great good could be accomplished. al-
though this Quebec gentleman’s is a
somewhat grotesque attempt to do so.

one control over freight from its origin
to its destination. This control is bound
to result in an effective economy in the
cost of transportation. But -whether
either the producer or the consumer se-
cures any advantage from this economy
is an entirely different question. Tue
policy of securing the control of freight
from its origin to its ultimate destina-
tion involves the securing of a mon-
opoly of freight at its origin. The the-
lory that tuhere is always a latent possi-
bility of competition which checks ex-
cessive extortion by a monopoly, is very

It is a remarkable faet,
however, that this process of centraliza-
tion and amalgamation has been accom-
panied by a steady reduction in the flat
cost per mile ton of transferring freight,
and railway freight rates have not risen
at all comparably to the rise in general
prices and wages. This makes it look
as though the community wass deriving
some benefit from the operation of its
transportation service on a gigantic
scale.  'We have not the smallest sym-
pathy for the attitude of mind -which
looks wuwpon the big amalgamation as
necessarily an evil, compared with the
small company. It is an attitude of pig-
headed conservatism. In the virtues
of competition to protect the producer
and consumer, we have not the smallest
faith. «Competition is costly and waste-
ful, and, in the last analysis, it must
be the producers who have to make
good the rwaste it causes, However, wc
aie wandering from our subject. We
did not mean to discuss the economic

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The Exhibili‘on'
Of Pupil’s Work

Interesting Showing Made By
the Various Schools at
Market Building.

Lieutenant Governor Amongst
Large Throng of Visitors
of Yesterday.

Some weeks ago when“the provincial
teachers’ convention at Revelstoke was
.discussed, and it was considered that
time and expense -would debar many
Victoria teachers from going, it wa=
decided to send an exhibition of school
work. Then the city superintendent
advanced the idea of holding a local ex-
hibition showing the scope of school
work. Like a snowball rolling 'down
hill, the idea expanded until it chrystal-
lized into the splendid exhibition which
has attracted such a throng of admir-
ing spectators to the Market building.
Yesterday the attendance was fully as
large, if not larger, than the previous
day, and when His Honor the Lieuten-
ant-Governor arrived at 3 o’clock, the
spacious galleries were crowded.

The exhibition is indeed an excellent
one, although it is by no means a cull-
ing of the best work. Kach and every
pupil contributes, and many a parent
has been lead by their proud offspring
to where the work of the child decorat-
ed the walls amidst the thousand’ and
oue specimens of manuscript work{
maps, nature studies, brush and pen-
cil drawing, manual training work, and
all - the other branches of the school
work. It is the North Ward school
that has best carried out the idea of
the exhibition, this school having by
far the most complete and best showing
of the ‘school work, although several
of the primary schools have also made
an equally good showing as far as their
scope of work would permit. A feature
of the North Ward exhibit, which is all
too large for detailed mention, aside
from the manuscript work common to
all the schools, is the good specimen of
drawing, including studies from still
life, anatomical specimens, and maps,
as well as brush drawing, from its
most elementary work to the more diffi-
sult designs, In one corner is seen a
most amusing collection of drawings by
little to.s of tender years, who have
had the idea of the Old Woman who
Lived in a Shoe given them to illustrate
as they conceived the idea. The im-
pressions are varied and interesting.

So it is in the Kingston street school.
Here in the room set apart for this
school the drawing and manual train-
ing work—in its elementary phases—are
most interesting. The illustration of
the House that Jack Built by the
Young ones offers a most attractive
feature, the ideas of the children be-
ing most original. Miss Jesse’s pupils
of the First and Second Primers have
some. good specimens of drawing, the
beginning of the manual training work,
Their paper-work—another feature of
the manual training—is also worthy of
notice, and the clay-modelling and il-
lustrated compositions are also features
of the exhibit aside from the general

af school work. '

'Hillside and Vietoria West schools
have very attractive exhibits, the ac-
tion drawing, showing the pupils’ con-
ception of a suggested picture, and tae
nature studies—which, by the way, are
‘weak in some of the school showings—
being very good in both these schools.
The maps, including those drawn from
memory, show good application to
study. In Victoria West school a fea-
ture peculiar to this school is the exhi-
bition of the various styles of stitching.

By the might of the 20th this dis-
turbance had traveled to Manitoba, accom-
panied by a general mild spell whose in-
fluence was felt from the Rockies to the
Great Lakes. On the 30th another fow bar-
ometer area approached the Coast from
the sea; it also crossed the province and
caused a general rain west of the Cas-
cades, two inches of snow in Cartboo and
showers in Kootenay. - This. disturbance,
as it moved eastward, ‘occasioned amother
mild spell in the Territories and Manitoba.
During the passage of these storms across
the Dominion others were spreading inland
across California to Utah, where they also
caused a general rainfall.

Owing to the highest temperatures and
comparatively warm rains during the last
few days, vegetation has advanced con-
siderably and many shrubs are to be seen
in blossom.

Gambling Is
Investigated

A Special Meeting of Police
Commissioners For That
Purpose.

How and Why the Colonist
Articies Came to Be
Written.

A special meeting of the Board of
Police Commissioners was held yester-
day afternoon for the express purpose
of making inquiries as to what justifi-
cation the Colonist had in publishing
certain articles alleging that open gam-
bling was bemg carried on in China-

town, and that arrangements were be-|
ing made for other gambling houses to
re-open in other sections of the city. |
The meeting was devoid of sensationai:
incidents. A recitation’ of the Colon-|
ist’s reasons for publishing the artic.es
was given, the Chief of Police explain-
ed the precautions he had taken to pre-
vent the prevalence of open gambling,
and the Mayor and his brother commis-
sioners pointed out how difficult it was
to secure convictions when information
was laid against the proprietors of the
lotteries.

There were present His ‘Worship
Mayor McCandless, who presided, Com-
missiondrs Price and Stewart, Chief
of Police Langley, J. M. Bradburn, city |
solicitor, A. P. Luxton, A. G. Sargison, !
manager of the Colonist, and C. A.l|
iGregg, of the Colonist reportorial staff.:
The newspaper’s representatives iwvere
present by special invitation.

After routine business and the pre-
sentation by Chief Langley of his re-
port for the month, His Worship took
up copies of the Colonist containing the |
articles referring to gambling, and ques-
tioned Mr. Sargison as to why said arti-
cles were published. He (the Mayor)
had positive information that there was
no gambling or other house situated at
the address which the person gave who
had wished to insert the lottery adver-
tisement in the Colonist.

Mr. Sargison explained ihat it was
probable that the correct address had'|
not been taken down by the clerk in the
office. But the legitimacy of the ad-
dress was a matter of little importance.
Because of the fact that such an adver-
tisement had been tendered the paper,
his attention was drawn to the question
of gambling, and he had instructed s
reported to look the matter up. Qut of
such instructions had come the publica-
tion of the articles which, His Worship
had before him.

The Mayor thought a statement ought
not to Luve been made indicating that
{Chinese were prepared to advertise their
gambling houses, when no such evidence
existed, as shown by an examination of
the copy of the ‘advertisement. He
next turned to the direct allegations that
Chinese lotteries were running openly
at the time the articles were published.

Replying to questions, Mr. Sargison

told of how the reporter and others had

Of Aftairs

Lack of Help Disclosed by the
Escape of Convicts at
Westminster.

One Guard Said to Be invalid
and Work Falls on
Companion.

From Our Own Oorrespondent.

New Westminster, April 1.—The two
prisoners, whose escape from the pro-
vincial jail at this city was noted in
vesterday’s. Colonist, have not yet been
recaptured. Investigation shows a state
of aifairs which might well engage the
attention of the government. When all
the guards which could be spared and
some ‘“exteas” had been despatched to
different parts of the district to head
off the fugitives, the representative of
the Colonist inserviewed vernor Arme
strong and learned several interesting
particulars. One was that the governor
was “it” for the time being; for, owing
to the scattering of his staff he was
holding the fort practically alone.

A visit to the cells of the escaped con-
victs showed how they had released
themselves. One, John Clark, who was
serving a two-year’s term for jail-break-
ing in Vancouver, had in some way not
yet explained, possessed himself of a
key, and by the aid of a knife made out
of an old file with another large.ﬁle
used as a “jimmy”. he cut and prized
away a section of the door panel, and
then cut a hole in the remaining thick-
ness of the heavy fir door, large enough
for him to thrust out his hand and reach
the big Yale pad-lock fastening the bolts
and bars. Having let himself out, Clark
proceeded along the still gallery to the
cell two doors distant, and in short or-
der released his pal, Wm. Jones, who
was serving terms aggregating three
years, for stealing in Vancouyer. De-
scending to the main floor, the two had
to smash .and remove a small lock on
the inner wooden door, but their original
key easily opened the iron grating, and
then taking down the bar of the back
gate, found themselves on the street.

being the vessel for which most fear is
expressed, as it is known that she left
the Straits in the teeth of the fremen-
dous gale which blew at the rate of 76
miles an hour off the Columbia, and
Flattery on March 10. The Ancora sail-
ed from Port Tewnsend the day prev-
ious, and would encounter the full force
of the storm off the Cape.

The first news received told of the
finding of the stern of a ship’s boat,
marked ‘“Liverpool,” and some clean
lumber and now Capt. Bolderstone of
the bark Invermark from Callao, tells
of passing a quantity of new lumber,
evidently from one of the lumber-carry-

Japan’s Diet—A Japanese

Ayf(“()l‘dll}{‘: to advices received by the
steamer Empress of Japan, yesterday, Can-
ada is making quite a showing at the
Osaka exhibition, which is being rapidly
set in order for the grand formaj opening
by the Emperor on the 10th April. The
local papers aiready contain coiumns of
reports of the special exhibits, and inuch
praise is devoted to those from the United
States and Canada. The latter country has
1 special building of its own, and is mak-
ing a special bid for Japanese trade. Hon.
Sydney Fisher, Dominion Minister of Agri-
culture, is bere in connection with his coun-
try’s exhibit, and is being much feted. A
specialty is made of Canadian flour, a *“‘real
live” baker from Canada being engaged
to make bread from Canadian flour before
the eyes of visitors. Royalty from
many in the persons of Prince Rupprecht
of Bayern, Ravaria, now traveling incog.
in China, with his wife, the princess, is ex-
pected to visit Osaka at the opening cere-
mony.

The size of the exhibition may be infer-
red from the particulars of a icatalogue
Just issued containing a fu'l list of exhivuis,
The list comsists of 46 volumes, ccmprising
12,000 pages.

Kobe, which takes place a few days be-
'fore the formal opening, will draw an
immense number of visitors from the in-
terior, who will nmaturai be drawn also
to the exhibition, which will be proportion-
ately benefited.

According to advices from Tokio munder
date of March 20th, the Emperor of Japan
is expected to issue an imperial reseript
on the 24th inst, summoning the Diet to
meet in extraordinary session on May
S5th. The session is occasioned by the dis
solution of the last Diet owing to opposi-
tion to the government’s budget, but the
late elections promise a new Diet wontain-
Ing practically the same strength in the
opposition and a deadlock would again be
ensured were it not that, in the last few
Gays, rumor has been hinting of a possi-
ble compromise having been armived at
between the cabinet and the opposing as-
sociated parties. It is mot known what

political factions in feudal days.” It is
expected that the proposed maval expan-

Reterence is made to the formulated
plant for grouping public buildings—
schools, hospitals, libraries, police and
hire halls, etc.—in consonance with an
harmonious general plan, in order that
when the designed collection of struc-
tures is complete, each unit in it may
contribute to the symmetry and archi-
tectural completeness of the whole. It
is by no means necessary that the sev-
eral structures should be erected simul-
taneously, but only that due thought be
given in the designing of every public
building, and primarily in the choice of
location therefor, for what the future
may possibly entail—either that such
buildings may have full value as indivi-
dual architectural exhibits creditable to
the town, or may support and amplify
a general plan so that a block of build-
ings may eventually attest refined artis-
tic public taste.

The grouping plan has been received
with very general favor in New York,
in Baltimore, and in several other of
the progressive, well directed population

It Dossessed the sole power within
the province of determining qualifica-
tion or non-qualifieation, subject in
some instances to revision by the courts.
In all cases, however, the society must
initiate the proceeding.

The Medical Act furnished
ample machinery for the exercise of the
council’s power. The present applica-
tion was to compel the ceuncil to hear
an application to strike a name off the
register. The council alone possessed
this power. A physician’s intoxication
would not be sufficient ground for an ac-
tion unless damage resulted to the pa-
tien tif living, yet such a condition might
amount to unprofessional conduct.

Similarly ane action coulg not be sue-
cessfully maintained under Lord Camp-
bell’'s Act, for mutilation of a body after
death as such an action was founded
upon pecuniary loss sustained. The
council should determine these questions
and a mandamus is the only remedy
to move the council to action.

BOUNDARY’S
ORE SHIPMENTS

Every Furnace in the District
Now Culd and Tonnage
Reduced.

From Our Own Correspondent.

Phoenix, April 3.—For the first time in
many months the mines of the Granby
Company are the only one on the ship-
ping list of the Boundary for the past
week. During the week the tonnage
sent out to the company’s smelter at
Grand Forks was 4,512 tons, making a
total of 132,762 tons shipped by the
mines of the Boundary for 1903." The
Granby smelter- treated 4,450 tons of
ore during the last week, making a
totad of 81,983 tons treated this year.

Owing to a washout on the C. P. R.
on the Arrowhead branch, thereby tying
out the more or less unsteady shipments
of coast coke on which the Granby Com-
pany has been relying for several weeks
to keep its reduction works in opera-
tion, on Wednesday last the company
was forced to blow out one of the two
furnaces in operation and today the
other furnace was allowed to go cold
owing to lack of coke., This makes
every furnace in the Boundary idle, but

STORE AND ORE BINS AT QUATSIANO.

This valauable property was acquired
by the Yreka Copper Company, through
the efforts of N. S. Clarke, now super-
intendent of the property, A. 8.

Report of the Debate on the
Introduction of Laurier’s
Measure.

The Mail and
Empire’s Ottawa correspondent tele-
graphed his paper as follows:

The greater part of this af-
ternoon’s session of  the House
of Commons was spent in discussing
Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s motion respecting
the exclusion of Chinese immigration.
The Premier said that for 30 years
past this evil had been increased in
British Columbia in common with many
other countries. It was impossible and
undesirable that these immigrants
should amalgamate with the Canadian
people, and the feeling against the Chin-

A commission had been
appointed to enquire into the situation.
This commission had reported strongly
against the advisability of permitting
Chinese immigration, and as a remedy
therefor had advised that the per capi-
ta tax be increased to $500.

The Premier regretted to say that the
same prejudice existed in British Co-
lumbia against the Japanese. Although
he looked upon the Japanese as a su-
perior race to the Chinese, he did not
think they were likely to assimilate
with the Canadian races. Fortunately,
however,'there Wwas no necessity to legis-
late against Japanese immigrants, be-
cause the Japanese government had
taken the matter up in a friendly spirit,
and had absolutely prohibited emigrants
leaving that country for Canada.

Mr. R. L. Borden asked on what
ground the government based their dis-
allowance of the recent acts passed by
the British Columbia legislature ?

The Premier replied that these acts
were designed to prevent Japanese and
Chinese laborers from working in the
mines. The government had notified
the British Columbia government that
if they would restrict their acts to the
Chinese alone they would not be disal-
lowed. But considering Canada’s obli-
gations as a part of the British Em-
pire, Japan being an ally of Great Brit-
ain, they thoyght it inadvisable to leg-
islate against the Japanese government.
Of course if Japan had continued to
flood the British Columbia labor mar-
ket, they would have been compelled to
act, but the Japanese government had
saved them from that necessity.

Mr. Borden—Did the disallowance take
place upon the initiative of this gov-
ernment or upon representations from
the Imperial government?

The Premier was not sure, but
thought it was on the government's own
initiative.

Mr. Borden pointed out  that Natal
and several Australasian colonies had
passed legislation along the lines of the
disallowed British Columbia legislation,
and asked why British Columbia should
not have the same power .as the other
colonies.

Sir Wilfrid replied that the govern-
ment acted not only from considerations
of Imperial necessity, but with a view to
Canada’s trade advantage. Canada was
closely related to Japan geographically,
and there were great openings for trade
in that country. In view of this the
government did not think it advisable
to permit British Columbia to slap the
Japanesé government in the face, es-
pecially after its recent friendly act.

Mr. Borden asked if the Federal gov-
€rnment was the supervisor of provin-
cial legislation, If British Columbia was
acting within its provinecial rights it
should. be the judge in such ‘matters.
If the question of trade were considered
why did not they consider our trade
with China?
