despatch, it is satisfactery to .find that
the jntgemts of the mother country ang
the premdwr colony are ons in & matter in
which it might bs hoped by some that Eng-
Jish interests might clash with colonial.
Miz. Chaplean in his speech referred at
length e the evidence taken before the
Chinese commission te show that, notwith-
gtanding the few redeeming traits which
may be olaimed for the Chinese,
they are not only worthless as settlers,
bat even a positive injury to the com-
munity generally, and their presence a
puisance which should be modified, if it
cannot be altogether abated. Experience
in the States and in other new ocountries
has proved that the Celestial canmot fuse
into the other nationalities, and » Chinese
settler could never become a Canadian any
more than he could change his Mongolian
cast of features, His only objest is to get
<up s pile” at the expense of hard working
and industrious people, who build up the
nation and are ready, if necessarys
to fight for their native or adopted
land. When the “pile” is made the Ce-
1estial betakes himself to emjoy his otium
cum dignitate in the land of his birth
and the country is fiothing the better of hi®
presence, even in an indirect way. It musg
be a pretty popular measure, the Gazette’s
correspondent adds, that secures support
from both sides of the house, and, if silenc®
gives consent, tite opposition sre thor-
oughly in accord with the government a8
to the necessity for the Chinese bill. The

The Assessment and Commercial Plans

Side 'by Side—Interesting Correspomn-
denies on Life Insurance,

Editer World: In my letter publisheg
{1 the Mail on the 17¢h inst, I sbated that
the North American Insurance Company
in its new *‘commercial plan” has acknow,

‘

| ledged the principle which anderlies the

assessment system, viz., that ‘‘sound insur,
ance does not require the statutory reserve,’,
Mr, McCabe, the esteemed manager of
the North American, replies to this by
saying that ‘‘neither Mr, Mackenzie no®
the other gentlemen named contended
before the banking and commerce com-
mittee that the statutory reserve was
required from assessment companies.”
There is a curious irrelevancy in this

rejoinder by Mr, McCabe, but if he is
satisfied with it I am content. Every-
body knows that assessment companies are
not required to keep the statutory reserve,

But what everybody would like to know
is how an old-line company can reduce ite
premiums more t$han one-half, repudiate
the assessment system, and yet avoid
keeping the statutory reserve,

In other wordsI charge the North Ameri-
can—as one of the old-line, high-premium
insurance companies—with having swal-
lowed its creed and forsaken ‘its brethren,
and could Mr. MaCabe but hear the
opinions of some of his old friends upon
his conduct as I have dome, expressed in
the terse and trenchant phraseology of the
old unrevised edition, he would perhaps be
more sensible of his (ieptrtnre than he is
at present,

A PERFECTLY SOUND, SAFE AND SURE

Sece Wil
liam McCabe’s address to the agents and
policy holders of the North American, May,
1885. New if the low-premium branch
of The North Amgrican can furnish ab-
solutely safe insurance at from one-third
to one-half the cost charged by the high-
premium branch, how can that company
decently ask the public to insure in the
high-premium branch? Imagine an agent
of thatcompany with the old high-premium
plan in one hand, and the new low pre-
mium plan in the other, eoliciting an appli-
cation from an intelligent man with an in-

uiring mind,and saying: Here is one plan
%’Ve charge you by this plan $22.25 per
annum for an insurance of $1000 at the age
of 31. Here is another plan. We charge
yon for the same insurance at the same age
$8.20 per annum for the first five years,
$9 40 per annum for the mext five years,
$11.20 per annum for the next five years,
and $14.20 per annum for the next five
years, By the first plan you pay $445 for
twenty years’ insurance, By the other plan
vou will only pay $215, a difference of

$230.

The following conversation would pro-
bably ensue;

Mr, But whica is the safer of the
two plans?

The Agent—There isno difference in that
respect. Both [are absolutely safe, The
latter, is at all évents, for Mr. McCabe says
that it will ‘““mibet the requirements of the
public in a thoroughly safe way.”

Mr, Which would you advise me
to take? :

The Agent—1I really cannot say.

Mr.—Can any contingency possibly arise
which would make my policy safer under
the first plan than ander the second?

The Agent—No, Mr. McCabe says—

Mr. —— Never mind. What does your
company do with that difference of $230?

The Agent—One portion of it goes to pay
expenses, another portion goes into the
pockets of the shareholders, or “‘guaran—
tors,” as we call them, and the balance
goes into a reserve which is required by
the insurance act.

Mr. —Will that reserve be available
to pay my polioy if the other assets of the
company are insufficient ?

The Agent—No, Thecompany would in
that case be insolvent, and the reserve
would be administered by an assignee.
You would only get back a portion of what
you actually paid into that fund. Suppose,
for instance, that you had paid an annual
premium of $40 for ten jears, your share
would be approximately $160. From tnis
would have to be deducted commissions
and expenses of all kinde, If you have
good luck you might get back half that
amount,

My, ——Who manages that reserve
fund? Who attends to the investment of
it?

The Agent—Fifty thousand dollars are
deposited in the insurance department.
The balance is invested, controlled and
managed by the company itself—practically
by Mr, McCabe,

Mr., ——In what sort of securities is he
permitted to invest ?

The Agent—In dominion stocks, munici-
pal debentures, and mortgages on’ real
estate,

Mr, ——In the stock and debentures of
bailding societies?

The Agent—Yes,

Mr. ——In the stock of savings com-
panies ?

The Agent —Well—yes,

Mr. ——In bank stocks ?

T'he Agent—\Well—I—that is to say—

Mr, ——Speak out man,

The Agent—Well=-yes,

Mr. ——Did not some of our insarance
comganiea get caught with Exchange bank
stock and with Federal bank stock and
with the stock of the Loan and Mortgage
company of Montreal ?

The Agent —Yes, The managers of
some of oar insurance companies are not
80 sharp as they ought to be.

Mr. ——TIs Mr, McCabe sharp?

The Agent—Oh, yes, sir,  He is one of
the smar—well, next to Mr, Orr he is one
of the smartest men in this country.

Mr. ——Well, if his new system is just
as safe as his old system, and if it does not
cost half as much, why in the world does
he not drop the old system altogether ?

The Agent—That bothers me, too, 1
asked Mr,{McCabe about that the other day,
and he said that “‘all the fools in the world
were.not dead yet,” I don’t know what
he meant, .

Mr. I think I do. He meant that
an insurance company must humor the
prejudices of those who refuse to believe in
anything mew, as well as those who are
too indolent or too busy to study the sub-
ject of insurance. Forsuch people the old
plan is good enough, He meant also to
scub you, You have been altogether too
bonest for a first-class insurance agent.
You ought to be a Sunday school teacher
or-a member of parlinment. The folly of
showing me both plans of insurance at
once and asking me to choose between
them, and telling me at the same time that
one does not cost half as much as the other
and yet is in all respects as safe,"must be
obvious to you, Beyond question the old
plan is the most profitable one for your
company, It is the plan which the direc~
tors, and  stockholders of your ocompany
want you to push. It is only when every
argument has failed in urging that plan
upon a customer that you should resort to
the other. When you find your man
utterly  incorrigible—when he has
astually turned his heel upon you—
call him  back—draw the other
plan from your pocket—with the delighted
air of a man who has just remembered
something which he had almost forgotten
to say. Ah! what wasI thinking about ?

It declares that ‘‘under the company's

at any time, il My, McCabe be good
enough to explain how, tnder these circum-
stances* he expects to evade the obligation
of the statute as to putting up the
reserve? Does he expect to do so0
simply by  jncreasing  the re-
miums* every five years and making
them payable quarterly instead of yesrly ?
I assume of course that the prospectus eon-
tains a truthful and straightforward state-
met of the plan. I assume that it contains
the truth, the whole truth, and nothing but
the truth, . I assume that there is
no provision about an sssessment in the
policies of the company, inasmuch as to
omit such an important feature of the plan
from the pr: s and to ignore it alto-
gether in the elaborate statement of it in
Mr, McCabe’s Tetter would be an act un-
worthy of a gentleman of Mr, McCabe’
standing, and one foo dishonest for a bont;“
of respectable gentlemen either to Goun-
tenance or to tolerate. I observe
that Mr, McCabe has copyrighted his
plan. But I haye recently seen an
article from ¢ The Knights of Honor
Standard” of March, 1884, which seers
to indicate that in some of its features it
is not altogether new, The article is a¢
follows :

A fraud is bein, le
by some of the empngpgggxg:m in
ammptln&‘m offer to the puablic what is
styled by them a guaranteed policy of insur-
ance, with all the protection offered by the
old-line companieés, and all the advantage of
the assessment certificates as regards cost,
The fraud is apparent when it is known that
those old-line companies that offer this style

the requir ts of
the insurance act in
that regard. See post.

And yet we are told that ‘‘the Mutual
Reserve has no valuable features.”

Having referred to some of the points of
resemblanoe, I will refer briefly to some of
the points of difference.

1. The Mutual Reserve has no profits to
pay to its shareholders.

2. The expenses of the North American
are 50 p. ¢, more than those of the Mutual
Reserve. The extra one dollar for each
$1000 of insurance charged by the North
American would realize the outstand-
ing policies of the Matual Reserve nearly
$100,000 per annurfl,

3. The interest upon the reserve fund
of the Mutual Reserve goes directly into
the mortuary fund in reduction of -assess-
ments, The interest upon the reserve
fund of the North American goes into the
pockets of its sharehiolders,

4, The reserve fund of the Mutual Re-
serve—now approaching half a million
dollars—is by an independent
trust company—the Great Central Trust
Co. of Neéw York. The reserve fund of the
North Amerioan is' managed nominally by
the board of directors—but practically by
Mr. McCabe.

5. The reserve fund of the Mutual Re-
serve is invested in first-class securities
prescribed by the constitution and by the
deed of trust. The reserve fund of the
North American may, under its acf of
incorporation, be invested in a number of
miscelaneons securities'in which no other
trustee would be allowed to invest trust

mon

. The security offered by the Mutual
Reserve for the payment of losses is the
obligation of 40,000 members, every one
of whom is & partner with all the others.
Such & ocontingency as & death claim not
being paid in full could not happen.
The security offered by the North Ameri-
can is the amount not paid up on the sub-
scribed guarantee fund—the total amount
subscribed being $300,000 and the amount
paid up being $60,000—(see report for
1883.) Butthecharterof the North American
permits the company to redeem the guar-
antee fund out of profits or ‘“‘accumu-
lated uses,” as they are called. Itis
therefore liable to be swept out of existence,
In the meantime the directors may pay the
‘‘guarantors” whatever interestthey please
on the amount paid up. The words of the
charter are “‘until redemption the directors
may “pay to the holders of shares interest
on the amount paid up, at such rate as
may be agreed nupon by the directors,”

7. The North American regrades its
premiums every five years, The Mutual
Reserve contracts with its members that
the assessment shall not exceed the
amount required for death losses according
to the American experience table pf mor-
tality, Anything required beyond that
smount is paid out of the reserve fund.
Inasmuch however as the American table
of mortality is in excess of what the actual
experience of all the oldest American
companies has shown to be necessary by
about 23 per cent., it is highly improbable
that the reserve fund will ever be called
upon fer that parpose. It is -wholly
unnscessary to increase the calls' and
premiums every five years, Ifitisnecessary
to regrade them every five yearsitis equally
necessary to regrade them every year.
There is no particular magic in the figure
five. Moreover if it is necessary to regrade
the calls or premiums under Mr. McCabe's
“commercial plan,” there is the same
necessity under hisold plan. Thissystem of
regrading or increasing the calls or pre-
miums at stated periods is simply a whim
of Mr, Sheppard Homauns,

Mr, McCabe in his Iletter repeats
some platitudes abont*‘the risk of dying in.
creasing as age increases,” and that it fol-
lows of course from this that ‘‘the cost of
insurance inef€3sés in the same propor-
tion.”

But doe: he mean to insinnate that the
Mutual Reserve or'any other company will
insure a man, say 20 years old, for life at
the same rate as it would insure for 1
year or 5years or 10 years, The only

unide we have in syoch matters is that
urnished from actual experienges. The
combined experience of ail the old com-
panies  in the United States' shows that
having insured people of all ages from 15
up to 65 it costs them after 50 years of ex-
istence about $12 annually for each $1000
of insurance in force to pay death claims,
It.cost the Canada Life last year, after 38
years of ‘actual experience,only §7, but that
was probably below the average. . Does it

not follow from this that if a company}-

realizes $12 over' and above expenseés for
each $1000 of insurance in force for all
ages it will have enough to meet death
losses? 0

8. But the feature which Mr, McCabs
seems to be specially proud of is' that the
policies issued by his company contain
*‘a definite and absolute promise to pay in
full the sum insured.”

I am aware that some of the agents of
his company are in the habit of exhibiting
a long list of ‘‘guarantors,” and of repre-
senting that these ‘‘guarantors” have
pledged themselves collectively and indi-
vidually to make good all losses, Iam
afraid that the adoption of this word
“‘guarantors” instead of the ordinary word
“‘shareholders” has misled and deceived the
public to a very serious extent. These
‘‘guarantors,” like the shareholders in any
other company, are only liable to pay up
the shares subscribed for. They are not
‘“‘guarantors” in any other sense whatever,
Now let us see what is the extent of their
liability, and what security they afford to
policy-holders, They have subscribed for
shares to the extent of §300,000. They
have paid up $60,000. The unpaid balance
is therefore $240,000. This sum would

company may ‘‘redeem” all these

" policy, yet when they file their state-
ments with the insurance de ment it is
found that the provisions of the law are
evaded, and for policies guaranteeing 5 mil-
lions of doligrs not one cent of reserve is
charged as a-iiability. To prevent this fraud
being continued, Senator Veddar has intro-
duced a va'uation bill which provides a
remédy for this new deception,

If Mr.;MoCabe’s copyrighted plan hasnot
even the single feature of originality re-
ferred to in the above article, he had better
recall his copyright forthwith, I beg to
repeat with emphasis that with respect to
all the valuable features of his plan he has
cribbed, cabbaged, pilfered and stolen
them from the Mutual Reserve,

Nevertheless, I wish Mr, McCabe all
possible success with his new scheme, His
brain has been very fertile in new schemes,
but they have not heretofore been success~
ful. His “industrial branch” scheme w:a
a dead failure. His ““ToAtine scheme” wat
langhed at by all experienced insurance
men. His “‘commercial endowment”
scheme canght about 70 members and
broke down, and now comes the latest of
the brood—and I think the sickliest.

Any scheme which involvesa jump in
the premium of nearly 50 per cent, be-
tween the lfel of 41 and 46 is sure, and
possibly designed to ‘‘freeze out” its policy-
bolders.

There are some other features of this
scheme which I must refer toin another
letter, There are, however, one or two
points tipon which I would in the meantime
be glad to receive information,

Reindeer by the Thousand.
Lieutenant Schwatka, in New York Times.
The approaching cold weather of the
winter of 1879 has sent the reindeer in
pumerous bands on their southward migra-
tions until they came to the narrow strait
which separates King William’s land from

the mainland. The strait not being frozen
over, the number of deer which congre
gated at the narrowest point must have
been well up into the thousands. The
Arctic deer is an almost amphibi-
ous animal, and takes to the water
as if he were web-footed, swimming
across the lakes in summer when the ice
is off, if they lie in his way, rather than go
twice the distance around them. When
chased on to points of land jutting into the
sea the deer have been known to swim into
the water until lost to sight, and nothing
was ever afrerward known of them. But
it is somewhat different when they
approach the straits, migrating southward,
for the weather at zero is about cold
enough to convert the salt water into a sort

« of mush ice,about the same as would be pro-

duced by throwing twoor three feet of smow
into the water. This would réetard the ani-
mal’s swimming, so that it would fall an
easy prey to the many Netschilluk Easqui-
maux who congregate there to slay the
deer. My party killed twenty-six deer in
s day. Toolooh, my best hunter, managed
to secure twelve of them, He could have
easily doubled or even trebled the num-
ber, but a dozen was the most he couldslay
and properly butcher, disposing of their
meat and alloting proper attention to the
skins that ~were destined for our
winter bedding and clothing. During
the last few days of September and
the early part of October there were
many times when a thousand reindeer
could be seen, looking from the tep of the
bill back of our snow house on the edge of
a large lake. One clear, cold night in early
Ootober the straits were frozen over suffici
ently solid to bear them, and within forty-
eight hours vast multitudes of deer that
had been swarming around us everywhere
vanished southward like a fog swept away
by & northern wind, and we saw no more
live reindeer until December 12, tweo
months later, when we had reached Back’s
Great Fish river on our winter sledge
journey to Hudson’s bay.
