Mr. Blaine, still at Bar Harbor, Sept. 14,
replied that he had sugpose& Her Majesty’s
Government was satisfied of the President’s
earnest desire to come to a friendly agree-
ment touching Behring Sea and that the
official instruction to Sir Julian Paunce-
fote (the new Minister at Washington)
to pr immediately after his arriv
in October to.a full dsscussion of the question
removed all necessity/ for preliminary cor-
resﬁ;mdenoe touching its merits.

Referring to Mr. Edwards' question he
says: ** A categorical response would have
been and-still is impracticable, unjust to this
Government and misleading to the Govern-
ment of Her Majesty. It was therefore the
judgment of the President .that the whole
subject would more wisely be remanded tb
the formal discussion, so near at hand, which

Her Majestg’s Government has proj

and to which the Government of the
United States has cordiall assented.
it is proper, however, to add that any in-
structions sent to Behring Sea at the time of
your original request upon Aug. 24 would
have failed to reach those waters before the
departure of the vessels of the United States.”

The Proposed Close Season,
Next Mr. Edwards left at the Department
.of State a despatch received by him from
the Marquis of Salisbury, in which he recalls
that in 1886 and 1887, when the seizures made
in Behring Sea were under discussion, the
United States Minister had made overtures
/with respect to the institution of a close time

for the seal fisheries to prevent the extirpation
of seals in that part of the world. He says
that, without admitting the justice of the
seizures, his Government was very'ready to
agree that the subject was one deserving of
the gravest attention, and that the Russian
Government was disposed to join in the pro-

osed negotiations, but they were su: nded
or a time in consequence of obgtlom
raised by the Dominion of Canada and of
doubts thrown on the physical data on
which any restrictive legislation must have
beon based.  The Marquis adds

“ Her Majesty's Government are fully sen-
sible of the importance of this question and of
the great value which will attach to an inter-

ational agreement in respect to it. ‘Her

tajesty’s representative will be furnished
~ith the requisite instructionsin case the
Secretary of State should be willing to enter
upon the discussion.”

ot is apparent from these affidavits that
the vessels were seized at a distance far in
excess of the limit of maritime juris-
diction which any nation can claim by in-
ternational law. The cases are similar in
this respect to those of the ships Caroline,
Onward and Thornton, which were seized
by a vessel of the United States outside ter -
ritorial waters in the summer of 1887, In

1t was cause of unfeigned surPrl.le to the
United States that Her Majesty’s Govern-
ment should immediately interfere to defend
and encourage (surely to encourage by de-
fending) the course of the Canadians in dis-
turbing an industry which had been care-
fully developed for more than ninety years
under the of Russia and the United
States—developed in such manner as not to
interfere with the public rights or the private
%ugpnes of any people or any person.

A Batch of Queries.

“Whence did the ships of Canada derive the
right to do in 1886 that which they had re-
frained from doing for more than 90 years?
Upon what grounds did Her Majesty’s Gov-
ernment defend in the year 1886 a courseof
conduct in Behring Sea which she had care-
fully avoided ever since the discoveryof that
seaf By what reasoning did Her Majesty’s
Government conclude that an act m:{ be
committed with impunity against the rights
of the United States which never been
attempted t the same rights when held
by the Russian Emg:l:?

“So great has n the injury to the
fisheries from the irregular and destructive
slaughter of seals in the' open waters of
Behring Sea by Canadian vessels that,
whereas the Government had allowed 100,-
000 to be taken annually fora series -of
years, it is now compelled to reduce the
number to 60,000, 1f four years of this
violation of natural law and neighbors’
rights has reduced the annual “slaughtér of
seal by 40 per cent, it iseasy to see how
short a period will be ired to work the
total destruction of the fisheries.

“The ground upon which Her Majesty’s
Government justities or at least defends the
course of the Canadian vessels rests upon the
fact that they are committing these acts of
destruction on the high viz. : more than
three marine leagues from the shore line. It
is doubtful whether Her Majesty’s Govern-
ment would-abide by this rule if the attempt
were made to) interfere with the pearl ﬂsg-
eries of Ceylpn, which extend more than 20
miles from the shore line and have been en-
joyed by England without molestation ‘ever
since their uisition. So well recog-
niged is the British ownmership of those
fisheries, regardless of the limit of the three
mile line, that Her Majesty’s Government
feels authorized to sell the pearl fisheries
right from year to year to the highest
bidder.

An Alleged Parallel.

“Nor is it creditable that modes of fishing
on the Grand Banks altogether practicable
but highly destructive would be justified or
even permitted by Great Britain on the
plea that the vicious acts were committed
more three miles from shore.

There are, accord to scientific
authority, great ‘Egoﬁonlu" of fish
on the Newfoundland bank.  These
‘colonies' resemble the seals of great popu-
lations on land. They remain stationary,
baving limited range of water in which to
live and die. In these t ‘colonies’ it is,

A concerted effort is being made among

the city hotel and saloon-keepers to raise the

price of whisky over the bar from 5 cents
to 10 cents per drink. The reason given ‘is
the recent advance made in the wholesale
price by distillers. Of course there is plenty
of 10 cent whisky sold now. That is the

price of the ‘‘case” article at present, a

‘“‘pony” costing 5 cents. But the other grade,

TRADE OPENINGS.
[From The London Free Press.]

In looking around for trade openings, no
market in the world presents to Canada such
vast and hopeful possibilities as Great
Britain. It is to he regratted that this fact
is not more generally appreciated, and that

' 80 many of our people are turning their eyes
towards the 'United States. Let any man
compare these two markets, and if he is can-
did and unbiased he will see how much there
is to be expected from one and how little
from the-other. On one hand we have Great
Britain with her ports open to us for a
variety of products’and presenting ‘a grow-

+ ing demand. Onr goods are wanted and ‘we
are cheerfully paid fair prices. On the other
hand the Unifed States purchases with mani-
fest'reluctance, and never loses ‘an ‘oppor-
tunity "of putting embargoes on dur
trade. We envy the credulity ‘of
those Liberals who can see any-
thing hopeful in the McKinley Bill, or
in the trend of American sentiment towards
Canada. Tt may be that in years to come
necessity will compel the American Govern-
ment to make easier the channels of com-
merce beétween this country and that; butin
the present temper of the United Rtates
people, and having full regard to the policy
of higher protection on which the Republi-
cans acceded to office, it must be confessed
that the trade outlook in that direction is
most discouraging. Common sénse 'dictates
the propriety of making the mostof our im-
mediate commercial opportunities, and in
this relation general attention sho@ld be
directed to the inviting aspect of the British
market.

The Minister of Agriculture has been giv-
ing this matter some attention, and of late he
has industriously aimed to awaken the
interest of our farmers and shippers to the
facts. He had the figures of British trade
collated, and they make up a showing which
should be regarded with deep interest by the
Canadianpeople.

Lord Salisbury, May 22 last, in'a letter to
the British Minister, says. the negotiations
afford strong reason to hope for a satisfac-

“‘It is obvious two questions are involved:
first, whether the pursuit and killing of fur
seals in certain parts of the o sea is, from
the point of view of international morality,
an offence contra bono mores, and, secondly,
whether, ‘it such be the case, this fact
Jjustifies the seizure on the high seas and sub-
sequent confiscation in time of peace of the
private vessels of 'a friendly nation. That
such action is only admissable in the cdse of
pin.:{ or in ‘pursuance of special interna-
tion ntis a principle universally ad-
mitted by ;‘urists and distinctly laid down by
President g]er in his ‘special
Congress b. 27, 1843. ° Lord Salisbury
argues that pursuit of seals in the open sea
has. never n considered as piracy, and
even if the United States should decgre it
piracy the United States Government could
not punish foreign citizens violating such' a
law outside the territorial j ction of the
United States.”

He then says that Her Majesty's
Government must question whether this
pursuit can itself be regarded as contra bonos
movres until it has' been agreed by inter-
national arrangement to forbidit. Fur seals
are animals fere nature and they have uni-
versally been regarded by jurists as res nul-
lius until they are caught. -

“It reéquires something more than a mere
declaration that the Government or citizens
of the United States or even other countries

which oﬁght

certain course of proceeding to render that
course immoral.” He declares that his Gov-
ernment is ready to consider a remedy if the
United States has been injured by the pur-
suit of fur sedls by British vesselson the seas,
but says it would bé unable on that grou
to depart from a principle on which free
commerce on the high seas depends.

United States governmént. He finds it
unnecessary - to deal with ‘the ' question
of - extinction of 'the seal - through
pelagic sealing, as it is proposed to examine
the subject by a committee appointed by the
two governments. He admits that if all
such sealing was stopped the seal would mul-
tiply at even a more extraordinary rate than
at present, but cannot admit this is sufficient

round to justify the United States in forcibly
se riving other nations of any share in this
industry in waters which by the recognized
law*of nations ar .ow free to all the world.

Says the Marqui- - *“The negotiations now
being carried ou at Washington prove the
readiness of Her Majesty’s Government to
consider whether any special international
agreement is'necessary for the protection of
the fur seal industry.

If
they want you to win they will not forget
to tell you. i

Don't forget in most races there are at any,
rate three or four horses that are expected to
win by the parties interested.

Don'ti try= to ferret out ‘‘robberies.” In
the majority of cases they do not exist, and
if they do you are very unlikely to ‘‘get on”

to them.

Don’t fo1 that public form is the best
guide for a betting man, but that there are
sundry.conditions which must be studied,
