Decision of the Privy Council
in the Appeal.

MINORITY ‘ENTITLED TO RELIEF.

Qpinions of Prominent Politicians
on the Finding.

The Finding of the Judicial Commliitee is
That the Dominion Government Has
the Power to Entertain the Minority’s
Petition and Grant Remedial Legisia-
tion—Manitoba Ministers Assert That
the Province Will Never Recognize

1s, and Dominion Legis-
lation Could Not Be Enforeed.

Separate schpols and school trustees of
the Roman Catholic inhabitants of that
province to the diesentient schools of
the Protestant and Roman Catholic in-
habitants of Quebec

Separate Schools Regarded as Essential.

There can be no doubt that the views
of the Roman Catholic inhabitants of
Quebec and Ontario, with regard to edu-
cation, were shared by the members of
the same communion in  the territory
which afterwards became the Province
of Manitoba. : They regarded it as es-
sential that the education of their child-
ren should be in accordance with the
teaching of their church and they con-
sidered that such an education could
not ‘be obtained in public .schools de-
signed for all members of the community
alike, whatever their creed, and that it
could ounly be sccured in schools con-
ducted under the influence and guidance
of the authorities of their ehurch.

At the time when - the Province of
Manitoba became part of the Dominion
of Canada the Roman Catholic and Pro-
testant populations in the province were
about equal in number, and prior to
that time there did not exist in the ter-
ritory then incorporated any publie

London, Jun. 20.—The Judicial Com-
mittee of the Privy Council to-day al-
lowed the appeal of the Roman Catho-
lies of Manitoba in the case of Brophy
v. the Attorney-General of Manitoba,but
they refuse to give the costs to the

appellants. :

This judgment, which was dehv:ered
at great length, means that the Do-
minion Government are possessed of
the power to grant the Roman Catho-
lics of Manitoba remedial legislagion of
the support of their separate schools,
abolished fin 1890, when the Manitoba
School Act was passed, doing away with
all but state schools. <

The scene of the confliet in this con-
pection -will hereafter be on the floor of
the House at Ottawa.

nounced, created the greatest interest
among Canadians in Loundon, who, know-
ing the importance of the case, had been
eagerly watching for the result.

In the presence of Baron Watsoq,Lord
of Appeal in Ordinary; Lord MaeNeagh-
ten, Lord of Appeal in Ordinary; .a'nd
Lord Shand, a member of the Judicial
Committee of the Privy Council, the Lord
Chancellor, Baron Herschell, delivered
the judgment allowing the appeal from
the decision of the Supreme Court of
Canada, in the case of Brophy and others
against the Attorney-General of Mani-
toba, rendered on Feb. 20, 1894, and
known as the Manitoba school case.

A of the Juidgment.

The Lord Chancellor’s delivery of the
ekhausted judgment lasted nearly an
hour. He said, their lordships were of
opinion that the enactment which gov-
erns the present caseis the second sub-
seetion of the eection of the Manitoba
‘Act, reading as follows:

“An appeal sball e to the
Governor-General-in-Council ¢rom any
et or decision oi the Legispature of
the province or of any provincial au-
thority, @ifecting any right or privi-
ege of the Protestant or.Roman Catho-
{ic minority of the Qﬁyeen”s subjects in
relations to educatiod.”

Therefore, their lordships held that
the Roman Catholics’ appeals to the
Governor-Geheral-in-Council were admis-
sible by virtue of that enactment, in-
asmuch as the School Acts of 1890 ab-
olishing Separate Schools affected the
rights and privileges of the Roman
Catholic minority within- the meaning
of the section. -

Their lordships decided further that
the Governor-General-in-Council had
power to make declarations or reme-
dial orders asked for in the petitions
and that also the appeal was well
founded. .

It was not for the Privy Council to
intimate the course that may now be
pursued, but their lordships declared
that certainly it was not essential that
the statutes repealed by the Act of
1890 must be re-enacted.

All legitimate ground of complaint
would be removed if the education sys-
tem were supplemented: by provisions
removing the grievances upon which the®
appeal was founded, or in other words
granting funds for the support’of the
separate ‘schools in the province.

Leading mp to ‘the judgment their
lordships reviewed at some lemgth the
circumstances under which the act was
passed, and also its exact scope. It was
noted that the decision of the council
in the case of Barrett v. the city of
Winnipeg seemed to have given rise to
some misapprehension. In 1867. it was
spointed out, the union of the provinces
of Canada, Nova Scotia and New Bruns-
wick took place. Among ‘the obstacles
which had to be overcome in order to
bring about the union, none, perhaps,
presented a greater difficulty than the
differences of opinion which existed with
regard to the question of education.

The existing state of aifairs in Can-
ada at Confederation in the matter of
echool laws was then explained and the
Manitoba school situation fully discussed.
MThe historical records ‘were unearthed
and the case most exhaustively dealt
wdi.th, after which judgment was deliver-

\ THE JUDSMENT.,

—
€vervthing Hinged on thie Interpretation
of the Twenty-second Scetion.

The Lord Chancellor, Baron Herschell,
delivered the judgment.

In their Lordehips’ opinion it is  the
twenty-second section of the Manitoba
Act which has to be construed in the
present case, though it is, of course, le-
gitimate, to cousider the terms of the
earlier act and take’ advantage of any
assistance they afford in the construc-
tion of the enactments with which they
50 closely correspend and which have
been substituted for them.

Before entering into a eritical examina-
tion of twms important section of  ithe
Manitoba Act, it will be convenient to
state the circumstances under which the
act; was passed and also its exact scope.
It - is the decisiou of this board, in the
case of Barreti vs. the city of Winnipeg,
Which seems to have given rise to some
wisappreheusion. In 1567 the union of
the provinces of Canada, Nova Scotia
and New Brunswick took place.

Educational Differences An Obstacle.

Among the obstacles which had to be
overcome in order to bring about that
Union, none, perhaps, presented a great-
Er'diliivnl\y thau the differences of
Opinion,which existed with regard to the
question of education. 1t had been the
subject of much coutroversy in = Upper
and Lower Canada. In Upper Canada a
general system of uadenominational edu-
tation had been established: but, with
& provision for separate schools to sup-
ply the wauts of the Catholic inhabitants
bi that province.

The second sub-section of section
of the British North America Act eox-
tended all the powers, privileges and
duties which were ‘then by law confer-
¥ed and, imposed in Upper Caunada on the

| system of education. The several reli-
gious denoininations had established such
ischools at they thought fit and main-
i tained them by means of funds volun-
| tarily contributed by the members of
their own communiou.

Terms on Manitoba’s Admission.

None of them received state aid. The
‘terms upon which Manitoba was to be-
{come a pravince of the Dominjon was
! a matter of megotiations between the
representatives Ui the inhahitants of
Manitoba and the Dominion Government.
The terms agreed upon, so far as educa-
tion is concerped, must be taken to be
embodied in the 22nd section of the act
of 1870. -

Their Lordships do not think that any-
thing is to be ‘gained by an enquiryas
to how far the provisions of this section
placed the Province of Manitoba in a
different position from the other pro-
vinces or whether it was one more or
less advantageous. There can be no pre-
sumption as to the éxtent to which the
variation was intended.

This can only be determined by con-
struing the words of the section -accord-
ing to their natural signification. Among
the very first measures passed by the
Legislature of Maniteba was an act to
establish ‘& system of education in that
provinee. The provisions of that act re-
quire examinatfon. It is sufficient for
the present to say that the system es-
tablished was distinctly denominational.

Cat ies Unaffected by the Act of 1890.

This €¥stem, with some modifications,
of the original scheme, bore fruit in
later legislation, and remained in force
until it was put to an end to by the acts
which have given rise to the present
controversy. In Barrett's case the sole
question raised™was whether the Public
Schools Act of 1890 prejudicially affected
ed hny right or privilege which Roman
Catholics, by law or practice, had in
the province at the time of the union.
Their Lordships arrived at the conclusion
that this ‘guestion must be answered in
the negative.

The only right. or privilege which the
Roman Catholics possessed, either by
law or in practice, was the right of
privilege of establishing and maintain-
ing for the use of the members of their
own chureh such schoole as they please.
It appeared to Their Lordships'that this
right or privilege remaiged untouched.

Therefore, it could not be said to be
affected by the legislation of 1890. It
was not doubted that the object of the
first Sub-section of section 22 was
to afford protection to denominational
schools or that it was proper “to have
regard to the intent of the Legislature
and surrounding circumstances in in-
terpreting the enactment.

But the question which had to be de-
termined was the true comstruction of
the language used. It is true that the
construction put by this board upon the
first sub-section reduced within very
narrow limits the protection afforded
by that sub-section in respect to de-
nominational schools.

The Scope of the Act Narrower Tham In-
tended

Those who either framed or assented
to the wording oi that enactment were
under the impression that its scope was
wider, and that it ofiered protection
greater than Their Lordships held to
be the case. But euch -considerations
cannot properly iniluence the judgement
of those who have to judicially interpret,
a statute. 3

The question is not what may be sup-
posed to have been intended, but what
has been said. More complete eifect
might in some cases be given to the in-.
tentions of a Legislature if violence were
done to_the language -in which
legislatis has taken shape. But such a
course would on the whole be quite as
likely to defeat as to further the object
which was in yview. Whilst, however, it
is neceasary to resist any temptation
to deviate from sound rules of construc-
tion in the hope to more completely
satisfy the intention of the Legislature,
it is quite legitimate, where more than
one construction oi a statute is posi
sible, to.select that which will best
carry out what appears irom the general
scope of legislatjon. |

Can Ask for ‘Remedial Legisiation.
Their Lordships further decide that the
Governor-General in council has the
power to make the declarafions or reme-
dial orders asked for, but the _par-
ticular course to be pursued must be de-
termined by the authorities to which the
matter has been committed by statute.

It is not for this tribunal to intimate,
their lordships continue, the precise steps
to be taken, but their general character
is sufficiently defined by the third sub-
section of section 22 of the Manitoba Act.
Doubtless the system of education em-
bodied in the acts of 1890 commends it-
self to a great majority of the inhabit-
ants of the province, but all legitimate
ground of complaint would be removed
if that system were supplemented by
provisions, rethowving the grievance upon
which this appeal was founded. Their
Lordships advise Her Majesty that the
questious submitted should be answered
in the manner indicated by the foregoing
views.,

It Was iu 1850 that the Manitoba Gov-
ernment, Hou. Thomas Greenway being
Premier and Joseph Martin, now M. P.
for Winnipez, Attorney-General, paSsed
the Manitcba Separate school law. Di-
vested of its iegal phraseology, this act
siizply abol d Governmental Separate
schools in itoba.

There was great anger among the Ro-
man Cathoiic munority in  the Prairie
Provinee.

Enquiry
revealed the fact that he had eaten a
whole® apple pie, three apples, a lot of
meat and vegetables, some cake and
fruit, and imnibed a quare of soup, all
within & few: hours. He made it a point
of etiquet to eat all and everything sup-
plied nhim. His attendant said ‘‘he ate
more than a sbhantymaw,” and would
have it. Measures have now, been taken
tocut off the supply, and the attendaunt
has orders to prevent entry to  the
house of all provsiions except such as he
orders Dhimnseil.

Bidan t Get the Dollar.

Mr. Dempster talks freely of his late
adventures. As stated ina previous de-
spatch Provincial Detective Greer recov-
ered for him the deed of the farm which
he executed to lus supposed wife, and
the lease from her to him. The papers
were in the hands of Messrs. Hutcheson
and' Fisher, barristers, Brockville, who
delivered them up on dewand.

The deed is made in duplicate upon
regular printed forms, dated Dec. b,
1bv4, sigued by Jumes Dempster, and
witnessed by W.A. Williamsou. It cov-
ers the whole farm of U7 1-£ acres, with
the exceptiun of half au acre and two
acres previously sold.  ‘dhe  considera-
tion mentiosed is ‘“‘the love and atfec-
tion which the said party of the first

A Unique Decd.
The deed, it appears, was signed by

absolute conveyance of the land to *‘Mary
Ann Dempster.” Then she executed what

as the deed, signed and sealed, and wit-
nessed by W. A. Williamson. It is a mas-
terpiece of composition in the way of
showing how a party of the first part
could turnu the property over to a second
party and at the same time retain full
control and. possession of it. After de-
scribing the parties and the land in re-
gular form, the document goes on: * The
said party of the first part heréby leases
and by these presents doth lease unto
the said party of the Second part~all
the above-described property, to have and
to hold during his natural life. The said
party of the first part is to have the
use of the farm,“and is to rum ityor
farm it in a good husband-like and care-
jul mesper, and allow the said party of
the 'second part to have the privilege
of working or mot as he sees fit, and'to
enjoy the same privileges about his home
and farm as heretofore, as far as having
& 2ood comfortable home and living. And
if ‘the said parties can agree on selling
the farm for the seventy-five thousand
dollars they are to sell it. And the said
party of the first part is to improve
the farm and buildings as she sees it
necessary and to furnish the money to
do the repairing.”

Under the lease Dempster’s right in the
tl.w land was dwindled toythe mere pri-
vilege of “holding” it during his na-
tural life and working or not as he
pleased.; While his. wife was to do all
the wossing in her “ husband-like ”’ man-
ner.

Williamson has not yet returned

THE BROOKLYN STRIKERS PULLING
MANY STRINGS FOR VIUTORY.

i im Additien to Cutting Wires the Men

Are Seeking to Annul the Charters,
, Warrants Are Asked for the Ofiicers
and 1609 Actions for Damages Are
Threatenéd.

Brooklyn, Jan. 29.—The strikers are
playing a double game. Through coun-
i sel they have appealed to the Attorney-
| General to move against the Brooklyn
| Heiglits Co. to revoke the charter for
! failing to operate the road. Through
! the agency of lawless mobs they have
| continued cutting wires, assaulting non-
{ union employes, blockading tracks and
| otherise preventing the cars fromsoper-
i ating. On the one hand they invoke the
{law of the land; on the other they defy

! he:re to aid the police in preserving order.
Were the proceedings in the courts
| brought by citizens acting in good faith
(for the benefit of the community
’olhcers of thé companies would undoubt-
iedly be uneasy as to the result. They
now treat the matter lightly and will
make answer that the very, men who ask
the aid of the law are themselves law-
breakers, whose acts have made neces-
sary the calling out of the National
Guard. :

The withdrawal of the First Brigade
was followed by many small disturb-
ances. President Lewis declared, with
smuch emphasis, that it was a serious
mistake to withdraw the brigade. He
thad a body guard of detectives about
his person, and President Morton never
moves without an armed guard at his
side. On the other hand, the Mayor,Gen.
McLeer and other officials believe that
quiet is restored and turbulence at an
end.

Master Workman Connelly still insists
that the strikers are not beaten. The for-
mal tender of their services by Mr. Con-
nelly was a move upon which to base an
application for a mew writ of mandamus.
This was made against the Atlantic-ave-
nue company. Similar steps are to be
followed against the Brooklyn, Queen’s
County and Suburban. The Brooklyn
Heights Company was served with for-
p)al notice in the mandamus proceedings.
They have 20 days to answer. They have
also to appear before the Attorney-Gen-
eg'al at Albany to-morrow in the applica-
tion for agtipn looking, to the forfeiture
of their charte®: In additioh to this war-
rants sre to ba. applied for before Jus-
tice Tighe for the arrest of the officers
of the line Tor violating the 10-hour law,
which" is° a misdemeaunor punishable by
a fine of $500, for ea€h: gffence, or im-
prisonment for three months. There are
1600 emiployes .who' threat¥n to- bring
action. e A

Still further proceedings, which are
on the prageam, are suits by each ex-
employe for oné week’s salary, and suits
for damages by merchats whose business
has been prestrated. ¥

While the strikers are pulling all these
strings to give trouble to the companies
and force them to surreender, there are
other complications. The Board of Alder-
men is seeking for some means of demol-
mhipg the eompanies; the labon organi-
rations have decided not to ride on the
cars; the grand jury is looking into the
loss of life and limb due to violations
of the laws regulating speed of cars; the
Board of Arbitration has gone to Albany
ta report upon the causes of the strike,
and & new committee from the Legisla-
ture is on its way to iuvestigate the
whole matter., Ail in all, the lot of the
trolley magnate is not a happy one.

. The companies made a good showing
in the number of cars run-and lines oper-
ated to-day. They have shown that all
they need is time to engage and break-
in new men, and protection for the men
end property of the roads,

Only once to-day were the troopd called

out. Agang of men placed'a wagon on
the track of the Filth-avenue line and
mobbed the crew of a tar. The militiamen
ruched to the rescue at double-quick and
thej mob scattered.
. There were many accidents due to the
inexperiencd of motormen. A trolley car

In the Police Courts to-day 22 men
were arraigned, charged with stone-
throwing, wire-cutting, track obstruct-
ing and otherwise interfering with trol-
ley roads. Tey were all held for trial.

Australian Federation.

Hobarttown, Tasmania, Jan. 29.—The
Federation ; Conference to-day unani-
mously adopted the motion of Premier
Reid. of New:. South Wales, affirming that
federation is the principal and most ur-
gent question in Australian politics. A
private and entirely harmonious discus-
sion followed on the best means of ac-
complishing federation. ‘The conference
then adjourned until Thursday.

It is understood that the delegates to
the ¥ederation conference in Hobart-
town are in favor of a federatjon election
byy the Jeople rather than appointed by
the parliament of each colony. The con-
ference has considered whether it is pre-
ferable to draw up a bill to submit a
referendum or to ask each parliament
to accept or reject the-question unalter-
ed. The latter course was generally
favored.

THE U.S. CURRENCY CRISIS.

Gold Reserve Under Fifty Millions—Seven
Currency Reform Propositions Made
in the Senate.

Washington, Jan. 29. — The Treasury
gold reserve has been reduced to $~'§8,-
516,198 by gold withdrawals at New
York.

The financial question was brought to
the front early in the Senate by a re-
solution which was offered by Mr. Man-
derson (R., Neb.), and which, after dis-
cussion, was referred ‘to the Finance
Committee. It embraces seven proposi-
tions, which, Mr. Manderson admitted,
looked like hodge-podge, but which re_ally
were, he said, a compromise that might
be =ad ought to be embodied into law.
These ‘wers: A reserve of two hundred
millions in gold and two hundred milli(qm
in silver, the issue oi bonds payable in
gold and silver, the destruction of ’legal
tender notes when paid in gold and sil-
ver, the exchange for five years, when
demanded, of gold coin for silver coin
and of silver®oin for gold coin; the use
of new bonds for national bank curren-
¢y (of not less denominations than $10),
the requirement of payment of dnties'm
gold on goods imported from countries
having a gold standard and in gold or
silver on goods imported from coun-
tries having a silver standard, and, fin-
ally, the free coinage of silver and goid
at the ratio of 16to1 and the enlarged
coinage 3% subsidjary silver coin.

AN IMBMEDIATIR BOND ISSUE.

$100,000,000 Four Per Cents. Expected To
Be Issued Next Monday.

New York, Jan. 29.—The (continued
withdrawals of gold have raused the
general belief that a bond issue will
have to come very shortly uunless Con-
gress takes quick action on the propo-
sition of the President for an issue oi
three per cent. bonds. dJt was expected
that  the issue would be made this
week, but the President decided to make
one last appeal to Congress for a three
per cent. gold before Wacrificing the
credit of the Government by the sale of
four or five per cent. bonds. If Cougress
does not accomplish anything this week
in the section oi the President’s sug-
gestions, it is understood that $100,-
000,000 four per cent. bonds will be is-
sued next Monday, or beiore the' c¢lose
of mnext Iweek. Notwithstanding the
denials of August Belmont, it is bulievgd
that he will be at the head of a syndi-
cate «of foreign bankers, which will take
a huge block of the bounds. It is ap-
parent that a large portior of the issue
must be placed abroad ii the Treasury
fs to make any -permanent gain in
gold, as in no other way can an ei-
fectual halt be put upon the gold ex-
port movement.

The withdrawal of $100,000,600 from
circulation . ‘will also cause an active
money market, and in this way add
to the check upon gold shipments.

MET DEATH FIGHTING FIRE

P

TEN MEMBERS OF THE BRIGADE
HAVE DIED AT THRIR POSTS,

During the Past Thirty Years Half a Score
of the Members of the Toronto De-
partment Have Recelved Fatal Injuries
While Attempting to Extinguish Fires—
The Several Cases Reealled.

Half a score of times during the past
80 years have the members of Toronto’s
Fire Drigade followed the funeral cor-
teges of comrades who have met their
death while in stern conflict . with the
flames, or received fatal injuries while
dischiirging the duties to which the
alarm summons them, died.

There are a number oi men yet in ac-
tive service with the brigade who have
been fire-fighters for nearly 40 years,
and whd recali, withell the vividness of
the great [lires of three weeks ago, the
fire which took place in Yonge-street,
near Trinity-square,
in which First: Assistant Engineer Win.
Charlton met his death. The unfortunate
man, who had been a member of the
brigade since its tirst organization as the
York Fire Brigzade, was passing beneath
a verandah which joinedj the - burning
structure, aud which was constructed of
heavy timbers, when the verandah col-
lapsed and Chariton was eaught beneath
it. His bruised and mangled body was
soon extricated, but the wounds proved
fatal, Charlton dying almost immediately.

Three years later James Kidd was
buried in the ruins of a falling chimuey
at Queen and Esther-streetsi He with
two companions were directing a stream
into a portion of the wreck where the
fire was making, @ last-Tight, when they
were warned of their danger by a few
falling bricks. The huge chimney tot-
tered and fell, Kidd's companions escap-
ing.

Davies packing house was badly gutted
by flames on Sept. 15, 1879, and while
in the burning building James Phillips
inhaled the fumes of burning saltpetre.
He died "three days later.

William Ashfield was one of the ablest
men in ths service, He met his death at
the fire which destroyed the Beard ele-
vator on Oct. 5, 1880.

The following year, on April 14, Thom-
Charters died from over-exertion at the
Hamilton foundry fire,

While answering-to- an alarm on Sun-
day, July 6, 1884, John Davis of Port-
land-street section was thrown from the
reel and sustained injuries to which he
succumbed on July 10.

Albert Gilbert, attached to the hook
and ladder wagon of Court-street See-
tion, was assisting to extinguish a fire
ina stable in the rear of T. Hall's gro-
cery, Parliament and Sydenham-streets,
when he was struck on the head by a
falling beam and buried in  the ruins,
with some of his companions. "He was
dead when taken out. Charles Ardagh, a
son of the late chief, was taken out se-
rigusly injured. 2

Thomas Evereat, No. 3 Hook and Lad-
der ¥'0., Yorkville-avenue, fell through
a1 open hatchway while assisting to ex-
tinghish a fire in the cooperage of Wil-
liam’ Knowles, Yonge- and Maitland-
streets, on the morning of April 24, 1890,
and was instantly killed."

The accident in which Chief Richard Ar-
dagh and Robert Bowrey received their
fatal injuries are still fresh in the minds
of the public. Both occurred at The
Giobe fire of Sunday, Jan. 6. Bowrey
was lying in the hospital with the medi-
cal men doing all in their power tosave
his life when the chief. made’ the jump
which saved him from the flames, but
cost him his life. ~

A BROKEN CAREER. 5
The sad decease ©f Lord Tandolph

Churchill calls for something more than
o passing sigh. ‘The fate of this young'
nobleman is more than ordinarily mowrn- |

ful. In the violent hurry of modern life
the rush and tumult of living soon efface
the memory of even those who are dear-
est. Just as with the advance of troops
in action, the gaps in the rauks are fill-
ed up and the suryivors press on, forget-
ful of those who have dropped on the
way. Still to each individual come wmo-
ments of reflection when things appear
in their real light, and if a maun does
not. weep - for his neighbor he fears for
himself,

Looking back so few years,:the face
and figure of Lord Churchill were a8
familiar as any then known. The ap-
pearance of a man i the pages of Punch
is nog a bad indication of popular opin-
jon. Five or six years ago there was
scarcely a number of Punch in which
some kindly caricature of “Randy” did
not appear. He was generally sketched
as a bantam cock, squaring up to the
toygh old bird, Gladstone. A good fight
he always made of it. He had that
characteristic which always goes straight
to the heart, namely, pluck. Besides
pluck, he had brains. His speeches were
always to the point, his sentences well-
turned and his style of address exceed-
ingly crisp. He had the merit of being
one of the first to recognize that a Con-
servative Democracy is the true bulwark
of society. It was he who first endeavored
to commect the (Conservative party in
Eugland direet With the workingman.
Many people attributed this alliance to
the suggestions of his American wife.
Whether it wa¢ so or not, he had the
good sense to act upon it, and to take
the wind completely out of the Radical
sails. It seemed as if he were about to
revive the role of the Roman. tribunes.
Suddenly aicollapse came. Whether the
strain of public life had -been too great
and his nerve gave away, Or whether
other troubles brought about a change,
no person seems to know for certain.
What the public saw: was a sudden dis-
appearance. There were one or two fit-
ful attempts to regain a lost position.
Then came the letters from South Africa,
which were afterwards recast into a
book, readable enough, but a “pot boil-
er.” Then came a painful re-appearance
in the House of Commons, something like
that of a Queen of Song who re-visits
the scene of her former triumphs and—
breaks down. Lastly came the wander-
ings about the globe in search of health.
Then came the hurying back to England,
reminding one of Goldsmifl’s lines:
And as a hare by horns and hounds pur-

sued,
Pants to the place‘Yrom whence at first
he flew; 4
I still had hopes my long vexatious past,
Here to return and die at home at last.

But yesterday thdé funeral obsequies
were celebrated, and now Lord Randolph
Churchill sleeps in  ‘English ground. In
all Holbein’s Dance of Death there is no
padder picture. The most careless, indif-
ferent Gallio caunot help a sigh of sym-
pathy for a career broken like this young
statesman’s. If s good man is killed in
action, or assassinated by a fanatic, or
ends his life in some way which leaves
a page of history illuminated, however
grieved his contemporaries may be, there
is a countervailing satisfaction that the
dead man has not lived iv vain. But
there is a terrible warning where a man
throws away his chances and leaves to
posterity ouly the saddest of all epi-
taphs: “it might have been!” What
influence it was that ruined Lord Church-
ill's career remains to be disclosed, Un-
til it is koowun, his collapse will remain
an enigma, which, if possible, makes his
sad fate sadder still.

CONSUMPTION TREATED AS CONTAGIOUS.

It is only twelve years since Koch,
the German scientist, proved to the
world that ‘tuberculosis was infectious.
Up to that timc no measures had been
taken to prevent the spread of the” di-
sease from the sick to the healthy. It
was - believed that  consumption was
purely a hereditaryf ‘disease and no at-
tention was paid té the isolation . of
consumptive patieunts; Bince Dr. Koch’s
wonderful discovery in 1882 more or
less progress has been made in treating
the disease in the same way as small-
pox, cholera and otder contagious di-
seases are treated, but it is only within
the) past two or three years that any
serious attempts in this direction have
been made. In 1893 the New York Board
(of Health organized a department to
look after this disease. The precautions
that were taken to fight tuberculosis
were based upon the following facts,
which were udmitted as being establish-
ed from a medical point of view:

First—Tuberculosis is a communicable
disease and distinetly preventable.

Second—It is acquired by ‘the direct
transmission of the tubercle bacilli from
the sick to the well, usually by the means
of the dried and pulverized sputum float-
ing as dust in the air.

Third=It can be largely prevented by
simple and easily applied measures of
cleanliness and disinfection:

In. pursuance of a recognition of these
facts stringent measures were adopted
towards the lessening of the death rate
in the city of New York. In addition to
ijssuing circulars informing the people
how consumption should be treated, the
board adopted the following resolution,
with a view to lessening the ravages
of the disease:

That medical sanitary inspectors visit
all premises which have been occupied
by consumptive patients and vacated
either by death or removal, and direct
as to the removal of infected articles
for disinfection by the department, and
forward written recommendations asto
the cleansing and renovation of the pre-
mises:; On the basis of these recommen-
dations an order shall be issued by the
board on the owner of the premises, witl
directions as to their removation, noti-
fying him that the board will not allow
the premises to be occupied by any other
persous than those living there at the
time, until the order has been complied
with,

This was in 1893. In that year 6000
i New York died of consumption. Dur-

fng the following year, in which 1he

oo ©of New York feel that their efforts have

board carried otit the measures that had
been adopted, the death rate from thie
disease fell to 5000. It is claimed that
i the' decrease is wholly owing to the
precautions that were taken {(by the
Board of Health. The health officials

ELECTRIC LIGATING.

When The World stated the other day
that within two years electric lighting
would drop to $40 a year per light, it
was well within the mark. As a matter
ol fact, several cities in the United States
are having their streets lighted for- o
less sum than that to-day. Instead of
$40, we would have been more correct
had we mentioned $20 as the possible
figure to which arc lighting will drop
in the mear future., This may seem ab-
surd, but we have good evidence for mak-
ing the prophecy. The Buffalo News is
our authority for the statement that
“the city of Erie, Pa., is going to get
its electric lights at seventeen cents per
lamp per night, under a new contract.””
This is at the rate of $62.05 per year.
The tender vomes from a private com-
pany, and the figures submitted by that
¢ompany seem to bear out Mr. Bertram’s
contention that it will not cost the
city more than $60 per year per lamp
if it operates the plant itsell. The ques-
tion of municipal control of electric
lighting is agitating a great many cities

One of the councilmen of that
city asserts that Philadelphia is paying
amually for street lighting a sum that
would more than pay for . a complete
city plant. He also says that there are
forty towns in  Pennsylvania that are
operating their own electric lighting
plants, and the reduction in each case
from the price paid to private companies
was fully one-half, In yesterday's Buf-’
falo Express there is published a table
of the cost of the street lighting in va-
rious cities where the service is done by
the corporation. If the figures did not
appear in such a respounsible paper as
The Express undoubtedly is, we would
be inclined to doubt their correctness.
They certainly show the people of Toron-
to that only one course is open to them
in deciding upon the future of our street
lighting.

DIED
27TH JANUARY, 1895,
IN H1s 63RD YEAR.

Decorating the walls of the room was
the large framed photograph of the 117
members of the Fire Brigade, with the
Chief as the central figure; and adjoin-
ing it was the framed illuminated ad-
dress, in which the officers and members
bore testimony in eloquent terms to
Chief Ardagh's 20 years’ service as exe-
cutive head. Many of his old colleagues
with tear-dimmed eyes turned from the
casket and saw the truthful lines: “Your
well-known kindness of heart and your
manifold sterling qualities, together with
your courtesy and kind treatment of
those serving with you, have endeared
you to us.” Then came praise of ad-
ministrative ability, and the signature
of those who are ito see hisiface no more,

All morning the visitors came for an
hour before the service in continued single
file, and great was the throng who, too
late, sought admission to the death-
chamber. Every friend in the city and
nearly every policeman managed yes:
terday' to pay a visit to the house of
mourning.

An Impressive Service.

At - 2,30 Rev. Dr. Henderson, pastor of
Sherboyrne:street Methodist Church, at
which the late chief had been an atten-
dant, commenced the funeral service,
Mrs. Ardagh is sericusly; ill, so there was
no singing.

To-day we have mét to pay the last
tribute of respect to the memory of a
a man wWhose loss the whole commiunity
with upfeigned sincerity mourns. Few
mep, I venture to say, who have attained
any prominence in the business or social
life of our scity, ever enjoyed a larger
space in the admiration or the affections
of his fellow-citizens, The death
Chief Ardagh has cast a feeling of gloom
over every home in our fair city.

Many there are to-day who will drop
a tear ofeunfeigned sorrow over the grave
of the fallen hero. Our feelings as citi-
zens are intensified not only by the cir-
cumstiances under which he met his death,
but the memory of those heroic quali-
ties which endeared him to all who knew
him.

Richard Ardagh’s death has evoked no-
thing but expressions of the highest ap-
preciation of his valuable services in the
brigade and of his noble qualities as a
man. )

A Mar Who Did His Duty Nobly.

Never, never was-he known to shirk an
atom of the responsibilities attaching to
his perilous position; and never did he
quail, as everybody knows, in the pres-
ence of danger when he met it in the
path of duty.

More than once in his brilliant career
he incurred the: greatest risk to life and
limb in trying to eave the lives and pro-
perty of his fellow-citizens.

We can scarcely appreciate too highly
the services of such men, who day and
night hold %themselves in readiness to
respond to the call of: duty, who are
ever reddy to make any sacrifice in sav-
ing the homes of -the city from
the devastating flame. L § fear
such services are not always as highly
appreciated as they ought to be. But
certainly in the case of such a capable
and devoted wervant of the public as
Chief Ardagh was, it is not too much
to say that nothing of a mere material
or monetary consideration can ever be
regarded as adequate compensation for
the sacrifices he made, and the services
which he so heartily and heroically ren-
dered.

He is gone, but his place will not easi-
ly be filled. His memory will not soon
fade from the annals of the city which
he so well loved and served, and for
which, like a hero, he has died.

Our sympathy and supplications go
out this aiternoon on behalf of the be-
reaved widow and family who,. to-day,
sadly mourp the loss of a faithful hus-
band, affectionate father and a true,
loving friend. We pray that the pre-
sencé of thg invisible Master, who wept
at.the grave oi Lazarus and comforted
the widow of Nain, may whisper the
golden promise, which fills with so much
comfort and hope, “ Lo, T am with you
always.”

The Amalgamation of Retail and Jobbing
Houses.

“Many United States and British job-
bing houses have a retail store in con-
nection. This is a feature which is now
being introduced into Canadag’ Take To-
ronto for example. The jobber now eells
only $1000 worth of goods to the re-
tailers where he formerly sold $10,000.
These city retailers have grown fewer
in number but larger in size, and can
afford to import direct. The Toronto
jobber can only regain his trade by open-
ing a retail store and waging a competi-
tion with these large city retailers by
selling direct to the city consumer. One
or two instances of this combination are
already to be found in the Maritime
Provinces, and soon others will appear.

Small Town Shops Will Also Suffer.

“But: how the jobber will meet the in-
creased competition of the importing
retailer in large towns or small cities
where there is no jobbing house to open
a retail department is a question yet
unanswered. . The Review has discover-
ed that a ,plan is being matured. Whe-
ther that plan is feasiblé may be a mat-
ter of opinion, but on the face it seems
quite possible of a profitable consumma-
tion.

“This plan, as stated by a wholesaler,
who! avers he has had the idea for sev-
eral years, is ‘as follows: Suppose there
are twenty: large towns in each of which
is one large retailer who imports direct
at fairly low prices, sells close, advertis-
es strongly, and gathers -to himself the
bulk of the retail trade in that town.
By sor doing, he crusbes down small com-
petitors and leaves little trade to be
secured by the jobber. Supposing there
are ten Montreal and Toronto jobbers
who find themselves -affected by  this
change in the source of supply. They,
meet together and agree to apportion
the® care of these towns by lot among
them, each taking two, A.B. & Co. are
jobbers,. and they get two towns to
“take care of,” pamely Smithville and
Browntown. In each of these two towns
A.B. & Co. erect neat and commodious
stores and put inastock. They com-
mence to do & retail trade managed by
experienced retail merchants. And then
—well, the result must be imagined.

An Increase in Supply Accounts.

“There is another feature which shows
the increased competition between these
two classes. This is the increased num-
ber of supply accounts that may mnow
be found in this country. A jobber finds
that he is getting very little trade from
a good-sized towv, and he chooses some
Lonest but iwpecunious retailer and
starts him on a supﬂly account. That
the jobbers have found this a necessity
is much to be lameutdd. The outcome of
this struggle will be hwatched with much
interest, not ouly by those directly con-
cerned, but by business and commercial
men generally.”

1f this scheme is carried into effect, and
at present it is ouly a trump card
kept for the last trick; what will be the
result ¢ It will mean that instead of
the new method of doing business being
confined to the large cities the small
stores of the villages and towns will be
drawn into the vortex of depression, &
condition of affairs that cannot
thought of without alarm.

ANTI-MONOPOLY,

Education, Not Legislation, Necessary.

Hard times has made people
search for cheap goods, even At the ex-
pense *of " qualitys You are misleading
when you speak of the convenience of
shopping in departmental - stores: It
would be difficnlt to imagine a lady
preferring the jostling crowd, the pert
floor walker, the indifferent counter hand
and the generally bard and fast rules
of these places to the quiet, solicitous,
ever-anxious-to-please tone of the small-
er houses, where it is recognized that
| their success must depend upon the
| quality of their goods, the integrity of
their deaings and the politeness shown
%o their patrons. No; it is this ma rush
for “bargains’” that has given these
large dtores the “ run’’ they have to-day:
iThe'trnth ot Bgrnum’s oft-quoted phrase
| “ The people like to be gulled,” can now
| no longes be doubted. To spend eight
icents on car fares and lose &
whole morning in order to procure seven
pounds of sugar for a quarter, when the
little grocer around the corner would be
glad to sell six pounds for the same sum,
is an equation beyond the calculating
capacity of a “bargain hunter”
hard times, but the climax is capped
when the husband’s last hard-earned dol-
lar is invested in an unnecessary copper
kettle, which being “just like those
Brown asks $2 for,” could not be resisted,
but which is in reality so thin andso
poorly constructed thati50 cents would
be a high price for it. The time must sure-
ly come when people will be afraid to
buy from dealers who make it a practice
to set up decoys for their allurement.
When money is freer of circulation better
goods will be in demand, and xeliable
stores will- obtain their full share of pat-
ronage.

In the meantime, however, it would be
useless to try and interfere, with the free-
dom of ,trade by proposing toilegislate
against the large stores. Notling but
the education of experience will teach
the people what is best for themselves.
Our supply of small stores, which itis
considered is too numerous, may have
to succumb, but they will soon be suc-
ceeded by a number of high-class retail-
ers. each of whom will exert all his en-
ergies in making a specialty of one par-
ticular branch of business, thereby en-
abling him to cope with in price, and
leave far behind in quality and assort-
ment, his “anchor to needle” rival who
has to depend upon second-class employes
to manage the different depurtments'of
his unwieldy structure. This is the outside
view of the case. There are, however,
internal troubles which will mu{enally
assist in the regaining of an equilibrium
of trade so mueh to be desired. But
space forbids. Perhaps I may have some-
thing to say of them later. H.K.S.H.

vote, and offer themselves as the best
men to fill BRIl positions of trust and
emolument.

Now, let us see what has been paid
to the Grand Lodge.

has been sent to the Grand Lodge, the
sum of $128,216.28 appears to be un-
accounted for by the half dozen officials
of ithe order, who appear to be actuated
solely by motives of personal advauce-
ment, notoriety and yosition, and if so,
into whose pockets has i# gone?

And what benefit have the farmers
received from it? Is it not a fact that
during the whole period of their existence
they have done nothing to improve the
céndition of their members? Nothing
whatever has been done to improve the
condition of farming to teach the farmers
bhow ito help themselves in any Wway,
such as other farmers’ institutions like
the Agricultural Sotieties, Farmers' In-
stitutes, Dairy Associations, etc., have
done; but this organization has been
spending its whole time in useless agi-
tation, creating a feeling of unrest and
dissatisfaction “throughout the country,
without confcrring any benefit whatever
ont he ‘“poor farmer,” for whom they
profess to have such sympathy.

LARGE AND SMALL CROPS. . .

Big Profits Accrue From Big Crops
Grown With Least Labor and Money.

While the average crop almost al-

ways brings the farmers of the United

States more money than an unusually
large one, the profit of farming to the
individual is always on the large crop.
When we have what is known as a
bumper crop of corn or wheaty aind es—
pecially when two follow in succzsslon.
ag they have dong once in recent years,
with both crops, low prices netessarily
follow. We have what is called over-
production, by which is megnt‘not the
production of more food thai the world
needs, but more than it will: take at
once at a price that will compensate the
farmer for his labor, Speculation then
steps in and still further depresses the
prices for the reason that when grain
once leaves the farmer’s hands it must
be carried at a cost of interest, elevator
charges, insurance and the risk of the
market,all of which is taken in advance
out of the price that -is given the
producer. When a small crop occurs,
Qr a succession of average crops, specu-
lation on the -bull side becomes. active,
corners are likely to be made, and the
result is unusually high prices until
equaliged by production. Straige as it
may appear, publications from the de-
partment of agriculture show that it is
not the large crops that yield the farm-
ers of the United States the most money,
but the average ones.  This, however,
does not hold true of the individual
farmer, according to The lowa Home-
stead, which says:

His profits are greatest when he grows
the largest crops, provided they are
grown without the expenditure of a
disproportionately large amount of
money in the way of fertilizers aud
labor. The taxes on a ere field are
the same whether the crop is large or
small. The money involved in the land
is the same, Therc is comparatively
little .diﬁ‘erence in the cultivation, and
but little difference in the harvesting.
The large crop is due to the skillful hus-
banding of the fertility of the soil, main-
l{ by the use of grass ‘and especially
the clovers, to thevery thorough prepar-
ation of the land, the inore careful
selection of seed and in general better
farming.

While a crop of 80 bushels of corn
may barely pay the expense, the taxes
ard a small interest on the investment,
a vrop of 60 bushels will pay for all the
additional labor and a large rent be-
It is therefore to the interest of
the farmer to grow large crops, which
can be done only by growing on fewer
acres, or if on more acres by the expen-
diture of a mhch greater amount for
hired helg. In whichever way it can
be, the obvious interest of the farmer is
to grow as large crops as possible on the
same land, provided that the growing

of the large crop does not involve a pro-

ortionate increase in the amount of
abor expended. We are not willing to
