LOST

CANADIAN FISH IN ENGLAND.

The Toronto Globe's London corres-
pondent writes:—“I am glad to be
able to announce the arrival at Liver-
pool of the first lot of fresh water bass
fish ever introduced into Great Britain
from Canada. Several attempts have
been made to introduce these valuable
fish into English waters, but hitherto
without success, and several hundred
pounds have, I believe, been lost in the
enterprise. OUn Thursday, however,
Mr. Alexander Begg arrived at Liver
pool from Quebec with a large consign-
ment of fish and ova in excellent con-
dition. Mr. Begg brought about 75
striped or Oswego bass, a similar num-
ber of rock bass from the Canadian
lakes, and upwards of 8,000 fish egss,
half of which are the salmon Wilmoti
and the balance salmon trout from
Lake Huron. The whole consignment

fallon to the ground, as have glso Nos. 65
and 67 Barclay strect, on the lower side,
and No, 61 on the upper side.

The latter has also fallen to
the ground.  The bank bwlding is only
injured on the fourth and fifth floors, used
as dwellings by the janitor and several
families, who lost all. Tompkin's loss
could not be estimated to-night. The
loss of Greenficld & Sonx is estimated at
$100,000. No. 65 Barclay street was a
frame building with a cigar store on the
first floor; the upper floors b eing occupied
by Colonel French for the last thirty years.
French and his family got out safe, but the
former lamented he had left $10,000 in U.
8, bonds in his book-case on the second
floor. Foreman McGull, of engine No. 3,
volunteered to go in for the bonds, when
the flames and smoke were bursting out of
the bujlding. He succeeded in safety,
Some of the girls had their hair burned
totally off their heads, The first reports
were exaggerated in regard to the number
wonnded, as only thirteen were brought to
the Chambers Street Hospital and none to
any other. The greatest sacrifice of life
will be among voung girls, many of whom
from eight to fifteen years of age, were
employed shelting assorting and packing
candies on the first floor over the boiler
which was situated in basement of the rear
end of the Barclay street wing of the build-
and not under the sidewalk as first report-
ed. None of those are known to have es-
caped. The total loss is probably about
& quarter of a million. The news of the
explosion spread over the city very rapidly
and the wildest rumors and great excite-
ment prevailed. Some of the evening
papers got out extras with very exaggerat-
ed reports. Many persons having children
or relations working in the factory, as the
evening wove on and they had not returned
home, sought the sccne of the disaster,
in hospitals and police stations in search
of the missingones . At the very lowest
calculation there must be ferty or fifty per.
sons in the ruins, which are still a reeking
mass. Peter Stadtmiller gives & vivid des-
cription of the affair. He was within 40
feet of the doorway when the explosion
occurred. It seemed to throw up the whole
sidewall: and the front of the building fell,
There was a two-horse truck passing and
the walls fell on the borses and driver. He
said he believed there were nearly 200 per-
sons employed in the building at the time,
Stadtmiller says he is positive not more
than six girls and » dozen men came out
alive through the Barclay street entrance.
The scenes at Chambers Street Hospital
were heartrending in the extreme. The
station house and hospital were besieged
by persons inquiring for their missing
friends. Three firemen were injured by
the falling walls. Some narrow escapes
took place. Bix young boys were sent to
the hospital seriously injured. D. B.
Hasbruck, Chief of the Bureau of Elections

was in splendid condition, and will be
distributed as follows:=-To the Dukel
of Sutherland’s fish ponds, Dunrobin
Castle ; the Troutdale Fishery, Kes-
wick ; Mr. Frank Buckland’'s fish mu-
seum, Kensington; the - Brighton
Aquarium ; and the French Acclima-
tization Society, Paris.

TERRIBLE EXPLOSION.
PORTY OR FIFTY PERSONS KILLED—A NUMBER
WOUNDED.

New Yoex, Dec. 20.—An explosion oc-
curred at five minutes past five this after-
noon in the im candy factory
of Greensficld & Sons, 63 Barclay strect,
which extends in the shape of an L, to
College Place. The boiler, which was un-
der the sidewalk on . the Barclay strect
side, burst, teariug away the entire front,
and scattering the wreck in all directions.
Over 150 girls of all ages were employed
at the time in the building. The walls
fell within a few minutes after the explos-
ion. A policeman who was on duty near
the building, five stoyies high, says he saw
it fall into the street. The strect was
soon filled with screaming people. Sev-
eral girls jumped from the top of the build-
ing info the fire ; several boys were blown
through the roof. Fifty-six wounded and
one dead, were reported at the Chambers
Street Hospital at 6.40 o’clock. A number
was also sent to Bellevue and other hospi-
tals. It is estimated that the wounded
will reach 125. Of the 275 employed in
{$he factory but few escaped uninjured.
The number of dead is uncertain until the
wreck is cleared away. The fire was under
control at 6.30, and by 6.45 only a dense
smoke surrounded the ruins. Mr. Green-
field, owner of the {ncto;'y, could give no
idea of how many were in the building at
the time of the explosion, but thought
abont 118 ; of these about fifty escaped by
the College Place entrance, and a small
number got oyf through the skylights and
walked over the roofs.  The book-keeper,
who was on the Barclay street side of the
building, was blown out throngh a window
futo the street and bagdly ipjured. BSeveral
jumped from the nd story and escaped
with slight injuries,their fall being bpokep

A cable special from London says the
war party in this country is momentarily
increasing in influence and numbers, The
Rusro-philes are constantly using efforts
toward organization of Liberal associations
und are guite active in passing resolutions
in favor of peace,but the arrogance of Rus-
sia towards the suffering Turks and the
extreme coldness of Germany is extremely
exarperating to the majority of English-
man. The result is a determined increage
of the war party, and the general expecta-
tion is that we will be brought into war
with Russia early in the coming 'spring.
Eighty thousand native troops and 20,000
English regulars have already been ovder-
«d to march at short notice from India for
Egypt and Turkey.

It is believed that 50,060 British troops
at Batoum, in alliance with the Turks,
with money and arms to distribute, would
raise a storm which would drive the Rus-
sians out of Trans-Caucasus as well as Ar-
wenia, For some time great stores of
provisions and munitions of war have been
accumulating at Malta, from which point
could be easily drawn supplics needed for
an English army at Constantinople, or a
fleet to bar the Dardanclles against the
Russian ships of war,

Cettain well defined British interests,
which bave been touched upon by the
war, will be declared by the Queen in her
speech at the opening of Parliament. She
will explain the situation as clearly as pos-
sible, and, an ultimatum being neccessary
Lord Beaconsfield will ask the attention of
Parliameut to deal with the suliject as the
Ministry may think consistent with the
safcty and bonor of the country. It is
believed here that a very large majority
will vote with him on this view of the
case,

Pctersburg, credit may be awarded to
Grent Britain for her meriterous intentions
In any other case the theory of the Agence
Russe, that mediation unless solicited by
both belligerents becomes intervention,
may assert itself. Regarding intervention,
Russia, in the fulfilment of her mission,
can scarcely be stopped even by the clev-
erest moves on the political chessboard.”

Loxpox, Dee. 29.—The *¢ Advertiser's’’
announcement that the British Govern-
ment has consented on the solicitation of
the Porte to approach the Czar with a view
of bringing about negotiations for peace, is
officially confirmed,

The *¢ Post’s” leading article ¢* The duty
which England has undertaken is not em-
barassed by any basis for the settlement of
the war, and involves nothing more than
to test the willingness of Russia to- enter
into negotiations, the terms of peace
being a matter for subsequent considera-
tion.”

Reinforcements ordered for the Russian
army exceed 250,000 men. An army of
the Baltic numbering 90,000 men is also
being formed. Russia has bought 200,000
rifles in Berlin.

Servian troops captured Pirot 35 miles
south east of Nisch, with a quantity of
guns and ammunition. No-details,

The New York ¢ Herald's” Londoa cor-
respondent says he is inforined on good
authority that in English military circles
war is considered inevitable. Arrange-
ments are completed and regiments allott-
ed for an army of 80,000 men, and steps
bave already been taken towards the for-
mation of & nuclens for a reserve army.
Profound uneasiness prevails here, and
there is great depression in trade and fi-
nance.

Austria intimates that she will only
permit peace on the basis of the treaty of
Paris.

England has sent a warning note to
Russia touching her approach to Constanti-
nople.

The announcement that England had
agreed to approach Russia relative Lo peace
at the request of the Sultan, had a re-as-
suring effect in Constantinople.

The same announcement in 8t. Peters-
burg is reported to have had a contrary ef-
fect, creating great excitement. Itis be-
lieved the Czar will reject all peace nego-
tiations not direct from the Sultan,

A CHOICE IN COWS,

A French chemist thinks he has
found some very remarkable differen
ces in the effect of climate upon cows,

he differences being between the vari-

ous breeds, The Salers breed gives
milk that has less butter and more
casein in summer than in winter. The
Ferrand breed, on the contrary, pro-
duces a milk that contains more butter
in sammer than in winter. The milk
of the Charollais breed differs but lit—
tle.  These breeds are all from Auver-
gne. Normandy cows, according to
this autbority, give a milk that con-
tains much butter and little casein.
1f such differenceés could be fully es
tablished, a selection would have to be
made for localities that depend upon
cheese making or butter-making, forin
the modern way of producing these
articles in large factories it will - evi-
dently make a considerable ‘difference
whether the milk for a cheese factory
is drawn from butter-making or from
cheese making cows, Some doubt has
been thrown upon this chemist’s meth-
ods of study, but the subject certainly
deserves attention, and nowhere more
than in Ameriea.— Galazy.

SICK HORSES,

Linseed oil is not only a valuable
restorative for sick horses, but is ex-
ceedingly useful in cases of inflamma-
tion of the membranes, peculiar to the
organs of respiration and digestion ; it
shields and lubricates the zame, tran-
quilizes the irritable state of the parts,
and favors healthy action. Put.a cou-
ple of handsful of seed into a bucket,
and pour a gallon and a half of boiling
water upon it; cover it up a short
time, then add a couple of quarts cold
In
case of an irrilating cough add some
better still, is to raise
plenty of sunflowers, and save the seed
to feed to your horses; half a pint of
flaxseed or one pint of sunflower seed
in a horse-feed, three or four times a
week, fall and spring, does very much
to keep them in good health.

DECAY OF THE MOON.

There have always been doubis about
the moon among astronomers. Her
light is notoriously borrowed from that
mass of incandescent vapours which
we call the sun. Moreover, the idea
that lunar hight is cold is an entire hal-
lucination.-—The temperature of the
moon's rays is extremely low, but a
delicate lunar thermometer—almost as
beautiful a scientific instrument as Mr.
Crook’'s radiometer, which quantita-
tively indicates the intensity of light—
has been invented, and this thermome-
ter shows that the moon’s light is real- |,
ly warm. The rays, of course, cool on
their double passage from the sun to
the moon and from the moon to the

earth, but they never lose their quality i

of heat. The main fact, however,
about the moon is that it is now de-
monstrated that this satellite of the
earth is not, as some used to think, a
rudimentary and undeveloped world.
It is the wreck of a planet. It has no
atmosphere. It cannot have inhabi-
tants, unléss organic life can subsist
under conditions radically different
from those on earth. The moon is an
arid region, where there is no vegita-
tion, where there is nothing but deso-
late plains-and exhausted craters.—
