scars, and no impairment of the functions 
of the affected parts. No evil results from 
this extensive use of bicarbonate of soda, 
which might suggest the reception of car­
bonic acid into the blood, were noticed.

As regards the application of bicar­
bonate of soda in burns, the author distin­
guishes three methods : (1) Powdered 
bicarbonate of soda is strewn over the 
burned parts. (2) Linen rags.sprinkled with 
a solution of bicarbonate of soda (1 in 50) 
are laid on ; as soon as these rags become 
dry they are replaced by others, or are 
moistened again in the Solution. (3) Linen 
rags are applied in the same manner, but 
are kept constantly upon the burns, and 
moistened by pouring the solution over 
them. The first method suffices only for 
burns of the first degree. Change of the 
moistened rags is chiefly adapted for burns 
of the third degree, attended with much 
suppuration. In exchanging the dry rags 
the pus which 1ms accumulated under­
neath them must be carefully washed off, 
that it may not be received into the blood ; 
and then a fresh rag soaked with tbe solu­
tion must be placed upon the clean granu­
lating surface. The third method is im­
plied solely in turns of the second civgre- e 
Changing the compresses would in this 
case only irritate the exposed surface, and 
by causing a more copious suppuration, 
delay the healing process.

Some of the western land agents en­
deavor to make., us believe that 40° 
below zero out West is not felt so much 
as the cold here when the mercury 
stands 40° or 50° higher. That may 
do to tell the marines, but there are 
people in the world who know better.
The climate ot Nova Scotia is cold 
enough, and I don’t think that many 
of our people would care to live in a 
climate that in winter freezes a red 
Indian's nose so solid that it looks 
like a lump of chalk. The climate of 
Manitoba is so cold that our hardiest 
apple trees won't live in it. What 
would our farmers do without apples 
and cider ? Wheat is the chief pro­
duction ; but up to now only enough 
has been raised to supply the rapidly 
increasing population of the country, 
and therefore paying prices are obtain­
ed. Next year or the following year 
there will be perhaps thousands ot 
bushels more raised than a home mar* 
ket cun be found for, and then the re­
action must come, for the grain cannot 
he carried to a market in Ontario (the 
nearest) for less than from TO to 90 
cents per bushel. When such is the 
case will it pay to raise wheat in Mani­
toba ? No sir, for all a farmer would 
get for his labor would be about 20 or 
25 cents per bushel. Then, again, once 
in about five years there is a plague 
of locusts or grasshoppers. Neither 
Mr. Fowler nor Mr. Kerr has told us 
how much it costs to live in Manitoba.
We want to know the prices of flour 
and meal, of meat and poultry, of fruit, 
of butter and cheese, house rent and 
hotel charges.

Clothing and boots and shoes cost 
double what they do here. The him* 
her required to build houses with costs 
three times as much. Wood for fuel is 
enormously high, and fencing, except 
in isolated districts, cannot be had. It 
is all very well for those persons who 
went out there and bought land before 
immigration set in so rapidly to brag 
of the fortune they have made ; but 
they do not tell us how many of the 
fortunes have been made by fraud and 
misrepresentation.

Guiteau.—This remarkable trial stili 
goes on. A most extraordinary scene 
was enacted in court last week. Judge 
Porter, for the prosecution, after Gui- 
teau’s plea of insanity had been rebuU 
ted by so many competent authorities, 
arose and demanded Guiteau’s re 
moval to the criminal dock—on the 
ground that the time had arrived when 
the prisoner should be treated with 
the ordinary discipline exercised in 
such cases. Guiteuu spoke up and 
a iid “ Oil you do, you big-mouthed 
Porter.” A policeman attempted to 
quiet him, and Guiteau snarls out at 
him, *' Will you mind your business, 
you fool, you,” and also told Porter 
that '* He had better mind his busi­
ness.” The presiding judge ask­
ed counsel if they wished to be heard 
on the motion. Which was replied to 
by the prosecuting^couusel making the 
motion in regular form. Scoville, Gai- 
teau’s counsel,assented to the proposed 
removal, saying that he had suffered 
extremely from the prisoner’s conduct. 
Guiteau at this tells him that ** It i« 
because he is a jackass in the cate.” 
After considerable more discussion the 
judge ordered the removal—Guiteau 
pleaded to be allowed to remain ; but 
to no purpose. After he had got seat­
ed in the dock, he expressed himself 
satisfied, told his Honor he liked it as 
he could see so muph better, and 
shouted out also that '‘he was not 
afraid to walk through the streets of 
Washington. God Almighty would pro­
tect him as he had done.”
F A more farcical and disreputable trial 

, lias never taken place in the annals ol 
history, it is a stain on the tribunal ol 
justice, and has made a caricature ol 
its sternness and solemnity.

The New York Observer expresses 
itself thus :

<• We are very sure that we give ex­
pression to the general sentiment ol 
the country when we say that the trial 
of tho assassin is a source of profound 
humiliation. The apparent inability or 
indisposition of the court to protect it­
self against the constant interruptions 
l»y the prisoner is an astonishment to 
the public as it is a disgrace to the civ 
ilization of the Nation. As the presid 
ing judge has daily intercourse with 
eminent jurists, some of whom have 
sat by his side, while the prisoner has 
outraged decency by his conduct, we 
are compelled to suppose that reason 
exists for tills indulgence which is not 
yet made known. This trial ought to 
have been made memorable and exem»
I htry by its dignity, solemnity and jus­
tice. Instead of this, it has been so in 
gentously and persistently denuded of 
its nviji-sy and power by the prisoner 
himself, who, having the low cunning 
usually pertaining to men of his class, 
has first slain the President of the Uni­
ted .States, and now has prostrated at 
his feel a court of justice convened to 
try him for liie criue.

Paris Letter.

(From our Regular Correspondent)

Paris, Dec. 7th, 1881.
An extraordinary rumor reaches 

here from Berlin—nothing less than 
it is seriously contemplated to transfer 
the Papal See from Rome to Fulda, in 
Germany. When, at the beginning of 
the present year, the idea of leaving 
Rome came into the foreground, Malta, 
it is said, was chosen as the spot where 
the Papacy was to find refuge and in­
dependence, but that suggestion was 
abandoned, and then Avignor, Frieste, 
and a certain town in Spain were 
severally thought of. Neither France 
nor Austria showed any enthusiasm in 
the matter ; and besides the recent 
visit of the king of Italy to Vienna on 
the one hand, and the appointment of 
M. Paul Bert as the French Minister of 
public worship on the other, put an 
end to their plans. M. Depretis, more 
over, premptorily rejected the proposal 
that Italy should surrender its terri to** 
rial rights over the Leonine city, and 
allow the formation of a miniature 
sovereignty outside the Italian capital, 
and hence it is pretended Pope Leo 
XIII. conceived the bold idea of mak­
ing a portion of Protestant Germany 
hisowtL headquarters. It was urged 
that the real repugnance of Germany to 
the Papacy, was that it was a foreign 
establishment, and that the Prussian 
Government might concede to the Pri­
mate of the Catholic church, living in 
in Germany, privileges which it refused 
to one residing in the Vatican ; and 
besides, could not the Pope help the 
chancellor by obtaining for him a ma­
jority in the Reichstag? It is alleged 
that Prince Hobenlohe has been acting 
as intermediary with Prince Bismark, 
and the fact is mentioned that Prince 
Hobenlohe, now in Berlin, the $rst 
time for many years, on Saturday 
dined with the Emperor, which may 
indeed be a sign of improved relations 
between the Vatican and Berlin ; but 
still thence to the Papal See at Fulda, 
is indeed, as the Scotch say, 'a far cry.’

Particulars have been received here 
of the brutal demonstation made 
against Mdlle. Sarah Bernhardt at 
Odessa on Nov. 25th. It appears that 
during the day the gifted actress had 
received several warnings that some­
thing of an unusual character was 
about to occur, in consequence she 
deposited her diamonds in a place of 
safety, but took no other precaution. 
The performance that evening was as 
successful as ever, and when it was 
over a friend offered to accompany 
Mdlle. Bernhardt to her hotel, and 
the carriage had proceeded some 
two hundred yards without any inter­
ference. Suddenly, however, it was 
stopped by a furious mob, which cried,
44 Down with thé Jewess 1 Out with 
your money !’ Stones were hurled at 
the vehicle, but the coachman, stimu­
lated by the promise of a handsome 
tip, broke away and reached the hotel 
in safety. Here another crowd was 
gathered, and the a^tac 
with unabated vigor. Mdlle. Sarah 
Bernhardt, with admirable presence of 
mind, opened the case containing the 
jewelery she had just worn, and flung 
the glittering toys among the people.
A scramble immediately ensued, and 
the actress and her companion, taking 
advantage of the lull, rushed into the 
hotel, the doors of which were at 
closed. It was not a moment too soon, 
as, while Mddle. Bernhardt lay fainting 
in the hall, the mob endeavored to 
effect an entrance, shouting,4 Out with 
the Jewess ! she has given us false dia­
monds. Out with her, or we shall
smash everything ! The actress who 
had quickly recovered from her swoon, 
laughed gaily, exclaiming, ‘Do these 
gentry think that I am going tes cast 
pearls before swine'/’ Quiet was not 
restored until past midnight, and a
number of arrests were made. The
troops occupied the

Nevertheless, many excesses were com­
mitted, and several shops were wreck­
ed, including that of Solomon Bern* 
hard, who was believed by the crowd 
to be a relative of the actress.

Sarah Bernhardt 
never closed her eyes, and in the morn­
ing she was found in such a state of 
nervous excitement that she could not 
utter a word.
