PANAMA ROUTE CHGSEN.

(Montreal Witness.)

The Senate of the Unmited States
has deliberately chosen Fanama as
the route for the canal, thus express-
ing the opinion of the country as well
as that of expert engineers.” ‘Lhis
shows a very great chaoge of senti-
ment, as until within the past two
years the Nicaragua route was over-
whelmingly in favor. The Internations
al Technical Commission made a re¢-
pors in favor of Panama in 1895,
which had great efiect, and this was
followed by the United States Com-
mission, any further change in tech-
nical opinion, which. led up to a great
change 1n popular opinion and the re¢«
cent vote in the Senate. The case for
Panama superiority was well express-
ed by Colonel Hains recently. ‘Lhere
is shorter length ot canal, tewer and
less ditlicult obstacies to be overcome
& wmore thorough knowledge of the
physical dithcuities, the lvss towal
amount of curvature, the more moders
ate degree of curvaturc—that is, the
greater proportionate length of canal
that approaches a #iraignt line; the
lower summit level of twenty-two feet
in favor of Panama, where the liit is
only eighty-two feet compared with
a hundred and four feect in Nicaragua;
the greater ease with which the lev-
el of lake Bahio can be regulated as
compared with Lake Nicaragua: the
largely diminished cost of maintenance
the belief that, if the United Stauzs
builds a canal at Panuma, a canal in
competition would never be built nny-
where else; because the actual ume of
transit will be less; because the dan-
gers of temporary obstruction are icss
in proportion to the leugth of the
canal; because a railway is  alreaoy
constructed and iully equipped. We
quote these arguments at length be-
causo they set the superior merits of
the Panama route forth very tersely.
Possibly an argument which prevailed
as much as any of them to turn the
tids of battle was the fact that the
enormously costly work already done
on the Panama canal was to be pur-
chased dirt cheap and at a price ruin-
ous to those who did it. Many went
into the Senate debate holding the
Nicaraguan route as a cult, and al-
most a religion, as referred to in the
taunt of Senator Morgan, who holds
that the American nation today
stands guilty of apostacy in having
abandoned the true Nicaraguan
faith.” There is no doubt but that
the Panama route is the best, and it
is to be hoped that the ‘Spooner Bill*
will pass safely through its other stag-
ed. Then what has been desired for
a hundred years will come to pass,
and another world’s route be opened
to the human race,

British colonial rule

British South African colony, if their
nterest and sympathios are enlisted
in iws upbuilding. The gonerous terms
of the victors, who have foregone the
mighty right to harvest the spoils ot
war, were writter with an eye to the
future, and such liberal treatment
eaunot but impress thg conquerod puo-
ple with the fact thas, in the hour of
defeat the full price of their folly iv
not being exacted. They made war on
a nation,—a nation that fought for a
principie as manfully as any well guid-
ed or misguided Boer fought for inde-
pendence. and the proef of the con-
clusion is the fact that the Britisher
stiil uncomplainingly pays the war
tax without making demand upon the
riches that are his by right of con-
quest. No heavy financial burden is
imposed on the new colony, or on any
elass of its people and in the years to
come the rapid growth of a wealthy
and populous nation may be reason-
ably predicted, a controlling force
not only in South Africa but through-
out the ‘dark continent’ which seems
destined to become a promising field
for British development and coloniza-
tion influences, and eventually a pos-
gession.

—There is a deal of dissatisfaction
to be expressed again this summer
over the train servige and we wonder
if it is possiblo for the town and the
railway management to reach any
fair and binding agreement. A year
ago the town humbled itself to the
railway demands, paid the price for
what proved a valuable service and
thought that so long as the Bluenose
fast express trains were in commis-
sion tho privilege of using them had
been secured. Now, however, after a
short season ol satisfaction, a new
diffioulty has arisen and the railway
management and the town are at log-
gerheads again. As we understand the
trouble jt is one that arises from no
refusal of the town to make good its
psomises including a free and adequate
water supply but from the fact that
the method of taking the water con-
stitutes a menace to the system that
jt would be unwise to establish. A di-
rect pressure at the standpips, which
seems to be the railway requirement,
would mean the institution of .a dan-
gerous device for lowering and rais-
ing the pressure of a system that de-
bends upon a natural fall for the
orce necessary for ordinary and emer-
gency service. Connected  direstly
with the water main the opening of
the standpipe would reduce the pres-
sure over tie whole system to an ex-

tent that might be serious in case the

full head of water were needed for
other purposes, but the greatest dan-
ger is anticipated from the sudden res-
toration of pressure when the pipe is
€losed. It is thought that leaks in
the mains would result from such sud-
den checking, and the experience of
the provious break in the under-the-
river section is one that the town
maturally shrinks from encountering
Bieensse service is not to be consid-
~aed worth the risk that is required.
Surely there is some way that the
difficulty may be arranged without the
insertion of any manifest unfairness in
the agreement. A little of the spirit
of friendly bargaining instead of the
sharpness that has been practiced
heretofore in this matter would soon
provide a satisfactory settlement. The
town has had no proper recognition
of its importance as a station in the
railway traffic and some degree of
consideration certainly due from
the company. A little unbending at

But the way
geems te be very plain, the project so
eminontly commendable and so popu-
larly desirable, as well as so enter-
prisingly patriotic, that the announco-
ment ef such a college heing equipped
for instruction for next year could not
{ail to meet with hearty public appro-
val, The advice of the wisest man:
“(ot wisdom, and with all thy getting
get understanding,” is surely a text
upon which the authorities can make
no wistake in acting for the benefit of
the people. And with agricultire as
the basis of solid prosperity in any
country, it certainly behooves a wise
government to provide the best facili-
ties for enabling its people to learn all
thiey can about agricultural work.

New Brunswick has a conspicuous
interost in this project because it is
resognized that one such college for
4ll three provinces could be made more
efficient than one for each, and it
wotld be satisfied, under present cir-
cumstances at least, to patronize and
suppert one in Nova Scotia. Our.own
provincial government has abundantly
evidenced its interest in agriculture by
its many deeds of practical encourage-
ment for our people on that line. The
farmers’ institutes, the improvement
of live stock and horse-flesh by "impor-
tations and by the competition afford-
od at exhibitions, all testify to the ex-
collent work the Fredericton govern-
ment has accomplished and has yet
earnestly in hand. DBut there is no
jealousy of Nova Scotia in such mat-
fers and only a desire that each and
every province shall do the best it can
even by combkination, as in a college,
when generally desirable.

PROSPEROUS NEWFOUNDLAND.

St. John’s, Nfld., July 3—The colon-
ial revenue for the financial year end-
ed June 30 is the largest in the his-
tory of the colony.

fiscal year. A large surplus is certain
but the exact amount cannot be as-
certained.

KINGS COUNTY BOARD OF TRADE MEETS,

Kentville, July 2—The regular quar-
terly meeting of the King's county
board of trade was held at Berwick
this afternoon. President Peter lnms
was in the chair, and the business of
the meeting was taken up and carried
through in an energetic, harmonious
and determined manner,

R. S. Eaton gave a lengthy report
of his work as a delegate to Ottawa
in the intergst of the board in refer-
ence to better facilities in the trans-
shipment of apples to England. The
fruit growers have been complaining
of the manner in which the subsi-
dized line of Furness, Withy & Co.
were carrying apples, and what was
asked of the government was (1) bet-
ter supervision at Halifax; (2) a ser-
vice of every ten days to not more
than fiftecen days; (3) boats to make
the trip in not more than ten days;
(4) boats carrying only four or five
tiers of apples; (5) thorough ventila-
tion. He stated that the delegation
spent a day in Montreal, and inter-
viewed the different steamship lines
there. The matter was laid before the
government, and he expected that soon
theso things asked would be oktained.

Captain C. O. Allen, of Kentville,
read an interesting paper on the trans-
portation question. He showed how;
that in apple growing we were second
to no other province, but in shipments
we were far in the rear of other plac-
es. He advocated a fast line of steam
ers, even though it would be an expen-
sive one, and cold storage for the
fruit.

James Hall, manager of the Furness
Withy line, was called on, and stated
that the line had made several mis-
takes to the financial loss of the fruit
growers, but he was determined as far
as he was akle while he was manager
to give a good service. and as near as
possible to what was asked for. The
farmers might well complain because
the Evangeline and Loyalist had been
taken from the route. He had the
word of the Montreal manager that a
thorough system of ventilation was to
be placed on the boats to be used.

The following resolution was. moved
by R. S. Eaton, seconded by Fred
Fisher, and carried:

Whereas the Furness-Withy Company
had removed from their line the steam
ships Evangeline, Loyalist and Da-
home, and substituted boats not as
good, causing severe loss to the apple
shippers, and also in several cases
omitted to give a service every fif-
teon days, thus breaking their con-
tract with the Dominion government,
Resolved, That this board of trade
respectfully  requests  the Dominion
government to withhold the hali-year-
ly subsidy now due.

The question of recompense for the
loss to shippers in the steamer Wy-
andotte was discussed by Howard
Blich of Halifax; Fred Fisher, T. H.
Parker, L. D. Robinson and others.
After a discussion on faster and bet-
ter boats, C. Allen, seconded by
Howard Bligh, that this board of
trade respectiully ask the Dominion
government that if a contract cannot
be made with a steamship company
that will embody the condition asked
by the fruit growers, though their
delegates, without a larger subsidy
being offered, that an amount he offer-
ed that will secure the service asked
for. Carried.

A resolution asking the local govern
ment to take immediate steps for
the erection of a college of horticul-
ture for the maritime provinces, was
moved by S. C. Parker and seconded
by M. P. Wood. Nearly all the mem-
bers spoke on the question and every-
one was of the opinion that immediate
steps should be taken by the govern-
ment, and that the farmers universal-
ly demanded that the said college be
established without delay. The resolu-
tion was carried unanimously.

———————
COLONIALS REVIEWLD IN LONDON.

London, July 2—The reappearance
yesterday of Queen Alexandria as a
participant in a public ceremony prac-
tically marks the end of the period of
anxicty caused by the King's condi-
tion. Her presence at the review of
the colonial troops by the Prince of
Wales greatly increased public enthus-
iasm over what in itseli was a pictur-
esque and interesting event. Upwards
of 2,500 celonials were brought in
from the various encampments and
marched through great crowds down
Constitution Hill, which was lined
with troops, past Buckingham phlace,
which for a week has been the centre
of such supreme interest and along
the Mall to the Horse Guards parade.
The contingent present represented all
parts of the British Empire, with. the
exception of India whose troops will
be separately reviewed today. The Ca-
nadian detachment numbered 600 men
and was far the largest body on par-
ade. The smallest detachment consist-
od of three natives of the Island of
St. Lucia. Borneo, Ceylon, Fiji, the
West Indies wrally, Cyprus, the
Gold Coast, Nigeria, Uganda, and
other remote colonies were represented
by native troops, in clothing of strik-
ing variety; while straight from the
fighting line in South Africa were de-
tails from the Canadian Scouts, Kitch
ener’s Horse, and contingents from a
number of local levies raised during
the war. Subsequently the Canadian
troops signalized Dominion Day by
cathering at the Canadian Arch and
Whitehall, where they went through a
series of -evolutions and were after-
vards photographed. The arch was
illuminated last night.

ge

CORONATION DATE SET.
London, July 4—The official bulletin
said:
“The King had a quiet day; *his
cinstitutional condition is satisfactory.
The wound shows more active signs
of repair.”

It is believed that, owing to the
King’s condition, the numker of bul-
lotins will be reduced, and that the
physicians will probably issse but one
statement each day.

It is understood that the Marquis
of Salisbury, Prime Minister, and the
physicians in attendance on King Ed-
ward have had a conference in regard
to the date of the Coronation cere-
monies.

The medical men stated that, pro
vided all went well, the earliest date
that could be set. would be August
15 or 16. It is now understood that
that is the date provisionally in the
mind of the authorities.

The fact that Queen Alexandria, in
company with the Duchess of Aosta,
Prince Waldemar of - Denmark, and
Prince George of Greece, drove out
this afternoon, is taken as a sign of
the King’s satisfactory condition,
This was the first recreation of this
kind that the Queen has indulged in
gince his Majesty was taken ill.

The King ig allowed to read a good
deal now, and he enjoys looking at
the newspapers. He expressed amuse-
ment lately at some of the sensation-
al and detailed reports of the opera-
tion in the press.

PEACE IN THE PHILIPPINES.

.

Washington, July 7—The president
has formally declared the restoration
of peace in the Philippine archipel:
aga, He has placed the islands under
civil control and has extended a gen-
eral amnesty to the Filipinos who
have been in rebellion. These three
things, marking one of the most im-
portant chapters in Philippine’s his-
tory, were accomplished through the
issue of three separate orders and pro-
clamations. one by the president over
his own signature, extending amnesty;
one through Secretary Root by the
president's order, relieving General
Chaffee from his duties as military
governor, and a third, which takes the
shape of a general order addressed to
the entire army of the United States
in which secretary Root takes occa-
sion to express the president’s high
appreciation of the work it has accom-

plighed both in Cuba and in the
Philippines, :

THE COAL STRIKE.

New York, July 6—Apparently the
coal strike, like the big strike in the
iron trade a year ago, doomed to
failure. So far the struggle has been
carried on with comparatively little
actual disorder, which is to the credit
of the men; but as time progresses it
is evident that the movement was a
serious mistake, and:some of the lead-
ers may find themselves dethroned and
the unions seriously weakened by en-
tering a struggle the inevitable out-
come of which was defeat. The min-
ers are entitled to sympathy for the
losses they have incurred; but they
should choose more capable leaders if
théy "wish to succeed—men who can
treat the subject as a - business and
ecenomic '|lll)>li(\n instead as a source
of personal aggrandizement or a mat-
ter of mere sentiment. Meantime, a
few simple lessons have been learned
that should not be forgotten. Among
them these: That the right to work
is equal to the right to strike; that
whoever leaves a position has no right
to interfere with his successor; that la-
bor has no greater right to stifle com
petition than capital; and that the
sympathetic strike is a failure, in the
end only increasing cost or losses to
other branches of labor.

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FOOD FOR A GROWING CHILD.

—

A question of vital interest to the
majority of mothers today is what
food is best calculated to meet the de-
mands of growing childhood, as well
us to supply the waste of its tissues.
With the fast-growing child its de-
mands for food oft-times seem incon-
sistent, but in most instances it will
be found that its system is really in
need of food substance, which can on-
ly be gotten by eating an excess of the
unnecessary food in order to obtain
it

With active exercise of both mind
and kody, as with the rollicking boy
at school, the demand for proper food
is great. In most instances, and leav-
ing it to the children’s decision, ‘“‘prop
er food,” means pastries, etc. , Instead
of these building up and repairing the
body, they serve to give more heat
and energy to an already worn, tired-
out nature. In order to get a clearer
conception of the effect of such a diet
one has only to observe the stunted
growth and pallid faces of the children
of the very poor, who are fed on an
almost exclusive diet of starch foods.
It is cheaper and already prepared by
the bakers. Therein lies its merit.

Appetites can become perverted as
to the eating of sweet pastries the
same as by any other habit. As our
inheritance, we are always craving
the sweets of life. The bitter are al-
ways cast aside.

The virtues of whole wheat bread
for the growing child are many. It
supplies every need and want of the
human body. It not only gives heat
and energy, but is a constant retainer
of waste tissue; while its mineral con-
stituents convert cartilage into strong
healthy bone, and teeth. Sandwiches
of this bread, daintily put together
with a thin slice of cold meat or a
meat preparation, forms a most ac-
ceptable lunch, and if these are encas-
ed in the waxed paper used by bakers
and which can be purchased by them,
they will keep moist and fresh for
hours.

There are egg sandwiches, cheese
sandwiches and others too numerous
to mention, kut those I have made
mention of will be found best to meet
the requirements of the child’s system
and another consideration is the ease
in their preparation. Do not forget to
use butter liberally as if no sandwich
were to be made. A certain portion of
fat is absolutely necessary to the
body's development as well. Sweet,
fresh butter, or cream, is the best
form of fat, and a liberal wuse of
these is quite sufficient for the body’s
needs.

In preparing the school Iluncheon
do not forget to tuck in a bit of the
fruit, Sweet fruits contain much nour-
ishment, it is well to remember, dates
figs, bananas and grapes containing
the most.

Juicy fruits are rich in phosphorus
for the blood, and are easily digested
as well. The excess of water which
they contain forms a distilled drink
and as thirst quenchers they prove a
success. It is far better:to supply
the children with fruit fof their lun-
cheon than to give them a food that
in time works evil effects in the system
The limited purse often feels that the
fruits are an expensive drain on it,
but a little wise reflection will show
to the average mind that nioney invest
ed in fruits is wisefy expended.

Nuts form another of nature's
foods, and much nourishmient is con-
tained in them. Take the ‘walnut, fil-
bert, almond, cocoanut and chestnut
for instance. These nuts are rich in
nourishment  and can be:used in a
pasta form, that is crushed or ground
and mixed with a dressine of sweet
cream and spread on bread that is to
be made into sandwiches. Or the nuts
can be cracked and opened and a
handful included in the daily lunch.
There will be fully as much nourish-
ment in these as in the bread itself.

Both fruits and nuts in their orig-
al form—that is, not made into jam
or other substances in which adulter-
ation can be practised—are far better.

These cheap jams with which the
market flooded are most injuri-
ous in their efifect on. the human sys
tem. They should never be eaten. I
for them as well as many of the pro-
ductions of the delicatessen store, as
different forms of pickles, ete. Acids
in the system produce disease. Not
only does the eating of sour substanc-
es produce this, but sweet substances
are also converted in the process of
digestion into an acid. A thoughtful
care in this respect is quite necessary
to health. A stalk of celerv or a bit
ofwater-cress answers far better, and
these can be caten with impunity.

In concluding. T would say that, if a
luncheon is daintily made up, it not
only ‘appeals to the eye but through
the eve to the stomach. There comes
a desire to taste, and by this desire
the gastric secretions are appealed to
and the food is partaken of; with gen-
nine relish instead of a foreed inclina-
tion.

THE IDEAL FARM HOME.

Forty years ago this subject would
have meant something quite different
from what it does at present. Then a
plain - frame dwelling with plastered
walls and a brick chimney would have
seemed a great advance on the double
log cabin with its stick and mud
chimney at either end, the well sweep
in the yard, chickens roosting in the
trees or on the rail fences. A pile of
logs in the front yard was not decm-
ed out of place in early days, and
shade trees, shrubbery and flower beds
were exceptional, if not unknown.” The
ideal farm house as we now regard
it must have many ornamental fea-
tures, and numerous conveniences that
in pioneer days were unthought of.

Mud should
not be tracked into the house, and.to
prevent this, gravel should be freely
used, not only to make walks to the
barnyards and outhouses, but to build
drives from the road in front to the
wagon shed in the rear. A shed or
covered way ought to extend from a
side porch of the house to the drive
the ladies can enter or depart
from the carriage dry shod. Cows as
well as horses must be shedded at the
model farm and the milkers need
bring no dirt with them indoors.

It must have shade trees, vines,
shrubbery and flowers in the blue
grass lawn, and a small fruit as well
as a vegetable garden, well stocked
with the best wvarieties and well tend-
ed, and it should be convenient to the
kitchen as to be most available
and useful.

TO MAKE TEA,

——

The delicate leaf of tea should rever
touch metal. 1t should be kept in pa-
per, wood, glass or porcelain cup; till
the latter with boiling water, cover it
with a porcelain  saucer, and let it
stand three minutes. -
"Then, if you decide to be only an
epicure, drink only the upper layer of
the golden liguid, throw the rest away
rinse the cup and begin drawing novo.
Never use sugar. Do not use milk. It
ruins the flavor of the tea, and the
combination injures the stomach.
Above all things, do not boil tea.
The heat drives oif the perfume, spoils
the flavor, and extracts the tannin,
the astringent principle. 1f the boiling
be done in a tin or iron pot, the tan-
nin attacks the metal and makes the
liquid black. :

Never let the tea stand, except in &
tightly closed pot. Standing changes
it from a delicious, wholesome bever-
age into. an ill-tasfing and bitter lig-
uid. Better make it in small quanti-
ties and make it often. In summer,
sip the tea boiling hot, with a slice
of previously peeled lemon—or, nicer
still, of orange without the rind—float
ing in it. '

Beware of green tea! It is the un-
ripe leaf, and bears the same relation
to the real article that the green does
to the ripe peach. The green tea of
commerce derives its color from being
cured, or rather killed, on dirty cop-
per pans, from being mixed with
weeds and shrubs, from being stained’
with indigo and chrome yellow, from
being color :d with verigris, grass juice
or chlorophyl.—From Consul Bedroe's
teport to the State Dcpartment.

HOT WEATHER HINTS.

Every kitchen ought to have a piaz-
za which is cool and shady during the
forenoon hours. Do all the work there
from the sink or the table. Never ag-
gravate the misery of summer heat by
cating in a hot kitchen. Have a din-
ing room if you can’t have a parlor,
or still better, if yours is an old-fash-
ioned house where the wide hall runs
from front door to back, eat there
and let every breeze that blows thro’
the house make pleasant the meal
hour. At sundown, open the windows
throw wide the curtains, loop up cur-
tains and welcome the night air. You
will well and dream happily.
Save your eyesight. Don’t use up your
eyes in the summertime. More hot
weather headaches are due to tired,
sun-beaten eyes than to anything else.
Rest them a score of times a day.
You would be surprised how many bits
of work you can do with your eyes
shut as well as open. When you rest
your body, rest your eyes.. Bathe
them with hot water, then in cold
water, into which a little witch hazel
has been poured. Afterward lie flat
on your back in a cool darkened room
and over your eves spread a rag wet
in hot water and sprinkled with rose-
water. You will get up as fresh as a
daisy.

THE BABY'S HAIR.

Many mothers are worried because
they have found the scurf that collects
on the baby’s héad, hard to remove.
At night when the baby is ready for
bed, part the hair, and rub vaselin2
into the scalp, using the tips of the
fingers, and rubbing gently but thor-
oughly all over the parts that are ai-
fected. Put on a night cap to save
the pillow from being soiled. Wash
his head in the morning with warm
soft water in which a ]ittlc/—h(/?rax
has -been dissolved and use enough of
the best toilet soap to cleanse it thor-
oughly. A soft sponge is nice for this
work. Rinse with clear soft water,
then comb very gently with a fine
comb. Two or three applications, al-
lowing two days to intervene between
them, will cleanse the worst encrusied
scaly)  When the head is clear, it may
be washed twice a week to keep it so,
and the hair will soon besyne »oft
aud silky. »

PEACH SHORTCAKE.

It is not necessary to wait for sum-
mer to enjoy this dainty. Canned
peaches are exactly as good as the
fresh fruit. For the shortcake use one
quart of flour, one teaspoonful of
salt, one teaspoon of baking powder,
two tablespoonfuls of butter and one
pint of rich milk. Mix this into a
smooth dough just soft enough to
handle, divide into equal parts, roll
out to the size of an ordinary pie
plate and place on buttered tins to
bake for twenty minutes. Cover half
of the cakes with the peaches, sliced
evenly, sprinkle with sugar and cream
lay on the top pieces with the crust
down and cover them with the fruit,
sugar and cream.

HOUSEHOLD RECEIPTS.

Clean a codfish weighing from three
to five pounds; sprinkle it with salt
and pepper; stuff with a dressing of
one cupful of bread crumbs, three tab-
lespoonfuls of melted butter, half a
tcaspoonful of salt, a little pepper,
one cup of oysters that have been
rinsed in cold water; fill the cavity
in the fish with the dressing; sew it
up; skewer it into shape; cut several
gashes in it, brush over with lemon
juice and lay several pieces of salt
pork in the pan; baste often and bake
Jforty-five minutes in a moderate oven;
lift to a hot platter; remove the skin.

POTATO PUFF.

Boil some good mealy potatoes un-
til thoroughly done, drain and dry
them and mash until there is not a
lump in the mass, season generously
with salt and butter. To one solid
pint of these hot mashed potatoes,
add one-half cupful of cream and beat
until a beautiful white; then add an-
other half cupful of cream beaten with
two eggs, and bake in a deep dish in
a very quick oven. The hot oven is
essential to get the puff desired.

e

—There are better methods of clean-
ing the skin from dust accumulations
than soap and water, although they
must not be neglected in the morn-
ing. Rub them carefully with a
clean cloth and good face cream, or
sponge it with a mixture of olive oil
and alcohol, drying carefully with a
harmless cloth. Dusting lightly with
a harmless powder will make the look
tetter pfter shis tleansing.

With good health, nourishing food
and plenty of out door exercise, a
skin, under the aforesaid treatment
will be clean, smooth and slightly
tinted. Without natural advantages
like health, nobody can expect a de-
cent complexion.

Work three quarters of a pound of
butter into a pound and a half of
flour and half a pound of sugar. Flav
or with grated nutmeg, cinnamon
or lemon extract, and add. three well
beaten eggs. Roll all together well
into a smooth paste and ro]l out an
eighth of an inch in thickness, Sprin-
kle crushed loaf sugar over it and cut
into rounh cakes with a very small
cutter; take out the centre. Lay on
baking sheets and bake in a quick ov-
en, without browning, about ten min-
utes.
