U-BOAT ATTEMPTED
TO ESCAPE

GERMAN

The Submarine U-48 Was Sunk by
Destroyer Off Ferrol, Spain

PARIS, March 15—The submarine
4-48 vhile attempting to escape from
Ferrol, Spain, last night, was chased
by a destroyer and sunk, according
to a Havas despatch from Medrid.

The U-48 took rafvge at Ferrol in
March, 1918, and was interned. The
attempted flight of the U-48 was ob-
served and the torpedo boat destroy-
er Antalo pursued her. The German
boat was sunk outside the Ferrol
Roads. The crew vere saved.

When the German submarine U-48
sought refuge at Ferrol, her pro-
pellers were unshipped by the
authorities and her guns and munit-
fons wore taken out, according to
despatches from that port. The captain
of the submarine declared that his
craft had been damaged serverely in a
fight with three ships. The U-
boat carried a crew of thirty men, and
for a time a Spanish war ship stood
guard over her.

Opposition  From Rural  Districts
Finds Expression at Ottawa :

OTTAWA, March 13—Government
supporters subsequent to the adjourn-
ment of Unionists caucus today aSsert-
ed the belief that a daylight saving
bill will not be introduced this session
Ther based their statements on the a-
mount of criticism of the measure
heard in caucvs. According to these
members practically no one gpoke in
favor of (Canada again adopting
experimen. of last year. Members
representing city constituencies, where
daylight saving is in favor, it is under-
stood, did not seriously attempt to
meet the avalanche of objections re-
the representatives of
rural constituencies.

In some cases they stated that if
the feeling of parliament was 80
strongly against the re-introduction
of the measure, the cities would in-
troduce the scheme:on their own ac-
count.

The development of so much opposi-
tion to dayvlight saving creates a diffi
cult position for the government.
It has generally been assumed that
Canada would follow the example of
the United States in this matter. While
dayvlight saving was strenuously op-
posed 'across the Dorder by
agricultural interests in congress,
they failed in their effort to have the
measure killed, and when that body
adjourned some days ago. the bill pro-
viding for a change in time on March
20 'vas still in tact.

The Railway Situation as Viewed by

in the war’and intimate associ-

ation with the problems which
the emergency produced must, I think,
have had such a pronounced effect on
the thought and spirit of the Cana-
dian people, as will enable them to
grasp and overcome the after-the-war
problems with confidence and ease.

“No record of Canada’s share in the
war—military, commercial, fiscal or
economic, but adds to our pride in
Canadians and Canadian institutions
and stimulates confidence in our fu-
ture. The problems ahead of us are
indeed serious, but so was the. war.
Sane optimism as tn our future is jus-
“tified.

“From a transportation standpoint
the Canadian people have, I think,
every reason to be satisfied. The
efforts of the companies, both on land
and sea during the period of the war,
have been eminently successful, es-
pecially from the public point of view.
In spite of weather conditions unpre-
cedently severe, at no time was there
an appreach to a physical breakdown.
At no time was any disposition shown
by amy company to refuse asgistance
te amy other company temporarily
and lecally embarrassed as to equip-
ment or facilities. At first by the
cempanies themselves and later un-
der the aegis of the Canadian Rail-
;war War Board a continuous effort
was maintained. The efforts of the
railways were co-ordinated in such a
way as to accomplish the maximum
result and still not destroy or even

[ F OUR years of active

injure the legitimate business of any |

one company. The results were
highly satisfactery and reflect great
credit, not only on the directors of the
companies and the War Board, but
also on the officers and men of the
companies, whose loyalty, self-sacri-
fice and efficiency made Canada’s great
transportation record possible,

“While periodic attempts are made
to compel an immediate decision as
to the permanent solution of the so-
called railway problem—though so
far as efficiency and rates are con-
cerned, there is no problem that 1
can see—it must be admittec that
next to the war itself no question so
important in its effect upon the earn-
ing power and prosperity of Cana-
dians, as this question of further Gov-
ernment ownership of railways, has
ever faced us. It is teo important to
‘be decided merely upon the view of
extremists on either side. It can
only be properly determined by care-
ful consideration on the part of the
people after having obtained some
knowledge of the principles underly-
4ing eficient railroad service, the facts
as to the present efficiency of the
roads, and the probable—not fanciful
effect. which any serious change of
policy must have upon that service
and facts.

“Many mistakes have been made in
the past, due to the ambitions of men
or the ill-considered action of Gov-
ernments. No good purpose, so far
as I can see, is served by dwelling on
these mistakes now. They were sanc-
tioned at the time by a majority of
the people of Canada. They can now
serve only as a warning against other
popular mistakes of even greater
magnitude. An error in the shaping
of our railroad pelicy now—a policy
which would be dificult to reverse—
would carry with it consequences
much more disastrous to the country
than those of our previous railway
miscalculations, for the reason that
the systems involved are so much
larger. It should be remembered too
that mistakes in railway policies
have been made in other countries
besides Canada, and that the oppor-
tunity to ohserve the efforts, for ex-
ample. of the United States, in at-
tempting to correct their errors,.is
invaluable to us, the more so since
