A compromuse has been eflected, the Government has -
g agreed, on the passing of the Franchise Ill, to
introduce the Re-distribution Bill.

THE Franco-Chinese war scems at present’to be near
anend. It is not so popularin Paris as it was a month
ago. It is now certain that the French fleet and land
forces cannot sweep everything before them as some
seemed at one time to expect. The Chinese have
shown a stubborn resistance of which they were
thought incapable. Recinforceinents are absolutely ne-
cessary before the French can assume the offensive.
That means additional money grants, and the French
taxpayer is not in a mood to add to fiscal burdens
while there is such stagnationin business of all kinds
athome. The rumour that Tamsui has been captured
by the French is denied. It is understood that
through English mediation, cfforts are being made to
secure a peaceful settlement of the Franco-Chinese
difficulty.

A UNITED cffort has been made to secure a visit to
Toronto of the eminent evangelist, Mr. D. L. Moody.
The Toronto Ministerial Association in harmony with
a number of gentlemen who take an active and pronu-
nent part in evangelistic work resolved on sendng a
deputation to meet with Mr. Moody during his visit
to Buffalo, and a large comumittee was appointed to
complete arrangements for his expected visit to Tor-
onto. There can be no question that the evangehst
whose labours have been so eminently blessed else-
where would be cqually successful in the accomphish-
ment of great'good in Toronto. He will be cordially wel-
comed by all sections of the Christian community.
Mr. Moody has responded to the mvitation and has
agreed to hold a conference, noon prayer mectings
and cvening meetings for men, on the 2nd, 3rdeend
4th of December.

The shufting of the cargo nnught have been attended
with ternble results. The passengers werein a state of
the wildest apprchension.  Damocles’ sword wasnot a
carcumstance to the phght they were in.  The lesson
from this narrow escape, just as obvious as if it had
been emphasized by a dreadful loss of life, is that
passengers and large guantities of dynamite should
not travel in the same boat.

I is stated that the twenty-one Genmnan universitics
arc divided as to States n the following manner.

Of these Berln,
Halle, Gottingen Griefswald, Marburg, Kiel, Erlan-
gan, Heidelbery, Strasburg, Jena and Giessen have
only evangelical theological facultics ; Munster, Mu-
nich, Wurzburg, Freiburg, only Catholic theolngical
faculucs ; Breslau, Koénigsberg, Bonn, Tubingen, have
both Evangelical and Catholic theological faculties
The latest statistics give these twenty-one universities
2,011 instructors and about 23,000 students.

THE centenmial anniversary of the establishment of
the First Presbyterian Church in Newburgh, N. Y,
the church in wiich the Presbyterians of America di-
vided in 1838, a.d again united in 1870, has been ccle-
brated. A remarkable fact in conncction with the
church is that during the century of its cnistence it
has had only three pastors—the Rev. Dr. John John-
ston, who was widely known ; the Rev. Dr. William
T. Sproie, an cx-chaplin of the West Point Military
Academy, and the present pastor, the Rev. Dr. Wil
ham K. Hall. Excrcises were held in the afternoun
and evening of Sabbath week.  The church was decor-
ated and hghted with electric lights.  Inthe afternoon
a memorial tablet was unveiled.  The tablet is of gray
stone, of handsome design.  The Rev. Dr. S. Irenzcus
Prine, cditor of the New York Obserwver, delivered a
memorial address on the Rev. Dr. John Johnston,and

the Hon. Enoch L. Fandher, LLD,, of New York, de-
livered a memorial address on the Rev. WL T, Sprole.
In the evening the Rev. Dr. Howard Crosby, of New
York, preached the sermon.,

A rRoPOSAL was made in Toronto City Council to
have street cars run on Sabbath. To the credic of
several members, the proposal to form a cominittee to
further the project was not entertained.  ‘The echo of
Dr. Craft's culogy on Toronto Sabbath keeping had
scarcely died away when this insidious proposal was
made. The specious fallicy was urged that cars might
be run for the convenience of church-goers at certain
hours of the day. Church guers in general prefer to
walk to their places of worship, as being more consis-
tent with the.r Christtan profession. It would be an
injustice to cployées of the Street Railway Company
to force thens tu labour un the only day they can call
their own. In the city of Glasgow the running of
street cars on Sabbath was introduced under cover of
carrying people to chureh, and at first trips were made
at stated times.  Now they run fromn morning to night
on the sacred day.  The same thing would happen in
Torunto. Our civie dignitaries, according to some
acuounts, have enough to answer for without incur.
ning the responsibility of enrvuraging the desecration
of the Lord’s day.

IN Manitoba the encrgies of the people are not con-
fined exclusively to the promotion of their material
interests.  The same cnergy is perceptible in the ad-
vancement of Christian work. A very successful Sab-
bath school convention was held recently at Portage
la Prairic, at which 125 delegates attended. The
practical character of our western friends is apparent
from the fact that about twemy-five boys were ap-
pointed to be present at the stations on the arrival of
trains to aid the committee in conducting delegates
to the several places for which they had been billeted.
The little fellows, ornamented with their badges, felt
fully the importance of their work, and acted accord-
ingly. Interesting and instructive papers were read
by Rev. J. Todd, Mrs. A. A. Cameron, Mr J. F. A,
Stull, Rev. Mr. Gibson, and Mr, W, D. Russell. The
evening meetings were crowded. At the first an ad-
dress of welcome was delivered by Rev. J. Woods-
worth, followed by addresses from Revs, . B. Silcox
and J. Pringle. The second evening was devoted to
the conducting of model classes, business and ad-
dresses by Rev. C. B. Pithlado and Mr. Houston.
The convention is described as being an unqualified
success.

o THE ORIGIN OF THE EVANGERLICIAL ALLIANCE,

It had its origin in the feeling that a united cffort
amony all Evangelical Christians, was necessary 1o
oppose the encroachiments of the Papacy, and that
Romamuzing tendency i the Anghcan Chuerb, vale
garly known as Puseyism. Dr, Ebrard sees its e
ner yround” mo the breich between the Free and
Established Churches of Scottland, and exclavas :
Uesignetes Schisma, das su etner 1 ercingung fuhrte,
welche an Bedeutung und Unpangy das Schsma socet
ubersoregt, | Blessed Schism, which led to a umon,
which far outweighs, v unportance and eatent, the
Sclusm !]  The manner m which the breach between
the Free and Established Churches of Scotland
both evangelical in doctrine- - contnibuted to the for-
matton of the Evangehical Alhance, was, according to
Ebrard, that the outward and wvistble scparation in-
tensificd the feeling for a closer spiritual wnion.  The
dissensions and oppositions of Evangelical Christians
were reconciled in a higher unity.

‘The call for a meeting to promote a closer fraternal
fellowship among Evangelical Christians, was issucd
in Scotland on August 5th, 1835.  On October 1st, a
prehnunary  meeting was held i Liverpool, winch
sat three days, and was attended by 216 persons from
twenty different ecclestastical  conmumons,  From
. Augustigth until September 2nd, the first General
Mecting was held 10 London, and was attended by 921
Christian men from all parts of the world.  Sir Culling
Eardley, Bart,, was called to the chair. From that
time until his death, hie continued a firm friend of the
Alliance.

The object of the Alliance was announced at this
meeting, to be the cultivation of Christ:an and friendly
relations among all evangelical denommauons, and
unity of action agamst common enennies and dangers.
The Alliance was not to be a Confederarzon of
Churchies, but a wmon of wmdividuals, not an ecclesi-
astical union, but a CAresfran nnmoa.

The Albance Las, therefore, nothmmg to do with
Confessions. It adopts those fundamental principles
common to all Christians, and 1t 1s supposed that all
1its members hold these principles.

2, THE PRINCIPLES OF FHE EVANGELICAL

LIANC',

Dr. Edward Bickersteth moved, on August 24th,
1846, the following Articles, which werc unanimously
adopted by the Alliance, viz. .

1. The Mivine inspiration, authority and sufficicney
of the Holy Scriptures.

2. The right and duty of the private interpretation
of the Scriptures.

3. One God in three Persons.

4. Human nature is entirely corrupt by the fall.

5. The Son of God became man ; He effected re-
conciliation for sinners of mankind; He intercedes and
reigns as Mediator.

6. The justification of the sinner by faith alone.

7. The work of the Holy Spirit in converting and
sanctifying the sinner.

8. The immortality of the soul, the resurrection of
the body, the judgment of the human race by Jesus
Christ, the eternal happiness of the righteous, and the
cternal punishment of the wicked. [{na cum acterna
quam justorum felicitate, {um smpiorum pocna.)

9. The divine institution of the ministry, and the
obligatory and perpetual ordinances of bapusm and
the Lord’s Supper.

{These articles are given in Laun, in Herzog's Real
Encyklopadia fur Protestanusche  Theologie und
Kirche. 1 have not am d at an exact transiation,
but have given the sense.]

The ninth article has been relased, on one occasion,
perhaps on several, with reference to the Quakers ;
and at the last meeting some members of the Salva-
tion Army were present.  In what capacty, 1 do not
know. One of them made an address, complaining of
the persecutions to which the members of the Army
are exposed in some parts of Europe.  The Alliance,
without expressing any views as to the constitution
and made of working of that Anny, passed a resolu-
tion protesting against persceution in any form.
That was perfectly within the sphere of its legitimaie
objects.

Al-
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As a general rule, it is not safe to relax any funda-
mental principle.  As soon as one is abated, then a
way is opened for the similar treatment of another.
Yet among principles called fundamental, sonmie are of
greater importance than others.  The ninth article
is certamly a very important one; but it is not so
fundamental to the Chnstian system s some of the
others,

The great magority of the members of the Alliance,
however, will always belong to the Refuimed Evan-
pelical, Confessional Churdlies ; and hence very hittle
danger will arise from the occasional relasation of a
principle which does not hie at the very heart of Chiris.
tamty.  Some Christan men, owng to certain in-
tellectual and spiatnabidiosyncrasies, entertan peen-
har views, and have strange methods of casting vt
devils, which e cannat appeove ; but the Great Mas-
ter may acknowledge them as His faithful and true
followers. There are, in the spintual, as well as in
the physical world, some abnormal developments.

3. FHE MEETING AT COPENHAGEN.

It is known that the last meeting of the Alliace was
appointed to take place in Stockholm, Sweden.  The
opposition of the bishops of that country induced the
Commiittee to change the place of mecting to Copen-
hagen.  This change was providential.  In the first
place, the Danes, on account of their greater Catho-
licity, were better prepared 1o receive it and in the
seeond place, the MHance, by meeting in Copenhagen,
could exercise ‘a stromger influence on Germany, on
the one side, aad on Sweden, on the other  ‘The at-
titude of the bishops was very distasteful to many of
the Swedish clergy, many of whom auended the Al-
hance as delegates, notwithstanding episcopal opposi-
tion. Greetings were sent to the Alliance from Stock-
holm.

The action of the Swedish bishops was probably
prompted by the resolution of the Alliance, some years
ago, in behalf - if I mistake not-—of the Baptists, who
complained of prrsecution on the part of the govern.
ment ; and, on that supposition, it might be consi-
dered retaliatory [t was, however, very unwise ;and
it will tend to promote, what it endeavoured to sup-
press.

The reception of the members of the Alliance in
Copenhagen was very enthusiastic. The venerable
Dr. Kalkar, an octogenarian, of that city, delivered
the address of welcome.  Addresses were delivered
by the Lord Mayor of l.ondon, Count von Bernstroft,
of Berlin ;Count Bylandt, of The Hague; the Rev. Dr.
Hall, of New York, 'nd others. ‘The Bishop of Zea-
land, Primate of the Danish Chnreh, was present ; but
he took no part.

The fraternal Christian spirit which pervaded all
thg meetings was beautiful + but it shone most beauti-
fully m the prayer-meetings, two of which- one in
English and one in German—were held at seven
o’clack every morning.

The King and Queen of Denmark, the King and
Queen of Greece. the Crown Prince and Crown
Princess attended one of the evening mneetings. They
listened with great attention, and at the close of the
meeting, the King and Queen of Denmark shook
hands with the Rev. Dr. Schafl] of New York, and
expressed their agreement with the views, which he
had expressed in an able paper on the “ Divisions
and Unity of Christendom.”  Qn two other occasions
members of the Royal Fanuly were present.

Many able papers were read.  Those thatinterested
me most were Dr. Schafr's, on the topic just mentioned,
Dr. Chnstheb’s on the ** Causes of Religious !ndif-
ference ” ; and the Rev, Prebendary Anderson’s, on
“ Evolution.” In expressing my preference for these,
1 do not attempt to deny that there were others of equal
abiluy.

‘There 1s something suggestive in the music and in
the mectings of the Alhance.  The same hymns, in
four different languages—Danish, German, Enghsh,
French--were in many instances sung to the same
tunes so that the members of the Alliance sang to-
gether, cach inhis own language the praises of God

The members of the Alliance, at the close of its
mectings, attended a musical concert in the Frue
Kyrkan ;and neat day, the Lord’s Day, September
7th, as many as remained in Copenhagen united in
the celebration of the Lord's Supper, in the French

I'he Church isin a Dadway. A man must have his
hand in his pocket all the time now.  In the good old
days the Governuaent built the churches, and paid the
mnusters.  One could sit m the church for years in
these happy times and never put his hand in his
pocket.  Those were the days when religion flourished
and the people could put their money in mortages at
twenty per cent.

Things are much worse now than when this country
was scttled.  In those carly times ministers got three
or four hundred dollars a year for stipend. It was
enough.  The arrangements for collecting the stipend
then were much better than now,  Part of the stipend
was often paid in produce.  Ifa man had anything
that he could not sell for money on the market he
could always take it to the minister. It was so handy
when one had smatl potatoes or produce of any kind
that would not sellto take it to the minister ; when the
collector came round one could always say * I paidin
produce.” The plan of paying in kind was a good
plan. It was far better than the envelope system.
The envelope system makes a man keep his hand in
his pocket all the time.  “Thatis the weak point about
the envelope system.  The envelope system was
devised by worldy-minded men, who say that one
should pay for the Guspel by the week instead of
putting une’s money inthe bank or lend it on mortages
at twenty per cent.

1 read in that Wad/, that 1 borrowed fromone of the
ncighbours last week, that the Church is in a state
of dedy. The AMai? says the Church has lost its influ-
ence in the world and blames Huxley and Darwinand
men of that kind for making the Church so weak that,
like Wellington at Watetloo, it calls for night or
Blucher, The Mas/ does not understand the question,
Darwin and his people have not injured the Church to
any great extent. The injury has been done by the
envelope system. The workdly-minded men  who
devised that system shows how  weak we are by
dividing our annual <ibscription by fifty-two and
showing how small the quatient is.

1 was always a liberal supporter of mis-
sions. 1 never allowed the plate to pass me on
collection day without putting five centsonit. Never.
Dr. Cochrane came here ashort time ago and made
such a fuss about Home Missions that 1 had to
double my contribution. He spoke nearly two howrs
and so worked up the people that several liberal con-
tributors like myself had to double up.  He said that
“ half farthings were just coined to give Scotchmena
chance to contribute to charitable and religious insti-
tutions.” I deny the charge. I never gave less than
a cent for any religious or charitable purpose in my
hfe. 1 am afraid Cochrane is a worldly-minded man
hke these who intreduce the envelope system and
divide by fifty-two.

I have no great admiration for Mr. Macdonnell. |
am afraid he has a touch of worldly-mindedness, too.
He goes up and down through the Church speaking
on augmentation and making the people belicve that
a minister should have $750 a year and a manse |
The worst thing about it is that 2 great many people
do belicve him. He has a terribly carnest way about
him and makes his points so clear and plausible that
simple minded good people are carried away by him.
He is a dangerous man to come into a congregation—-
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about as dangerous as Principal Grant.  Any man
who takes thie ground that a minister should have $700
a year is worldlys-minded. 1 can hire a man to do all
kinds of work for half that sum,

Why cannot our colleges be supported by the Gov.
ernment? I Mr. Mowat isnot willing to give us part
of the surplus, then why should not the Church try Sir
Johm? [ always had the good of the colleges at heart
and am perfectly willing that cither Government
should cndow and support them out of the public
funds. Farther than this no man can reasonably be
expected to go.

I don't like much of the preaching of these modern
times. There is too much about gratitude, and obedi-
ence and self-sacritice and all that sort of thing \Why
don’t our ministers preach more about the Jews?
‘They were a wicked people and should be condemned.
Judas was a very wicked man. 1 he had been the
right kind of man he would have kept the thirty picces
of silver and lent it at twenty per cent.  Our ministers
should dwell nore on these carly times. A preacher
who has proper regard for the feelings of good people
will not come within five hundred years of the present
time.

1 like controversial sermons. It does me good to
hear a preacher pitch into the Catholics and warn
up the Mcthodists.  Sermons of that kind do Catho-
lics more good thun French Evangelization. They
do not cost money and French Evangelization does.
The Catholics should be pitched into quite often.
It does me more good to hear a preacher pitch mto
the Jews aud Catholics than 10 hear him preach
about duty and love, and obedience and gratitude and
self-sacrifice and that sort of thing. 1 conclude as 1
began—the Church is in a bad way.

fo far cur experience of weather and the people we
met had been abke pleasant.  Buat cre leaving the
beautiful terraces and handsome restdences which
characterize the thrifty manufacturing town of Bramp-
ton, circumstances were to change. The fact of the
annual fair being held was very much against the
rapid pursuit of the business before us. The final day of
the show, too, broke in a downpour of rain, and cvery-
body had to scek shelter.  The prospect seemed poor
for the Scott Act just then, for there was not a vacant
space where a temporary bar could be erected, and a
pair of hands engaged to attend it, where this extra
“accommodation ¥ was not provided. There scemed
to be a very evident *dnink and be merry ” sentiment
prevailing, and the thought that it might be the List
chance of the kind, before the evenmg of the 23rd
would vring its verdict.  And so we left Bramton
amid a shower of rain, drunkenness and a good deal
of profanity.

We thought that our next stopping place,

GEORGE1UWN,
in the Couny of Halton, would witness for us a change,
and so it did, but it was not inall respects so pleaant
—like cverything else when viewed from a distance—
as we had expected.  Wet and cold, there was no
warm reception, or polite landlord waiting to make
us comfortable. The hotel at which the “ Union ” bus
had dropped us scemed to be deserted. True, an
apology for a fire sizzled in a great drill-shed concern
of a stove, and one or two individuals passed to and
fro, but the stranger was left 10 his own resources.
Bcehind a seven feet partition, however, something in-
teresting was going on, and if the sense of smell and
hearing could be relied on the
SCOTT ACT WAS VIOLATED

hefofe we had been very long in Halion. A suspicious
Tooking barrel had followed us on another conveyance
from the station, and there was an evident and *“ab-
sorbing ” interest in its broachment, which being ac-
complished after much trouble, the feverish impatience
observable among those who passed out and in wore
off. There was lots of time for reflection and our
conclusion was that the Act was a success—so much
a success that there was an infinity of trouble before
the habitual topers could have their appetites gratifice.
Bat the broaching of a keg of beer could not last for
aye, and at last the landlord appeared. ‘That indi-
vidual bad not an heroic appearance, but he had more
than the dejection of Othello when hie found his oc-
cupation gone. The whole time we remamed there
this poor unfortunate victim of temperance fanatics,

as he evidently regards himself, did nothing but rail
at the miguity of those meddlers who would not let
the like of him alone.  But when 1 have said that in
Acton and Milton I found a much more pleasant
state of things, and that the Act seemed to be quictly
endured, if occasionally broken, I would gladly leave
this subject out of my notes. It is so closely inter-
woven with the
WELFARE OF OUR CHURCH,

and so forcibly brought befure every traveller's notice,
that this 1o a large extent will be impossible.  George-
town itself is not a particularly attractive village. Its

streets are steep, and, as a conscquence, its drainage |

1s excellent.  But the sojourner who has to tramp
ther and thither, up and down the hills and dales,
finds a grateful rehief when he can sit down.  Rew.
Mr. Wallace has charge of the Presbyterian church
here, and though young in years he has evidently
ganed the affection and esteem of his people, and
that, too, at a time when the other churches in this
Scott Act county are sufiering somewhat from the
differences of pastor and people on this question.
But 1t must not be inferrgd that Mr., Wallace has been
a passive spectator in this struggle.  His sentiments
were with those who desire the good of their fellow-
creatures as well as the moral, and spirstual, and tem-
pora! progress of the community,  The church is a
neat but unostentatious brick edifice. & had the good
fortune to be present at the regular ~eckly prayer
meetmg, and can testify to the interest and .attendance
on that occaston, which were much above what night
have been expected when judged by the standard of
sumlar meetngs 1 other churches,

A run out to the county town of

MILTON

was next in order. This place has the advantage of
Georgetown n natural location, but it is doubtful if
there is as much manufacturing enterprise or business.
There is nothing remarkable about the churches.
That of our own especial denomination is a substan-
tial stonc building. Rev. M. C. Cameron, the pastor,
took an carnest part in the late Scott Act repeal con-
test, and was president of the Scott Act Association.
His congregation is largely made up of Scotchmen of
the * Pasley Block,” Esquesing Township, who al-
most to a man voted 1n favour of repeal, and who, 1
I am sorry to say, felt wrathy because Mr. Cameron
like themselves, acted as his conscience bade him.
\While in Milton the sad accident at Cummunsville
Powder Mills, by which five men lost their lives, took
place, the shock being plainly felt and the clouds of
smoke visible almost sunultancously. Though Halton
hotel-kecpers had posted nouces that thewr tanff had
been doubled, I had the pleasure of dining in company
with the judges of the county faur then in progress,
for the usual charge of twenty-five cents, receiving
cvery attenuion from the landlord, etc. 1 did not sce
a sign of mtoxicating hquor wiile in the place, or a
person showing the cffects of it. [ might be pre-
judiced—1 am apt to be where temperance is con-
cerned—but I thought | had never seen a more in-
telligent class of men than those around me at table,
and I can safely add that for my quarter I had some
substantial mental food as well as the more material
element. The farmers discussed rotation of crops, soils,
cattle, etc., in such amanner as could not fail to benefit
cach other.

Returning to Georgetown for tea and scttlement
with our disagrecable Boniface, we found our bill was
at the rate of $2 per day, besides having to pay bus
accomodation to and from the station. I was, there-
fore, not sorry to shake the dust of Georgetown from
my feet and make

ACTON
my halting place for that night. It was quite dusk
when I found myscif on the platform there, and my
searching glance for some one to speak to revealed
only one gentleman.  Inreply to my enquiries he said
the village was close by ; there were just three hotels
and all very much alike. In that case 1 preferred
the nearest, and still showing hesitation, he said he
was going down and would show me the way. Only
when I had committed myself to the nearest hotel did
he reveal the fact that he was the landlord thereof.
Noca word of commendation of hisown or disparage-
ment of the others had he uttered. 1 am glad to say
1 felt “at home” in his establishment while 1 re-
mained, and that he proved a much more pleasant
landlord than his Georgetown contemporary. Acton
is in cvery respect a ncat and pretty village.

It has

chough commercial industry to keep it from being
dull and enough of the rural element to make it quiet
and retired like. ‘The business of the village is dis-
tributed all over with great gencrosity. ‘There is
no “centralization” in Acton, and very liule plate
glass. The [Presbyterians have, a neat  church.
The village industries are chicfly confined to tanning
and glove manufactures. A new building has recently
been crected by the Messrs. Storey for the latter bus-
iness.  Some idea of its extent may be formed by
readers when [ state thiat on one side alone 1 counted
Gifty-two Luge windows.  The bulding itself is of very
handsome proportions, four stories, with mansard roof,
the walls being of red and black brick.

But lest [ weary readers of THE PRESBYTERIAN, |
shall closc this letter, and as hefore they haveanother
I shall have passed through those busy centres of
manufacturing  wealth and industry, viz.: Guelph,
Galt, Berlin, Waterloo and Stratford, 1 may be able
to give them more diversity of matter, and niore that
appertains to the Church of our forefathers.

Before closing I may say how pleased 1 am to hear
the warm regard in which THE PRESBVTERIAN is
held by those who have lopgest read it.

WARNINGS.

By keeping our eyes open, and judging things upon
Scriptural principles, we may often be forewarned in
our dealings with certain characters. One man can-
not see farther into a millstone than another, and
yet shrewdness sees where the ordinary observeris in
the dark. A prudent man with the fear of God be-
fore his eyes, 1s almost a prophet. Two or three in-
stances arc before our mind at this moment.

A gentleman went carefully into the stable where
his horse was placed to bait, and he saw for himself
that the proper feed of corn was in the manger. In

a few minutes, time he was in the stable again, and
the oats were gone. He taxed the hostler with taking
them out, and remained while he saw his nag eat up
his fair portion. How did he know that the hostler
would steal the corn? He had heard him cursing,
and therefore he knew that he would steal.

A friend met the deacon of a church in the street, a

“man whom he much esteemed. The aforesaid dea-
con begged the loan of £100, and the friend would
have lent it to him with pleasure ; but in the course
of conversation the deacon observed, “Other people
might rob you ; but you know me as an old pilgrim.
I am, I trust, quite past temptation.” The money
was refused, for the friend said to himself, *Past
temptation? Past temptation? Why he must be
quite ignorant of his own heart. He must surely be
a hypocrite.” And so he was. He knew that he was
hoplessly involved even when he was seeking a loan
from one who could not aftord to lose the money ;
before that day was over he had failed. “ Pride goeth
before destruction.” “A prating fool shall fall.” His
Bible had made our friend wise, and he was saved
from loss.

A man who stood high in the city observed with
great satisfaction that he had in a single morning
cleared 430,000 by a speculation. A brother
merchant remarked that he ought to feel very grate-
ful to Providence for such good fortune, where-
upon the successful merchant snapped his fingers and
said. “Providence! pooh ! that for Providence! I
can do a deal better for myself than ever Providence
can do for me.” He who heard the observation
walked away, and resolved never to deal with such a
man again except upon cash principles, for he felt
sure that a crash would come sooner or later. Great
was the indignation of the man who stood high in the
city when he was told, “If you and I are to have
dealings, it must be on strictly ready-money terms.”
He was insulted ; he would not endure it; he would
go to another house. That other house welcomed his
custom, and in due time it was repaid by losing many
thousands.

A tradesman chose a shopman from seeing him
pick up a pin ; Rowland Hill would button up his coat
when he heard a man swear, for he did not want to
have his pocket picked ; thus for good or for evil little
things may be tests of character. To deal with per-
sons who have no respect for the Sabbath is always
risky ; to marry a man who can repeat a lewd story is
eminently perilous; to buy goods of tradesmen who
are “ really giving them away ” is to invite deception;
and to trust those who flatter you is to court delusion.
Do you meet with one who tells you many of the secret
faults of others? Mind that you show him none of
your own which you would not wish to publish. Does
he tell you what others have said of you? Then say
nothing of others which you would not wish him to
report ; for as sure as you live he will repeat all that
you say with additions. All dogs that fetch will
carry.

By observing such things as these men may be
saved from deceptions. The difference between one
man and another in point of prudence arises from the
fact that one man learns fron. his blunders and another
does not. When we are once taken in by a person,
we ought to take his measure so exactly that he will
not be able to do it again. No mouse can e excused
if it is caught twice by the same cat. Yet as long as
the world stands there will remain some in it who can
never sce farther than the end of their own noses.—

THE GHETTO AT ROME.

There are few places in Rome of more interest than
the Jewish quarter, the Ghetto. For nearly 2,000
years the sons and daughters of Isracl have been
confined by walls in a quarter of the city often
flooded by the Tiber, and have been treated with
cruelty by rulers both heathen and Christian. As
early as the second century, B.C., Jews were in Rome.
When Pompey took Jerusalem many Jews were
brought to Rome as slaves. Caligula wished his
statue to be erected in the Temple of Jerusalem.
This, however, the Jews in Palestine opposed, and
30,000 of them were killed. From then until Septem-
ber 2oth, 1870, when the Italian flag was hoisted over
their houses, synagogues and schools, cruelty and
degrading misery have been their daily lot. They
were forced to attend in the portico of Octavia to add
to the glory of Vespasian and Titus, the conquerors
of their beloved Jerusalem. At the entrance to the
Ghetto is the Church of St. Angelo in Pescheria to
which the Jews were driven every Sabbath to hear
sermons against themselves and their faith. Laws
were enacted that crushed their spirit into the dust.
The leading streets of the Ghetto, Via Rua and Via
Fuimara, run parallel with the Tiber, and are con-

he found a crowd of men at work shoveling snow from .
the sidewalks about a well-known locality ; he applied -

nected by many narrow lanes. Since 1870 many have
emigrated, so that the Jewish population is reduced
to 5,000 The streets are narrow and the houses
squalid. Many families have only one room, in
which six or eight persons eat, live and sleep. Most
of the business is done at the doors in the street.
There men, women and children busily toil at their
trade all day long. 1 saw their busy fingers sorting
heaps of rubbish that might have been collected from
Jerusalem to Toronto—old lace, old boots, old brass
and iron, and soldiers’ cast-off coats, pots and pans
and vessels of every shape, size and name under the
sun. The streetis full, and so is the room. Before
and behind the door are mountains of rags.

Daily, from morn till night they ply the needle, the
scissors and the hammer. What would be a hopeless
task in the hands of a western mother, and be heart-
breaking is done with apparent ease by the descendants
of Rachel. Under their hands everything assumes a
new form as if by magic. They are poor, but thrifty
and diligent. In company with the late Rev. Dr.
Philip, missionary for many years to the Jews in
Rome, I visited the Ghetto frequently, and never saw
a Jewish beggar in the whole disirict. They have
five synagogues. On Friday evening at sunset, goods
are taken down from the walls and door-posts on
which they have been exposed for sale. The people
washed and clean, go to worship Jehovah in their
synagogues in Piazza Del Pianto, where Jewish am-
bassadors once lived, ere Jerusalem had fallen and
the curse of heaven had been poured on it. They
wish each other a good Sabbath, and in peace enjoy
their evening meal, well earned after a hard day of
toil. The best of their shops are poor. 1 saw much
misery in their houses, and signs of it on their pale,
care-worn faces, but never was I importuned for
money. Their condition is greatly improved, and
they are no longer treated with injustice and violence.
The late King Victor Emmanuel they call their
second Moses. Under the free flag of Italy there are
some successful Jewish lawyers and merchants. For
centuries the captive daughter of Zion has been in the
dust. The heel of the oppressor has been on her
neck. Thecry of despair has gone up to Jehovah for
eighteen centuries, from bleeding hearts in the Ghetto,
and by the hand of the Mighty God they are free to-
day.— Voices From the Orient by Rev. G. Burnfield,

A MODIEL MINISTER.

“ A young man !” is'the cry as soon as the pulpit is
declared vacant, but, though young, he must have a
mature intellect and ripe experience. He must have
all the flash of modern times, burning zeal, and mas-
terful eloquence ; but at the same time he must be
noted for his prudence, calmness, and executive abil-
ity, so that he can rouse the enthusiasm of the congre-
gation, and at the same time do all the work neces-
sary to insure success. He must be willing to bear
the blame of all mistakes made by the board of man-
agement ; for who but he is the manager of the man-
agement? He must be “original” in his style and
methods, and yet do everything in strict accord with
the pre-conceived notions of his people. He must be
noted for his depth of thought, and yet be able to en-
gage in all light conversation of the social circle and
tea meetings. He must be poor, in order that he may
be humble. The congregation will ever say “ Amen”
to the prayer of the Scotch elder who asked the Lord
to keep their minister humble, and they would do
what they could themselves to keep him poor, and yet
he must never be wanting in hospitality ; his children
must be well educated, and always appear well dressed.
He must head the list in every charitable subscription,
and never be known to be in debt. He must be a
¢ good pastor,” spending the most of his time in visit-
ing, and yet be at home to receive the calls of respec-
table society. In preaching, his chief aim should be
to “draw,” as it is called, so that strangers will go in
crowds to hear him, and thus to increase the contribu
tions, to the great delight of the finance committee.
He must be o7t/odox, preach short sermons,every one of
which must include all the essential doctrines of the
church. He must not neglect to make his discourses
interesting with modern research, and spicy with
modern controversy, and never conclude without call-
ing attention to all the rules of a practical charagter
necessary to a religious life. Thereis a small, but de-
creasing minority who think he should be a man of
Piety, but as the majority rule in all truly democratic
countries, the church at large will not insist upon this
latter qualification, but will not object to any piety he
may have, so long as he does not make it offensive to
our rich wordlings. If a man can be found who will
be and do these few simple things required of him,
the church will condescend to give him a call, promis-
ing to listen to him diligently, and grant him the
usual support, primarily by their counsel, and second-
arily by their means, though in the latter respect he
must not expect more than they give one of their
clerks, and be satisfied with considerably less than
they pay one of their station overseers. Ifany one
thinks this statement overdrawn, let him visit the
people of some congregation looking for the “right
man,” inquire diligently until he discovers their ideal,
and he will be surprised to find the half has not been
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lold. such cungregations usually make a stumbhng
block of their own liberty, and choose the “ wrong
man” in the end. We would suggest that prayer has
not yet ust s efficay  that a diviee made without
prayer is likely to bring an unregencrate Saul.  Choose
praycefully as well as carefully, and the Lurd will send

SABRBATH DESECRATION.

The growth of Sabbath iabour of late years has
been enormous.  Tens of thousands of immortal souls
prosccute, very much as on other days, their work upon
the Sabbath.  They have almost no opportunity of
watting on the public services of religion. Where
they have such opportumty the sensitalitics of therr
souls arc so deadened by contihuous toil or their
scnm%' opportunitics of “““i"‘i' ublicly on God that
tliey don't improve the few and distant opportunities
they have.  Look atour railway and tramway systems
cxlcndln;i' cvery year, and drawing into the vortex of
Sabbath labour mighticr n-ultitudes every year.  If it
should be alleged that soac such accommodation on
the Lord’s Dayis a public necessity, it must be allowed
that all necessity is vastly c.\'ccc(fcd, and that a huge
and growing evil is here sappmg the foundations of
religion, and domg unspeakable damage to the souls
of men. And still greater is the evil of Sabbath
pleasuring.  And many professors of rehigion arc here
falling into the wavs of the world. The Sabbath s
also profaned by large masses of men now m all parts
of the United Kingdom, Scotland excepted, devoting
it to secular purposes. On the Thames Embankment,
in Trafalgar Square, m Hyde Park, in and over the
metropolis of Christian and rotestant Britain, and
now in the peaceful vales of Ulster, this evil is defi-
antly raising its haugity and guilty head.  Surely it
is time that a testunony be lifted up for the sanctity
of the Sabbath, that the Christian sentiment of the
country beawakened and orgamized to arrest this evil.
It is no time for the Churches with bated breath and
whispering humbleness, behind closed doors, timidly
to deprecate the growiy evil of Sabbath desccration,
and its lpcnl to the best interests of socicty,  The dis-
ciples did, indced, on one occasion meet, the doors
being shut for fear of the Jews. But he submitted
that such a time was not now, and tnat such a timid
policy was not at this stage of Christian history in ac-
cord with what was due to the Church, 1o the world,
and, above all, to the Great Master, whose Word it
was their duty and privilege to praclaim.

A
merchant from Ohio who knew me, came to buy goods
and said, ¢ Make yoursclf so useful that they cannot
do without you." 1 took his meaning quicker than I
did that of grandfather.

“Well, I worked upon these two ideas until Mu.
Reed offered me a pastnershsp in the business,  The
first morning after the partnership was made known,
Mr. James Geery, the old tea-merchant, called in to
congratulate me, and he said, * You arc all right now.
I have only onc picce of advice to give you: Be
carcful whom you walk the streets with,' This was
lesson number three.”

And what valuable lessons they were: Fidelity in
all things; do your best for your employer ; care-
fulness about your associates.

Tt Evangelical churches of America are support
ing in the forcign ficld, according to the latest sum-
mary, 2,236 labourcrs. Exclusive of native helpers,
the Presbyterian Church (North; maintains 445 mis-
sionarics, the American Board 432, the Mui\odist
Emscopal Church (North) 279, the Amcerican Baptist
190, and the Moravian 284.

THERE is now a Chinese mission in New Orlcans
under the carc of presbytery  supervised by the ses-
sion of the Canal Street Church,  Thisis a great and
most interesting work. In the city there are some
three hundred to four hundred Chinamen- cighty-oune
arc on the mn Jion roll. The Chinese Home is in
charge of Miss Lena Saunders, a most estimable, in-
telligent, and devoted Christian worker. She bhegan
the mission with one Chinaman, now the regular at-
tendance is from twenty-five to thirty. Each scholar
has a teacher.

A PROCLAMATION has beenissued by the Japanese
Governiment abolishing all official connection with the
Buddhist and Saintoo priesthood.  This is equiva-
lent to a complete disestablishment, and is looked
upon in Japan as a death-blow to the priesthood, The
native press applauds the measure which throws open
the empire more completely than ever to religious
effort.  In the course of last year the three Bible
Socicties at work in Japan circulated 85,818 copics or

arts of Scripture, of which 43,275 copies were issued

y the National Bible Socicty of Scotland.

Ty AMissionary Record of the Scottish U. P
Church, says. Meetings were held on the cvenings
of the 2nd and 3rd October in our Synod Hall, and in
the Freo Assanbly Hally Edinburgh, to bid farewell
to aight male and nine ferale missionaries, who sailed
on Uctuber Sthand 22nd’as ageats of the China Inland
Missions, Representatives of all the churches took part
in the nteresting serviees, We are glad to notice
that, in addition to those seventeen, other twelve
agents of the same Society saled in August and
Scpiember, and three more are expected to sail in
Nwwember. 1t is most cheering that the band of
Chnisuan workers i the Chincse empire should be
reinfurced , but in view of the vast population of 400,-
000,000 we may still say, what arc these among so
many ? “The harvest truly is plentcous, but the
labourers are few. Pray ye, therefore, the Lord of
the harvest that He will send forth labourers into His
harvest.”

MR. Mooby, Free Church of Scotland nussionary
to the jews at Buda-Pest, wnites:  Ihad a very in-
teresting visit a few days age from & rabbi from the
country, who does not wish that his name in the mean-
time should be divulged.  He read me a great part of
an appeal to lus brethren whichhe has drawn up and
desircs to publish. It is a most remarkable docu-
ment. He acknowledges the Lord Jesus to be the
Messiah, and calls or the Jews, especially those of
them that are weary and heavy-laden, to take His
yoke upon them, which is easy, and His burden,
which 1s light.  His views scem to correspond
somewhat with those of Mr. Rabinowitz and the
leaders of the Jewish Christian movement in Bessa-
rabia, descnbed recently by Bishop Titcomb in a let-
ter to the Zimes, and reterred to in the Clristian.
I never had, I think, a more interesting visit from a
Jew. He is to leave Pest again to-day; but T hope
he may return after the Jewish holidays.

A LETTER rccently written by the Rev. Dr.
Chalmers, of Hong-Kong, serves to recall evangelistic
cforts of more than half-a century ago in the Malacca
Straits Settlements, where, previous tothe opening of
the ports of China, the London Missionary Socicty
sustained .a mission. Dr. Chalmers writes: Wong
Amuk, the last sunviving convert of the Malacca Mis-
ston, died here on the 18th August at he age of
seventy-four.  He has led a consistent and exeinuiary
Christian life fur fifty-sin cars.

The discourse dehivered by Prnnapal Grant in Cone
vacation Hall, which has incited Bishop Cleary to
reply is as follows :

1ere isd claim that can be tesied, for He asserts that
He has all power spearth  To no people wonld
such a claim sound so monstrons as to jc\vs To
them it was rank blasphemy  From ne other man, if
he were only man, would such a elanm be less expected,
for even the popular estimate of Jesus then and now
has always been that He was *meck and lowly,” the
last man 1 the world to arrogate to Himself anything
that He did not possess.  And at no other time dad
circumstances mal * such a claim so apparently
oppased to truth, for when the words were attered He
was simply, in the eyes of the law,a fugitive who had
escaped from justice, and one who had

SOMLHOW ESCAPED THE HANGMAN,

Yot He did speak these wards  We know that not
onc of His disaiples was capable of inventing them.
No mere man could have conceived or would have
uttered such words.  And the claun has been veritied.
AN power on carth s, we may say, already i the
. ands of Christan nations.  Verily, “the Galilean

1 s triumphed.”

The claimis astonishing. 1ts ventication by history
is still more astonishing. But, perhaps, sull more
astonishing to us is the conclusion drawn by Hum as
regards the duty of His disuples, i consequence of
all puner bung s, All power s mmne ; therefore
I will do all that is aceded, s what aman would have
said.  What He says s, = Hhe nower 1s given to mee,
go ye therefore.”

But, how dinine 1 ats wisdem s this conclusion,
though it 1s the direct opposite of our wisdom ! Mark,
in what perfect accordance it 1s with the fundamental
law of the ivne Government:  That law may be
expressed i these words .

ALL THE POWER 15 GOW'S, AIT UHF AGFNCY OR IN-
STRUMENTALITY IS MAN'S,

Ilustrations of the working of this law in the king-
dom of nature, w the story of the Church, and in
the formation of character, ! gave youa fortmght ago,
and those ilustratiuns might be muluphed from every
department of life.  Everywhere we are indebted for
cnjoyment, or improvement, or the accomplishment of
our plans to human agency, and, while giving all the
glory to God, let us never forget to acknowledge the
agents that He uses.  Every man’s own business will
suggest to him the aptest illustrations, and it is
quite unnecessary for me even to suggest others.

We sce the law exemplified in the bistory of the
Church, both in Old and New Testament times, and
ever since.  We are apt to thunk that everytlung was

done miraculously and abnormallyin thore days No
view could be mvre crude and more opposed to the

facts, s o rule, cverytlung went on as naturally as
cvents i our day.  Miraculous  ageney was very
sparingly usced, i accordance with what has been
called * the law of parismony.” The Old Testament
gives us the lustory of thousands of years, yet almnst
all the miracles cluster around two eries 1 the nstory
of Israel. the arst being the epoch connected with
the Exodus, when, humanly speaking, it secmed far
from improb.ble that Isracl would succumb ta the
arganized power, unvihzauon and rebgion of Egvpt, o1
degenerate into a mere Bedoun tnbe . the second
being six or seven centuries later, the cpoch com-
mencing with Elijah, when all signs, so far as man
could sce, indicated that the fate of Tsracl was to
SINK TO THE 1.OW 1L.EVEL

of the surrounding Semitic heaticnism, In the
Gospel we have recorded the mirarles of Christ. It
was fitting that nuracles should be wrought by Him.
Never were miracles sn suited to the accasion, so
beneficent, so beautifully symbolic of the constant
working of Divine power in naturc as Hiw,  And yet,
what daes He saz  iLis disuiples, sumediately after
telling them to believe Hum “fut the sery works’ sake ?”
Listen, and if you du nut understand, have humility
cnough to be silent * Venly, venly I say up o you,
he that believeth on me the works that I do <hall he
do also ; and greater tworks then these sho-l he do.”
Therc are persons wha in the name of relicwon refuse
to believe that emphatic promise of Christ  But the
promise has been fulfilled. Christ healed <le few
blind men wham He met on carth , but yew, through
the wisdom and skill and love that He gives to His
people, thousands of the blind are being healed in
everyland  You say that He healed supernaturally,
while we heal in arcordance with natural causes.

Certainly. But, the supernatural work was to point
aut that the power behind natural law is divine.
Hence it is that His mimacles are

ALWAYS IN SCRIPTURE CALLED “SIGNS,”

signs, that is, of a power that we may avail oursclves
of. At Pentecost, three thousand were converted.
Last year by the agency of nussionarics fifty thousand
in heathen {nnds were comverted.  In both casces, the
power was divine At Pentecost, men from a dozen
different countries heard the apostles tell the nighty
works of God, “every man in his own language.”
Now the Bible 1s translated into hundreds of langu-
ages, and by the agencies at work nulhons instead of
thousands arc bemg reached. And we shall sece
greater things yet, greater tnumphs over nawre,
‘:rc:\lct wonders in the kingdom of Grace, 1f we only
ay hold of Him whoholds all the power is His handa

We sce the same law excmplitied i the buslding; up of
character.  You do not grow n any virtue by giving
or hearing glowing descriptions of that virtue  Preachs
g or hsteming to cloquent scrmons will not redeem
you from sclfishness ar from the donunance of any
bad habit or the practice of any sin. Mo, there s no
other way for us but the ald-fashioned way of diligent
practice i the opposite direction.  When you know
what 1s nght,

is the imjunction of Scripture.  God, says St Peter,
has given to you all things that pertam to hfe and
godliness , thergfore, do you gavealdl diligence to make
those thungs yottrs, so making your calbing and election
sure.  Work out your awn salvation, says St Paul,
becanese 1t 1s God that worketh an you,  All the power
is God's, but far from that meanmyg that we may fold
our hands and do nothing, it means the very opposite.
{t means tl:wt, therefore, we are to be up and domg
without delay, to do with all our mith what our
hands find to do.  There is no other way of growing
m knowledge, wisdom and spiritual strength.  ‘The
observance of ritual, the listening to stirring sermons,
learning Catechisms by heart will avail nothing.
Tongue feace, arguing with other  denommations,
'J.'Im,iorir\g your neighbours will avail less, Thuse
things tend to foster selfishness and prde.  Lhe one
thing needed on your part is action. The power s
Mine, He savs, go ye therefore and do your duty.
Do not be afraid of the difficulies i the way.
“ Wherefore criest thou unte Me," says the hiving
Gnd 10 Maoses 5 ¢ speak unto the hildren of Isracel
that they go forward.”  Fhe consuousness

THAT YOU ARE GOD'S AGENT

or instrument will keep you humble, and at the same
time give you the inspring assurance of victory.
*“Without Me, y¢ can do nothing,” says the Lord,
and then He adds, ** ye ave my fniends, o/ ¢ oo what-
soever 1 commandyorn”  Inother words, tf:c wite thing
required of us is to do our duty as obedient agents of
our Lord.

2. Let us now consider the next clause of the Great
Commission, “ disciple all nations.” ‘T'his second al/
is as wonderful as the first. 1t was opposed to alt
previous apinion and practice, so much so that it was
not understoad by the disciples, plain s the language
is, for years and decades after the commission was
given.  According to the wisdom of the ancient world
the palisical existence of a natton was bound up with
it religion.  The nation could nit chanye sts religion
and live Hence Jeremiah ks, hath any changed
ire garlde®  Certainly not Sach o dung was vut of
the question. - Nather could it give s gous to any
other nation. The practical wisdom of the koman
Empirc recognzed indeed the newessity of tolerating
the religions of all the people under its sway, and,
therefore, when Chnstamity had become a power,

lace would have been found for Jesusin the Pantheon
if that would have satisfied the Clristians.  The Jews,
believing 11 One God, believed that there

COULD BE ONLY ONE RELIGION,

but, whether they accepted or rejected Jesus, their
idea was that all nations must enter into the universal
temple through the gate of Judaism, and submit 1o the
ordimnances of Moses.  In a word all athers must de-
nationalize themselves and become second-class Jews.

But the conception of Jesus is as high aliove the
Roman or Jewish ideal as heaven is above earth.
Make disciples of all nations, He says.  Thatis,as He
puts 1t elsewhere, preach the gospcg to them, be wit-
nesses of Me to them, make them My disciples.

In Him God speaks to the poorest and most
sin-stained sinner, saving. “ My child, turn from
your sin and be reconciled to Me,” and there 15 uy
land in which that message of wondrous lovc has been
preached whally in vain. To make a man a disciple
of Jesus is to infuse a new life into his nature. It 1s
to create a conscience in man,a .« *hing to the wis-
dom of the old world. How new it was we see in
the cclebrated letter of Pliny the younger to the
Emperor Trajan, some seventy years after the great
commussion was given. As governor of Bythynia,
Phny found the heathen temnles deserted and the
people all going over to the aew superstition called
Christanity. He made inquiries and found that the
Christians were good people  YWhut was he to do®
According to the laws of the twelve tables it scemed
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to him that he would have to stamp out any ncw re-
ligion, But he was a wise politician and felt that it
would he difficult to take that course,

HE ADOPTED A COMPROMISE,

and wrote the Emperor on the subject. He did
not seek out the Christinns or mstiute a general per-
serution, but if any were brought before lhc tr:hunals,
they were ordered to sacrifice to the gods and the
statue of the Emperor.  If they refused they were
unmediately pumshed,  Whether they were geod or
bad, * it was quile ciear to Pliny that nothing b t an
absurd superst.ition” and ¥ im{cxtblc obstinacy” Jhat
threatened the fundamental principle on which n.»
state was based would prevent any one from obeying
the mandate of Rome, The Emperor approved ol
Pliny's policy, and made it the law of the Ewpire.
And so war was regularly declared.  On the one side
the disciples, apparently helpless as sheep, on the
other side lmperial Rome, to oppose whose p wer
scetied about as senmble as to oppose gravitation.
The war lasterd for more than two centuries after thas,
and we know how it ended.  The Chnistians went on
making disciples, until heathen Rome becarse Chris.
tian Rome.

“Go ye, and disciple all nations.”  In obeying this
command, see how the law tn which [ have already
referred, “ the power God's, \ne agency man's,” has
been exemplified.  The gespel has gone as faras man
has gone with ity so far and no farther.  Angels have
not tccn sent to preach to the heathen. The Lbord
b s appointed men to he his agemts.  [f they are dis
obedient, He seruds nasubstitntes. 1 dn not find any-
where i Scripture that angels were sent to preach the
gospel.  Jesus would nat <ummon angels to his own
aid when the hour and power of darkness came upon
Him, ncither would He send them to share the work
that the disciples had 10 do, nor will He send them
now. He imposes the responsibility on us.

HE GIVES US THE HONOUR,

He trusts His cause to us, and, oh, shame! how un.
faithful 1o the trust we have been®  Sceplies ask, if
all pewer is in the Lands of your Master, how s 1t
that He allows thuusands of muthons 10 die wathout
hearing of the great salvation ; how s 1t that two-
thirds of the inhabitants of carth have never heard
His name?  That fact alone, they say, s proof that
Christianity is not of Gud. 1t #s a starthng fact, but
the reason is still mare starthing.  ¥or wise reasons
that we wan partly undeistand, Heleft the work m the
hands of the disaples.  They did their duty, but we,
their successors, are playing with the work. The bload
of our brothers is on our skirts. It cries to Heaven
against us.  Can the heathen be saved of we do not
send the Gouspel to them, it 1s sometimes asked ?
That, saud Mr. Spurgeon, to lus congrregation, is not
the question for us,  That is a matter for God. He
will do what 1s rnight, no doubt about that. But the
question for us to ask is if we do not send the Gospel
to the heathen, can swe be saved, for, he added, 1
very much doubt if we can.  Suppose the disciples
had disobeyed the command.  \Would their Lord
have cxcused them?  Certainly not.  How, then, can
we expect Him

TO EXCUSE OUR DISOBEDIENCE?

Do I mean that this great comnusston 1s given to
us as direutly as it was to the first disciples?  Yes,
I+ not the need as great?  Is not the Lord sull hving?
Do we not profess to be His disaples? e each one
of us thus command 15 addressed.

RF VI'RY SURE OF THAD.

‘There can be no doubt whatsoever of that Dol
mean that all of us are to go abroad as nusstonaries ?
Certamly not. But all of us can make disciples of Christ
at home, and all of us can take part in the work
abroad by our faith, our prayers, our gifts and sacri-
fices. \When a nation 1s at war every citizen does not
put on t' . red coat. But cvery citizen 1s interested,
and all contribute to the cost. The mother that
buckles the sword on her boy, the sister of mercy who
pro}mrcs It or scrves in the hospital, yea, the street
arab who cheers the soldiers as they march past, all
help according to their nature and their capability,
Pnd Christ's Church is at war, though many of us
seem hardly to be aware of it, and some of us scem to
think it bard that God should lay such « burden upon
us. What have we dong in this great var for man’s
liberty and man’s blessedness? How much have we
stniven, how much have we suffered, how much have
we pad?  The sum contnibuted by the Church uni-
versal fur fureign nusstons, would, 1 am told. pay the
dnink il of Great Bimutian for two days, and of the
United States for three days ! Is it wrong to say that
we are playmng at the work?

berforce and Clatkson were above all things Christians, and
it was by distinctly Christain motives that they were im-
pelled to this crusade.  Let all due allowance bhe made for
the co-operaticn of economical causes: still it cannot fairly
be deaied that the great deliverer of the slave has been the
Gospel.
Timely as well as trutlifol.  Making all duc allow-
ance for cconomical or other causes, it is well to re-
member that the great deliverer of this country from
drunkenness must be the gospel. It is also weli to
remember that the only temperance reformers who
can be relied on are such as arc impelled by the
motives that impelled Clarkson and Wiltberforce.  Far
be it from us to say that the vote and influence of
any kind of & man should be refused in favour of the
Scott Act. Clarkson and Wilberforce were no doubt
willing to take help from men who were not Christians.
So should the fricnds of the Scott Act. The votc of
an infidel counts one as well as the voie of a bishop,
and majoritics are made up of ones. Sull men who are
not Christians are not often rehable moral reform-
crs. A man who has no love for hi's God never has
real and lasting love for his fellow-men.

THE collection of arrears for pew rent has always
been a somewhat delicate and difficult kind of finan-
cial operation.  Father Egan, of Richimond Hall, has
introduced a new method of dealing with delinquents,
which has the undeubted merit of being short though
net particularly casy. It scems that one of his par-
ishioners, said to be in arrcars, either could not or
would not pay up. On coming to church the other
Sabbath he found a board nailed across the door of
his pew. A member of his family removed the board.
The panshioner then tnok his scat.  The priest came
in soon afterwards, and going dircctly to the seat
caught the delinquent parishioner by the collar of his
coat and dragged him to the door.  The panshioncr
fcll and broke his leg, and the priest has been com-
mitted for trinl. This is a ruther heroic way of col-
ccting arrears, and could not be adopted m any but
an infallible church.  The churches that are not infal-
lible perhaps go to the other eatreme.  There must be
a happy medwm sumewhere between this priests
mecthod and allewing dehinguents to go free.  Ali con-
% ‘cgations, we believe, suifer more or less from arrears.
Sumc parishioncrs get so far behind that they never
pay up, and some boards of managers are very poor
collectors. 1f a parishioner is so poor that he cannot
pay, by all means let him have a place in God's hiouse
free. But then if 2 man promises to pay a certain
amwunt he should certainly consider that promisc as
binding as any other.  So far as making the promisce
is concerned every man is free, but he should not con-
sider himself free to break it wwhen made.

WE have been waiting with interest to see what the
party journals would say about the recent attacks on
Father Chiniquy in Montreal. A few, the Globe
amony the number, have spoken with no uncerthin
sound. It is painfully cvident, however, that the ma.
jority of these journals prefer to remain silent for
party rcasons. Without putting too fine a point upon
1t they are afraid of the Catholic vote. We believe
our brethren of the broad sheet abhor such proceed.
ings quite as much as any other class in the commun-
nty. ‘They certainly should dehounce such riotous
proceedings from  motives of self-interest, if from
no higher motive. If freedotr of speech is to be
stamped out in Canada, then the freedom of the press
must goalong with it.  If free discussion is not to be
allowed then the poorest business in Canada is the
business of the publisher and the poorest property is
anewspaper. All this is well known but the party you
know might suffer. \We fully recognize the difficultics of
the situation and quite believe that many who denounce
the party press for what they call cowardice would, in
the same circumstances, remain silent themselves and
call their silence prudence.  The root of the evilisthe
absurd length to which the party spirit is carried in
this country. In so far as party politics prevents jour-
nals from speaking out manfully on vital questions
partyism is a national curse.  Whether Government
ts possible without party is not a question for discus-
sion at present, but every one knows that were it not
for the insanc party spirit that prevails these outrages
in Montreal would be an impossibility. Nothing but
the fear of the Catholic vote prevents public opinion
from being expressed in such a way that the perpetra-
tors, lay or clerical, would not dare to mob Protestant
worshippers. It is high time that good men of both
parties were asking if the Catholic vote is worth what
it costs.

PROGRESS OF THI SCOTT ACT.
SINCE the temperance question has entered the
sphere of practical politics, public sentiment m its
favour has grown rapidly. The current of popular
opmton has become both wide and deep.  Even in
England where personal liberty is so highly prized
and where custom s well mgh omnipotent the cause
of temperance within recent years kas made rapid pro-
gress. It is not permissible any longer to ring the
changes on “tcctotal fanatics,” to describe the ad-
herents of abstinence 1s weaklings, and to assert that
the use of strong drink is a distinguishing character-
istic of manliness. That condition of things has
passed away., Thinkers of all shades, display a mar-
vellous agreement as to the tremendous injury caused
10 individuals and communities by the drink plague.

All scctions of the Christian Church, have taken up
the temperance cause in good carnest.  Men of the
highest eminence have pleaded cloquently in favour of
temperance.  The leading medical authorities have
demonstrated that the drinking habit is a fruitful
causc of discase and death.  Women have with burn-
ing carncstness testified to the home-cursing and soul-
destroying cffects of the appalling sin of drunkneness.

*The ready and hearty responses given by so many
of the ratepayers of Canada in favour of the Scott
Act, wherever it has been submitted, 1s aclear indica-
tion that the country i1s prepared for a general advance
in temperance legislaton.  Eight or mine years ago,
when the subject was brought under the notice of
members of the Dominion Cabinet, it was stated that
the public sentiment would indicate how far it was
desirable to go in the direction of restrictive legisla-
lation. Since then popular opinion has made a de-
cided advance in dealing cffectively with one of the
greatest barriers to maicerial, social and spititual well-
being. .

The Scott Act agitation is entering on a new phase.
At first the issuc was fought in the arena of public
debate.  When Paul’s accusers desired to arraign
him before Felix they hired a certain arator named
Tertullus, who no doubt, was as elaquent as his ve
tainer permitted.  The interested opponents of the
temperance cause had their hired orators, who like
Tertutlus, made more or less graceful platform ap-
pearences, but to little purpose.  In no instance, with
the exception of Prince Edward County, were they
ablc to secure a popular verdict against the Scott Act.
There are men who have a great gift of making the
worsce appear the better reason, but in this contest it
is plain that the sound common seuse and the moral
wasth of the community refused to be swayed by

,lar sympathy in their favour.

the smooth-tongued oratory of professional stump
speakers.

The press of the country has risen above the re-
strictions of party exigency, and with a rare unanimity
taken the side of morol progress and sobriety, On
the platform and in the press the advocates of teme
perance have had it pretty much their own way, and
their opponents do not seem any longer to care jfor
continuing the fight in the open field. ‘They have
abandoned their outer works, taken to ambuscades
and the petty shifts of guerilla warfare. A few re-
cent incidents reveal the depths to which some of
them can descend.  The first glaring outrage was the
theft from the sherifi's office in Cobourg ofalarge num-
ber of signatwies to the petition asking for the sub-
mission of the Scott Act in the County of Northhum-
berland.  In Brighton an hotel-keeper resorted to the
Hibernian device of sending  threatening  missives
to prominent workers on behalfof the Scott Act.  In
a northern county, after a decision in favour of the
Act had been cast, the ballot boxes were tampered
with and a number of the ballots stolen. About the
sane time precisely the same tactics were followed in
Huron, withont happily in cither case affecting the
result, showing only the desperate game to which
some upholders of the liquor traffic are readyto re-
sor.

A mode of warfare no less mean or contemptible has
been the cfiort in some quartersto wreak personai re-
venge on those who took a prominent pamt in the
endeavour to carry the Temperance Act. They havein
many instances been make the victims of petty and
malignant spite. A futile effort in one or two cases
was made to boycott newspapers that had the cour-
age to advocate the adoption of the Scott Act.  These
journals have their reward.  They only did their wy
in sccking to ‘promote the public welfare.  The im-
potent cffort to injure their advertising patronage and
lessen their circulation will only the more enlist popu-
Such journals deserve
well of their country.

‘The hope of the liquor dealers, is, however, inmore
exalted quarters.  They are looking wistfully to
Ouawa. It is tco obvious that they are not without
friends at court.  All the preparations had been made
for the submission of the Scott Act in the County of
Lanark. It was confidently expected that an early
day would be appointed for taking the vote ; yet it
has been decided, mainly at the instigation of an active
M. P, itis said, that the taking of the vote in that
county shall be deferred, so that a year must elapse
before the Act can come into force.

“Vhile the workers in the temperance cause seck to
triumph by all fair and honourable means, they must
have their wits about them. Thoy must not permit
themsclves to be circunnented.  They must keep a
close watch on the movements of their adveisaries,
and not suffer thiem 1o snatch an advantage by tricks
to which no honourable man would descend, nor by
button-holing Dominion or Provincial parliament-
arians. The temperance cause hasno occasiontoshui
the light, ncither must it permit its sinister opponents
to burrow in the dark.

WHO SHOULD MANAGE PUBLIC
AFFAIRS ¢

TiE CANADA PRESBYTER!AN isnot a political organ.
It leaves the discussion of party questions to the
journals whose province itis to sct befere the people
the principles they advocate. There are, however,
certain aspects of politics, irrespecuive of panty, to
which the attention of all good citizens ought t0 be
directed. Some people arc so completely absorbed
in business carcs that they have not asingle thought to
sparc on matters of public concern.  They content them-
<clves with an occasional growl when something has
gone wrong and additional axation has to be levied.
These devated business men are rather sceptical of the
existence of public virtue.  If it exist at all, in their
cstimation, it exists only in infinitesimal quantitics.
Others again who do profess to have a high regard
for the public welfare, consider that it would be be-
ncath their dignity to take part in political affairs,
to mingle with the crowd who arc always busy at
clection times.

The result is that many of our best and most repus
table citizens by their unintentional neglect and their
desire to avoid trouble, help 1o perpetuate misgovern-
ment, permitting the management of municipal, pro-

. vincial and national affairs 1o fall into the hands of
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professional pohiticians.  What some of these worthies
are capable of, recent disclosuresin clection and other
courts only too plainly reveal.

. It cannot surcly be the duty of Christian then to
stand aside, and let the welfare of the country be
jeopardized by parties who degrade politics into a
game of grab. If we boast of possessing Christian
statesmen, we ought also to have our Christian politi-
cians. We nced the apphcation to our political hfc of
the principles recognized in our social and religious
life. .

The Presidential campaign in the United States has
shown how necessary it is to consider the personal
fitness of candidates who aspire to public hfe, that
they are qualified for the discharge of the dutics of the
positions thev seck. It is not alone sufficient that a
man be faithful to the party whose representative heis;
he must possess the intellectual qualities requisite for
the worthy performance of the duties of his office.
He must, to be a woithy representative of the com-
munity that entrusts him with their confidence, be a
man of unblemished reputation. A primary requisite
in cvery onc¢ that occupies a scat in municipal, and
legislative assemblics is a moral character that will
bear inspection. A man without a sense of personal
honour and integrity has no call to legislate for the
community He is not to be depended upon; he
cannot be trusted. It will not do for pecople who
desire to live virtuous and peaceable lives, to say in
cffect to their growing sons : “What a man’s private
record may be does not much matter, if heis a smart
business man and a glib talker ; that is pretty much
all we want.” Wecannot, as a people, afford to dis-
pense-with personal character.

Aspirants for public office should be men of reput-
able morals. It is not nccessary to encourage mali-
cious and untruthful disparagement, and the resusci-
tation of repented-of follies. What is nceded is
that men who are publicly known to lead dissolute
lives should not be accepted as our municipal or pro-
vincial legislators.  These are not the men we should
delight 1o honour.  Have Canadians been sufficiently
carcful in this respect in the past?  We sec only too
plainly what it has led to among our neighbours,

If we were more careful as to the characters of our
public men, there would be a better tone in ous public
life. The bitterness, unchartablenessand unscrupu-
lous nature of much of our political discussion would
disappear. Men and measures would be considered
on their nicerits more than on their demerits, as is now
too often thecase.  There would be greater confidence
in our public men, if they were more generally selected
ior their personal waorth, as well as for theirintellectual
fitness and socud standing.

The people throughout the country will soon be
called upon to clect their muntaipal representatives.
The franchise is a public trust possessed by the people.
They are responsible for the manner in which they
discharge their duty.  Partyism should have nothing
to do with municipal matters. Christian clectors
should votc for the best men, in every sensc of the
word, whatever their party allegiance in the wider
sphere of politics.  We want the kind of men Moscs
was instructed to choose, “men who fear God and
hate covetousress.”

The ancient
half-umber farm-house, with itsdependent cottages, was like
a strang old oak, with its branches 2 anid the human beings
dwelling n them camncand passed by as the leavescame and
went in their scasons., .

It maght have seemed, but for the swect winds blowing
all about 1t, that the air of the hitle hamlet was heavy and
tainted with the deaths of so many untold generations of
men and women ; and that the cottages, so often visited by
the last cnemy, would stnhe achill hihe that of a tomnb; but
the dead were as much forgoiten as last summer's leaves.
The sun shonc as merrily for those who were in the land of
the living, and the corn grew as thickly in the furrows where
so many depanted forcfathers had sownand reaped ; and the
thick trecs sheltered the harvesters as kindly ; and the carth
and all that is thetein was as fresh and fruitful and as joy-
ous as it had cver heen in earlier and younger times.

The very corc and heart of the little hamlet was the Grange ;
and the rulers of all its concerns and affairs were the Amolds.
There was no other farm in it, and Mr. Arnold was looked
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upon as the best fanncr fur many nudes round. e was the
agent of drs. Stewart, who was generally absent from the
Hall, where he was alimost master.  The great kitchen at
the Grange, which was large cnough to hold all the popula.
tion of IHazcimount, was the common council-chamber and
assembly-room of the village, Men and women and chil-
dren brovght their troubles and their wants there, sure of a
patient audience from the master or the mistress,  This was
s0 natuzal a custom that’ the latter would have felt aggrieved
if their hunble ncighbours and dependents had sought help
and counsel elsewhere.

Mr. Arnold, hike tus father before him, was churchwarden;
and neither he nor s wife and son were ever absent from
their great square pew next to the reading-desk m the par-
ish church. They were men much in carnest about dong
their duty both towards God and man, and they were held
in high repute as men of honour and integnty.  Mrs, Arnold
went somewhat beyond this in her religion.  Though she
could not induce her husband to deviate from the customs of
his forefathers, by having family prayer at any other time
than Sunday night, she read some chapters in'the Bible to
herself, marning and evening, with scrupnlous cave ; and as
long as Philip was onlv a boy she had required him to read
with her. She made a pomt of going through the Bible
from beginning to end once a year; and she had accom-
plished thns feat thm{ tunes.

THE TERCENTENARY OF EDINBURGH
UNIVERSITY.

An educational. picture which  will never fade from my
memory 1s that of the great celebration of the tercentenary of
the Umiversity of Ldmburgh which 1 had the pleasure of at-
tending, not only as analumnus of that umiversity, but as a re-
presentative of Mctall. The number of cnunent men collected
onthat occasion fram all parts of the world, the enthusasm of
the people of Edimburgh stselt, and the adnurable tone of the
whole of the mecunys, contnbuted to give it a character
undue among unnersity gathenngs,  One feature of the ocea-
sion which was especially noteworthy was the emphatic re-
cognition that Edinburgh University is a child of the Pretestant
Reformation, and that to this it_owes largely its commanding
position as compared with the older universitics of Scotland.
This same 1dea was echued by the representatives of the
German Universitics, who advanced stmilar clamns, and at-
tributed to the more modern and hberal amms thence ansing
the vast growth of their umiversities,  The Reformation was
not merely 2 rehgious movement, but scientihic, hiterary and
cducational as well, and the speaal gentus of what we know
of Protestant cducation, which 1s Protestant n that it strives
to culuvate the powers of mdependent thought, depends
largcly on this ongun.,

The subject 1s one wlich ments attention on the part of
the Protestant commumty of the Province of Quebee. Asa
nunonty 1t s necessary for us to wantan as high a standard
of gencral and protessivial wdacation as we possibly an, and
to preserve tne free and miodern methads which we mbent
from the Frotestant schudds and colleges of the mother coun-
try.  There s, hunever, as trong temddency, becoming mote
and more manfest, on the patt of the provincial legislature,
to_ollige us to conform to what ma{ be ealled the pre-

reformation educativnal methods of the majority, making

these alune valuallde in the ede of the lan. It was guaran-
teed 1o us at confederation that this should not e done;
but it is natural that, without any intention to injurc us
and by mere madvertence. such encroachments should be
made, not only m general education, but also perhaps more
cspecially in the laws regulating the learned professsons, At-
tention tothis matter 1 think vaal in onr present circumstances.
We can at least mamtam that our methods of cducation have
succeaded in producing as cfficient professional and bhusiness
mcn as the others; and the Protestant commnunity of this
province, amd espeaaally of this city, has made very great
sacrifices to maintain institutivns sutable tu its ownviews
and interests. The fact of this educativnal and practical dif
ference to which I have refrrred, is in nality the principal
reasun for the eaistence of our university and the institutions
connected with i1, since but for this we might save moncy
and trouble by sending our students to the numecrous and
well-endowed French colleges of our province. It is neces-
suy that this should be distinetly understood and that we
should temperately but firmly maintain our right to have our
cducation conducted on our own principles, and to have it
recognized as being for our own peaple and relatively to our
own wants, cqually valuable. nd efficacious with that which
may be preferred by the majority, or which may beinculeated
on it by the ccclesiastical authority to which it dcfers in all
altcational matters,

Another featurc of the lidinhnr;:h ceichration was the prom-
inence given to the conncction of the city with the university,
for Edinburgh, like Montreal, has built up its university
lasgely by its own liberality, and if we may judge from the
small heginnings of the Edinburgh Univ rsity and the fame
it has since achieved, still greater things may be expected
when our university <hall have attained to the <ame venerable
age.  In eonnection with this it i< well thar we should
natice the relations between McGiil College and the citizens
of Montreal.  There is no room hiere for any jealousy be-
tween town and gown.  Our endowments, our Wuildings, our
appamtus, books and collcctions, our cxhilntions, scholar-
ships, prizesand medals, are the gifts of the men and women
of this city, and it would be the bascst ingratitude on our
}):ut to manifest cither in word or deed anything except
ncndliness or kindness to theaityandatspeople.  We know
by ‘the most assuring cvidence that the aity 15 proud of its

untversity and desires to promote its interests, and the in-
terests of s teachers and students, and it should be a point
of honour and right feeling on the part of every one connected
with McGill to reciprocate this hind feeling and to show our
appreciation of the benefits we receive.—Sir William Dazo.

Check
your scﬁul:\rs if any would il «otics of the ridiculous
tricks of drunken wen, and impress upon them that drunk-
enness is sin, and that the deankard has no portion in the
Kangdom of Hegven s ms\nrc them witha horror and a fear
of this arch-destroyer, and teach that he who heeps away
from drink 15 the vnly vie who s safe from its terrible re-
sults, and that the duty we owe to vurselves and to others s,
2o totally abstain from all intoxicating liquors.

Without giving a ** topical analysis ** of the selected verses
we shall offer three topics as illusteating the subject gen-
erally, (1) The beginning of drunhenness.  (2) The evils
of drunkenness, (3} The safeguards against drunkenness.,

On the firs? topac, which s an all important une for our
young people, impress the fact that there is a beginning to
¢his sin, and that beginning is the first drink a boy or girl
takes 3 not, of course, to say that every one who drinks a
first glass will end m bang a drankard, but they have
entered upon a periluus path, which, if they follow it to the
e, leads to a precipice of death, Thelads whe pass with
loathing the drunken man lying in the gutter, or laugh at
his vagaries as he reels helplessly from one side to another,
and then turn into a saloon for a drink, prow of their own
superiority, may little think it, but they are on the same
dunwnward grade as the poor wreteh they despise, only that
he is a litle lower than they.  Drunkenness may, often
does, began at home, A sorrowful fact this; we have seen
children of very tender years encouraged by their parents to
tahea taste of wine or spirits—how ternble themistahe—the
first step, as at bas oo oficn proval, i Ui dowaward road
tu death.  Many a parent has wrung helpless hands of
agony, and shed scalding tears over the drunkard’s grave of
the child whom they carly taught to love intoxicating dnnk,
‘That famaly 15 the safest with which no such temptations
ate ever tound,  Goad nature and good felloishap often lead
to dranking habus , boys and young men, clever, genial,
whose presence adds grace to a party, are peculiarly liable
to fall in this way, How often has ti:c/:a:xl story been told
like that which threw such a gloom over the Bronte family,
and brought a Coleridge to an carly grate.  Beauty, genius,
amiability ; lovely but fatal gifts if the possessor is not kept
Ly the grace of God.  T%e /aluts (Z’ society is another fruit-
Sul sonrce of thiv sin. Winc ot other drinks are offered at
table or on calls, and a liking is thereby acghired for them,
which grows and becomes a power that cannot e thrown
off.  The scason 1s at hand when, in towns and cities especi-
ally, an opportamty will agse to discountenance such a prac-
tce.  Let no i conncated with o Sunday schioul offer to
acaller that whickh may prove the first step in the down-
ward read tn death  Take not the deadly glass yourself nor
put it into the hands of another.

On the tecond topic we fear to begin to speak as we shall
scarcely know where to end.  Tts evils are physical—alco-
holic dnnhang, 1t has Leen abundanty demonstrated, 1s a
breach of the Jaws of bfe.  Alcohol is posun.  Upon sume
its action may be slow and hight, but apon the many it is
most destructive.  We cannot dwell here onthe details, they
would require too much space, and tractates are everywhere
to be found on this subject.  The evils further, are meonsal,
the waill 1s weakened, the intelect 15 destroyed 5 1t may be
stung nty ancreased activity %r a shurt season by ardent
spinits, but the re-action will come, and ultimately, as there
are, alas, living proofs, many, to-day, the mind will be
completely and hopelessly wrecked.  Need we speak of the
sprritnal ewils; o} drunkards the Apostle Paul says that
they *¢shall nut inhent the Kingdum of Gud,” 1 Cor. 6: 10
Gal. 5. 21, There are secal evils, famaly evils, national
evils vast and dreadful from this curse. It isin fact evil and
only evil, from first to ltast.

On the #ierd topic we may dismiss it almost in a single
sentence, for there is ondy one safegrard against the danger
of drunkenness, that is as we smd at the first, total absti-
nence from alcoholi¢ dnnks. That, and that alone, is,
unuer the grace of Gud, a certain safeguard.  The moderate
drinker may becomea drunkard, (how many drunkards were
not at one time moderate drinkers ?) but to him who tastes
not it is impossible. Lay this, then, before your scholars as
the safe way, and enforee your teaching by telling them that
it is your way.

SUPrPLEMENTARY.—Tecachers of girls classes must not
think that there is no need to press thisupon their scholars.
Unhappily there is need, for 1t 15 a sad fact, as proved in
Europe and Amenica alike, that female drunkenness is in-
creasing 3 the girls need caution as well as the boys. One
more thought —if you are still of opiniun that yon may drink
in moderation, and do not feel disposed to teach ather-
wise, 1ead the Apostle’s beautiful reasoning with reference
to meats offered to idols, in 1 Cor. S, and sce if you can
avord comng to lus conclusionan vs. 13, and saying ¢*if
dranzk make my brother to offcud, T will not drinéd while
the world slan(fcxh, lest T amake my brother to offend.”
