IT is well known, says a contemporary, that Mr.
Spurgeon does not write his sermons ; but lays up ma-
terial for them and draws upon a full barrel. We
have heard the history of one of his finer discourses.
Two divines met him in'a railway carriage. “ Whatdo
you think of election?” he asked one of them not
noted for his Calvinism. *I believe in election as
much as you do,” was the reply, “but 1 trace the
election to no arbitrary will, but to a divine purpose, to
be wrought in and through the elect—chiefly that they
may be conformed to the image of God’s Son.” They
were journeying to some union meetings at Plymouth,
and the next day his fellow travellers were surprised
to hear a sermon from him, in which the strong
Calvinist reproduced the arguments and expositions

-of his weaker brother, and set them forth with a most

wealthy illustration from all parts of Scripture. It is
alike the weakness and the strength of Mr. Spurgeon’s
sermons that they depend upon happy suggestions
for their origin ; but who else would have dared to
face a great occasion in this way ?

Miss FRANCES E. WILLARD, president of the
United States Woman’s Christian Temperance Union,
has issued a call to united prayer on behalf of Tem-
perance. The following topics are suggested : First.
That upon our great organization may come a fresh
impulse from heaven ; and on every active worker a
new anointing of the Spirit. Second. For our unused
membership held to us by pledge and name, but not
consecrated to the spirit and activities of the work
Let us ask God to call our own women from idleness
to service. Third. For the great body of Christian
womanhood who yet stand afar from this greatest of
missionary agencies for the salvation of our own and
other lands. The meetings of the week need not be
widely public, nor aim to invite universal attention,
Begin quietly an afternoon meeting for prayer in
your own usual place of meeting, or in a parlour, with
the hearts touched already with a longing for more of
God in our work, and more of His power on all our
people. Make special effort first for all members of
the unions, that together we may offer our prayers.
If attendance widens, as it will, do not allow discus-
sions upon the temperance reform or its methods.
Seek God. Seek Him alone for a great awakening
of the Church and the nation. The liquor traffic is
here with its abominations legalized because of
spiritual death. We need conscience aroused and
made true.

THE efforts made by friends of Dr. McGlynn, high
in authority, doctors of canon law, bishops and arch-
bichops are as good as ended. Dr. McGlynn says
that he had yielded with a sort of negative passive ac-
quiescence to the efforts of his friends to secure a re-
conciliation with Rome, but that it cannot be secured
without a moral revolution, and he therefore bids his
friends in St. Stephen’s parish put an end to their
meetings in his behalf. His own position he thus
states : I cheerfully and loyally profess my allegiance
to all the teachings of Christ and His holy religion—to
all the spiritual doctrines of the Apostolic Church,
and my profoundest reverence for all the sacred
things for which she is the custodian, and I reaffirm
with all pessible solemnity, and € should do it if this
were my dying breath, that I believe that the Church
of Christ has largely been ruined by the despotism, by
the politics, by the intrigues, by the love of temporal
power and wealth of what we call the ecclesiastical
machine. But he does not call the * Apostolic
Church” the Roman Church. Indeed, he seems
to identify the latter with the ecclesiastical machine.
He adds a threat. If they attempt to hond him with
the arts of which they are masters, he will expose
them. He further says: I have hitherto contented
myself with pointing out the abuses of the machine,
but I now give them warning that I am full of know-
ledge of events that, if made known, would make the
Courtry too hot tg hold some of them—that it will be

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ON another page is published the address de-
livered by Mr. Warring Kennedy, of Toronto, at the
last annual meeting of the Mutual Reserve F und Life
Association in New York. This speech and report
will be found well worth reading by all. The chair
was occupied by Mr. E. B. Harper, president, who in
his address gave the following interesting statistics :
In spite of obstacles thrown in our way, our insur-
ance in force amounts to over $156,000,000. The in-
crease in our cash assets for the year has been more
than fifty per cent.—more than half a million of dol-
lars. Every honest death claim for 1887 has been
paid, when or before it became due. Our assets
amounted to $2,200,000 ; our surplus to $1,300,000 ;
our Tontine Reserve or Emergency Fund to $1,-
400,000 ; and the total death claims we have paid ex-
ceed already $4,200,000. We have effected a saving -
for the year aggregating $3,000,000 by the reduction
of'premiums below rates charged by the old system—
and the saving from the same source since the date
of our organization exceeds $14,000,000. The asso-
ciation’s record of progress during the past seven
years is wonderful indeed, and is probably the best
proof of the truth of Mr. Kennedy’s remark, that the
system of the Mutual Reserve is * insurance, pure and -
simple, into which the element of inveétment does not
enter.” The Dominion was represented at the meet-
ing by Messrs. Warring Kennedy, William Wilson,
and J. D. Wells, of Toronto, the last named being
the company’s energetic general manager for Canada,
who, both in 1886 and in 1887, has written a larger
amount of insurance than any other agent of the com-
pany, thus capturing the first prize in two consecutive
years.

AN Ottawa contemporary refers to a discourse de-
livered in St. Paul’s Church, Ottawa, by Rev. Dr.
Armstrong as a manly protest against injustice to
hard working men and women on the part of large
companies or careless employers. He admitted the
tyrannies, oppressions, persecutions, cruelties and in-
justice that had been wrought in the mame of Christ,
but denied responsibility on behalf of the religion.
The central principle of Christianity makes men free
indeed, and works persistently against all slavery. It
has not yet ‘achieved its full trivmph in any land.
There are white slaves to be set free. The mere pos-
session of acres will not give a man the right to play
the tyrant over a thousand of his fellowmen. The
same opinion was expressed of the great commercial
monopolies of this continent. The combinations of
labour were justified. Sunday railway work and
cruelty to shop girls were marked out for special con-
demnation. Speaking of the tyranny of railway cor-
porations in the enslavement of their employés, Dr.
Armstrong said : The very fact that these men hang
upon the will of mighty corporations that are hardly
amenable to law induces the slavish spirit,—just as
landlordism in its bad form - induces the slavish
spirit.  When such corporations say to a man “go
work on Sunday,” in defiance of his conscience and
the law of the land, and tell him “do it or be dismis-
sed,” it is tyranny. The alternative is set before a
man of losing his situation or of leaving himself, con-
science and all, in the hands of a soulless corpora-
tion. “Why,” you say, “the case is clear, the man
should obey his conscience.” Certainly, It is easy
giving that counsel. But that does not make the
tyranny less. And before we are clear to give that
counsel we are but Pharisees if we do not strive to
get the man his rights. Here is a case in which % on
the side of the oppressor there is power,” and too
often it is true, “they had no comforter.” In con- -
cluding his heggt-stirring and fearless address, Dr,
Armstrong said that *if the teachings of Christ ruled
in our shops there would be, (1) Tustice as to the
amount of remuneration for work ; (2), considerate
treatment as to the physical health and comfort of
those who work ; (3), an atmosphere of love and re-
spect which would make those who toil feel that their

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CONCERNING MANILEST MINISTERIAL
INLEFICIENL Y.

The action that 1s being taken by the Free Church
of Scotland, 1n regard to what s catled * Manifest
Ministerial Ineffictency ¥ may lead to discussion and
perhaps to similar artion on this sule of the water
The term “Mamfest Mimstenal Inefiiciency ® 1s
rather cumbrous. 1t 1s shght!ly Johnsoman m its ning,
but as most ecclesiastics dearly love high-sounding
words, it may be allowed to pass with a very shght
examination. ** Manifest Ministerial Inefliciency”
Manifest to whom ?  There 1s probably not a minister
on carth that soincbody does not cansider inefticient
To whom s the minater’s inefiicency to be made
manifest ? To his friends® They don't believe he is
inefficient. ‘To lns cnemies® They dertared him in-
eflicient before there was any evidence of mefiiciency
To his Presbytery® Half, or three fourths of his Pres
bytery iay not be any more efiicient than the unfor-
tunate on trial,

The prinaipal, or perhaps only difierence between
the man on trial and most of i judges may be. that
they got an easier place than he got.  Providence
assigned them comparatuvely easy work and assigned
him very dufficult work ; and because they 2&snt they
have done their casy work better than he has done
bis difficult and almost impossible workXthey will
convict him of inefficiency ' That 1s almost what
a trial for munisterial inefficiency would amount ta
in the Presbyterian Church mn Canada

We once heard an efficient ounister desrmibed by
one who now makes ministers as ** @ mnster that the
prople like® \What people? The Lord's people or
the other party? Had Paul been tricy by that
standard, it would have gone hard with him  Paul
had a lhighly cultured and anstocratys audienre at
Athens, but most of them mocked him. The Athens
people did not like lim. He was not popular as a
city preacher. They sioned him out of Icomum.
Had there been a Presbytery in Icomum, they might
have tried the apostle for * Manifest Ministenal
Inefficiency *  For some reason or another he didnt
take with the Iconium people.  He tried hard and we
are told spoke * boldly " but it was no use. Perhaps
if he had spoken less “boldly * he would have been
more popular.

Before going to Itomum, he and Barnabas tried to
do some work in Antinch The Antinch people did
not like him. We havea synopsis of the sermon Paul
preached there, and certainly it was a very able effort
Instead of making the people like hum, it stirred up
the old man in them, and they drave Paul and his
companions out of the place. And not only were ths
men of Antioch oppnsed to Paul. The “devout and
honourable women ” helped the chief men of the city
in persecating the apostle  And when the devout and
honourable women turn aganst a preacher, his use
fulness 15 gone. Had there been a Presbytery of
Antioch, they mght have tnied the apostle for
* Manifest Ministerial Inefficiency.”

When they were stoned out of Icontum, Paut and
his companion went to Derbe and Lystra, to see what
they could do in the rities At Twstra Pau? preached
and healed a cripple and the work seemed t. start
well. The apostle, however, bad scarcely more than
made a good beginning, when some people from
“atioch and [comum followed nm up and stirred up
the people of Lystra against him. These Antioch and
Iconium people were a good deal like the lavely
people of modern days, who follow up a mmister
from one congregation 1o another, and either try to
keep him from getting a call, or hurt him afcer be has
been settled in his new congregation. They were
more honourable, however, than their modern mita-
tors. They went and attended to the matter person-.
ally sn broad day lighi, whilst theirr modem imitators
stab 1n the dark by sending anonymous letters, or
post cards, or communications marked * strictly
private.”

The effect of the visit of this deputation from
Anuoch and lcomum upon the Lystra peopic was
very bad. They stoned Paul and drew him out of
the city, suppnsing he was dead Tt is a poed thing
for the world and the Church that they were nustaken
in regard to the amoupy of vitality possessed by the

apostle.  Paul did his best in Lystra, but he did not
succeed. Had there been a Presbytery there they
might have convicted him of “ Manifest Ministerial In.
efficiency.” In thesethree cities, Antioch, Iconiumand
Lyatra, Paul was decidedly anpopular.  He was quite
as unpopular in many other places. Had he been a
candidate for a call in any of these citics he wouid
nut have had the ghost of a chance. Perhaps the
only place where he could have come anything near
getting a call would have been in Ephesus ; and even
there, Demetrius mught have brought influence to bear
on some of the Church people tha. would prevent the
apostle from entering the pastoral relation,

The Master once said to His friends  * Woe unto
you when all men shall speak well of you."” 1f the
standard of mimistenat efficiency 1s to be the hkesand
dislikes of any and cvery kind of people, that passige
should be changed to read * Woe unto you when all
men don't speak well of you.” There tsatremendous
fuss made mn the Church if anybody proposes to
change a lme or two in the Confession of Faith,
Pracuically, we are in danger of changing afew things
in a much higher authority than the Westminstes
Standards. One of these thingsis the standard by
which the cfficiency of a Gospel mimster 1s tried.
His very faithfulness in the discharge of duty may
create dishike on the part of many people, and this dis
hke mav casily run the good man out of s manse
and pulpt.

SERMONS PREACHED IN ST. ANDREW'S
CHURCH, QUEBECH

Lvery one who has ever heard Dr. Cook in the pul-
pue will expect much, in taking up this volume of
sermons published at the close of a long ministry, and
edited by the preacher himself. And no one who
knows what good preaching 1s will be disappointed
in making acquaintance with these sermons, each one
presenting some important aspect of truth, mn &
thoughtful, sober-minded and most suggestive man-
ner.  The lover of sensation and cccentricity in
preaching, the mere sceker of novelty, will find
nothing to gratify them here ; for this preacher could
not stoop to the ad captandum methods which win for
some “popular preachers” an ephemeral influence.
For this reason, his audience will probably be limited
to the more thoughtful class of readers, but n ¢that
class be ought to command an appreuauve public
outside of those to whom the vofume 1s affectionately
inscribed, and by whom 1t will doubtless be most
prized ; —all namely, *who have been, or are,
members of St. Andrew’s Church, Quebec.”

One thing that will impress the careful reader of
these sermons 1s that, in some respects at least, they
are model sermons. There 18 a true ideal of art in a
sermon as in any other hterary production, on what-
ever subject—and these sermons have artistic merit,
as well as the pre-eminent ment of truth. Each ser-
mon is complete so far as it goes, It has a clear
outhine of the particular truth to be presented, which
can eastly be grasped on the most cursory glance at
its contents, while this outhine 1s filled 1n with so
much thought and completeness that the careful
reader will find his enjoyment of it hardly satisfied
by a single perusal.

Gf this characteristic, the first two sermons of the
volume furnish excellent examples ' “ Christ the
Lamb of God,” and * Chnst the Revealer of"God.”
The first approaches the great central mystery of the
Gospel in a ralm, reverent and thoughtful spint, very
different from the crude and shallow presentations of
it which we often meel with, from the friends as well
zs the foes of Christianity. After showing how a sin-
burdencd soul needs to have something done for it
and 1, in reheving from conscious guilt, and
awakening new feehings and desires, he goes ontosay .

Why should it appear strange that it is not given us te
know all the reasons which readered necessary such a sacri
fice ! It s enough for as to know tha. the law was magni
fied and made hunourable by 1, and is it not a great and
worthy end to contemplate a2nd acromplish, to give justre
and digmity, aad 2 more sacred nght, as it were, of obliga.
tion to that law, holy, just and good, which is the expre:sion
of God's will 2 12 15 enuugh for us to know, as a matter of
experience, that the fauh of this sacnfice has served and
does serve 1o slay the enmity of the natural mind, and create
1 the soul the very source and fountain of all virtue, the

From the second sermon, “ Christ the Revealer of
God,” the following sentences may be taken as giving
the leading and central thought of the sermon .

No man hath seen God.at any time, nor can any man
figure what God is.  But on fesus the eyes of men did look,
and the pen of man, under the guidance of the good Spirit
of Gad, has recorded what man saw in Him. And from
that record and by 1ts help, it is still possible for us to call
up befure our minds, and to contemplate the holy Saviour
of mankind, as {{e appeared {n the unrufiled calmness of a
nature which was at once unspotted in Putlty and overflow
ing with tendencss,  Dhvine power, whidons and goodness,
all 1n e .crcise for man's behoof, shone forth in the actions
of I daily life, and {n s whole execution of the pgreat
work for which He came,

Several of the sermons might be more especially
cited as being more peculiatly adapted to the wants
of our own age, as distinguished from others—an
adaptation by no means too common in the averige
sermon. \When some of our leading philosophers are
absolutely glorifying the selfish principle so far as to
make morality synonymous with a refined selfishness,
~~the sermon on “Christ's Mission to Edrth" well
shows what is the leading feature of His kingdom,~
a *ruth to which even the ‘nominally * Christian
world " is only beginning to wake up. How many of
our * adherents,” or even of our communicants—not
o go farther still—if judged by their ordinary
“lite and conversation,” could be supposed heartily to
hold and realize the following expression of what
ought to be a very commonplace of Christianity :

A Christian is a servant, a minister-~another name fora
servant,  Heis one who labouss for others, whose heart is
not engrosced with selfish aims and pursuits, but glows with
social tenderness for all mankind, whose religion is not of
that selfish kind which cantemplates ouly his awn salvation,
but ®hich has repard also for the moral and spiritual good
of others ; who does not say, in tegard of any object or
tnterprise of benevolence, with the wicked Cain: **Am}
my brather’s keeper2" but who gladly seeks to profit by
and improve every opportunity of uscfolness, 1 tel) you,—
this dispuvition to serve, to minister, to be useful to others,
uszful in your day and generation according to the measare
of your capacities and opportunities, useful when active ex.
ertivn i3 requiced, and uselul when self-denial and sacrifice
are required—is at_essential to the Christian character, a1
necessary an sttribute of a true and faithfol subject o
Christ’s kingdom on earth, as is bumility. A selfish Chris.
tian ! a Christian tuken up only with ﬂi: own immediate
wterests, a Christian not prompt to minister to others, of
nut casung about tu scek the means of usefulness in the
world and in the Church, why the very idea fsabsurd, How
should such a one be a follower or a subject of Him, who
came not to be miuistered unto, but to minister, and to gire
His life a ransom for many?

Another sermon on “ How Christ’s Dactrine 1s to
be Tested,” contains truths which 1t would be well fof
all “ unbehievers ” to consider, and also for those wha.
gwing a merely nominal assent themselves, hastiy
condemn others whose difiiculties are caused bya
more honest and sincere consideration than their ows,
Two quotations wili illustrate this:

PRESBYTERY ACCORDING TO IHE
REVISED BOOK.

MR. EDITOR,—It is no doubt easter to cniucise
\than amend, to puil down than reconstruct, to point
jout the favlts of others than amend our own. Never-
ftbeless, 2 searching and careful scrutiny should be
J cxercised by all concerned in framing * the Constitu-
tion and Forms of Procedure" under which, as a
Church, we are to live. The object of the General
Assembly 1n submitting the present draft of “the
B Constitution and Procedure ® of the Church to aur
Presbyteries and people is, that their awversified skll
jand wisdom may be employed in bringing them as
aear to perfection as possible. To secure this, all
concerned should help. Hence your present correspon.
g isat, who is a Presbyter of a quarter of a centn=,'s

standing. wishes to contribute some thoughts and
convictions which are in his mind concerning it.

The section of the book to which lie wishes to call
attention and on which to offer a few strictures is not,
pethaps, more faulty than some others , but contains,
in his opinion, obvious faulls and errors which should
be removed before becoming law. It 1s the section on
p. 21, which defines the Presbyiery, the court from
which aur ecclesiastical name 1sdenived, and to which
every ingquirer naturally turns for an intelligible defini.
tion, or at least a comprebensive statement of  what
a Preshytery is”  But as we look at the one befire
us, we ask, do we find either here? With the defin:-
tions given by half a dazen Presbyterian Churches,
older and-historteally bewter known than ours, open
before us,.we are compelled to say, No. As a defini-
tion of the Dresbylery, the language used 18 defective
in matter, illogical in form, arbitrary 1 what it -
cludes and lacking in literary elegance, The most
obvious tests of a correct definition cannot be apphed
it the subject and predicate are i no measure
convertible,. Nor do we find une chief attribute run.
ning through and chacactenizing the whole state-
ments of its contents,  Even as a description of Pres.
bytery, it ought to grasp and present the salicnt ele-
ments of the notion of Presbytery, so as to impress
sntelligent inquirers, as well as to guide ecclesiastical
jnsts. It abounds too greatly in analogies, sncludes
too many classes, selecting them arbitranly, and dis-
regards that synthesis, which should unite the several
parts in an organic whole.

At the top of p. 21, under the words, TiE PRESBY.
TERY, properly written in large letters, we have this
statement, or definition, of Presbytery.

The Presbytery consists of—

1. Ordained nunisters within the bounds (a) who are
pastors of congregations ; (h), whoare professors of theology
in the Chutch, ur professots 1n colleges connected with the
Chutch; (c), who are cmployed Ly appointment of the
General Assembly in some department of the work of the
Church ; id), who by special enactmnent of the Assembly
have their names placed on the roll ; (¢), who are engaged
in mission ficlds for & lenuthercd term with the sanction of
the Assembly’s Home Mission Committee.

2, Anclder from each pastoral chargs.

1t is obvious that primarily the Presbytery consisted
of all tha Presbyters in a given district united in one
body, to take spiritual oversight and direct the spiritual
aftairs of its own district. Such was the Presbytery
of Jerusalemn, such that of Ephesus, Antioch and other
centres ot Christian Churches.  All the Presbyters, or
elders, of the many Churches mat with the apostles or
nmunisters of the Word to transact the business, or
settle the questions which came before them. So
teaches our Confession of Faith in its form of Church.
government, as approved by the General Assembly
of the Kirk of Scotland, in 1645. (See pp. 311 and
312, Edition of Edinburgh, 1871.) The essential con-
stituents of a Presbytery are not doctors, professors in
colleges, or agents of the Church, but simply Pres-
byters, whether lay or clerical. Like to thisis the
answer which one of the most able divines and most
learned Presbytenian jurists, which this continent
has hitherto praduced (Dr P. H Thornwell) to the
question * What constitutes the essence of a Presby-
tery.” He answers, * Neither ministers nor elders as
such , but sunply Presbyters, irrespective of the
classes to which they belong.” We do not mean, nor
does this writer, that this defines more than the con-
stituent elements of a Presbytery. Complete organiza-
uon wnvolves more. According to the definition pro-
posed n our book, there are no lass than five classes
of ministers, designated respectively (a), (b), (¢), (d),
(e) included in the Presoytery. These letters, though
resembhng algebraic symbols and so suggesting un-
known quantities, are not presumed to have such
meamng ; but indicate difterent classes, not ranks or
grades of ordained ministers, who form the constitu-
cnt or essential elements of our Presbytery. It is
supposed and indeed held m theory that all ordained
ministers of the Presbyterian Church are tcclesiasti-
cally equal. The parity of the ministry was in former
umes contended for ard glorted in; though by the
very constitution of this Church there is great variety
of small dignitanes among them, and not a few are
wholly excluded from any place. Whatever practical
or theoretic matives may have prevailed with the
framers of this definition. to include so mavy classes
and grades, we regard it as unauthorized, arbitrary
and un-Presbylerian.  We wouid ask, What principie
of justice, or of regard for the rights of all ministers,

It 1s as much
s nght and duty 10 sit and deliberate with his
brethren on the concerns of the household of faith, as
to sitand do the ks in the earthly houschuld of
which he s a responsibie member.  An apprehension
of some sort of danger from the large number of re.
tired or teaching numsters, and mmisters withowt
charge, 1n certain cemtral Presbytenes led to the
bringing the matter of excluding or hmting their
power before the (), S, General Assembly in the
Untted States n t849. The question was proposed
to the Assembly in these terms - * Are mimisters with.
out charges constituent members of our Church
judicatorics, and have they anequal voice with settled
pastors and ruhing clders of congregations in ccclesis
astical government ?®  The Assembly decided in the
aftirmative, and referred to their * Form of Church
Government ” n support of this decision, quoting
these words © ** A Presbytery consists of all ministers
and one ruling elder from cach congregation within a
certnin district.”

It will not be argued that ministers without charge
are not Presbyters, or incapable of Presbyterial funce
tions. If that were so, many a Presbytery would
have its proceedings and its power badly and sud.
denly demnlished ; e.g., The first Presbytery of the
Secession Church* of Scotland, which was composed
of Messrs. Erskine, Fisher, Moncrief and Wilson, bad
no elders, and none of these ministers had a pastoral
charge for more than four years after the Presbytery
was orgamzed. PARITY.

THE REVISED BUuK OF FURMS,

Mgr. EDINIOR,- May I ask permussion to use your
columns, in order to remind Presbytenes that thewr
reports on the Revised Bouk of }orms should bein
my hands by March 12 Sce resolution of last General
Assembly. 1 have received three reports already ;
and if the rest prove to be of ke character, the con-
mittee will bave valuable material and assistance for
preparing their final report.

Allow me also to call attention to what some
writers and probably some speakers in Presbytcries
seem to overlook, viz.,, that no material change has
been proposed, or can be made by the committee in
the form of procedure without approval of the General
Assembly. Such approval has been already obtamed
for all material changes, before they were introduced
into the book. Still, any of the changes made may
be removed and the old procedure restored if Presby-
terics so desire. On the cther hand, no material
changes should be made by next Assembly, without
afterwards receiving the consent of Presbyteries. At
least the committee have so far acted on this principle,
Changes in the order of the sections and 1n forms of
expression with a view to sccure unity and uniformity
have been made, and some clauses have been added
to bring out what the commuttee think 1s the inten-
tion of existing regulations, or to remove doubts on
certain points. These the committee will undoubt-
edly conform as far as possible, and as the criticism
of the Presbyteries may mndicate, to the desire of the
majority. But ro material change can be made, even
if suggested by a majority of Presbyteries, Although
in that case the matter would be reported to the
General Assembly. As examples of what I mean, I
may refer to the suggestions that elders may be the
Moderators of Sessions and other Church Courts. A
change so important cannct be made in revising the
book. The proposal to make a change like that should
come before the Assembly by overture. Again, to
change the constitution of the roll of a Presbytery, as
proposed by Rev. A. Wilson, is beyond the power of
the committee. So, as scems to me, 1sa proposal
made by a respected minister in a letter to prepare
liturgical forms for the administration of the sacra-
ments, burial, the solemnization of marnage. It may
be proper to consider these matters and take action;
but a commitltee on revision wouldnot be justified
in giving them a place in the Book of Forms.

THE DEATH OF MUSLES.

The following 1s by Dir. McGregor, of St. Cuth.
bert's, Edinburgh :

There 18 a natural tendency in the human mind to
attach a great deal of importance to events such as the
birthand deathof an illustriousinan,and sometimesthis
is carried to excess. In the case of Moses, God has
taken the temptation of making a shrine of lus grave
out of the way. “No man knoweth his sepulchre
unto this day,” vet the ncighbourhood 1s well known.
Standing on the shores of the Dead Sea where the
turbid wa*zrs of the Jordan pour into 1t, we find our-
selves u1 as barren a spot as ecarth can show.
Around us is the desolation and stillness of death, the
vast leaden lake stretching away from our feet, with
Sodom and Gomorrah lying many fathoms below ; to
the west lic the slopes of Palestine ; to the north is
the plain through which Jordan cuts its course ,
while away to the eastare the long, lofty, straight lines
of the hills of Moab, with their bare, precipitous
sides. On onc of these suramuts stood Balaam ; on
another, Moses locked lis last on Canaan, asd
through one of its gorges the lIsraclites eficcted an
entrance into the Pru vised Land.  Elijah mounted
his fire-chariot from the plain below. Moses ascended
from the heights above.

To one mighty heart, Canaan promised rest after
oppressions night and day for forty years , and nothing
would gladden him more than to see his people
safely settled among its hills and glens. But the sin
of Meribah, a sin of temper and only for a moment,
stepped in betwecen him and his hopes. For «
Aaron died on Hor, and Moses among the ravines of
Abarim. With all their faults, the stubborn and stiff-
necked Israclites loved their Ieader, and there were
no dry eyes in thc camp that day as he poured out
his last prayer. Then, with no guide and no com-
panion but Ged, he turred his steps to that mysteri-
ous journey, and they saw him no more. There s no
more beautifully descriptive passage in all literature
than this. Moses had not been alone for forty years ,
the weight, woe and guilt of the people had been tad
on him till the burden grew so great that he asked
God to take him away. Yet the solitude is not
strange to him as he climbs from ledge to ledge with
practised feet, nor the scattered herbage, nor the
broken shadows of the cliffs indented far across the
uninhabited ravines. God has given him one day of
solitude at last, when all that has embittered his Iife
is being lo in the mist of dying blue, all sins and
wanderings seon to be forgotten for ever. The Dead
Sea lies far below like a murror, and the hills of
Canaan in the purple evening light fade away in the
distance. With such a scene meeting his undimmed
glance, he lies down among the rocks, and so dies.

A few simple lessons may be drawn from this story.
Here is a trivial sin meeting with a ternible punish-
ment, teaching us plainly that there are no Ihttle sins
in God’s sight, and though punishment may be de-
Jayed it is by no means averted. Our old lutle sins
come back—in what strange shapes they sometimes
come |—and worry, cross and vex us, Yet in the
case of belicvers, these lapses may be turned to bless.
ings, and may be the harbingers of greater joy. Our
dearest hopes are dlasted that greater ones may come.
and our Promised Land may be denied us for one of
softer verdure and far more excesaing loveliness.
This life may be made a scenc of weeping, and
desolation, and woe, that our spints may be borne
upwards to the sky where there s nch solace
for every mortal il Tae wilderness s a fi
emblem of a believer's lfe, and from Pisgah he
may lock back on the road he has travelled and for-
ward to the fair country beyond, in which stands the
New Jerusalem glittering in the rays of the sun which
never sets, Time touches eternity and carth touches
heaven ; though in youth, and sometimes in middle
age, we contrive 10 introduce a chasm between,

A strange life 1s this and strangely closed —a
foundling floating on the bosom of a great river and
picked up by a king’s daughter, a courtier in the
greatest court of the world; a Bedouin shepherd,
sharing the simple joys and sorrows of the Arabs
around him , a great and victorious leader , a saim,
Lionoured to be the instrumen: of gaving God's laws to
His people. The last scenc of a life 1s very often in

keeping with its history. Solitude is necessary in
view of that last awful solitude, when friends and
companions cannot break the silence, when nether
father nor motlier, wife nor ¢hild, can go with us fur-
ther. \We need our quiet moments, our Pisgah peaks,
lest the dross of the wurld choke up our finer passages.

1 was much grieved on reading this in the
missionary’s journal, and pleaded with the Lord on
her behalf, As the aunt’s address was given in the
journnl, a thought struck me to write J—— a letter,
telling her that, though I did not know her, yet |
understood she was amongst those who joined the
young people in singing praiscs to Jesus, and how sad
for hier to te shut out from singing them above, etc. ;
adding that, if at any time she wished to change her
hfe, 1 would be her friend. \When sealing the letter,
a thought crossed my mind, the aunt may keep this
from her, and [ breathed a prayer that He cvko coula
swounld see that she got it.

I told no one of this,and must say the incident had
almost passed from my mind. It scems that J——
had gone with the stream, not at all troubled in mind
utl this Week of Frayer for Women, when' she fel;
so wretched, that she could not bear to hear the
sweaning, etc., 1n her aunt's house. Just at this time
her aunt sent her to look for something in a drawer,
when, to her surprise, she came upon my letter. So
God had not permitted the aunt to destroy it, though
she had not given 1t to her. J—— resolved at once
to run away and ask for me; hence her appearance
without any bonnet.

Oh, how changed was her manner now—willing to
do anything we wished ! Ve first had to provide her
with suitable clothing, and our missionary wrote to
know 1if she could be received into a “Home.” The
answer was favourable, and J—— gladly accompanied
the missionary, though so averse to it before. She
remained there some months, and her conduct was
most satisfactory.  She then came to live with her
parents, and testified by her life that she was 2 new
creature in Christ Jesus.

BOTH SIDES ; or jonathan and Absalom. By the
Rev. Rufus S. Green, D.D. (Philadelphia: Presby-
terian Board of Publication.)—There are parts of the
Old Testament which are well nigh unexplored terri-
tory, even to many Bible readers. In a certain sense
this is true of the stories of Jonathan and Absalom.
Both these names are quite familiar to all Bible read-
ers, but the former is known principally as David’s
friend, and the latter as David’s rebel son who was
hanged in an oak. There are, however, in both cases
many very suggestive records besides ; and of these
common, every-day parts of their lives, but little is
really known by most people. Dr. Green has done
good service in preaching a course of sermons to
young men, on these two young men of the Old
Testament. The title of his book, * Both Sides,” ex-
plains the author’s aim, which is to show one noble
life and one ruined by its own folly. The lessons are
well brought out. The olden stories are interpreted
in the light of to.day. The book is an excellent one
to put into the hands of young men.

THE PaTH OF WEALTH, or Light from my Forge.
By a Blacksmith. (Brantford : Bradley, Garretson
& Co.)—The title so long honourably borne by Elihu
Burritt, “ The Learned Blacksmith,” might fairly be
claimed by the author of this plain, pithy and practi-
cal work on Systematic Giving. An idea of it may
be formed from the opening sentences of Dr. Carman’s
introductory paper. He says : I have been looking
over the book on the Christian law in giving of our
substance to God, and cheerfully say I am pleased
with it in its plot, its statement, its doctrine, and its
argument. The plot is entertaining and makes it
sprightly reading ; its statement is clear and easjly
apprehended ; its doctrine, as I fully believe, scriptural,
and hence salutary, and its argument entertaining
and decisive. It is not an easy subject to make at-
tractive and popular, but this little book succeeds as
well at least as any other I have seen in rendering
the Christian Church this necessary and invaluable
service.

POINTE-AUX-TREMBLES MISSION SCHOOLS.

. The members of the Montreal Woman’s Mission-
ary Society bave made themselves acquainted with
the work of French Evangelization as it is carried on
in the city of Montreal, in the Pointe-aux-Trembles
Schools and in many Mission Stations and schools
throughout the country, as well as by colportage ; and

being impressed with the vast importance of the work -

and the necessities of the great field in which it is be-
ing carried on, earnestly commend it to the sym-
pathies, the prayers and the efforts of their sisters
throughout the Church. French-Canadian Protes-
tantism is no longer a thing of the future, it is a
reality. Congregations no longer consist of a
changing company brought together to hear some-
thing new, but of regularly organized memberships
who have individually borne the test of many years’
trial and often of persecution as well. Enquirers are
continually finding their way to ministers and mis-
sionaries seeking for the truth and finding it. Were
it possible to retain in Montreal alone those who have
been led to Christ within the walls of its French-Ca-
nadian Churches, the French Protestant population
of the city would be counted by many thousands.
The vast majority have been dispersed by social per-
secution and a system of religious boycotting, which
Jhas compelled them to seek protection in the United
States. There, however, they have preserved the
faith received in Canada, and are gathered together
for the pure worship of God in many Protestant con-
gregations. To give an idea of the numbers of the ex-
patriated it is enough to say that at least ten French
graduates of the Presbyterian College in Montreal
have been called over the lines to minister to their
spiritual wants, independent altogether of those edu-
cated for the work by the American Churches.

It has often been asked, if progress is being made
among Roman Catholics at present ? The best an-
swer to the question would be a visit to the new
Hochelaga Mission conducted by the Rev. Mr. Du-
clos. Inits flourishing day and Sabbath school the
scholars, with one exception, are the children of Ro-
man Catholic parents, who themselves attend the or-
dinances of worship as there conducted. The ‘re-
ports of the pastors of the other missions show
that they are constantly in contact with Romanism
and often with the happiest results. The vigorous
efforts put forth by the Church of Rome to create an-
tagonism between the professors of different creeds

are in themselves an evidence how much it dreads the )

influence which this mission exerts,

The most intelligent and active French-Canadian
Protestants are those who in youth were educated at
the Pointe-aux-Trembles Schools. These have ut-
terly discarded the traditions of Rome. Many ot
them who are not engaged in the work of evangeliza-
tion occupy positions ot trust and responsibility. It
is most desirable to increase their number, nor is
there any difficulty in doing so. Many Roman
Catholic parents whose faith in Rome has been
shaken, but who themselves do not see the way clear
to become Protestants, are quite wil ing to send their
children to these schools, from which no scholar de-
parts a Romanist, although no constraint of any kind
1s brought to bear on their former convictions, The
schools would be filled were their capacity twice what
it now is ; but this means larger buildings and in-
creased means to maintain them. A more zealous,
pious and efficient staff of teachers than that which now
conducts the work of the schools could not be desired.

From among the different departments of French
Mission work, calling for their sympathies, the
Montreal Woman’s Missionary Society in addi-
tion to their present city work, have chosen the
enlargement of the Pointe-aux-Trembles School—
girls’ department—as most appropriate to them, and
at present most pressing.

To send forth every year into Roman Catholic
homes throughout Canada from seventy to eighty
young women, neat in person, well educated, trained
to housework, etc., and lovers of the Bible, is surely
a task worthy of any Christian community, and one
that cannot but bear abundant fruit.

Every such scholar is in her own person a mission-
ary for the Saviour, speaking often more loudly than
words to those who behold in the light of awakened
intelligence and true Christian joy the best contrast to
the unreasoning victims of Rome’s tyranny.

With the fullest possible confidence the work in the
Pointe-aux-Trembles Schools can be commended to
all who love the Saviour and desire to further His
cause. Last winter twenty-eight of the pupils ‘gave
their hearts to Christ.  Thirty-five of the resent
year’s pupils are members of the Church, and nineteen
of them intend to become missionaries or teachers.

INTRODULIORY.

The solemn impressiveness ol the saviour's life 1s stead-
ily deepeming. Lvery wurd, every actionis full of signie
ficance. The scene of to-day’s lesson 15 still 1n the Jordan
valley. Jesus and His disaaples are on theiwr way to Jerusa-
lem. Many wurshippers are on their way to the sacred
city to be present during the celebration of the Passover.
He takes His disciples aside and speaks plamly and cair-
cumstantially of the suffenngs and death that awant Him.

I. The éest Example of True Greatness.—The
greneral concepuon, in which the disciples shared, as to the
Messiah and His kingdom, was so radically dsfierent irom
the actudl facts that Jesus now tepeats more circumstan-
tially and in detail that He is going to Jerusalem to meet
2 shameful death. To Him there is no peradventure. He
calmly foresaw all that was to occur.  He tells them that
He is 1o be betrayed to the chief priests and scribes, who
would secure his condemnation 10 death. By them He was
then to be delivered to the Roman authontizs for cruci-
fixton. These anfiouncements would fill their hearts with
sorrow, tut they would also tend to strengthen their faith
in Him as divine, seeing that He knew beforehand all that
was to happen. They would also be the better prepared
to have confidence in the fultilment of all His gracious

romises and predictions of His future triumph and glory,

or after the crucifixion he was to nse again on the third
day, and the kingdom founded by Christ crucified was to
know no end. Ir this memorable disclosute the inimitable
randeur of Christ’s character is apparent. e knew all
that awaited Him, but there is no faltering, no hesitation.
He goes calmly forward. He goes voluntanly. He is
seady freely 10 gave His hle as 2 sacafice for sin, ** No
man taketh it from Me, but I lay it down of Myself.”
The love and devotion of that sacrifice are without parallel.

11. A Pitinble Ambition. -The two sons of Zabedee,
James and John, had been impressed by what they had
heard of the kingdom of heaven. They believed that in it
were to be pasitions of preat honour and dignty. To the
highest of these places they were aspiring, and for them
through their mother they prefer their request in an indefi-
nite form. To give her the app rtunity of giving expres
sion to her inmost desire Christ asks, What wilt thou? She
asks that her sons have seats on the right and left hand,
the two highest positions at Eastern cousts.  Christ's reply
shows that only through trial and suffering gloty is to be
reached. Christ speaks of the bitter cup of which He is
about to drink, and the terrible baptism that awans Ham,
and asks if they are prepared to share these. 1a their izno-
rance they say they ate.  Of these in duc time they shall
have to partake. James was the first apostolic maityr,
and John had to endurc the bitterest persecutivn. The
places of honour in the heavenly kingdum are in the Fa-
ther's gift, and He disposes all things according to inhi-
nite wisdom The other disciples were annoyed and vexed
with James and John for making such a request. They
were indignant at thei- selfishness, though 1t s just pose
sible that jealousy had something to do with their feshag.

III. True Greatness is Through Humble Service.
—Between Christ’s kingdom and worldly kingdoms there is
a marked contrast. The prices of the Gentiles exeteise
authority. They mainiamn their exalted pesition by forceful
methods. They compel the homago and ohcdience of men by
the exercise of force. Hence the numerouscrimesio secureand
maintain carthly thrones. In the kingdom of God methods
ate reversed.  Not he who compels the service of others,
but he who serves is great  Self-denying service is the
only path tc distinction in the spintaal kingdom. The
humblest and most uaostentaiious act of service in Christ’s
name to 2 fellow being is 2 nobler thing than is 2 courtly
d coration. All who seek to serve God are reckoned
among His ministers, and all who are faithful unto death
shall receive the ciown of life. It is the law of God's king-
dam and receives its best and highest exemplification in the
casc of the Saviour Himself. Even the Son of man came
not to be ministered unto, hut to minister, 2n4d to give His
lifc a ransom for many  With such an cxample before cs
we must be blind indeed if we do not sec that sclf-denying
devoted service is what (5od requires of us, and which }rom
love to Chris, for whar He has done for us we ought checr-
fully to render  Christ’s death was the ransom price of ot
redemption from sin and its penalty. '
