ritain would sllow hcr subjects to suffer to please France. The Arab
Kabyles have seversl times risen and devasiated extensive areas of the
Sultan'a territories, but the Governor of Tangier appears to be an incapsble
officer, and instead of hesring the grievances of the rebels and endeavoring
to remedy them, be calmly lots things take their course. Matters are far
from reassuring there at present.
. Influenza, or La Grippe, bas numbered many important peoplo among
its victims, snd one of the latest to succumbd has been the Khedive of
Egypt, Tewfik Pasha, who died on the 4th inst. The successor to the
throne is Abbas Pashs, son of the late Khedive, whois but cighteen years
of age, but who will probably, despite France's protests, quietly ascend the
throne without a regency. Young Abbas has been educsted under English
suspices, snd is decidedly in favor of the British occupation continuing.
France is making the bast of the opportunity to urge the withdrawal of Bri-
tish troops, butit Is scarcoly probable that she will be able to carryout her
views. It would be a calamity indeed were this to occur, for British in-
fluence in Egypt bas done the country inestimable good. In fact Britain
is tho virtual ruler of Egypt, no matter what msy be said of Turkish snzer-
ainty or other influence. The death of Mohammed Tewfik will be a loss
to bis country, over which he has ruled beneficiently, but the accession of
Abbas to the throne will probably not be disadvantageous to Britain. The
new Khedive is described as s young man of good sense and excellent parts,
He¢ was much distressed at the news of his father's death,

We at this distance have hardly realized the magnitude and awfulness of
the late cataclysm in Japan, for the vividness of details are wanting which
add so much to a horror at our own doors. The centre of the terrible
earthquake, one of the greatest on record, was in the most densely inhabited
portion of a thickly-populated country. The shocks were of maximum
violence throughbout an area of about five hundred square miles, while over
double- that extent they were very severe but less destructive. In the
Nagoya-Gifu plain the effect was frightful, Three hundred thousand
people are homeless, eight thousand have perished in various ways, and the
list of wounded reaches ten thousand, many of whom wiil go to swell the
10;:5 list of deatbs. Abouta hundred thonsand houses bave been destroyed,
while 2 quarter that nomber are more or tess wrecked. Over a region of
burdreds of square miles aimost every 10ta of map’s work has been reduced
to rnins ; railways are said to have been shaken into fantastic curves as a
man may sbake a few yards of rope ; solid bridge-piers bave spapped like
pipe-stews and their girders been twisted 1n every way ; embankments ars
demolished, endangering the country ; rivers have been dammed and thrown
out of their courses ; wells end springs are obliterated ; fissures extend in
many directlons ; and in geueral the results of an industrious civilization
have in 2 very short time been reduced to naught and the country’s prospects
blighted or almost totally destroyed. In the midst, however, of all this
terrible misfortune the Japanese bear up bravely, and no doubt ere long
they will recover as well s possible from the mishap, and teek to offset a
calamitly which has so suddenly and sigpally stopped the progress and
general welfare of their once thriving and populous country.

Shall we ever hear the end of conjectures as to the transportation of
microbes or germs of disease? Some now complain with good cause of the
unhezalthful condition of bank notes for small amounts. The five-pound
Bank of Epgland note is usually a clean, not unwholesome pieco of paper,
being bat a short {ime in circulation and chiefly handled by cleanly people,
but when we inepect the disgusting appearance of such bits of paper as some
of our Canadian oney-equivalents, which geem to be forever in circulation,
we must say we have an aversion to many of their iogredionts, and con-
sider them to be excellent similies of the wear-and-tesr and soiling of the
mind which is the almost inevitable result of an ignoble struggle to fill 2
row of capacious money bags. Who would think of pecketing an ordinary
picce of paper in the foul cordition in which many of our one dollar notes
are seen! The bit of bank paper has as likely as not been in the filthiest
hovel in the countiy, in the midst of infectious diseasce, perhaps stuffed in
the shirt-bosom or pocket of the most uncleanly individael possible to
imagine, and half an hour afterwards it may be in the posscssion of snyone
of s, saturated as it 18 with mapy sbommations. So it goes through its
life, anywhere and everywhere, until it paturally falls to picces or is des-
troyed, the latter end, because of its value, being an unusual firale to its
chequered career. Viewed in this light such dirty scraps of paper cannot
be conducive to the public health, snd they may in many cases cause the
spresd of various contagious diseases. The whole fact of the matteris, that
our bank-notes are far too long in circulation, and it is a practice which
can only be condemned even by those who are not over fastidions or do
not believe thal germs cap be so easily transported.

Mr. Andrew Lang is of an argumentative turn of mind, and although
we may not agree with bim, it {8 always interesting to hear what he has to
say on any subject, Recently he tock up the Author's contention o favor

of titles or other national distinctions for anthors. Mr. Lang is on the
other side, In company, be it known, with Thackeray. * Mayors," he says,
* and brewers, and that kind of people are welcome to these distinctions.
¢ Sir Walter Scott,’ however, sounded very antique and chivalrous. There
was a coat of armor behind it, and everything handsome. But 8ir Charles
Dickens, Sir William Theckeray, Rudyard Kipling, K. C, S. 1., Lord
Stevenson of Apia, wsum teneatus amici/ These things are all matters of
old custom.” That is just it. The names wo have learned to love or admire
sound familiar t0 our welcoming ears, no matter what they have attached
to them in the way of ornsmentation, just as, to our way of thinking, suoh
homely names as Nancy, Hannah, Lizzie, etc.,are sweet enough whon the
bearers own our affection. It makes a vast difference when such is the
case—but this is a digression. Mr. Lang says, ¢ Praise we all like ; praise
snd pudding in the form which tho Americans, according to Mr, Stevenson,
call *boodle.” But titles we don't want ; titles are exploded.” This brings
to mind the effort made to get the Government at Ottawa to give Mr. W,
W. Campboell, author of many beautiful poems, an appointment in connec-
tion with the library, but which proved unsuccessful. We understand that
the best that was done for Mr. Campbell was to give him a civil service
appointmont at a salary of 8500 8 year, which seems a pitisble offer to a
man of genius. We do not exactly advocate the rewarding of literary
achievements as a general thing with government appointments, but there
are certsin encouragements that should be given our best specimens of
manhood in order that it msy not be said they have no hooor in their own
country. If governments, both federal and provincial, would recognize
this fact and take psins to make it possible for our most gifted men to
remain in and be s credit to their own country, rather than leave for fresh
fields and pastares new, where they will be able to make the llving
practically denied at home, it would be a good tbing for the couantry, the
government and our talented men.

The word teacher implies that the person who bears it is at least
possessed of ordinary common sense, as well as being qualified to impart
certain branches of knowledge to those over whom they are pleced, and we
were of the opinion that the body of teschers employed in Halifex as a
general thing were not lacking in this respect. On reading the report of
the proceedings of the School Board on Thursdsy eveniog of last week, it
somewhat surprised us to see that the Supervisor had considered it necessary
to tell the teachers that they should always treat the children with
humanity ; a recommendation implyiog that they did not always do so.
Complaints as to the doiogs of teachers not infrequently arise, and it is but
natural that they should do so, for parents and teachers do not atways agree

lin everything concerning the mansgement and disciphae of children,

Sometimee the complaints are well fuunded and demand 1avestigation.  Yor
instarce, it bas been the castom b sume of the schoois to keep the chiidren
out of the school house until the beli nngs, a ruls not even relsxed on wet
days, and which appears very harsh, Itus grauifying to see that the School
Board has considered tbis subject, and passed & motion directing that the
dcors of all schools be thrown open to the pupils twenty minutes before
the regular school hours. Another thig (which THE CriTic suggested
some months sgo) was decided on. The teachers are {o be instructed to
look affer their pupils every day during recess, instead of always allowing
them to run wild, asis now the case. Oae would paturally suppose that the
teachers would as a matter of course do this, but it appears such has not
been the case. At apy rate it is a good thing these two reforms are being
made, for what parents could send their children with confidence to a
school which they could not enter until the bell rang, and where they
would have po supervision during recreation time—a time, by the way, that
children should never be deprived of as a means of punishment or for any
other reasop, for it is of the greatest importance to their mental well-being.

Ladies are popularly supposed to have an innate dread of fire-arms, the
“ shoot-end ” of a gun ip particular being a terror to them. No doubt exists
that a very large proportion of women aro thus afflicted with absolute igoor-
ance of the use and proper hacdling of fire-arms and consequent alarm
sbout them, for which their male protectors are much to blame. Certain
familiarity with such weapons would not result in reckless handling of the
same by women, but wounld have the efiect of removing groundless fears
and inepiring confidence. It should be the pleasure and daty of every
man who owns guns or revolvers to make their workings known to the
women of his household, and the women should be glad to have the oppor-
tunity of adding to their accomplishments the ability to load and discharge
a gun without endargering the livesof all in the community. Naturally,
when first undertaking the tesk, 2 womsn will sight her target, then shut
her eyes and fire, but this ~lan is not usually successful, and if the shooting
practice iskept up will sc¢  be superceded by a more rational method.
Sicce fashion bas set her scai on rifle shooting for ladies, the prospects are
that our fair sisters will Jearn alt they can about the art of being good shute.
Not only has Halifax a Isdies’ nifle associztion (quiescent for the present
until spring returns once more), but the brisk little town of Kentville,
which slways seeks to be more than abreast of the times, has a goodly
company of shots which bears the nsme * Kentrille Ladies’ Rifle Associa-
ticn,” and 1o prove the proficiency of some of the members we have only
to say that one score of g8 out of 105 has been made, and others are near
that figure. Soch associations should receive eccouragement, snd the emu-
Iators of Miss Winnifred Lasle, who it will bs remembared mads a splea-
diddscore at Bisley last year, should make great cfiorts to do themselves
credit.

SPrucE Gum TRADE.—MTr., Robort J. Manning, of Parrsboro, N. S., has
shipped over 8400 worth of spruce gum to Portland, Me., this season, and
has a quantity still on hand. Mr, Manning shipped 82,200 worth of gam
last season, but does not expoect to handle so large a quantity this winter, as
thoe price is lower in the United States.—Cumberland Leader.

A Chatham paper says :—Surveyor Robert Loggie reports a single log
cut by Foroman Haynes’ men in a Snowball cemp that is the biggest of
which we have yet heard on the Nortk Shore. It is sound, clean pine, and
twenty-two foot longand of thirly-six inches diameter at the small end, It
will, theroforo, producs 1,386 feet of merchantable lumber,

It is gratifyiog to hear that tho oxperimont of chipplng live lobaters to
England, recontly made by Captain MoGray, of Barrington, N, 8., {s likely
to bo the precursor of an oxtensive trade in the Crustaciane. The steamer
by which they wore shipped was eighteen days on tho voyage, but more
than helf the armored passongors arrived alive, and it is thought that when
a spocially construoted stesmet is used the results will be porfeetly catis-
faotory. Wo oxplained a fow weeks ago the plan by which Captain
McGray expeots to carry tho lobsters alive to matket in London, and we
wish his enterpriso overy oncouragoment. If it should auccesd to any great
extent, canning will, of course, not bo carried on as largoly as now,

‘Wo are ploased to loarn that cfforta are being made by somo of the
loading mon of Hantsport to build a dry dock, and that a stock company is
to be formed if sufficiont oncouragement is given. We trust the movement
will bo successful from the vory outset. Hruntsport is a good location for
such an ento-urise. Vory frequontly vessels are taken there from various
points for repacrs on the beach, but with a dry dock business in this line
would rapidly increase, Ship owners will do woll to give this enterprise a
helping hand, which we have no doubt whatever will prove & profitable
ono,.—Hants Journal.

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COMMERCIAL.

So far as businees is concerned the op.ning of the new year has doveloped
no specially encouraging fratures, The continued absenco of reslly wintry
woather, and especially the entire failure of the usaal snaw to “materialise,’
enforcing & want of communication and distribution in tho country, have
combhined to maintain and encourago the deprossion that has existed iv many
linea for the last two or three months.

Remittances have been elaw snd two or three failures or suspensions
have added to the generel uneasinees in husiness circles,

Btill, thero reems to be an sbiding faith on the part of our business men
4n the future of trade.  Laet summer’s produca 18 yet manly iu tho province,
and it is only a question of a very ehost time whon 1t will be unlocked and
seck 8 matket, When our tarmers, lumbermen and others who are engaged
in industrial putauits can realize un the results of their labore they must scok
tho vendosa of other commodities and thus cause the circulation of money,
which gives life 1o businese of s}l kinds. Mecanwhile all must perforce wait.
Tho backwardness of roturns, though it has its disadvantages, is sorving one
good purpose, and that ia exposing tho evila of the systom of long credits
which some of tho trades still pursue,

Ono great difficulty that deslers—especially young ones—have to en-
counter is to dotermine what to buy. Goods must not bo kept on *ho shelf
for two or three years wailing for a purchaser. Tho turning over of stock
ought to be censelers. Yet tha question will alwsys como up whether it is
justifiable to “sacnifice” any particular line of goods to foreo their sale.
Every merchant should try to obtain and to foster a certain espriz de corps,
which will tond to prevent the trade from degenerating into paltry oppe-
gitioniste. Nevertbelers ir many cases cutting of price mu«t bo reeorted to
for self-presorvation aud this shuuid be done curefully and systematically.
A dealer must not permit bis atock either to accumulste or to depreciste in
value, A man should know his stock and know when not to delay the
sacrifice. The time to do this is not when bueiness in any article is over,
but juet beforo the demand ia about to alacken. Tho essence of the transac-
tion is that a dea'sr’s money must never be locked up in geods which are
lable to depreciate in value,
 The Montreal Trade Bulletin says .—*“It is stated that a movement is on
foot to form a combino of cigar manufacturers for the whole Dominion and
some prelimiusry meetings bave taken place. If the project goes through,
factories will bo established iv Montreal, St. John, Toronto snd Vancouver."”
1t would be interesting to know whetber the several factories now established
in the above cities and that in Halifax aro to be roped into this scheme and
if e0 which of them are to be “ suspended ” or, in other words, “ crushed
out,” or if the intention ia to create new factories to rival those now in
existence and, by the combination of capital, drive them to the wall,

Dry Goops.—The houses generally roport fair orders so far as they have
gone but, on tho whole,business iteelf is ¢f very small dimensione,as there has
not yet been time to recover from the holiday quictness and the unseason-
ablo weather which hss prevsiled has intemsified tho dullness. But the
trado has lots of news in other directions, unfortunacely in the way of busi-
ness troubles in the upper provioces. Several prominent bouses in the
varions branches of dry goods bave been compelled to call their creditors to-
get=er and & number of retailers thero are also in difficulties. Owlng to
the extremely conservative policy pursued by our bome houses during the
past year wo are happy to state that thero are nono that show any special
symptoms of distress and that, though trede is dull and remiittances far
smaller than they should be, no dirastors have or appesar likely to occur.

IroN, HARDWARE AND MeTALS.—Pig iron rules quiet with little doing.
Bar iron 15 unsettled. Makers held & meoling in Toronlo a few days ago to

,endeavor to agree on a baais for prices, but if they reached & decision, which
appears doubtful, it has not been made public. Tin, ternoe and Canada
plates rule very quiet with no business domng. Copper and tio aro quict
and dull and no transactions bave taken place. The New York Comwmercial
Bulletin says :—* The matket for copper is very firm at last week’sadvance,
sales sggregating on to 750,000 lbs. Lake Superior product having been
soade at 10c, to 11c., whilo the latter price was subsequently declined by
agents of several producers. At the moment consumers aro more consor-
vative, however, the majority having secured supplies to meet near future
wants. Casting brands are quated at 10%c. to 104c. but the wside figures
appear to bo the bighest on sctusl ssles thus far, London prices have been
bigher by 10s., but lately declined to £46 12s. 6d. for merchant bars for
prompt and £47 5s, for future delivery.

Ireapsturrs.—There bas been no changoe in the position of flour in the
local market. Only 2 small movement confined to merely supplying the
actnal consumptive demand being in progress. Beerbohm's cable reports
wheat firmer and corn a turn dearer, The Liverpool public cablo says:—
#“Wheat firm ; demand poor; holders offor sparingly ; corn steady, but the
demsnd bes fallen ofl.” The Chicago market bas ruled very weak, largely
owing to the publication of the final estimate of the Governmont's official
statistician who gives the wheat crop st 612,000,000 measured bushels.

.The result hes been a discoursged, boavy market. Corn followed wheat in

heaviness snd solling by discouraged bulls, Though the Government
figures on this cereal.and also on oats were about as oxpected and had but
little effect, thore was an increased demand for No. 3 by shippors and
receipts sro falling off. In New York wheat declined 2¢. to 23c., and in
St Louis about 13c. At Toledo, Duluth and Milwaukes wheat has been
wesk, though no actual declino is roported.,

Provisions.—The looal domand for pork continues rathsr alow, but an
improvement {s looked for shortly, The holdurs are not very firm in their
views and would, no doubt, do business bulow regular quotations. At
Liverpool the provision market was quict but steady and no {mportsnt
transaclions aro reported thonoe, In Chioago provisions were wosk at ‘he
beginning of the wook, but later on stoadiog up leaving pricss unchanged,
The Chicaga hog matket has been stoady to strong. The cattlo and sheep
markets there were steady.

Burrar.—Good and medium butters nontinue 1o be acarce, but this n
offset by the fact thet tho domsnd appesrs 2o bo considerably smaller than
usual. Thorofore the markat is dul) with but little movement at unchanged
prices. In Montreal late quotstions oro: arveawmery 23c. to 24c. ; eastern
townships and Morrisburg 18c. to 200., and westorn 14c. to 17c. A London
roport says :—* Butter ia a dead market ot present, though Friesland is the
only brand showivg a drop, the firm advices from the continent moking
sgeuls osutious here, 8o that whon businoss bogins agsin highor prices may
come, espacially if the cold spell continues. Danish comua lightly, and the
top level is again 144a., but buyers are no\ snxious thereat, and are turniog
their attention with incressed eegerness to ‘he Now Zealand and Australian,
which is all closred on asrival, several parcas being booked for delivery nex:
week. In the North things aro very quiet, receipts from Denmark being
tho only fresh rtuff avoilable is worth 142s. Canadian creamery in Glaegow
is inquired for, and is quoted 108a. with littlo offering.” .

Cuerse.—In this market cheese continues as before. There ie a fair,
steady consumptive domsnd which ie amply suppliod but there is no over-
stocking, so that prices remawn obsolutely without change. In Montreal
cheese continues to show the same firm fesling that bas characlerized it
through the season and more enquiry is reported from the other sde.
Limite, however, still give some cause for complaint thero, but busicess is
being put through from day to day and holders are said to appoar wholly at
rest regarding the future. Quotations are 11 to 11c. In London cheese
bas been elow on account of the holidays, but prices are maintained, and
prospects aeem clear for a further rise shortly. Io Glasgow Canadian
summeors are well cleared, and Seoptember's are held for from 62s to s,
The New York Commercial Bulletin has the following :—* Tba strength of
tone is evidently unimpaired and it looks vety much #s though figures on
stock would soon have to be marked up, in view of the cleaning out of the
low-price lots snd tha dependence of buyers upon the stock of those who
are standing on an extremse limit. Exporters ss usual talk indifferently and
tell about the ibsence of margins, with a probability of being unable to
follow any advence, but they have already come up quite a fraction with
their bids, and it is oxpected will do so sgsin, There is slso considerable
hope of the home trade, now that first of the year has passed snd custom
knows about what it will want. Under-priced goods of desirable quality are
becoming scarce, even at the sdvanced bids some huyers are willing to make.
The exports for week will epproximate 5,800 boxes.”

Eqoes.—The remarkably mild winter hitherto experienced has jnduced
the bens to continue laying freely and, in consequence, this market is con-
siderably overstocked with eggs. At the same time tho demand appesrs to
be smaller than ususl, Prices are nominslly unchanged, but for lots of any
size it is probable tbat heavy shadings would readily be made. A London
correspondent writes as folluws :~—The egg irade, with the rest, has been
quiet, but prices bave undergone little chango in London. French top
price ia 12a. 6d. per long hundred, 7s. 6d. bottom. Ia Liverpool prices
have been affected by the recent heavy landiugs, which show no dimiou-
tion such as speculators anticipated, after the close of navigation. Antici-
pating high prices ey had bought largely, and last woek's arrivals amounted
10 4,200 cases from Canada, made tho trade feel sick, with the resuit that
ratos have gono down fully 1s,, though oven so the returns should prove
satisfactory. Meny lots were left over at the close of the weck, the only
brand that had tho good fortune to escape being the * Squirrel,” which
is in goed demand in Liverpool, and which were all cleared in landiug
The trade could hardl; be going on better, all things considered.
The arrirala of Canadian egge in Liverpool this wesk have sgain
been heavy, far too heavy after the large landing of the pravious
seven days, amouniing to date to 1,270 casws, and this leaves »
bad appearance at the closo of the year, M Mcluir ness writes me that
thero are heavy stocks lying in the warchouses at Livorpool, which must be
moved quickly as oggs, Canadisus especially, requite to be quickly got rid
of, ss ten days in the hold of a veasel where n¢ ventilativn exists does not
tend to increaso tho keeping capacity of an egg. The speculative jobbers
who raided cgge recontly have got nipped soverely, as thoy counted on roal-
alizing io the vicinity of 11s. to 12a. per long hundred, most of them having
paid 93, 6d. ¢ &i. for thom. Although this means good business eo far as
these particular consignments are corcerned to oxporirs, it is perhaps as
woll that they bave dropped on their bargsins, as tho elemont of gambling,
which is so pernicious and ineradicablo a foature of sll c.oalings in produce
and grain here, is one which it is extremely uadesirabls to introduce into
the egg business, This should be puroly a consumptive trade, conducted
on simple mercantile principles to tho interest of exporter, receiver ard pur-
chaser, and speculation should be entirely oxcluded. It isthought by some
dealers that thero may in tho near fature be a disturbance in consequonce
of old stock being sold for fresh; and if this be so, bolders will' experience
somo difficulty in clearivg. Some importers bave cabled to shippers on
your side 10 stay consigning for a bit, and advices as to consignments on
the way are for lower figures. Prices in Liverpool havo ranged from &1. to
8s. 6d., and in Manchester, whero a large number of the surplus axe drafted,
heavy placiogs bave hauled down prices to 7s.4d.to 7s.8d. There are a
1ot of pickles on hand, and sellers aro anxious to got rid of these before the
fresh arrivals come on. A revival of business is expected carly in the year,
capecially if Cenadian shippers esso up, and it would be well for ox-

Is also to bo romombered that Ireland is Caunada's 4reatest rival
in Liverpool, whore heavy supplies are soon landed fiom the
Euwerald Islo. In the north with slawer sales, holders have beon rathor in-
clined to prees, becoming anxious about their stook, and easier prices sro
the natural consequence, though rates hold up in conseguence or limited
supplies, Tho fresh egg business being about over, I have besn makirg
inquirics as to what the trado here think about pickled stuff from the
Dominion, and the genoral reply is that all good stuff from the Dominion,
whether piokled or fresh, has a good chance, and that the trade is now on
such a basis that it lica only with cxporters to mike it an ever-expanding
and profitable businoss. Messra. Lawrie & Co., Glasgow, inform me that
the Usnadisn egg business is going eplendidly there, ‘Theso cggs, both
pickled and fresh, are coming freely into the muarket, where they have becn
firmly estabiished duriug the past two mouths, meeting a ready sslo whero
condition is good. Thoy say they look for an expanrion of this trade ‘with
satisfactory results for both shipper and consumer.’”

ArppLEs.—The shipments of apples from this provinco to England con-
tinuo to be in good volume, and returns so far are reported to have been
quite satisfactory. The goods sont have been carefully picked and packed
and arrived out in good order with very few exceptions. A report from
London is ss follows:—* Owing to the exceptioual purchases of fruil
incident to the Xwas scason, apples have baen in active request, and large
sales have been effected, Canadiaus having undergone a change fir the
better of considerablo value. For 1390 barrels Cansdians ex Durham
City sold by Kzeling & Hunt on Tuesday there was an active computitivn,
and good prices resulted. Nino barrels vt J. P. G. Rusaeuts feiched the
splendid prico of 32s. per batel, whilo some Baldwins fetched 2Us., Spiz,
Sples and Wagnors being disposed of at excellent rates. The lowest for
.recognized brands was in the region of 12s. 731 barrels Nova Scotian went
barely so well, but still at remunerative prices, Ribston pippins toppiog 17s,
6d. and Kings 14, 6d., Golden Russeits 138, 6d. snd Bowden Bildwins
1%s.

Arrivals there to 19th inst, 572,827 barrels against about 195,000 last year,
of which the vast majority arec Canadians, many parcels ex steamers from
Boaton and New York being Canadians.

Daiep Fruir.—The market is dull even to slowness, but the goneral
feeling is firm. Raisins, though low offers are spokan of, are not appreciably
changed on spot. Currants have an easier tendency.

Sucar —Last Saturday our local refineries advanced prices 3c to }¢,
and still further advances are spoken of as a necessily owing to the very
firm attitude of the raw article. A cable from London says that—*“The
market for beet root is advancing steadily beyond reach owiog to revival in
speculation,” and baet firsts are cabled at 143 9d per cwt., spot, which is an
advance of 6d, while futures are etill dearer; beet firsts, for April, were
cabled at 168 on Tuesday. Refined has also advanced in London. A tele-
gram from New York says that 1arge sales of Demarara atloat to Philadelphia,
have beon made at 33c, an advance of ¢ from the price in the last few
days. Granulsted in New York has advanced §c, The Montreal Irade
Builstin says :—"Our local market is still very dull, snd merchants are only
buying from kand to mouth ; so far values here have not responded to the
advanco outside, partly owing to the dullness of business generally, but more
largely to the amount of competition between the different refineries. It
is, howeveor, certain that prices here must advance as with present values of
raws, refiners are selling below cost price, and if they had not all had large
stocks of raw on hand they would have been driven to put prices up beforo
now. The outlook just now is very strong, more especially as Licht has
agsin reducad his estimato of the beet sugar crop by another 100,000 tons.
Yellows of low grade here have boen put up a sixteenth, but bright yellows
and granulated are unchanged. e quote : Granulated 43c.; yellows, low
grades, 3 7-16¢ to 3ic.; bright yellow, 4ic.; al the refineri¢s.”

Tea.~—Opinions differ as to the tea market, some say:ng that a good deal
more enquiry is evident, while othors declare that the quiot feeling con-
tinues., For ourselves we incline to the latter view. The Now York market
for futures has sdvanced a little and the spot market there is a triflé firmer.

Corree.~The market is strong and advices from foreign matkets are
very firm with quite an apparent upward tendency. Lacal prices can
bardly bo said to have advanced, but aro decidedly firm.

F1en.—We have nothing new to roport regarding the local fish situation,
which remains as dull as it is possible for it to be. There is absolutely no
life at all manifested in this line. Some good catches of herring are renotted
from Newfoundland, but inasmuch as Cansdians are not permitted to buy
or to caich fish on those inhospitable shores, the fact does not interest us
hero, beyond the natural plessure that is felt in knowing that others are
doing well in their hazardous calling. Our outsido advices are as follows :—
Montraal, Jan, 13— The market for pickled fish hes been very quiet during
the past week, only a few casual sales of No. 1 green cod being reported at
85.37% to $5.50 per bbl,, emall lots being quoted at $5.76. Large is acarce
snd quoted at $6 to §6.50. Dry cod quiet at £5.25 to §6.50. Nowfound-
land salmon is unchanged at 819 to 821 per tierco as to quality, and in bbls,
at 813.50 to 814. Labrador herring have sold at §5.76 for choice, and at $5
to §5.50 for shore berripg. ‘There has boen a good demand for frosh cod and
baddock, with bueiness reported st 3c. to 4c, per 1b. wholesalo ; lake trout iz
quiet at 6ic. to 7c. The warket for smoked fish remains about as last
quoted. Yarmouth bloators $1.25 to §2 per 100 ; St. John bloaters $1.25;
boneless cod, large boxes, 6¢. ; do. small boxes 7e. A fow lots of frozen

A lady visitor to Japan gives a description of 8 prison in thut country
that would be amusiog were it not perfectly sincore. The *Japs™ are s
peculiar people, we all know, but how thoy can be icduced to stay in a
“ prison "’ where thers sre no outside walls and open gates to the farm zand
garden in which the building stands is a mystery. Such ia the state prison
on the outsxirts of the great apreading city of Tokio, as described by Mrs.
Ernest Hart in The Houspital, and thero 8he statoa 1,661 * prisoners” reside,
1,542 of which are mep, and 119 wowmes ; and of this numbar 1,062 men
and 41 women had bsen comumitted for robbory. This presents a startling
contraat to the frowning atone walls and glesmy severity-of prisoners in this
onlighten.d land.

The following from an Esnglish musicsl paper is “not too bad.” The
