I have found it most
oconvenient to fasten the padded aplint first to the
hand, ag neatly a3 possible, by long narrow straps,
which should cover the end of the splint. I then
wake extension by puiling on the end at the elbow,
the patient making counter-extenzion from bis
shoulder ; and fasien the splint in this position by
means of two strips of plaster brought around and

gubstituting a woollen bandage around the wﬁﬁ
and informing my patient that the “lump” w
disappear iz a month or two.

THE UYPOPHOSPHITES.

Hyrornosemite or Liue.—To one Troy pound
of freshly burned lime, add 1§ gallons (wine mea-
sure) of hot water and {lb. phosphorus. Boil
them together in & water bath, adding the phos-
phorus piece by piece, until it is all decomposed;
which will require upwards of 34 hoars. It should
he made in a new three gallon tin oil can, with a
mouth not exceeding 2 inches in diameter. whi~h
must not be obstructed ; and the operation be per-
formed in the open air. After filtering, pass car-
bonic acid through the solution, until a portion of
the precipitate thrown down is redissolved. Itis
now to be refiltered, and evsporated with a heat,
not exceeding 140 degrees Fahrenheit. Any heat
above 220°, in the first boiling, decomposes the
Hypophosphites. Carbonic acid is most choaply
generated from chalk and sulphuric acid.

If the remedy is to be prescribed in solution, all
that will be necessary, will bo to drive off the car-
bonic acid and filter; when the dose would be &
teaspoonfal in milk, three times a day.

Hyrorrosruits oF Sopa.—~Is made by adding
cerbonate of soda (sal. soda) to the solation of

hypophosphite of lime, s0o long as it yields a
white precipitate : nsing great care not to add it
in excess ; tken filtar and evaporate, or give a8 be-
fore. Thissalt is much pleasanter to the taste than
the former, A good way would be not to add quite
enough of the carbonate of soda, then tho two
salts would be in combination; & favourits man-
ntr of prescribing them.

Wher faithfully prepared according to the above
directions, the bypophosphites will be found well
worthy cf a trial in Phthisis in all its stages; and
to be far superior to any purchased urticle, in
poiut of expensc and purity.

Acoxite axp Nux Voxica.—Dr. Hanson in the
Boston Medical and Sargical Journal, states that
be saved a litile boy that had swallowed a large
dose of tinct. acomite, by giving him three drops |
of the tinct. nux vomica, which at once increased i
hia pulse and respirations. e repeated the daose
every three hours, for 12 hours; \ken gave two
drops three times & day with the fuod, for three
days to insurc proper tone of tbe muscles.

He considers that aconite, is likewise, an antidote
for nux vomica; and reasons from analogy, that all
poisons producing pat..ysis of the nerves and
muscles through the brain, would in a similar man-
ner be relieved by nux vomica.

Tae Tcraxise Bara—Clothed in a looso dress,
the bather is conducted into a heated room, where
he sits until accustomed to it, his body soon be-
coming covered with perspiration. He is next led
into & vapvur bath of much highter temperature
(115°F); where reclining on a marbleslab,he under-
goes a slow process of sbampooing, which con-
sists in prescing and kneading the flesh, and streteh-
ing and relaxing the joints. The quantity of cuticle
that peels off during this operation, surprises one
who has not witneased the process. 1t necessarily
leaves the skin extremely clean; the bather is
finally conducted to a recess,which is supplied with
fountains of hot and cold water, where he washes
himsgelf with soap, or has it performed for him as
his taste directs. The feeling of langour, super-
vening afier a Tarkish bath, renders the short

He first gives an emetic of sulphate of zinc and
irccacnanha, which he finds to remove the nervous-
ness and depression, and to expand and increass
the force of the pulse.  And should the bowela not
have been freely opened, ho gives a purge, avoiding
all mercnriala.

He next prescribes Tinct. Ferri Mur. m xv, every
theee hours, or more frequently,when the symptoms
are alarming.

At bed time, he orders the following

Dil. Sulphuric Aciil, 3 ss.

Tinct. Opiam, M vi.,

Water to 3iss. Mic for 2 draught.

To be taken on the 1st, 3rd, 5th, and 8th night,
centinuing it to the 12th if necessary.

e enjoins a liberal diet, with wilk, giving alse
wine in moderate quantities,when attainable ; other
wise ordering ale or porter.

The first dose of the Quinidine generally produces
uncomfortable symptoms, after which the medicine
is well tolerated when not given oftener thas
directed.

He did not find the Quinidine act 5o well when
given in divided doses with the Iron.

When the bowels have not been freely opened,
the Quinidine is apt to produce vomiting.

Since adopting the above plan, he has not lost

VESICAL INJECTIONS FOR INCONTINENCE ]
OF URINE.
By the Editar,

Mrs. R —, Jan. 26, 1843, has heen suffering for
Fears from incontinence of urine, due to 8 morhid
seusibility of the bladder augented if vot causzed
by irritable uterns. When the urine accumulates to
a few ounces, she i3 compelled to evacuate it, und
all contrul i3 loat un coughing. Linseed ten,
Buclu, Uva Ursi, Bxt. Heubane, Ext. Belladonna, ;
Morphine, &c , &c., had been prescribed at various :
times witbuut effect ; her cluthiea ate now coustantly ;
wet with urine.

I injected an ounce of aweet il into the hladder
which rvmained only a few moments, but which
gave great relief. [ directod her to repeat the oil, ;
(instructing her how to iutroduco a syringe into the H
urethra), and to inject a2 much luhewann water as
she cuuld endure, giving her a solutiun of ke ni- |
trate of silver 20 grains tu the ounce of water, with
directiuns to add a few drops to each tepid injection l
and to increase its strength as she could bear it, re-
peating it twice a day; and to inject a little oil ;
afterwards, if the pain should be severe.

Feh, 3, she returned to say that she was yuite
well, that the first injection of tepid water cuused
ber much pain; but after the second, with the addi-
tion of the nitrate silver she experienced great relief,
She now bears them much stronger witkout trouble.
That she has quite recovered is doubtful, arising as
it does in a great measure from sympathy with the
womb, but I feel confident she will always be ena-
bled to control it for the time. The womb is neither
enlarged nor displac »d.

Tho treatment by Dr, Reeves of Carlisle, is much
more heroic than the one I adopted, as he injectsa
tolation of the nitrate of silver of the strength of
20 grains to the ounce, even in the most irritable
states of the bladder; giving morphine if nccessary,
sud directing barley water as drink. And he says
that e has always found the pain caused by this
strong solution, t0 be more a soreness than an acute
pain, lasting for a few honrs only. The secord
time the saffering is much leas. The cure he consi-
ders permanent.

Dr. Belirend, in treating this affection with Ext.
Belladonna, begins with iy gr. three times a day,
increasing gradually up to § grain in the forenoon,
aud a grain at night, until the system becomes af-
fected and pupils dilated whea it mast be discon-
tinued, He thinks the Ext. useless unless this is
done, but I have seen it often snccessful in $ grain
tdoses without any such effect.

Dr. H. Bence Jones states, that the cause of this
affection, may be the accumulation of firces in tho
rectam, too long retention of urine, pressure on the
bladder by the womb or an abdominal tumour,

Prepanttions were at onze made
to reduce the dislocation; to effect this, the upper

| part of the body was fiaed by passing & sheet around

the iack, and beneath the axills, and another being
arranged around the pelvis ; gradual and power-
ful exteusion was made, steady pressure being at
the same tire excrted over the lower and project-
ing portion of the spinal column. ‘Che distocation
wag thus reduced without deformity, and gave im-
mediate relief to the pain, but did not affect the
pacaplegia. Splints were applied t the vertebrm
fora time. The paralysis of the bladder and sphinc-
tus, so troublesome after the accident, has gradu-
ally disappeared, but ap to the present, Feb, 10th,
the paraplegis remains uachanged.

Praxrouw Toxwocr. Reported by Kenneth Reid, Esq.
Margaret D——, a healthy looking girl, wct. 16,
native of Canada, was admitted, by Dr. Hingston,
into the St, Bridget ward of the Hotel Dien, on the
7th Dec., 1862. About a year previously, she first
noticed a slight swelling in the epigastrium, which
appeared after a fright, and continued to increase
for some weeks. She consulted a country practi-
tioner of ability, under whose care, the swelling
would at times decrease, but the s.iendment was
never permanent. For the past six months she had
not been under medical treatment,

On admittance, the swelling, now projecting over
4 inches from the ncrmal abdominal parietes, oc-
cupied the position from the ensiform cartilage to
the umbilicus. It wes perfectly globular ie form,
about 5 inches in diameter; and so tense thatno
indentation conld be made with the finger.

The Doctor, in remarking on the case, said that
the swelling was peculiar, from its perfect resem-
blance to a tumour, but that its tympanitic clearness
on percussion at once dispelled the illusion, and
rendered its diagnosis easy; and that by the
inbalation of an aneesthetic, the false tamoanr wonld
be dissipated. He then proceeded to place the
patieat under chloroform, when the swelling com-
pletely disappeared, but returned with returning
consciousness. The spine being next examined, a
tenderness opposite the sixth and seventh dorsal ver-
terbree was discovered on percussion; over which
region he directed the application of Biniodide of
Mereury ointment, ;.ving two drops of Croton oil
internally. Next day the swelling was much re-
duced. The oil was repeated, and continued from
time 10 time up to the 2nd Jan., when ghe was
discharged, seemingly quite recovered.

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OUR HOSPITALS.

Horrt Drzo.—We purpose describing in this, and
following numbers of the * Lancet,” the principal
Hoapitals in :he Province ; and we begin with that
which heads this article,—the largest and must im-
portant in Canada—nay, perhaps, on this continent,
Its eventful history is that of embryo Montreal. The
Hote! Dieu Hoapital of this city,owes its existence to
a fow gentlemen, who, in 1640, incorporated under
the neme of ¢ Société de Nétre Dame de Nontréal,
obtained the cession of the island of Montreal from
M. de Lauzon, intendant of Dauphiné in France,
who had himself received it on condition of estab-
lishing a colony ; but who could not inducs persons
to emigrate thither. On the 18th of May, 1042,
thege gentlemen, & Mdle. Mance, with a few hardy
men prepared e act as soldiers, or in any capacity
which circnmstances might vequire, cast anchor at
Pointe & Calliores, opposite to where the Royal Ia-
surance buildings now stand. The Iroquois——the

and, notwithstandiug the extieme poverty of the
communauté, the necesyity for accommodation was
80 urgent that anotber building (31 by 13C fees
and 3 otorics) was undertaken. Within three
months of its completion it was also burnt, with
all it contained except she archives, In 1723 an
attempt was made to reconstruct the building,
but without success; but in the following year
the building was begun and completed. In 173¢
a negro servant get fire 1o the house of a Madame
Francheville, on the hank of the St. Lawrenecsy
which, spreading frows Louse to house, reached
the hospital and entirely consumed it. In 1735
the hospial was again recommenced, assistunce
having been afforded by the Freuch Govern-
ment. The inmates of the Hotel Dieu had, during
a few years, been visited with two epidemics, and
the sisters had suffered severely. Nineof their num.
ber, on the firet wccasion, and twenty-one on the
second, wero victims of the disease. ln 1760, Moun-

most andacious among Indian tribes—soon mani-
fested impatienco at their presence, and kept up
incessant warfare. The colonists wero unable to
gather fue!, fruits, berries or roots, without running
the risk of being killed or wounded by the wily
saveges, who were ever lying in wait for them. In
1644, the first Hotel Dieu was constructed, on the
site it afterwards occupied for upwards of 217 years,
near what was afierwards called Little St. Joseph
street, on the north-east side of the Catholic Cathe-
dral. The original building was of wood, 24 X 60
feet, and consisted of & kitchen, a room for Mdlle.
Mance, another for the servants, and twy for the
sick, k o soon.r was it completed, than it was filled
with wounded, for the Iroquois stiil kept up their in-
cessant raids. A short time after its construction,
the fands were exbansted ; bat Mde. Bullion,who bad
already contributed 20,000 franes from her purse,
sdded 60,000 livres more, on condition the poor
should ever be received and cared for, without
charge. But even these funds were insufficient, and
the exhaunsted state of the exchequer, and &till more
the small number to which the ceaseless activity of
the Iruquols had now reduced the colonists, deter-
mined the latter to return to France. The energy
of Mdlle, Mance, however, deterred them. She vi-
slted hernative countrv, and returned to the colony
with men and means. In 1650, the Hurons, most of
whom had been Ohristianized, were completely ex-
terminated by the more warlike Iroquois. The lat-
ter, from recent successes, now become still more
insolent, destroyed the houses erected arouad the
M'E,m’ and murdered the inmates. The bistory
of Hotel Dieu for many years subsequenily is
ong of continued trials, dangers, and alarms. But
now and again an Iroguois, wounded and captured
in his attempt to murder, would be carried into the
m his wounds and when restored to

th, issed with kindness, to tell his wonder-
{ag comrades what the pale-faced women had done
for him,—bow they hul watched by and prayed to the
Great Spirit for him,—how they had carried food
to his lips when he was h“iry and moistened them
when with fever. And in this way, Ohris-
tianity, baptized in blood, was insensibly introdaced

In not more than 31 years the seignorship of the
island was taken from the société. In 1695 the annual
expenses were 7 0 8000 francs, and the income 10
t0 12 hundred.

It is built in the
form of the letter H, and 3 surrounded at a distance
of several hundred feet by a substantial stone wall
One side, and the connecting bar of the huildin,
are ocoupied by patierts; the other side by old Ans
infirm men, wotaen, and children.

E
kind of disease is there troated, and it has ahm
become one of the most Important (as it is the larg~
est) field of medica! and surgical obeervation and ex-

on rooms, & spothecary,
wards for patients of both sexes, &c., &c. The
walls and ceiling are white, and the wood work is of
oak. Every g i lght and cheertul, and the
whole building is heated with stemm.

The cleanil-
ness which is observable throughout is remarkable

It becomes our painful duty to record another
death from the inbalation of chloroform, which has
oecurred in the Montreal General Hospital. On the
37th ultimo, one Ellen McLaughlin, was put under
the influence of this ana.sthetic, preparatory to an
operation for hemorrhoids; when the pulse at the
wrist ceasing suddenly, every means at hand was
employed to restore her to life, without avail,

This is tha second accident of the kind in thisinsti-
tution, within two years. We were present at the first
in August, 1861. It was a case of diglocation of the
hip ; the woinan who took chloroform safely at the
sxamination ou entering, succumbed to it the follow-
ing day, when given to facilitate reduction. At
the moment of cessation of breathing, fresh air and
ammonis were primerily had recourse to, when
magneto-electricity was vroposed, and the instru-
ment was found to be ou: of order, and could not
be used ; another was sent for, which arrived in
about twenty minates after it was required. Thus
was one of our most powerful means of exciting
the heart and diaphragm into action, unavailable,
Sbarity threw its mantle over this antoward omis-
Sioyn, owing to the fact, that this was the first acci-
dent from chloroform in Montreal, after thousands
of cases of its safo administration ; and it was not,

, 10 be expected that every precaution
would have been taken, where, hitherto, no neces-
Ity bad ever geomingly existed for any.

tals, or to pass his summer months at home, where
in a large wajority of cas 8 they are spent in irre-
gular attempts at study, and be finds by fa)l that
he has rather lost tuan gained by his long respite
from well-directed mental labour and observation.

Were a thorough course of clinical instruetion,
and the repcrting of cases so admirably conducted
at present in )‘Gill college, extended through tbe
summer months, with regular examinations oa some
of the more important branches lectured on through-
out the preceding winter, it would be a decided
improvement, and tend much to the advancemecnt
of our stadents,

In the French School of Medicine, tite reporting
of cases and taking of notes by students are mot
sufficiently encouraged. Last winter, on the invi-
tation of one of its professors, we visited this fnati-
tution ; and we must say, we felt grieved to see so
few trusting to other than their own memories, for
the recollection of the principles so ably enun-
ciated in an admirable lecture on the practice of
medicine.

ON THE APPLICATION OF LEECHES.
Addressod lo young Students, by the Editor.

At the commencement of my career a8 a medieal
student, having observed aseniar,whilst deessing in
hospital, endeavouring to attach the tail of a leech
to & patient’s eye, I thought that at some futare day,
1 wounld make it an apology for addressing & fow
practical remarks to beginners, on the application
of ieeches.

To know the head of a leech from its tail, pot it
down, when its kead or biting end will be pushed
forward tirst.

Leeches will not attach themselves where there
i3 any close or disagreeable odour; and that ol
harishora or tobacco frequently kills them,

Before applying them, the akin must be very clean,
and be cooled with a wet tows! when red and in

flamed.
To make them take, prick the skin with & lancet
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1ill the Wood comes, through which they will fasten
eagerly.

'\!\"h-‘-’n posnible apply leechea to the temple rather
than o the fuce, especialiy in wonien, as the seurs,
althonggh slight, nmnin permancutly.

Never put et on e ttont of 1he neck, or on
the bowels of children, unless particularly direeted,
Nat upon the palma of the hands, nor soles of the
feet; aud choose rather the outer than the inner
side of the urny, ur on the thigh thap in the groin,
a3 they are 1eaa paintul in these situations,

Always plice them over & bone whey possible,
that presaure may be employed if necessary, to stop
the bleeding;.

Leechies unly suck good blood from a Liack eye,
and increaio its bluckness instead of removing it.

Du nut «ply leechea to & persun whose bload is
pot casily staunched, unless you know that the phy-
sician is cognizant of the peculiarity.

When a few only are to be put on, wipe them
gently with a clean dry towel, and holding them with
it, and not with the warm hand, ailow their heads
only to tuach the skin nntil they have bitten, when

they should bo placed in as easy & posture as pus- |

sible with the napkin under them, and be left
undisturb:d that they mey completely fill them-
selves. Should any hecume weary by resisting your
effurts, and refuse to bite, dip them for an instant
into fresh beer or porter, or wesk wine and water.,
When many are to be applicd at once, cover a tum-
bler or bowl with the cenire of a clean towel, and
baving pushed it into the bowl, put the leeches in
and invert the whole over the place to be leccled,
aad whilst pressing the rim of the bow! down well,
to prevent their eacape, draw out the towel gradn-
sily on ail sides, until the leeches are pulled down
into contact with the skin. The napkin and bowl
may be removed after they have Sxed.

Some leeches fill much more slowly than others,
thess can be mr “» to suck faster by rubbing their
backs with the unger wet with wine,

Leeches gencrally become gorged in fifteen or
twenty minutes, and drop off of themselves; they
will however let go at any time, if their heads be
touched with vinegar or salt.

When a few remain sucking, after all the rest are
off, they should be thns removed, rather than keep
the paiicnt’s ody exposed waiting for them.

Never pull away a leech by force, as tho separated
teeth often cause great inflammation and even ul.
ceration,

After the lecches are off, the bites stop bieeding
generally in a few minutes when left exposed to the
air or bathed with cold water, but the flow is usu-
ally prolonged for an hiour or two (unless the at-
tending physician has directed otherwise) by cover-
ing the part with a warm dry towel, and renewing
it a8 it becomes saturated with blood, or by bathing
or fomenting it with warm water, or applying a
warm linseed poultice, under which latter the blood
rang vary fast. If from an arm or leg, it might be
immersed in hot water when a longer continued
bleeding i3 desired.

When the flow of blood does not stop readily
with cold applications, wipe the bites, and cover

m quickly with smalt pieces of cotton wool, then
Ppress firmly on each for a minute or two, when the
pressure should be removed carefully, leaving the
ool on for a few hours afterwards, and confining
it with a strip of plaster if necessary. If previously
dipped in collodion, the wool would bedoubly certain
toarrest the blee ling. Dried alum,wheat flour,clean
cobweb, or powdered matico leaves, are all good
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capplientions to levch bites ; the lnat I find very effec-
tual without pressure, When on soft parts, another
Pway ia 1o wipe the blood off quickly, and pinch up
a amall portion of shin around the bite, but not to
venuse juing aund hold it tigee thee for several minutes,
letting it go very carefully | this when persevered in
Hior many times, seldom Geils.  In extreme cazes o
1 pair of hall dog fureeps or serrefine. may be vut on
for 4 short time, ot a cambrie nseildle be passed
cumder each wound leaving 1t in the skin, with a
thremd wound arsund the bite under the two ends
Jof the necdle, just tightly enough to stop the
blood ; this never fails and i3 much less severe thao
caustic or cautery. The needles should be withe
drawn carcfully in tweuty-foir hours afterwands.

Lrcches shiould never be applied at night tu clile
dren or weak perdons, without watching attentively
that they du not start to bleeding again when the
ualliem falls asleep, or becumes warm and comfor-
tabile,

Should a leech be accidentally swallowed, give a
cupful of sult water at ounce, repeating it every fif-

teen minutes until vomiting i3 produced, when it
i will be vjected dead, or if not thrown up, will ho
killed by it; salt water injections will likewiso
speedily hill, and distudge leeches from all other ca-
vitiex of the body.

Ta preserve leeches and render them soonest ser-
viceable after using, they should be disgorged ;
which opetution is best performed by sprinkling o
little fine salt on them, then pressing them gent'g‘
and washing them the moment they get empiied,
otherwise the =alt is liable to kill them. When
carcfully done, a leech will bite at once if reapplied
and often will take hold a third time.

Hungry leeches kill thosc that have sucked, they
should therefure be kept scparate.

Leeches escaping from the veasel containing them
soon die from want of water, and by having tho
breathing orifices in their bellies choked with dus..

Dr. Morton the American discoverer of the anm-
