Tie consecration of the Church (1851), as men- s
tioned in our- last paper, was followed by a special I
mission, "undertaken by the Rev. W. Chambers, in
the Sakarian district ; and by the end of 1852 four i
clergymen had already mastered the primary dili- h
culties of more than one new language,-had built t
a church, liad non the iearts of the ieathen b c
their medical skill and thteir readincss to impart S
secuîlar knowliedge, and had received, by Bapîtism,s
into tie family of Christ fifty natives of mîixed race,ç
chiefy orphan children adopted b' tie Missionaries,
and such adults as, afier careful training and exai- I
ination, were thought to lave shown the signs of i
grace in their hearts. At this tinte the Propagationç
Society took the Missions under its care, and steps
were taken to procure tIse appointment of a Bishop.
After sane delay, Dr. MIcl)ougal was consecrated a
in u855 in the Cathedra] of Calcutta, by the title of
Bishop of Labuan, as that island belonged to the
British Crowîn ; and on his reaching Boneo, the
Rajah noiînated him Bishop of Sarawak, the
capital of his own dominion."

For the Iast 23 yuars the work has progressed
with varying success. From time to thne fresh
labourers have gone out to Borneo, cither as addi-
tions to the staff or to fill the places of those who
have been compelled, by ill-heaith, brouglht on by
the damp, monotonous climate, to return to Eng-
land. "In 1857, when the Missions were visibly
extending, churches having been buîilt, schools pros-
pering, and more labourers loudly called for, a
rebellion on the part of the Chinese suddenly threw
the whole work into confusion. Several of the1
European officers were killed, but the Rajah (Sir
James Brooke) escaped. T'l'he Bishop and his«
family, together with some of the Missionaries andi
the Christian converts, hid thenselves in the jungle
and aftervards took refuge in the fort at Linga.i
Returning at the end of a month, the Bishop found
ihishome entirely ransacked; but, worse t:an all,1
while the Chinese had either been killed or driven
into the country, the old blood-thirsty spirit was
aroused anew, the passiont for takIng heads was re-
kindled, and it was a long time before the Dyaks
could settle down once more to receive Christian
teaching. ' Two years later a Mahometan plot was
shatched, and two Europeans fell victims ; piracy and
head-taking were revived, and the Mission made
but little visible way. But the Missionaries remained
ait their posts, doing, if not all they wished, the
suttnst that was possible. Tie small flocks were
tended, the schools were organized, the languages
were studied more 'thoroughly and translations
made; tIhe sufferings of the people were relieved by
imedical skiil ; and thus, gently, almost impercepti-
bly, the truth was advanced.

ration gloried. ''i presut lisiop dedars ihat
iong tIe "Sea tyaks the advance towards civiliza-
ion and Christianity is very' apparent, and thlt tise
cuntrast between the condition of things now and
ven live ycars ago would strike the most careless
bserver. On a recent visitation lhe found at Biat-
ng that a poor woman iad that day dicd in child-
irith. Her lhcathen parents ere angry with tie
rnnocent cause of lier death, and, according te
icient cusomu, wvere ablout to swathe Ith living
hild round the body of the dead mîother and bury
lhens togetler; but the public opinion of the Chris-
tian portion of Ithe village protested against the
rîlunian act, and the babe's lfe iras saved. Again,
t tUi jnidups, four strangers entered a ihouse of tilte
ea Dyaks, iiho lived a day's journey distant from
the Missionary. 'Thcir ams awakened the suspicion
hait they were out on a head-taking expsedition, se
hle people rose on them, bound them faist, and cut
oT their heads, whici they lhîbup as trophies. At
lhe very same time that this tragedy mas being per-
ormed six arnmed men belontig to the same patty,
nd bent on the like bloodthirsty errand, entered a
house of the Dyaka close to the midence of the
Missionary. 'Tli sfpie suspicions were excited,
but the power of Christian teachipg made itse1 flt:
hle people rose uon themVand bound them, but in-.
tead of taking the law into their own hands they
ed them before the resident miagistrate."

The Straits of Malacca Settlements are now under
hle Episcopal charge of tie Bishop of Labuan. Of
Mission work, little is being dont in these parts by
he Churci of England. There are Government
chaplains at Singapore, Penang and Malacca. At
Singapore the Propagation Society lias liad a Mis-
sion for some years. The work is extrenmely difi-
cult on account of the vaniety of races and creeds.
Tamils, Chinese and Malays are here i tens of
thousands. They remain a few years and then de-
part, either to thieir own cotuntries or ta fresi fields
of labour, so tiat, if brotgitîunder Christian teach-
.ng, they become dispensers of the truths they hlave
received. Few places can be found more import-
ant than Singapor. Fron an insignificant fishing
village of 5o souls it lias become the key of
Eastern commerce. 'lie forethouglit of Sir
Stamford Raffles, who made it a frec port, secured
for tie Inglish Crown this splendid station. 'l'he
same iwise administrator provided for its spiritual
development by building a church and by the en-
dowiment of a college, of whicli he wrote : "I trust
in Go) that this institution niay be the reans of
civilizing and bettering the condition of millions."

hlie are now in the Diocese, including the Settle-
mtents of Singapore, Penang and Malacca, on the
Straits of Malacca, 13 Parishies or Missions, to
Churches, 3 temporary Chapels, 13 Clergy, and
3,300 Church members.

In 1869 Bishop McDougal iwas succeeded by
Dr. Chambers, who had been working as a Mission-
ary in the Diocese ever since 1852. In to yeas
Bishop Chambers was compelled to resign bis office,
to the duties o iwhich bodily weakness made hit
wholly unequal, and our latest accounts mention
that Archdeacon Hose, of Singapore, ha been
appointed Bishop af Labuan, and is onu his way
haine for consecration.

The Rer. T. T. Halcombe closes is short history
of the Mission to Borneo thus: "The Dyaks give
no sign of decay; the abandonment of their bar-
barous mode of life dots not have the way to their
graduai disappearance, 'but only brings out the
docile side of their character. They are a vigorous
race, accomplished alike in the acts-of war and of
peace, and it is incredulous blindness which besi-
tates to believe tsat the work which Bishop Mc-
Dougall and other pioneers commenacd rore than
a quarter ofa century ago is destinedI when we are
rio longer on earth, to bring forth fruit in a dominant
and skdful race, the occupants of a land rich both
in the fruits of the ground and in the treasures
hidden beneath the -ground; thrnselves lading
Christian lives and throwing the light of ther
teadhing and exampleoer the Islands ofOceanica."

He will bc under the disadvantage of being cn-
trasted not with a predecessor wIo has prassud
awa, but vith one who lvecs ; and le il iave r
be tried in a measure, not by what ie does, u i:
what be is likely to do. Necertheless, there r
every disposition on the part of the clergy and the
laity of the Chuirch of Erglad to take a most la-
oruale view of all the acîs and tutterances of the
Coadjtutor; and even those who thouigit it a doubr
ful tLling ratoCIO in the preseit day, to go bcyond rire
confines of Canada to seek a ruler for a Canadiîan
Church, are well dsposed to kindly accept accun-
plisied facts. 'l'ie Coadjtor Ilisholp is not ierci
a person of importance or interest in his own ti
communion, but all denominations in a country lke
this feel that a gentleman who at once becomes, by
virtue of his sacred office, ar irfiential mrember rI
the commrarrunyî> assumiiiis a position whereinl ie ia-
prove to be f great îuseftiness in the develoimnenrt
of the higier and better life of the people, or may
be a stumbling-block.

DIOCESE 0F SASKATCHEWAN.

A R-orrd f Scren neas' P;rogress--C/ose of iie
Di-ini lam at Emmaniuel Collegc.

THEi Winter Divinity l'ermn of Emmanuel Col-
lege, Princess Albert, ended on the 3oth of April,
having commenced on the ist of Noveniber last.
Eleven missionary students have received instruc-
tion during the winter, four of them being Cree
Indians, two Cree half-breeds, one a Sioux Indian,
and four of Canadian birth. 'Tiere were also a few
boys in the Collegiate Sheool. Examinations were
held in writing attthe close of the termin theology,
ecclesiastical history, the evidences of Christianit,
Creek and Latin, mrathematics, the usual English
branches, and the Cree and Sioux Indian languages.

At an ordination held on the first of Maiy at St.
Mary's Church, Prince Albert, the Bislhop pointed
out the progress made since the diocese was con-
stituted seven years ago. He began with one
clergyman in full orders-a native deacon (since
dead-and a lay reader. He had now twelve
clergy, of bwhom nine were priests and three dea-
cons, and ,ten catechists in charge of mission sta-
tions, making in all twenty-two missionaries, besides
a number of schoolmasters. Four of themissionary
students of Emmanuel College were candidates for
holy prders, and would probably be ordained in
another year. One was a Cree Indian, another a
Cree half-breed, and .two were of Canadian birth.
They were all making creditable progres in the
usual branches of a theological course. The theo-
logical staff of Emmanuel College. consists of the
Bishop as warden and Professor of:Divinity; the
Rev. Canon Mackay, Professor of the Evidences of
Chnistianity ; and the Rev. Canon Fleti, B. D.,
Professor of Ecclesiastical History. A collegiate
school for boys has also been forned,-Canon
Mackay being Englishr anti mathematical master,
andi Canon Flett, classical master.

TIERE is a crowd oi people passing through
jericho the city of palin-trees. At every house-
door therce is a group of spectators. The workman
pauses in his toil to look on, the inother catches up
huer child from the advancing throng, and a whisper
goes round that "Jeîsus of Nazareti >asseth by."
'lUe whisper reaches the quick cars of a blind man
siating in the shade of the trees which hie hal never
seen ; for Bartinueas knows nothing of blie skies,
or bright flowers, or green fields dotted w-ith white
slscep. ''ieUlinti mais couacs ro Jesois ; nan>' bry
te iinder hii, even as ians wou eluder us ns,
but in vain; lie came and received his sight. What,
think vou, was the fmrst thinu which lie saw? Not
his hoine, which had hitherto been all dark to ii,
not the flelds where he had wsandcred as a hoy, not
tise palm-trees which had sieltered hin, not the
faces of his friends, not the fair sky of which Ue had
drertrud, nec the fiesers forc w hicls lie iad ieîgcd,

Wle find
tmen and women in the divine image, and we under
stand the nobility of that nature which was taken
by Jesus Christ. When we receive Our sigit wu
discover somnething to be thankful for on all sides
of uts, in the beauties of nature, in the blessings o
religion, even in the sharp medicine of sorros
amid the Storm and tempest of affliction we can sec
Jests walking ipon the water.

The first result of the blind man's resteration t
sigbhitwas that hc saw Jesus, the next result was
that be followed Jesus in the way. That way, re
imember, was one which led him away froin home
and friends; it was a bard, rougi way, full of dan
gers and troubles, ending in a cross and grave.1
cannot believe that Bartimæus ever left our Lord
again on earth. When the people strewed palm
branches, and shouted: "Hosanna," I think th
once blind man was there to help them;.when
Jesus iwas bowed down with agony in the-Garden
I think Bartimieus Was watching near, among- th
shadoss of Getbsemane. When the soldiers lei
the Saviour away to judgment I think Bartimæeu
wtas waiting to k-now the end; and when:the en-
came on Calvary, he was surely thereý,among thos
whose eyes were opened, close-to the cross of Jesur
Christ.

Thit too is a path whicl
takes us away from self, and front self-pleasing, and
from many pleasures which the wvorld calls innocent,
It is not always a smooth way ; it clinbs up the Hill

thorns to pierce, and whëre there are bitter gaill and
sharp vnegar of self-deial; iis a way which is
often wet with tears, it passes through a garden of
Gethsenane, a place of agonized prayer, it leads to
a cross, a life-long cross sometimes, t carries us to
& grave, but, thanks bc to Goi, te a grave froni
whicli the stone is rolled away, and wshich is brigit
wvith the ligit of a glaonus resurrection. And wvithal
it is a way of pleasantness, and a path of peace, of
peace sucli as the vorid cannot give, and it is a
ws'ay which ends in Heaven.

REFORMED EPISCOPALIANS." AND
EVERLASTINC PUNISHMENT.

The members of the Cummiis schism find the
task of organizing a new sect and arranging a
brard-new creed ta suit everyone a ratherformid-
able task. Tise question of a Catechisn has been
troubling them for soie time. What ta teach
seems te be a matter on which they are not a t all
agrecd. 'Tlie crisis came when the subject of Ever,
lasting Punishment was brought up. We quote
from a secular exchange:-

In the Reformed Episcopal Church Synod in
New York, on Wednesday. Rev. Marshal 1. Smith
offered the following resolutions, quoted verbatim
fromu the Moravian compendium, as an addition ta
the present articles of religion of the Church, and
moved that it lue referred to the Committee on Doc-
trine and Worship, ta report, if possible, during the
present session:-

ARTICLE 36.-Of the condition of mankind in
eternity :---"The wicked condemned by Christ, the
righteous juîdge, shall suffer everlasting punishment
in luell; but the rigiteous shall see God, and be for-
ever with the Lord, in whose presence there is fuil-
ness of joy, and at whose righit hand there are plea-
sures forevermore." (Mattheiv xxv. 34, 41, 46;
Thessalonians iv. 17.)

Muiich discussion and a considerablc conflict o
views followed the introduction of this article of
faith. 'lue Counucil refused ta table it by a vote of
31 ta 26. h'lie mover disclainmed any intention of
making an innovation in the establishîed rules of
faiLli of the Chrch. Dr. Smith believed that truth
and conscience alike required that a stand on the
question should be taken one way or the other, as
he considered it profoundly touching, and acknow-
ledged that his views were very pronounced upon it.

Dr. Cooper, of St. John, who opposed with tooth
and nail the motion ta refer, said that the Council
stood tupon dangerotus grouînd; they tere confront-
ed hy an issue which would shake that Church from
its centre ta the circumference. He lad come out
of the old Church of England expecting ta find a
band of brothers. Therc was a vital distinction ta
be drawn between essentials and non-essentials.
le asked if in presence of the work donc in the
Nev Testament it became that venerable body ta
introduce a question like that, which might Le like-
y ta split then up. He was not ta be coerced,
and he clained the rigit ta read the Word of Go
in its original. He did not want ta be unchurched,
and it was becaîuse this resolution appeared ta Le
so inopportune that ie opposed it.

Judge Savage made an energetic attack on the
motion and contended that no matter how the dis-
cussion mîiglht tenniate evil would result. He
wanted ta have the point and everythng connected
with it indetinitcly postponed.

A somewhat heated discussion iCllowed, in whicli
parlianentary rules were not always observed.
Aiong the participants in the debate were Bishop
Latanc, Mr. Young, Mr. Erviiig, ex-Governor Wood-
ford and others. Tie reference was fimally agreed
ta by a pronounced majority, after which the chair-
m-an adninistercd an îîinistakable rebtke to soie
mieanbers who, while on the floor, had allowed
thenselves ta indulge in renarks which did their
presiding oficer but littie justice and thenselves
less honor.

PARISHES IN NOVA SCOTIA AND NEW
BRUNSWICK IN 1819, '20, '23 AND '28.

COMPILED FROM THE S. P. G. REPORTS.

A. D. 1824.-(Contiused.)

WE give in this issue part of the Report of Rev,
Charles Ingles, who, at the request of Dr. Inglis,
Ecclesiastical Commissary, visited Cape Breton,
Mr. Ingles, at this time was Missionary at Dart-
moth:-

DARTMOUTH, July 21st, 1824.
Recerend Sir,-In consequence of our conver-

sation, sae time prior ta your sailing for England,
respecting the spiritual wants of the Mission of St.
George's, Sydney, Cape Breton, and of your subse-
quent warm approbation o my offer to visit that
people, repeated te me by Mr. Twining, I made
arrangements immediately after Whit-Sunday, and
embarked on the sth of June. On the z4th, I
landed on Cape Breton, having unfortunately been
six days at sea without any opportpnity of serving
the settlers on the harbours on tVe coast. My
reception at Sydaey, and indeed, trougbout the
Island, was highly gratifying; and1-believe tILat the
idea that thelr desolate situation wasnbtt overlooked
by their Ecclesiastical superior,zafielbred general
satisfaction. As you wished me te spend two Stin-
days at Sydney, I made arrangements accordingly.

Thursday, 1 yt /fune.-I visited Liqgan, twelve
miles distant. This is a settIment principally ofi
Roman Catholics, visited by the pries-t once a year.
The children appeared ta be literally running wild.
With every natural advantage, the produce of the
sea being equally .accessible with that of.the land,
they had every appearance of wretchedness and
ignorance.

TORY OF THE BIBLE.

But there is one Book which deserves very par-
ticular mention. It is the Dur/ain Book of /e 4
Gospels, still preserved in the British Museum,
The Latin text was copied by Eadfrith, a monk of
Lindisfarne, in the 7th century 1670?) "I is a
iost beautiful specimen of ancient penmanshiçî
as though the letters were engraved. The illumina-
tions are very fine, with ornaments and pictures on
the several pages, together with curious portraits of
the four Evangelists, and the initial letter of each
Gospel is particularly fine." In the disturbed state
of the country, in consequence of the depredations
of the Danes, the monks of Lindisfarne were
obligedi t remove from their monastery; but un-
happily their vessel was upset, and the Durhanm
Book, their most precious treasure, fell into the sea.
But through the merits of St. Cuthbert, once prior
of the monastery, but who had been long dead, the
volume was preserved, for the tide ebbed so much
farther than usuai that it was found high and dry
upon the sands full thre miles from the shore.
'hlie monks said it was "much more beautiful than
before both wiithin and without, being no way
injured by the salt ater, but rather polished by
some heavenly tand." The sober historian of to-day
adds: "its present appearance- confirms the fact of
its teimporary submersion, but disproves the asser-
tion that it was uninjured by the waves."

The earliest formal attempt made to translate a
portion of the New Testament (excepting the Rush-
vorth or Anglo-Saxon Gloss, still existing in MS. in
the Bodleian Library, but which, like the Durham
Book, followed the Latin word for word) was made
by the Venerable Bede, the mnonk offarrow.. The
temptation is pressing to linger for a little over
some of the interesting stories of this good man's
hlfe, but we have to do here only with him as a
translator. His had been a long, busy and devoted
life, when now once more brought to his couch, old
and weak and ill, he is dictating the translation of
the Gospel according to St. John, while the scribe
writes it rapidly upon the parchment. The[last
verse Of the 2oth chapter is done, but the old man's
roice is very feeble. "There is but one more chap-
ter," said the scribe, "but you can hardly speak."
"Write as fast as you can," exclaimed Bede vith
trembling eagerness. "Now, master, only one sen-
tence is wanting." Bede repeated it. "LIt is fin-
ished," cried the young man. "It is finished"
answvered. the dying saint. "Lift me up, let me sit
where I have been accustoaed to pray, and now
'Glory be to the Father, and the Son, and the Holy
Ghost,'" and as he teaied the was deai. How

muemory. He translated the Book of the Psalms,
and, at least, the greater portion of the Gospels. but
died (A. D. goo) before his full task was comnplete.

And here our story must take a stride of near
5oo years,. and we are set down in the pleasanti
town of Lutterworth, on the banks of the Swift.
The ruins of the old Church of St. Mary are still
standing, and are doubtless beautiful in themselves;c
but connected with them are associations which in-
vest then with a charr nwhich the skill of thet
architect could never impart. Here John Wycliffei
preached and laboured, and here, too, he worked1
hard and neil in translating the Scriptures into Eng-f
land's language. "The carved oak pulpit in which(
he taught, the table on which he wrote, the chair(
la which hedied, and even the robe-now tattered
and torn-which he used to wear," are still to be
seen.

Dr. Home says: "The earliest English transla-t
tion known to be extant was made by an unknovn
individual, and is placed by Archbishop Ussher to
the year ç29. O this ihcre are two MS. copies'
preserved in the Bodleian Library, and in the t
Library of Christ. Church, Oxford."1

A statement was also current that near the closei
of the following century John de Trevisa, Vicari
of Berkeley, translated the Bible into English, but1
research ivould appear to iitit his work really to a
few texts, which were painted on the ivails of is
patron's chapel at Berkeley Castle.

Notwithstanding Dr. Horne's statement, the bal-
ance of authority seems to concede to Wycliffe the1
high honour of having been the first to give to bis,
countrymeni the whole Bible in their own tongue.1
He "published" his translation (as far as we can
properly use such a w-rd before the discovery of c
printing) he sent it abroad through the land lie
encouraged others to copy it entire, or in portions,
and did all that lay in is powrer to bring it ithini
the reach of al. Since WVycliffe's day and work,
our language lias, of course, greatly changed; but
some of his expressions are yet to be found in our
so-called Authorized Versions, as, for instance,
'trait girte," and "narrow way," and "bcanm," and

"ø/oc' in our Lord's teaching concerning a fault-
finding spirit. His great work nwas not hastily,
but gradually accomplished. Begiuing vith a
translation of the apocalypse, the rest of the New
Testament followîed, being ifmished about 1380.
The Old Testament -was donc w'ithin the next 4
ycars, for in 1384 Uc died peaceably in his oin
Rectory, though subjected during his lifetime toa
constant persecutions. In the next century, how-
ever, bis remains were not allowed to continue in
the grave, for the Council of Constance ordered
them to bc disinterred and burnt, and bis ashes
thrown into the river Swift. Upon this, Fuller
remarks:

"Thus this brook hath conveyed his ashes into
the A-von, A-von into the Severn, Severn into the
narrow seas, they into the main ocean ; and thus
the ashes ofi Wyclifte are the emblems of his doc-
trine, which is now dispensed al the world over."
The story of this good man's life of persecution
would bc beside our purpose here; but do not let
us forget that he lived at a time when the influence
of Rome in England was al powerful, and admire his
boldness accordingly. It is said that less than ten
years after he had completed his translation an at-
tempt was made ta suppress it by Act of Parliameni,
but John of Ghent, who so often stood bis friend,
resisted the Bill with the words: "We will not be
the dregs of ail, secing other nations bave the Laiv
Of Gon, which is the lawofour faith, wîritten in their
own language."

Sits,- prestume your correspondent of the 2nd

instant "X. V." will no1t want for answers to queries,
which ie is by no means alone in putting. Penit
me ta sa, brielly, thit the solution of "X. YVs"
questions as Io what ie calls "Sects" within the
Church is simply to keep in mind the btoad dis-
tinction between wliat is matter of Fai/, and what
is matter ofopinion, only. I seens to tme the
bitterness which iakes ail our differences, springs
fron disreard cf this distinction, and from the ten-
dency vwhich exists, more or less, in all of ius to
exaggerate the imtportance of iatters of opinion,
especially of Our ownn cpintiont, anid ta exai thtei to
the region of matters of Faith. in the region of
Fai:h wre cannot, and in fact, we do not differ ia-
terially. Take the creeds, and even the first nine
of lthe "Articles of Religion," and accept the tive
schools of iltougit in tlle Chiurch, as staied by' "X.
Y.," and what appîreciable diterence of holding is
there among the five? on the ilier hand, in mat-
ters o opinion only, we not only must dliffer, but
w-e muast he allowcd ta differ, very considerably
indeed. lere it is taI aill the wrangling cornes in,
becaise of the intolerance of opinion. 'lie intoler-
ance of Faith is not any thing like so grea. A
Churchian tay le almist a Uiitariain or a Univer-
salist in belief, or a scepltic as to parts of the oly
Scriputires, and lie shall not lie the cause of a
hundretIth part of the atittniadversion and stife
which he becomes by reconniending; say, cxtem-
pore prayers or evening eclebrations on the one
hand, or by a wîeakness for a procesion, a chorai
service or a Eucharistic vesîtent on the otier.
We shall uever sec eye to eyelin these points, and
we shall never have peace utii n'e aree tatolerate
such differences al/ rounl. And ifithe resuilt of
such toleration be congregationalism as "X. V."
savs il is, plus 1fr, ylii' congregationalismt wtith life
is better, far better, thait parochialism with uni-
forniuy and cerlasting cmiiiiroise and the pl acid
stillness of death.

As for "sects ouitside lthe Chirch," what have
we to do withi thein ? lThey went ouI frons us be-
cause tliey were not of lius. Whei they ivant to
return they are niost cheerfully received back-;
wien they find greater and grealer need for sub-
division they are free as air to sub-divide ; there is,
indeed, only one thing for which lthey crave that
they cannot gel, and il is that the Catholic Citurcli
siotld obliterate the marks by whiclh il is so easily
distinguislied fromf the sects, and come lou-n to th-eir
level and e just what they deligit in callng il,
"Onte of the sects." But su okog as the Citurcli
preserves the marks of Cathoicily and the " basis
of unity" sIe ias in ier creeds, she can afford both
to tolerate considerable want of aiere unifornity in
her meibers and to iwaiî ittil the sects shal elither
return to her boson or waste away in sib-divisions
infinitessinmal.

dimness of historv are toc wel-known," etc., anid
that "inspiration only comnmands the submission of
ail." We have sonething superior to inspiration
on which the doctrine of al and visible unity is
founded. Wc have the words of Go Itimseif, and
need not appeal to history, except to establish the
peculiar claims of lthe Church with refcrence to it.
Our Saviour prayed "thal they ail may be one, as
'Thu, Father, art in be, an 1i1in 'hice; that thev
also may be one in Us ; that the world may belicie
that Thou hast sent Me." No shan unity is im-
plied in these words, Can mth desinm of our
Saviour so fervcntly expressed in le forcgoing
prayer be disregarded ?

Again, if divisions and sub-divisions are right,
and if they are to be looked upon witi a certain d-
grec of allowance, what becomtes of the force of the
fllowing words fronta the Book of Inspiration :"For
ye are carnal; for whercas thtere is among yu
envyings, and strife, and divisions ; are ye not car-
ial and walk as iten? '" In thte Inspired volume
we find schism and ieresy condened, and are we
in these days of hoastei Christian advancenent to
ignore ieir very existence ? Are we t extentd the
hand of fellowshîip intdiscrimninately to the followers
of every isn in the world, labouring inder ithe manti-
lest dehsion that the Churcht is ùn'isible, including
the w'iole conpany of believers ? Who are ttw
believers? i think it would be very diiciult, far
more dillicult than it is to discover "the Churclh,"
to find themt oui, for iwe should have neither historv
nor imspiration t0 assist us in our searcIh but i
suppose, to lie charitable, ve shouli have to take
themt enn masse, including those who believe a lilti,
or neariy nothing, those who helieve a litule tmore,
and those that believe al, acconling ta a certain
standard ; but, of course, nlot those who believe ti,

Your correspondent ".Rothesay" would have us
to accept ail wthoprofess to believe ut Christ, nu
mater how far the, have departed ifron the "Faitht
once delivered to the Saints ;1'' no matter how mucih
they' have debased ti rtSacraînents; in short. no
tiatter w tvidely the> have dparted iron printi-

tive doctrines aitdi usages. '-dnltitere [s
sonelthing wîrong about such ideas as these. 'The
tertis of salvation are decided by Goi not by is ;
therefore we cannot believe wthat we like ; the
eflicacy of the Sacranients whiclihave bect divinely
instituted is imparted by Gou, and thercfore can-
not be debased with irpmity ; and "the Cutrch"
iras establishled by Christ a visible Church, and
cannot have been mnystified or hidden, unless we
admit that the mtan of sit aisias triunplcd over Ithe
work of Christ. If the main of sin lias triumplhed,
what ias becone of Christ's promise, " Lo, t amn
wilth you alway, even unto the end of the world ? '

Vour correspondent gives proinience la one
quotation from the Inspired Volume, namely,
"here tio or tiree are gatlhered together in My
Name, there am t ithe midst of thtem." Tiis, le
says, s« "as dernite, as enmpiatic and as positive as
any in the Bie." Granted that it is all thai lie
says about it, i take it to nean nothing more nor
less than this, that wherever two or thrce of the
nembers of His visible Churcli arc gathered to-
getiter, and I claim the pronise for the sheep of teli
onefo/d. I have as much and more right t this
interpretation of it than the oppoients of "the
Chturch" h)ave to the folloimg one, which is practi-
cally tieirs, namely, "Wbere tiwo or three of what-
ever denaiinaation are gathered together in My
Namtte," etc.

it is evident that more is implied than vas act-
ually uttered, and Christ having established a reai
and visible Church, I have good groutind for believ-
ing what I have asserted. In the Gospel according
to St. Matthew, chapt xvi., verses 8 and 9, we find
that people could draw nigh unto Gois in vain,
"teaching for doctrines the commandments of
mein." Have times altered ? lias GoD changed?
And can men to-day approach the Throne of
Grace, and fimd favor, believing and rejecting as
much of Divine Truth as they please, and all be
alike members of that mysterious thurch? I say
mysterious, because your correspondent asks-"how
shall ie decide which is that Church ?" I have
been led to believe, both from what i deduce froin
the Inspired Volume, and by my spiritual advisers,
that "we live in a world where Go» has blended and
combinei lthe visible with the invisible-the body
with the soul-the letter with the spirit-the Sacra-
ment with the Grace-the Church with the Faith.
If this be so, sectarianism and the Faith can never
exist together long."

In onclusion, if there is no truc Apostolic Succes-
sion, there is no Church; there are no persons to-
day dmly authorized to minister in holy things.
