ALK WITH A BISHOP.

What B_ishoﬁ Nulty Knows
About Evictions,

[FTTER FROM JAMES REDPATH.

Ty the Editor of TaE PoeT and TRUE WITNESS:
Duzriy, July 28, 1881,

Since 1 wrote to you a week ago I have
visited Kilmainham Jail, and the Inchicore
Monsstery of the Oblate Fathers nmearit; I
bave slept in a dormitory of Maynooth Col-
lege ; T havo plucked shamrocke from the site
of the Banqueting Hall on Tara’s Hill; I
pave stood by the haunted swamp beneath
whose luxuriant rushes repose, what remains
of the remains, be the same more or less, so to
weak, of the last of the heathem kings of
Imiand ; I bave climbed military defences
aud crept into caves beneath great mounds
woostructed by a Druidical race eightesn
pundred years before the Christian era; I
have ascended a round tower; I have crossed
the « Boyne Water,” at the spot where Wil-
lism of Orange won the victory that conse-
crated the noblest classes of the Irish race
for centuries to the task, often seemingly
hopeless but never abandaoned nor to be aban-
doned, of apnihilating the military and com~
mercial power of Enpland; I have crossed
Slaze Hill on which St. Patrick lit the fire
whose more sacred splendorssoon extinguish-
ed the sacred fires of the more ancient faith ;
1 have been a guest at the tables of the Nuns
of St. Loretto and of the Bishop of Meath ;
I bhave puzzled over inecriptions on
Celtic crosses that have guarded re-
nowned graves for a thousand years; I have
gat beside ivy-clad abbeya and among the
ruins of ancient monasteties ; I have trod the
pavements of a chorch (not of God, bat of
England), erectod on the sits (the stolen site)
of that ill-fated Catholic church, within whose
walls the etern eoldiers of Oromwell, without
human pity, but yet in the name of the Lord,
wmassacred the worshipping congregation—re-
garding neithe age nor gex, but humbly giving
mato God nevertheless, all the glory
of that hideous slaughter which their
leader called a ¢ crowning Providence;”
I have looked at the head of an
Irish Catholic prelate-martyr that was cnt off
two hundred years ago, and it was shown to
me reverently by grey-gowned nuns who
guarded the relic—less a relic than them-
selves to transatlantic eyes; and I bave seen,
in solemn procession, chanting at vespers, in
the little chapel of the Dominican monastery
near Dublin, among men nnknown and name-
less, and without one spark of his genius,
but he, by the yieldless democratic discipline
of his Order, no higher In rank than the
bumblest smongst them all, the greatest
orator of the Irish race, to day—Father Burke,
oras every one calls him in Ireland, « Father
Tom.”

So I have no dearth of topics, but I shall
confine myself to one only—to a very brief
report of one of several interviews with the
Most Rev. Dr. Nulty, Lord Bishop of Meath.

Dr. Nulty, among the Irish Catholic
Bishops, has distingulshed himeelf by his
brave ulterances in behali of the Irish pea-
eanfry. He has risen from the people him-
self and he has pever ceased to sympathise
with them. My vigit to him was purely ac~
cidental. Displrited from ill-health, I met
in Dublin last week my old friend, Canon
Ulick Bourke, of Olaremorris, one of the
most learned men in Iteland, and he pro-
posed we should visit Mayunooth. 1 gladly
accepted his invitation. Woe started to be
absent a few heurs only, but I kept a firm
grip of my learned guide for several daye. We
met Bishop Nulty at Navan in the County
Meath, Ho is on a visit to that parish. He
is & man of fifty, I should judge; a man of an
unassuining but most vigorous personality-—
who converses as well as he writes, and whose
talk convinces because it is thoroughly sin
tre. Wedined with the Bishop thrice, and
hedrove us in his carriage to Slane. Such
notes na I made of these talks I shall content
myself with transeribing.

“How lerge is your diocese, Bishop, I
asked 77

In addressing a bishop, etigunette requires
you to say, “My Lord;” but although X have
couversed with seversl Irish bishops and
Irigh Jords—lords spiritual and temporal—I
never could compel my Republican tongue to

utter the words. ~ Kaith, I didn't try. This
true, B8 woll a5 legal nobleman, laughed
heartily when I confessed thot if I did not
&ay “ My Lord” it was certalnly not because
I had not the profoundest respect for bhim ;
but becnuse I was g0 Intense a Republican
tkatI could not conscientiously address any
man as Jlord. His social absolution was
prompt aud cheery !

%My diocene,” sald the Bishop, #com-
prises the whole of Meath and Westmeath,
the greater part of King’s County, and some
perishes in Cavan and Longford."

“This couety,” I said, “around Tara,’and
from Navan to Maynooth, seems a cultivated
desert ; rich in bullocks, but poor in men.”

“Yen,” nid the Bishop, « one day last week
1 rode for five hours through this fertile dis-
trict, and 1 only meata herd (herdsman) and-a
dog! From 1851 to 1861, according to.
Thom's Directory, the:decrense of population,
owingr to eviotions in the Qounties of Meath
8nd Woatmenth alone, was 51,000. I believo
the nucrense was still grester from 1861 to
1870, Durlng the twenty-elght years pra-
teding 1871, out of a total population of 471,
985 sonls, 200,064 have disappeared; and
9uring the same " period out of 83,137 houses,
29,461 are gone.” - .

“Did yom ever witness an oviction 77 |

“Yes," replied the Bishop, ' I was once
iR eye-witness to 'au eviction near Lough

Mount Nugent, County Oavan, in my diocese.
1t occurred in September, 1847. The names
the owners were O'Conner and Malone. The of
name of the agent was Guiness. He was at
that time the member of Parliament for Kin-
sale, He was shortly after unseated for
bribery. I was & misslonary priest at the
time, temporarily on duty in the locality of
the eviction. I knew the place well for many
years previous to the eviction, as it is only
five miles from my native place.

# On the day of the eviction seven hundred.
human beings were driven from their homea.
I myselt counted them. The evicted fami-
lies were hardworking, homest, industrious
people—comfortable in their way. Not one
of them, excepting only one man,a sort of
bailiff on the estate, owed a shilling of rent.

I heard that this man had endeavored to get
op & combination among the tenants not to
pay their rents, to give some color of excuse
for eviction. He waa repeatedly charged with
this act by numbers of tenants in my pre-
sence.”

# Did the tenauts leave without a show of
force ?

# There were a hundred police prerent,” re-
plied the Bishop. ¢ There was alzoa body of
men with crowbars, who worked for two days
incessantly at the task of pulling down
houses. The unfortunate people, driven out
upon the wayside, there passed the night.
Their furniture was cast out upon the road.
Daring the night it rained pitilessly.

# Next morning I visited the scene of un-
finished work. The appearance of the men,
women, and children as tiey emerged from
the ruins of their former homes, saturated
with rain, blackened and besmeared with
soot, shivering in every member, presented a
most appalling spectacle,

# Qae incident remains indelibly impressed
on my memory. The ¢Crowbar Drigade’
stopped and recoiled with terror from two
houses which they were directed to destroy
with the rest, They had learned that their
inmates were stricken with typhus fever,
They supplicated the agent fo spare their
houses ; but he was inexorable and insisted
they should come down, Heordered a large
winnowing sheet to be secured over the beds
in which the fever victims lay delirious—then
directed the houses to be unroofed ¢ cautious-
1y, ¢because,’ he said, ¢ he disliked {he bother
and diacomfort of & coroner’s inquest.'”

« On the next day 1 administered the last
sacrament to four of these fever victims.
Save the winnowing sheet there was no
roof nearer to me than the canopy of heaven.

u At this eviction, the wailing of women—
the screams, terrur and consternation of chil-
dren—wrung tears of grief from all who saw
them.

« T saw the officers and men of the police
force cry like children at the cruel suffer-
ings of the people. But it was notorious
that the landlords for many miles in every
direction warned the tenants, under threats
ef eviction, against extending to any of them
a night's ahelter.”

« What became of the evicted tenants,
Bishop 7”7

« Every landed proprietor for miles around
warned the tenants with threats of the direst
vengeance against daring to give to any one
of these evicted families even a single night's
lodging. Many of these poor people were un-
able to emigrate; while at home, by [this
heartleas policy, every door was closed against
them. I lost sight of many of them, as I was
only on temporary duty at the parieh; butI
heard from those who lived there, that after
struggling for a time with poverty and dis-
ense, they soon graduated from the workhouse
to the tomb, and in little more than three
years nearly a fourth of them were in their
graves.”

The bishop regards the Laud Bill, although
inadequate 1o the demands of the situatlon,
as a decided victory won by the Liand League
agitation—chiefly because it destroys both
the arbitrury power and the social prestige of
the landed class, in enabling the tenant to
appeal from the landlords, who hitherto have
had the sole voice in fixing the rent, to a
court in which that power has been vested,
and also in securing to a counsiderable extent,
pot only substantial security of temure, but
tenant's rights in improvements they may
create or have created. The tenant-
farmers, the Bishop remarked, have been no
better than slaves hitherto, because their
peace of mind, physicul welfare, the very
privilege of living in the house built by their
own parents, in which they were born—their
right to live on the farms that their ancestors
had reclaimed by their toil—all depended on
the caprice or will of an irresponsible land-
lord, who could call on the civil power to
back him in enfercing his behests. i

The Bishop gave me a Pastoral, in which,
after describing this scene, he added that it
wne an exceptional event occurring in a re-
mote locality where public opinion could not
reach and expose it. Quite the xeverse.

« Every county, barony, poor-law union,”
writes the Bishop,  and indeed every parish
in the diocese, is perfeotly familiar with evic-
tions that sre oftentimes surrounded by cir—
cumstances and distingnished by traita of
darker and more disgusting atrocity:. Quite
near the town in which I write (Mullingar)
and in the parish in which I lived, L lately
passed through what might be characterized
a8 8 wilderness, in which, as far 8s the eye
could reach, not & slngle human being, nor
the veatige of & human habitation, was
anywhere discornable. It was ouly with
great difficulty, and much  uncer-
tainty too, that I was able to dis-
tinguish the spot om which, till lately,
stood one of the most regpectable houses of
this parish, A few mils?}lurther on I fell in
with the soeme of anotler ‘extensive olaar-
ance, in which the houlss that had sheltered
three hundred buman.betugs were -razed to
the ground some few:years ago. That same
proprietor desolated, in‘ an adjoining parish, s
densely populated.-digirict, by batches of go
many famiiies in eachof a serles of successive
clearances. Beventean familles formed the
first batch.” . ' ' =

ties into Meath, as he says that if the present
great estates were divided they would only
give the actual agricultural population ot
Meath farms of fifty acres each—which is
small enough to support a family in comfort.
He was emphatic in his eulogies ofthis class
of farmers—the men of fifty acres and there-
abouts—describing them as ttrifty, indus.
trious and virtuous people.

The Bishop regards peasant proprietorship
as the only solution thatgrill be permanently
satisfactory to the peopleof Iretand, While
the Land Bill will not tend to break up the
large farms and estates, the Bishop thought
that this result would be brought about more
rapidly than was commonly believed by
American competition, which is already mok-
ing grazing unprofitable in Ireland. He re-
gards the Land Bill as an excellent auxiliary
to this American competition in bringing

PARNELL'S APPEAL
VOTERS.

The following is the letter of Mr. Parnell
and the leaders of the Irish Party to the
Irish electors of Great Britain.

House or Coxwons, \VESTIINSTER,
Loxpon, June 29, 1881.

The spproach of the period for the registra-
tion of votera induces us to make an appeul
to our countrymen in Fogland, in connection
with this important subject. Anybody
acquainted with the conditione of political
and party life in England will know that the
Irish vote must always be an important one,
sometimes even the balancing factor
iu the strife of parties. Indeed, it is
not too much fo say that in ordinary timuos,
and when no great wave of excitement or
passion rises to float one of the great Eng-
lish parties into power, the Irish vote can
turn the whole political scale. Even at the
last general election, when the Liberal
party was 80 well organized and o ably
led, and when it had the advantage of a
popular cry, the victory of the Liberal
party would have been incomplate without
the nssistance of the Irish electora in Eng-
land. In manyof the most important Eng-
lisk constituenctes, especially in the north
of England, the majority by which the Lib-
eral members were returned comsisted of
Ivish votes. It is notorious, too, that, in
such exceptional towns as Birmingham and
the like, the two pol:tical parties are so evnly
balanced as to make a fow votes all important.
Indeed, it may well happen that even a score
of voters can turn the acale. Thers s scarcely
a town in England in which some of our
countrymen have not taken refuge, driven
from their homes by unjust and devastating
laws ; and thus there is scarcely a town in
which the Irish exiles may not do something
to advance the Irish cause. Recent events
have brought out this fuct into the strongest re-
ief. Thus at Coventry, with an clectorate ot
some 9,000 voters, a few hundred Irish voters
won the seat, and in Knaresborough some
thirty-two Irish voters procured the defeat of
the candidate of the Ministry.

It is clear trom these facts that the Irish
vote could be made of importance even In
constituencies where there llved compara-
tively few of the Irish race. The action
taken by the present Ministry and the pres-
ent Liberal representatives makes the or-
ganization of the Irish voters more
necessary than ever, Several of the Liberal
members who were moet ardent in the cause
of coercion were men who would not be iu
Parlinment were it not for the Irish electors,
and the Liberal party generally ought to have
remembered that to put them in power many
an Irishman went without his dinner, and
gave free & half day’s wages on the polling
day. The Irish electors may have any day
an opportunity of repaying the trencherous
ingratitude of several Liberal representatives
as It deserves, and this can only be done by
the thorough orgamization of the Irich vote.

Finally, thero never wus a time when
every man and woman of the Irish race had
a higher call to put furth every exertion in
the Irish cause. The people at home are
passing a fierce atruggle which will decide
the great question whether Ireland belongs
to the Irisk nation or the alien garrison.
While onr brethren in the United States are
supportiog us with a boundless generosity
which disconcerts the enemy and encourages
the highest hopes, the ardent patriotism by
which the Irish in Eogland and Scotiand
bave always been animated, call upon them
not to lag behind while their race every-
where else are now siriving for the cause of
our land.

THE IMPERIAL PARLIAMENT

Nrw York, Aug. 16.—The World's special
says :—The Radical press is aggressive and
defiant. The Pall Vall Guzette, Daily News
and leading Liberal journals of Leeds, Man.
chester and Birmingham are urging the Min-
istry not to negotinte a compromise, but to
stand out apgainst the Jlords and force that
body into surrender.

Mr. Parnell, in calling attention to the re—
arrest of Michasl Davitt, and moving for his
release from imprlsonment, said it was cur-
rently believed that Mr. Davitt was arrested
becsuse he called Mr. Forster & Mr. Ountrage
Forater” in a epeech. Mr, Parnell sid it was
the meanest, most contemptible act ever com-
mitted by the Government,

Sir Willinm V. Harcourt, Home Secretary,
justified the nrrest of Mr. Davitt. He enid
that Mr, Davitt had returned to Ireland as an
avowed Feonian, and had used language
which no governmeat in the world could
tolerats. The Home Secretary incidentally
anid that he had often vainly tried to abtuin a
disavowal of Fenianism {from Irish members
of the House who supported the Land
Leagne. He intimated that they could not
disavow the viows of those whoure supplying
funds from America.

Mr. Parnell's motion tor the Telenfe of
Mr. Davitt was defeated by o vote of G2 to
19,

Loxpon, Aug. 20.—In the House of Com—
mons, last night, daring the debate on the
vote for the salary of the Chief Sucrutary for
Ireland, Mr. Parnell said he thought Mr.
Forster was more deterted by a large body of
the Irish peopts thau any of hia predecessnis
nn account of the mode in which he adminis-
tered the Coercion Act and the general Inws
of the country, He said if the Land BilI
brought about a sulistantial abatement of rent
the Trish would maka the best of it and nae it
ap nn instrument for the attainment of com-
plets land roform.

An anery debate took place this afternonn
on Mr. Parnell's motion urging Mr. Davitt's
liberation. Sir Wwm. Harcourt again distin-
guisbed himself by unwise speech. He said
that Fenianinam was an exotic imported by
Davitt from America, whereas it is well
known that the latter always counsslled con-
stitutional agitation and deprecated acts of
viotonce. Only 13 members  voted in favor
of Mr. Parnell's motion. The generally
accepted explanation of Lord Salisbury's
sudden resolution to mest the Commons half
way ie that new elcctions could only have re-
sulted in giving the balance of power ta Mr.
Parnell, Sir Gavin Duffy recommended the
Irish prople to accept the Land BIlL. The
Home Rulers discredit the rumor that he in-
tends to form a new national party. Mr.
Gledstone vapuely hints in private corres-
pondence, that lezislation on the English land
laws is becoming a necessity.

ANOTHER MURDER IN ONTARIO.

Kixasron, Ont,, Aug. 16.—Information has
reached this city of the occurrence of a re-
volting murder, followed by arson and larceny.
The murdered man, Jobn Richardson, lived
on a farm of 100 acres near Baucklake Bridge,
Township of Longsboro’. He was a resident
of the locality for about 25 years, living most
of that time a hermit, hia wife, In conse-
quence of domestic infelicity, having lived
with him but one winter, He has been a
quiet, Inoffensive and very industrious man,
having lately purchased another furm In the
Township of Bedford. On Saturday he
left his house in Longsboro', and was proceed-
ing In the direction of an oat field, where he
purposed to work. Suddenly he was struck
with a charge of buckshot and felled to the
ground, bis assassin being unsesn. He lay
there until Monday afternoon when his carpae
was discovered by a melghbor, David Seers.
The body, ghastly in its bloody stains, pre-
sented a -sickening sight. The breast and
side were riddled with shot, and there wns
also a wound on the forehead.

Suspiclon rests upon one Cochlen, who has
for about 20 yvesrs resided nearly opposite
Richardson, his occupation being that of a
hunter and trapper.

A despatch from Bedford Mills gives the
following particulars :—The body was found
beride n ledge of rocks about four feet high.
When he was shot he fell with his legs bent
under him. His fac~ was much lower than
his feet, aud by remaining in’ this pesition
was much- swollen and perfectly black.

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 ST. MARTIN'S CHAPEL.

DEDICATION OF THE ROMAN CATHO-
..-LI0 CHAPEL AT THE PENITEN-
’ TIARY.

Yestorday was a day memorable in the
history of the Roman Catholic Chapel in the
penitentiary. After undergoing a renovation
and beautifying, which has been in progress
nearly five months, it was yesterday set apart
by Bishop Cleary for public worship and dedi-

hereafter to be its patron saint. The dedica-
tion to St. Martin is particularly appropriate
in this case, when it is remembered that the
holy man bimselt spent many years of his
life in a prison and died there. The services
yesterday were commenced at 9 a.m. by the
blessing of the chapel. The ceremony was
performed by the Bishop, who walked around
the chapel in a procession in which Rev.
Father Brennan, of Baltimore, acted as cross
bearer, Fathers Kelly and Hartigan as deacon
and sub-deacon, and Father Twohey as
asgistant priest. High Mass was then cele-
brated by His Lordship the Bishop, who ad-
ministered {he holy sacrament of the
Eucharist to fifty-two convicts,

THE AFTERNOON BERYICE

was conducted similarly to an ordinary visi-
tation of the Bishop to one of his parish
churches. He was received at the door by
the clergymen who were present at the morn-
ing gervice and by Father Spratt, of Wolfe
1slapd. As the Bishop entered, the choir,
consisting of twenty convicts, sang the # Te
Deum,” during which the precession pro-
ceeded up the aisle,  The prayer for the oc-
casion was gaid by the Chaplaia, Rev. Father
Twohey, and the prayer of the patron by His
Lordship the Bishop. The Bishop then,
from the sanctuary, addressed the convicts,
taking for his subject Lukeiv., 16-20. Re-
ferring to their incarceration, the Bishop said,
justice 1s a virtue which belongs to God. The
Jjustice of this world to be perfect must con-
form to the juatice of God. Apart {rom
mercy, justice is a bhard virtue, The

aword in her hand and a bandage
over her eyes, to symbolixe that she made no
distinction between rich and poor, high and
low. This was abstract justice, taken by
itself, but the justice of God i tempered with
mercy. A man of true mercy coming into a
prison and seeing there a man undergoing s
term of servitude, separated from his wife aud
family and compelled to doa certain amount
of hard labor, shut off from the world and
denied his freedom, cannot but feel for that
man although he considers that it is just that
ho should be there, The justice of this world
is not the justiceof God. All of us are under
the justice of God, and it ie only by his mercy
that any of us are held in distinction, are at
all free, that oneis held up and extolled while
another is confined in a prison. What has
made the distinction between one man and
another? Those who are free have to thank
the mercy of God for it. Bowis it that
two brothers who have the same parents, the
same family, the sume bringing, up the same
education and the same careful religious
training, do not turn out alike? One goes
forward in the way of life, while the other
goes in the opposite diraction. God gives
his mercy to one and witholds it from the
other, If God dealt out his jastice to all
without mercy, we should all be under Iis
wrath., God’s hand of mercy is not closed
against you. In support .of this statement
the Bishop contrasted ihe prisons of the pre-
rent day with tho prisons of the olden time,
before Chrisiian mercy came into the world
through the incarnation of Our Lord Jesus
Christ. Christianity, he said, has sanctified
prisons by the blood of Jobn the Baptist, by
Jesus Chbrist, by Saints Peter and Paul,
and also by that holy man who has
been chosen as the pafron saint of this
place of worship, St. Martin, Pope and
martyr, who spent the greater part of his life
in prison, and died there of hunger and neg-
lect. Your Bishop cannot burst the bonds
which hold you in prison, but he can burst
the harder bonds—the bonds of Satan which
bicd your souls. This is the trus deliverance
from captivity. You may be bound here, but
you are still free if the bonds are shaken off
your sonle. Bondage, worse than the bond-
age of the body, is the bondage of sin which
pursued all men until mercy came into the
world with the incarnation, You may sanc-
tify your confinement within thess prison
walls and go from here reformed and trans-
formed into men ganctified for an everlasting
abode In Heaven. The Sacrament of Pen-
ance is the ons only way of reclaiming the
man who has sinned to the hope of heaven.

The service was concluded by the Biehop
pronouncing the benediction.

THE CHAPKL

is sltuated in the right wing of the main
building. Passing along the main hall, it is
reached by & stairway on the right, which is
now straizht and easy of ascent, Formerly
the chapel itself was low and cheerless, the
walls belng whitewnshed, and the ascent be-
ing by a parrow circular staircase, but in
March last a renovation was commeunced,
which has completely changed the appenrance
of the place. The ceiling was ralsed between
five and six feet, and arched go that it is
now 22 ft. 7 in., high in the centre of the:
arch,and 16 ft, 4 in. high ut tho sidos. The
room is about fifty feet tquare, and holds
about thrce bundred and titty, The walls
are paluted French gray and the celling is
beuutifully frescoed iu varlous colours, the
workimenship beiag equal to any seen in this
city. In the centre of tre ceiling is a large
cross, the corners of which are ndorned with
pictares of the Lamb of God, the Chalice and
beurts, the monpgram of the Blessed Virgin
Mary, and the bleeding hearts, and around
the walls are the stations of the crots, On
she sides surmounting the walls there is &
neat cornice, which is the work of the or-
gaalst, whose occupation is that of a plas-

gallery for the choir, which now consiats of
twenty convicts, the organist being also a
convict, who has taught himself the organ,
never having played. before July last. Onthe
left of the eanctuary is the sacristy, or the
priest’s private room, and ou the right the
women's apartment, which is so far arranged

THE LIFE OF BILLY THE KID.

His Name was Bllly M'Carthy, and He was
Born in New York~Murdering a Man
when a Boy of Sixtoen—Made a Deputy
Constablo—Gen. Lew Wallace’s Admir-
ation for the Youthful Desperado—Under
Sentence of Death—Killing Two Men in
Thirty Seconds—The Kid Killed.

From the St. Louis Qlobe Democrat,

Lawy, N, M, July 25.—In your papor of
Inst Monday, which, owing to the floods and
washouts along the railroad, has just reached
here, I see you copy thelong and absurd sketch
of Billy the Kid and his fictitlous castle, fur-
nished the Philadelphia Times by its corres-
pondent at Fort Sumner, New Aexico, in a let-
ter dated July 10, The Zimes correspoundent
giver, a8 the hero of an alleged wonderful ad-
venture in the castle of the famous Kid,aud the
authority for his Manchausenish pen-picture
of that redoubtable boy-devil, a Mr. Dunoan,
who is described as having been at one time
a member of Gen. Sherman's staff, but, when
his adventure occurred, connected with a rail-
road surveying party, and ¢ now a euccossful
trader at Alamosa, New Mexico” The
whole story of the Kid's gorgeous etyle is the
wildest bosh ; his impregnable castle was a
clear case of a castle in Spain, and Lis gold-
braided broadcloth, his royally caparizomed
steed, his black buckskin trougers with rows
of fringe nnd silver bells down the legs, and
his §300 hat blazing with gold and jewols,
were the gauziest fabrics of a whiskeyed
brain.

But without any- of this blazonry of hum
bug and embroidery of fiction, the history of
u Billy the Kid ” eclipses all Beadle's dimoe
romances of border ruffianism and crime,and
dims.by comparison the lustre of Missouri’s pet
beroes and exemplars, the dashingJameses.
He needs no bogus silver spurs stuck on his
heels by a Philadelphia scribbler to send him
down to a bloody and dare-devilish immortal-
ity. The papers speak of him as Billy Con.
ley, Billy Coyle, Billie Donovan, and Billy
Bonny, and as many regions clamor for the
honor of his birth a3 for that of ancient
Homer, The New York Sun sets him down a8
& New York beer saloon brawler of years ago.
Springfield, Til.; Sherman, Tex.; Phila-
delphia, Ciacinnati, and several other
places are credited with his nativity.

THE KID'S FIRST MURDER.

His real pnme was Billy McCarthy, and he
was born in Nuw York. When ke was a very
fmall boy the family settled in Silver Clty,
Grant County, New Mexico, and he was raised
in that place. After the death of his father
his mother marricd n man named Antum,
who Is now liviog in Georgetown, New
Mexico, and a brother of Billy is a miner in
that region. When he was about 15 years old
he was jailed 1n Silver City for robbing a
store. Being very small for his age, some
ladies took pity on bim and aesisted him to
escape, which he did by crawling up through
the chimney of the jail. His feminine eym-
pathizers tken furnished hiwm clothes and
money and he shipped over into Arizouna.
Here, when he was 16 or 17 years old, be
killed his first maun in the most deliberate,
cold-blooded style. Pursuit was hot, and he
fled back to New Mexico and took refuge
among the cowboys of Lincoln County, just
about the time that the Liaccln County war
1 roke out,

This war, according to Marlon Turner, who
was o conspicuous figure ln it, originated in
the determination of old John Chisum and his
partner, Alexnnder McSwain, to establisk a
monopoly in tbe stock-grazing business and
make themaelves what they claimed to be,
the cattle kings of the Pecos Valley. They
drove in 80,000 head ofcattle. The herds of
the smaller ranches were swept away with the
rolling avalanche of honfs and horns. 'L'he
losers attempted to reclaim the animals. Col-
lisions botween the herders were of constant
occurrence. The firm of Murphy, Dolan &
Co. headed the ranchmen nnd herders opposed
to Cliishum & McSwain, Both sides enlisted
all the strength and influence they could
Chisum & McSwain hired Billy the Kid,and
his reckless dare-devilism, his deadly marks-
manship, hieegkill as a horseman, and his de-
light in murder made him the leader of his
faction.

THE EID AN OFFICER OF THE LAW.

- Early in 1879 Chisum had s the Kid " ap-
pointed Deputy Constable, and armed with &
warrant for the arrest, on some trivial charge,
of William Morton and Frank Baker, berds—
men in the employ of Tom Catron, formerly
of Lafayette Conoty, Mo., and the partuer of
Hon. Stephen B. Etkine, also a Missouri boy,
but long the New Mexican delegate in Con-
gress, and now one of the ¢ solid men " of Now
York. Afterarreating Morton and Baker the
K1d declared his determination to kill them.
A man named McClusxey, who had accom-
panied him and assisted in makiug the arrest,
interfored to prevent the murdér. The Kid
promptly shot him dead in his tracks and
then killed the two prisoners near Ohisum’s
ranch, .

Sheriff Brady and. Deputy Sheriff George
Hindman of Lincoln County went cut to
arrest bhim for this triple murder, " The Kid

Marion Turner, deputy
sheriff of Lincoln, County, had a warrant
placed in his hands for' the arrest of the Kid

‘to the Kid, took two companies ot his regi-
‘ment and went to Turner’s assistance. The.
'Kia and his gang took-shelter in McSwain's
‘house, in the town of Lincoln, the most

|'elegantly furnished dwelling in the : Terri-

‘tory; and it is eald that during the fight
‘Mrs, McSwaln encouraged her wild garrison
‘by playing inspiring airs on her plano” and
-singing rousing battle songs, until the be-
sleging posse, getting the range of the plano
from the sonnd, shot it to pieces with their
heavy rifles. . . i

un the third day of the skirmish Turner
bad the houde fired by throwing buckets full
of blazing coal ofl into'it and over it, and
about dusk the desperadoes made a rush to
escape to their horses. A desperate hand.
to-hand fight ensued, in which twelve of the
Kid's men and two of Turner's pose were
killed, McSwain being among the slain. Ilno
the break trom the burning house the Kid’s
partner, Tom O'Fallaher, a young boy from
San Antonlo, Tex., noticed one of his friends
fall near his side. Amid a perfect storm of
balls and buckshot he coolly stooped, picked
up his comrade and started to carty him off
in his arms; but, finding he was dend, threw
down the body, and, pistol in hand, fought
his way out. Tom was killed by Deputy
Sheriff Pat Garrett's posse shortly before the
capture of the Kid last winter. The Kid
escaped fire, bullets and Turners posse atthe
McSwaln-house fight, and immediately roor-
ganiz=d his gaug.

LEW WALLACE'S ADMIRATION OF THE KID,

About this time Axtell was removed from
the Governorship of the Territory, and Lew
Wallace was appointed in his place. Chisum
went up to Santa Fe, and, by somo menns,
won the new Governor over to the side of the
Kid. Geéorga Taylor, Turner's partaer, talk-
ing to me last night about the aflair, snid:
« Wallace was a d——~d romantic old fool, and
ensily lod bimself to sympathize with the
Kid, often spenking of him as ¢ that brave
boy,’ or ‘that wild young kunight orrant.” 1le
lost sight of his crimes in the romunce of his
devilichness,-

Under the influence of this foolish sonti-
ment, Gov. Wallarce issued a general procla.
mation of pardon to all tke parties, including
army officers, who had been engaged in the
Lincoln County outbreak, commanding them
to lay down their arms, go homse, and keep
the peace. The army-ofticer allusion of this
remarkable pronounclamento was aimed at
Lieut.-Col. Dadley, of the Ninth Cavalry, and,
very naturally, exasperated that gentleman by
placing him, in Gubernatorial grace and enti-
mation, exactly upon a level with cowboys,
outlaws, and Kids.

His novelistic Excellency’'s bugle had
searcely rung truce when the widow of Mec-
Swain resolved to prosecute the slayers of hor
huspand and destroyers of her home. She
amployed a lgwyer named Chapman, of Las
Vegas, who went down Info Lincoln County
and promptly began to stic up ail the old
strife, but was soon murdered by n man
named Campbell and others of the opposite
faction. When Gov. Waullace henrd of the
denth of Chapman, be arose in all the might
and majesty of « little territorial oflicinl with
a tin ear, snd went down into Lincoln Coun.
ty, outiawed Turner nnd his posse and all
other otficers of the }aw who had been [ight-
iog Chisum and McBwain and the Kid and
his gang, had Lurnor and ton or twelve of his
posse put in irons, and had Col. Dudley ar-
rested and relieved ot his command.

NOW TURNER LOST HIS HRIDE.

Twenty-one indictments wero found against
Turner for murder, arson, and catitlo-stenling.
He and Lis associutes lay in irons forty days
and nights, and were then brought before tha
court for trial, the I{id nppearing as the prin-
cipul witoess against thom. They were all
acquitted, but Tarner has been harassed from
that day to this. « By G—d,” said ho last
night, «‘ttey have had me indicted in every
court since, and it has cost me $6,000 to atand
them off, besldes all the annoyance and loss
of time.”

On the morning of the 27th of Septem-
ber, 1879, Turner was married, at o hotel in
the town of Lincoln,to a young girl named
Hattle Phillips, who had a cousin married
to Surgeon Appel, of the Niotn Cavalry.
The same evening Appel, with two com.
panies of negro troops, surrounded the hotel,
seized the bride and carried her off, clalming
that she was only sixteen years old and a
minor. Bhe was afterwards sent to Monroe,
Michigan, and placed in a female seminary,
whero she &till 1s. Bne has an uncle living
there— frederick O. Godiroy—who was for-

merly Iudian Agent at the Mecaca-
lero  Agency, in ° Lincoln County,
and who took an active part fn

gpiriting her away. Her mind has slnce
cently applied for a divorce on the grouad
that the marriage was illegal on account of
her minority. It was not so under the
laws of the Territory, but Turner admitted it
to frue her, and the divorce was granted Jast
month,

THE KID AND COL. DUDLEY.

Afcer theacguittal of Turner and his men at
the trial in Liucoln, the Kid, on the advice of
his friende, decided to leave the country, but
swore be would kill Co!'. Dudley before he
went. A court martial, or court of inves-
tigation as to Dudley's part in the fight of
June, 1879, was going on at Fort Stanten in
Lincoln County. Judge [ro . Leonaxd, for-
merly of Missouri, but now of New Mexioo,
had been employed by Mra. McSwain to pro-
socute the cherges against Col. Dudley of be
ing accessory to the murder of her husband
sud the burning of ber house, Judge Leonard,
at the time a 1usident of Las Vegas, was ac-
compsnied to Fort Stanton by Jehn Mclher-
son, Chief of police af Las Vegas, who had
been warned by the gamblers and thugs of
that place to leave in'pain ol death. McPher-
gon had been with Quantrell during the war,
and wag himself a desperado. Retarning to
Lig Vegas sometime afterward, the roughs.
carried out their threats and killed him, As
bheand Leonard were siting in their room at
Fort Stenton one night, ehortly after their ar-
rival, tbey heard a tap on the window. Up-
on opening the shutters the Kid stopped into,

‘the roum and announced that he had.come to

end the trial of Dudley by killing bim. - With
much dificulty they succeeded in dissuading
bim from attempting to execute his ULloodyl
purpose. He then mounted his horse and
atruck out for the Staked Plains, where he
embarked In the business of cattle steallng at
wholesale making his headquarters about Fort
Ssumer, and finding purchasers for his atolen
berds among men Wwhose names are by no
moans obacure in teritorial history and affairs.

.Bell's shotgun and pistol, saw Ohlinger com=
‘ing-and cooly bailed him with “Hello Bob!”
_Ohlinger panserl a second, and it cost him his

life the Kid poured a charge of buckshat in-to
his heart,killed him instantly, two murdersin
half a minate. The young monster then step-
ped oution the portico of theold houselin which
the dead man had been guarding him, and de-
fied the whole town. He made one man
knock his irons off, and covering another with
his death-dealing shotgun, ordered him to
saddle « horse that was standing in the street,
walked out, mounted, and galloped out of
town in the presence of the whole population.

THUE END OF THE KID,

But such a career must have an end, and
« Billy the Kid” wag rapidly nearing the in-
evitable close of his bloodstained career. He
had heretofore carried death with him, but
death was now close after him. Deputy
Sheriff Pat QGarrett with two companions start-
ed on his trall, svearing to capture or kill him
or die trying. In some way known ouly to
himsell Garrett learned that the Kid would
probably visit the house of Pote Maxwell at
Fort Sumner in Lincoln County somstime
during the night of Tuesday. July 14. Short.
ly Lotore midnight Garrett went to Maxwall's,
bed when the door opened, aud in walked the
Kid. Instantly detecting, in spite of the
darkness, that thore was somebedy in the room
with_l&mxwoll, he levelled Lis{pistols, exclaim-
ing ' Quien est ? Quien est?’ But the delay
of nsking was fatal. IDlefore the words wera
off his lips Pat Garrett's bullet was through
his heart, and * Billy the Kfd,” the terrorof
Now Mexlco, Iay a gasping, quivering corpse,
while his life blood dyed the dirt floor of Pete
Maxweli’s] dark hut, Eleven gory ghosts
ghosts stood waiting to escort him to oternal
shades,

In personal appearance the Kid was any—-
thing but a derporadoor s monster., He was
very small nnd slender, being but about five
feet two inches tall, and weighing scarcely 120
pounds. e Lnd a plain but Plensant face
with thin, gharp features, bluo eyes, and light
hair. He was calculated to make friends, and
strange a8 it may soem, left many who sin-
cerely mourned his dceath. One of the best
men of the territory, who, though identified
with the general faction, know him well, said
to me this morning : “Do you know [ couldu’s
help feeling sorry when I heard thal boy was
killed?” He was a splendid horseman and &
dond shot, and at the timoof kis denth was
ouly about 22 Fears old,

bers are not children. Mr. Chester Glass,
a Dbright Canadian barrister, lately
returned from  Europe, thinks. the
Irish members the most brilliant body of
men in the House of Commons, and his
opinions are those of all discerning critics.
When the principles of the measure were first
made known Mr. Pamell at once pronounced
it utterly nieless, but thought it might be so
amended as to make it serviceable. His
own amendment, a most important one, was
adopted by the Commons and rejscted by the
Lords. Mr. Parnell pointed out that all the
olaborate provisions for the relief of tenants
would prove practically fatile, unlesa pro-
ceedings for- debt conld be stayed until the
legal machinery of the new Land Courts was
in motion, and a fair rent could be fixed by
the official arbitrators. 1t is safe to say that
a large msjority of the small tenants in
Ireland -are, at this moment, in ar-
rears to thelr landlords, partly owing
to the distress of 1879-80, and partly
to the resolve of the Land League not to
pay rents largely in excess of Griffith’s valua-
tion, It was 8o plain that judgments could
be obtained for the arreats in question, and
the parties adjudged in default be evicted
from their holdings before the Land Bill
could go into operation, that Mr. Gladstone
accepted Mr, Parnell’s amondment as an in-
dispensable supplement to his scheme. Of
al! the changes demanded in the House of
Lords, thers was not one more vital to the
selfish iInterests of landlords, or more

| irreconcilable with the professed aim of

the whole Gladstone scheme, than the
omission of the clause staying proceedings
for debt pending the judicial determination
of rents. Yet it was this pledge of security
which Mr. Gladstone surrendered, althongh
bis previous conmcessions had permitted a
landowner, where the question of rent was in
dispute, to involve his tenants in prolonged
litigation, which, after passing through the
Land Court, might be carried up to the
Supreme Court of Appeal for the United
Kiogdom. We need not say that long bafore
a declsion could bereached oun such an appeal
concerning the proper amonut of rent paya-
ble, the tenant, adjudged a defstlter in an
action for arrears, would bave been thrust
out of his cabin and left to starve by the road-
side. -~

All we can seenow arising from the Bill is
that there is a land court composed of land
lords that the tenant can go into if he pleases,
but that he will come outa sadder and @
poorerman. This courtis the offspring of Mr,
Gladstone, and, like ita father,ia a transparent
sham ; nothing emanating from the brain of
that celebrated speech-maker can be anything
elge but a sham. His bill was meant to save
the lords. Mr, Gladstone is a Conservative
leading the Liberal party, as Beaconsfield
was a Radical leading the Conservatives
Ireland owss neither one nor the other any
gratitude, and it is pretty clear that English
parties will never be able to do anything
for her even if willing.

THE JEWEL OF INCONSISTENCY.

It would, of cour‘s%‘,'not be surprising if
such a paper as thdMbntreal Witness had a
great many editors on its staft. Most papers
that wield the same amount of influnence as
our contemporary have, but then they take
care to be consistent, one with the other, in
their opinions, or, if not, the chief editor does
it for them. The Witness is an exception,
for except im its onslaught on the
Catholic Church and Its assertions of
independent principles, when it is real-
ly lberai, it Is strangely inconsistent.
Thie inconsistency is at times most amusing,
especially on the stock question of Ireland,
which all its editors, irom the head to the
tail, seem to be profoundly ignorant of
Yesterday, for instance, while gneering at
the aspirations of the Irish people for a peas-
ant proprietary, it says :—

« However much the tenantry on the old
sod may desire to be their own masters, ‘the
ambiiion of their brethren who have left that
down-trodden turf is too often a position un-
der Government or under something.”

‘We are not at liberty to understand what
the elegant writer means by the other thing,
but we wouid point out that if it is a. posi-
tion under the Government, they are terribly
disappointed.  Canadian politicians have
their faults, but the giving of positions to
the Irish is notone of them, as our contem-
porary knowsright well, It does not, how.
over, follow from this that the Xrish do not
want them, but we cannot see how the
Witness has discovered that ihe demanding
of situations is a weakness of Irish immi-
grants, except from the number of places filled
by them. Immediately after the article from

which we have quoted comes snother, from’

which the following is an extract :—

An incident has lately occurred in the Isle
of Skye which proves that the tenants of the
Highland glens are not alwaysdieposed tame-
ly to submit to the treatment which has
driven Irishmen into rebellion, and compelled
thoge who should form the backbobe of tbe
United Eingdom to leave their homesteads to
the sheep and the deer and find a kindlier
home across the ocean. A short time ago
eleven families were served with notices of
ejectment in consequence of their refusal to
poy an increase of rent which was demanded.
The Irish Land League sent a present of fifty
pounds to tho crofters, and this apparently
encouraged the latter to declare that they
wonid not submit to eviction unless at the
point of the bayonet. The landlord was
probably reckoning upon a total riddance of
those unreasonable human beings who pre-
sumed to think that thoy had any right on
their native soil other than the high privilege
of keeping his exchequer well filled. At any
rate, it looks as If he was theroughly discon-
certed by the umexpected resistance of his
tenante, for it is announced by the Loudon
Daily News that not only bave the ejectment
potices been withdrawn, but a very large 1e-
duction of rent has been conceded to the re-
calcitrant Highlandmen.”

Observe how the last editor feels for the
crofters. The crofters, when they come
here, do mnot ask for situations, perhaps.
Sometimes it is not mecessary, for they are
thrust upon them. But it can be seen how
tender one Witness editor Isupon the Scotch
crofter, and how hard another is upon an
Irish peasant. There is a little more kind

‘ness between the parties themselves ; they

help one another, but then they are not edit-
ors of a religicus daily paper strongly coated
over with Calvinistic liberalism.

IRISH NATIONAL LAND LEAGUE.

The regular weekly meeting of this organ-
ization was held on Sunday afternoon in St.
Pririck’s Hall, the President occupying the
chair.

After routine business had been disposed
of o
Mr. ). P. WeELAN made some remarks in
reference to the Land bill. He denounced
the measure as beinp an abortive attempt to
hood-wink the.peopleof Ireland. The House
of Lords, for whom ali sensible people through.
out the world entertained nothing but feelings
of contempt, proved themselves in the settle-
ment of the Land bill to be iufinitely more
independent than Gladstone, now justly styled
«the Weak.” The Lords, by thelr action, bad
challenged the great Wm Ewart to go before
the country on the issue, but that weak-
kneed politician had not the manliness to
allow a new election to take place. At ihe
present moment there conld be no doubt that
the Land League governed Ireland, and the
people of America should do all in their
power to add to its influence. AS a proof
that the bill just passed was acceptable to the
aristocracy and the land owners it was stated
on what was conBidered reliable authorlty
that Mesare, Shaw and O’Connor Power wers
to have baronetcies conferred upon them for
their very valuable agaistance in securing the
passago of the bill.

In concluding his remarks, Mr. WaELAN
moved, seconded by Mr. Morms: That a
special committee be appointed to prepare
resolutions and fix the date for a mass meset-
ing to be held prior to the Dublin conference
of Land Leaguers fo be held on the 15th of
September.

The motion was supported by several
spenlers, one of whom advised the Leaguers
to kick the bill as far as they could and after-
warde let it die a natural death. One thing
was sure, if the land belonged to the people,
there counld be no rent due by the people.

The President condemned the bill from
which all the suggestions made by the lrish
members had beun eliminated. He thought
if the Irish at home accepted the provisions
of the bill, the people of America would be
justified in withholding any further assist.
ance from them. He was strongly in favor
of the mass mesting at which he was sare
such resolutions would be adoptel as wonld
sirengthen the ' hands of the Irish people in
their struggle for justice.

Mr. Bergin suggested a mass mesting of all
the friends of Ireland throughout the Do-
minion, but this was not considered feaaible
owing to the short time remaining before the
convention at Dublin,

After someremarks from other speakers the
following pectlemen were appointed A Com-
mittee to organize s mnss meoting to be held
at an early dato: Messrs. Whelan, Fleming,
McCann, Doherty, F. A.Qulon, Bergin, Han.

For some days past the farmers in the Lothi-

The
tide at the time was ebbing at about five
miles an hour, and Campbell and Fettis were
caniied out to sea and drowned. Lamb, bim-
self, who was completely exhausted, was
rescued.by. a salmon .fisher who was at the
stake nets at the time of the accident. Mr.
Campbell, who bolonged to Dundee, was
cousin to the Rev. Alex. Campbell, Montrose,
and was grently respected. The lad Fettis

was a fine, promising young man, :

On the afterroon of the 26th July a 1ad,
named James Cuspack, residing.at 30 Vie-
toria street, Govan, was drowned in the har-
bor near Finnieston street., . He was step-
ping from the steamer « St. George” to the
quay, when be missed his footing and fell
into the water. Some men who were at hand.
endeavored to rescue the lad, but he sank be-
fore assistance reached him. The body was
recovered in about a quarter of an hour, but
the lad was"quite*dead. The body was
taken tothe Becelving Houge at Mavisbank.
About. four o'clock in the afternoon Daniel
Mullan, laborer. 31 Albert street, Govan, was
drowned in the harbor, opposite the mouth
of the Kelvin. ' He was leaping from a small
.boat-to a punt - which was in tow of a tng
‘steamer, when he fell into the water, having
migcalonlated :tbe: distance,  Efforts were
made to save him, but they were unsuccess.
ful. His body was not got till four hours af.

A visit to the leading wholesale city ware-
houses reveals the fact that business is in
Iarge volume for the seagon, and the distribu-
tion of general merchandise keeps consider—
ably in excess of the movement in progreas
at this date last August. As predicted last
week, the month ot September will, in all
likelibood, turn out the most active month
of the whole year, ag letters received from
country customers skow that great interest

_is felt in the approaching September Exhibi-

tion in this city, and many traders promise
to tnke advantage of low exhibiiion rateg to
viait the various displays and to inspect and
purchase goods in warehouses bere at the
same time. The hopes of farmers and rural
storekeepers have been greatly raised by the
advance in prices of cereals the past week,
and tkough said prices ate now lower than
they were, yet there can be no doubt that
avery bushel of surplus grain will be wanted
by our exporters at a good price. True,
Russia promises to export a larger surplus
than was looked for earlier in the season,
but then late advices concerning the English
crop are more discouraging :than ever, floods
have wrought great damage to the crops in
Austria.-Hungary, and France will again be
an importer of grain despite contrary asser—
tions in the Spring. Flour took a downward
turn at the opening of this week, in rympathy
