Publishes a Letter o the Arrears-of-IKRent
Question Before Parllament.
s Mt

The Archbishop of Dablin recently ad-
dreseed the esabjoined letter to the Evening
bail, published in that oity :

May I ask you, witb the falrness which you
have alwaye shown towards me in such mat-
ters, to afford me an opportunity of pointing
out in your columns the nature of the de-
mend, as I understand it, now being mads for
legislation on the subject of agrioultural rente
in Irelahd ? I should not heve ventured to
make this request but for a circumstance to
which I need not now specially refer, I shall
endeavor to be as brief aa posstblo. The case
may be stated In outline as follows :

1. The etabiishment of & conrt with juris.
dletion to grant an equitable reduction of the
arrears of excessive rents i a step absolutely
neceesary for the removal of an obvious and
glaring Inconsistency in the exiating land
law of Ireland, The polioy of the Legislature
since 1851 han been to give to Irish agricul-
tural tenants the right of having their rents
fixed, not by the process of so-called ¢ fres.
dom of ocontraot,” but by the declsions of
public conrt., The leglslation by which that
right ia conferred is, to a very consldernble
extent, rendered nugatory from Its belng left
fnthe power of the landlord o hinder the
acoese of the tenant to the public court, end
even to frustrate the decialon of that courb by
the exerclae or an arbitrory power which the
court is powerlesa to control. An oppressive
landlord,4f he wilshes to do so, has only to
say to his tenants : ** Appeal, if you are fools,
to the land courts to judge between us, The
ocourt, very likely, will decido in your favor.
Probably enough It will give you, or rather
order fer you, a reduction of 30, 40 or 50 per
cent,, it kas done on other estates, But re-
member that yocu have been In arrears since
1855. The rents on which those arrears have
acerued may now be condemned by the court
as excessive. But I can laugh at the decision.
You cannot pay the arresrsin full, Go into
the court, then, If you Mke ; but, if you do,
‘be prepared for eviotion,” It is by no means
necessary that the landlord or his agent shounld
put all thla into words. Faots, unfortunately,
have made it only too plaln to those unhappy
tenants who have to deal withk landlords of
the more unressonable type than an appesl to
the ceurts in such gasea can have for them no
other izsue than eviotion,

2. The remedy songht for ia the application
to Xreland of $he provision which exists in
the law of Sootland, ander an act pasged only
three years ago. That act, in eatablishing o
tribunal with authority to fix *‘fair rents,’
mede the provision a reality by conferring at
the same time upon that tribunal jurisdlotion
also to make equitable reductions of the
arrears due on the former rents, now judl-
oially set aside as excessive, But for thi
provision of the law, an oppressive landlord
in Seotland conld, by malntaining his ¢laim
for payment of arrears, deprive the tensut of
free access to the court established for the
purpore of reducing, if it were excessive, the
rent on which those arreara have acoraed. As
the law in Scotland stands he can doro. But
at the law In Ireland stands an Itlsh land-
lord may do so. If he chooses arbitrarily to
exeroise his power, the tenant is absolutely
without a remedy. And yet Mr, Baliour
himself 8 Scotchman, with the full knowledge
of theze facts before him, has had the hardi-
hood to assera that Irish tenants recelve from
the law a protection given by law to mo
other debtors Io any part of ¢“the clvliized
world.” - :

ants from year to year, stand in need of the
protection of the courts, As far at least as
the English “Liberal Unlonists” sre cencern-
ed, it is a matter of boast that it was ““Liberal
Unionist” inflaence $hat secured this recog-
pization, Thie is no question, then, as to
whether the Irish lease holders ought or ought
not to have the right of access to a pubdlic
court. No one, I thick, of any party in the
state will now be found to argue that becanse
lease holders in Scotland have not the right
it ought to be withheld from lease holdera in
Ireland,

The queation In ihe case of lease holders, as
in all other cases, is, whether the law, in re-
cognizing the right of Irleh tenents to have
thelr rents fixed by & public conrt, ought or
ought not te draw a line which in no ocase
draws In Scotland, In other words, the
questlon is, whether the exercise of that right
which the law confexs fs, in Ireland, to be
made sabject to the discretion of an oppressive
landlord while in Sootland that right is con-
ferred as a reality, which It could not be if
the tenant conld not exercise it only at the
dlsoretion agalnst whose exaotiona It i giveu

FATHER HECKER’S DEATH.

A notable vold In the ranks of the Amer-
fecan Catholic priesthood is made by the death
of Very Rev. Isaac T. Hecker, the well-
known founder and superior of the Paalist
community, whone headquarters are In New
York, Father Hecker wea s remarkable
man In many ways, He lzaa a convert to
Catholicity, before embracing which religion
he was on earnest seeker affsr truth, whioh,
like Cardinal Newman, be vainly sought to
discover in the Eplscopal fold. He was at
one time a member of the famoue Brook
Farm community, to which suoh men as
George Ripley and Charlee A, Dana Dbe-
longed, and it was not until his 36th year
that he made up his mind to enter the
Cathoelic church and atndy for the prissthood,
to which he was ordained some forty years
ago.
gFuther Hacker’s first clerloal Iabora in this
country were performed under the ausplces of
the Rademptorist order, of which he was a
member, and it was while he wae afiliated
with that community that he conoevied the
iden of forming the Paulist congregation,
which he designed to be & body of priests
whose membars should be all Amerioan born,
with a preference given to converta from other
oreeds whoj subeequently took holy orders,
The design of his congregation wes approved
of by the late Pius IX., who appolnted Father
Hecker ita firat auperior, a positice which he
held up to the time of his death. His society,
though its establisments .are confined to the
single house in New York, has done admie-
able and effective work, and the Paulists are
now considered among the leading misgion-
ary prieate of the Catholle church. They
number some notable men in thelr ranks,
writers 1ike Fathers Hewlitt, Elliott, Young,
McMillan and others, snd almoat every
member of the order s an effzctive pulpit
orafor.

Father Hecker himself was o writer of ac-
knowledged repute, and fo him the Catholic
community owes the establishment of the
Cathollc World, the leading magazine of its
class In the country. His death will be
widely deplored, for Father Hecker was
known not alone In this country, bat also
throughont Europe, and his loez i8 a sovere
one tor the community of which he was the
fonnder and for 80 many years the superior,
and which owes to him mach of its present
proeperity and prestige.—Boston Repub\]lc.

He
then only remembered to have struck her, he
says, with his hand. He bas been placed in
custoday at Norquay and the cornor wired for,
His wife had always greaily feared hia viclent
temper when in liquor,

The immediate canse of the family troubles
was liguor, but this ia_mors prominently & dle-
cuesion arising from his intimacy with another
woman, Hrillald left Holland cn Christmas
morping with a load of freight for Norquay.
He was fairly sober, but had whiskey with him.
Meeting friends on the way he insisted on their
drinking, and in approaohxnﬁ home he showed
signs of druenkness, Blrs. Haffield, who was
withia & fortnight of confinement, warned by
previous experience, fled as he approached, He
followed and struck her with his hand. 'This is
all Haffield knows. Others tell the resh of she
gtory. The nearest neighbour, named Elder,
on returning home on Christmas night found
Haffield's three children in bed, but as the
family had taken refuge with him before,and he
kenw the fears they had when the husband and
father was drunk, his ong surprise waa at Mra.
Haffield’s absence, Haftield came to Elder’s ab
daylight in the morning and asked the children
to go bome, bup they begged to be left where
they were. Haffield was down spirted snd
atarted for bome, Elder followed hm. On
renching Haffield’s, Elder asked him where his
wife wag, but the husband sppearently did aot
know. Elder passed on to make a eearch for
her, when Haflield excitedly called, **4’ve found
my wite and she’s dead.” There was the poor
woman, a few yards from her own door, with
her arms outstreached add her face smashed
into an almost unrecognizable pulp, A pitch-
fork handle was broken into three pieces and
msrked with blood Eider nccused Haffield
with murdering his wife! snd Haffeld replied
“Yes, I struck her wilk my hand,” Haflield
remained in the house while Klder went for
authority to arrest him, there being no coronor
in the locality. The culperate was brought to
Winnipeg this evening and confined to gaol.

The matter with
which the membera of the Law Amendment
Soolety are concerned bappens, fortunately
for them, to be one in which political parties
take no interest, and in dealing with which
only professionsl prejudice at werat is to be
encountered, The matter with which the
members of the Commercial Unlon Club are
concerned Iu one in swhich political parties de
feel an interost, and we are called hard names
and bespattered with mad accordingly. Bat
we hold on eur course, Jcontinna by the dis-
tribution of literature tn furnish the people
with tho means of forming an enligbtened
opinlon, and atill cherish the hope thatin
spite of theee political entanglements, injuri-
ous to our caute as they are, we may tn some
small mensure, contribute to a reform which
will bring & vaat inorease ¢f wealth and proz-
perity to our counfry,

There I8 a compliment Is Mr. Butterworth's
rogolation, @anada—whether ehe aocepts or
declinee—moy falriy feel proud at belng in-
vited to join the great galaxy of States whioch
oooupy so honorabls and important a position
in the nationa of tho world, and whose possi-
bilities are 8o great that the imaginaticn can-
not attempt to form any conceptlon of thelr
fature, It embraces an offer of union from
one great member of tho British speaking
poople of America to another mamber that hux
init a great recognition of kinship and of
friendly relationshiy ; aud it may bo heid to
show that causes of dlffersnce between Am-
ericans and Canadiane are fast disappearing,
Thera is another implied compliment, too, in
this : that Mr, Butterworth in his capacity as
a representative man recognizes the Canadion
sapacity for self governcient, and that tho
people of this country have roached thatstage
of development which would fit them to take
up at onoe the responsibilliles of national lite,
Unquentionably Canada would enter the
Unien without imposing apon the American
nation the slighteat extra responsibility in the
way of government. The lessop of zelf-gov-
ernment has been pretty well Jearced, end
from this point of view the partnership weuld
be fair and equal in every rezpect. Mr, Butter-
werth proposes that the debt ef Canada shall
be asyumed by the united nation, which
would, ot course, make Canada a parkner in
the existing American debt; but thie would
be tavorable to Conads. He furtisr proposes
that If all the Provinces are not prepared to
enter the Unlon as States such Provincez s
may be ready bs accopted, the debt being pro-
portionately dealt with. This would—shonld
New Brunawiok be disposed to Sonsider the
matter on her own account—ohange the debt
of New Brunswick from about forty-niae dol-
lzre per head to twonty dollars per hesd. But
wo do not think that the matter will be looked
at from that point of view alone, Importuns as
that view ia. The genersl Interests, wellare
and diaposition of the poople will, no dauby,
affoct thelr consideration of the question, and
probably they may not be diuposed $o get
very anxicus over the matfer until after the
Christmas holidsys. Thers wonld be no dis-
position among Uanadians to act sontrary
the feelings of the wother qonntry, An ae-
aurance of any kind from her that she wonld
look with favor upon a general - unisn of the

TW0 STEAMBOATS BURNED.

Over One Hundred Lives Lost.

Toro10, December 25.—A dreadful explo-
afon gcourred this morning abous 11 o'cleck,
in the ammonia tank at thes works of the
Toronte Ammonia Company, ' corner of Par-
llament and Front strests, The building is
adjacent to the Toronte Gas company’s worke,
bat there is no connection between them.
The hold was blown off the tank, through the
roof of the bnilding and soveral huandred feet
into the alr. The oonouseion complately
wrooked the building, and houses in all the
adjacsnt atreets were badly shaken. Thore
mtreets were littered with the debrls of the
wreck, The explosion was heard for miles,
The loss of life under the clronmstances was
small, George Sexemith, a laborer, was killed
Instantly, and Walter Davls was so badly in-
jured that his life is deapaired of. The fleeh
was burned off his face and body. Enquiries
made as to the cause of the explosion would
Indiocate that the catastrophe was due to over-
pressure, but to what extent and in what
manner ie a matter of farther enquiry.

. BURNING OF THE LIEF ERICKSEN.

SeATTLE, W.T., December 25.—Thesteamsr
Lief Ericksen wasz burned at Alkali Poiut,
fivo miles west of this clty, nt 6 o’clock yee-
tsrday afternoon. She is & totnl loss, Seven
lives were laat. There were thirty-six ptople
on board at the time. The fire ppread in-
stantly throughou? the interior gabin, Tle
bont was about two miles from the mkore,
Capt. Jcbn Niubl, the owner, wae in com-
mand, He left tke wheel-house to launch
tho lifo raft, bat found the pasasngers trying
to put the raft overboard. In the struggle
to rescue the raft from the passengers O:upt,
Niabi fell overboard with tho raft, Mean-
time the paasengers, pulling oxn 1ife prezorvars
snd seizing firewood or anything eles that
wonld float, jomped overboard, Oaptain
Niubi saw hls niece, Misz Anue Toliver,
atroggling in the wator abous 150 feet from
him, aed did Lin utmost to push the ruft
toward her, but she drowned less than ome
handred feet from him, He was bampered
with gom hoots and almoet helpless, The
steamer Skagit Chief eaw the fire, and the
waesel crowded on zteam and suceceded in
ruocuing seven people. The steamer Mouc-
tainecr saw the burning wveszel about four
milec nAway, snd headed straighé for her,
When within ha!f & mile of the Erickeen they
foend people struggling in the water, low-
ercd small boats, and aucoceded in rescuing
niceteen peracns. One man wan tuken from
the water and dled In a few minutes, His
name is not known. He sald just before hec
died that his wife was lest frora the steamer.

LOSS OF THE JOHN H, HANNA ON THE MISSIS-
SIPPI,

New Omreans, Deo, 25.—The stesmbont
John H. Hannn, from the Omahite river with
& largo number of passengers and a carge of
2,500 bales of cotton on board, wau burned
last night at Plankemin, A apocinl frem
Plankemin to the States says: ¢ The burning
of the steamer John H. Hanan lant night near
here was one of the moet terrible river disas-
ters that has ever happessd In southern
watars, The loss of lite was very heavy,
About thirty persons periehed in the flames,
acd a large naomber jumped overbeard and
weore drowned. Among the lost are Captain
d. S. Holmer and the first clerk, Samusl R,
Powell. Thelr bodles have been recevered.
Captain Holmer' body waa terribly burned.
Bob Smith, the old pllot of the J, M. White,
at the time she wos burned, was a pascenger
on the John H. Honna, snd was burnod to
death. His body hatr alea besn recoverad.
One of the deok hands who escaped eaye
there wera about 100 peracns on beard, and
that only about o dozen onn novs be found
aliva. Tho eoginsor and pilot were saved.
Al were burned mere or lesr, scme of them
soveraly. It weas juet beforo Christmas dey
wos beiog ushered in that the fino steamer
wzg coming down the river, Several of the
passengera were seated in the cabln having a
merry time and witk no thought of impending
cataatrophe. Many of the orew and patsen-
gers wera aslesp when the fire broke out and
npread with indescribable rapidity, The de-
tails of the snffering and death of some of the
passengera are harrowing In the extreme.

The charge I¢ grounded on
the fact that Lord Salisbury refased to open
up peaceful relations with the tribes In the
viclnity of Suakim, who ars, like their oklef,
Osman Digna, sesocisted with the place, ac-
customed to trade with it, and whoarein
every sense spproachable, It is polnted out
that within a few months these tribes were
actuelly on friendly terms with the English,
and sections of the foros now besleging Sua.
kim are known to be favorable to a friendly
settlement; not, Indeed, with Egyptians,
whom they hate, bt with the English, with
whom they have no quarrel, ¢ Osman
Digna,” says the Star, **himself balongs to
this party, snd it s largely dae to the wicked
blood-hunger of our officers that he haa been
spperseded by the Mahdi, and that a direct
offonsive campalgn has been Jnstitated.
Now, Lord Salisbury knowa all these faote,

COLORED CATHOLIC | ‘CONVENTION.
Probably ene of the mostinteresling gather-
ings that has ever assembled in Washington
will be- the Colored Oatholic Congreze, which
Is to meot In that olty on New Year's Day.
It will be the first convention of this kind
ever held, and will-bring together the negro
followers of the Catholic Oburch from all parts
of the United States. The origlnator of the
Ides of bolding the Congress ia Mr, Danie} A.
Rudd, of Cinolonati, the able editor of the
American Jatholic Tribune, the only paper in
ths country devated to the Cathollo interests
that s owned and controiled by a colored
mau. The Rev, Auguatin Tolton, the first
negro to be ordained a prieat in Amerlca, will
also take an active part in the Congress,
which has recsived the sanction and approval
of Cardinal Gibbons, of Baltimore, and Arck-
bishop Elder, of Gincinnati,

The Congress will in reality be s Natlonal
Convention of Socletiea of the Oalored
Catholtos $hronghout the United States. Each
.orgeulzation will send delegates, Varlona
mattera in relation to the religions and mental
welfare of the negro and his duties to the
Church and State will be considered and
thoroughly discussed. Eapeclal atiention will
be paid to the apread of the falth among the
colored people of the South, and altogether It
i expected that the Congresa will mark an
era in the history of the Amerioan xegro.

The Cathotlc Church has made great pro-
gress among the negroes since the war, The
work among the colored people has, however,
been very unostentatious and has therefore
not attracted very much attention. Outside
of Baltimore, St. Angnstine’s and New Or.
leans there were but fow colored Cathelics in
the United States before the war, but g0 suc-
ceasful has been the work of the Cathalio
misslonaries among the negroea that to-day
that thers are nearly a half a million negroes
in the United Statea who are members of the
Qatholic Ohurch,

The Third Plenary Council of Baltimore,
held in 1886, gave great Impetun tu the mis-
sionsry work among the colored people by
pasting a decree that special efforts ahonld be
made to educate and oconvert the negroes of
the United States, and ordered that a collec-
tion be taken up annually in all the churches
for that purpese, The Councll further im-
plored young men etndylng lor the prlesthood
1o give themselves to the work, As a result,
many Institutions bave heen established all
over the country.

A Isrge number of young colored tien are
now belng educated for the priesthood, who
will, as soon as ordained, go out among their
brethren to try and bring them into the fold
of the Church. Catholics are constantly
establishing schools, orphanages, convents
and seminariea all over the country, and many
of the old schools are making special efforts
to secure colored students, There are In
Baltimore thres churches, three day sohools,
one seminary, two convenss and several other
institutions exclusively tor oelored people.
All the Catholio churches there, as elsewhere
in the world, are open at all times to colored
people on the eame conditions that they are
to other people.

In New York there Is a churck and also &
sohool and an orphamage, There are aleo
charchee and sohools in Richmond, Washiog-
ton, Keawick, Petorsburg, Lexington, Liouls-
ville, Bardatown, St, Louls, Cincinnati, San
Antonio, Savannah, Charleston, Memphis,
Jackson, New Urleans, Quincy and Bt. Paul.
Orphanages have already been eatablished in
Qincinnati and Kansas City, and In St. Louis
thete are two convents and one In New
Orleaps, In the United States there are two
ordere of nuns composed entirely of colored
women—one of whioch, the Oblate Slsters, of
Providenoe, with mother house at Baltimore,
has branches in different parts of the country,
The Fathersa of St. Jozeph, a soclety of white
priests, have done much in the East to help
along the good work, They, with such men
sa the Rev. Jobi E, Barke and the Rev. R,
L. Burteell, of New York, and the Jeauits in
Cincinaatl, St, Louls and elsewhere, are dolog
a noble work., The Benediotines and the
Fathers of the Holy Ghost, all zealous werkera,
are helping to change the raliglous tide awong
the golored people, and sending a large and
certaln atream Into the haven of the Church.
There are two publications devoted %o the
work among the cclored people—St. Joseph’s
Advocate, published quarterly by the Mis-
slonary Fathers, of Baltimore, and the Amari-
osn Oatholio Tribune, published weekly in

AN AUSTRO IRISH PRINCE.

Tae Austrian, Minister, Oount Taafie, is soon
to ba raised tothe rank of Furab, or Prince.
Count Eduard Taaffe ias direct decendant of
the Viscounts Tasaffe, of Qorren, and Barons of
Ballymote, in the peerage of Ireland. Oharles
II., on his Reatoraticn, raised Viscuont Tasfle
to the Earldom of Osrlingford,—a title which
became extinch in Theobald, the fourth Farl and
Fifth Viscount, who died 1n 1738, Two of the
younger sons of the aecond Earl of Oarlingford
entered the scrvice of the erman Empire,
fought ageinst tho Turks, and, under Charles
VI, and Maria Theresa, remained in Austria,
where they were created Counts, while they re-
tained their Irich title. This privilege bas been
continued ever since, so that Eduard Ocunt
Taaffe, the present Austrian Prime Minister, is
also the tenth Viscount in the Irish pesrage,
In his youth, Count Eduard, sltogather three
years younger than the then Archduke Francie
J oseph (the present Austrian Emperor), was ona
of the five yousg nollemen selected to be his
playmates, and was the one to whom the young
Archduke became the most attached. Thia
youthful intimaoy was, however, abruptly
broken off when the Archduke, a$ the age of
only eighteen, was, through the abdication of
the Emperor h‘erdmn_nd, suddenly raised to the
Austyian throne, whilat Count Taaffe had to
conbinue his studies. Seventeem years bhen
passed without the Kmperor seeing or hearin

anything of his youbhiul friend, s fach whic

eays » great deal tor Count Taaffe’s modeaty,
His career during that long period was withoud
particular distinction, and the resumpticn of the
acqusintance was brought about by quite an ao-
cident. Ab the msovwuvres st linz, tome
owenty-three years ago, the authiorities of the
83w were pressnted to the Emperor, Among
them was & simple secratary, in whom, as he
was bowing, the Emperor recguized his school.
fellow and playmate. When the presentation
was over, Count Tanffe was commanded to go to
the Emperor, who heartily embrsced him, and
remained with bim several hours, The official
Qazetbe immediately afterwards announced the
appointreent of the modest Linz secretary to
the very exalted post of Governor of the
Proviace of Salzburg. From that time foward
Count Taaffe never ceased to hold high offics,
gither aa & Governor or as a minister, until ab
length, in 1879, he was called to form a Oabinet
bimeself. The friendship which commenced
‘between the Emperor snd the Oount, half a
cenbury ago, still axists as atroong as sver. The
Emperor, when no stranger ig preaent,.ubill uses
familiar “‘du”(thoun) in addresing bis freind,
and his'confidenoe in Count Taaffe, as a servent
of the Orowa, and a statesman is unbounded,

‘LAURENCE OLIPHANT.

A strange man left life when Laurence Oli-
phaut died. He was born in 1829 and was a son
of Sir Anthony Oliphant, - Chief Juatice of
Ceylon. He had something of the East ia his
nadure, for he was ever dreamy and erratic.
While a.mere 1ad he wa# in India with Jap
Bahadoor as the Nepauless Court, Although
he became » lawyer, diplomacy was his forte,
and after he bad vlosed up his travels in Ruasia
‘and the Orimea in 1852-3, he was appointed
privabe secretary- $o the Barl of Elgin, who
oame oub ta Oaneds as Governor General, and
ke was: with the “Earl 'during the verotiation
of the famous Elgin- which
Oanada a 1arge measure of reciprocity with the
United - Btates, Ha afterwards served with
‘Omer’ Pasha.in the Cancasus, and then went
with Lord Elgin: to China aud Japsn. , After-
wards .he was Ohargé d’Afiaires ab.

Bafore that he had married to a woman
named Smith, by whom he had several children,
On St. James street he kept an apple and oyster
shop, and it is also said ab times, woe not par-
ticular about selling lignor. He had quarrels
with his wife whom he auspected of uojaithful-
ness, On Sn_:urd_n{ night & man named Frank
Sioger came in with some companions apd had
- some oysters. They wers all baving agood time
when Bensen’s littla son by theformer wiferastied
I‘Ll'lto the room, and pulling his cost tails, shoubed

Pa, ma is in bed with another man.” At this
Bensen temporarily lost hie control, and rush-
ing to a cupboard procured a thirty-eight calibre
ravolver, He then dashed into the bedroom
and confronted the guilty couple. They started
up, but the woman had no time to atk for mercy,
a8 Yefore she could speak a bullet from the re-
volver in the hands of her husband was throngh
her heart. Singer clasped his hands arouud hia
knees to proteci himeelf, when a secend shot

enatrated his hands and knee and rendered

im_iaseusitle. The husband then kisred his
dead wife, took farewell of his children, and
proceeded to Seignenr street police station,
whers he gave himself into custody.

The{ called for’ refreshments, which
were served, but the wife did not take any,
She said she wanted some hotwater and whiskey,
Ha told her she would not have any,when Sin
gave her a drink, Sioger opsned a big bottls,
and ina slort time the wifle got the woras
of liguor, Singer made proposals o
‘her, and telling bim (ber husband) he could go
to b—~—. 3Shelefl the room with Signer. Hia
little boy then came running into the room cry-
ing, *' Pa, there is a man in bed with ma,” ]
then lighted the lamp and went into she bed-
room, when his wife called him names, aud eaid
she loved the fellow bess, and weuld do more
him than her husband. This so tnfuriated him
that be pulled out his revolver and fired firat ab
her, and [next at her paramour, who bid hia
head between his krees and pegged for mercy.

He never had any intimate rela-
tions with the deceased.
