smusly clasped his little ones, and looked around
for a place of shelter ; the dwellings were too dis-
tant to thick of gamng them: but he at length
recollectd the Hollow Rock, and quickly ran to-
wards it with his trembliog children.

The name of Hollow Rock is given by the
peasaotry to a comical shaped rock, the iterior
o which 1s hollowed by pature, and communi~
tates with the summit by a kind of chimney.—
The fishermen, shepberds and children of the
sountry bave often found there a welcome shel-
ter from the storrn. It was far above the usual
water mark, and even when ths sea was bighest
it scarcely reached the entrance.

On entering this grateful shelter which, though
eruglly demed by man, was thus kindly afforded
Sy nature, Claude found the embers of a fire that
tod been kindled there during the day, while
chips gathered on the strand lay scattered
sround, A rude hearth bad been made of some
sebbles, rovnd which several large stones had
deen placed, serving as seats. 1n the back part
of this grotto was a goodly pile of boards ga-

To this day, the Hollow Rock is shown to
travellers as having heen the meaos of earicbing
a poor family, acd the origin of an important
branch of industry. The old fisherman who
served as gwide to the antbor of this legeud, said
to him while showiag the grotto:

‘ They say lhe ¢ays ob mwracles are past, sir ;\

but this rock is a proof that God.when he
wishes, can still change wnto gold the fowers of

Bow he could replace the love and tender care of
ibe devoted mother, bis childrer bad just lost
Dow he could protect them from cold and hunger,
and where he could now fiod more work by
which to support them. The words of Royer
seeurred to bis mind and he acknowledged that

the mountain or the pebbles of the sea.’

We should be sorry to

tbink that the enlightenment of progress bad entirely

passed by any party in ihe country, or that the poor-
est canse which was able to attract the attention of
Irishmen could not seture more respectable advocacy

than the cause of Ascendancy has yet received from

the devotion of its upholders. We have no particalar
gympathy with the members of the Defonce Asaocia-
ticn in the difficult task they have uundertaken to
carry on, but we may be sllowed to estertain some
gort of regard for tbe intellectual reputation of our
countryreen, even of that portion of them who are
supporters of & system in orgenised hostility againat
the peace of the nation, We have a wieh thst our
countrymen, in whatever cause they appear, should
be found scting With apirit and manliness and with a
respectable degree of ability.

8till
less can we foresee whether the marvellous progress
of the mechanical arts and marufactares, of which
steam-power i3 at once (he cause and the effect, will
be maintained at the same rate of cxpansion, But
all thir is little better than visionary specalation. -
We see that corl is not only & necesaary of life in
this climate, with our 3resent knowledge of natural
laws, but nlso the' maiunstay of all our greatindus-
tzies, So essential is it that it often pays better to
bring the raw material to the neighborhood of coal
minea than to bring the coal to the place where the
raw material is produced. So disastrons is the want
of it that Ireland, being almost withcot cosl, :a al-
most witbout manufactures, thongh it is believed
that on the south-east cosst, ai lesst mennfacturea
conld be profitably carried on with ses borme conl
from Bouth Wales. It isenough for us to realize
that ia usiog coal we sre not nsiog sn unlimited re-
source, like waler.power, bot a limited resoorce, Like
the woods cut down by our forefathers to feed thsir
charcoal farnaces, with the diffarence that it takes
a goological period to reprodace it. We are quite
right, therefore, in economiziog cosl in erery way
that ecience ¢3an saggast, and that whether the stock
be aufficient to last 3,000 years, as wae formerly sup-
posed, oronly 100 years, as we have lately been
warned. —Times,

Loxpon July 1.—The Lord Mayor gave a banquet
to her Majesty’s Ministers last night, &t the Manaion
Houee.

LonDoN, 9tb.—1In the House of Lords, to-
night, the Irish Church Bili came vp for the re-
port from the Committee. *

On motion of Lord Cawros the date © first of
May, 1871,” was substituted for tbe *Ist Ja-
auary, 1872, throughout the bill.

Lord Redesdale moved an amendment that the
represeatatives of the Irish Chburch and the Cath-
olic Synod, in cases of vacant bishoprics, nomi-
nate three persons for the Crown to select from,
and that the Crown be empowered to summon
one archbishop and two bishops from each Church
to sif in Parliament.

The Marquis of Salisbury replied that 1o mov-
g the amendment he contemplated similar
grants to the Catholics and Presbyterians, ac-
cording to Mr. Bright’s original proposition
which Mr. Gladstone bad eadorsed, but he
thought the selections of their awn glebes by
the Irish Church was pot unfuir.

After further discussion, the Ear] of Denbigh
announced that the Catholica bad decided bot to
accept the glebe lands or residences,

The Marquis of Clanicarde’s motion to restare
clause 28 was lost by a vote of 49 to 91.

The amendment embracing tae proposal of
Earl Granvilie to give balf a million in money,
instead of bauding over private endowments
created over 1660, was agreed to.

The report was then recewved.

The Earl of Clancarty gave notice that when
the bill came up for a third reading he shouvld
move the postponement of the reading for three
months.

Lonoon, July 10.—1n the House of Com-
mons last evening, Mr. Gladstone 1 discussing
Central Asia matters, saud that it was the Eog
lish policy to rule subject countries by the adop-
tion of measures bepeficial to them. He was as-
sured that Lord Mayo's interview with Shere
Al did not involve any agreements on our part.
Russia has expressed the opinion that Afghanis-
tan should remain as a neutral zone, between the
Russian and British influeace.

THe Cusany RevoLuTioN.—WASHINGTOR,
July 10.—Advices from Nuevitas and Puerto
Principe to the 27th vlt., and from Puerto del
Padre and Las Tuscas to the 26th, say there
has been no movement of a decided character m
eitber districts. The Spanish troops have been
reinforced at Nuevitas and are tbus enabled to
retain possession of the railway from that city to
Puerto Principe, and give succor to the garrison
of the latter city, which 1s threatened by Cubans
vader Tusada in the district of Puerto del Padre.
There bave been several skirmehes, The health
of the Cuban army 15 reported good and the sol-
diera well organized,

The Divislon showing the higheat proportion of
illegitimacy is the North Eastern, which comprizes
aor almoat conslats of tke Province of Ulster, where
the population is almost equsily divided between
Protestant and Roman Oatholic, sad where the grest
msjori'y of the Protestants are of Scotch blood und
of the Presbyterian Oburch. The sum of the Whole
matter is, that gemi-Presbyierisn and semi Sootch
Ulster ig fally three timea mors immoral than wholly
Popish and wholly Irish Conoanght—which corres-
ponda with wonderful accnracy to the more general
fact that Scotland, ag a whole, is three times more

Haviog myself bad some acquaintance witn
the progress made in this Convent School for
geveral years past,1 am 1z a position to state
without fear of contradiction, that the improve~
ment evinced by tbe pupils this year in every
branch of tbeir studies, but especially 1n vocal
and instrumental musie, far surpassed that of
all former years; while the school attendance
was io the sane ascending rates, the daily aver-
age during the past scholastic year having been
about ninety pupils.

Such a condition of school matters must be
highly satisfactory to sl friends of juvenile edu-
cation, who will doubtless find pleasure 10 the ad-
ditronal information that 1t has been decided upon
by the proper authorties, S0 soon as the means will
be forlbcoming, to enlarge the Convent building,
with the view ot making provision for the -
creasing attendance of day scholars, and for the
admission of boarders; as, owmg to the very
modest dimensions of the present house, only a
limited number can be rccewved. Ere T con-
clude, Mr. Editor, germut me to mention the
fact, that fully two thwds ot the splendid prizes
awarded to the Convent pupils oz tis occasion,
were the princely gift of our revered Bishop,
who on this, as on sll other occasions, practically
demonstrated bis unflaggiog interest in the edu-
cation of youth.

SCHOOL OF THE OONVENT DE NGTRE-DAME,
CHARLOTTETOWN P. E. L

Although there bad been three or four exami-
natious of the pupils of the Convent de Notre-
Dame, held wihin the past year, we found it -
convenient to be present. From the reports of
the gentlemen who conducted those examina-
tions—gentlemen qualified by education and im~
partiahity to faurly test the proficreney of the pu-
pils,—we were prepared to find great progress
made by them 1 their studies smce fheir last
public examination 1 St. Andrew’s Hall, but
we must confess, in all honesty and candor, that
the Annual examination which was held in the
Convent, last Monday, and at which we had the
great privilege of attending, exceeded our antici-
mations. Owing to the preparations which the
Ladies of the Convent are making for the ap-
Proaching Bazaar n aid of their pew building,
they found it inconventent this year to hold a
publ.c examination, but the sifting which the pu-
pils underwent at the hands of the Very Rev.
Dr. McDonald aod the Rev. James MacKenna,
could not bave been more thorough if conducted
1 the presence of thousands. Questioas in
arithmetic, and problems on the terrestrial globe,
besides equations 1n algebra, which were deemed
sufficiently difficult by candidates to teachership,
were readily solved- a few days previously
by the pupis of . Madame St. Theresa’s class,

science, rhetoric, vatoral philosophy, zoology and
history—anot from mere text books, but miscella
peovsly, given and answered with the utmost
readiness, would have been difficult enough for
the advanced classes of firat class Academies
and Colleges. The various classes in French
acquitted themselves well, baving been exammed
in colloquial style, and on subjects of eordizary
conversation, by the Very Rev. Dr. McDonald.
The higher, as well as the juoior classes, io
grammar, readiog and geograpby, gave evideace
of judicious tramog, excellent memory, and in-
formation which will be useful tbrough life. Of
mugic we are not competeat to speak; mor
yet of the articles, useful and ornamental,
10 wearing apparel, &c., of which bave passed
from the hands of the Convent pupils, and which
will be exbibited at the approaching Bazaar;
but we ean confidently state the decided mpres-
ston Jeft upon our mind from tkis examinaiion:
our firm cooviction is, that no matler what edu-
cational establishmeots may be started in our
midst, the Convect de Notre Dame will ever
bold 1ts own and gain grousd, and tor this simple
reason, that it 18 impossible to find ladies more
accomplished, with more unselfish zeal, or pos-
sessed of mare tact aad celtivation for imparting
information, than are tte simple religious sisters
who dwell 1 that Institution. The results
speak for themselves. The daughters of the
highest in the land receive their education there 3
and theiwr parents, who are best qualified to judge
1o the case, bave the evidence daily belare thewr
eyes of the progress of their daughters in every-
thing that s calculaled to fit them to adorn and
digpify domestic and social life, even in the
bighest circles.

It is, however, stated that in his reply to
the speech of the Mayor, 10 the usval congratu-.
latory style, he will say nothing more than ‘some
kind. words appropriate to the cccasion, As
His Majesty is not in the habit of commumcating
beforehand what ke mtends to do, 1t 15 not easy
to even guess what the speech of Beauvais will
be. Awnother rumor I may mention is thatm
consequence of the tendency of public opinion,
and the presumed disposition of the newly-elected
Chamber, a decleration will appear on the part
of the Governmeot as to the situation of the
country, and in favor of certain economical mea-
sures—such as a revision of system of imports,
reduction. of the taxes levied on articles
of primary pecessity, and other fiscal re-
forms. Tius manifesto, 1t 13 added, will appear
m the form of a proclamation, or as a letter from
the Emperor to the President of the Legslative
Body, just before the opening of the Chamber.

But, I repeat, all this swearing to
the Qonstitution is & perfect farca. Nobody, and
our ralers leagt of all, belisve in the value of any
guch oathg. Experience hss "abundsntly shown
their utter wortbleseness. Our Minigters have sai-
ready been the firat to perjure themselves by having
eanctioned, along with the majority of the Cortes,
the most flagrant violation of the inviolability of one’s
bousge, a2d of the zights of property, of meeting, and
of aesociation, which the Constitution declares have
no other Umitations than those prescribed by the
laws of universal moralily, (2} All these rights, I
repeat, bave been scandalously trarpled upor by
the legislature. As I intimated last week would be
the @1ise, the Qortes have panctioned all the persecat-
ing decrees which our late Provisional Government
has issued egainst the property and the existence of
religions orders and Oatholic aseociations. Senor
Ocboa will interpeliate Prim to-day on his despotic
treatment of the Codde de Cheste. For his faithfal
loyalty to Isabel II., whom he followed into France,
Oheste wan deprived by Prim of all his titles, and
redased to plain cit/zenship from the exalted rank of
Oaptain-General. Confiling in the written secnrity
offered bim in the new fundamentsl code, be thoupght
he couid aafely return-to live quiatly with his family
in Spain, but be forgot to bear in mind the valae
and meaniog of reveclutioniste’ caths. On bia arrival
in Madrid last Friday, he found Priwm’s police wait-
ing forhim st the rallway satation; they politely
took him under their protection, and straightway
marched off with him to Qadiz, whence he is to be
baoished to the Canary isles.

ITALY.

In
the hallg of the Parliament Hounse the committes of
inqmry into the alleged cases ‘of corruption sits from
early morn not only till dewy eve, but almost until
cockcrow, We besr of their meeting at 8 a.m. and
toiling till midnight, with only brief intervals for re
fection. Buch diligence is explicable only by the
desire to have done with an ungrateful task, A good
many witnepses have beenexamined. The committee
keep their proceedings 8B secret ag possible until they
sball be terminated, and the more reapectable psrt of
tke Press thowa a disposition to further their wishes.
So long as there is no regular reporting and publica-
tion of the sittings, the discogsion of what might im-
perfectly trauspire could only lead to fresh scandals,
and of scandal we assuredly have had enoungh of Iate.
Tt is a bad moment for Italy,—the Government weunk,
tbe Chamber discredited, public business grievously
in arrear sfter 8 Sescion of seven monthe’ duration
which baa been totally wasted, the financial future
clondy and uncertain, discontent and disturbances i
many partg of the country.

Paris, Tune 24.— Le Peuple of to-day pub-
