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MOUNT ALLISON UNIVERSITY

FIVK courses are offered in the University :

The Arts course leadiiijj to the tccs of
B. A. ami M. A.; the Tiieological . rse lead-

ing to the degree of B. I). ; the musical c< rse, both
theoretical and practical, in connection with the
Conservatory of Music, with the degree of B.
Mus. ; an<l the engineering course. This last is not
a complete course in engineering, hut a certificate

is issued which cnaljles those comj)leting the course
to enter upon the third year of Applied Science
at the Nova Scotia Technical College or McCiill.

They thus get the best that two Universities can
offer them. The Mcdill j)rofessors have said that

some of the best prepared men they get are from
Mount Allison.

(Jne thing for which Mount Allison is noted,
and which tends to foster " the Mt. Allison spirit

"

is the residential life. Few Canadian universities

have better facilities for that side of university

life which is regarded as of uch great importance
by the older English uni\ orsities. The University

Residence is a large stone building capable of ac-

commodating about one hundred and fifty stu-

dents, and provided with |)arl()rs. reading-nKMu.
dining room, society rooms, hospital, and all the
accessories necessary for comnnniity life on a
large scale. The government is by means of a
Students' Council in which are representatives of
the various classes apiKiinted by themselves. ( )ne

•jf the professors who lives in the building is also

a memlKT of the Council. The intimacies which
spring up in such a residential life with the fre-

quent meetings at meals and in the luirhetorian
( the delKitingj and other societies, are not among
the least abiding influences of college days.

Close Iwside the Residence are the athletic

grounds, a splendid football field surrounded by a

quarter-mile, cinder running track. Facing the

fie'H the classic pillars of old Uingley Hall make
a pk,..sant picture. This building, already consid-

erably enlarged, will, it is hoped, be shortly fitted

up as a first class gymnasium with lockers, shower
l)aths and swimming |)ool. Several excellent tennis

courts have been made on the grounds near
Memorial Hall.

The course in the department of Expression
helps in relating a girl to herself through under-
standing and controlling the expression of herself
in all the activities of life.

hverv- effort is made to develop within each
pupd a discriminating sense of tone in her own
sj)eaking voice so that she may mo<lulate it. and.
with the training that is given her. develop a
quality that is agreeable and a speevh that is clearlv
enunciated.

The School offiousehold Science through the
generosity of Mrs. Massey-Treble, of Toronto, is

equipijed with all modem appliances. The work
IS carried on in a well-equipped laboratory by
means of lectures, text-books and laboratory prac-
tice. The course covers the study of foo<l princi-
ples, food comjMsition. and methods of cooking.
Esiiecial emphasis is laid uihjii the preparation of
nutritious foods, such as cereals, soups, salads,
meats and bread : but lessons are also given in
desserts, candies and chafing-dish cooking. The
course treats of the house, its location, .sanitation
nnd care

: the proper use and apportionment oi an
income: the keeping of household accounts: ihe
art of marketing; food values and the care of
foods.

The Conservatory of Music furnishes instr
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tioti ill Piano, Organ, Violin antl Vocal Culture.
The standard of teaching is high, and there
is constant insistence on the great importance of
Music as a cultural force. The pupils are, from
the outset, taught to familiarize themselves with
the works of the great masters of the Art. Atten-
tion is given to interpretation and general musical
culture, the importance of technical training is

fully recognized, and the work done in this de-
])artment is thorough and precise.

In the department of Vocal Cuhure good
quality of voice is the aim rather than powerful
tone, and every effort is made to avoid the com-
mon evil of straining and forcing the voice when
too young.

Breath endurance and clearness of enunciation

The Owen's Museum of Fine Arts, with its

These subjects are studied
not only for their value in picture making and
picture appreciation, but also for their use in the
many practical problems involving taste, common
to all women of this age.
