gave out the following statement to 
th« Canadian Associated Press: De­
lays in connection with the

It 
is anticipated that the approaching 
conversations at Paris, between the 
representatives of title allied nations, 
will greatly expedite the proceedings 
of the conference whenever the formal 
sessions begin.

In many parts of Europe, the struc-- 
ture of organized society has been 
either wholly or partially destroyed. 
It will be necessary to establish firm 
foundations upon which to erect the 
new social order. In Russia, terror­
ism and anarchy, posing in the guise 
of liberty, have succeeded for the 
moment in oppressing the people who 
are unable to utilize their

fanatical spirit thus aroused may 
spread to those in other nations who 
lack food and employment. The pres­
ent disorders in Germany aye not 
without significance In thld 
spect. Difficult is the task that con­
fronts the allied nations in restoring

Would it not be well to begin with 

the league which we actually have in 
existence, the league of the allies 
who have fought thru this great war? 
Let us at the peace table see that real 
justice is done as among these allies, 
and that while the sternest repara­
tion is demanded from our foes for 
such horrors as those committed in 
Belgium, northern France, Armenia 
and the sinking of the Lusitania, no­
thing should be done in the spirit of 
mere vengeance. Then let us agree 
to extend the privileges of the league 
as rapidly as their conduct warrants 
it to other nations, doubtless discrim­
inating between those who would have 
a guiding part in the league and the 
weak nations who would be entitled 
to the privileges of membership but 
who would not be entitled to a guid­
ing voice in the councils- Let each 
nation reserve to itself and for its 
own decision, and let it clearly set 
fjfth questions which are non-justi- 
cteile Let nothing be done that will 

-interfere with our preparing for 
own defence by introducing a system 
of universal obligatory military train­
ing modeled on the Swiss plan.

“Oh, Boy!’’ the Comstock and El­

liott musical comedy at the Royal 
Alexandra Theatre this week, is full 
of comedy and tuneful' music, and is 
carried along by the spontaneous fun 
of Anna Wheaton, a comedienne of 
rare ability. .

The play opens in the bachelor 
apartments of George Budd (Charles 
Compton), where a party is being 
given by his friend, Jim Marvin (Hal 
Forde). Budd has been married se­
cretly that night, but his young bride 
decides she will return home and that 
they will keep the marriage a secret. 
She leaves for home, but leaves part 
of her wardrobe behind, and compli­
cations arise when Jackie Sampson 
(Anna Wheaton), art actress, comes 
in via the fire escapte to 
policeman whom she 'has struck in a 
melee at a cafe. When the policeman 
arrives Jackie is introduced as Mrs. 
Budd in order to explain the situa­
tion. From then on it is a series of 
complications -Which are all straight­
ened out in the last act.

There are several tuneful musical 
numbers, the best known and most 
popular being “Till the Clouds Roll 
By,” “An Old-Fashioned Wife,” and 
“Nesting Time." Anna Wheaton re­
ceives excellent support for her com­
edy in Hal Forde, while Eileen Wil- 

Lou Carter, the real wife of 
George Budd, is most attractive; but 
it is to Anna Wheaton that the honors 
of "Oh, Boy!” fall.

Probably one of the sweetest and 
most romantic Irish dramas .ever seen 
on any Toronto stage is playing at the 
(Jrand Theatre this week. The pro­
duction is “Sweet Innisfallen.” star­
ring Bernard Daly, who is a very mel­
low tenor singer.
Cowan is to be congratulated on se­
curing this production for Toronto 
theatregoers.

Typical Irish life and music is the 
keynote of the whole show, and while 
Mr. Daly has several numbers of ex­
ceptional merit, the plot is carefully 
laid out, and can easily be followed.

George E. Richardson, as Myles 
Regan, has a heavy emotional part. 
His mad scene is without doubt one 
of the features of the evening’s en­
tertainment. Nora Shannon (Miss 
Kirteen Forrest), is a typical Irish 
colleen; while her part is light she is 
very versatile, and puts the necessary 
touches of humor to the play.

"Penrod’’ is not only a novelty, but 
it is clever, ingenious and amusing 
beyond any show of the season so 
far. The big audience at the Prin­
cess last night were ceaseless in their 
laughter while tihe curtain was up, 
and the sympathy with the bad boy 
of the period was universal.
Sawyer and Tom Bailey and Tom 
Rodman all contribute to a great tra­
dition of boyhood, and Penrod Scho­
field, as represented by Master Andrew 
Lawlor, becomes another in the clas­
sic gallery. Sam Williams, by Master 
Richard Ross, was equally good in his 
great examination scene, when Mr. 
Schofield tried to break thru tihe veil 
of prevarication and elusiveness the 
youngster put up. The plot is good 
enough to carry the string of epi­
sodes which' introduce the two boys 
and their colored friends, Herman and 
Verman, excellently done by Masters 
Charles Whitfield and Thomas Mc­
Cann. Two other children, Marjorie 
Jones and George Bassett, are done 
by Barbara Newberry and Gardner 
Lawlor.

The performance was in aid of the 
Hospital for Sick Children, and great 
confusion occurred thru the unex­
pected demand for war tax tickets at 
a charity performance.

New York, Jan. 13—Minor league club- 
owners and managers-are expected to 
make a determined effort' to obtain relief 
from the present draft regulations at a 
series of baseball meeting which will be­
gin here tomorrow,' according to state­
ments by officials arriving today

Several informal conferences were held 
this afternoon, at which the matter was 
discussed from every angle, and it was 
tiie general opinion that a new agreement 
must be reached with the major leagues, 
if the minors are to share in the base­
ball prosperity of the future.

The draft and optional rules between 
the two divisions of organized baseball 
will be considered at two meetings to­
morrow, which will usher in the most 
Important week of baseball conferences 
in many years. The New International 
L^jigue will convene in the forenoon, and. 
after a .shaft session, adjourn to attend 
a later joint session with the National 
Association of 
Leagues.

The first meeting of the two local 
Irish senior O.H.A. teams provided 
plenty of excitement as expected. The 
hockey might have been a little more 
polished to suit the critical fan, but 
the boys made up for this by the spirit 
they put into the game. St. Patricks 
■were winners over Newman Hall, S to 
6, but every minute of the game was 
jammed with thrills.

It was the most strenuous checking 
game of the season, and it needed a 
tight rein on the proceedings to keep 
the .boys from breaking out.

The T. & D. delegates met last night 
to receive the report of their represen­
tatives of the conference with the Pro­
vincial League representatives, which was 
held on Saturday with a view to forming 
a fusion between the two bodies. Every 
senior club was represented, and all took 
part in the. discussion, which was of a 
lengthy and interesting nature. The out­
come was that they thought that an 
amalgamation would be all for the good 
of the game, and for this reason alone 
they decided to give their representatives 
a free hand regarding the name of the 
new venture and the inclusion of the 
Hamilton team. It was not without feel­
ings of regret that they conceded the 
point of the name, as they are still of 
the opinion that the T. & D. F. A. is 
the most appropriate name, but they 
felt that if a name going to stand in the 
way of the progress of the game they 
would ctmeede the point and leave it to 
the discretion of their representatives.

Are Best Buyers.

Another minor league veteran, the 
president of the league, said : "The mi­
nors buy three times, as many players 
from the majors, in dollars, each season 
as the majors do from the minors. It fre­
quently happens that a big league club 
will draft one ar more players from one 
of my tean)s, and after a sshoit trial turn 
them back to a -ival club, thereby weak 
ening one and strengthening the other,, 
without regard to conditions in our 
league. These are just a few of the in­
justices of the draft at the present time. 
Unless the draft is lifted or revised, I a ni 
afraid that we have come to the parting 
of the ways."

Joe Tinker, who is a member of the 
minor league committee which is trying 
to procure reforms from the major 
leagues, was Insistent that the draft must 
be lifted.

“Heretofore the minor leagues have 
asked, and when they have been turned 
down they took it gracefully,” said Tin­
ker. "This time wo will ask. and if the 
request is turned down we will demand.”

Tinker intimated that the National As­
sociation of Minor Leagues would break 
from the major leagues if the request for 
emancipation from the draft is turned 
down. He admitted, however, that the 
major leagues have shown a conciliatory 
attitude to the minor leagues. He said 
the nâtionai commission agreed to limit 
the number of players that could be draft­
ed to one from each minor league club, 
and also expressed a willingness to re­
duce the number of players a big league 
coflld let out under optional agreement 
from eight to two. This, however, is 
not satisfactory to the minors, who want 
to have all drafts and optional agree­
ments eliminated from baseball.

Mum as Clams. .
A few major league magnates who 

were among the early arrivals refused 
to discuss the situation other than to say 
that the matter would be given careful 
study, and that minor leaguers would 
have an opportunity to exploit their al­
leged grievances when they present their 
case to a joint committee composed of 
National arid American League represen­
tatives and the national commission. The 
conference probably will be held on Fri­
day. Another meeting was added to the 
already long schedule of sessions today, 
when Secretary-Treasurer McCready of 
the Baseball Writers’ Association issued 
a call for the annual meeting of that or­
ganization and set the date for next 
Thursday.

New International Sjarts the Ball 
Rolling This Morning in 

New York.

60! :New York, Jan, 13.—Baseball club 

owners and league officials are gath­
ering in this oity tonight for one of 
the most important series of confer­
ences in the history of the professional 
game. The reconstruction period in 
baseball has arrived and for tire re­
mainder of the week all those finan­
cially conectcd with the sport will 
struggle with the problems which have 
followed in the wake of the world war.

Magnates and players of high and 
low degree, who will ultimately be af­
fected by the result of the coming de­
cisions, are arriving from all parts of 
the country and for the next few days 
the national game, insofar as it relates 
to leagues and professional participants 
will be the subject of serious study arid 
consultation. ^

The week of conference will 
morrow forenoon with a meeting of the 
New International League, and close 
with a series of joint sessions between 
the ■ Nâtionai and American Leagues^ 
which are expected to last until Satur­
day. Taken in chronological order the 
proceedings will move forward somewhat 
along the following lines:

The New International League will 
meet Tuesday forenoon, and after a 
special session will later attend the af­
ternoon meeting of the National As­
sociation of Professional Leagues. At 
these conferences a number of ques­
tions, affecting both the minor leagues 
and their relations with the majors, will 
be discussed and a plan of action prob­
ably adopted. The outstanding desire 
of the minor leagues appears to be for 
the abolition of the draft, but " divergent 
opinions are held as to the effect of 
such a move, and it is likely a com­
promise will be reached with the major 
leagues calling for alterations in the 
present draft regulations.

When the National and American 
Leagues convene In joint session the 
subjects for consideration will include 
limitation of players’ salaries, 
rosters and purchase price of stars go­
ing from one major league club to an­
other. The questions of defining a 
limited period for spring training 
construction of the National Commission, 
and new arrangements for the distribu- 
tton of the world series receipts will 
also be taken up. The 1919 schedules 
of the two leagues will be turned over 
to the proper committees for routing 
disposal, while the draft and optional 
agreements with the rriinor leagues will 
receive proper consideration

The personnel of the National Com­
mission will undoubtedly be the subject 
of lengthy discussion. The National 
League is on record as favoring a one- 
man or a new and neutral chairman in 
case the thrçe-man commission is 
tinned.

The American League, as a whole, 
appears to hold for a continuation of 
the present organization. Some of the 
magnates would like to fix a similar 
player limit for both leagues. Last 
season the National held to eighteen, 
while the American has adopted a 
twenty-one limit.

If the present opinions are enacted 
Into regulations it is likely that the 
winning and losing club owners in the 
1919 world series will be obliged to turn 
back fifty per cent, of their winnings 
to their respective league treasuries in 
place of the present twenty-five. The 
players will also have to accept a dif­
ferent system of apportionments but just.

That the old order of relation^ between 
employer and employe will, and must, 
change during the period of reconstruc­
tion, was the keynote of an address by 
Peter Wright to the Canadian Manufac­
turers’ Association, at their dinner In the 
Royal Bank last night.

The general secretary of the British 
Seamen’s Union drew a picture of condi­
tions, both moral and economic, as they 
existed befdre the wgr, and then he 
showed the vast difference which separ­
ated pre-war times from the conditions 
of the present. In the past, he stated, it 
had been the whole object of capitalists 
to employ tbeir capital for the sole pur­
pose of creating dividends. In thajr chase 
for the almighty dividend they had lbst 
sight of the human assets, of the wbflter, 
who had been regarded, and used, sim­
ply as a commodity from whom to Ex­
tract surplus value.

stressed the value of edu­
cation of the younger generation at this, 
the most critical time in the history ef 
the world. No reconstruction, he said, 
was possible until more attention was 
paid to this important fabric of the state. 
He found fault with the present system 
of schooling, whereby a teacher wee ex­
pected to supervise and educate some 50 
children, all In one class. This reacted 
on the teacher, who was unable to give 
more Individualistic attentiqn to the 
pupil, fie proposed as a remedy the in­
stallation of a higher grade 0f teachers 
and a lowering of the nymber of tmpk8 
allotted to each teacher.

Housing Problem-
“Housing," said Mr. Wright, "will pl^y 

an important part in the period of re* 
construction." No reconstruction would 
bV-içonsidered perfect unless it assured 
the morker of a proper habitation in 
which he. might enjoy all of the com­
forts and enjoyments which he was en­
titled to. “As tong as a man Is ineffi­
ciently housed." said he, ‘‘so tong will 
he be discontented with his lot.”

Another speaker and guest of honor 
was Capt. A. F. B. Carpenter, V.C., who 
spoke on the “Right Spirit,” The hero 
of Zeebrugge pleaded for a more self 
immolating spirit among the civilian 
population of the nation. "If the same 
spirit were applied in civilian life," he 
said, ."as that which had manifested it- 
self-in the army and navy during the 
war civilian problème would very easily 
be solved." He related several anec­
dotes of the battle in which he played 
such a prominent part, and described in 
some detail the action, which has become 
known thruout the world as one of the 
most daring, as well as one of the mbit 
victorious.

The resolution continues, “the tar­
iff increases of 7% per cent, and 5 
per cent should be immediately re­
pealed. but that there should also be 
an immediate downward revision of 
the tariff in accordance with the om­
nibus resolution moved by the Liberal 
opposition in tlhe house of commons on 
May 22. 1917, in these terms:

*‘(1) That wheat, wheat flour, .and 
all other products of wheat be placed 
upon the free list.

"(2) That farm implements and ma­
chinery, farm tractors, mining, flour 
and sawmill machinery, and repairs for 
same, rough and partly dressed lum­
ber, illuminating, ' lubricating and 
fuel oils, cement, and fertilizers, be 
added to the free list.

"(3). That staple food and food pro­
ducts (other than wheat flour), do­
mestic animals and food, therefore, be 
admitted into Canada free of duty 
when coming from and being the pro­
duct of any country admitting like 
Canadian articles into such country 
free of duty.

“(4). That substantial reductions be 
made in the general tariff on all .arti­
cles imported into Canada, excepting 
luxuries.

“(6). That the Brithth’preference be 
increased to 50 per. cent, of the gen­
eral tariff.
