ronto's good old C Company was last in pro-
cession, but, outside of the Nova Scotia
Company, first in the hearts of the people.
Captain Barker, the survivor-of the dan-
gerous fever, and one of the few to return|
from the sick bed to active duty, was lusti-
ly cheered as he passed between the rows
of redcoats Ccomposing the Royal Engineers
and local militia of Halifax. :
Captain Barker looked rugged and strong;
so did Lieut. Marshall, who was also cheer-
ed. A finer, healthier looking lot of men
than the 400 landed from the Idaho to-day
never wore the Queen’s uniform. Every
man had a smile on his face as he walked
briskly down the gangplank,
Fine Demeanor of the Men,

The soldlers formed on the green sward
in front of the Admiralty offices. The few
movements they went thru were executed
with admirable precision, Even the officers
of the regulars and of the battleship Cres-
cent commented on the fine demeanor of
the men and thelr capaelty for drill. Soon
after 11 o'clock the march began, a march
such as the city of Halifax never gazen
on before, a march which Halifax will
never witness again.

The Grand March.

Mounted policemen led the way, the Band
of the Crescent followed -and then in sue-
cession appeared 600 sailors, marching with
wonderful precision, the Royal Marines, the
Royal Artillery, the returning Canadians,
the Band of the Royal Canadians and the
city militia corps with bands. There must
have been 5000 troops in line. The men in
khakl were of course the heroes. They
were wildly cheered at every step of a
procession extending over miles of streets.
Next in favor were the men from the Cres-
cent, who added to the military appearance
of the march by dragging with them one of
their famous naval guns, To describe the
procession would be but g repetition of
superlative adjectives.

Capt. Barker Proud of His Men.

Captain Barker, bearing the sword which
be carried away with him a year ago,
spoke of the behaviour of his men. He
was enthusiastic in his praise of their
valor and endurance, $

“There were none in the South African
army who could eclipse my men,” he
sald.

Mr. McKinnon
Seems to have been pitchforked into the
county'machine without the consent ¢r en-
dersation of the party at large, and jt is
strange if this treatment is not resented at
the polls. He appears to have been quite
unknown to the people before his very
abrupt advent into tnelr midst, and the
people have heésn obliged to accept the situ.
ation as best they can. Mr, Henderson's
meeting in the Town Hall to-night was in
marked contrast with that held by Mr.
MekKinnon on Tuesday night. Then the hal}
was little mofé than hailf filled.

This Phonograph Speaks Oug
From The London Daily Mail,

A phonograph that shouts so londly that
every word can be heard at a distance of
ten miles has been tested "at Brighton.

You can whisper a sentence into the ira-
chine’'s emall funnel-shaped mouthpliace
and it will repeat it in tones that are more
deafening than the shriek of a liner's
steam siren. Yet every word ls perfectly
articulated, and a shorthand writer ten
miles away can take down the message
as easlly as if you were dictating to him
in_a small room. i

The machine is the invention of Mr.
Horace L. Short of Brighton. In ‘appear-
ance it is merely an ordinary phonograph
with a large trumpet measuring four feet
in lemgth. Inside this trumpet there is a
small and delicate piece of mechanism
that looks something llke a whistle, Th's
is the tongue of the machine.

Instead of the ‘records” being taken on
wax in the usual manner, a sapphire neadie
is made to cut the dots representing the
sound vibrationg on a sllver_cylinder, and
when the needle travels over the me:al
a second time the vibrations cause the
whistle to produce a serles of air waves
and the machine thus becomes a talking
siren which transforms the human voice
into a deafening roar.

The experiments were made near the
Devil’'s Dyke, Brighton, where the imnvent-
or has his workshops. The instrument was
placed on the roof of the laboratory and
was made to repeat a number of sentences.
At a distance of ten miles the sounds were
plainly heard by a large number of peo-
ple, every word being perfectly distinct,
and at a second trial with a favorable
wind it wag found that an unknown raes-
sage could be taken down in shorthand et
a distance of 12 miles. Over the water
the sounds will carry still further, snd
under favorable circumstances, they might
easily be heard by persons on a vessel 15
miles out at sea. Placed on a lighthouse or
lightship, the phonograph would give a
verbal warning that would  be infinitely
more effective than the foghorns and de-
tonators at present in use.

The possibilities of the machine are orac-
tically  endless. It will render loud selec-
tions in the open air that can be lstened
to by thousands of people, or it will shout
news messages that could be heard high
above the roar of the traffic and the thou-
sand nolses of a big city. ;

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Ameriea’s Cup Race Farce.
Boston  Advertiser.

The news that Sir Thomas Lipton has
challenged again for the America’s cup is
probably the beginming of ancther farce
which will be carried out in the name of
fair and decent sport. As a matter of
fact, there is a good deal that is unfuir
about the cup races, which are rather a
travesty on true sport. Yachtsmen in this
section are beginning to appreciate the fact,
and to become intensely disgusted with the
existing condition of things.

Primarily the cup races have become the
amusement of millionaires. None others
need npplg‘ A ‘man _who challenges for or
defends the cup can' count upon spending
$200,000, anyway, and circumstances may.
run his bills up to more than twice that
amount. What a contrast between this
state of thin and the time when the
America was first sent across the ocean hy
a party of yachtsmen who went into the
venture for the sake of sport! Is-not the
time near at hand when the privilege of
defending the America’s cup will go to the
man who will id highest for it? Appa-
rently even now we are mot far from that
condition ol things, .

There Is-a worse feature about the cup
races, in that the spirit of the deed of
gift has been imprudently violated. It was
provided that the challenging vessel should
sall acrosg the Atlantic, this provision be-
ing meant to lnsure that only seaworthy
bouats showld compete for the cup.

The - British have kept rigidly to this
contract. ‘What of the Americans? Since
the days of the Vigilant, has there been
one cup defender that even an experienced
yachtsman would dare to take 50 miles
from land in a hard blow? Would any
sensible man agree to cross the Atlantic
in the Columbla, unless sttended by a
steamer for rescue purposes?

Before the days of the Defender, the

Americans kept up to their side of the im-
plied contract. The Burgess boats were
well bullt and are as good to-day as they
were when they started in the trial races.
Yachts built on Burgess’ models have been
sent to the fishing banks with perfect
safety. The delicate racing machines which
are now chosen to defend the cups are the
fastest yachts afloat, but they can be float-
ed with safety only in sheltered waters, It
is neither sportsmanlike nor even decent to
compel British yachtsmen to bring over
their ntnrdl'.¥ bullt yachts to compete with
these dellcate racing machines. Let both
sides have fair play! -
If racing machines are to compete for
the cup, let both sides have them. If the
cup is a prize for ocean-cruising yachts,
let it be declded so, and enforce the de-
cision. As matters stand, the New York
Yacht Club for years has been. putting np
a huge bunco game upon British challeng-
ers. In doing so they have disgraced the
fame of American sport. They have de-
graded what was once the greatest yacht
race of modern times, not a confidence
game in which the British can never stand
any ‘chatice of winning and any American
milllonaire can purchase a victory, merely
by signing a cheque,

Have Unreservedly Accepted the
Anglo-German Agreement

RUSSIA- MAKES NO OBJECTIONS.

Third Clause Looked Upon as Not
Important So Long as the First

Two Are Adopted.

Washington, Nov. 1,—~The aiignment of
the powers om the Buritish-German agree-
ment is now complete. Aside from Italy
and Austria, whose adherence to the agree-
ment was expected, bwing to their politi-
cal relations with Germany, Japan is the
only one of the powers which has given
unconditional assent to the agreement. As
the matber now stamds, five of the powers
are united in all the terms of the agree-
ment, vi%., Great Britain, Germany, Italy,
Austria and Japan. Three of the powers,
the Unfted States, France and Russia, ac-
cept the clauses relating to the open door
and the territorial integrity of China, but
withhold action lon the third clause to
future procedure, in case any power seizes
territory.

Neither the State Department nor the
Russian Embassy has recelved information
of Russia's answer, tho the Associated
Press, in its London despatches, announc-
ed that the reply had been received at the

WHAT THE PARTIES STAND FOR.
On the Tth of November a new Parlia-
ment will be chosen by the people, There
are two parties In, the fleld, the Minis-
terlalists, who seek a return to power, and
the Opposition, who seek to displace them.
It 1s well worth while for the people of
Canada to comsider, and very carefully,
who are the men leading and representing ,
these two parties, and who will have the
conduct and direction of our affairs for

the next five years.

On the Ministerial side we have Tarte,
Sifton and Blalr. We need scarcely men-
tion Laurier. Tho nominally Premier, rs
it is well known, he is nothing more than
the smooth talker of his party, utterly un-
acquainted with business. 8o far as Tarte,
Blair and Sifton are concerned, we be-
lieve there will be a consensus of opinion
in the Dominion that never before was our
Government disgraced by the presence of
three such corrupt and rapacious adven-
turers, while Tarte, in addition, i1s openly
and treasonably disloyal.

On the other hand, the men representing
the Oppposition, who will hold leading posi-
tions in the new Government if the present
one is defeated, are Sir Charles Tupper,
Hon. Mr. Foster and Hugh John Macdonald,
Of Sir Charles Tupper we may say he has
risen beyond the rank of a mere politiclan,
being recognized both here and In Great
Britain as one of the foremost statesmen
of the age, while Mr. Foster has proved
himself the equal In the management of
our financial affairs of Sir Alexander Galt
or Sir Leonard Tilley. Of Hugh John Mac-
donald we may fairly say that with his
high personal character for unimpeachable
integrity and truthfuiness, and his enorm-
ous popularity and influence in the North-
west, he 1s one of the great forces in Do-
minion polities to-day, Even beyond this,
there Is great love for him in Ontario,
where he is well known and much loved
as the worthy son of a great sire.

These are the leading men of either side.
On the one, Tarte, Blair and Sifton; on
the other Tupper, Foster and Macdonald.
There should bé nd hesitation 'as to which
side to espouse, and we do not think there
will be. The Conservative party is thoro-
ly united, and will support the Opposition
to a man.. With them will go the honest
Reformers, who meant what they sald and
who look for an honest administration and
.economy in the expenditure of the public
funds. Of this there is evidence from every
province in the Dominlon. The honest advo-
cates of temperance who are not hide-
bound political partisans, will also support
the Opposition. They were grossiy tricked
by Sir Wiifrid Laurier, and comparing him
with Hugh John Macdonald they will know
whom to support. Added to these there will
be a preponderating vote from among those
who value our connection with Great Bri-
tain, such men being naturally indignant
at the disloyal and traitorous utterances
of Tarte and his crew, who, knowing they
will be overwhelmed In Ontario, are striv-
ing with might and main to. make Quebec
solid by means of false raclal issues, most
wickedly disseminated. :

Should the present Government .be re-
turned to power the future looks dark. for
Canada. They propound no policy save
that of wide-spread corruption and a grada-
al destruction of the National Policy, while
their | financlal administratipn gortends |
much trouble and financial embarrassment, |
80 soon as the customary hard times return |
after a season of prosperity, for the pre-
sent Government, In this season of pros-
perity all over the world, have had a large-
ly increased revenue, and, in spite of thelr
pledges for economy, have not only spent
the whole, but Increased the publlec debt
by some eight millions, so that when in the
natural course of events our revenues slnk
again we shall find ourselves burthened
with a largely Increased annual expendi-
ture, together with Increased interest on
the public debt.

On the other hand, should the Opposition
succeed we have not only a clearly defined
commercial policy for the benefit of our
whole people, but may rely on the financial
policy announced by Mr. Foster many
years since, when he stated that he had
then reached a scale of expenditure—some
thirty-three millions—at which we should
stop. And we should bear in mind that
he kept it at this mark, while the mem-
bers of the present Government were de-
nouncing it as recklessly extravagant, altho
they speedily ralsed it by more than ten
millions, and this without the inauguration
of any new great work for the advantage of
out country,unless they consider«the Crow's
Nest robbery and the Drummond deal are
'dr the benefit of the country.

MR. ROWELL ON THE PLEBISCITE.

Mr. Rowell has been an ardent prohibi-
tionist for many years. He was a member
of the Temperance and Prohibition Commit-
tee of the General Conference of the Metho-
dist Church that was held in the Metropoli-
tan Church, Septémber, 1898. ‘As a mem-
ber of that committee Mr. Rowell endors-
ed the strong prohibition report that was
presented to the conference. He also ex-
pressed his prohibition sentiments in a
“Mr. Rowell con-
cluded a stirring address,” says The Globe
of Sept. 13, “with a brilllant word plcture
of the future of Canada, if now, at the be-
ginning of the 20th century, she should blot
out this curse of the liquor traffic as she
had now the opportunity to do, an oppor-
tunity never before afforded to a whole
country.” Mr. Rowell was a member of
the Dominion Alllance that met on Tues-
day, Oct. 4, 1898, and decided to ask the
Government to follow up the vote with
legislation,

Being such a pronounced temperance man
and prohibitionist ene would suppose that
Mr. Rowell would fight every inch of the
ground leading in the direction of prohibi-
tion. Strange to say, however, Mr. Rowel!
told the electors of East York at Markham
on Wednesday that Sir WIifrid Laurier
didn’'t deceive the people of Canada, and
especlally the prohibitionists, in regard to
the object and intent of the prohibition
plebiscite. 8ir Wilfrid gave the tempee-
ance people clearly to understand that he
would pass prohibitory legislation if a ma--
jority of the people declared In favor of
prohibition. He did so on several occaslons;
It will be sufficient to cite his categorical
statement made at a public meeting held in
Lindsay on Oct. 21, 1805,

At the conclusion of his (Sir Wilfrid’s)
speech the following letter was put into his
hand:

“Dear Sir,—Would you be so good as to
state what position you will take on the
prohibition question if placed at the head
of the Government at the next general elec-
tion, and oblige,

Mr. Laurier sald: In regard to this gues-
tion of prohibition, this is what I have to
say: The question of prohibition is, as you
know, of very great importance. It engag-
ed the attention of the great Liberal con-
vention which met at Ottawa two years
ago to consider the [mportant questions
which affect the Dominion of Canada, and
the Liberal party then assembled in con-

vention came to a eonclusion. They looked

upon the question in all its bearings. It is
a mighty serious question and very complex,

as_you know, the :Liberal party came
to the conclusion that they would embody
it in their platform upon which they, might
go to the country, that as Soon as they |
came Into power theéy would take a plebls-
cite on that question. That is to say, they
would take a vote of the people upon that
question to ascertain whether the people
of Candda are in favor of the prohibitory
system or not. Gentlemen, I have only this
to say: The policy of the Liberal y will
be faithfully carried out when they come
into power. There shall be a plebiscite, and
the will of the people will be ascertained,
and whatever the will of the people may be
it will be the duty of the uv'grnment to
carry that will into execution.'’*

The plebiscite revealed the fact that ‘“the
will of the people” was in favor of .prohibi-
tion. There was not a prohibitionist vgho
dld not belleve that the will of the people
would be ascertained on this question as it
{s ascertained on all questions, viz.,, by
counting the ballots and finding which side
had the majority. If the well-established
prfhc'lple of majority rule was not to gov-
érn In the plebiscite, why was it taken?
Sir Wilfrid Laurier led the people to believe

that the question would be decided accord- :

ing to the decision of the majority. Mr,
Rowell now tells the electors of East York
that Sir Wiltrid did nothing of the kind.
He says there was no deception in regard to
the plebiscite and the Premier’s subsequent
action thereon. Mr. Rowell's attitude on
this question is right In line with that of
the Premier. It is characterized by the
same duplicity and hypocrisy, and '‘Mr
Rowell stands equally convicted with the
Premier of trying to deceive the people. Bir
Wilfrid's deception is an accomplished fact.
Mr. Rowell has not yet succeeded In de-
celving the electors of East York. It re-
mains to be seen what they will do with
him on Nov.-T.

THE ROUTE OF THE PROCESSION.

Of the two routes discussed by the Recep-
tion Committee yesterday, we think that
advocated by Ald. Cox is the 'better. The
defect in the route adopted by the commit-
tee is that no streets east of Yonge-street
are included. Ald. Cox proposes to remedy
this defect by taking in Hast Queen-street,
from Yonge to Sherbourpe-street, returning
via East King-street. By his route the ex-
cellent facilities for viewing the procession
along West Queen-street, particularly In
the vicinity of the City Hall, will be taken
advantage of. The route proposed by Ald.
Cox may be a nille longer than the other,
but there is no objeétion to it on this score.
In fact, the extra mile Is required to give
the people an opportunity of seelng the
procession. The crowds will be so enor-
mous that unless the route is extended
thousands will not get a view of the return-
Ing troops.

church dignitaries. When the body reach
ed the Cathedra' the choir took the lead
and marched up the aisle singing, “The
Church’'s One Foundation.”” The visiting
bishops tok" seats within the sanctuary,
while the bishop-elect was seated without
the rails. The rura! deans, canons, visit-
ing-clergy, chancellor and lay guests were
placed within the chancel. In the front
gcws were seated the dlocesan clergy. Over
200 persons had been admitted by ticket,
and these thronged the galleries, chavel
and body of the edifice.

Missionary at Szchuen, West China,
SaysfHe Was Well Treated by
the Chinese Officials

REFUSED TO FOLLOW THE EDICT

Issued by the Dowager Empress to

Kill Foreigners—Missionary Out-
look is Bright.

The Rev. George E. Hartwell of Szchuen,
Weést China, a missionary of the Canadian
Methodist Church, arrived in the city yes-
terday afternoon.

Mr. Hartwell, who Is accompanied by
his wife and five children, has been for
the last nkmth in Japan, where he went on
the outbreak of hostilities. He has been
in China for the last ten years, and was
Joth to leave untll ordered to do so by
the British consul at Shanghal and the
Church in Toronto.

Officials Favored Them.
-There was né outbreak in Szchuen, as
Mr. Hartwell says, and all the officlals of
the province were favorably inclined to-
wards missionaries. When leaving they
promised him all the protection in thelr

power if they would remain. They were
exceedingly affable, he sald, and since the
outbreak of '95 -have done every thing in
;!:elr power to make things pleasant for

2000 Miles Inland,

Mr. Hartwell's station i 2000 miles in-
land, and is one of the fertile provinces
of the Yangtse Valley. On returning they
had to come down the river for over two-
thirds of the journey. The Viceroy of
Chentu provided them with an escort of
30 men until they arrived in Shanghal, Mr,
Hartwell reports no disturbances in his dis-
trict beyond a few bands of robbers.

The Empress’ Diabolical Edict.

The officials were so friendly, he sald,
that they refused to carry out the procla-
mation of the Empress Dowager, ordering
the massacre of all foreigners. Some of the
people were inclined to obey the order of
the Government, but all who threatened or
did Injury to the forelgners were threatened
with their lives by the friendly officials.

The Work in China,

Speaking of the result of missionary work
Ins China, Mr, Hartwell was exceedingly
optimlstic of the present and future bene-
fits. He told of the increased circulation,
among the scholars and teachers, of books
of sclence, geography and history. He de-
scribed them as being exceedingly qulek,
with wonderful memories. The better class
are rapidly learning the conditions, geo-
graphy and history of outside countries,
and many of them are even learning the
language, so interested are they, The Chin-
ese, he sald, wonder why the forelgners
are so powerful, and look up to them for
their knowledge.

Manchu Dynasty To Go,

“What do you think will be the outecome
of the present uprising?”,

“Well, if there is no international jeal-
onsy, I think it will be the overthrowing
of the Manchu Dynasty. The mass of the
Chinese are in favor of a purely Chinese
Government instead of that of the Tartar,
and the overthrowing of the Empress Dow-
ager would be very popular.

Splendid Outlook.

“As regards the outlook for missionaries,
It is splendld. The present quelling of dis-
turbances will afford Increased prestige,
#nd serve to Inspire the Chinese with an
Increased respect for our authority, and
that admiration will bring an ambition to
learn more about the powerful foreigners,”

Mr. Hartwell {s on a year's furlough, at
the expiration of which time he will re-
turn to his labors. =
