THE BUILDING OF NEW LINES

Is Now the Great Matter of Interest
to the Government and People
of Manitoba.

CANADIAN NORTHERN IN CONTROL.

Can Build Where They Wish, So
Long as They Ask No Govern-
ment Assistance.

Winnipeg, May 30.—(Special.)—In response
to a question regarding the construction of
pew lines in the province this summer,
Premler Roblin says that matter had not
been definitely decided by the Government
as to the location. ‘““We have asked the
C.P.R.,” said he, ‘“‘to build extensions to
the Snowflake and Waskada branches, but
the price they asked by way of ald was
enormous. For 30 miles of road they
wanted $75,000 bonus. It is true that both
lines run thru a difficult country, and that
a $45,000 bridge would have to be built
across the Souris River. In consideration
of this the Government was willing to
grant about $35,000 aid. The negotiations
are at a standstill, and we can make no
announcement at - present.”

““What about other lines?’ was asked.

“I believe the Canadian Northern has
given Mr. Strevel a contract for 150 miles
of new road wherever they may decide to
build. If the C.N.W. will build without
aid, of course they can locate their lines
where they like, but if they want aid from
the Government they must allow us to fix
the location and say how the money I8
to be expended. We have not decided yet
where the new lines will be located, but I
expect it will be settled In the near future.
The responsibility of tne Northern Pacific
Company in Manitoba ended on Saturday
last. The lines are paying their own ex-
penses this week, and the Government
will lose nothing on them.”

“But to arrive at expenses and receipts
for a week involves a lot of figuring,” sug-
gested the reporter. i

“Oh, we will make a lump sum of It,”
was the answer. ‘“We won’t figure out the
receipts and expenditures for the week
to the last cent. The details of the tem-
porary agreement with the Canadian
Northern for operating are practically set-
tled and we expect to hand the road over
on Saturday. Of course, this holds only
until the original contract can be fultilled
and the mortgage taken.”

“What about the Northern Pacific em-
ployes?”

“We are having no responsibility in the
matter. The Canadian Northern Company
can and will take over just the ones they
need, which I believe will be about half
those now employed, as In many cases men
now engaged can be dispensed with. The
Canadian Northern has full power in the
matter; in fact, I believe the Northern
Pacific were always very extravagant In
the number ¢f men they éngaged, and were
it not for this their lines here would bhave
paid better even than they did.”

The Premier could not say what the new
time-table would be, but thought there
would be very little change noticeable In
the Northern Pacific service.

President Mellen of the Northern Pacific
will arrive to-morrow fromh the south, ac-
companied by several officlals of the road.

Legal steps are still being taken to pre-
vent if possible the issue of bonds in con-
nection with the Manitoba Rallway deal.
The local Government has been asked to
give formal consent to the entry of an

action in the courts.

SEVEN YOUNG PEOPLE DROWNED
WHILE BOATING ON SCHUYLKILL

A Party of Merrymakers Went to a Memorial Day Picnic at Phila-
delphia and Only One Returned Alive—They
Belonged to a Social Club.

Philadelphia, May 30.—A rowboat con-

taining a merry party of eight young people
was swept over Flat Rock dam In the
Schuylkill River this afternoon and seven
of them—five girls and two boys—were
drowned. The victims, all of whom were
Philadelphians, were :

Roy Ricker, aged 18 years.

Florence Densmore, 19 years.

Massie Kennedy, aged 18 years,

Maud Rutter, aged 19 years.

Mamie Sullivan, aged 21 years.

Florence Bond, aged 21 years.

Bertram Osmond, aged 19 years.

The young man saved Is John Moore,
aged 21 years,

The party was composed of members of

the Elm Social Club, one of the numerous
assoclations in this city organized for the

promotion of picnics and other social fune-
tions.
How It Happened.

The above-named persons, with a large
number of others, most of whom resided in
the southern section of the city, organized
a picnic for to-day. They embarked in a
gally decorated wagon early this morning
and pitched their camp at Rose Glen, along
the Schuylkill River, on the northern out-
skirts of this city.

Following their usual custom, the party
split up after dinmer for a row on the

river, and those above mentioned decided |

to go in one boat. This was shortly after
2 o’clock. Boats were accordingly hired
and the two partles set eut for an hour's
fun on the river.

Girls Huddled Together.
All the girls were huddled in the stern,

was sitting on the bow of the boat. After
getting in the middle of the river, and
finding the current - too swift for com-
fort, the boat was rowed in toward
shore. During this time, it was being
carried slowly down the stream. The boy
doing the rowing decided to go thru the
locks. As he approached the dam, he was
hailed by the lock-keeper, not to ‘ap-
proach any closer. The warning was not
heeded, and the yoyng oarsman kept on
rowing until he found that the lock was
closed. He attempted to turn the boat,
which was then about 50 feet from the
dam and 25 feet from the shore, but he
turned the wrong way. A moment later,
and the boat was in the swiftly-moving
current. Reulizing then for the first
time that they were in danger, the giris
began screaming, and the oarsman lost
control of the boat. Swiftly it was car-
ried toward the brink of the falling
waters, and, just as it reached the breast
of the dam, over which 30 inches of
water wias passing, the entire party stood
up, and the boat went over stern first.
Drop of Twelve Feet.

The drop to the rocks below is approxi-
mately 12 feet. The boat struck the water
bottom up, and, as it disappeared, the
whole party was under it. Nothing more
was seen by the few persons who sa
the accident for almost a minute, when
the boat reappeared, with one boy cling-
ing to its keel. Then the second boy wus
geen to come to the surface and make
a frantic effort to reach the shore by
swimming. The six girls never rose to
the surface.

The boy who was swimming, and who
proved to be Osmond, became exhaustedq
and sank before he could be rescued.

Moore, the other boy, who was clinging
to the boat, floated fully half a mile
down the river, and his rescuer had an
exciting time before they landed him iIn
another boat. He was greatly exhausted,
and was slightly Injured by the falling
of the boat. Up to a late hour to-night,
none of the bodies of the victims had

Rev- W. F. Wilson, Brother of Dr.

GOVERNMENT OWNERSHIP PAYS
IS EXPERIENCE OF AUSTRALIA

State Appoints Commissioners, Who Take Over the Maqanement
of the Railways—Development of‘the New Cammon-
wealth Due to System Now in Vogue.

A strong advocate of state-owned rail-
wars is Mr. Thomas Roberts of Adelalde, |
chief mechanical engineer of the South
Australla Government railways, having con-
teol of the locomotive engines, rolling stock
and machinery, who is stopping at the
Queen’s. He has beén in Canada eight
days, but has been six months away from
home, touring Rurope, where he inspected
the leading railways, and is on a similar
eirand to Canada and the United States.
He bas been in Montreal and Ottawa in-
gpceting the electric rallway systems, and
i» conference with E. H. Keating, man-
ager of the Street Railway, gathering in-
formation about the system. In Adelaide
there are 70 miles of horse tramways, and
the public have been clamoring for their
conversion into electric railways to be
taken over and operated by the Govern-
ment. With this contingency in view, Mr.
Roberts was Instructed by the Cabinet of
South Australia to look into the best &vs-
tems of Europe and America, paying spe-
cial attention to the most modern electric
railways. From here he goes to Buffalo,
Detroit and Chicago, and will join the
C.P.R. at Winnipeg to proceed to Van-
couver, thence to Australia.

Government Ownership Succeeds.

Speaking to The World last night, Mr.
Roberts sald he regarded government own-
ership of railways in Australia as a great
success, because it was the means of open-
ing up and developing new country which
would not be developed if it depended on
private enterprise to do it. In several ot»
the Australian colonies, notably New South|
Wales and South Australia, the railways|
pay interest on the bonded capital and cost|

of maintenance, and frequently have hand-
ed over to the treasurers of those colonies
a handsome surplus at the end of ther
financial year.

In Victoria, of which Melbourne is the
capital, they went in some years ago for
building railways into scrub country, where
there was no demand for them, and which
would cost too much to clean up and popu-
late. 'The result was there was no develop-
ment and the railways were a dead loss
to the State; but the time may come wheu |
these lands may be taken up and lines
which are now dead horses to the colony
may become productive. The fact remains
that in Victoria the railways are a dead
loss.

Becoming Uniform,

All the railways in Australia, except two
or three small ones, are State-owned. In
the different colonies they differ as to
gauge. The Queensland Government adopt-
ed the 3 foot 6 inch gauge, New South
Wales 4 foot 8% inch, Victoria 5 foot 3
inch, South Australia 5 foot 3 Inch and 3
foot 6 inch and West Australia 3 foot 6

Fifteen years ago it
was .considered advisable to remove the
railways from political management and
acts were passed by the varlous colonial
governments to appoint three commission-
ers foreach colony. This plan was modi-
fied in South Australla. At the expiration
of seven years an act was passed placing |
the rallways under the control of one com-|
missioner. All the colonies got their chief|
cemmissioner from England, and the Gov-
ersment appointed his colleagues. All the
appointments from the highest to the low-
est were made by the commissioners, who

missed hy resolution of both Houses of
Parliament. In South Australia, with one
commissioner, the three heads of depart-
ments constitute a board of advice to the

commissioner, and all questions of admin-|.gheets, and yesterda noon there were 18

istration and policy are discussed by this
hoard hefore being formulated, particularly
with regard to the expenditure of loan
money. The commissioner is compelled to
call the board together once a month, and |
the minutes go on to the Minister of Pub-|
lic Works for his inspection.

What Progress is Due to.

Australia would never have been develop-
ed without State railways, declared Mr.
Roberts. An instance of the success of
government ownership is afforded by the

lia. That colony has a population of 370,
000, and there are 1860 miles of railways,
which cost to construct £13,000,000
sterling. During the last financial year
these rallways paid interest on borrowed
capital, paid the cost of maintenance and
there 'was a surplus of £70,000 to
hand over to the treasurer of the colony.;
But the object of government rallways is
not to make profit; if they pay handsome-
ly, as in the case of South Australia, the
people should receive, and do recelve, the
L'enefit in lower freights. The railway
policy of Australia will never be altered
now. If the railways were put up to hej
sold to the highest bidder, they would bring
1ore money than they ever cost the State,
Sees No Reason Why.

Mr. Roberts, tho not familiar with the
conditions existing in Canada, does not
see why government railways should not!
be successful here, and he was glad to
learn that a couple of important steps mi
this copnection had been made. |

Toronto Junection, May 80.—The tax rate
for Toronto Junction this year will be
the same as that of last year, nearly 25
mills, if the recommendation of the Ex-
ecutive Committee passes the Council.

THE TELEPHONE SITUATION,

The Bell Telephone Company has a prao-
tical monopoly of the telephone business in
Canada. It may continue to emjoy its
monopely for years to come, If its direc-
tors will only adapt themselves to the
necessities of the . case. There are two
ledding features of the telephone business
which the company must recognize, If It
hopes to hold its own. In the first place,
there Is a widespread demand for a cheap-
er service, and in the second place the
public convenience demands a great exten-
sion of telephone facllities, Judging from
the experience of telephony in the United
States, we think It is quite possible for
the Bell Company to reduce its rates with-
out interfering with .its preofits, and we
are certain that the service can be great-
1y extended, if the company will study the
interests of the people as well as its own
welfare. It is pretty certain that the Beil
Company will have a rival in Toronto be-
fore long. unless it does something to
head off the threatened eompetition. it
would not be difficult for the Councll to ne-
gotiate with responsible men for the instal-
lation of a system in Toronto at rafes
considerably less than those that.-now pre-
vall, We do not think the people desire
to have two telephone systems working
concurrentily over the same territory, but
there certainly will be two systems in
operation before long, unless the Bell Com-
pany makes a move in the direction of
cheaper rates. We think the company will
be studying its own Interests if it opens
up negotiations with the city, with a view
to securing an agreement whereby the
telephone service will be reduced In price
and the company will be granted exclusive
rights within the city for a term of, say,
five years. It should not be difficult to ar-
rive at the rates that would be fair, under
all the conditions surrounding the service
In Toronto. The cost of installing a tele-
phone plant is a know_n quantity, as Is also
the cost of operation and maintenance.
The public are willing to allow the com-
pany a liberal profit on the value of its
investment in Toropto, and, furthermore,
they are willing to ensure the company
in that profit as long as It deals fairly
with subscribers, We think it would be
better for the company to have a fixed
certalnty than to be subjected to the
great expense and annoyance of fighting a
rival concern. Is the company prepared to
make a proposition, or is there to be a
tight? The settlement of the issue rests
with the company to-day. To-morrow the
opportunity may not be available.

On the question of telephone extension,
the company ought to give seme attention
to what has been done in the United
States.. Compared with the telephone com-
panies in the United States, the Bell peo-
ple are much too slow. Telephone con-
veniences might profitably be introdusced
by the company iIn many communities
which are now without a service of any
kind.. The farmers In many parts of the
United States have telephones in thelr
houses. By stringing a dozen or so 'phones
along one wire, the service becomes quite
Inexpensive, while it is satisfactory for
those whose need of the service is limited.
There is an immense fleld for telephoning
in Canada. The territory will certainly
be covered, and that, too, within a short
time. If the Bell people don’t do It,
there are others who will. It remains to
be seen whether the Bell Company wiill
accept the conditions that confront it,
and act accordingly, or whether it will
show fight and induce competition.

THE FAST ATLANTIC SERVICE.

The Quebec Chronicle makes a significant
admission when it states that the terminus
of the proposed fast Atlantic service must |
be a real ocean port, and it selects as the|
very best one for the purpose the harbor|
of North Sydney. It points out that the
harbor of North Sydney is free from dan-
gerous currents, can be reached with ease
at the present rate of the ocean greyhounds
in little over 8% days, and by a route which
is comparatively free alike from the dau-f
gers of fogs and from the risk of interlace-
ment with other crowded ocean routes. Two
vessels would be sufficient to glve a week-
ly service by the North Sydney route. The
Chronicle thinks the St. Lawrence route
must be confined to freight vessels. Ac-
cording to it, Quebec is destined to become
the chief seaport of the St. Lawrence route, |
Montreal is declared to be out of the mce5
because the big vessels of the present day |
can only reach the port at considerable risk, |
while the large freighters of the future |
will not be able to get to Montreal at all. |
This, then, is the solution of the Trans.!
atlantic service as far as Canada is con-t
cerned: a real fast service from North S,vd-:
ney by vessels making up to 25 knots an |
bour, and a freight service via the sr.!
Lawrence, the business being divided be-i
tween Quebec and Montreal. The question !
of selecting a national port is gradually
solving itself. Montreal cannot possibly |
be the terminal of a fast Atlantie service. |
Quebec now forfeits its claim as the ter-"
minal port for the proposed fast service,|
The selection naturally falls to North Syd. |
ney. The whole country would supportl’
the Government in any project looking to-
wards the establishment of a real fast ser
vice from North Sydney to Great Brltnln.{
The project involves the construction of
but two vessels to start with. These!
would give a weekly service, but we th!nk;
the route would become so popular that a
bi-weekly service would soon have to be
given, necessitating the addition of two!
more steamers. |

DISCRIMINATING AGAINST CITY
RESIDENTS.

The residents of the northeastern part |
of the city, who are trying to get the gas
service extended wup Broadview-avenue,
have good reason for appealing to the
Mayor and Council. The latter should do
everything In their power to compel the
company to lay its pipes as requested. The|
company has a network of mains thruout‘l
the suburbs, and the work of extension out~j
side the city limits is now going on as|
briskly as ever. Meanwhile a very dpslr-‘
able residentlal part of the c¢ity is com-
pelled to do without gas, while people who|
live two and three miles beyond the city|
limits are furnished with it at the same|
rates that prevail in the city.

A SBARCHING INVESTIGATION
DEMANDED.

The Investigation Into the sinking of the
passenger steamer Empire State ought to
be a thoro one. The managers say that
the water “came In thru the open port-
holes, or dead-lights, and that the hull is
perfectly sound. If the latter be a fact,
then the sinking of the vessel -was due
to the criminal negligence of the captaln
and officers, How do they explain the
fact that the vessel sank with 600 persons
on board, while the hull was ‘*‘perfectly
sound”? A searching investigation is de-
manded. The accident was within a trifle
of resulting in a horrible disaster.

A DISAPPOINTING CENSUS.

“Growing Time” a Myth, After All,
in the Opinion of a Good
Many People.

An Ottawa despatch says that the re-
port sent out about the population of
Montreal was wide of the mark, and that
the count had been completed for one
ward only. Mr. Blue declares that no In-
formation has been given out from his
bureau, and the suppositious reports sent
out only resuit In the returns being more
closely guarded. Again, it is said, the re
turns are disappointing to the Govern-
ment, and that the “growing time” hur-
rah is not justified by the facts. While
cities and towns show an iIncrease, the
rural sections prove the reverse, In Que-
bec and Ontarlo, especlally the latter,
there have been fallings-off, and it Is now
being questioned whether the day set for
the count was the hest. The method of
getting the statistics s also ecriticised,
and it Is, by some, thought that the Eng-
lish system, by which the head of the
famity fills out the blank, is, after all.
the more accurate method, All these dis-
appointments have, it is belleved in some
quarters, caused the delay in issuing the
returns, for which- the dissatisfaction
among the enumerators has been blamed.

THE PAY OF CANADIANS.

Imperial Gratuity Has Reached
Only About 400 Men, While 3000
Are Entitled to It.

Ottawa, May 30.—(Globe Special.)—Pay-
ment by the Imperial authorities of the spe-
clal war gratuity to Canadians who sexrved
in South Africa stopped some months 1go,
and has not since been resumed. At that

time only about 400 had received the gra-
tuity, out of about 2000 who were en-
titled to it. A couple of cablegrams were
sent to ascertain the cause of the delay,
but without resunlts. It is thought the
explanation of the delay is that the War
Office officials got mixed up in the mul-
tiplicity of accounts, and have been try-
ing to restore order out of chaos. Not a
few Canaglans are still entitled to ar-
rears of "mperial pay. There are men
who took slek and were sent to hospital.
Their Imperial pay stopped when this oc-
curred, and many of them have not re-
celved a cent of money since.

SMALLPOX IN 14 STATES.

And All of the Affected States Bor-
der on Canada.

Ottawa, May 30.—Dr. Montizambert, 1n-
rector of the Public Health Board, learns
that smallpox exists in 14 States. border-
ing on Canada. In Montana and Idaho,
there is no organization for collecting sta-
tistics, but in eleven other States pos-
sessing health boards the aggregate num-
ber of smallpox cases on May 25 last
was T416. No less than 3061 cases were
reported in Minnesota., An outbreak 1s
reported in this State at a place just op-
posite Beaver Mills, in the Rainy River
District, and an officer has been detalled
to patrol the Canadian side and keep the
suspects from crossing. In Beaver Mills
an international bridge is being built over
the Rainy River, so that considerable
traffic centres at this point,

The City Auditors reported that they
had long entertained doubts as to the le-
gality of granting ‘refunds for remnt
of public buildings, halls, etc. They se-
cured the City Selicitor’s opinion on the
matter, which was that the practice was
illegal.

The bill of $785 of the solicitor of the Re-
tail Merchants’ Association was consider-
ed.

The
account will not be gettled until Mr, Ful-
terton is consulted. It was the Retall
Merchants' Association who bronght the
assessment into the Court of Revision,and
not the ecity.

A petition was recéived from property-
owners on Bedford-road, asking that
pitch asphalt be used in the construction
of a new pavement on that thorofare.
Ald. Hubbard complained that contracts
were too loosedy drawn, and the board
decided to insist that the specifications
shall, in future, be so drawn that they
shall, in all cases, contain the name of
the kind of asphalt that was going to be
ased.

Aid. Loudon presented a petition from
'a pumber of North Enders. The petitl-
oners call attention to what they cousider
the unjust and un-British treatment ot
Mr. J. Freer, one of the oldest residents
of Toronto, and who, for the past two
sensons, has faithfully filled the position
of caretaker of the Jesse Ketchum Park.
He has, this season, thoy say, been en-
tirely overlooked, without any notice
whatever, and a man has been placed In
his position who is a total stranger to the
North End of the city. The petitioners
say they feel that un injustice has been
done to a faithful employe of the city.

Will Inspect Road.

In the report of the Committee on
Works, the City Engineer recommended,
on the initiative, that an aspbalt pave-
ment bhe constructed on King-street, from
the east side of Dufferin-street to the
south side of Queen-street. The probable
cost of the work is $55,810, and the city’'s
share $20,750. Neo petition was received
from the property owners, and, in view of
the large amount of the city’s share of
the eost,the recommendution was referred
back. ' In the meantime, the board willl
visit the street.

work to-day. The disagreement was over
the iuncrease in wages, the association hav-
ing previously signed an agreement for a
nine-hour day. The arbitrators failed io

agree, the most the Metal Trades Assocla- |

tion agreed to give being an Increase of 3
per cent. Over 5000 men will be affected
in Chicago, but President O'Connell says
I‘hr machinists are in a good position -10
tight the employers, and he is hopetnl of
the result. The machinists claim that the
Metal Trades Association violated the
agreement, while the latter contend that
the machinists were the trénsgrcssors.
