ters that a party of fifteen anarchists
had arrived in St. Petersburg. Several
arrests were actually made some days
before the assassination of the minister
of the interior and the police had the
assassin’s house marked and a trap
set for his arrest on the night of July
14, but he did not return home,

The bomb which the accomplice
dropped in the canal after the assassi-
nation has been recovered by the po-
lice. It is foreign made, tho it is Le
lieved to have been loaded in St. Pe-
tersburg. It is smalf*&nd melon-shaped,
and is believed to be fully as powerful
as the one that killed M. Von Plehve,

The requiem service at M. Von
Plehve’s house to-night was most im-
pressive. The house was beautifully
decorated with flowers. Madame Von
Piehve and her son were Present at
the ceremony, as were also many offi-
cials and diplomats. A nun in the
habit of her order knelt béfore the

coffin intoning prayers for the dead,
These prayers will be continued with-
out interruption until after the inter-
ment,

Thg emperor was not present at the
requiem to-night, but he will attend
the funeral Sunday afternoon.

SUPPOSED FALL,

London, July 29.—A despatch to
Reuter’s Telegram Company from Wei-

$is Mackenzie Thinks Railway Act
Legalizes Invalid Act.

Ottawa, July 29.—In the senate to-
day, Hon. R. W. Scott, moving
second reading of the bill to amend the
Railway Act, 1903, explained that the
bill retained the right of appeal from
the old railway commitfge of the privy
council to the privy council, preservad
the rights of provincigl legislatures re-
garding Sunday traffic, and provided
that the majority of the directors of
the state-aided railways shall be Bri-
tish subjects, resident in Canada.

Sir Mackenzie Bowell said he under-
stood the Ontario Lord's Day Obser-
vance Act had been ruled ultra vires
by the English courts on the ground
that it jmposed a penalty and only

the federal house could impose penai- |

ties for crimes. This bill, he noticsad,
legalized that act. How, he asked,
could parliament pass an act legalizing
a provincial act which the provincial

legislature had no right to enact? How |

would the clauses affect the trade of
the country? He saw that tramways
were being legislated for, but tram-
ways were entirely under provincial
control. How far would the provisions
regarding directors of railways being
British subjects resident in Canada
affect investments of capital outside of
Caneda? He questfoned the advisa-
bility of retaining this clause.

The two cylinders may be
likened to a pair of ears, and by listen-
ing alternately with them the pilot can
tell the direction from which the sounds
come thru the sea.

OAK APPLES,

The little brown balls populariy
known as ‘“oak apples,” which! may
often be seen growing in clusters upon
ocak twigs, are not a fruit, as some |
suppose, but forms of a disease whivh'
results from the attacks of a minute
gallfly (cynips). This little insect, a
distant cousin of wasps and bees, is
provided with a complicated piercing
ovipositor in her tail, by means of
which she makes little holes 4n the
tender shoots of the oak, laying an
€gg in each, and at the same time in-
troducing a drop of irritant fluid. The
substance of the shoot is thus stimmn-
lated to unnatural growth and pro-
duces an oak apple or “gall,” which
may be regarded as a sort of vegetable
tumor and serves as a home for the |
grub which hatches out of the egg:|
This can easily be seen by cutting
open a young gall, but in an old éne
the insect has escaped by driving a
tunnel to the outside. The oak is in-
fested by many other kinds of gall
Some are tufted, others look like cur-
rants, and others again are the little
brown ‘©ak ‘gpangles’' seen ‘on :he
undersides of the leaves. Each kind
of gallfly leads to the production of a
different kind of gall,

When Judge McDougall made h's
report in 1900 on the investization that
wasg, held into the part played by the
firé' department in municipal politics,
he Baid:

“In most ‘of the princinal cities of
the United States the fire brigades have
been ‘taken out of the hande of the
counciis and placed under commission-
ers. These commissioners are selected
in different methods. In some rities
they are appointed by the mayor; in
others nominated by the mayor and
confirmed by the council; in othsrs
they are elected by the city council.
The mayor is sometimes an ex-officio |
member of the fire commission and
chairman, but often he is expresgly de<
prived of his right to vote in ap-
pointing or discharging members af
the department. Such a provision usu-
ally occurs in cities where the ordi-
nance directs the commission to be
composed of an equal number of com-
missioners from each of the great
parties recognized in national politics.
The usual term of office for commis-
sioners is from three to six years. As
a’'rule politics run thru all municipal
matters across the line, Where the
fire commissioners copsist of an equal
number of Republicans and Democrats,
the foregoing provision ensures a like
composition in the force itself.

“I will not lengthen this report fur-
ther by details of the varied features
of the constitution of the fire com-
misgions fn the different cities in the
United States; suffice it to say, as a
rule the commissioners are not elect-
ed by a direct vote of the neople,
the commissioners ure |
not responsible directly to the electors|
for their official acts. They are thus|
in a position if they are honest men |
and citizens, to adopt a straight-
forward and fearless policy in admin-
istering the affairs of the department.

“The results obtained from this sys-

| tem of governing the fire department,

it is claimed by nearly all municinal |
reformers, amply justify the wisdom |

| of the legislation withdrawing the au- |

thority and control of the fire brigade |
from municipal councils or municipal |
committees, or, in other words, fmm!
the direct representatives of the peo- |
ple.

Away From Wire Pullers.

““As a citizen living all my life in|
Toronto, and a judicial officer for the |
past 17 years in my native city, I hava!
had in that period a very large part!
of my time occupied in considering
municipal questions and munivipal,
problems, and as the result of my ex-|
perience I entirely agree with the opin-
ions expressed by most municipal su-|
thorities that the two departments re- |

| presenting the protection of life and

property in large cities, viz.,  the po-
lice and firemen, can only. attain their}
greatest efficiency and usefulness when |
entirely removed from the control -of
a constantly 'changing body of muni- |
cipal representatives, and when 1hey}
are absolutely taken out of the sphere |
of influence of either political or muni- |
cipal busy-bodies and wire-pullers, . |

“I deem therefore that my report |
would be incomplete without thus]|
frankly expressing my own opinion
uron the important question as to the
changes necessary .to. be mdde in the
government of the . fire department
with the view of.eradicating the evils|
complained of; the  existence. of which |
has led to this investigation,

“The plain,’and to my mind, almost
irresistible. congifision from the evi-
dence 'is that the ‘defects so clearly
established largely, if not entirely, are|
due to the present system of direct |
municipal control of the brigade, Ix
should not' be fully discharging the |
duty cast upon me by your resolutions !
did I not ‘in addition to finding upon
the facts point eut what T deem 10}
be the causes of the trouble. No rea- |
sonable amelioration . of the existing |
conditions can be expected except by a |
radical change in the methods of gov- |
ernment and:-administration. s

“The responsibility of making such |
a change rests upon - the city council |
or the legislature.” |

Give Chief All Power. ’

“I regret that I was not at the meet-
ing,” sald Ald. Noble last night. “Tne
committee should not have said one
word. - When the chief said ‘No’' that
should have ended it. We hold the
chief responsible for the working of the
department, and the. aldermen mizht
as well step in and take charge of a
fire. It was never intended that the
brigade should be a thing of beauty,
but a thing of use, and its first duly
is to protect the citizens against fire.

“While I don’t think there' are any
incompetent men appointed by thas
chief on account of aldermanic influ-
ence, 1 would prefer to have a commise
sion running the department. I don't
think there is much wirepulling done,
for the chief is not afraid to express
his opinion; and if he doesn’'t want
anything he won’t hesitate to say sc,

“I have no faith in these junketing
trips for aldermen, but I believe that
the héads of the departments should g0
and find out the' experience of other
cities.” \

A Wrong Move.

Ald. Fleming, chairman of the fire
and light committee, said he had no
objection to the men turning out as
private citizens. He would like to add

The assassin walked up and down

He did not arouse the slight-
est suspicion on the part of the sevs
eral @blicemen who were almost along-
side him, because he wore an official
(railroad) cap. A uniform of any kind
invariably inspires confidence in Rus-
sia. The murderer must have known
Von Plehve's carriage well, as he paid
no attention to the passage of several
other ministers who had preceded Von
Plehve in going to Peterhof. As soon
as the victim's carriage appeared the
assassin ran forward with the evi~
dent intention of throwing the bomb
thru the window. Von Plehve must
have seen him, and felt his coming
doom before the death-dealing charge
burst. Had the cyclist detective ac-
companying the minister ridden
straight he might have knocked down
the murderer and saved the minister's
| life at the cost of his own, but the
cyclist instinctively swerved, enabling
the assassin to launch th§ infernal
machine.

Lego Will Recover.

The upper part of the battered remse
nants of the deceased minister's port-
folio which was lying in front of his
seat, was reduced to a pulp, and the
lower part was completely riddled with
the nails with which the bomb was
stuffed.

The recovery of Lego, alias Poro-
zeff, the assassin.of Von Plehve, is
practically certain. He is entirely
conscious, altho suffering acute pain
in consequence of the operation in
extracting the spliniters from his abdo-
men, face and arm- Tho taciturn be
no longer refuses to talk. He speaks
Russian fluently, but with a foreign
accent, and declares he had no ac-
ccemplices. The . assassin carefully
avoids giving the slightest clue to his
identity. He admits it was a care-
fully planned crime, says he was ani-
mated by humanitarian motives, and
X does not express the slightest regret.

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OVERHAUL THE FIRE BRIGADE.
The destruction of Eby, Blain'&

Co.'s premises by fire in the late fore-
noon yesterday cast a lurid light on
Ald. Woods' remark that there was
no danger of a fire in the day time,
and therefore that the brigafe might
safely be allowed to take part in the
rarade on Labor Day. Unfortunateiy
there is no close season for fires, and
the elements will not pay due respect
to the demonstration. With the fire
brigade at the exhibition grounds in
holiday parade and tired with their
holiday exertions, the city would cer-
tainly be in a fine position to cope
with a conflagration like that of ves-
terday. Why not include the police,
and trust to the chivalry' of sneak
thieves and burglars to leave the homes
of citizens alone? Crimes are seldom
committed in daylight.

The aldermen who voted for this
shining manifestation of folly certain-
ly had a singular conception of their
duties. Probably Alderman Woods,
who figures so foolishly in ordering
the department out on Labor Day, ras
been interfering in other respects with
the fire department. Certairnlly some-
thing appears to be wrong, and since
yesterday’s fire business men are call-
ing for an  investigation- They want
to know how the department is con-
stituted, and they also want to know
Fow it is administered and whether
there is undue influence of men like
Alderman Woods with the chief of the
department. In a concern that in-
volves the safety of the city there is
no room for labor politics or alder-
manic politics or anything in the way
of undue influence. Appointments to
the department should be on merit
and merit only, and promotions in
the same way. The chief should be
held strictly responsible for the whole
department, and if he is not compe-
tent or the officers under him are not
competent or if any kind of demorali-
zation exists a drastic remedy ought
to be applied.

MR. BLAKE AND HOME RULE.

& banquet in the house of commons the
Irish Nationalists not only rendered
tribute to the most notable member
of their party, but to a man who has
done great things for then: at much
personal sacrifice. Irishmen are never
‘ungrateful, and will forgive much even
to a lifelong enemy for the sake of a
tardy act of reparation or a more gen-
erous appreciation. How much more
then have they reason to enthuse over.
Edward Blake, who has ever had the
couse of Ireland at heart and has free-
ly used his commanding gifts and much
of his substance in what he deemed to
be the best interests of the people to
whom he belonged. It was a matter,
of deep regret when Mr, Blake defini-
tively retired from the public lits of
Canada. He was probably, so far as
native talent, strength of character and
breadth of view are concerned, rhei
greatest Liberal statesman Canada has
yet produced, and it could not but
cause grave concern when he withdrew'
from the ' political life of his native
country., But what Canada has lost
Ireland and the imperial parliament
gained.

Mr. Blake's position in the Britlsh‘
house of commons is a peculiar cne.|
From the first he was recognized to be
emphatically what the famous Dr.|
Chalmers so much admired, ‘“a man 0’|
wecht.” He rapidly secured the ear of
the most critical debating assembly In
the world; his adhesion to the Irish
party gave it a place it had never be-
fore achieved and caused the claims of
home rule to be accorded a more re-
spectful hearing than these had ever
before received. Here, at least, Eng-
lishmen were compelled to recognize,
was a man who advocated home rule
as matter of conviction and without ul-
terior motive—a man whose adhesion
to any cause warranted it worthy of
censideration. Not only so, but he de-
clared himself an “imperialist in the
fullest sense of the word and with the
belief that the destiny of the British
en;pire is to occupy the foremost posi-
tion as a civilizer and Christianizer
thruout the whole world.” This was a
new type of home ruler, and one far
more likely to win adherents in Eng-
land and Scotland than the Anglopho-
bic Irishmen who had hitherto held the
political stage.

John Redmond, chairman of the pat-
ty, who also presided at the banquet,
referred to the transparent disinterest-
edness and calm judgment Wwhich to-|
day made Mr. Blake the most valuable
asset in the Irish councils. In his reply
the distinguished Canadian proved the
truth of Mr. Redmond’s eulogium by
advising the acceptance of an instal-
ment of self-government should such
be offered, and the putting of it in the
till as home rule money for Irelan J.f
The question he desired the country to
address itself to was the present situ-|
ation, forgetting the barren past. Not
till the Irish Nationalists learn the les-
son thus taught will they make much
headway towards the goal of their de-,
sires. One kind of mind wants all or,

WHAT IT MEANS TO RUSSIA.

New York Sun: There {8 no doubt
that M. de Plehve, the Russian minis-
ter of the interior, who was assassin-
ated on Thursday, has been looked upon

1 not only by the Jews and by the ad-

vocates of drastic political reform, but
also by clearsighted and patriotic Rus-
sians, as the evil gehius of his coun-
try ever since he gained the -entire
confidence of Nicholas II. and became
the real head of the czar's govern-
ment.

But for his connivance, not to say
encouragement, the massacre of un-
offending Israelites at Kishineff would
not have occurred. But for him M.
de Witte would have remained minis-
ter of finance, would have carried out
his well planned scheme of fiscal
economy and industrial development,
and would have restrained the war
party from committing Russia to the
reckless adventure of grappling with
Japan at the further end of Asia.
Then again, but for the support re-
ceived from M. de Plehve, the incom-
p.etent Viceroy Alexieff would long
since have been recalled from Man-
churia, and Gen. Kuropatkin
hgve been left at liberty to execute
his original design, which involved the
evacuation of Port Arthur and the con-
centration at Harbin of all the forces
at his disposal.

So long as M. de Plehve lived there
was reason to fear that even graver
blunders would be committed; that all
overtures for peace would be repelled,
and that, by offering intolerable provo-
cation to Great Britain, and thus wid-
ening indefinitely the theatre of the
war, the Russian government might
enter on a course of which the too
probable outcome would be national
bankruptcy and collapse.

Assassination is an execrable crime,
but there are times and circumstances
when even the act of an assassin may
cause an anxious and a humiliated
people to fetch a sigh of relief.

There are few intelligent, honest and
patriotic subjects of the czar who will
not breathe more freely now that they
are delivered from the yoke of a de-
tested and a dreaded minister.

We shall not be surprised to hear
that the death of M. de Plehve has
been followed by the return of M, de
Witte to power; by the peremptory
recall of Viceroy Alexieff from Man-
churia, by the prompt adjustment cof
all matters in dispute with England,
and by the exhibition of a willingness
to terminate on equitable terms a war
that should never have begun.

TIP FOR OFFICE-SEEKERS,

Herr Bellachino was once to Berlin
what Signor Blitz was to this coun-
try. Herr B. had a great desire to

become magician to the court, and in
order to accomplish his wish sought
an interview with Kaiser Wilhelm.
Admitted into the emperor’s presence,
he stated the object of his visit. The
emperor told him his desire should be
granted if he could do anything at all
unusual. Thereupon he requested the
emperor to take a pen and write what
he wished him to do. Kaiser Wilhelm
turned to his writing desk, took up his
customary pen, dipped it into the ink,
and essayed to write; but with all his
force and power the pen could not be
made to form a letter. He laid it down,
and tried a second one with no better
effect. Herr Bellachino then said,
“Try a third, your majesty, and write,
“Bellachino is appointed court magic-
ian." The emperor tried a third pen,
and it instantly wrote as freely as
usual; laughing, he threw it down,
and assured the magician his wish
was granted.

Inflammable Material Gave Flames
Good Headway- Firemen Deny
Criticisms.

An open case of matches, one of
some half a hundred, which were stor-
ed in the upper floor of the Eby, Blain
grocery warehouse on East Front-
street is held responsible for having
| béen the cause of a fire which zut-
I ted the entire flat. There were no
employes there at the time, and the
first notification of fire was received
from the Cortland Electric Protection
Co., who, about 10.30, telephoned the
office to inquire if there was a fire
in the building. The clerk] said he
didn’t think so, and just then a warn-
ing cry came from the street, Alarms
were turned in from boxes 3, 4 and 5.
The charge is made by some that the
department was slow in responding,
but it seems strange that this charge
is never heard of except when a fire
has assumed proportions, It is said
jone clerk tried to send in an alarm
‘from an automatic alarm signal and
haother at Front and Yonge asked a
boy what he should do.

As a matter of fact, the firemen de-
{ clare that they made a good run under
jordinary conditions, and that the
{ flames had such . a start among
|the very inflammable material is
hardly to be held against their ac-
- count. The fire had such a hold when
discovered that the firm's employes
were unable to reach the private hose
attached to the standpipe on the flat
and the heat and the dense sulphur-
ous fumes drove the amateur firemen
| back down the stairs. The flat was
stored with matches, woodenware,
cases of soap, etc., peanuts, tons of
green coffee, bales of excelsior, and
other wooden stuff that was fine food
for fire,

Fighting the Flames.

Chief Thompson responded with the
Bay-street companies and Aerial 2 was
run up on the Scott-street side and a
line of hose carried up,and the firemen,
| despite the suffocating position, held
!it bravely. Aerial 1 was run up from
! Front-street and manned as a waler
tewer. The water tower was in opera-
tion from the Scott-street side with-
in fifteen minutes and these three
heavy engine streams did effective ser-
vice. Other lays were taken up in-
side the building and carried to the
very thick of the fray, but the men
were unable to stand the strain for
long. There was absolutely no chance
to fight the fire from within, as there
was but oné narrow winding stairway.
From without, lays of hose were also
carried to the roof of the Beaver
Faper Co. building to the south and vp
ladders. In all the operations with
ladder appliances on Scott-street
firemen were greatly hampered by the
network of wires.

It was not until the fire ate its way
thru the roof that the firemen were
able to get to close quarters, and by
noon it was under control. The fire
did not come down in the building at
all, but tons of water was poured in,
and the large stock on hand will be
heavily ‘damaged from , water and
smoke,

Correspondent Asserts Toronto Young
People Need Restraining
Influences.

Editor World: Not with the signifi-
cance that William the Conqueror ore,
dered it to be rung, or as the term imse
plies (couvre-feu, or cover fire), as a
signal for the people to extinguish all
fires and retire to rest, but with a very
mvuvch greater significance, for all chil=
dren under 16 years of age to promptly
return to their homes. !

With anything like parental love in
one’'s heart -and regard for the futurs
welfare of our country, a few nightly
observations would be all, in my opin-
ion, that would be necessary for a
prompt affirmative answer to this ques-
tion,

On the streets of our city
sands of children, ranging from

to 16  years of age, may
be seen till 10 or even 11 o'clock at
night. Couples here and couples there,
groups here and groups there, in comse
bromising positions. Now what is the
likely outcome or tendency of such a
life? Could it possibly be glevatiag,
physically, morally or mentally? ‘Lhe
proper physical and mental develop=-
ment of a child under 10 years requires
that he should be in bed not later than
8 o'clock, and between the ages of 1V
and 16 not later than 9 o'clock. *'The
very witcning ume ot nignt, wnen heil
iwsest preatues ouct contagion to
the worid,”’ ot whicn shake-
speare speaks, begins at an
£arty hour tor these young, sus-
ceptible minds. We could nave no bet-
ter scnool ror vice, no better means 1or
tne uevelopment of criminals ana de-
generates than the streets of any large
¢city 4t night,

‘1o wne Young Mind,

In order to properly appreciate the

thou-

danger of the temptations of our
streets to the impressionable mind of
our youth, we must first consider the
deveiopment of the mind, and this hs;
well inustrated by Locke in his work
on the human unaerstanding. He coin-
pares the human brain to a mass of
wax, sotit at first and very impression=
able, but as each decade passcs it be-
comes harder and harder and less and
less impressionable, Feor instance, you
may taik with the octogenarian of the
events of the first ten or twenty years
of his life, which he can recail with
wonderful vividness, but could, prob-
ably, not recall one event of tne pre-
ceaing day. The brothernood of the R.
C. Church, who have wonderful oppor-
tunities tor observation along this line,
wili tell you that if they have the train-
ing of a child for the first ten or fifteen
Years of his life, they have little fear of
him after that, *‘Just as the twig 18
bent the tree is dnclined.” The very
darkness itself, which seems to suggest
the laying of plots, the listening of the
Younger and more innocent to the taivs
¢0f the older and more hardened all
tend to make the vices which seem like
monsters at first, by frequent assocla-
tion becomes endurable; then
pity; then embrace.
How Criminals Breed,

Statistics show that the ériminals of
to-day were the street arabs of yester-
day; but unfortunately the state or
the corporation seems to think that it
should not interfere until these dear
little ones have graduated in the school
of vice and have become a nuisauce
and a curse to the community and to
their home. The medical profession;
has by bending its energies in the line
of prevention of disease saved the pub-
lic thousands of dollars anuually, and
in addition an immense saving from
suffering and death. Would not pre-
vention be better than cure for ihe]
morals of our city? I grant that the
work done by reformatories is very
creaitable; but would it not be maore
creditable to commence a little earlisr
and endeavor to save the necessity for
reform? To/my mind there is no
more potent/ factor in that direction
than the keeping of the children off the

In the City of Tororito, with a pouia-
tion of not quite 250,000, during the pust
year. in our children’s court 1000 chil-
dren had judgment passed on them.

They wanted to get a nearer view
of me, and accordingly ordered me to
come closer, I obeyed with sincerity,
as they had guns in their hands, but
I wondered what would happen to a
man who, under similar circumstances,
did not know enough Russian to un-
derstand them and continued to ride
on.

Raiders North of Mukden.

About the time I was thus stopped
the railway several bodies of
mounted Japanese, each party number-
ing several thousand, had actually
found their way, in direct imitation-of
Dewet when he invaded Cape Colony,
as far as thirty miles to the north of
Mukden, their object being presumab-
ly to ascertain as much as they could
of the disposition of the Russian forces

and at the same time to injure the!

railway. .

Repeated attempts were made by
them to carry out this
of their program, and altho these at-
tempts invariably failed, they natur-
ally increased the solicitude with which
the Russians looked after their lines.

Similar attemps were made between

Francis McCullagh, writing to The
New York Herald from Mukden, says:
For the last two hours the air has been
filled with the whistling of locomotives
on the railway, which runs at a shor
distance from the Lama Temple, in
which I am writing; and this sound
will probably continue, with hardly, a
break, for the rest of the day and jor
all the coming night, as it has continu-
ed for months past. :

Sometimes it as a snort, sharp
scream; oftener, it is a prolonged wail.
But, whatever form it takes, there 13
no sound save the sound of guns that
excites meoere interest and apprehension
in Mukden at the present moment than
the whistle of the ordinary railwayl
locomotive.

I need not point out why this is the
case, for in no war that ever was wagedl
has the railway been §uch an import-‘
ant factor as in the present conflict.
On a single line of railway Russia de-
pends entirely for success; on the
chance of that railway proving inade-
quate Japan declared war in February
last.

Aim of Japan’s Attack.

Russia has accordingly told off /an

army’ merely to guard that long rail-

| way, while all Japan's efforts, the at-

tacks on Port Arthur,. the invasion of

{ Manchuria and the landings along the

Liaotung coast have had for their ob-
ject the cutting of that frail but for-
midable line of steel. j

* The attention the Russians have be-
stowed on their railway since the out-
break of the war has been such that
the Chinese might be excused for be-
lieving that the railway locomotive is
the ‘“European god,” and that if not
watched day and night by fervent wor-
shipers with rifles in their hands that
iron deity might inflict some dreadful
punishment on its recalcitrant wor-
shipers.

After Japan began the war something
like a panic seized upon the Russians
with regard to their railway, and Cos-
sacks used to ride along the line .by
night carrying flashlights, by means of
which they could ascertain if the rails

had been tampered with anywhere. €

Admiral Alexieff even issued a proc-
lamation calling on the Chinese to pro-

| tect the line, but I do not think that

this proclamation had the slightest ef-
fect.

The elaborate measures taken to pro-
tect the bridges are already known to
k A considerable body of sol-
diers is generally stationed on each
side of a bridge, which is also pro-
tected by at least one fleld piece. The
approaches to the bridge are lined by
sandbags, which sometimes extand
down the river bank for a distance of
several hundred yards. Nohody is al-
lowed to approach the bridge unless he
is a Russian officer in uniform and is
provided with all sorts of permits sign-
ed lamd countersigned by dozens of offi-
cials.

Each Beam Watched.

Every beam of a bridge is watched
day and night by anxious eyes, the
owners of which are well aware of the
fate which awaits them in case the
bridge sustains injury while they are
not looking.

Even little bridges only a few vards
across are protected by two  soldiers,
who watch in turn, the man off duty
reposing in a little straw hut just cap-
accommodating two persons
and a tea kettle, built close to the rail-
way track.

Altho provided with full credentials
as a war correspondent and with a
conspicuous red brassard, [ have twice

| had difficulties in crossing the line he-

cause I crossed it within about half a
mile of one of these tiny bridges. What
would have happened to me if I had
crossed within sight of a big bridge I
shudder to contemplate,

On one of the two occasions on
which I passed near a small bridge I
had with me a Chinese “mafoo,” who
looks suspiciously like a Japanese, be-
ing' small, wearing corduroys and
generally wearing his queué wound up
inside of a European hat,

As soon as the soldier on guard at
the bridge saw me cross the line he
summoned his companion, and they
asked who I was.

I explained to

them in my best

Mukden and Liaoyang, and only a few
days ago six Japanese cavalrymen
were captured in the vicinity of the
latter town. g

The Japanese not only send mount-
ed scouts in uniform to attack the
railway, they also send peaceful and
heavily paid Chinamen, as well as
Japanese dressed as Chinamen and
bands of Chinese robbers to attempt
the same operation.

Sometimes the encounters between
the Russians who want to guard the

{ line and the Chunchuses who want to

wreck it attain serious dimensions.
About a week ago a band of Chinese
Chunchuses attacked a Cossack de-
tachment and did not retreat ‘until
they lost twenty of their number.

These attempts make everybody in
Mukden anxiously listen for the
whistling of the railway locomotives.
So far, as I have already remarked,
that whistling has been almost con-
tinuous. In fact, the railway hge
fully justified all the hopes placed init.

Prince Khilkoff’'s Work.

It is a marvel, and if it continues
to do its duty for another four months
the Russians should treat it as the
Japanese treat mountains which have
“rendered distinguished service to the
country” by ornamenting the land-
scape, and should make it henceforth
incumbent upon every loyal subject of
the czar to speak of the railway as
“Monsieur the Railway,” in the same
way as the Japanese speak of Fuji-
yama as Fujisan. :

Prince Khilkoff certainlydeserves the
decoration he recently received for the
magnificent work the railway is doing
under his management. The amoun: of

that work is not properly appreciated

by anybody who does not see the trains
o past.

UNION PRESIDENT ARRESTED.

King of Chicago Teamsters Mcets
a Snag.

Chicago, July 29.—President George i,
Golden of the Teamsters’ Union turned
strike picket to-day, defied Police In-
spector Nicholas Hunt, and met a Wa«
terloo. The inspector, with his cliub

whirling in the air, ran up a flight orl

stairs leading to Golden’s office, near
the stock yards, and, seizing the labor
leader by the arm, marched Golden to
the street. The teamsters’ pres.dent was
put in charge of a sergeant and sent
to the Stock Yards police siation a
prisoner. Thus, for a first time, a chief
of the striking thousands wag taken
into custody.
How It Started.

Golden discovered a wagon owned
by Terry & Co. being driven past his
office. Putting his head out of the
\\'%zdow he called to the teamster :
“Where are you going?” ‘

“Anywhere I please, so long as I at-
tend to my own business,” was the re-
ply, whereupon Golden ordered the
driver to turn back.

The inspector heard the commansd,
and reassured the teamster, telling him
to go on about his business. Then came
a war of words, Go'den paying his com-
pliments to the inspector. Hunt shuok
his club at the strike leader, and de-
clared there would be an immediate ar-
rest if Golden did not *shut up.” Gol-
den would not be silent, and his arrest
followed.

Much Excitement.

The arrest caused intense excitement,
and within two minutes several thonu-
sand men had gathered to watch the
proceedings. “‘This is an outrage,” e-
clared Golden. “I have been guilty of
no offence against the law, yet I am
taken up like a common criminal, I
shall see whether a high and mighty in-
spector of police is more high and
mighty than the rights of a e¢itizen.”

At the time of Golden's arrest the
police also took into custody G.. T.
Buser, who was in the teamsters’-head-
quarters. He was charged with inter-
fering with an officer. A patrol wagon
was called from the nearest police sta-
tion, whither the two prisoners wera
taken. Golden had two bondsmen at
the station when he arrived there, nut
the captain in charge, acting under
orders from the inspector, refused to
liberate Golden or Buser on bail.

Both " prisoners were sent to ce'ls
vehemently" protesting against what
they deéclared was an outrage.

movement is a restricted one. ' Cheese ox-
ports continue to show quite a material fall-
Ing off from last year's figures, and the
seriqus decline in prices must.make a  veey
considerable difference in the spending pow-
ers of the farmers. All tbings eonsiderad,
however, general payments are very fairly
maintained, and district fallures are really
few.. The only netable ¢hange in merchin-
dise ,values is a further advance in sugars
by tim local refineries, which was referred
to last week as probable. 5
General wholesale trade has been fair in
Toronto during the past week. In drygo>ds
the total volume of trade this month, it is
admitfed, is hardly up to that of the corr--
sponding month of last year. Prospects,
however, are good, and an active fall besi-
ness is anticipated. Farmers are ahount thra
with. thelr haying, which, on the whele,
has been a satisfacfory crop.  The fa»
wheat yleld will be light, but spring grains |
are doing well. The outlook in Maniteba
and the Northwest provinees is bright, with !
crop! prospects ahove the average. A.large
turnover in drygoods is expected with those
provinces. Cotton goods are somewhat casi-
er in several lines, while woollen goods and
linenes are very firm. There has heen a
fair trade in groderies, with sugars higher.
Teas are in good demand and’‘firm. Hard-
ware and metals fairly active. Wheat is
higher. owinz to limitéd supplies, and in
sympathy with the strength of the leading
markets. There is little change in prices of
general produce. Money rates are unchang-
ed. In the district for the week only three
small, unimportant failures were reported.

RESULT OF TERRORIST PLOT.

How People Regard the Assassin-
tion of Russian Minister,

St. Petersburg, July 29.—The general
public is disposed to regard the Von
Plehve crime as intimately connected
with the far-reaching fterrorist plot re-
vcaled last summer by the arrest of
Gerschunin, the Russian revolutionary
agitator at Kieff, where he ' had gone
to organize an attempt on the em-
peror’s life at Saroff during the cere-
monies incident to the eanonization of
St. Seraphim. The subsequent trial
established the fact that Gerschunin
was the head of a’ murderous conspir--
acy, similar to the Nihilist conspira-
cies of the early eighties, the object of
which was to create a reign of terror in
Rusgia - by killing - ministers, govar-
nors and the emperor himself. Gerschu-
rin is g Jew and was a former petty
official of St. Petersburg. The perpe-
trators of the murders, as well as the
victims, were to be selected by lot.

The series of crimes resulting from
this conspiracy began with the attampt
on the life of Privy Councillor Pobie-
donostseff, chief procurator of the holy
synod, who was fired at py a man nam-
ed Logowski, March 22, 1901, and in-
cluded the killing of M. Bogdanovitch,
ex- governor-general of Ufa, European
Russia, who was assassinated May 19,
1903; M. Bogoliepoff, former minisrer
of public instruction, whe was shot by

Wheat—The short sellers on yesterday’s
decline were urgent buyers on the advance
to-day. There is no pressure of actual
wheat on the market as yet, and will not
19> for some time to ¢ome. The scareity
of contract stocks gives the bull element
a decided advantage, and makes the mark-
ing up process decidedly easy. The Min-
neapolis market took a declded stand,
and led the advance. Around 90%c for
Sept. there was some good selling, but if
previous tactics continue they will be buy-
ers again on any sharp setback in prices.
Some of the northwestern interests who
have bren sending flaftering reports of
crop conditions now qualify previous state-
ments by saying that conditions are more
or less spotted, and show a disposition to
hedge some of their recent reports, all of
which goes to show that no<one ecan tell
positively what a crop will be until har-
wvest time actually arrives. July wheat
was well maintained and probably will not
change much from present prices. To-
morrow will tell the story as to who is
long July wheat, as the final deliveries
will be made at that time. Foreign mar-
kets at present do not cut much figure.
The American Miller and Speculator are
comtrolling factors.

Corn—Speculative interest in corn con-
tnues limited. = This explains the narrow
range of prices from day to day. All kinds
of reports are coming in regarding the
nwew crop. Separating these reports and
analyzing them seem to show that crop
has improved some in appearance during
the past ten days. On the other hand we
bave reliable reports from large sections
of Missouri and Southern and FEastern
Kansas saying that the crop s fa poor
shape, and will never amount to much.
Summing it all up the condition is decided-
Iy spotted, and very backward in many
important sections. This backward con-
dition may become a strong market fac-
tor before August is over. It must be re-
membered that May corn at 45¢ has given
the buyer a chance to make a good proit
every year since 1900.

Oats—A sharp advance in July oats took
place nearv the close to-day, closing. two
cents higher. A bélated short interest in
duly. is in the market, and will have to
cover to-morrow as that i{s the final de-
livery day. Sept. oats firm. We would
advise purchases of Dec. or Sept. on all
setbacks for the present.

Provisions—Market closed firm. A weak
long interest has been closed out. Think
the packing interests are long both ribs
and lard. The chances would seem to
favor further advances. Strike situation
is confusing as to.its effect on prices.

Ennis & Stoppani wired to J. L. Mitcaell,
21 Melinda-street : :

Wheat—Liverpool cables were unexpect-
edly strong early this morning, Broom-
hall attributing the advance there to comi-
paratively strong Amderican markets yes-
terday and smaller Argentine shipments.
Liverpool lost its advance later, closing
unchanged. The opening on this side was
strong and during the session advanced
congiderably on strength of cash and July
wheat and shorts covered freely ali day
and leadink bull interests supported the
market and added materially tp their lines.
Towards noon when consols came 5-18
lower and numerous reports of <lamage hy
rust in spring wheat had begen published
prices were easily advanced, July showing
most strength. Northwestern markets led
in the struggle. The principal influence in
to-day’s strength was the unfavorables re-#
ports from North Dakota. A message from
Kansas City predicted a fMling off in re-
ceipts owing to rains and the passing of
July deal, which is expected te reduce the
demand. The small stocks here make re-
ports of injury to spring wheat wery ef-
fective, and so much has been -said for
smallness of the crop that there is no dis-
position on the part of bears to hammer
the market aggressively, notwithstanding
that present high prices and liberal pri-
mary receipts have reduced the outside
speculative buyingj These bulges look
like a -good spot to liquidate long#wheat
for the present.

Corn—Liverpool was lower, influenced
by a poorer consumptive and speculative
demand. The opening here was steady
but dull, with an entire absence of outside
interest. Professional pit traders were the
best buyers and scalpers the sellers. Re-
ceipts were fairly large and the cash de-
mand fairly moderate.

The statue stands in the St. John’s
Gardens, and two bronze female figures
of heroic size, representing Justice and
Truth, are seated to right and left of
the granite pedestal.
