An engineer who came out from
Porcupine on Wednesday met no less
than nine bollers on the way from
Kelso Mines, where they. had beem
taken off the cars. Two were for the
Bewick-Moreing Co., one for Arm-
strong-McGibbon, two for the power
station at Sandy Falls, one for-the
pumping station for tho new townsite
of Porcupine,“three for the East Dome.

The lot and street survey for the
new. town on the Vane syndicate, on
whi¢h Porcupine station is to be bulit,
is now completed, and themaps will be
put out in a few days. The streets. as
laid out, are 66 feet wide;.the side-
walks are to be:laid down. a water
supply is to be put in, drawn from a
spring which feeds Bobs Lake, where
therg will be a well 42 feet deep. This
spring runs 400 gallons a minute and
will give a copious supply fér. the new
city.® Sanitary conditions will be of
the best, s0 as to ensure cleanliness
and drainage. - ‘The topography of the
new settlement shows an, élavatiorn ot
about 4;0 feet above-Porcupire Lake
and 10 ftet above Bobs Lake.

Th' maln streets in the. new Vane |

plot are In lipe with the streets“in
Porcipine City and will Have the same
names. The main highway of the new
town will be called Queen-street, a
cohtinuation of one of the same name
in Golden City. A site has. been set
aside for a new postoffice. . Sites will
also .be provided for school, church
and city hall. Full provision will be
made’ for fire protection by the laying
down of hydrants at the corners of all
the principal streets.

Arrangements are being completed
for the erection of a first-class hotel,
to be built facing the railway station.

In regard to the rallway, the stéel is
down for six miles from Kelgo to
Frederickhouse River. The crossing of
the river will soon be realized, as work
is now in progréss on the piles for the
bridge. A great deal of grading be-
yond Frederickhouse River, In the di-
réction of Porcupine Lake, is going on.
The engineers hope to have the road
running at the end of May. As soon as
the ice breaks, the launches on the
Frederickhouse River, the Porcupine
River and Porcupine Lake will be
available In eonnection with the rail-
way for the quick transportation of
passengers and freight until the road
is completed.

A large amount of bullding is in
progress. The Murphy House is now
completed in Golden City, an up-to-
date hotel with 60 rooms, three stor-
eys high and with first-class accom-
modation in every respect.

The government have put up an
hospital at the corner of Queen-street,
opposite the station site. Several other
buildings are in course of construction,
including a telephone office and an
office for the Northern Ontario Trust
Co. This latter will be finished in
about four weeks, and is one of Nie
‘most prominent . buildings- which has
been attempted in Poreupine so far.
