A QUESTION

OF LABEL LAW

James McCarthy in Court on
Charge of Infringing on
Label of “Black and White”

- Whiskey.

A very important case was brought ¥p
in the police court. It is a case of in-
fringement of label in which David O.
Roblin, of Taronto, agent for the Dom-
inion of Canada, of James Buchanan &
Co. Ltd., manufacturers of the “Black
& White” whiskey (House of Commons)
alleges that James McCarthy of this city
has sold and has in his possession a
whiskey called the “Senate” whose label
is almost the same as fhat of the “Black
and White.” The whigkey which McCar-
tthy has for sale bears the following words
“A Scotch Whiskey, Black and White,
Specially Selected for the House of Parlia-
ment, James Buchan & Co, Scotch Whis-
key merchants, .Glasgow, Leith and Lon-
don. Distillery, Glenlauchers, Mulben
Glenlivit, N. B,” .

The label on the “Black and White” is
“Scotch Whiskey “Black and White”
Specially Selected for the House of Com-
mons, James Buchanan & Co. Scotch
London, Glenlauchers, Glenlivet Distillery
Mulben, Spegside, N, B.”

'The information as laid is a criminal of-
fence and M. G. Teed and C. F. Haning-
ton of the firm of Haningtom, Teed &
Hanington represented Mr. Roblin.

After James McCarthy had appeared in
court Mr. Roblin took the stand. He
said that he represented the James Bu-
chanan Co. Ltd, of London, England, in
Canada, he being their sole agent in this
country. The twitness, stated that the de-
fendant, James McCarthy, had no au-
thority to affix their labels to bottles. He
said that he was the informant in the
case and was acting on behalf of James
Buchanan. A bottle of the “Senate” sold
by the defendant and one of the original
i“Black and White” were produced in
| court and recognized by the witness. The
witness stated that the label on the “Sen-
ate” bottle was a fraud. He first became
aware of the fraud in July last. He lo-
cated the selling of it first at Halifax and
saw geveral cases of there as well as in
this city. Dealers in St. John told the wit-
néss' that they purchased it from Jas Me-
Carthy. He saw bottles of ‘the “Senate’”
in James MeCarthy’é ‘store on Dock St.
The witness said ‘that the bobtles * were
identical, the label was' the sawe shape,
the type, elc. He said that the flrm wame
of  the “Hemate” Bottle was: bogus for
there wis @mo wsucéh firni in Seotland. The
withess .sdid he saw the liguor for sale
in Mc(arthy’s store known as: the Wine

B. L. Gerow here arrived to defend Mr.|
McCarthy and asked for a postponmeﬂt|

January 2nid and should the case go. there
it will be entered up this sitting.

John Connors, Wiillam O’Keefe, C.
{ Ddmery, Thomas Haley, William Pyne,
James C. Doherty and Frank - Mullins,
liquor merchants, were summoned and
appeared in court.

Thos. Haley stated that he never sold
| the “Senate” brand, but was canvassed
{to buy it by David McLeod. The wit-
| ness understood that McLeod was asso-
i ciated in business with McCarthy.

William O’ Keefe stated that he had one
bottle of the “Senate” now on hand.
He bought twelve bottles of it from David
McLeod last fall. He stated that the
goods came from the Imperial Wine &
Spirit: Co., on Dock gtreet. The witness
thought that it was $8.50 or $9 a case.
The “Black and White’” is $11.20.

James C. Doherty said that he did ot
deal in the “Senate” whiskey at all, and
knew nothing about it.

Wm. H. Pyne, manager of the late
. J. Cronin’s establishment, said that he
bought a case of the “Sendte” from
David McLeod, and a short time ago a
gentleman called on nim and told him
that there would be trouble over the sell-
ing of ‘“‘Senate” whiskey.

John J. Connors said that he was in
the liquor business and kept both whis-!
keys for sale. He bought a case of the
“Senate” from David A. McLeod. Mz-
Leod told the witness that the stock was
in James McCarthy’s place on Dock
street. The witness then went to his
store, and on returning read on the
following invoice: “Received from John
Connors $8.50 in full to date.” The ve-
ceipt was signed ‘‘James McCarthy, per
1 D. A. MeL.”

Frank Mullins said that he handled
| both brands and has sold over two cases
! of the “Senate.” He thought one would
| have to have spectacles on to see the dif-
| ference in the labels on the two bottles.
{ Mr. Teed then stated that he wanted
C. Damery, Robert McCarthy, David A.
McLeod and a Miss Stevens as witnesses.
| The latter three were in the employ of
| the defendant, and the case was adjourn-
ed until 1.45 o’clock.

Anyone who deals in the “Senate”
whiskey until after the settlement of this
| case is, according to the criminal code, |
liable.

Mr. Robbin informed the Times this
morning that this “Senate” whiskey has
been distributed all over Canada, and the
mater will receive a thorough examina-
tion.

I'he case is being tried under sections’
445 to 449 of the code, particularly section
448. The penalty is two years imprison-
ment, with or without hard labor, or to|
fine or to both imprisonment and fine,!
and on summary conviction to four
memths’ imprisonment, with or without|
hard labor, or to a fine not exceedingl
$100.

C. _P. R.: Liner Arrived This ’quing'With 389 Passengers
--- Seventy of Them Quarantined for Measles --- The

Montreal’s First Trip Here.

The steamship berths at Sand Point are
all filled, five steamers loading or unload-
ing at the present time, so that “the
point” bis a busy spot now.

The C. P. R. steamer Montreal arrived

this morning from London and Antwerp
with 389 passengers, all steerage. Of this
number 203 are for points in western
Canada, and 186 have the United States
as their destination. The steanier arrived
off Partridge Island at 2.30 o’clock this
morning and docked at No. 3 berth, Sand
Point, at 11 o’clock. Dr. March boarded
the steamer at the island and on exam-
ination of the passengers found fifteen
cases of measles. These, together with
their families, making a total of 70 people,
were taken to the quarantine station on
the island and the steamer was then al-
lowed to dock.

. This is the first trip made by the Mon-

treal to St. John, The steamer is in com-

i

mand of Capt. G. C. Evans, who will be
remembered by many here as having vis-
ited this port onl the Beaver line steamers
some few years ago. The chief officer, R.
Ryan, is ni)alnng his first visit to St.'John,
but the pumser, P. Strathers, has 'been
here before an:the Allan lipe boats.

Chief Officer Ryan, speaking of the trip
said they had ‘encountered the usual win-
ter weather, no ¥ery rough days being
met with. They ‘wdre three days late
leaving Antwerp, owing te the thick fog
there, While they should have left port
on the 12th, they did not get away until
the 15th, which caused the delay in their
arrival here. One' infant passenger died
during,the voyage, and was buried at sea.
Christmas was spent wvery quietly by all
on board, no special celebration being in-
dulged “in. .

The Montreal is ene «# the largest
of the C. P. R. boats, being 475 feet in
length, 56 in breadth, a total dead weight

of 12,395 toms and a registered tonnage
of 5554. She has about 3,000 tons of gen-
eral cargo for local parties and the west.

The passengers are principally Russian
Jews and Roumanians, a few French and
English being also in the mumber. They
were for the most part a rugged, healthy
Jooking lot and when attired in the garb
of Canadians will no doubt be like credit-
able subjects of the dominion. There are
a great many women and children in the
party and in their strange garbs they
presented a curious sight. Some were at-
tired in lomg sheepskin coats such as
were worn by the Doukhobors on their
arrival here a few years ago. All were
well Joaded down with baggage of la DoD-
descript variety, from wicker baskets and
canvas bags to small trunks of wood or
tin. All ages from eight to eighty were
represented and the jabbering of the var-
ious mnationalities was very amusing for
the bystanders to listen to.

NIAGARA FALLS, N. Y. Dec. 28—
Fire started this morning in the basement
of the old Porter Hotel, mow a pant of
the Imperial hotel, at Falls and Second
streets in the portion occupied by Faxon,
Williams and Faxon, grocers, Fhe occu-
pants of the Porter hotel were startled by
a terrific explosion down wstairs, and al-
most immediately the flames began to
ehoot up through the building. Fortunately
the force of the explosion wasg_sufficient
to arouse all the occupants who were

able to make their escape, but ‘nearly all 1

lost their clothing and personal effects.
The fire quicklyspread through the Por-
ter hotel, and to tthe store of J & G M
Rae, sporting goeds, mnext door. Both
Faxon, Williams & Faxon’s and the Rae
stores are complete losses, about- $25,000

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HAMILTON GIVES

His Statement of His Rela-
tions With the New York
Life Presented Yesterday.

NEW YORK, Dec. 27—Andrew Ha;nil-
ton, legislative representative of the New
York Life Insurance Company in his
statement to the Board of Trustees of the
company presented to the Insuramce In-
vestigating Committee today by John' C

McCall tells why he cannot produce vou-
chers or checks to show to whom and:

in what amounts he had paid out money.
Mr. Hamilton's statement is to the ef-
fect that in consequence of the accepted
understanding of the companies interest-
ed with the N. Y. Life “no demand was
made by me for vouchers from either peo-
ple nor were there any books or accounts
kept by me covering the same.”

The statement continued: ‘“Payment by
my check would necessarily have disclos-
ed the fact that the person receiving -the
check was under retainer by me, and
would thus have necessarily hampered
that portion of my work that was most
Cer-
tificates were generally given. I canmnot
produce my check books or cancelled
checks which relate to affairs other than
those of the New York Life Insurance
Company. I cannot produce my books of
these particular accounts because nome
were ever kept by me. Even if I did
possess them it does not gppear to me|
that the demand for them wculd be a
fair and honest ome. The understanding

that 1 had in undertaking this work was|
distinet and thorough, if it had not been|
so, I should have declined the task.”

whose legal status is quite undermined,
employment of “holding companies”
evade the purposes of the law, reckless
use of the “cumulative dividend” proviso
on preferred stcck issues, a proviso whose
essential viciousness all financiers admit
in private, and, finally the extravagant
underwriting syndicate, hired at the ex-
pense of a new company, usually for the

purpose of deluding the public into a false
view of the real value of the mew securi-|

ties.

The financial plan of the “traction mer-
ger” as ncw made public by the project-
ors of the scheme, provides an interest-
ing study in the finantial expedients enu-
merated in the foregoing list. The exist-
ing capitalization of the companies com-
bined is to be inflated $87,000,000, most
of the increase being mere water.

Even servants
are prevailed on to put away a
little of their weekly or monthly wage,
for a rainy day. Of course the expense
of gebting business is large, but the in-
vestor does mot stop to figure it out.

D. L. Hutchison Says Month of
December Has Been Re-
| markable.

Speaking of - this season’s. weather
conditions, D, . L. = Hutchinsen, of
the ' St. John observatory, said last
evening that the ~fall of 1005 and
the month of De/cemher so-far have been
most remarkable for milkdness.

There has been, he said, an unusual
absence of high winds, and ko far there
has been no such hard frosts as were ex-
perienced last December. The- enowfall
has been less for 1905 than last year, al-
though sleighing came ten days earlier.
The total snowfall for December, 1904,
was 12.9 inches, while so far the®pres-
ent month there, have only been 7.3
inches,

The first time gleigh bells were heard
in the streets the present year was on
December 10, and the first sleighing in
1904 was the 18th of the éame menth.
The first zevo weather in 1004 occurred
on the night of December 21 and early
morning of the 22nd. On the 24th of the
same month the lowest temperature was
2 below and the highest 8 above.

Christmas day, 1904, was fine and clear,
but very cold, Early that morning the
mercury hovered round 7 below, while
the highest point reached during the day
was 6 above, and on ‘the 26th the lowest
was zero, the highest 18 above. The 27th
was warmer. From 4 above in the morn-
ing the mercury cHmbed as high as 22
above before night. Snow began to fall
that afternoon and continued falling till
9.30 in the motning of the 28th, when it
rained’ for a short time. There was not
enough rainfall, however, to take the
snow off, and the 28th was clear with a
temperature of 10 above. The mercury
again touched the cipher on the morning
of ‘the 80th, but climbed to 12 above be-
fore night. The 3lst was [very warm in
the afternoon. In the morning the ther-
mometer stood at 6 above, but before 9
o’clock, at night, it had risen 30 degrees
to 88 with a southwesterly wind and
snow turning to sleet and rain.

So far the lowest temperature for De-
cember, 1905, has been 2 above on the
12th, and the highest 50, on the 3rd. Ex-
cepting the gale of Sunday, the 10th, from
the northeast, the prevailing winds have
been west and northwest. There has also
been a marked absence of high winds,
the velocity being much lower than last
year,
