Tue Paceers of Pexiv.—It is customary for
the monarch to bestow money, food, and clothing
upon the poor of Pekin during winter. The Minis-
ter Chopingteen, formerly first Magistrate or Lord
Mayor of Pekin, who is of a very benetvolent dis-
position, and a great favorite at Court, reminded
| his master of the annual bounty of 300 shih of rice
| for distribution, which was readily granted. The
i population of Pekin is very numerous; and not-
withstanding the many means of earning a subsis-
tence in a large capital, nine-tenths of the inhabit-
ants live from hand to mouth. In very severe
winters, when all labour ceases, the poor hoddle
together in mud hovels, which, besides the door,
have no other aperture than a hole in the roof for
the escape of the smoke, and live upon boiled mil-
let and a linle white cabbage. Many die of star-
vation, but no further notice is taken of them than
that a coffin is procured in most cases, there being
societies expressly established to provide for the
burial of the poor. The misery frequently reaches
to a“great height,such as the largest cities of the
west scarcely ever witness, and thousands congre-
aate, urged on by deapair, to obtain by force a mor-
sel of food from the granaries. Large quanuties
of congee are then boiled, and the pocr wretchea
crowd around the public establishments to obtam
a basinful, which supports them a whole day. No
paupers show so much endurance as the Chinese ;
they lie down to die of starvation with the tost
perfect apathy ; but once roused, and confident in
their numbers, they form a terrible mob, which
nothing can resist,

Mispiice mioxs or T Cowrass.—The im-
mense loss which Great Britain annually sus-
tains by shipwrecks, has induced inquiry into
the causes, and it has been satisfactorily as-
certaired that in most cases it arises from the
misdirections of the compass produced by the
attractive power of the iron used in the con-
struction of the vessels, as well as the fannels,
tanks. and guns cmployed in men-of-war. A
remedy, it is said, can only be obtaized by di-
rect experiment on board each ship, for the
reasou that the result varies in different cases.
From carefuily prepared statisties, it appears
; that the annual loss of Great Britain alone by
! hipwrecks, is over five huudred vessels, To
i remedy this, a compass observatory has been
jestablished, wherc every ship of the Royal
i Nary has its compass adjusted before proceed-

ing upon a cruise. This arrangement as yet
. only applies to naval vessels, and has not been

‘The Colling’ steam ship Pacific, Capt. Nye, at-
rived at New York on Saturday evening last, in 10}
days from Liverpool, being the shortest trip yet
made between those ports ; shorter by several hours
than the late passages of either the Asia or Atlantic
to New York.

The steam ship Hibernia, 45 hours from Boston,
for Liverpool, arrived ot Halifox on Friday marning,
and after receiving the mails, &c. proceeded on her
voyage.

The steam ship Jsia, will leave New York to-
morrow, for Livernool, direct. And the Niagara,
now ten days out from Liverpool, with the mail of
the 14th inst., will proceed direct to New York,
without touching at Halifax. |

The next steaner from Liverpool to Halifax, will
be the Cambria, with the mail of the 21st instant,

The withdrawal of the New York Mail Steamers
fromn Halifax is, of course, caused by the success-
ful competition of the Collins’ line from New York
to Liverpool, which renders 1t necessary that the
English Boats should also run direct between the
two ports. The alleration will be a great loss to
Halifax, while it will virtually deprive us of half
our English Mail privileges; as henceforth the
usuval Mail for the Boston line, vin Halifux, will be
made up in St John on alternate Tuesdays, as
heretofore ; while the Mail for the New York steam-
ers will also be dispatched on the very next Wed-
nesday evenings : rendering the latter of very little
use to correspondents in this Province, We trust
the Legisifluze of the lower Provinces will protest
against this change in the route of the steamers.

It is stated 1n some of the English popers that
the Home Government design to withdraw the
Military from the Colonies, unless their expenses
are defrayed by the Colonies themselves. If this
really be the intention of the Government, we shall
8oon hear more of it—1he report of such ar impor-
tant movement cerlainly requires contirmation, be-
fore it can readily be believed.

Most of the
walls, and all the houses of Jerusalem, were de-
molished by Titus. Who, therefore, can believe in
the assigned localities along the ** Via Dolorosa o
Who can credit that here the Virgin Mary was
born ; there the Saviour instituted the sacrament
of the last supper; or that yonder is the house
where Pilate sat in judgment? Faith does not re-
quire, and true reverence would not be sustained
by, such weak credulity. ~But there is a place
which, above all others, should be approached with
humility—the Church of the Holy Sepulchre— for
cven the greatest cavillers admit that, if it do not
cover oll the sacred localities assigned to it, some,
at least, may lie beneath its roof, and none can be
very far distant from it. It is known that early
in the second century, the pagan conquerors of
Jerusalem erected a statue to Jupiter, on the site
of the Holy Sepulchre,and one to Venus, on Mount
Calvary : thus the very means taken to obliterale
the recollections of thoee localities served, as has
been often remarked, to perpetuate them. The
Christians were never absent from the City, except
at its destruction by Titue, when they took refuge,
for a short time in Pella. In less than two cen-

turies after the destruction of the temple the holy |

places were restored o them; so that they could
ot have forgotten them. Can the Jews forget
the site of the temple ?— Lynch’s Ezpedilion fo the
Dead Sea.

Wood absorbs
milk. and the oily matter in the cream, and soon
becomes foul. Tin, zinc, iron, and other mineral
substances are corroded by milk, by which the milk
18 1njured, or poisoned, and the vessel gradually
destroyed.
used for milk, T'his is glazedwi th lead, which is
consumed by the acid in milk rendering the milk
unwholesome.

Glass is a pure substance, and may be easily
kept in a clean condition; and it is not corroded
by the milk. It is impenetrable by any substance
in milk or cream, and requires far less attention to
keep it in a pure state than those substances that
are liable to corrosion, or Lo imbibe substances that
they contain. For several years glass milk-pans
have been used in England, and they are preferred
to all others, notwithstanding almost every other
available material had been used,

A specimen of this valuable ware has been left
at our office for inspection.

Although
this may seem rather a high price in the beginning,
yet it is low, as the pans are thick and stout, and,
with careful usage, will last for ages; and they
require less labour to keep them in good condition.

Frexcn Fans.—The manufacture of Tans has
flourished in France since the 16th cegtury. Pre-
vious to the first revolation, the chief consumption
of French fans was at our own court, butsince then
the greater portion have been exported abrond, to
Spain and {taly, but chiefly to England, whence
they are sent to Spain. Their vaiue varies con-
siderably ; from 4fr. a dozen, to 100fr. and even
200fr. a piece. Iu Paris alone there are about 600
fanmakers, eerning each three frans a-day, being a
total of 600,000 francs a-year wages paid for this
branch of industry alone. The total number of
fans exported from France is between five and six
willions a-year.—Monitenr Industriel.
