Premier Briand of Framce More
Than Ever Cenvinced — All’
United in Policy as te Greece
and Action at Saloniki

Paris, Jan. 9—While on his way back
to Paris after the Rome conference of
the Entente Allies, Premier Briand made
the following statement in Turin to a
correspondent of the Petit Journal:

“All ‘the chiefs of the allied govern- |
ments decided to maintain the strictest
reserve as to the character and scope of
the decisions ‘reached at the oonfer-
ence. I may say, however, that during
the discussions we found that an abso-
Jute agreement exists among the allies.
‘We decided to accentuate still further the
co-ordination of our efforts.

“Such was the principal object of the
conference and it has been realized. 1
am personally highly satisfied with the
. results of our meetings, and after the
conference at Rome I have more than
ever a deep conviction of our ultimate
victory.”

After the premier’s arrival in Paris an-
other brief council was held by French
ministers in the waiting room at the
railroad terminus.

The Petit Parisien says the Rome con-
ference considered three questions; con-
cerning Greece, in regard to which Italy
hitherto had made certain reservations;
concerning the operations on the Mace-
dor ian front and concerning greabter and
mo 'e effective unity in the direction of
the war. . ;

“As regards ‘Greece,” this newspaper
says, “Italy accepteéd the point of view
of her allies after having obtained the
explanaticis she desired. The agree-
ment as to the operations in Macedonia
als?s complete, thanks largely to the
preseace of General Sarrail (the’Bntente
commander. on the Macedonian frontier)
and General Cadorna, the Italian com-
mander-In-chief, and Great Britain, Rus-
sia, France and Italy will apply one pol-
jey toward Greece and toward making
the n=cessary effort at Saloniki.

“We are obliged to maintain the clos-
est 1:serve as to the organization of al-
lied resources in men and material, as
well as their distribution among the dif-
ferent sectors of the single front, but we
can say that exchanges of material
among the allied countries will be intens-
jfied methodically and regularly. As to
effectives, the decisions naturally are
bound up with the plans of action dis-
cussed at the meetings which were held
by military chiefs apart from the poli-
tical conference; in Re—-z.

AUSTRIANS GNE UP HOPE OF PEACE

Vienna, Jan. 8.--The Austrian press
has abandoned all hope of peace ne-
gotiations and discusses calmly the
prospect of a ‘continuance of the war.
Emperor Charles’ order to the army,
informing the soldiers that the Entente
had refused to accept the Central Pow-
ers’ peace offer, is accepted as final and
editoriai comment is confined to point-
ing out that the only course left is
to maintain the struggle with the coun-
try’s maximum effort.

“On New Year's Eve two officers and
five men of a Montreal battalion left
our trenches and fifteen minutes later
had crossed the enemy's wire and en-
tered his front line trenches without
being detected. Finding no Germans in
the immediate vicinity of the point of
entry, the raiding party commenced to
move down the trench towards a point
where a sentry post was believed to be
located. The trench was full of mud
and water, making movement extreme-
ly difficult, but the post was eventually
reached without any of the enemy being
encountered. .

,  “After waiting for about twenty min-
utes a sentry was heard approaching.
He was overpowered and compelled to
surrender. A second German was over-

dugout and with their two prisoners,
our party returned to their trenches
without further incident.

“The spirit of adventure which leads
to enterprises such as that already de-
: scribed has given our patrols a predom-
'inance, the value of which is difficult
to overestimate. i

“On the night of December 28, a

seized and consolidated by a party of
ap Edmenton regiment.

Preparation

For Big Drive

London, Jan. 9—The Russians are
preparing to launch a great new offen-
sive in the Riga sector, according to a
Copenhagen despatch to the Exchange
Telegraph Company, quoting German
newspaper correspondents on the eastern
front. The Russian troops are said to
be equipped with great quantities of
munitions and backed by large reserves.
Near Mitau and south of Riga the ar-
tillery fire is reported to have constant-
ly increased on both sides during the
last few days and to have now become
extremely violent The weather is
frosty and clear aad the country cover-
ed with snow.

Petrograd, Jan. 9— (Via London) —
German troops on the northern end of
the Russian front launched an offensive
on the positions south of Lake Babit in
the Riga region recently taken by the
Russians, but were thrown back under
the fire of the Russian guns and infan-
try counter-attacks.

“The Russians, by a surprise attack, re-
captured the Island of Glaudon, which
they lost recently, and took seven ma-
chine guns ‘and four trench mortars,
afterwards repulsing a counter-attagk.

Withdraw From Thessaly

Athens, Jan, 7.—Via London, Jan. 9.
—The withdrawal of Greek troops from
Thessaly has virtually been completed.
Women armed with rifles are replacing
the guards on the railroads and bridges
and in the passes. !

In Roumania,

Berlin, Jan. 9—The official report to-
day details desperate fighting in the val-
leys leading into the interior of northern
Roumania and says Galreaska was cap-
tured by storm. Capture of ninety-nine
officers, 5,400 men, three cannon and ten
machine guns is claimed.

Petrograd, Jan. 9—The Russians along
one sector of the front in Roumania
have fallen back without hindrance by
the Teutonic forces to new positions
along the line of the Putna and Sereth
rivers. On the Moldavian western fron-

IS A PAPER TRUST

Washington Starts Iaquiry and
Promises Prosecutien if Evidence
of Violation of Laws is Found

Washington, Jan. 9.—Attorney-Gen-
eral Gregory has taken over the field of
the Federal Trade Commission’s en-
quiry into the print paper market with
a view to determining whether there is
a paper trust. and to instituting civil
and criminal proceedings against manu-
facturers or others who may have vio-
lated the anti-trust laws.

For several weeks past -department of
Jjustice officials have been in frequent
consultation wfith the trade commis-
sion on the situation and are understood
to have under serious consideration the
early institution of grand jury proceed-
ings, at which indictments charging vio-
lation of the criminal section of the law
will be asked.

Officials say they are handicapped by
the fact that more than half of the
print paper consumed in the “United
States is produced in Canada by manu-
factyrers who would be outside the jur-
isdiction of American courts in any
proceedings that might be deemed advis-
able. This condition, however, would
not a}aply to American agents of such
manufacturers.

- The trade commission’s investigation
was conducted in response to a congres-
sional resolution and a report to con-
gress will be made within a few days.
The investigators went into American
and Canadian paper mills for cost of

production and profit figures, and at|

open hearings the commission sought to
ascertain if a combination had been
formed to control prices.

Publishers charged at the hearings
that the manufacturers had combined
both to control prices and to restrict
production. Some testified that manu-
facturers had refused to sell to them be-
cause of their activity in exposing the
manufacturers’ methods. Others de-

clared they had been threatened with |

9—Two valuable pieces
of evidence showing the operation of the
Belgian deportation decrees have been
received from Ghent and Mons. One
statement by -a well-known citizen of
Ghent proves that deported men were
employed on military work near the
French front. Those who resisted were
treated with savage cruelty. The other
is the text of a letter of the deputies and
senators of Mons sent to Governor-Gen-
eral Bissing exposing the falsity of the
excuse that the deportations were made
for the benefit of workmen unemployed.

The Ghent statement follows: Three
raids have already taken place in Ghent.
All men from seventeen to fifty, work-
men and bourgeois, employed .or unem-
ployed, were ordered to assemble in a
large store known as La Gantoise, where
(they were locked.

The usual large receipts from the sale
of bonds are recorded, namely $815,500
and at a loss to the province of $35,150,
while there was paid off the sum of
$4,000. Some $702,000 of these were sold
at 95, while the province .of Saskatche-
wan recently records the sale of $500,000,
5 per cent. bonds at 96.31. Who obtained
the advantage of the difference?

A new “receipt” which has not prev-
iously appeared in the accounts is rail-
way taxes, $58,690. This tax is levied
upon any railway whose gross receipts
per mile exceed an amount named by the
governor-in-couneil, §and is a tax not
upon earnings but ‘per mileage of line.
This tax is proof that the government

. Englishman with his terrific pounding
body blows. No other man within fif-
teen pounds of Wilde can conquer this
human lath.”

“A remarkable peculiarity of Wilde,”
| added Smith, “4s that his arms resemble
| whitened “gas-pipes. And what is more
-wonderful, when he lands a blow the
- party hit is sure he was struck by a piece
of iron. Wilde doesn’t play for any par-
i ticular part of an opponent’s body. He
i hits when there’s an opening and hits
like a ton of bricks. He’s always after
his man, carrying him along at a lightn-
ing pace. With the lightning speed and
the crushing wallops he never fails to
wear down his rival. =

PICKS PETER JACKSON
AS GREATEST FIGHTER

Australian Writer on Boxing Says
Former Negre Champion Was
Best World Ever Saw

It’s hard to decide just who the great-
est fighter in the world was because
there are so many different opinions.

W. F. Corbett, an Australian writer
on boxing, picks Peter Jackson as the
greatest fighter the world ever saw, and
tells -why.

“Peter Jackson was the most gifted
exponent of the Mace school of boxing
I ever knew anything about. He un-
derstood thoroughly how to lead and
counter, and time and measure, and his
footwork always rhymed with his fist-
play. He would duck, snap back and
sidestep in a bewlldering fashion. He
was always within range, so far as his
own attack was concerned, and out of
::mge when his adversary tried retalia-

on.

“Back in 1888, when Jackson fought
George (Chocolate) Godfrey for the col-
ored heavyweight championship of the
world at the old California Athletic
club in San Francisco, his straight left
played sad havoc with ‘Old Ironsides.
Peter, using a left arm which looked as
long as from here tb the other side of
the street, lunged such a beauty once
that he drove Godfrey from his pérpen-
dicular to the horizontal. By and by
Jackson hammered his antagonist over
the heart to such purpose that, when in-
terviewed afterward, that individual re-
lated how he laughed at those wallops
at first, but farther on found himself
‘mesmerized.’ Paralyzed was probably
the word he meant.

“‘Yes,’ said the Boston negro, ‘that
fellow Jackson sure is something uncan-
ny. He mesmerized me so completely
that I did not know where I was’ It
was a right punch to the heart which
eventually settled him. With glazed
eyes and quivering ribs he feebly held
his hand aloft in the nineteenth round
and ackngwiedged defeat. The purse those
two great men fought for then was $1,-
500 (£300), and they thought it splen-
did. A fight of such importance, and
between such remarkable exponents,
would these times insure the boxers
something like $50,000 (£10,000).

“Jackson’s beautiful accurately judged
timing was never seen to such advantage
as when he met Joe McAuliffe, the huge
Mission boy. ‘My b’y Joe, old Barney
Farley called him. For several rounds
Jackson prodded the young giant with
straight lefts, and kept his own head
bobbing to escape McAuliffe’s lumber-
ing backfire. Then Peter feinted Mc-
Auliffe into leading with the left. Joe
straightened his arm and Jackson threw
his head aside and allowed the blow to
pass over his shoulder. While @oing so
he smashed his right across, and a short
spat followed by a trickle of blood from
big Joe’s ear demonstrated that Me-
Auliffe had been effectively and heavily
countered.

“Su'ssequently ‘Joe’ was cut down
slowly and scientifically. He was too
big to take liberties—or rather chances
—with. Jackson whipped him artistic -
ally and returned to his dressing room
without a scratch.

POLICEMAN DIES
FROM PRISONER’S BITE

New York, Jan. 9.—A bite received
on the arm fromn a prisoner he arrested
in last July, has caused the death of
bLingn Meiernan, a New York police-
man, according to the findings of a cor-
{ oner’s inquest.

That Pte. F. Flaherty, of St. John, a
member of the 6th C. M. R., has been
killed by shell fire is reported by com-
rades, but the Red Cross, which for-
wards the news, is careful to announce
that the news is not official.

Last week came a letter from a com-
rede of Pte. Flaherty, in England, say-
ing that he was a prisoner of war in
Germany. :

During the summer his sister, Mrs. A.
R. Peterson, 28 Exmouth street, receiv-
ed word from the Red Cross in Geneva,
Switzerland, saying he was not on the
list of prisomers of war in Germany. On
Dec. 8 came another letter to his wife
from lhe Red Cross, as here given. A
copy was forwarded to Otlawa and sent
thence to the London War Office for
particulars. An answer now is anxious-
ly awaited. The Red Cross letter receiv-
edh on Dec. 8 is as follows:
