admiral, Sir George Rodney, defeated 
the French navy, under Admiral de 
Grasse, in a decisive encounter off the 
Saintes, West Indies. He and his heirs 
were granted an hereditary perpetual 
pension of £2,000 by a grateful natioij. 
Since that date, the British government 
has paid over £260,000 to the various 
heirs.

An arrangement is now being re­
commended by the British treasury to 
Parliament to commute the pension for 
a lump sum payment equal to 21 an­
nual installments, payable to George 
Bridges Harley Guest Rodney, eighth 
Baron Rodney, who is a farmer near 
Fort Saskatchewan, a famous old fort 
of the Royal Northwest Mounted, now 
the Royal Canadian Mounted Police, 
on the Saskatchewan river, in Alberta, 
western Canada.

Insurance Losses Heavier.
About the same property loss for 

1924 as in 1923 but a greater insurance 
loss for the year just closed was the 
forecast of Mr. McLellan, this morn­
ing.

We’ve seen St. Petersburg changed 
to Petrograd—and since then changed 
to Leningrad, and only this week the 
capital of Norway-^&n Important sea- 
port—after bearing the name of Chris­
tiania for 600 years (we’re not that 
Old) has been changed to Oslo.

In New Brunswick we’ve had names 
changed in my recollection, for mucli 
the better. Such names as Quebec, To-I 
ronto, Ottawa and Winnipeg are dis-, 
tinctive and mean something.

regard all we can claim for ourselves 
is that our site was discovered on the 
Saint’s day.
