JUDGE LANDIS, NEW 51

Judge Landis has long been known-as
a baseball fan. He rarely misses a Chic-
ago game, and is a close student of its
finer points. When the Federal League
war broke out, it was before Judge Lan.l-
is that the invaders brought suit to de-
clare the National and American Leaguc
a trust. Judge Landis was not called
upon to hand down = decision, though it
is understood that had he done so he
would have been oblig=d to find in favor
of the Federalss W. O. McGeehan,
sporting editor of the New York Tri-
bune, says that Judge Landis did much
to save organized baseball by delaying
his decision. In the meantime there was
a compromise, and the action was with-
drawn. At that time Judge Landis came
into intimate touch with most of the
principal magnates, and is said to have
deeply impressed them by his knowledze
of both the game of baseball and its
politics. There was some talk then of
asking him to join the National Com-
mission, but when the trouble blew over,
the magnates wire satisfied to leave
things as they were,

The National Commission,

This was the cause of the trouble.
The game then was in the hands of a
National Commission, formed of the
president of the American d.eague, Mr.
Johnson; Mr, Heydler, the president of
the National League, and Garr Her-
mann, president of the Cincinnati Base-
ball Club. The commisgion was domin-
ated by Mr, Johnson through the chair-
man, for it was an open secret that Her-
mann never acted in opposition to John-
son. The latter received an annual sal-
ary of $30,000 and had an unlimited ex-
pense account as well as a long-time ¢oa-
tract. The meetings of the National
‘Commisison in the good old days were
hilarious affairs, and it used to be said
that the commission would never survive
prohibition. Still it might have survived
had there been no scandal, and if Charles
Comiskey had not quarreled with John-
son.

Comhkzy Breaks Away.

Comiskey, the owner of_the Chicago
American League team, had a bitter per-
sonal quarrel with the league president,
and Comiskey Is perhaps the most pop-
ular magnate in baseball, with the ex-
ception of Genial James, the local owner.
He found allies in Col. Ruppert and Col.
Huston, owners of the New York Club,
who were newcomers in baseball, and
who strongly disapproved of what they
termed the unbusinesslike attitude of
Johnson. They had a dispute with him
about the ownership ,of Carl Mayes, a
pitcher, and took the matter into court,
where they succeeded. Harry Frazee, of
the Boston Club, also a newcomer, was
another Insurgent, and Chicago, New
York and Boston were the chief money-
making teams in the Johnson circuit. The
other owners, however, remained loyal
and since there were five of them there
seemed little prospect of putting an end
to the Johnson regime.

. |Demand for Reform,

The came the baseball scandle, and
the demand. for baseball reform spread
from the three owners te the baseball
fans of the United States. The eight
owners in the National League demand-
ed that the old commission be done away
with and a new one, composed of men
not connected professionally with the
game, be appointed. This was called the
Lasker plan, in honor of the Chicage
lawyer who promu)gﬂted it. The sug-
gestion was opposed./by 'Johnson, hui
later on he seemed to approve it. In the
meantime the three insurgent Americar
League owners joined the eight Nationa!
League owners in demanding the aboli-
tion to form a new twelve—club leagu:
if Johnson did not yield. For some littlk
time it appeared certain that there woulc
be another baseball war; but the owner
got together, without elther lawyers o
league officials, and after talking mattcr
over decided that they would have a new
one-man commission. They offered th:
position to Judge Landis, and he¢
accepted.

Ullstein & Co. (Leipzig) have just pub-
lished his “Diplomacy and the World
War.” After luying down the thesis that
it is much easier to. determine which
state showed the best diplumacy during
the war than to fix the atmount of re-
sponsibility for the war that falls on eacu
state, Count Andrassy admits that the
Entente was quite superior to the Cen-
tral Powers in diplomatic tact. Com-
paring England with Germany in pre-
war days, he says: “There was just as
much military power behind King Ed-
ward as behind Emperor William, And
had King Edward been living in 1914 ke
would have taken just as decisive a part
in the question of war or peace as wus
taken by Emperor -William, with this
difference: King Edward always made
the impression of a tactful gentleman in
civilian clothes. Emperor William can-
not be conceived of except as the Su-
preme War Lord in full uniform.”

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HEALTH EDUCATION,. -

A bulletin just issued by the League
of Red Cross Societies, Geneva, contains
a valuable article by Knud Stouman,
chief of the department of vital statis-
tics, on Health Education, At the outsct
he points out that health is the cheapest
of all worldly goods, free as the air and
sunshine; and that most children are
born with the gift of good health. The
problem is to conserve it, but:—

“In the highly developed industrial
centres of the world the first half of
man’s lifetime is spent frequently in

wrecking the natural foundation of his

health, while the second half is occupied
in frantic efforts to restore the lost
blessing.” >
How true this is most people who have
reached middle life fully realize. Too
late they see where lack of regard for
the simple rules of health deprived them
of at least a portion of the blessing, and
left them with a legacy of ills which
were preventable in earlier life. If the
young could but regard the question
from the viewpoint of the old, they
would need no admonition as to the wis-
dom of conserving their health. Mr.
Stouman contends that “not to teach ull
children how to preserve health and not

These preventive measures must begin
with the infant life, even before the child
has come into the world. After its birth
there is a danger “period during which
ignorance or indifference is responsible
for a neéedlessly large toll. It has been
demonstrated that infant mortality may
be greatly reduced by proper care, and
every life so saved is a potential blessing
to the state. Of infant mortality, :Mr.

“Stouman says:—

“In New Zealand only forty-eight in-
fants under one year die out of every
thousand born, and equally low rates
have been reached in several localities of
Australia, the United States~and Great
Britain. The infant mortality in several
European countries is from 150 to 250 per
thousand, and the possibilities for saving
of life are evident. In Eagland and
Wales the infant mortality was actually
reduced from 156 per thousand births
during the period 1896-1900 to 91 per
thousand in 1916. In Switzerland the
corresponding reduction was from 188 in
1876-80 and 143 in 1896-1900 to seventy-
eight in 1916. Most authorities agree
that the principal reasons for a high in-
fant mortality are to be found in the
ignorance of the mother as to proper care
of the child and in unsanitary habits and
customs of the people. Health educa-
tion is then the only remedy.”

The necessity the war has brought for
more determined efforts to cope with
tuberculosis is dealt with in an impres-
ive manner. Mr. Stouman says:—

‘“Tuberculosis selects its victims among
men and women at their best age, tiie
maximum incidence is reached for wo-
men about twenty-five to thirty yeers,
for men at about thirty-five to forty
years of age. The considerably higher
mortality of men in the ihirties and for-

_ ties than of women at these ages is due

in part to unsanitary conditions in the

- workshops which obtain in tov mauy in-

dustries. Tuberculosis is a preventible
disease and much progress has heen mude
as. to its control in most advanced
countries. In New York State the mor-
tality from tuberculosis of ihe lungs was
177 per 100,000 population during the
period 1901-1905, while in 1915 the rte
was only 137; in Switzerland the death
rate from pulmonary tuberculosis wus
201 per 100,000 population in 1900 and
only 132 in 1916. The decrease of Lub-
erculosis had been slowing down already
before the war, and the war years have
brought a new increase almost every-
where; in several cities of Poland, .\us-
.tria, Serbia, etc, we meet now. with
tuberculosis death rates of over. 500 per
100,000 inhabitants. New efforts must
be made, based upon the most reccent
knowledge of tie methods of control so
that we shall not lose the newly gained
advantages.”

The English mathematician, George
King, has prepared a table showing the/
number of lives saved every year in
England and Wales by the reduction of
the death rate of 1910-12 in compuarison
with that of 1871-80. This saving was
in part due to improved sanitary meas-,
yes and in part to the general improve-'
ment of conditions. The table shows a'
saving of the lives or 116,401 males and

If they maintain a sprmit
of confidence, and make the most of
their opportunities to work and to.save,
meeting their purchasing needs wisely
and giving industry a fair chance, there
will be nothing approaching a panic in
' this country. Ox}ce more the people of
the maritime provinces may be thank-
ful that they are not greatly given to
speculation, and that the time of trial

the continent. To cultivate a cheerful
frame of mind is a virtue of the higuest
value in times like this.

ATTACKING BEAUSEJOUR.

: With such a commander as de Vergor,
it is not any surprise that 1i55 should
find the French at Beausejour in a poor
condition to resist an attack in torce
by the English. The traitor leader had
stolen most of the funds and supplies
intended for the security of the gurrison
there, :

So when early in June that year a

Eugland States saiied up the Bay of
Fundy and anchored about five miles
from the French fort there was almost
& panic in the French colony. ‘ihe
Euglish were a splendid type of men,
well equipped and led by trained oi-
ficers. They were the hardy sedtiers
whno had come to the new shores, each un
expert with the musket through long
experience in the wilds of America and
subject to a discipline that made them
“behave very orderly on the Sabbath
day and either stay on board the truns-
ports jor else go to church and not to
stroll up and down the streets.”

When the English appeared, De Vergor
was as badly frigntened as the meanest
peasant in the district. He sent an alarm
to Louisbourg for assistance at once and
ordered every man capable of bearing
arms to take his place within Beasejour.
This gave him a force of about 1,600
men of all clusses—young and old, train-
ed and raw recruits.

He had about 160 regulars who were
eager to resist the invading English, but
Fhey were unable to inspire any enthus-
iasm for the conflict in the hearts of tune
new army that had been calied to the
colors. So fearful were they of defeat
that they begged De Vergor to tureat-

When We Wound Up The
Watch On The Rhine

Narrative of Canadian Participation In
The Occu_ation of Germany
After The Armistice ‘

VIL
(Continued from Monday.)

The fall season in France and Belgium
is noted for its rain and during the time
two years ago when the Canadian div-
isions were on their way to Germany as
a part of the army of occupation, they
met several wet days which made march-
ing somewhat uncomfortable. Incident-
ally the streams which thread the low-
lying lands were swollen to a consider-
able extent by the rainfall—and thereon
hangs a tale,

i - Two years ago today the Second Div-
ision left its billets in the Havelange area
with a twelve or fifteen mile march in
front of them. They traveled by way
of Maffe as far as a small group of
towns in the centre of which were Grand

Han, Petit Han and Durbuy.

One of the artillery units in the divis-
fon sent out an advance party consisting
of one officer and twelve or fourteen
other ranks with instructions to allot bil-
lets for the ineoming troops. As the
route laid down for the main body was,
on account of the weight of guns and
ammunition carried, over the main roads,
the way was longer than if they had
been able to travel over some of the
second class roads.

However, the advance party, every
member of which was mounted, decided
in order to save time to take the most
direct route, regardless of the class of
road over which they traveled. When
within a mile or so of their destination,
they suddenly came upon a stream over
which had been constructed a foot
i bridge; the normal crossing for horses
{and vehicles was by a ford, but so
tbadly swollen was the stream that it
was difficult to find the ford. And even
after it had been found, so swift was the
current that it looked too dangerous to
take a horse through it.

An attempt was made by one horse-
man to ride his animal across the foot-
bridge, but an ominous creaking after
he had traversed a few feet of the dis-
tance caused him to apply discretion and
proceed no farther in that direction, It

Prof. Honline, of Ohio, the chief speak-

He said that the average
salary paid last year to public sciool
teachers in the United States was oniy
$635, and as a result tens of thousands

This was\my first surprise. A great-
er came when later in the night I ac-
cepted his invitation to dine with him.
For four hours on end I listened to him
as he spoke on everything and a few
other things. It was one of the most
fascinating of my experiences. -Melan-
choly! He was the gayest talker I had
heard for years. Story followed story;
all light-hegrted, but with scorn for the
Germans underneath, and equal scorn
for the pacifists—especially in America.
And he spoke in several languages—
mainly in English—and with such ease
and perfection that it was hard to realize
that he was not a native of each of the
countries whose language he spoke.

Then I realized that Paderewski was
not merely a great pianist but a big
man.

Budapest, Nov. 9—(A. P. Correspon-
dence.)—The question, who will evaitu-
ally occupy the tirone of Hungary, has
been a constant source of unrest and
trouble, threatening a sudden upheaval
of the recently attained peace and order.

The pro-Hapsburgs declare that tne
former Emperor Charles is the real king
of Hungary and that no one else can leg-
ally aspire to the throne until he ab-
dicates., 'The Independent Magyars, in-
cludinq large masses of the rural popu-
lation,’ declare thy will never surrender
their recently won independence.

In addition their is a third group of
politicians which is willing to offer the
throne to any king who promises the res-
toration of Hungary’s lost provinces. -To
achieve this, they would even consent Lo
do homage to the king ol the Serbs of
the Roumanians.

Much propaganda is being circluated
in favor of the former Emperor Charles
or his eldest son, Prince Otto, and grave
fears are expressed that the over-zealous
partisans of the Hapsburg dynasty may
eventually succeed in compelling the
country to accept a rpyalist coup as an
accomplished fact. There is every indi-
cation that the followers of Charles are
successful in their efforts to convince the
country that the restoration of the Haps-
burgs would improve Hungray’s lamenl-
able situation.

EGGS FROM AUSTRALIA,

The most interesting situation in eggs
in Canada at the moment is on the Paci-
fic Coast where considerable quantities
of Australian, New Zealand and Chin-
ese eggs have arrived or are due to ar-
rive shortly, says a Governmsnt report.
Some two weeks ago the first shipment
of 1,000 cases of Australian eggs reach-
ed Vancouver via San Francisco, and
was immediately put on the market.
These eggs were streilized eggs and
showed little sign of evaporation. Al-
though some showed heavy misplaced
These eggs were sterjlized eggs ana
grade firsts. On Saturdaylast the Steam-
ship Niagara direct from Australia ar-
rived with 1,929 cases Australian and
New Zealand, all consigned to Vancou-
ver. These eggs arrived in various
kinds of packages, some thirty dozen
cases and some holding as high as 125
dozen, others as low as 20 dozen, the
latter smaller cases were for San Fran-
cisco. The first lot of Australian eggs
was sold in a jobbing way from 80c to
83c a dozen. A large shipment of Chin-
ese eggs was due to' reach Vancouver

about' November 18, most of which are !

said to be consigned to New York and
Boston. Some importers on the Pacific
Coast with connections in the Orient
advise that shipments from Siberia may
also be a factor on the coast markets at
an early date.

POLAND NOW SIXTH
NATION OF EUROPE

Total Population hNow Placed at 28,000,-
000 and Territorial Size at 350,000
Square Miles.

Poland is now the sixth largest state
in Europe both in territorial size and
in population. Russia, Germany, France
Spain and Sweden exceed the reborn
nation in area while Russia,
France and Italy have
larger populations.

Poland has a total population of 28,-

miles, according to the figures recently
compiled by Dr. Eugene Romer, the
well known Polish statistician and pro-
fessor of the Uniyersity of Lwow (Lem-
berg). These figures take into consid-
eration the territory ceded Poland at the
Riga Peace conference, but do not in-
clude Upper Silesia. If this region is
added to Poland following the plebis-

population by approximately 2,000,000.

The preliminary peace with the Bol-
shevists resulted in the addition of 53,000
isquare miles of territory to Poland
‘The population of this added region is
estimated at 4,000000. Hence, while the
size of Poland was increased by more
than 50 per cent, the population was in-
creased barely 17 per cent.

Of the total population of Poland as
now constituted 65.8 per cent. is Polish
according to Dr. Romer’s statistics. The
remainder is divided among the follow-
ing nationalities: Ukrainians, 16.7 per
cent.; White Ruthenians, 8.1 per cent.;
Russians, .5 per cent; Lithuanians, 5.2
per cent.; Jews, 7.4 per cent.; and others
14 per cent.

DROP IN COMMODITY PRICES -~
STILL GOING ON IN U. S.

New York, Nov. 80—Continuances of
the downward readjustment of the com-
modity prices remains a conspicuous fea-
ture, last week’s recesslons in the extend-
ed list of wholesale quotations complied
by Dun’s Review numbering 89, 73 azninst
only 10 advances. More irregularity in
the grain markets, wheat and rye show-
ing early improvement under the infiu-
ence of reports that Europe would soon
begin active buying, but later on losing
all of the gain. Corn, oats and barley
were weakened by fome liberal market-
enings. In live meats, beef and hogs

eased off in response to rather freer of-
ferings, while sheep were depressed by

‘relatively larger arrivals. Weather con-

ditions resulted in a slightly better de-
mand for provisions, but price changes
were not particularly important and a-
bout offset each other, Scarcity of fresh
eggs sent the best stock up close to re-
cord figures, while some advances was
established in high-grade butter and
cheese was very firmly held. .-Quotations
on iron and steel continued to recede,
and weakness again predominated in the
minor metals, tin being especially easy.
Announcements of further price conces-
slons in textiles was not expected and
the yielding in hides and leathers has
been extended, although there is hardly
enough buying power to really test the
market, and prices are more or less un-
established. In rubber, the reactionary
tendency has continued.

A detailed report of
the Ambassador’s address has been ob-
tained by the Foreign Information De-
partment of the Bankers Trust Com-
E&ny, of New York, and is reproduced
ere:

It is with peculiar personal pleasure
that I stand here today to bring to you
a message of good will and friendship
from all the peoples whom I have the
honor to represent. ***

There is no need for our nations to
gaze suspidusly each at the other;
there is every need for you, for us, for
the world, that they regard one another
with mutual respéct and understanding-
I know of no reason why respect should
be lacking; the deeds which each has
done proclaim the character, the resolu-
tion, the capacity of its citizens.

But I do know of many reasons why
each at present does not understand the
other. To begin with, each sges the
other in a mental atmosphere colored
by misread or misrepresented history;
each learns of the other’s life mainly
through press reports which naturally
and inevitably record the most striking
and unusual items in the list of the day’s
week’s and month’s doings.

The Rise of Misunderstandings

Newspapers, by the law of their be-
fng ,must report events which stand out
like mountain peaks above the flat
ga!ns of the average man’s due per-

ce of his daily round and com-
mon task. This leads to no misunder-
standing in connection with local news.

The reader has all round him the facts
of his own and his neighbors’ daily life,
but when an untravelled Englishman
reads in one issue of some sensation-
loving English paper of a railway acci-
dent in Texas and another in Maine,
shall we say,—he says “Good Lord! It
must be more dangerous to travel in an
American train that it was to go over
the top.” ;

When the same unimaginative soul
reads in the paper of his choice of motor
ear accidents, hold ups, divorces and
murders here, and has nothing and no
chance of getting anything to correct
his impressions, the inevitable happens
—he concludes $hat if you enter an Am-
erican train you will probably be killed
fn an accident but that if you are not
you will almost certainly be held up by

Yet clearly the daily press is one of
ithe ordained and inevitable instruments

know and admire ,and equally the Am-
erican press as a whole fails to present
a picture of the British peoples as I
know them.

No sensible man would for a moment '
blame either press for this. I do not real-
ly see how it can be entirely avoided,
but I do believe that if evéry mewspa-
per man puts himself on his guard
, something, a great deal ,can be done.
| Some may say, why should newspaper
‘men take the trouble to foster good-
will and understanding between na-
tions? Well, newspaper owning and
editing is a solemn responsibility which
in the vast majority of cases in Eng-
lish speaking countries is honorably as-
sumed and honorably suported. I am
not quite sure, however, that the inter-
national effects of day to day journal-
ism are fully. recognized. ***'

There are journals which create dis-
trust of foreign powers by the gentle art
of innuendo. Here is a sentence from a
recent issue of a rightly respected daily
paper speaking the position of Russia
when she is reconstituted: “Will Great
Britain hold oil fields which the Rus-
sians own?” The answer is “No, she
will not then any more than she does
now, and that is, not at all.” But note
the suggestion to the reader that Britain
.is now holding Russian oil fields, and
he inevitably assumes that Britain has
some reason to be hostile to the consti-
tution .and recovery of Russia.

Why Friendship Should Prevail,

Now I put it to you—Does the exist-’
ence of mutual understanding betwecr
the British Commonwealth of Nations
and the United States of America mat~
ter; is it of any advantage to you, to
