Applauded as Bold Stroke by
Liberal and Some Unionist Pa-

London, Dec. 13—The Marquis of Lans-
downe, the opposition leader, and Lord
Curzon of Kedleston, who was viceroy of
India from 1898 to 1905, spoke gravely in
the House of Lords last night concerning
the Indian changes, and some of the Con
servative morning papers follow suit. The
dissatisfaction, however, is due to the fact
that this polioy involves a reversal of Lord
Curzon’s policy, bringing about the parti-
“tion of Bengal, and the fear that the new
departure may be construed in India as
a yielding to political agitation.

" The change of capital to Delhi, is ap-
plauded generally, and almost all moderate
opinion approves the changes.

The official papers issued on the subject,
show that the newpolicy proposed by the
Indian government, was welghtxly con-
sidered before it was adopted, as being es-
ential to the grwth of local self govern-
atent in' India on safe and sound lines. Al-
‘Bough the changes may be much criticiz-
«d in parliament, all party leaders recog-
mige as they were announced by the king
himself, . that they are irrevocable. 'T_he
Liberal papers and some of the Unionist
papers, applaud the. changes as showing
boldness of imagination on the part of the
government.

Six riders were victims of one of the
worst spills which ever occurred here in
a six day race. The tire on Eddie Root’s
bicycle exploded and dropped him in
front of thirteen riders on his trail. ‘Four
of them piled on top of Root. Menus,
Bedell. “Jumbo” Wells, Root, Cameron
and semara were injured. The accident
cceurred on what is known as “Deadman’s
curve,” on the northeast corner of the
track. Root was looking back, waiting
for his partner to relieve him, when his
rear wheel skidded, which probably caused
the explosion of the tire. As he rolled
down the track, Cameron, who was fol-
lowing close behind, crashed into him, and
in another second six riders had piled
up in a tangled mass at the foot of the
track. Spectators stampeded in the di-
rection of the accident, and the special
police had difficulty in controlling them.

When the riders were disentangled, it
wads found that Demara was unconscious.
'Bedell had a bad scalp wound, Wells a
broken knee cap, Root a gashed leg, and
Gameron’s face was cut. Thomas suffered
only,a few bruises and with Bedell was
able ‘to remount and proceed. Demara
appeared to be injured internally, and may
be obliged to retire from the race.

The spill, however, failed to shift the
positions and today the contestants were
grinding around the track as steadily as
ever. ;

For two hours sprinting was prohibited,
and they fell back nearly six miles behind
the record. When they got the bell
speed, they hit upla lively pace, but slow-
ed up again, and at eight o'clock they
were almost eight miles behind Root &
Folger’s record, made two years ago.

I am especially -pleas-
ed that the provincial government ap-
pears to have carried out the agreement
advocated by the late government under
which the railway is to be built, not as

Washington, Deec. Birds
made possible the rescue alive of the five
men who were taken from the Cross
Mountain Mine on Sunday night, the Bur-
eau of Mines here is informed by Doctor
Holmes, head of the bureau.

This is the first mine disaster in which
these birds have played a saving role, al-
though experiments had been made with
them in smaller accidents. The canaries,
most sensitive to atmosphere that will
not support lives, are carried into the
mine by helmeted rescuers for the pur-
pose of detecting the first sign of poison-
ous gases.

The position of seven bodies dis-
covered yesterday, showed that the meax-
died from the dreaded black damp.

Fire broke out anew late yesterday, in
cross entry No. 17, about 1500 feet from
the main entry. It was promptly ex-
tinguished.

FOR SAFETY ON RAILWAYS

' uttawa, Dec. 12—After Jan. 1, 1912, the
inspection and testing of locomotives on
all rajiroads under the jurisdiction of the
rqilway commission of Canada will be gov-
erned by new and rigid rules, which the
board has issued to every road affected.
- The new rules, which follow much care-
ful consideration and discussion of the sub-
ject, are designed for the safety and pro-
tection of the publie, fixing, as they do, the
responsibility for accidents, caused by de-
fective boilers, on those direchly responsible
for the conditions of these.
In case or accident from failure of lo-
comotive boilers or their appurtenances,
resulting in serious injury or death, the
carrier owning or operating the locomotive
¥ is required immediately towire the board’s
operating officer regardifg the accident
and the complete list of killed and injured.
A penalty of $100 is fixed for contraven-
tion of any of the clauses in the new order.

RAINBOW CAKE.

One cup butter creamed, two cups sugar,
three cups pastry flour,, yolks of three
eggs, two teaspoons baking powder, one
cup milk, whites of three eggs. Divide
dough into four eyual parts. Have two
parts color of the dough. Color third with
melted choeolate. Color fourth with pink
coloring. Use extract of lemon for first
part, vanilla for chocolate part, rose for
pink part. When all are mixed lay first
a light layer, then the chocolate, then an-
ther light, then the pink. Put into oven
and bake. This may be frosted or not.

ARABIAN PUDDING.
ATwo rounded tablespoonfuls of butter,
four tablespoonfuls of sugar, four table-
spoonfuls of milk, one beaten egg, 1 14
cups of flour, one teaspoonful of baking
powder, one dozen stoned and chopped
dates, one fourth cupful chopped pecans
or walnuts. Bake in a quick oven 20 min-
utes Or longer. Serve warm with whipped
cream sweetened and flavored with vanil-
la. .

PRUNE PUDDING.

One pint of milk, one half a cup of
bread crumbs, one half a cup of sugan,
three eggs, one tablespoonful of butter,
one cup of chopped prunes and a dash of
cmnamon. Beat the sugar, eggs, salt and
cinnamon together, then add the milk,
stirring well the while and shake in the|
crumbs and ‘chopped prunes. Dot the pud-
ding top with bits of butter and bake
| slowly until the custard is firmly set. To
serve it with a delicate lemon flavored
sauce makes it doubly delicious.

PEANUT PUDDING.

Scald one pint of fresh milk, add two
tablespoonfuls of butter, beat well three
eggs, add to them two thirds of a cupful
of sugar, two ounces of chopped peanuts
and 10 drops of almond extract. Butter
moids, fill with the mixture and bake for
20 minutes.

IANES RYDER
5 KILLED BY
STREET CAR

Captain Tufts Has Leg Broken—|

Struck While . Crossing ‘Main
Street—Body Wedged Under
Fender Half an Howr"

Struck down by a rapidly;mloving street
car in Main street between: Sheriff and

Simonds streets at 8 o’clock last evening,

James Ryder, of 56 Sheriff street, aged 63,
was almost instantly killed, and Captain
Benjamin Tufts, of 123 Acadia street, was
badly injured and now liés in the General
Public Hospital in a serious condition.
Ryder was knocked down by the fender,!
dragged under the car and so firmly wedg- |
ed that half an hour elapsed before the
car was raised and he could be extricated. |
The doctors found on his being taken out:
that his neck was broken, one of his arms
and a leg broken, that he had a serious
scalp wound and marks of electrocution. |
Captain Tufts had one leg dislocated at|
the ankle, bruises on his face and a gen-!
eral shaking-up, but is expected to Tecover. |

The car, No. 69, was in charge of John
Reynolds, ‘motorman, and Harry Smith,
conductor. An inquest will be held by
Dr. W. ¥, Roberts.

The police will have at the inquest an!
eye-witness of the accident, a member of,
the crew of one of the steamers .inj|
port, whose name is withheld for the pres-!
ent. This man says that he saw Ryder and
'Pufts, both elderly men, step off the side-
walk on the northern side of the street
and start to cross to the other gide. The
car was coming down the hill, city bound, |
and he says the gong was ringing as is re-
quired in ‘making the crossings. When the '
men left the sidewalk a team came along
and the witness says they were ahead of
the team and apparently did not see the!
car until it was close upon them and they!
were on the track, One man then grasped .
the other by the arm, and one evidently |
pulled one way and one the other./Becom:
ing confused they were stricken down and
as this was a very dark bit of streeti they
had not been sighted by the motorman.

The car was stopped as soon as the;
motorman felt the shock of the collision,
and the witness called to the crew that
thtre was a man under the wheels. Cap-
tain Tufts had been struck by the fend-
er and thrown clear of the car, and was
found behind it. - He was conscious when
picked up.. He was first taken to Ross’
drug store and was afterwards taken to
the hospital in ‘the ambulance.

Mr. Ryder was underneath the car, and
there was some douibt as to whether or
not he was still'’alive. After some con-
fusion, Benjamin+A. Carson fook“charge
of the work and the car was raised with
jacks, secured from Samuel Johnson,
Simonds street. i ‘

Dr. C. M. Pratt and Dr. W. F. Roberts
were in attendance, and as soon as they
saw the body they announced that -Mr.
Kyder had been intsantly killed. The
body was taken to Ross’ drug store and
later to Chamberlain’s undertaking rooms.

Mr. Ryder was an employe in Hilyard's
mill, Strait Shore, and was a well known
resident of the North End. Captain Tufts
had called for him a few minutes before
the accident and they had gone out to-
gether. Mr. Ryder’s pocket-book, con-
taining $80, was found in his pocket by
the undertaker. Doctor Pratt said that,
Mr. Ryder had suffered from a weak
heart, and that the shock alone would
have ‘been enough to have caused his
death.

Another serious result of the accident
is the effect it had on Mrs. Tufts, who
was spending the evening with her daugh-
ter, Mrs. G. Gayton, 482 Main street, al- |
most opposite the place where the acei-
dent occurred. She has only recently re-
covered from a serious illness, and when
the news of the accident reached her,
she was prostrated and required medical
attendance. . l

In May, 1908, May Howe, 2 six-year-old |
girl, was killed by a street car in Carleton
and at that time a coroner’s jury brought
in a verdict exonerating the motorman but
making several strong recommendations
for the adoption of precautions to prevent
destruction of life by street cars. The
jury’s recommendations were sent to the
county secretary and have never been fully
enforced. . !

The portion of the jury’s verdict con-
taining the recommendations follows:

“In our opinion the fender was too high
and we do not consider this type of fen-
der an adequate protection.

“We strongly recommend that the man-
agement of the said company strictly en-
force the rule regarding the ringing of
gongs at all cross walks.

“We also recommend that the speed
of all street cars be regulated by legisla-
ture and that a speed imdicator be placed
in all street cars.

“We further recommend that the equip-
ment of street -cars as regards alarms,
brakes and fenders be regulated and con-
trolled by government.”
