200 Persons be Slanghtered.

New York,June 17.—From news which
reached here today from Hayti by the
Atlas line steamship Alvo, it seems that
President Hyppolite’s soldiers have been
exceeding in malignant bloodthirstiness
the barbarian Manipuri who slaughtered
five Englishmen under a flag of truce.

The same vessel, in addition to the
story about Hyppolite’s soldiers, bronght
a rumor that Hyppolite himself had been
assassinated. For this ramor it may be
said that there are facts pointing to its
credit and also facts which would seem
to refute it absolutely.. But as to the
story, which will be outlined, there is
little doubt. Mr. G. E. Owen, purser of
the Alvo, had it from an eyewitness, and
the other officers of the Alvo confirm his
statements and add to them.

Hyppolite took a bloody vengeance up-

on. those who had tried to overthrow
him, and not content with killing the
conspirators, slaughtered suspected per-
sons right and left. From the facts
made known to-day, it is' clear that he
established a reign of terror over the
whole island. He determined to wipe
out his enemies root and branch, no
matter how much blood flowed.
The port of Jacmel is in the southern
part of the islands, 50 miles from Hyp-
polite’s seat of government at Port au
Prince. Ever since Hayti began to bave
a history the northern part of the island
has been turbulent, and the southern
part quiet and impassive. The north-
ern negroes deposed and set up presi-
dents, fought in the street, committed
murders, and made things generally un-
comfortable for themselves and for every-
one else. The southern negroes took
any form of government contentedly.
They cared neither for Hyppolite nor for
Legitime, and only for peace.

To the deptitation which visited
him for the purpose of asking the pre-
mier to convoke a conference of the self
governing British 1 to id
the guestion of Imperial Federation,
Lord Salisbury said that he was in en-
tire sympathy with the object the depu-
tation had in view. The question, he
added, was nothing more or less than the
fature of the British empire. He agreed
with the deputation as to the expediency
of an early maturing of the delibarations
The operation of external causes and im-
pulses, he said, had created a feeling of
wnrest in Canada and Australia, which
might not improperly be called an un-
willingness to acquiesce in the present
state of things. Continuing, Lord Salis-
bury remarked that a large proportion of
the foreign pegotiations and difficulties
arose entirely from the colonial connec-
tions of the empire. The government
pad to exercise great vigilance in order
to see that it did not incur dangers which
had not arisen from its own interests
but from the interests of the important
commupities with which it was linked.
After indicating the difficulties which
the government would have to contend
with in order to make 2 united empire
similar to the United States, which Lord
Salisbury described as a zollverein or
kriegsverein, he concluded with the
statement that he conld not summon &
conference of colonial statesmen until a
definite scheme of imperial federation
had been prepared.

1t will be seen from this statement of
Lord Salisbury’s attitude towards Im-
perial Federation that his sympatby
does mot go beyond mere words.

Col. Amyot's bill to make voting com-
pulsory was deemed too -important to be
so treated. It is as follows :

1. “The Dominion Eiections act” is
hereby amended by adding the follow-
ing section thereto immediately after
section 46: )

“46 A Every elector whose name is
registered on the list of voters, unless
he has a valid and sufficient excuse,
shall appear at the polling station of his
electoral division where he is entitled to

receive a
franchise

ng
liable toa fine not oxeeed’lng fifty dollars
with costs, and, in default of payment, to
a term of imprisonment not exceeding
and also to be declared dis-
voting at any election
uring the next five years.”

2. Any person of full age may recoyer
such penalty from the elector in default,
and cause him to be so disqualified from
voting,by suit in his own name, as in an
action for debt, for the amount of the
penalty claimed, before any court of
competent juriediction, and the amount
of the resenll{{ and the costs when re-
covered shall be the property of the per-
son suing for the same.

3. The allegation of a valid and suffici-
ent excuse shall be a matter of pleading,
and the burden of proof shall he upon
the defendant.

4. Upon receipt of aduly certified copy
of the final judgment, the revising officer
shall strike off from the_list of electors
the name of the elector disqualified from
voting by the said judgment, and in de-
fault of doiug 8o he shall be held guilty
of a misdemeanor.

5 Any elector whose name ison the
list of voters may, in writing, require
the revising officer to strike of his name
from the electoral list then in force ; pro-
vided such request is made at least
thirty days before an election. re-
eeist of such request the revising officer,
under penalty of being guilty of & misde-
meanor, shall strike the name of such
elector from the electoral list then in
force, and he shall not thereafter rein-
scribe such eléctorsname upon such list.

Col. Amyot thought that the measure
would diminish bribery in the form of
paying electors for the -day, or paying
travelling expenses or inducing them to
stay home. He met the objection that
voters would be unduly hampered by
being compelled to vote for one of the
two candidates when he was opposed fo
both, by saying that the voter could
spoil his ballot.

The minister of justice pointed out
that in cases where the elector could fiot
conscientiously support one of the cand-
jdates he would by this bill be either
compelled to’vote against his conscience,

IN PARLIAMENT.

The Poliey of the Government Un-
changed—The Text of Col. Amyot's
Bill to Make Votimg Compulsory,
the Debate Concerming Whiech is
Adjourned.

Orrawa, June 18.—Before orders of the
day were taken up, this afternoon, Sir
Hector Langevin rose to answer Mr.
Laurier's question of yesterday in ref-
erence to the policy of the present gov-
ernment.

Sir Hector explained that the genersal
policy of the government would be that
known heretofore as the liberal-conser-
vative policy. The course of the gov-
ernment would be that indicated in the
speech from the throne, and their fiscal
policy would be made known in the bud-
get speech.

Mr. Laurier said he was not much sur-
prised at this announcement, but he
would take the opportunity tomorrow to
show to the country and to the minis-
ters themselves that they had departed
from the policy of Sir John Macdonald.

A great part of the afternoon session
was taken up by members from Quebec
in discussion of certain promises said to
have been made in the election campaign
by candidates and others in that pro-
vince. Most of this debate was in
French.
