The office was bestowed on him 
as a reward for services rendered the 
Chinese government in connection with 
the international settlement of the 
Boxer troubles. He created the cus­
toms service and gave China a tariff 
which at the same time was stable 
and '-omprehensive to the business men 
having commercial relations with 
f'hina.

The dredge King Edward will com­

The distribution of medicine 
samples from door to door is prohibit­
ed. The penalties provided reach a 
maximum of $5,000 and imprisonment 
of twelve months.

After three years spent at Fort St. 

James without a trip to the outer world 
and civilization. Alexander C. Murray, 
chief factor of the Hudson’s Bay Com­
pany for the Caledonia district arrived 
in the city this morning. He brings 
his accounts for the local offices, and 
will lay in fresh supplies for the posts 
under his control.

Badly frost bitten during the 225 
miles by dog train to Quesnel, Mr. 
Murray states that he is-no exception 
to the rule. Nearly everyone In tihe 
north 'has suffered in the same way 
this year.

“It is the severest winter that I have 
experienced in the thirty years during 
which I have been in the north coun­
try,” he said. “It is not an off-hand 
estimate either, for we keep the meter- 
oroligcal reports for the government, 
and they confirm this. The G. T. P. 
survey parties on the Fraser are tied 
up on account of frostbitten feet, etc., 
and their work has been delayed. The 
other parties have been making good 
progress.

The bad weather commenced in De­
cember when there was much more 
snow than usual, and continued until 
Christmas, when it turned bitterly cold 
and remained so ever since, the termo- 
meter hovering around 60 degrees be­
low zero all that time. For this reason 
the Indian hunters have not been able 
to do as much hunting as ordinarily, 
and the supply of furs will not be so 
great this season.

“On our way down here,” Mr. Mur­
ray continued, “we passed many cattle 
lying dead along the trail. We made 
the 220 miles to Quesnel by dog 
train in ten days, which is pretty £ood 
time. On the way we met a G. T. P. 
engineer northward bound, who had set 
out from Quesnel with ten days’ pro­
visions, but who had taken seven days 
to go thirty miles, not one-third of the 
distance.”

Fortunately for the engineer Mr. 
Murray was able to help him out, and 
at Quesnel he heard by wire that the 
man -with his two Indians had arrived 
safely at Fraser lake.

There are a number of settlers going 
in around Fraser lake, and a number 
of pre-emptions of land in* that region 
have been made. Most of the pre- 
emptors have obtained permits to live 
off their land during the winter, and 
many of them have been working for 
the G. T. P.

Mr. Murray proceeds from here to 
Winnipeg, and will return to his post 
about the middle of March.

(Special to the Times.) struction on the Alberni branch early 
this summer, bears out the information 
published exclusively in the Times 
several weeks ago that this was under 
contemplation, and that the Alberni 
survey was being rushed as quickly as 
possible with deep water on the Al­
berni canal as the objective point, it 
being presumably under contemplation 
to connect with the Empress lines 
there and expedite the transfer of the 
mails to and from the terminus on the 
mainland of the C. P. R.

Nanaimo, in contemplation of that 
city being made the landing place, has 
made a forward move in so far as real 
estate is concerned. It Is reported from 
there that the C. P. R. is entering into 
an arrangement with the Western Fuel 
Company at that city by which the old 
Southfield track may be used and the 
direction of the E. and N. altered Into 
Nanaimo, so that it xvill enter the city 
on the waterfront. This would facili­
tate shipments of coal by the line, and 
also afford connection with the ferry 
line should it be altered from Lady­
smith to Nanaimo.

In shortening the route across the 
Gulf of Georgia, between Vancourver 
Island and the Mainland, it was at one 
time in the history of the E. & N. 
seriously contempalted to bridge 
Dodds’ narrows and cross onto Ga- 
briola Island. With a railway carried 
out to the eastern bounds of that Isl­
and, the run across the Gulf would be 
materially shortened.

Longest Break in Last Decade, Ends 

With Arrival of Tour Trains at 

Vancouver.

The following notices of motion will 

be given at the regular meeting of the 
school board on Wednesday evening 
next:

(From Monday’s Daily.)
Five Eastern Canadian and two Eng­

lish mails are expected to arrive in 
Victoria this evening. A telegram was 
received by the post office officials here 
this morning stating that the C. P. R. 
line had at length been cleared and the 
mails due previous to yesterday, had 
been received.

The receipt of these terminates the 
longest break in the service from the 
east experienced in the last eight years 
according to the officials here. In the 
early days of the C. P. R. delays were 
more common, but the service in the 
last decade has been most prompt and 
delays occurred but seldom.

The reception of the mail for Vic­
toria, while it will lighten the minds of 
Victorians generally, means a huge 
amount of work for -the staff in the 
local office.

The Eastern Canadian mails will 
mean 200 sacks of matter, averaging 
each mail at 40 sacks. The two Eng­
lish mails will mean an additional 
eighty sacks. The letter mail average 
anything from eight to l,0d0 letters per 
sack, and it is probable that over one- 
third of the above consist of letter mail. 
The sorting and distribution is a work 
of no mean magnitude.

On Saturday a few letters from tfte 
Eastern States were received, but none 
arrived either yesterday or this morn­
ing. The last mail from New York to 
reach here left that city on January 
30tih. It is evident that the block on 
the American lines has not been 
broken, so that the C. P. R. is luckier 
than its southern rivals.

Four trains arrived in Vancouver 
tlhis morning and txvo more are expect­
ed in this afternoon.

John Howard, president of the West­
ern Fuel Company, has Just been elect­
ed vice-president of the Bellingham & 
B. C. railroad, and in connection with 
this another step has been taken to­
wards establishing the great cement 
works that will now it is certain, be 
erected on that railway, says the Na­
naimo Herald. About $2,000,000 will be 
invested in the extensive works plan­
ned. The election of Mr. Howard to 
the vice-presidency of the railway 
serves to emphasize the fact that Na­
naimo will be benefitted by the .erec­
tion of the works which are an enter­
prise that is being advanced by the 
railway.

The ru.es covering the formation of a 
cow testing association are as follows:

The officers shall consist of a president, 
a vice-president and a secretary-trea­
surer. Three other members shall be ap­
pointed to act along with the officers as 
a committee of management.

The officers shall be elected to hold of­
fice for one year or until their successors 
are elected.

The annual meeting shall be held at the 
call of the president.

Meetings of tjie committee of manage­
ment shall be held at the call of the sec­
retary-treasurer, 
form a quorum.

Any person who will agree to keep a 
record of individual cows during the whole 
milking period, to the extent of weighing 
the morning’s and evening’s milk on at 
least three days every month, and also 
take a sample for testing, will be admit­
ted to membership. The number of mem­
bers may be limited at the discretion of 
the committee of management.

The milk will be preserved and a com­
posite sample tested once a month with a 
Babcock milk tester.

Members will be expected to provide 
themselves with scales, sample bottles, 
one for each cow, and a box for holding 
the samples.

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MANY DEALS REPORTED
BY LOCAL AGENTS

Investirs Expected to Arrive on De­
layed Excursion—The Day’s 

Sales.

The Croft's estate, situated on the 
Gorge, has been purchased by Captain 
E. S. Andrews, of Saskatoon. The fig­
ure mentioned is $5,500. Capt. An­
drews leaves immediately for his home 
in the middle west, and will shortly re­
turn with his family to take up his 
residence here. Coming out on the re­
cent excursion he had no intention of 
acquiring any property here, but he 
could not withstand Victoria’s climate. 
He came, he saw. It conquered, and 
now retiring from the pursuit of farm­
ing, he will reside here.

The excursion leaving Winnipeg on 
the second has been delayed by the 
storm through the middle west. The 
train took thirteen hours in going from 
Winnipeg to Brandon, and three days 
to Medicine Hat. Consequently the 
excursionists have not arrived in Vic­
toria yet. Amongst them are a num­
ber of prospective investors, according 
to their friends already on the scene.

Many of the Winnipegers urge the 
formation of a real estate exchange, 
both in the interests of the agents 
themselves and in that of the custom­
ers.

“The other day,” remarked one of 
them, “I had Just closed a sale. The 
final arrangement was to have been 
made yesterday. I went to the agent 
and found that he would not go 
through with the deal, thinking that 
he might close to better advantage 
with some one or other of the prospec­
tive arrivals. That’s bad for business 
and the entire trade suffers.”

THE KING AND A HER O.

Albert Medal For Assistant Political 
Agent at Chltral.

Captain Robert Walter Edmund 
Knollys, of the Indian Army, assistant 
political agent at Chltral, had the 
honor of being received by the King at 
Buckingham Palace recently, when 
His Majesty conferred upon him the 
Albert Medal for gallantry. Captain 
Knollys is a nephew of Lord Knollys, 
the King’s private secretary.

The story of Captain Knollys’ hero­
ism is as follows: On December 13th, 
1905, a party consisting of Captain R. 
W. E. Knollys, the native assistant at 
Chitral, a clerk, a Chttrali orderly, and 
two or three servants, accompanied by 
the Subadar of Dir and a few Dir vil­
lagers, were crossing the Lowarai 
Pass. The snow was about six or seven 
feet deep and still falling. About half 
a mile from Gujar Levy post the last 
four of the party, including Captain 
Knollys and the Subadar of Dir, were 
suddenly caught and burled by an 
avalanche, which fell from a hill on 
their right. Captain Knollys’ Chitran 
orderly (Hasil) and a villager of Dir 
named Muhammed Ali, who were in 
front, immediately rushed back and 
succeeded in pulling out Captain Knol­
lys, who, with their help, at onoe set to 
work to dig out the other three men, 
who were completely buried.

After about half an hour’s hard dig­
ging in several directions all the three 
men were successfully extricated from 
the snow. “In remaining in the danger 
zone during the whole of this time, 
digging in the snow with their hands 
only, and eventually rescuing all the 
three buried men, Captain Knollys and 
his two companions,” says the Court 
Circular, “undoubtedly showed con­
spicuous courage and self-devotion.”

DENATURED ALCHOHOL.

Washington, Feb. 7.—The house of 
representatives to-day passed the bill 
allowing the rlgha to withdrawal from 
bond tax free of domestic alcohol, 
when rendered unfit for beverage or 
liquid medicinal use, and by mixture 
with suitable denaturing materials. 
The bill provides for the establishment . 
of control denaturing bonded ware­
houses, other than those at distilleries, 
to which alcohol of the required proof 
may be transferred from distilleries or 
distilling bonded warehouses without 
payment of the internal revenue tax.

Mr. Hill, of Connecticut, in charge of 
the bill, explained its purpose, and said 
it was demanded by the farmers of the 
country. Mr. Clark, of Missouri, sug­
gested that three interests -were oppos­
ed to the bill, the "whiskey trust, the 
■wood alcohol trust and the Standard 
Oil trust. He was in favor of the 
measure because the farmers "wanted 
it, and because the “interests” were 
against it.

Japanese statesmen feel assured that 
even If no practical result can come of 
the discussion at the Hague Confer­
ence, the topic Will be at least thor­
oughly ventilated.

Now that Japan has come forward 
in favor of discussing disarmament, 
the matter is certain to be taken 
officially. The present attitude of the 
great powers with regard to this ques­
tion is as follows: For discussion, 
Great Britain, the United States, Japan 
and France (in theory but hesitating in 
view of Germany’s attitude.) Against 
discussion, Germany and Austria 
(probably out of respect for the triple 
alliance.) Doubtful, Russia (but would 
probably yield to the majority) and 
Italy.

The
San Francisco, Feb. 7.—Overcrowd­

ing of street cars—incident to the gen­
eral reconstruction now in progress— 
was the cause of two riots that occur­
red simultaneously yesterday afternoon 
and in which scores of persons were 
slugged or struck with flying missiles, 
though no one was badly hurt.

At Market and Valencia streets a car 
of the Castro street line was stopped 
so that car inspectors could clear the 
roof of fifteen men. The other pas­
sengers, angered by the refusal of the 
conductor to go ahead until the roof 
was cleared, started a scrimmage. A 
crowd of 2,000 men, recruited largely 
from blockaded cars, quickly gathered 
and a riot "was in progress when three 
squads of police arrived. The conduc­
tor was rescued only after the police 
had used their clubs freely. The car 
was wrecked by a hail of brickbats and 
stones, and two other cars in the rear 
were similarly used after the mob had 
failed in repeated efforts to overturn 
them.

At Sixteenth and Bryant streets an 
attempt by inspectors to eject from an 
overcrowded cemetery car three “strap­
hangers” led to another riot, in which 
four men were knocked senseless. One 
policeman and four inspectors fought 
off the crowd.

ICEBERG TEN MILES LONG.

The liner Teutonic, which arrived at 
Queenstown recently, brought particu­
lars of the eventful voyage of the four- 
masted vessel William Nottingham, 
from Port Townsend to Boston, U. S. A.

When south of Cape Horn the Wil­
liam Nottingham collided with an ice­
berg, and all hands were compelled to 
abandon the vessel for three days, dur­
ing which time she was entirely sur­
rounded by the bergs, 
was so great that all below were 
thrown out of their bunks, and rushed 
on deck, thinking that the ship was 
foundering.

Huge blocks of ice weighing tons 
crashed off the top of the iceberg on 
to the deck.

The lifeboat was launched, and the 
men managed to get out of the pack 
into the open sea, where they remained 
until the next morning. They then saw 
that the vessel was wedged firmly in 
the iceberg, which was fully ten miles 
long and 1,700 feet high.

Finally they got aboard the vessel 
again, and for three days they were on 
the iceberg when they worked their 
way into the clear sea. During those 
three days they had no sleep.

There seems to be 
no doubt that the majority of the re­
sponsible military authorities, includ­
ing the secretary of war, are unalter­
ably opposed to it. The most potent 
argument against it seems to be, that 
if it once existed and Great Britain 
were successfully invaded, the sur­
render of it would be exacted as one of 
the inevitable conditions of peace. This 
seems to be taking a good deal for 
granted, and many writers express the 
view that it could be irremediably de­
stroyed in many ways, long before it 
came to any question of surrender. As 
to the attitude*"^ the French on the 
matter, there is much diversity of opin­
ion. Some Paris correspondents declare 
that they are greatly hurt by the dis­
inclination of the British to establish 
this new bond of connection between 
the two countries, while other writers 
maintain that the French exhibit very 
little interest in the matter either one 
way or the other. But, of course, they 
are not willing to admit the likelihood 
of the French end of the tunnel ever 
falling into the hands of the Germans, 
which is one of the eventualities dwelt 
upon by the opponents of the scheme. 
Some Frenchmen think that Great Bri­
tain attaches too much importance to 
the inviolability of her “silver streak,” 
but at the same time admit that they 
would be very pleased to have some­
thing of the same sort on their own 
eastern frontier.

taretention for all the people of the in­
alienable right to pursue and to take 
the game wherever it may be found. It 
is opposed most strongly to the crea­
tion of game preserves for the benefit 
of the wealthy classes of this country 
and of the United States. Senator 
Kirchoffer, the leader of the Conserva­
tive party in the Senate of Canada, 
made a strong effort to secure a very 
large preserve in Manitoba for his own 
exclusive use and for the entertain­
ment of'his affluent friends. The Sena­
tor had actually secured a lease of the 
property he desired, but public opin­
ion in Manitoba and in other parts of 
the country compelled the cancellation 
of his lease and the property in ques­
tion being thrown open to all the peo­
ple. There is a lesson and a warning 
for the sportsmen and the government 
of British Columbia in this case of 
Senator Kirchoffer. There is no part 
of the continent of North America so 
prolific in game as British Columbia, 
but if the public are not on the alert 
they may find their great natural heri­
tage invgame and fish has been filched 
from them by wealthy seekers after 
exclusive privileges.

That is one aspect of the game ques­
tion in British Columbia. There is an­
other and more pressing feature "to 
which we invite the attention of 
sportsmen and the government. This 
aspect we are pelased to see the Van­
couver News-Advertiser has been 
pressing upon the attention of the gov­
ernment. It is that something must be 
done, and at once, to more effectively 
preserve the game of the province. 
The present laws, although no effort 
has been made to enforce them, may 
have been sufficient for past circum­
stances. Possibly they would be 
sufficient under present circum­
stances if they were enforc­
ed. That is something for all interest­
ed to determine for themselves. The 
legislature will meet Tn a few weeks, 
and we understand from the observa­
tions of our Vancouver contemporary, 
which is in a position to speak with 
authority, that the government, now 
that it is free of all extraneous influ­
ences, would be agreeable to meet the 
wishes of the fraternity in the matter 
of game laws. Now is the time to act. 
Let the sportsmen assemble and de­
cide for themselves what amendments 
they want to the game laws, whether 
the present open season is too long, 
whether they want the laws enforced, 
and whether they are willing to submit 
to a gun license that will produce a 
revenue that will ensure the effective 
enforcement of the statutes. There are 
some members in the new House who 
are known to be friendly to their cause, 
who understand the situation thorough­
ly, and who would probably gladly un­
dertake to press the matter upon the 
attention of the government.

xto make its terminus. That would 
probably depend on the nature of the 
assistance it may receive from 
province. The only matter that is quite 
clear is that the company is prepared 
to negotiate. It has announced its in­
tention, and has taken practical steps 
in accordance with such intention, to 
build through the Yellowhead Pass. 
Mr. Barnard evidently believes, and 
doubtless has special reasons for his 
belief, that the Canadian Northern can 
be induced to divert its line southward 
through the Cariboo and Lillooet coun­
try towards Bute Inlet, and thence 
across to Vancouver Island. He says 
that as the McBride government has 
been reutrned lo power with a safe 
majority and is in a position to carry 
out a progressive railway policy, it 
would appear to be its duty to grant 
every assistance in its power, “con­
sonant with a wise and proper con­
servation of the public domain,” to 
the Canadian Northern Railway Com­
pany in order to induce it to push its 
line southward through British Colum­
bia and to make its terminus either at 
Victoria or Esquimau. There is some­
thing to be said in favor of Mr. Bar­
nard's proposition. It was not brought 
forward previous to the election with 
the idea of influencing the electors of 
Vancouver Island in favor of the Mc­
Bride government. In this respect it 
is unique, and must command atten­
tion. But as a peculiar phase of the 
ever-present railway agitation in Bri­
tish Columbia the course of Mr. Bar­
nard may be accounted for by the fact 
that if such a proposition had been 
brought forward at an earlier date it 
migfht have had an adverse influence 
upon the fortunes of the government 
Mr. Barnard supports upon the adjac­
ent constituencies of the Mainland. We 
do not know whether or not the advo­
cate of an bonus to the Canadian 
Northern writes with the approval of 
the provincial government. On that 
point we shall probably have our curi­
osity gratified in the course of 
political events. The Legislature will 
meet in less than a month, and if the 
government is disposed to do some­
thing that will prove of benefit to Vic­
toria it will probably act immediately.

At the same time, we confess there 
are feautres in the policy of the Mc­
Bride government as illustrated by 
the events of the past that do not 
harmonise with the proposition of Mr. 
Barnard. The administration has taken 
great credit to itself for successes 
achieved in the promotion of railway 
construction, although during the three 
years and a half it has been in power 
it has never lifted its hand to assist 
any railway in process of construction, 
or proposing to build, through any 
section of British Columbia. On the 
contrary, it has opposed with all the 
influence it could command railways 
that merely asked to be permitted to 
come into the province. Consequently 
if Mr. Barnard’s proposition is an in-x 
spired one, it indicates that a marked 
change has come over the view of the 
McBride government.

Another feature that is noteworthy 
in connection with Mr. Barnard’s sug­
gestion is the marked coolness with 
which it has been received by the Col­
onist, a newspaper that for the past 
few months has been advocating with 
all its might the construction of a 
bridge across Seymour Narrows not­
withstanding the obvious fact that no 
railway had been seriously projected 
that might require the structure. Per­
haps this peculiar phenomena may be 
accounted for by the marked disposi­
tion our contemporary has shown for 
wallowing in^ nebulae rather than dis­
cussing practical matters from the 
standpoint of practical-minded men. 
Or it may be that the suggestion of 
Mr. Barnard involves the construction 
of line of railway having its terminus 
at Victoria or Esquimalt, whereas the 
Colonist has consistently maintained 
that the natural terminus of any rail­
way penetrating the province from the 
northwest and crossing Seymour Nar­
rows would be a port on the west coast 
of' the Island, preferrably Quatsino 
Sound.

Last winter I travelled for six or 

seven weeks with the tariff commis- ; 
pion. Since then I have listened to Mr. :
Fielding's exposition of the new tariff 
and have followed closely the discus- j 
sion in committee of ways and means 
as far as it has gone; and my conclu­
sion is that the farmers of Quebec, On­
tario and Manitoba have indeed good 
grounds for congratulating themselves 
on the outcome of their opposition to 
more protection last winter. Their suc­
cess is mostly of a negative character.
Their positive successes are confined 
almost exclusively to the agricultural j 
implements schedule: but their negative ! 
success is outstanding: and fully re- j 
pays the farmers and grain growers' i 
associations of these three provinces j 
for the trouble to which they went in 
bringing their views before Messrs.
Fielding, Cartwright, Fisher, Paterson, 
and Brodeur.

My explanation of the abandonment 
of the principle of a maximum and a 
minimum tariff is that the government 
realized that the farmers simply would 
not stand for a maximum tariff which 
would have increased the duties all 
through the schedules on imports from 
the United States. It will be remem­
bered that in 1904 when the govern­
ment first expressed its willingness to 
reopen the tariff question when it 
made its first concession to the Cana­
dian Manufacturers’ Asociation—Mr.
Fielding outlined a scheme for a maxi­
mum and a minimum tariff; for a 
scheme under which the United States 
was to be punished for the Dingley act.

"We have to-day,” Mr. Fielding then 
said, “practically a maximum and a 
minimum tariff, if I may so describe it, 
and then we have the British prefer­
ence below that again. It would be 
well that in the revision that may take 
place we should adopt that principle 
as it now exists, and deal with it more 
inedetail. I think it would be well fo^
Ua to have a maximum general tariff 
and a minimum general tariff, and the 
British preference below that as we 
have it to-day* The maximum tariff 
would only be applied to those coun­
tries which pursue, if I may call it so, 
a hostile policy. I do not mean that 
they haVe any hostility to us; but sim­
ply that in the carrying out of their 
own affairs they adopt a trade policy 
which discourages trade with us. In 
that case they cannot complain if we 
have a maximum tariff; and though we 
should guard aginst having an extreme 
tariff, we should be justified in saying 
that this tariff should be materially 
higher than the tariff which we are 
prepared to extend to countries which 
are willing to trade with us on fair and 
reasonable terms. The minimum gen­
eral tariff, which would correspond to 
the general tariff to-day, would apply 
to such countries as do not legislate 
commercially in a spirit of hostility to 
us—perhaps that is not happily ex­
pressed—let me say. to countries with 
more moderate tariff views, low tariff 
countries. Of course, where there are 
favored nation clauses fn existence, 
they have to be considered, but the 
principal nations which to-day adopt a 
high tariff policy have not any favored 
mtion arrangement, and therefore I 
fhink our hands will be free in that re­
spect. So we would have a maximum 
tariff as we have the German surtax 
to-day to apply to such countries as do 
not manifest i dispositiofl to trade with 
us. We should have a minimum gen­
eral tariff to apply to countries that 
are willing to trade with us; and then 
below that we should have the British 
preferential tariff.

One result of the farmers’ movement 
of which some note must be taken, is 
positive in its character. I can only 
write from newspaper reports of what 
was said in the West in favor of 
Chamberlain’s movement for a tax on 
non-British foodstuffs in order that a 
preference may be established in Eng­
land for grain and other foodstuffs 
from Canada and the other colonies 
But while I was with the commission 
I heard only two farmers give any 
support to Chamberlain’s scheme. One 
of these appeared at Hamilton, and 
the other at Ste. Hyacinthe. Else­
where in this round of the commission 
—as for instance at Chatham and Lon­
don—when farmer witnesses made any 
reference to Chamberlain's scheme, it 
was to oppose it, on the ground that 
they had no desire that the working 
people of Great Britain should be made 
to pay higher prices for their food in 
order that Canadian products might 
enjoy a preference under a British 
protectionist tariff. In this way the 
farmers cleared the air in the heated 
controversy that was going on at that 
time in England; and so far as ex­
pressions of opinion before • the com­
mission weré concerned, they put an 
end to the contention of many of Mr. 
Chamberlain’s supporters that if there 
is no preference for Canada in Great 
Britain Canada might withdraw the 
preference for Great Britain, or in time 
take even more extreme measures.

ACTIVITY IN JAPANWait Dingley Schedule.
All through the tariff inquiry the 

manufacturers demanded a tariff on 
the Dingley model; although as far as 
I can recall the testimony of the hun­
dreds of petitioners who appeared be­
fore the commission when I was travel­
ling with it in Ontario. Quebec, New 
Brunswick and Nova Scotia, not a sin­
gle Canadian manufacturer asserted 
that his business had been hit by the 
Dingley act. Lumbermen and manufac­
turers of flooring boards' and builders’ 
trim were undoubtedly hard hit by the j 
Dingley act. So were the fishermen of | 
the Atlantic coast. It may also have 
been prejudicial to Canadian paper 
mills, but I doubt if besides these there 
is a single manufacturer anywhere In 
the Dominion of Canada who can as­
sert that his output has been restricted 
as the result of the tariff revision at 
Washington in 1897. I am not defend­
ing the United States act. But the 
point I want to make is that the Cana­
dian manufacturers for three years j 
have used the Dingley act as a bogey. 
It had not hurt them, but their idea, 
was to use it as a lever to push up the 
Canadian tariff schedules; and a maxi­
mum tariff twice as high as the rates 
in the general list of 1897 would have 
suited them exactly; especially if care 
had been taken that they themselves 
should not be hit, by means of a liberal 
system of drawbacks under which Can­
adian manufacturers who Import raw 
material or partly finished material 
from the United States could obtain 
those goods practically duty free.

The manufacturers needed no incen­
tive to work for any scheme that 
would give them Dingley rates. The 
Canadian Manufacturers’ Association 
understands quite well how to engineer 
a tariff agitation; but I do not feel that 
encouragement was given to them to 
push their campaign in this direction 
by Mr. Fielding’s announcement of the 
proposed maximum and minimum 
scheme in 1904. A maximum tariff, if 
applied to those countries “which pur­
sue a hostile policy” towards Canada, 
must necessarily have been directed 
chiefly, if not exclusively aginst, the 
United States; and any such tariff, 
with the higher schedules necessary to 
make it effective as a punitive measure, 
would have corailed Canadian consum­
ers for Canadian manufacturers in all 
those lines of industry in which from 
the nature of things there can be no 
real competition from Great Britain. 
Canadian consumers, and farmers par­
ticularly,. who have lost most by the 
Dingley act, would have carried the 
burden of this retaliation; and the 
manufacturers^ who have not been di­
rectly hit by Dingley ism,—because 
even with free trade between this 
country and the United States they 
could sell little of their output over the 
border—would have collected all the 
gain. Canadian farmers, however, real­
ized what their position would be un­
der this scheme of a maximum tariff 
for countries whose fiscal and commer­
cial legislation is hostile to Canada. 
By the pertinacity with which they 
presented their case before the tariff 
commission they killed off the plan of 
1904 which the manufacturers had wel-

Many Vessels Being Built for Nippon 
Yusen Kaishai Line and Others 

in Contemplation.

Coming from Yokohama the steamer 
Aki Maru, 6,444 tons, Captain Yagi, of the 
Nippon Yusen Kaishai line, reached the 
outer wharf at 9 a. m. to-day. She arriv­
ed off William Head quarantine station 
at 7.30 p. m. yesterday and anchored there 
until‘this morning.

The Aki Maru left Yokohama on the 
23rd January. As far as the meridian she 
experienced very favorable weather with 
practically no wind. Then she encounter­
ed stiff winds and a heavy rolling sea, 
and when two days from here heavy con­
tinuous rain, 
ran into a dense fog, and the pall-like 
darkness which hung around the vessel 
necessitated frequent soundings. At mid­
day she found 68 ^a 
after repeated soundings she was only 
three miles off Vancouver Island, when 
land was sighted.

Her cargo consisted of 2,537 tons of 
general merchandise, of which 240 tons 
was for Victoria. Included in her cargo 
was a large quantity of silk from China 
and Japan, which was going to New' 
York.

Captain Yagi reports great activity in 
shipping circles in Japan. The Nippon 
Yusen Kaishai line is at present building 
12 new boats for its different routes. Of 
these six are of 8,000 tons each, and when 
completed will be placed on the line to 
Europe. Three are being built for the 
Shanghai route of 3,p00 tons each, and 
three 3,000 tonners for the Bangkok line.

Ottawa, Feb. 8.—The bill to incorpor­

ate the Alsek & Yukon railway was re­
ported at yesterday’s sitting of the 
railway committee of the House of 
Commons. It calls for a line from the 
northern boundary of British Colum­
bia, two hundred miles through the 
southwestern portion of the Yukon 
Territory to the Alaska boundary.

The committee also passed the bill to 
confirm the agreements between the 
British Columbia Electric Railway 
Company and Lord St rathe ona and R. 
R. Angus, and between the same com­
pany, the Canadian Pacific, and the 
Vancouver & Lulu Island railway and 
the same gentlemen, the latter acting 
as trustees of the lands in question^ 
The Vancouver & Lulu Island was built 
by the Canadian Pacific and trans­
ferred to the British Columbia electric, 
which electrified the road.

WORKS TO BE BUILT
AT SWANSON BAY

Installation of Plant Will Occupy All 

Summer Representing Half a 

Million Dollars.

J. A. McKinnon, who Is at the head 
of the Pulp Company now doing work 
at Swanson Bay, is in Victoria to-day 
a guest at the Drlard. Mr. McKinnon 
says that the plans are already com­
plete for the erection at the site, of a 
large plant for the manufacture of 
Sulphite pulp, which will be the first 
to be made preparatory to adding a 
paper mill later.

At the present time there is h* course 
of construction at Swanson Bay a saw­
mill which will be utilized to provide 
the raw material used in the construc­
tion of the works at that point.

An order has been placed for the 
necessary machinery for the pulp mill 
and G. F. Hardy, of New York, the 
consulting engineer the company, 
will arrive on the coast within a short 
time to make the preliminary arrange­
ments for the installation of the plant 
which has been ordered. The work of 
getting the machinery all In place will 
occupy the greater part of the present 
year, so that actual manufacture of the 
pulp will not be commenced until next 
year.

With the drying works and all the 
accessories to the sulphite pulp plant, 
the expenditure will represent close 
upon half a million dollars. When the 
plant is all complete there will be a 
town of considerable size established, 
as the works will employ about 200 or 
300 men, including those at work in the 
lumber woods getting out the raw 
material.

Possessing a splendid water power, 
right at the site of the works, the in­
tention is to instal a complete electric 
plant to be used in connection with the 
mills. This will be proceeded with at 
once and there will be generated about 
1,200 or 2,000 horse power for the pur­
pose of manufacture.

Once the sulphite pulp plant is In 
full working order, the intention of the 
company, according to Mr. McKinnon, 
is to proceed with the further manu­
facture of the necessary product to be 
used with the sulphite pulp to make 
paper.

THE BLAINE MURDER.

Corofier’s Jury Recommends That Dell 
Be Held on Charge of Complicity.

Blaine, Feb. 7.—After a session lasting 
several hours, the coroner’s jury, which 
sat at the second inquest into the death 
of Addle Roper, has brought in a verdict 
that the girl was murdered and recom* 
mending that W. Doane Dell be held on a 
charge of complicity in the crime.

The body had been exhumed and the 
prisoner was confronted with it, but 
showed no evidence of emotion. He main­
tained his stolid demeanor throughout the 
inquest.

To-day Dell was taken to the County 
jail at Bellingham and will be there con­
fined until the trial or until further de­
velopments occur.

He was able to 
show that for Its 13,000 acres of Indian 
lande the Federal government got $7.60 an 
acre, while the local government sold, 
10,000 acres at a dollar an acre.
Foster tried to break the effect of this 
crushing retort, but it was too great for 
him. The opposition took refuge in the 
assertion that in selling the Indian lands 
the province’s reversionary interest in it 
was sacrificed.

SAANICH INDIANS
HOLD CELEBRATION

Portrait of Chief Pete Quaselock, 

Unveiled Last Week—Unique 
Grathering for Occasion.

Two years have passed since the Saan­
ich Indians first mourned the loss of a 
great friend, of probably one of the most 
noted aborigines in the province—Peter 
Quaselock, of the celebrated Malahut 
tribe, chief and father of all the Saanich 
Indians. His funeral was a noteworthy 
event, being attended by the Indians 
from the four reserves, by the Songhees, 
from whom the pall-bearers were taken, 
and by many white settlers. There was a 
large procession from the Catholic church 
to the cemetery, headed by the Indian 
brass band.

“Good old Peter,” as he was generally 
called, indeed was “good” and “old.” He 
surpassed his fellow-tribesmen both in 
years and in good qualities. His tall fig­
ure, broad shoulders, rather long, black 
hair, and his general physical appear­
ance somewhat above the average, de­
manded respect. Though slightly bent, 
burdened by the weight of years and 
feaning heavier on his cane as he ad­
vanced in age, this coming natural weak­
ness (because sickness he did not know) 
seemed only to bring out the more his 
characteristics. His winning ways and 
broad smile, that never failed to brighten 
his phlegmatic friends, made him beloved 
by tribesmen far and near. He was their 
spokesman at their public gatherings, al­
ways advising in the right direction, and 
a peace maker of great influence. He 
was only an Indian, this “gand old man,” 
of the genuine type and fashion; but it 
proved that civilization and Christian 
teaching, he not having had the educa­
tional advantages of the present genera­
tion, had an effect both beneficial and 
significant. Hç took an active part in the 
affairs of the mission in general and the 
church in particular, being for years, and 
until the last, one of the leaders of the 
Indian choir. Born and raised in an at­
mosphere of superstition and ignorance, 
and after many years of many changes 
of customs, clothing and ways of making 
a livelihood, Christianity was the main 
and potent factor of his inward regenera­
tion. Amid tears and lamentations the 
last rites were offered at his grave, and 
Peter lived ever since in the blessed 
memory of his many friends. The funeral 
was one of the largest ever held and his 
remains were laid to rest on Sunday, “his 
day,” as the Indians termed it.

Not long after a beautiful monument 
adorned his grave in the neat Christian 
burial ground on the Saanich West road, 
far away from his many older friends, 
who found their resting place, in days 
gone by, in lonely spots along the sea- 

His relatives and friends had no­
thing but the virtues of their great chief 
to look to, which they so often lauded at 

cial and religious meetings. Could they 
„ t once more behold that dear old face, 
which seemed to make them happy. 
Agreeably they were soon surprised when 
their missionary one day furnished them 
with a photograph of their chief, he had 
taken a few years ago.

At once an enlarged portrait was or­
dered at Victoria, which was promptly 
delivered and proved a complete success. 
They were no longer sheep without a 
shepherd. Now could the mothers point 
to his portrait at least and tell the little 
ones of the deeds of their great chief of 
“Olim.”

Peter’s son-in-law, the present 
“Tsartlip” reserve, and his men thought 
the occasion of the unveiling of a hero's 
statue, or, rather, of their “quondam” 
chief’s portrait in frame, should be hon­
ored with a public celebration.

It was known that one or two of the 
tribe had invited the Songhees, Cow- 
ichans, some from the Mainland and 
others, to “a good time,” Indian fashion. 
This would be the better date, they 
thought, Peter being beloved by all.

Extensive arrangements for the event 
were made, and the meeting was a repre­
sentative one. 
many were seen at the graveside and at 
the mission. At the request of the chief 
of “Tsartlip,” the well known Indian 
band, under the direction of W. Thomp­
son, with quick steps and lively air 

to the village on the 
2 p. m.

After the unveiling, Rev. Father Vul- 
linghs, for more than 13 years their un­
tiring missionary, spoke to all assembled 
of the Christian life and progressive 
ideals of their

would all meet him again in heaven. They

REASSEMBLING 
OF PARLIAMENT

CONTEST BETWEEN
THE TWO HOUSES

The Government is Ready to Appeal 
to Country Against the Upper 

Chamber.

London, Feb. 9.—The reassembling 
of parliament on February 12th arouses 
intense Interest here, as the govern­
ment intends to immediately inaug­
urate measures to check the powers of 
the House of Lords and make it sub­
ordinate to the will of the people as 
represented by the House of Commons. 
This is nothing less than a revolution 
in the present constitutional methods, 
and foreshàdo-ws a bitter contest be­
tween the two houses, with the govern­
ment already

Prepared For a Dissolution 
and an appeal to the country upon the 
necessity of curtailing the power rep­
resenting the aristocracy in the inter­
est of the democracy.

At recent councils the ministers 
have determined the main lines of the 
government’s action, which is expect­
ed to begin with a resolution laying 
down the House of Commons’ inalie- 
able rights. A similar historic resolu­
tion was adopted in the seventeenth 
century, upon which the rights of the 
Commons to control money matters 
was based. This will be merely pre­
liminary to a series of resolutions by 
which Premier Campbell-Bannerman 
proposes to frame a clear issue against 
the Lords and then appeal to the peo­
ple upon it. The determination to 
make the fight now is due to the

Defeat of the Education Bill
by -the upper house and the prospective 
defeat of all other features of the ex­
isting ministerial programme.

It is seldom -that a speech from the 
throne has been awaited with such 
eager interest, as it is asserted that the 
ministry has induced the crown to 
make an allusion to the deadlock be­
tween the Lords and the Commons. 
Whether King Edward is ready to take 
such significant action is open to doubt. 
It is probable that any reference His 
Majesty many make to the subject of 
the House of Lords will be couched in 
moderate, - uncontroversial language, 
because the speech is addressed to both, 
houses.

The pro-posed government resolution 
Challenging the Powers 

of the House of Lords can have little 
effect in itself, as the Lords’ powers 
will remain despite the resolution; bm 
the passage of such a resolution is de­
stined to give the keynote of the min­
isterial plans. These will consist chiefly 
of sending the Lords a number of 
.popular measures, including a drastic 
land bill affecting the estates of peers 
and other members of the aristocracy. 
These measures are sure to be rejected 
by the House of Lords.

Members of the majority openly dis­
regard these plans, and predict several 
dissolutions before a reform of the 
House of Lords can become effective.

Delightful Residential Sites.
There is no doubt that many of these 

estates offer some ideal sites for resi­
dences. One fine afternoon lately an 
old Victorian 'showed me some perhaps 
of the choicest on a spot overlooking 
Foul Bay, a name that might be with 
advantage changed if the vicinity is ac­
tually built up—in fact, it is being spelt.

the crooked harbor with its fleet of ad­
venturous little sealing schooners and 
other and bigger ships; the Anglican 
cathedral, tall and magnificent in the 
distance, but which, alas, turns to frame 
on close inspection, for the Anglican 
community of Victoria has not provided 
the Bishop of Columbia with a building 
worthy of the city, and in other quar­
ters the Royal Jubilee hospital of 1887 
in memory df the fiftieth year of the 
Queen, whose stately name the little 
city bears; the fine High school; the 
palatial tourist hotel which the C. P. 
R. is building—in almost too close 
proximity to the government buildings 
perhaps for the best architectural ef­
fect of either; the Lieutenant-Gover­
nor’s residence, and, in fact, all the no­
table buildings of an unusually charm­
ing city of 30,000 people. Then turning 
to the south one saw an arm of the 
great ocean that connected Victoria 
with the shores of Japan and China; 
in the distance the snow-capped moun­
tains of Washington, with the lordly 
Mount Baker overlooking all. It was 
near sundown and the coloring of the 
sky was exquisite. On the whole it was 
difficult to imagine a more delightful 
residential spot. Such spots abound 
around Victoria, and now that the tide 
of western travel appears to have turn­
ed to this city nothing seems more like­
ly than that many of the wealthy and 
leisured class will seek their homes 
amid such delightful surroundings.

Victoria’s High Ambition.
Victoria is not, however, relying alone 

on tourist traffic for its future, and the 
real estate agents and investors who 
are . here are looking for a more sub­
stantial basis to their hopes. With its 
fine harbor facilities, the rich agricul­
tural lands that lie tributary to the city 
and practically untouched, the coal 
found in inexhaustible quantities a few 
score miles away, and the rich mineral 
deposits on the adjacent islands, there 
is no reason why the splendid dreams 
of her citizens should not be realized 
and Victoria developed into a rich and 
splendid ocean port, building her own 
ships and manufacturing largely for a 
great Island population of farmers and 
miners. Some progress has at least 
been made in laying' ' the foundation 
stones of this development, the particu­
lars of which I reserve for a subsequent 
letter.

Perished in Storm.
Winnipeg, ^Feb. 9.—Aeneas Macin­

tosh, who resided with R. A. Franklin 
near Goose Lake, Wayburn, Sask., met 
his death on Wednesday in the storm. 
He had gone to the post office, four 
miles distant, for the mail for Goose 
Lake. Mr. Davidson, the postmaster, 
seeing that a storm was coming, ad­
vised him to remain, but he was deter­
mined to return. Shortly after leaving 
the post office, he was seen on 
right trail, but not since.

Not arriving at Franklin’s, a search 
party was organized and the country 
was searched for miles without finding 
any trace of the unfortuante man.

The mounted police were notified, and 
another search party is being organ­
ized, but there is little hope of finding 
the remains until the snow melts.

The deceased was a Scotchman by 
birth, but lived most of his life in Eng­
land, and at one time was a member 
of the English bar. He came to Win­
nipeg about two years ago. Chief Mc­
Rae induced him to go to Weyburn, 
where he lived until.last autumn with 
James Dalgliesh, a brother-in-law of 
Mr. McRae. Since that time he has 
been living with Mr. Franklin. A fa­
ther and two sisters reside at Brighton, 
England, and are wealthy.

Winnipeg, Feb. 9.—Arthur Congdon, 
wholesaler, has received word from a 
merchant at Alameda that a German 
settler’s wife and five children were 
found frozen to death eight days ago 
in their farm house, 20 miles north of 
Bienfait.

The farmer had gone into the village 
to get fuel. There was no difficulty in 
securing the fuel there, but he went to 
Estevan, where he became the worse 
of liquor, and on arrival home, three 
days later, discovered that every mem­
ber of his family had perished during 
the absence, being without fuel. There 
was no storm on, and it was a mat­
ter of neglect, it is alleged, on the part 
of the husband and father that caused 
the tragedy.

Seattle, Feb. 10.—The lifting of the 
blockade on the Northern Pacific Fri­
day night and yesterday morning, 
when eight passenger trains, with 
about 700 people, rolled into the King 
street station, was only temporary.

APPRECIATES 
VICTORIA HUMOR Many Winnipeggers Here. 

Winnipeggers are really here in con­
siderable numbers, and most other 
cities of the plains are represented by 
a sprinkling of visitors. The Winni­
peggers are not all on pleasure bent. 
Some of the keenest business men of 
the city are here, investigating real 
estate conditions and intent on par­
ticipating in the profits of the rising 
values in Victoria. Many of these, how­
ever, are accompanied by the members 
of their families, and will spend most 
of the winter here. So numerous are 
the Winnipeg men that they have or­
ganized a dinner for Saturday evening 
next at the Driard hotel, to which they 
have invited visiting representatives of 
other western cities. Some of the vis­
itors are not content with quiet spec­
ulation in land, but are going into busi­
ness here. One of the best known is 
Hugo Ross, who is president of the 
Hugo Ross Realty Company, Limited, 
with a capital of $100,000, and backed 
by several wealthy Manitobans. Mr. 
Ross will be remembered by many as 
a son of the late A. W. Ross of Winni­
peg and Toronto, and has long since 
established himself as one of the most 
successful real estate dealers of Win­
nipeg. Mr. Ross visited Victoria late­
ly, and the establishment of the new 
firm is the result of the visit, but he is 
himself remaining in Winnipeg. An­
other real estate operator from Winni­
peg is V. C. Maddock, one of the most 
aggressive of his kind, and who has 
also opened up an office here, 
firms from Regina and Edmonton are 
opening branch real estate offices here. 
The father of Saskatoon, and a big 
dealer in real estate in that city, Dr. 
Willoughby, is also among the visitors. 
The city is by r.o means ovèrrun, how­
ever, as yet, with representatives of 
the land business. Victoria is more 
than twice the size of Edmonton, and 
has not more than a score of real estate j 
men as against sixty-three offices sup- j 
ported by the Alberta capital last sum­
mer. while values are much lower rela­
tively than in the prairie cities. One 
thousand dollars a foot on Government 
street for a bank site compares favor­
ably with $800 a foot for similar pro­
perty on Jasper avenue in Edmonton, 
which a short time ago was the highest 
level reached there.

Just Beginning to Grow.
It would be absurd, of course, to pre­

tend that Victoria is growing at any­
thing like the rate of the cities east of 
the Rockies, yet its development during 
the year has been remarkable. The 
building permits for the year were 
$690,000, small, indeed, beside the big 
figures of Winnipeg, $12,600,000, though 
Winnipeg is barely more than three 
times the size of Victoria, and not large 
besides the figures of Regina, Calgary, 
and Edmonton, which run from $1,500,- 
000 to $2,500,000, though Victoria is so 
much larger than any of these places; 
but a pleasanj, contrast, nevertheless, 
with the comparative stagnation that 
prevailed before the middle of last year. 
It must be remembered, too, that there 
were many vacant houses in Victoria a 
year or two ago, both stores and 
houses, and these had to be filled up 
before there was any considerable de­
mand for new buildings. There is not 
yet the crowding and pressure for hous­
ing and offices that is the almost uni­
versal condition east of the mountains, 
but vacant stores and houses are few. 
It is the hope of Victorians that their 
city will become famous throughout 
Canada for its residential advantages, 
and will attract particularly wealthy 
people of the middle west either for 
permanent residence or during the win­
ter season. In this connection it may 
be remarked that the residences of Vic­
toria are very uninviting all through 
the winter season by reason of the 
practically universal lack of paint. It 
Is the exception to find a house look­
ing smart and fresh. During the sum­
mer the exteriors of the houses are 
largely hidden beneath climbing flowers 
and the absence of paint is less notice­
able, but if it is to become a resort for 
tourists in the winter months its resi­
dents must make their verandahs and 
fences look a little less dingy. There 
are several large estates already in the 
market, and it is likely that the spring 
will see many more of these offered the 
public. At present there is hardly a

DEATH OF FAMOUS

The conjunc­
tion of the isothermals evidently miss­
ed Victoria this time. The many prairie 
visitors who have come in of late have 
been surprised to find a thin blanket 
of snow over everything, icy pavements, 
a cold blast in the atmosphere, and 
other reminders of home from which 
they wrould gladly have escaped—came 
here, in fact, to do so. The climax wras 
reached on Monday morning last when, 
after a particularly severe night, the 
majority of householders in Victoria 
awoke to find their pipes frozen, and 
several schools of the city had to close 
down for a day or two to allow of ne­
cessary repairs being made. This rather 
spoiled the joke from the point of 
view of the Victorians* who have now 
to point to their unpreparedness for 
such an emergency as the best evidence 
of their sincerity and good intentions. 
It did not really get into the close 
neighborhood of zero at all here, 
though across the straits at Vancouver 
it was only three degrees above, but a 
cold wind blew from the east and the 
pipes were frozen wTherever they were 
exposed—and the normal mildness, one 
must be careful to add, makes expo­
sure the general custom. Ten or fifteen 
degrees below freezing only is still a 
sharp contrast with the weather re­
ports that are coming from the east, 
and Victorians are prepared to stand 
by their climate, though a little taken 
aback by the reception offered the vis­
itors, who had been particularly urged 
not to make themselves ridiculous by 
bringing too warm clothes. As a mat­
ter of fact we may be sure the cold 
snap will pass away in a very few days, 
and the “evergreen city of Canada,” 
as its people love to call it, will regain 
its reputation. In the meantime we 
m-ay remark that, omitting last year, 
which was everywhere an excepionally 
mild year, and going back to 1905, we 
find the lowest temperature recorded 
during January to be 27.4, and the mean 
for the month 40.75; in February, the 
figures respectively were 22.7 and 41.53, 
and there were higher figures for all 
the other months of the year. The 
precipitation for the whole year, rain 
and snow combined, though there was 
little of the latter, was 23 inches, the 
wettest month of the year being Sep­
tember, with 4.03, while April, prover­
bial for its showers, caught only 0.21 
nf rain and June 0.10. As I have said, 
the best evidence of the exceptional 
character of the present cold weather 
is the unreadiness of the inhabitants 
for such conditions, which have com­
pelled the closing down for a few days

HINDUS A CHARGE 
ON THE COMMUNITY

Four Arrested Last Evening for Beg­

ging and Annoying Residents— 

May Be Deported.Other

Still Blocked.
(From Monday’s Daily.)

Four Hindus were arrested last 
evening on Vancouver street for beg­
ging and alarming residents in that 
part of the city. The men have made a 
practice of this for some time. Choos­
ing a time when the man of the house 
is absent they present themselves, and 
if refused money will attempt to 
frighten the women members of the 
household. Last evening this was at­
tempted, and the arrest followed. Ar­
raigned in the police court they were 
remanded until to-morrow.

Chief Langley expresses it as his 
opinion that in such a case as this the 
clause in the Immigration Act under 
which they may be deported should be 
invoked. The majority of the Hindus 
have found work, but there are some 
of them, notably of the servant caste, 
who are unwilling to work at any 
other vocation, and being unable to 
obtain employment beg and become a 
charge on the community.

The local authorities are looking up 
the measure in question.

Spokane, Feb. 9.—Railroad traffic be­
tween Spokane and the Pacific coast is 
still completely blocked.

BOILER INSPECTOR DEAD. DESTRUCTIVE FIRE.

Thomas Hillhouse Goldie 6f New West­
minster Was Well Known in 

This City.

Loss Placed at $1,500,000—Valuable 
Paintings Destroyed.

Philadelphia, Pa., Feb. 9.—Former 
Postmaster General John Wanamaker, 
whose beautiful country home at 
Jenkintown was destroyed by fire last 
night, said he thought that $1,500,000 
is a fair estimate of damage. While 
many of the valuable paintings were 
destroyed Mr. Wanamaker is thankful 
that the two great paintings, “Christ 
Before Pilate” and “The Crucifixion,” 
were saved. These masterpieces were 
contained in frames so massive that 
the painting had to be cut from their 
frames in order to save them. These 
pictures alone are worth $750,000.

As far as Can­
ada is concerned, they appear in the 
Bay of Fundy on May 18th. Many 
fishermen claim that this date is the 
exact one when the fish first appeared 
there. Certainly they invariably show 
up at about that time. The methods 
of catching mackeral are by hand line, 
from the side of vessel or boat, purse 
seining and trapping. Handling is less 
in vogue - than formerly. With the 
New England fisherman seining is 
principally used, but with Canadians 
the trap is preferred. The purse sein­
ers pursue the fish in open sea in their 
schooners, and when a “school" Is 
overtaken two seine boats are sent 
out, and the fish are surrounded by a 
seine or net held between the boats. 
When the two boats have made con­
nection, the seine is pursed, or drawn 
together on the bottom, and the fish 
taken out into the boats. These boats 
were formerly propelled by oars, but 
now the ubiquitous» “chug chug” is in 
evidence, and most seiners carry motor 
boats.

bia there are salmon fisheries of mar­
vellous productivity, and in the far 
north bordering on the shores of Hud­
son’s Bay, and the Arctic ocean, are 
tile richest whaling grounds in the 
world, and the last home of the leviath­
ans, walrus, sea trout, the inconnu, 
pike, sturgeon and others also abound 
In these far northern waters.

Away back in 1870, the late Hon. 
Peter Mitchell, then CanadiaA minister 
of marine and fisheries, wrote as fol­
lows, of the Dominion fishing inter­
ests:

“As a national possession they are 
Inestimable, and as a field for Industry, 
they are Inexhaustible. Besides their 
general Importance to the country as a 
source of maritime wealth and com­
merce, they also possess a special 
value to the inhabitants. The great 
variety and superior quality of the fish 
products of the seas and inland waters 
of these colonies afford a nutritious 
and economic food, admirably adapted 
to the domestic wants of their mixed 
and laborious population. They are 
also, ip other respects, especially valu­
able to such of our people as are en­
gaged in maritime pursuits, either as 
a distinct industry, or combined with 
agriculture. The principle localities in 
which fishing is carried " on do not 
usually present conditions favorable to 
husbandry. They are limited in ex­
tent and fertility, and are subject to 
certain climatic disadvantages. The 
prolific nature of the adjacent waters 
and the convenience of their undisturb­
ed use are a necessary compensation 
for defects of soil and fisheries to 
which British subjects have claims on 
this continent are of peculiar value.”

At that time the total field of the 
fisheries of Canada only amounted to 
$6,500,000. To-day the estimated value 
is $30,000,000 a year; the capital invest­
ed is about $14,000,000; the number of 
men employed nearly 80,000.

The largest single product Is that of 
salmon, in British Columbia, easily the 
most prolific salmon fishery ever 
known, and giving an annual yield of 
over $5,000,000.

Tug and Two Barges Will Be Built 

-May Run to Blaine Instead of 

Port Guichon.
Murderous Coast Fogs.

The causes of loss of life are varied, 
but fog is directly and indirectly the 
chief factor. Each dory is worked by 
two men, and it must be remembered 
that fogs "bn the banks come up very 
suddenly. The men are unable to get 
back to thicr schooner, night shuts In, 
and they row hour after hotir, often in 
the deadly cold of winter, when the fog 
lifts, no sign of the vessel can be seen. 
What trifle of food or water they had 
with them—if any at all—is soon ex­
hausted, and starvation is added to 
their other perils. Sometimes they go 
mad, drink the salt water, and throw 
themselves into the sea; again they are 
found frozen to death in their dories. 
Then, unfortunately the fishing grounds 
are just in the track of the great 
ocean greyhounds,
Europe and North America. Captains 
have records to make, speed contracts 
to keep to, and there is no time to 
slow down in the fog, even If this real­
ly would lessen the danger—which It 
would not. The steamers can keep out 
of each others way by a system of 
whistles, and by similar means can 
generally avoid the schooners. But the 
poor souls in a dory—a mere speck 
upon the ocean, which can be neither 
seen nor heard by the look-out In a 
fog—they suddenly see a huge monster 
rushing at them; the thud of the en­
gines and the sound of the rushing 
waters, drowns the cries of the unfor­
tunates, the impact is not even felt by 
the passengers snugly sleeping in their 
berths on the steamers, yet. out there, 
in the cold and dark fog, the splinters 
of a little dory float in the foaming 
wake of the steamer, and there are 
two more unknown graves to be re­
membered when wives and orphans on 
the distant shore drop flowers and tears 
into the outgoing tide next Decoration 
Day:

Although not yet definitely decided, 
it is probable that in the near future 
a car ferry service will be instituted 
between Sidney and Blaine. With this 
in view F. Van Sant, traffic manager 
of the Victoria Terminal railway, has 
invited tenders for the construction of 
a steam tug and two large barges. The 
tug Is to be 91 feet long with engines of 
325 horse-power, 
have a carrying capacity of 475 and 
850 tons respectively, with space for 
nine cars.

It 1* thought that the proposed ser­
vice between Sidney and Blaine would 
prove better from a trade standpoint 
than the existing one between Sidney 
and New Westminster. The run be­
tween Sidney and Blaine, a distance of 
40 miles, could be made by a tug and 
her tow In about six hours. When all 
the tenders have been received it will 
then be fianlly decided whether the 
new service will be instituted.

The establishment of the ferry ser­
vice to Blaine instead of to the Fraser 
river has not been finally decided upon, 
and the boats may continue to run to 
Port Guichon. When the Oliver branch 
of the Terminal Company’s lines on 
the Mainland is completed the connec­
tion by way of Blaine will be practi­
cally as good as that now established 
with Port Guichon.

The building of a tug and new barges 
promises better service with the Main­
land by the Victoria terminal route, 
and will be gratifying to residents of 
this city who recognize in this the ad­
vantage of competition in transporta­
tion matters, something which Is al­
ways to be desired.

—splendid salmon, horrible ' looking 
sculpins, and in fact almost everything 
that swims, which either followed the 
mackerel to prey upon them, or were 
carried along by the crowd. The 
sharks and dog fish have to be fought 
and dispatched with axes or boat 
hooks. It is unlawful to ship the sal­
mon, and they are supposed to be 
turned loose to continue their immi­
gration tôWards whatever river they 
are bound. There may be some fisher­
men who strictly obey the law i nthis 
respect, but as they bring a fine price 
in the Boston and New York market 
about that time, and are among the 
most delicious salmon that grow, they 
usually i%açh the market carefully 
packed in fcé, and perhaps described as 
“white b&âs.” The element of luck 
enters very largely into the mackerel 
fishery. One trap will make money, 
while another, not half a mile away, 
and what might be called a preferred 
location won’t pay wages. On one oc­
casion a trap off the south coast of 
Nova Scotia, took a thousand barrels 
of mackerel in one night, while none 
other on thè coast had anything re­
markable. Mackerel were worth $30 a 
barrel—fresh on ice—in the New Eng­
land market just then. The trap own-

Motor Boat Fishing Now.
Shore fishing, while calling for skill, 

hardihood and bravery, is not fraught 
with such peril as the bank fishing. 
Until recent years this work was done 
on the Atlantic coast almost entirely 
by men in small sailing craft, who 
usually ran in to land their fish, and 
get more bait and provisions once a 
week or oftener. These sailing boats 
were necessarily dependent upon fav­
orable wind and weather, and often 
lost much time. Recently, fleets of lit­
tle motor boats are replacing the sail 
boats, or rather a large number of the

privileges of Canadian Atlantic ports 
to obtain supplies, and tranship their 
catches on payment of a tonnage tax.

The government of Canada utilized 
their share of the fishery award 
from the United States to pay their 
own Atlantic fishermen an annual 
bounty. The Americans paid up in 
1877, but it was not until 1882 that the 
Idea of using the interest for bounty 
purposes was acted upon. In that year 
$150,000 was set apart for that pur- 

but in 1891 the appropriation wai 
Increased to $160,000. As a matter of 
fact, the appropriation from the first 
has been exceeded. Vessels are paid at 
|he rate of $1 per ton to the owner, $6 
to each vessel fisherman, $3.50 per man 
to boat fishermen, and $1 per boat to 
the owners. The number of vessels re­
ceiving bounty is about 800, with a 
tonnage of ‘over 25,000. The number of 
boats is increasing, and something like 
14,000. receive bounty. The total num­
ber of boat and vessel fishermen annu­
ally drawing bounty is about 29,000. 
Since 1882 the total amount paid in 
bounties has reached nearly four mil­
lion dollars.

Gift to the General Education Board 
—Proposal Regarding Ex­

penditures.

New York, Feb. 7.—Thirty-two mil­
lion dollars' worth of income-bearing 
securities have been given by John D. 
Rockefeller to the General Education 
Board. When it assembled for a spe­
cial meeting in this city late to-day the 
benefaction was announced by Mr. 
Rockefeller’s son, John D. Rockefeller, 
jr. The donation is for general educa­
tion throughout the country.

It is the largest single benefatcion, 
for these purposes ever known. Mr. 
Rockefeller had previously given the 
board $11,000,000 for the same work. 
The General Education Board was not 
prepared for the gift, which was sim­
ply stated in the following letter:

“New York, Feb. 6.—General Educa­
tion Board, 54 William street, New 
York City.

“Gentlemen: My father authorizes 
me to say that on or before April 1st, 
1907, he will give to the General Kdu- 
caaion Board income-bearing securi­
ties, the present market value of 
which is about $32,000,000, one-third to 
be added to the permanent endowment 
of the board, two-thirds to be applied 
to such specific objects within the cor­
porate purposes of the board as either 
he or I may from time to tirtie direct, 
any remainder not so designated at the 
death of the survivor to be added also 
to -the permanent endowment of the 
board.

Scotia—carried on off the shore and on 
the banks of Newfoundland, and other 
prolific and convenient fishing ground 
—was of the largest In value, exceed­
ing even British Columbia salmon. For 
instance,' in 1883 the cod catch was offi­
cially valued at over six and a half 
millions, while it is now under four 
millions a year. This is not due to 
scarcity of fish so much as the diver­
sion of capital and enterprise to other 
branches of sea fishing, which pro\;e 
more remunerative. The cod fishing 
industry of British North America in 
Canada and Newfoundland is over 
three centuries old. The fine fish and 
marvellous stories of productiveness 
taken to England by Sir Francis 
Drake, had much to do with stimulat­
ing the ambition of the British to be­
come possessors of North America.
There are two branches of the industry, 
known as “bank” and “shore" fishing.
The bank fishing is carried on by 
schooners, whose fishermen catch with 
band lines from the decks, or set 
trawls. The latterxare long lines with 
baited hooks tied on at intervals. These 
lines are sunken, the ends being buoy­
ed. Men in dories—flat bottom boats, 
which can be "nested” or placed inside 
of each other to save space on the deck 
of the schooner—set the trawls, and the lines bçing buoyed. The fishermen

go out in motor boats, small steam 
boats, and even row boats, if not too 
far from land, draw up the traps, re­
move the lobsters, and place them in 
cars, sunken wooden pounds. When 
the time for shipping comes, the 
lobsters are put In slotted crates, and 
taken to the port of shipment. There 
craçked ice is put on them, and they 
are hustled into the steamer’s hold. 
This is what is called 'the live lobster 
business. The small ones are sold to 
the canneries. As I have already said, 
the chief supply of North America, and 
the only remaining lobster fishery of 
and gt-eat extent in the world, is that 
on the Atlantic coast of Canada. Great 
efforts are being made to restock the 
depleted lobster fishery of the New 
England coast, but those of the ol£ 
world, once so productive, are practi­
cally beyond redemption.

The mackerel fishery is confined to 
certain times of the year, by the laws 
of nature, as the lobster fishery is for 
protective purposes restricted to cer­
tain months by the laws of man. The 
mackerel are what is known as migra­
tory fish. Where they come from, and 
where they go to are among the vet 
unsolved mysteries of the fishing cult, 
about which various theories are of­
fered, more or less plausible but none

owners of sail boats have put motors 
into their vessels. Thus they can be, 
to a large extent, independent of the 
wind, even doing their best work, in 
calm weather, which would have com­
pletely tied up a sail boat. The in­
creasing price of gasolene is quite a 
tax on the fisherman, and they will be 
among the people who will derive great 
benefit through having denatured 
alcohol so cheapened by removing tax­
ation and restrictions on manufacture, 
that it can replace the dangerous and 
expensive gasolene.

The third fishery in point of value, 
and of especial importance to Canada 
is the lobster. In olden times, these 
crustaceous were taken in a special 
net, an iron hoop, having a loose coarse 
net strentched across it. Pieces of fish 
bait were attached to the meshes, and 
the affair was lowered to the’ bottom 
Periodically, the net was raised, and 
the lobsters which had crawled on to 
it to eat the bait were removed.

ers shipped their fish, a few hundred 
barrels at a time, from day to day, 
leaving the balance alive in the trap, 
and got pretty nearly the full value of 
their fish, Instead of destroying the 
market by putting the whole night’s 
catch on at once. It may be said, how­
ever, that $20,000 for one night’s catch 
of a mackerel trap, is not sufficiently 
common to make all the fieshermen 
rapidly wealthy.

While the inland fisheries of Canada 
are undoubtedly of great commercial 
value, the sea fisheries are those which 
produce the larger returns.
Scotia, jutting out into the Atlantic, 
with her numerous safe, and conveni­
ent harbors, close to the fishing 
grounds, has naturally headed the list, 
up to a recent date, with an annual 
product of eight or nine million dol­
lars. On the opposite side of the con­
tinent, British Columbia, with her 
Pacific fisheries, has long been a close 
second, yielding between six and seven 
million dollars per year, and during the 
year just closed has taken first place. 
While this Is largely due to the sal­
mon, the development of deep sea fish­
ing off the coast is moving on, Ameri­
can companies being especially busy 
with the halibut and other catches, 
which are actually shipped right to the 
A tlantic cities,x and are becoming a 
serious competitor to the Atlantic 
catch.

dustry. Prof. E. E. Prince, Dominion 
commissioner of fisheries, considers 
4his estimate too high, and places the 
vahie at only about ten millions a year, 
or one-half greater than the official 
figures. Even at this lower estimate, 
however, it will be seen that the toil­
ers of the waters of Canada, have pro­
duced $1,050,000,000 since Confederation.

Considering these stupendous figures 
before one begins to realize something 
of the value of an industry, In which 
Canada leads the world, and yet one 
which Is carried on so quietly 
that few visitors have any idea 
of its magnitude. The Dominion, 
with its magnificent forests, ranks 
third among the world’s wood export­
ing countries, Russia and Austria be­
ing the only countries exporting large 
quantities. Yet Canada’s fisheries have 
given an average yield of three million 
dollars a year more than her lumber­
ing.
